An Early Convert-

Lucius, king of the Britons, one of
the native princes who was allowed
to retain. his tilte by the Romaus,
gent, it is said, to Pope Eleutherius,
thirteenth in succession . from §.

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The Washington Mission.

SEVERAL papers in the United
States publish opinions relative to
the recent negotiations at Wash-
ington between the representa-
tives of the Canadian Government
and that of “the” United States,
which may reasonably be as-
sumed to reflect the notions of
our republican neighbors on this
matter. Among others the New
York Journal of Commerce, in
the course of itorial, on Fri-
day last, had this to say : “Itis
evident enmough that the Cana-
dians have a motive in making
vital admissions which they have
hitherto refused to make. They

_are hurt somewhat by our law
against residents in Canada doing
work in the United States ; they
would have been hurt a good deal
had thé attofpey general held
that section 22 of -the tariff law
meant what its anthors claim that
if meant, and that section may be
enacted as a separate measure.
There are other causes of friction
between the Dominion and the
United States which Sir Wilfrid
Laaurier, recognizing the import-
ance to Canada of %rade witﬁhe
United States, is anxious to re-
move. Over and above all these,
there is the very strong desire of
Sir Wilfrid to secure & reciprocity
treaty with this country. In
order to smooth the way for the
concessions he desires from us, l%e
is willing to admib that pelagic
sealing has greatly diminished the
herd and has reduced the profits
of our rookeries to little or
nothing. After these concessions
have been made by the Canadian
experts, England can hardly re-
fuse to join us in regualtions that
will be effective in the preserva-
tion of the herd, not mergly fram
absolute extinction, but from sugh
decimation that it will no longer
possess any commercial value.
We shall be glad to see the seal
fisheries preserved for their own
sake, and commerce with Canada
promoted for its own sake, and
we shall be especially glad to see
a cause of much trouble and ill-
feeling with England removed.”

Loendon on Fire.

e e

One of the most disastrous fires in
London’s history since the greatest fire
of 1666 broke out in s large block of
buildings lying eastward of Aldersgate
Street, and between that thoroughfare
end Red Cross street just ‘after ome
o'clock last Friday afternoon. The
flames were fanned by a strong wind
and were fed by highly inflammable
stocks of fancy goods and flimsy dress
materials of all descriptions that crowd-
ed every floor of the six story building
in the old streets, in view of the com-
ing Christmas trade. Cousequently
the conflagration gained headway with
surprising rapidity, and was soon far
beyond any possibility of being check-
ed by the few engines that were on the
spot. Fcr four hours and a half th®
flames had their own way, and it ' was
only after more than one hundred en-
gines had worked “an hour that the
chief of the fire brigade sent out the
signal that the fire was under control
This was at 545 p. m. When this
good news became generally known
nearly fifty warehouses and a dozen or
85 other structures had vanished or re-
mained only in blackened walls, a
chaos of fallen girders and smoking
piles of bricks and stone. The confla-
gration was caused by the explosion of
a gas engine on the premises of Walter-
Brown & Co., No 80 Hamsell street.
Their large factory was crowded with
girls when the fire broke-out, and it
was instantly the scene of s semi-panic.
The frightened operatives, with
many screams, rushed to the roof of
the building and thence crossed to
other buildings and effected their es-
cape. In less than a quarter of an
hour the flames had enveloped the ad-
joining warehouse and thence across
the street to an enormons paper ware-
bouse, which was fally alight in ten
minutes. At a little after 2 o'clock a
dozen hose pipes with a twelve foot
spread poured water into the blaze
from an opposite rocf from the street
below and from the burning premises
themselves, but it did not seem to have
any effect. The confasion in the
streets increased ss the fire spread
the shrieking of whistles and throb-
bing of the engines increased as build-
iug after bpilding beeame ignited.
Suddenly there was an explosion of
gas meters sonnding like the reports of
field guns, followed by s momentary
bush. After that the wild rushing
here and there was resumed with in-
creased energy. Men risked their lives
in desperate efforts tosave day books,
ledgers, feathers, jewelry, valuable
chinaware, etc. One man actuslly
hazarded his jife to' fetch hip bat and
cane, two hundred feet ef stone and
glass falling at his heels as he emerged
from the building. A very large force
of firemen and twenty engines were
working at high pressure _q!l night.
