village of Shaldon, in Devonshire,
where she has placed a large “order
for lace to be worn on the great
occasion.

This is not the first Royal order to
find its way to Shaldon, however.
Mrs. French, the teacher, who has
been a lace maker for over seventy
years, assisted in making the lace that
formed part of the wedding dress of,
Princess Louise, King George’s sister,
when she became the Duchess of
Argyll, and Her Royal Highness and
Queen Alexandra male purchases from
the same school last Christmas.

The school was started in 1904 by
Miss Larcaster Lucas, and was the
first attempt to start lace making in
this part of England. About half a
dozen children and fourteen women,
most of them widows, form the staff,
and they are looked after zealously
by Miss Lucas, through whom all the
sales are made.

He must have had
nearly 200 pounds of smooth, clean
fowl. aie offered them for 20 cents for
chicken, 25 cents for turkeys; every
one predicted failure for him; no one
they said, would buy at that figure; he
would surely have to drop the price.
At 6 o’clock, however, his load was
gone and frequenters of- the market
informed the reporter, that he havl
stuck to his figure to the last. Which
all goes to show that when people
want a thihg they will have it no
matter what the cost.

Potatoes are rather fluky. In the
stores if you ask for potatoes 75
cents is tue price mentioned: on the
market, however, the farmer seeIns
quite content if he gets 45 cents per
bushel, by the load.

Fresh eggs are now being offered,
even at the stores. They are at pre-
sent quoted at 50 cents.

They
were shipped in instalments of 50 to
100 head, the jast shipment arriving
at . Wainwright in  October, 1910.
The tctal number brought from
Monotana was about 850.  About
fifty head were secured from other
points in the Dominion and the
States, a few having been secured in
Oklahoma and Texas. The natural
increase last year was zpout 125,
making the total number of buffalo
now in the park upwards of a thou-
sand.

There were in the Pablo herd about
fifty “outlaws,” and after repeated
failures the attempt to round them
up Was abandoned. It was decided
to kill them and the last gerat huffalo
hunt on the continent Was planned to
take place last November. Two
score Canadian sportsmen, thirsitng
for big game gore, made extensive
preparations for the chage. Each
(.)f the participants was to pay $250
in return for which he was to have
the privilege of killing one buffalo
and retaining asg trophies the head
and skin.

Ottawa, Feb. 24.—In the Supreme
Court today, an appeal was heard in
the case of the Union Bank of Canada
vs. Felix McHugh. The plaintiff Mc-
Hugh claimed damages from the bank
for negligence, want of care and skill
in handling about 500 horses, seized
by it in virtue of a chattel mortgage,
then on the McHugh ranch, sixty
miles from Calgary, in quarantine for
mange. He also complained that the
bank had over-charged 3744 for the
expense of the seizure; that it had
improperly charged interest in a man-
ner not authorized by the mortgage
and that the sale of the horses had
been improvidently made at a loss.

At the trial, Judge Beck allowed
only the- claim as to negligence in
respect of 360 horses, assessed dam-
ages to the plaintiff at $2800, and dis-
missed the claim for overcharges on
the ground that the horses had not
been seized within the limits of the
district of Calgary. He ordered @ re-
ference to the court of the expenses
and interest,

Both parties appealed to the Su-
preme Court of Alberta, where the
trial judgment was varied by making

An arrangement has been made
! whereby the boards of trade of about
thirty communities in the central por-
tion of the province will join forces
in carrying on publicity work. The
arrangement is founded on. the prin-
ciple that what helps one community
will help others, and that better re-
suits can be got for the money by
combining efforts in a large opera-
tion than by each community carry-
ing on its own, necessarily more lim-
ited, campaign.

BRITAIN’S WHEAT IMPORTS.

Toronto Globe: There geems to be
an impression in certain quarters that
if Canadian wheat is diverted in any
considerable quantity to the United

{ States in the working out of the re-

ciprocity agreement Great Britain
will be in some way injured and may
have to pay more for her wheat than
she now does. As a matter of fact,
during the past five years Canada
has sent the United Kingdom g little
less than an eighth of its wheat sup-
plies. Even the United States, which
will ere long be ga ' food-importing

country on a large scale, has been a

greater factor than Canada in feed-

ing the people of Great Britain.

AN ECHO OF 1891. ‘

Toronto Star: The outery against
reciprocity twenty years ago was real
thunder. The outcry raised against
reciprocity today is stage thunder.
The old objections to reciprocity were
solid and had meaning, and  their
force was realized even by the
friends of reciprocity. Today the
war-cries of the opponents of reci-
procity in 1891 are being repeated in
apparent ignorance of the fact that
they have lost all their force and
meaning.

What were these solid objections?
One was that if there were abso-
lute free trade between Canada and
the United States, the tariffs of the
two countries on the seaboard would
have to bhe assimilated. Otherwise
goods from Great Britain and other
countries across the sea, destined
for the United States, would be sent
into Canada under our lower tariff,
and shipped across the border. 'To
avoid this there would have to be a
common tariff; -and this tariff—us-
ing the language of the opponents
of reciprocity—would be ‘‘made at
Washington.”” Imports from the
United States into Canada would be
free, imports from Great Britain
would pay a high duty. Without
discussing the manner in which this
objection was met, it may be freely
admitted that it was a strong ob-|
jection. It does not apply to the
present agreement. There will be
no common tariff, no interference
with our tariff-making power, no
discrimination against Great Britain.

Another objection was addressed
to Canadian free traderg and advo-
cates of lower tariff.

It was said twenty-five years ago
that absolute free trade with the'
United States would cause a loss of|
revenue that would have to be made
up by a direct taxation. That ob-
jection is not raised today; the loss
of revenue js small, in comparison
with the total revenue.

Canada in 1891 was a compara-
tively poor and weak country. The
North-West, to use Edward Blake’s
expression, was “empty still,’”’ the in-
crease in population had been disap-
pointingly slow. Our total trade
was $218,384,934, about the same as
it- was in 1873. The trade of
1891, 1892 and 1893 combined was
only about equal to the trade of 1910.
The people were despondent. Enter-
ing into a wide reciprocity arrange-
ment at such a time and in such a
frame of mind, they would have been
at a grave disadvantage. Unréstrict-
ed reciprocity would have Been regard
ed, even by many who accepted it,
as a necessary evil.

Today all this is changed. Canada is
strong and confident. She has proved
that she can stand alone. She enters
into this agreement, not as a weak
and dependent country seeking relief,
but as a strong country ready to trade
with any other country on fair terms.
She has not gratefully accepted any-
thing the United States were willing
tog offer. She has made her own
terms; and even the Montreal Star
admits that on the protectionist theory
of the balance of trade they are good
terms. The reductions made in the
American tariff are far and away
greater than the reductions in ours. |

The whole fabric of argument
against reciprocity is thus shattered,
and nothing is left but fear and pre-
judice. The opponents of reciprocity
are driven' to the extreme position -of
opposing, not jug-handle trade, but
all trade with a foreign country.
They have no standing, either on free
trade ground or on protectionist
ground. Protectionist literature will
be searched in vain for the amazing
theory mow -gravely put forward in
Canada. In the days when protection
was almost an object of worship in
the United States, and when there was
much American hostility to Great Bri-
tain, no high priest of protection, no
tail-twisting jingo, suggested that the
United States - should refuse to sell
beef and wheat to Great Britain.

The now somewhat famous “ap-
peal” of the Montreal Star has ap-
peared in several other pavers, in-'
c¢luding the Ottawa Iree~Press, the
Otiawa Citizen and the “’innipeg Free
Press. | The twolformer explain' that
it is published ‘on‘a *purely business
basis”—which means that it is paid
for as an advertisement. Its ap-j

Quite apparently the people who are
doing the appealing are prepared to
spend concsiderable money in making
the nature of their'complaint known,
Quite apparently, too, the real author
or au(hors of the,appeal cannot be
the Montreal Star; for it is not con-
ceivable how a newspaper would pro-
fit by paying other papers to repro-
duce an editorial utterance from it,
at the same time explaining that
they dig it only because they were
paid for it. An interesting point
would be to know how much the Star
got for first publishing the appeal and
for assuming responsibility for it as
an expression of its own views. From
the size of the responsibility the price
wou'ld be considerable. F

The important feature of course is
that somebody—or somge bodies—is or
are paying out real money to have
this attack on the reciprocity agree-
ment given as wide publicity as pos-
sible. The only conceivable purpose
of their doing this would be to turn
public: opinion against the reductions
in the tariffs; and the only parties at
all likely to spend money for that
object are the parties who would
make money from having the tariffs
stand as at present. The irresistible
conclusion is that the Star has made
itself the spokesman for some com-
bination whose financial ends would
be served by blocking\he agreement,
and that to this end the “men behind”
are providing the grease for the
wheels.

There are two classes directly con-
cerned in blocking the agreement who
might be supposed willing to ‘“shell
out” for a campaign of this kind, and
a third who might be induced to come
in The grain dealers of Montreal
are naturally interested in preventing
Canadian wheat going anywhere but
into their warehouses, and may be
taken to e opposed to the free ad-
mission of this commodity to the
United States.

mhe Indian Industrial School at
Red Deer is a Government school un-
der the management of the Methodist
Church. TIt-is a pretty five mile
drive across the river and along the
north bank westward around  the
1.ends of the deep valley of the crook-
ed Red Deer river to where the school
tuildings are situated on the bench
jand overlooking the picturesque val-
]oy‘\

Started 20 Years Ago.

The girls’ home was built about
twenty years ago of stone, quarried
from the foot of the river bank, near
the school site. The boys’ home was
ruilt of brick at a later date. There
is co-education in the class room and
social life and an attendance of about
seventy Indian children, who have
come from the various reserves in
Alberta, where the Methodist Church
have mission day schools. There are
Stonies from White Whale Lake, and
Crees from Hobbema, Saddle Lake
and White Fish Lake.  But here in
the class room they are studying hard
and learning the rudiments of an
I-nglish education. There is a library
of a hundred volumes in which the
Tndian childrfen are much interested
for they find therein a mine of inter-
esting literature of which they have
heard in their homes on the reserves.
Through this school the child of the
Canadian aboriginee becomes heir to
the wealth of literature and history
of all the ages the wide world over.
¥or when the taste of gond reading
is cultivated as it seems to be here
it should have far reaching effects,

The Purpose of the . School.

The purpose of this school is to:
educate the Indian child to be a
Canadian citizen. Education means
preparation for the after life. V\rhat|
is to be the after life of the Indiani
child? What is to become of the'
graduates of such schools as this at
Red Deer?

There are a few exceptions, but
many of the graduates in the present
generation must go back to the re-!
serves, because (1) There is a lack
in mental heredity, (2) There is a'
lack of moral stamina unable to stand
the modern strenuvous life of cities
and towns. The bulk of the graduates'
go back to the reserves as wards of
the government. But the few excep-|
tions are successfully drafted into the
body politic of Canadian citizénship,|
as has been the case of the three(
graduates already mentioned.

Sometimes the general public for-;
get the problems of the past and take
an unfair view of the question, ex-
recting the Indian school to turn out
a graduate on a par with a white
school. The first and second genera-
tion after the present graduates will
no doubt be on a par with many of
the white children of Alberta’s schools

Mount Vernon,, N.Y.,. Feb. 22—
Upon the plain marble sarcophacus
containing the body of George Wash-
ington in the Hillside tomb on the
estate where the greatest American
spent the final years of his life, two
beautiful memorial wreaths were
placed today by patriotic admirers to
commemorate the 179th anniversary
of his birthday. The flag draped
above the open work iron doors and
floaters and evergreens formed the
only other decorations on the tomb.

CHANGES IN THE DECALOGUE.

The Tenth Commandment May Read
“Thou Shalt Not Covet.”

London, I¥eb. 21.—Very Reverend

of the land subsidy earned by the;
railway company in the construc-
tion of their railway. In 1881, when
the construction contract ~was ap-
proved and ratified by an Act of the
Dominion Parliament (44 Viet. Cap.
1), the district in which the lands'
are situated was part of the region
known ‘as “The [North-West Terri- |
tories.” The Province of Alberta,|
which was carved out of the North-
West Territories, was not established
until the year 1905. Though the
questions involved in the two ac-
tions are quite distinct, they both
turn on the wording of clause 16
of the construction contract.

That clause is in the following!
terms:

“l6. The Canadian Pacific Rail-
way and all stations and station|
grounds, workshops, buildings, yards

lands may be transferred to a sub-
ject by Act of Parliament, such a
transfer would not ordinarily or pro-
perly ‘be described as a ‘“grant from
the Crown.”

The contention on the part of the
respondent js that in the case of
lands proposed to be taxed the
period of exemption must be reckon-
ed from the date of the letters pat-
ent conveying those lands to  the
company. The earliest patent in the

| present case is dated the 6th of

April, 1903.

The contention on the part of the
appellant is that the period of ex-
emption runs not from the date of
the conveyance of the lands now
bproposed to be taxed, but from the
18th of June, 1884, the date on
which the survey of these lands was
approved by the Surveyor-General of
l'iin.'lda, and the lands were thus
identified as part of the subsidy in
land to which the company was en-
titled.

It was one of the conditions of the
Construction contract that gr
- C : ants in
respect of the lana subsidy gshould be
madae in alternate sections of 640 acres
extending back 24 miles on each side
of the rail—the company receiving the
sections bearing uneven numbers. It
was, however, provided that if any
part of such sections “consisted” the
company should not be bound to re-
ceive §?1<>m as part of such grant. This
brovision led to a prolonged discus-
sion and negotiations between the Co
and the Government. Some lands

!which the company at first rejected

were afterwards accepted, and some
{]\zn( were at first accepted were re-
Jected afterwards. The result was
that in a considerable number of cases
the destination of lands appropriated
to the land subsidy was not definitely
fixed until long after the date when
the survey was approved in the .ur-
veyor-General’s office. As the learnecd
counsel for the respondent pointed out
there would not have been much com-
plication and confusion if the con-

| struction contended for by the appell-
(ant had been adopted.

In point of fact, however, whenever
the question has been argued in the
Canadian Courts the ordinary proper

' signification of the expression “grant

from the Crown” has been adopted.
The leading case is the case of North
Cypress v. Canadian Pacific railway,
36 C. R. 550. In deference to the de-
cision of the Supreme Court of Canada
in that case, formal judgments only
were delivered by the trial judge, and
by the learned judges in the Supreme
Court of Alberta, from which the se-
cond appeal is brought.

It was argued that if the expression
“grant from the Crown” was -to have
its proper and ordinary signification
it would be in the power of the rail-
way company, by delaying to accept
Crown grants or even by simply ab-
staining from pressing for such grants
to defer their diability to taxation for
an indefinite period. It must, how-
ever, be remembered that at the time
when the Construction contract was
made, lands in the Northwest terri-
tories were the property of the Do-
minion, and that any delay in perfect-
ing Crown grants would be the fault
of Dominion officers. The circumstan-
ces, that but for the contract the lands
would now be liable to taxation for

{ provincial purposes, cannot alter the

rights of the railway company, nor
does that fact of itself necessarily
lea to delay in perfecting the grants.
The whole contract was subjecteu to
a very close and critical examination,
but their lordships are satis}ﬂed that
there is no reason for departn};x frp:n
the ordinary and proper signification
of the expression “grant- from the
‘rown.”
Lr"heir Lordships are therefore of the
opinion that in the case of lands not
sold or occupied, tne period of exemp-
tion from taxation mentioned in c]ause
the Construction contract runs in
case from the date of the letters
patent conveying the lands to the rail-

1ips will therefore hum-
bly advise His Majesty that both ap-
peals should be dismissed.

So strange a contention does not
seem to require a serious answer.
But an answer may be given in the
language of Ritchie, C.J., who dis-
posed of the point when it was rais-
ed in 1891 before the Supreme Court.
‘“‘There must have been,” said thatj
learned judge, “a complete sale, and|
the property must have passed out
of the Canadian Paecific Railway
Company and veste? in the purchas-
er before it became liable to taxa-
tion.” (Rural Munlcipality of Corn-
wallis vs, Canadian Pacific Railway
Company, 19 S.C.R. 702).

The action which gave risen to the
second appeal was brought by the
Minister of Public Works of the
Province of Alberta for the purpose
of determining the date from which
the period of exemption mentioned
in the latter part of clause 16 is to
be reckoned. In the case of “the
lands of the company in the North-
West Territories,” which have not
been sold or occupied, the period of
exemption js defined as a period of
“20 years after the grant thereof
from the Crown.” The ' proper
meaning of the expression ‘“grant
from the Crown” in the case of a
land grant is a conveyance by let-
ters patent under the Great Seal.

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WETASKIWIN, THE CENTRE OF A RICH AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT

(Bulletin Staff Correspondent.)

On some hills a short distance west
of the present site of Wetaskiwin, in
the days of long ago a treaty of peace
was made by the chiefs of the Black-
foot and Cree tribes of Indians, who
then roamed at will over the western
prairies.

The: Crees from the North Saskat-
chewan and the Blackfeet from the
south country frequently had tribal
wars when hunting the wild bison
while at other times retaliotory raids
weré made for the purpose of secur-
ing vengeance in the form of scalps,
horses or wives. After the smoking
of the-pipe of peace, these hills were
known as the “We-tus-ke-win” or the
Peace Hills. Later when the white
men came ! name rémained for the
land mark ({ when the railway was
buiit the illace which grew up
around the siding was known as We-
taskiwin.

Being forty miles south from
Strathcena and in the centre of a dis-
trict richly suited for mixed farming
the settlers prospered and Wetaski-
win has grown. The building of a
branch of the C.P.R. eastward made
it a railway junction. The extension

A STORY OF HARDSHIP
‘IN THE NORTH COUNTRYI

Major Saunders Returns Wiih Sur-
vey, Party from North—Experiene-
ed Coldest Winter in Thirty Years.
Ten Horses Succumbed (o €old and
\\'o]v'ess.

Major: Saunders, D.1.S., returned
to the city last night from the north,
where during the past winter he. has
heen engaged with a party of seven-
teen men, running the nineteénth
base WYne north of township .22, be-

tween the Fourth and Fifth Me-rid-I

ians, beginning at a point 120 miles
north of Cold Lake.

“The most severe wiiiter I have
experiericed in thirty years,”” was the
comment of Major Saunders upon the

weather conditions which have pre- |

vailed in the north during the past
winter.
A Story of Hardship.

While none of the members of the
party stffered -~from serious frost-
bites the story of their experiences is
one of extreme hardship. Eight or ten

of the horses succumbed to attacks of

wolves and to the extreme ecold.. The

cold was so intense, said Major Saun-

ders, that the horses would frequent-
ly bleed at the nostrils. The temper-
ature at times dropped as low as 80
below zero. Practically all the horses
were lost.by the ®nd of November.

In the autumn Mayor Saunders
left the party to take in more sup-
plies. Owing to the great depth of
Snow he was unable to conne with
his party at the time arranged for
their meeting. After a ‘difficult trip
he met them in the early part of this
month.

DPriving Doc Teams.

“During the past winter,” said
Major Saunders, “I renewed my ex-
periences of driving dog teams, and
the language T wasytempted. to use

vvou}d scarcely be suitable for puhli-
cation, I took four dog teams from '

Cold Lake to meet the party, and was
accompanied by five Indians. The
treatment of these dogs by the In -
dians is simply shameful. They are
poorly fed and beaten shamefully.”

Moose and caribeu abounded in the
country through which the party
passed, said Major Sdunders. The
district in which they were working
is not, in his opinion, likely to be
settled in the near future.

During the past winter he was in-
formed that befween 200,000  and
200,000 whitefish were taken out of
Cold Lake.

In the so-called south-western cases,
the commission declines to disturb
either the eommodity or the -elass
rates, thus in effect authorizing the'
advances recently made by the rail-
roads except as to third; foutth, fifth
and sixth classes on whieh the old
rates are ordered restored.

The decision, eagerly awaited by|
roads and shippers alike was handed
cdown late this afternoon,

Involves Over $27,000,000.

The proposed advances  in class
freights, in official classifieation terri-
tory, aggregating among all the raii-
ways in the territory approximately
$27,000,000 a year, was disapproved |

by the commission. In the cases in-;

' volving the increases by the railroads

in western trunk lines  territory the
commission also declined to approve
the proposed advances in commodlty!
rates. The carriers in both cases:
are required to cancel on or before
March 10th their advanced tariffs
and restore their former rates, which

| are the rates now in effect. If this

requirement he not  complied with,
th® commission will issue a formal
order suspending the proposed ad-
vances and putting into effect the
existing rates for at least two years.
After considering exhaustively the
whole subject, however, from every
viewpoint, the commission could not
see its way clear to grant any advance
in rates, althouzh it concedes that, in

. the case of some of the roads, an in-

creased revenue is needed:
Not Paying Goced Dividends.
In what is known as the REastern
case, the commission was embarrass-
ed [by the admitted fact that several

, of khe lines in the territory were not

paying good dividends upon existing
rates, while other carriers in ' the
same, territory were barely able to

{ make both ends meet,

At the time the tdriffs were filed,
the commission had no authority to

{ suspend advances in rates pending an

investigation of their reasonableness,
but, after conferences with the com-
mission and with President Taft, the
railway, officials dgreed voluntarily
Lo extend the rates until August 1st
and in the meantime, on June 18th,
the present law was passed giving the

commission power to suspend the

rates. Subsequently, the proposed
tariffs again were suspended voliin-

tarily, first until November 11 and !

later until February 1st, 1911. The
commission found itself unable physi-
cally to conclude its consideration of
the cases by February 1st. and again
the rates were suspended until March
15th.

In withholding finaly its approval
of the proposed increases, the com-
mission holds—and its decision in both
the Eastern and Western cases was
unanimous—that the carriers did hot,
in the proceedings, sustain what the
law imposes upon them, i.e., the bur-
den of proof that absolute necessity
existed for the advances proposed.

CABLES DISAPPROVAL
~ OF TREATY TO LONDON

Premier McBride Cables Obiection to

]

Reciprocity to London Press. Dup- |

licates Whitney’s Jeremiad and
Urges All Familiar Arguments.

TL.ondon, Feb. 23.—Premier McBride
of Dritish Columbia cables the Lon-
don Express:

“I strongly object to the recipro-
city agreement. There is no neces-
sity for ‘such, no general demand for
it in Canada. Reciprocity will sud-
denly dislocate Canada's present trade
and divert a great deal of it to the
advantage of the United States. This
will also have an effect on our trade
with Great Britain, which is our best
customer and at present absorbs the

Imhperial Federation.

“It will ‘not tend advantageously to-
wards the early solution of the prob-
lem of imperial federation. TUndoubt-
edly the United States was actuated
by a desire to secute control of Can-
adian resources and at the same time
to secure a larger share of the Can-
adian market for her manufacture.

“On the other hand, Canada's bet-
ter plan is to trade as freely as pos-
sible with the Motherland, and the
oher parts of the Empire to their

her hands with an outside country
whichh may at any ?time decide to
end the agsreement, with the result
that Canada’s trade will be again dis-
located.
Should Consult People.

“The peoplg of Canada should have
ecn consulted before making any
agreement. The Dominion govern-
| ment has parted from the policy laid
down by Cpnservative —and Liberal
Governments to consult fully all in-
terests before making extensive
changes in the tariff.”

APPREHENSIVE OF DECISIONS.

U, S. Financial World Awaits Result
in Anti-Trust Cases.

New York, Feb. 18—The approach
of the time when decisions are ex-
pected from the Supreme court and
the interstate commerce commission
on subjects vitally important to cor-
rorations, was reflected last week in
a pronounced reactionary movement
of the stock market. The past fort-
night. of hesitation seemed to have
leen taken advantage of by the more
powerful and influential speculators to
garner profits by distributing holdings
wkhkich had been in ‘course of accumu-
lation since the opening of December.

Authoritative intimations from
Washington that the commerce com-
mission desired to announce a de-
cision in the rate advance petitions
from the railroads before the expira-
tio of the present month were coupled
with the supposition that the IFebru-
ary recess of the Supreme court had
been given over by the members to
a close consideration of the anti-trust
cases. Until these decisions of the
court, which convenes this week, are
handed down, each Monday set aside
as decision day in the practice of the
court will present its possibility that
the expected action will be taken on
that day.
