Several Coun­
cillors condemned the practice of the 
departmental heads taking too much 
authority upon themselves without 
consulting the Council or the different 
Committees.

J. Russel complained of drain 
on Pennywell Road, and also asked 
for a light. Referred to Road In- 
rpector and Light Committee.

John A. Morey, who applied for a 
Plumbing Licence last week, after 
having passed a successful examina­
tion. has been granted a License.

On report of Engineer in connection 
with house owned by Geo. A. Collins, 
of Duckworth Street, it Was ordered 
that permixsion be given to make 
temporary repairs.

Mr. Mellansky, tea agent, will have 
to pay pedlars’ tax.

The owner of vacant land near Mr. 
Healey’s, Water St., will be'ordered 
to fence same.

Crossing will be placed on New 
Gower Street.

The Reid Co. will be written again 
about uncovered rails on Military Rd. 
and Crossing on Cochrane St.

The adjourned discussion on the 
Commercial Cable Co. tax, was then 
resumed. The question which the 
Council was most concerned over was 
the basis on which taxation should be 
levied. Following the reading of a re­
port from Montreal, which stated that 
in that city companiefc were charged 
tor a similar privilege, one per cent, 
of the civic value ot adjoining 
land, a lengthy discussion ensued 
over the meaning of “civic” value. 
Some Councillors thought it meant 
the absolute value; others, that it 
meant simply the value it was to the 
city. For example, land that wa* tax­
ed by the Council ten dollars per year 
had a civic value of ten dollats.

A visit to the Exhibition Halls and 
grounds puts, one amidst a scene of 
bustle and activity. A host of men

and picturesquely the products of the 
farm and garden, and the output of 
the factories.

The site of the exhibition Is Fort 
William. * The basement of the Hotel 
foundation laid by the Reids a de­
cade ago has bepn roofed and is being 
utilized as stalls and loose-boxes for 
live stock- Tbs' grounds In the rear 
of the hotel are also being used for 
the same purpose.

*' The Curling Rink is fitted up for the
•*» display of flowers, vegetables and

poultry. Stalls are arranged round 
the walls of the building, and along 
aislee running parallel to the length 
of the rink.. Each electoral district 
has Its separate section, and yesterday 
afternoon and this morning the build­
ing presented a busy scene, as the ex­
hibits were brought in, noted in a 
book, and arranged on the various 
stalls and receptacles. Judging from 
the fine show of root crops from the 
districts of St. George’s and Bona- 
vtsta which were already in place 
yesterday afternoon, the exhibits in 
the Curling Rink will open the eyes of 
many as to the capacity of the soil In 
many localities for root and grass and 
grain crops.

A covered-tn way leads, from the 
Curling Ripk to the Prince's Rink 
where the Industrial exhibits are 
housed.

On "September 24 a 
lap of skin was partly detached from 
iv er the biceps of the right arm, and 
nade to cover the sunken part of the 
heek by stitching it to the side of 
he. noas and mouth, To keep the 
kin flap; -which drew its blood sup- 
>ly from its remaining attachment to 
lie arm. in place, the arm had to be 

'lent over the head and fixed, in a 
ilaster cast hi that position.

NEW BLOOD-VESSELS.
In the eigtheen days since the skin 

lap was sewn to the side of the facd 
nough new blobd-vesseis bave 

sprung up between It and the uhder- 
ying tissues to render the blood sup­

ply from the arm vessels no longer 
necessary. Yesterday’s operation, 
therefore, consisted of removing the 
plaster cast, cutyng the flap away 
from its remaining attachment to the 
irm, and fitting It into position over 
.he rest of the denuded area on the 
race. *'■ "

No stitches were needed, the anti­
septic dressings applied and the new; 
firm attachments to the nose holding 
the flap in position. The arm wound 
a-as also treated antlseptically, the 
irm somewhat stiff, but apparently 
lone the worse for being fixed so long 
n such a cramped position, being laid 
comfortably at the patient's side.

In another eight days it is expected 
hat the flap will have taken firm root, 
lew cells springing ùp from the two 
ipposed raw surfaces and knitting 
them into one. Little scar will be 
left to show that practically the whole 
of the right cheek is composed of skin 
issues removed bodily from the right 

arm.—Daily Mail, Oct. 12.

Destroyers, Torpedo Boats, Captive
Balloons, and Aeroplanes May Bear
the Brunt of the Warfare.
Airships, aeroplanes and submar­

ines are going to play a big part in 
the next great war.

It is true that in the Russo-Japan­
ese war the work of the submarine 
was insignificant, but since then many 
Improvements have been made, and 
while the submarine has still the 
grave defects of slowness, especially 
under water, and "blindness,” it U 
liow a formidable. engine . of naval 
warfare.

With its increasing efficiency, man 
has turned his thoughts towards cir­
cumventing the deadly submarine. At 
first sight, the advantage appears to 
be all on the side of the submarine. 
Its invisibility, power of sinking if a 
battleship attempts to ram it. and the 
death-dealing torpedoes with which it 
is armed, torpedoes capable of trav­
elling 1,000 yards or more at great 
speed, all help to make the submarine 
apparently invulnerable.

But only apparently so, for It has 
Its weak points. Among them is its 
periscope. Small though is the part 
that projects' above watei, It is 
enough to locate the submarine to an 
enemy's battleship, and once located 
the submarine can be effectively at­
tacked.

It may be said that in time of war 
a submarine would dispense with n 
periscope, but then it would be as 
helpless as a rudderless ship. Even 
when using the periscope a submarine 
is “blind” to a great extent. The 
modern periscope revolves, but even 
then the field of vision is limited 
and the submarine may be taken un­
awares. The At never saw the Ber­
wick Castle coming up behind her be­
cause the "eye” of. the periscope was 
turned seaward.

As a rule, to attack effectively, the 
submarine must first come to the sur­
face; which, of course, makes its lo­
cation easy.

Anyway, suppose a submarine to 
have been discovered, what can an en­
emy do against her?

Well, he can send another submar­
ine to tac.kle her In an under-water 
duel. But that would be of little use, 
for they would be like two men fight­
ing in the dark, and with more than 
two submarines engaged friend might 
fight friend.

And there are practical methods of 
destroying sumbarines, apart from 
the obvious course of "ramming.”

The first is to fish for the submar­
ine, and try to catch her in a gigantic 
net.

A sumbarine “spotted,” two de­
stroyers give chase, carrying between 
them a great net, sunk well under 
water by means of heavy weights.

The destroyers moving at ten miles 
an hour or so (the weight of the net 
would, of course, decrease their 
speed), the submarine which, under 
water, can only go about six miles 
an hour is almost bound to be caught 
in the net.

She may fire torpedoes, but with 
the targets moving at such a pace 
the chances of a hit are small, and, 
once the net is round her, her offen­
sive power is gone.

Caught, the submarine would then 
be towed into shallow water, and 
blown to bits, or, her exact position 
having been located, mines would be 
sunk above her and fired electrically 
to rend and send her to bottom. The 
submarine certainly has much to fear 
from the net. The second method of 
destruction is to explode a mine or 
torpedo over the submarine. This 
has not been tried in actual warfare 
but its practicability has been de­
monstrated by experiments in time of 
peace. In one experiment at Ports­
mouth, a barrel representing a sub­
marine was sunk ten feet below the 
surface and was attacked by the de­
stroyer Starfish, which had been spe­
cially fitted out for the purpose. She 
was strengthened on the port bow 
(port is on the left hand when you 
stand in a ship looking forward to the 
bows) so as to stand the weight of a 
forty-foot spar.' On the outer end of

this spar was fastened a charge of 
328 lbs. of gun cotton, and there was 
a crutch In which the spar worked.

As the destroyer neared the target 
the spar was rui? out, and the end 
carrying the explosive dropped Into 
the water as she passed. As it swung 
aft the charge was fired by electrical 
contact, and the barrel ceased to ex­
ist, as a submarine would have done 
in similar circumstances.

The destroyer was unharmed, for 
her speed carried her clear of the ef­
fects of the explosion.

It may be said that a submarine 
would have been able to dodge the 
destroyer. Possibly, if she had am­
ple warning, but in a big battle the 
submarine would not be able to see 
everywhere, and destroyers would at­
tack or feint to attack from more 
than one quarter.

The speed of the destroyer and the 
slowness of the submarine must also 
>e considered in reckoning her chan- 
es of escape.
Further, it is calculated that a spar 

orpedo, as it is called, is effective 
vithln a radius of sixty feet, so that, 
f exploded anywhere within twenty 
/ards of the submarine, the object of 
ilowing a hole in the submarine 
vould be achieved.

The French believe in balloons as a 
defence against submarine's. For op­
tical reasons you can see much deep­
er under water from a balloon than 
from a ship, and there ib also a wider 
field- of vision. The idea, then, is for 
i battleship to fly a captive balloon, 
the occupant of which "spots” the 
submerged submarine, and either sig­
nals her whereabouts to the battle­
ship or destroys her by dropping ex­
plosives on her.

Aeroplanes will probably be used in 
the same way, with thé added advan 
tages that they need not be captive, 
>ut| fly about ready to swoop down 
-,nd deal destruction the moment a 
submarine shows near the surface— 
ust like a sea-bird swooping down to 
tatch a fish.

An American haé, Invented a boa: 
ntended to steam over a located sub- 
narine and to destroy her by dis­
charging a torpedo vertically down­
wards through an opening in the 
boat's bottom.

Finally, there are automatic sub­
marine torpedoes as a defence against 
submarines.

1 The early types of thesfe were guid 
ed by wires attached to them, and 
worked by the Operator on shore or 
on a ship, but now We have “wireless' 
automatic submarine torpedoes, 

i These wonderful weapons are con­
trolled by electric waves, and, al­
though they are under water, the op-, 
erator can guide them in any direction 
he likes.

en it gives of its coming is a spray of 
water above It, something like the 
“blowing” of a whale, and this .may 
easily escape the "eye" of the peri­
scope.

Even if the alarm is given, the sub­
marine has small chance of getting 
away, for the torpedo is travelling 
forty miles an hour to her six. If she 
dodges, the torpedo can follow her 
Nine times out of ten the torpedo will 
be on her before she knows it is com­
ing, and the submarine ceases to ex­
ist.

So, then it will be seen that, for­
midable though the submarine is, she 
is by no means Invulnerable.—Pear­
son's Weekly.
