Death of Mon­
signor Walsh

Rt. Rev. Monsignor Walsh, of Bri- 
gus, died at one o'clock to-day. The 
news came as a shock to his many 
friends In the city. They knew he 
was In poor health the past month, 
but as he has been more or less an 
invalid the past ten years, they were 
not expecting to hear this sudden de­
parture. Deceased who was one of 
the oldest and most prominent clergy­
men in the Harbor Grace Diocese 
and was a friend and adviser to all 
its clergymen. His Lordship Bishop 
March held him in the highest es 
teem and visited him regularly the 
past few years, spending several days 
in his company. The Monsignor's 
death will be a great loss to the dio­
cese. When his health became Im­
paired some years ago the Bishop 
divided the work of the parish with 
Dr. Whelan, since then the Monslgnor 
was able to lead a more retired life 
necessitated by his delicate state of 
health. He was born in Carbonear, 
and was a nephew of the late Rev. Fr. 
Duffy. He was educated in Ireland 
and was a profound theologian and 
highly accomplished musician. He 
was a pleasing conversationalist and 
Ills company was enjoyed by all who 
called to see him at his hospitable 
Presbytery. Rt Rev. Mons. Veitch 
was his life long friend, and it Is a 
remarkable fact that they received 
their title from Rome at the same 
time. We extend our sympathy to the 
relatives of the deceased, including 
Mrs. Thomas Kavanagh, of this city, 
who is a neice of the deceased.

Bandits Suicide.
Rather Than be Captured by the 

Police.

Orleans, France, Feb. 1.—The po­
lice to-night surprised four men in 
the act of stealing goods from the 
railway depot. The thieves ran when 
they saw the police and attempted to 
board an outgoing train, pursued by 
the gendarmes and station officials.

The police fired at the thieves, and 
the latter returned the fire. A regu­
lar fusilade followed. The sub-sta­
tion master fell at the first fire, and 
then a police officer was shot. The 
train was still moving slowly when 
the police surrounded one of the ban­
dits, who blew out his brains.

A second member of the gang, who 
was cornered, was about to commit 
suicide also when he was brought 
down by a bullet in the leg and cap­
tured. A third bandit also killed him­
self, while the only remaining one es­
caped to the open fields.

In reply to questions, the wounded 
bandit said:

"My name is Oscar Wilde. I was 
born in Montreal, Canada, December 
27, 1881. I am the son of Francis 
Harry Wilson and am a bronze decor­
ator.

Two of the dead bandits are French­
men and the one who shot himself was 
recognized as being badly wanted by 
the police, as he was recognized as a 
murderer and a thief.

Jury Ont 13 Hours.
Newark, N. J„ Feb. 1.—The jury in 

the case of Allison M. MacFarland, on 
trial for the murder of his wife, by 
cyanide of potassium poisoning, re­
turned a verdict of guilty of murder 
in the first degree shortly before 
midnght, after 13 hours consideraton.

The conviction of MacFarland was 
mainly on circumstantial evidence. 
His wife met death on the night of 
October 14 last, when MacFarland 
was absent from home, by taking 
cyanide of potassium, which the State 
alleged MacFarland had deliberately 
substituted for headache medicine 
which Mrs. MacFarland was in the 
habit of taking.

MaçFariand’s declaration that he 
had told his wife about the cyanide 
and that if she took it by mistake It 
was her own carelessness, which 
greatly offset by more than seventy 
letters which passed between Mac­
Farland and his former stenographer 
in Philadelphia, Florence Bromley, In 
order to marry, who the State al­
leged that MacFarland planned to get 
rid of his wife.

Doctoring Under
Difficulties.

Writing of the work of the Royal 
National Mission to Deep Sea Fisher­
men in “Canada," Mr. A. W. Wake­
field says: Except for the mission 
staff there is no doctor in the north­
ern peninsula of Newfoundland, or 
along the whole coast of Labrador 
from the Gulf of SL Lawrence to Cape 
Cheldley. Instead of debating wheth­
er to call in Dr. Smith from the next 
street or Dr. Brown who lives two 
streets away suppose you had to 
travel from Land’s End to John o’ 
Groats and back again to Carlisle, or 
from Halifax to Montreal, before you 
could reach a doctor! And then not 
in a railway train or motor car, but 
In a sledge drawn by dogs over the 
ice and snow, or In a small, rickety 
boat, along the wildest and roughest 
coast In the whole world.

easy task to perform. Arrangements 
for preserving the peace had been 
made on a most elaborate scale. De­
tachments of police were posted ev­
erywhere, and the troops were held 
in readiness in their quarters. Mat­
ters looked ugly for a moment when 
Mr. and Mrs. Churchill started for the 
meeting place. A great crowd, Which 
had gathered outside the hotel, ap­
peared inclined to rush the First 
Lord’s motor car. and tried to block 
its passage, but a flotilla of escorting 
motor cars, packed with detectives, 
succeeded in working their way 
through the groaning throng, and the 
car moved safely away. Churchill 
and Redmond reached the Marquee 
safely, their journey being marked by 
nothing more serious than groans and 
hisses. Sixty' thousand people were 
gathered in the tent. A steady show­
er bath poured through the canvas 
roof, making the floor an incipient 
marsh. Churchill immediately got on 
goojd terms with his audience, promis­
ing them that the Government intend-

gcneral scheme of Parliamentary de­
volution, leading ultimately to the. 
federation of the Empire. That was 
the only way to free the Commons 
from the present congestion. Look at 
our great rivals, the United States of 
America and Germany. Both of these 
Powers conduct their business 
through separate Parliaments. Chur­
chill contended that the settlement of 
the long quarrel between the British 
Government and the Irish people 
would he a boon to the Empire be­
yond compare, as the Irish through­
out Ihe world were a power for good 
or ill. and in the past had mostly 
worked counter to British _ interests. 
Without closely particularizing the 
terms of the Bill, he said that the 
Irish Parliament, including the Sen­
ate. would fairly represent the minor­
ity as well as the majority of the 
people of Ireland. The Crown would 
be in a position to refuse assent to 
any unjust law. and the Imperial Par­
liament would be able to repeal any 
such law. Religious freedom would 
lie secured ,and the Privy Council 
would be able to declare void any law 
which goes beyond the limits of Home

Rule. The military would remain 
under the control of the Imperial 
Government. The financial propos 
als of the Bill will give a big start to 
the Irish government. Insidious tax­
es would not be able to lie placed up­
on Ulster. The Irish Parliament would 
have real control of its moneys, but 
the system used must be consistent 
with the financial acts of the United 
Kingdom. The Imperial Government 
will continue to carry out the Land 
Purchase and Old Age Pension 
Schemes. Irish representation will be 
reduced. The Government were pre­
pared to fight the Bill through Parlia­
ment. and asked for fair play from 
the Unionists.

BELFAST, To-day.

Churchill’s incursion into Ulster 
which threatened.at one time to cause 
sanguinary rioting and serious loss of 
life, ended without eVen a broken 
head. The first Lord of the Admir­
alty and Redmond spoke from the 
same platform on the Home Rule Bill. 
Churchill outlined the intention of the 
Government in respect of self- Gov­
ernment in Ireland and declared no 
greater boon could come to the Em­
piré than a settlement of a long and 
bitter quarrel between the British 
Government and the, Irish people. 
Redmond appealed to Ulster “in the 
name of Ireland and the British Em­
pire and justice and good will," to 
lend its aid in settling the Irish ques­
tion wisely, well and forever. 
Churchill's speech delivered before 
an audience from which every effort 
had been made to bar all hostile ele­
ments, aroused tremendous enthusi­
asm but at one point a group of suf­
fragettes attempted to create a dis­
turbance and several of them were 
ejected. The night passed quietly. 
The Nationalists burned effigies of 
Lord Londonderry and Sir Edward 
Carson, Unionist leaders. In response 
to continued and enthusiastic cheers 
of their supporters, Londonderry and 
Carson appeared on the steps of the 
Ulster Club. Sir Edward in a brief 
speech said he was proud of Belfast's 
behaviour and “we fight every inch 
against Home Rule.” Troops will be 
kept in Belfast over Saturday as a 
precautionary measure.

The wealth of the Rothschilds is a 
fascinating theme for speculation, but 
accuracy is difficult to arrive at. The 
fortunes of the house, as is well 
known, were founded hv the Roths­
child who was the first in England 
to obtain the news of the battle of 
Waterloo and profit by it on the Stock 
Exchange. The recent death in Paris 
of Baron Gustave recalls the first oc 
casion on which some Idea could be 
obtained as to the wealth of the 
firm. The brothers are partners, and 
the bank has brandies in London, 
Berlin, Paris, Frankfort and Vienna. 
The French branch was founded by 
Baron James, who had four sons. Of 
these only one. Edmond, outlived 
him. When his first son, Solomon, 
died in 1864 he left a widow and a 
daughter, Helen. When Helen mar­
ried Baron van Zuylen de Nyevelt her 
share of her father's fortune, which 
she brought with her as a dowry, was 
about $70,000,000. Baron Solomon’s 
fortune was double this amount, and 
his three brothers and his sister, who 
married Baron Nathaniel of London 
had equal amounts. Thus the total 
fortune of the five in 1864 was nearly 
$800.000,000. As the four branches of 
the family are equally rich, its ag­
gregate wealth at that time must 
have been $4,800,000,000, and that was 
more than forty-five years ago.

They buy all 
that is sent along. The quality of 
most of it compares very favourably 
with what is imported. The machin­

He expects to 
be able to increase the number of 
his employees about 100 per cent next 
year when he goes into the making 
of blankets and tweeds.

How often do 
you read any 
poetry?

A modern Eng­
lish essayist has 
recently announ­
ced his convic­
tion that "many 
excellent p e r- 
sons if they 
were confronted 
with the alter­
natives of read- 
i n g Paradise 
l-ost, and going 

around Trafalgar Square at noonday 
on their knees in sackcloth, would 
choose the ordeal of public ridicule.”

1 fancy that statement is a trifle 
strong, and yet I certainly agree with 
the underlying belief that very few 
p.-ople nowadays care to read poetry.

Again I ask. “How often do YOU 
nad poetry?"

I don't mean how often do you 
Klance over one of the little magazine 
p.iemlets, that take perhaps a half 
minute to read, but how often do you 
sit down and read poetry as you would 
read a novel or a newspaper half an 
hour or an hour at a time?

What difference does it make, you 
say, whether you do or not?

My friend, the essayist has undoubt- 
< dly heard you say that, for he is all 
r< ady with his anger. You should 
read poetry, he says, because “ima­
ginative poetry is the highest form of 
wisdom. In a word, there is nothing 
to compare with it."

He makeAthese remarks in the course 
of a little book telling the ordinary 
business man how, despite the de­
mands of business and social life, he 
can still keep on feeding his mind, in­
stead of letting it die of starvation.

He wants the business man to save 
six or seven hours a week for this 
purpose, and one of the ways in which 
this time is to be employed is in read­
ing poetry.

This man is one of the foremost 
men of letters, and one of the most 
brilliant men in England.

Nor is he just a dreamer.
On the contrary, he is a man of af­

fairs, a very busy man. and he knows 
how to talk to other busy men.

He is also a man with definite ideas. 
He doesn't just say "read poetry" and 
let it go at that. Here is his more de­
finite outline for the willing-to-be 
poetry reader.

"If poetry is what is called a sealed 
book to you, begin by reading Haz- 
lttt's essay on the nature of poetry in 
general. It is difficult to imagine the 
mental state of the man who, after 
reading this essay, is not urgently 
desirous of reading some poetry be­
fore his next meal."

After you have read this, he further 
advises that you begin your course of 
poetry by reading "an infinitely finer 
English novel than anything written 
by George Eliot or even Jane Austen. 
Its title is ‘Auroro Leigh’ and its au­
thor 'E. B. Browning.' ”

I also have a suggestion for the 
person who is pleased with this no­
tion, and wants to begin disciplining 
and improving his mind by reading 
poetry. And that is to read Tenny­
son's "Idylls of the King." “The Prin­
cess" and "The Lady of Shalott." I 
am sure the veriest tyro at poet re­
reading couldn’t fail to enjoy these. 
And I am sure they would be a step­
ping stone to further appreciation of 
poetry.

The Teachers'

Pension.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Since reading the pro­
posed Teachers’ Pension Scheme we 
have bowsed our thinking tacts down 
close to the bunkin head, and with all 
sail spread that will draw upon a 
wind, we find that owing to some 
very subtle undercurrents we are 
unable to fetch within miles of the 
point. Favourable conclusion. It ap­
pears to us that the scheme was en­
gendered by a few of the wiser foxes 
whose object was to try to have the 
present Pension Fund, which has 
been sliced off the miserable pittances 
(speaking generallyi of the poor over­
worked and underpaid teachers of the 
country, distributed as prize monies, 
as are said to be distributed by the 
lords of the admiralty, namely, those 
in positions commanding high salaries 
get all. and those less favoured get 
what is left.

Section 2 of the scheme reads 
thus : "That the rate of pensions be 
two-thirds of average salary during 
last ten years of service." What does 
that mean? Does it mean that the 
retiring teacher shall receive as a 
pension two-thirds of the average sal­
ary of the whole body of teachers 
during that time? Or does it mean 
the average salary received by him­
self individually? We tear it means 
the latter. If so. it is, to put it mild­
ly, a very unfair way of benefiting a 
few at the expense of the many.

During the past twenty years all 
teachers. Irrespective of grade 01 

class, have been paying premiums 
founded on uniformity or rather on t 
uniform basis. Such being the case, 
it Is only natural to expect that al> 
should share alike In the drawing cl 
pensions. If the premiums paid were 
in proportion to salaries received, we 
could understand why there should 
be some irregularity in the value ol 
pensions. But for teachers to pay a 
uniform premium, and then draw pen­
sions in proportion to their salaries 
is funny indeed. In fact, 'fis mort 
than funny—'tls cute.

Again, from another point of view 
the adopting of average salary clause 
would make matters bear a little hard 
on the pensioner. For example:— 
Suppose a teacher has charge of a 
large school commanding a fairly 
large salary, say for twenty years 
when he becomes incapacitated as far 
as the successful discharge of his du­
ties to that school is concerned, and 
feels like retiring to a smaller school 
commanding a smaller salary where 
he could manage to give satisfaction 
to all concerned. If he retired to the 
smaller school and held It ten years, 
he would be entitled to only two- 
thirds of the average salary received 
while teaching that school. This pro­
bably would not be much more than 
half he would have received If he 
could have held on to his former 
school. On the other hand, if he held 
on to the former school that school 
would suffer, but he would be benefit­
ed by securing a much larger pension. 
Under these circumstances, which 
should suffer?

Hoping to see this matter thorough­
ly thrashed out. We remain.
