No Servians fighting is vet report-
ed from the seat of the war. Mon-
tenegrins have captured Plava and
Gussinje. Greeks occupied Elassona,
but these are regarded as minor af-
fairs in which no real resistance was
offered. On Servian and Bulgarian
frontiers the situation is little ¢han-
ged. An unconfirmed report says Bul-
garians captured Kirk Kilisseh, like
many similar reports, this is probably
untrue. A Servian advance in the
direction of Uskup encountered little
resistance. Large numbers of war
correspondents and many military
attaches are starting for the front.
They will work under the greatest
difficulties, owing to severe instruc-
tions imposed.

ATHENS, To-day.
After a four hours engagement the
Greeks yesterday disloged the Turks
from a2 strong .position which they
had taken in defense of Elassona at
the foot of Mount Olympus. It is
now an occupied town. Crown Prince
Constantine was in personal com-
mand and received a baptism of fire.
The Greek troops showed great cour-
age, -their losses was small. Turkish
troops retired towards Barandahoro
Pass, where the main forces are con-
centrated. The Greeks occupy all
heights north _of Elassona. A decisive
battle is imminent.
