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REVENUE FALLS 
A QUARTER MILLION.

Expenditure increases Two 
Hundred Thousand Dollars

It will be remembered that the most 
striking feature of the Governor’s 
Speech was the statement that the 
revenue for the six months ending 
December 31st, last, did not come up 
to the expectation of the Government 
and that steps would have to be taken 
to bring (he revenue up to the expen­
diture, in other words, that more tax­
es would have to be put on.

In answer to a question of Mr. Kent, 
the Minister of Finance tabled a 
statement showing the revenues and 
expenditures for the first six months 
of the fiscal years 1910, 1911, 1912 and 
1913^and by that means let the House 
into the sedret of the shortage. How 
the revenue has dropped may be seen 
from a comparison of the revenues for 
the six months ending 1912 and 1913:

1912 ........................... $1,920,323.36
1913 ...........................  1.667,034.72
This shows that there is a shortage 

of $253,288.64 in the six months rev­
enue of last year as compared with

that of the year before, or reckoned at 
the same rate for the whole year 
would be about half a million dollars. 
One would have imagined that with a 
short revenue coming in during those 
six months, the Government would 
have been as economical as possible 
with the expenditure. But the spend­
ing in six months of more than the 
whole twelve months grant of $40,000 
for agricultural purposes, shows that 
this shortage did not make the Gov­
ernment halt, and the general expendi­
ture for the last six months was con 
siderably greater than in the corres­
ponding periods of 1910, 1911, 1912 and 
1913. We will give two years for 
comparison:—

1912 ........................... $1,126,783.64
1913 .................. : ....1,624,039.27

In other words, while the shortage 
in revenue for the corresponding peri­
ods shows a disadvantage of over 
$250,000, the amount spent is nearly 
$200,000 more.' Such is the Morris 
Government financing.

Hon. James S. Pitts, C.M.G., 
Died This Morning.

We chronicle with regret the death 
of the Hon. James Stewart Fitts, C. M. 
G., who passed away early this morn­
ing after a long illness from a disease 
under which he had been suffering for 
a consdierable time. Mr. Pitts passed 
his 66th birthday on November 14th, 
being born in 1847, and, was educated 
in the city. He commenced his busi­
ness life as a commission agent and 
has interested himself largely in many i 
local industries, such as tobacco, soap, I 
nails, and boot and shoe manufacture. | 
He also was largely interested in ; 
banking, shipping, sealing and whal­
ing, coal importation and many other 
commercial and industrial enterprises. 
His success in business and in his 
investment placed him prominent in 
the front ranks of our well-to-do 
business men. He interested himself 
largely in educational and church 
work, and was probably the most mu­
nificent supporter of the Methodist 
College, of which he was Chairman, 
and the Methodist Churches of the 
city. But his benefactions were by no 
means confined to his own denomina­
tion. Mr. Pitts also took a keen inter­
est in the public affars of his native 
country. For over thirty years he was

a member of the Legislative Council, 
being appointed a member in 1883 and 
his death creates another vacancy 
there. For many years at different 
periods he has also been a member of 
the Executive Council. He first en­
tered the Executive in 1888 during the 
Thorburn Administration. In 1894 he 
was again in the Executive under Mr. 
Goodridge. In 1897 he joined the Ex­
ecutive as a colleague of Sir James 
Winter, and when Sir Robert Bond be­
came Premier in 1900 he was invited 
to join that administration and re­
mained a member of it, until the re­
signation of Sir Robert in 1909. His 
knowledge of the trade of the country 
and his financial experience and acu­
men made him a. most valuable mem­
ber of any administration. Since his 
retirement from Executive responsi­
bility in 1909, the pressure of business 
and increasing ailment diverted his 
attention somewhat from pubic affairs. 
His passing removes a figure who has1 
played a large part in promoting the 
general business prosperity of the 
country, one who has been munificen : 
in fostering the church and educa­
tional life of the community, and who 
has been liberal in devoting his time 
and talent to the public weal.

ANNUAL MEETING OF
THE BOARD OF TRADE.

Mr. iohn Mann Elected by Ac­
clamation.

The annual meeting of the Board of 
Trade held yesterday afternoon was 
largely attended. The chair 'was tak­
en by President Gdsling who called 
upon Messrs. Findlater and A. Munn, 
afterwards assisted by Mr. G. B. 
Williams, to act as scrutineers. He 
then made a brief reference to the 
annual report.

The adoption of the report was 
moved by Mr. Edwin Murray, who de­
plored the long delays caused by the

prebent sytsem of handling freight at
the coastal wharves. The motion was
seconded by Mr. Joseph Moore. •

Hon John Anderson referred to the 
good work done by the Board, and 
emphasized the further good work 
that would accrue from an increase 
of membership, which was an im­
perative necessity.

Hon. John Harvey made, special re­
ference to the Lobster statistics and 
considered the matter called for 
prompt and vigorous action.

Mr. W. A. Munn, though praising 
the report, and fully appreciating the 
work of the Board, was of the opin­
ion that a closer concentration of ef­
fort in a few general directions was 
desirable. He also expressed his 
pleasure at the endorsement of the 
Daylight Bill.
z President Gosling replied briefly to 
some of the speakers, and made re­
ference to matters that were omitted 
from the report. He stated that he 
was an advocate of the exportation ol 
pulpwood from Labrador, despite 
the opinions expressed by political 
parties and the press.

The various committees at work 
upon Municipal matters were faced 
with serious difficulties and needed 
the co-operation of the public for the 
success of their efforts.

Mr. J. J. McKay hoped that before 
adopting the report, the Council 
would consider the remarks made by 
Mr. Murray about the handling of 
freight at the coastal wharves and

hoped that a commission bé appoint­
ed on similar lines to the Canadian 
Railway Commission. In this way 
matters relating to the transportation 
of goods by land and sea. could be 
satisfactorily arranged and, griev­
ances arising therefrom promptly re­
medied.

Mr. G. C. Fearn dwelt particularly 
on the standardization of fish cull, 
and contended that beneficial results, 
to the fishermen and the colony in 
general, would arise from com-

pulsory inspection. He showed that
.the correction of many of the irre­
gularities now existing would in­
crease the value of our fish in the 
foreign markets. The report was 
then passed, after which the Chair­
man announced the result of the elect­
ion as follows:—

“ Volunteer” 
Throws More Light 
On the Firemen.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Since starting out tc 
make public the difficulties under 
which the firemen exist, I am pleas­
ed to find that some little interest is 
manifesting itself amongst the citi­
zens in the cause that I espouse, for, 
1'have met many persons who seem 
surprised to find that the firemen re­
ceive such scanty salaries. Some 
there are who have had the idea pre­
vious to my writing that the firemen 
had their house rent, coal and light
supplied, in addition to their salar­
ies, but now that they have learned 
that such is not the case they are 
convinced that in asking for an in­
crease of salary I am voicing the 
sentiments of the people in general. 
Thirty-eight dollars per month for 
men who work eight or ten hours a 
flay, may be thought tv be fair wages 
by a certain section of the commun­
ity, but. when we realize the fact 
that the firemen actually do 168 
hours duty out of 192, the pay they 
receive appears almost ridiculous. 
Vhe firemen are on duty all the time 
hay and night,, except for one day, j 
which they get off in their turn. As 
for instance in one of the stations 
there are eight men who do duty, in 
each case every fireman does seven, 
days and seven nights continuous du­
ty and is relieved one day out of 
tight as his turn comes round, and 
as I said in a previous letter, he is 
supposed to answer an alarm and 
attend a fire even on his “day off.” 
"hen we take this fact into consid­
eration, it must be apparent that the 
firemens' life is indeed nothing short 
ot drudgery. To alleviate this hard­
ship surely those men should re­
ceive decent wages, and why the mat- 
lev fias not been ventilated

Councillor Rvai
has said that the Council is préparée 
to pay a larger share than is nov 
paid towards the upkeep of the Fire 
Department, and his suggestion tha' 
the Council approach the Govern 
ment with a view to improving
The Financial Condition of the Men
seems the correct one under present 
conditions. Anyway Councillor Ryan 
has set the ball rolling; it is now up 
to us to help him in the movement 
Mr. Kent did his best for the firemen 
at the last session of the Hoûse, and' 
I now ask our newly-elected mem­
ber. Mr. Higgins, who claims to be 
fearless in championing the rights 
of the people, to come forward and 
do his best for these underpaid men. 
My reabon for asking Mr. Higgins tc 
do this is, because he is a supporter 
of the Government and a member 
for the city. I also ask the editors 
of the papers to assist me in this 
matter, and I feel sure when we pro­
cure fifty dollars a month for these 
men, we will all feel that we have 
done our duty in a noble cause.

BALVA1. Jan. 26.
Fifty-eight children, 16 women and 

one man were trampled to death or 
suffocated during a panic caused by a 
fire at a moving picture show.

OTTAWA. Jan. 26.
The dispute between Newfound­

land and Quebec as to the delimita­
tion of the Labrador boundary will 
be submitted to the judicial commit­
tee of the Privy Council. Solicitor 
General Meighan, will represent the 
Dominion.

LONDON, Jan. 26. 
The funeral of Lord Strathcona 

took place at Highgate Cemetery to­
day with the most simple ceremonies. 
He lies beside his wife, who died a
few months ago, The great funeral
service, held in Westminster Abbey, 
was attended by a large gathering of
State officials.

NEW YORK, Jan. 26.
Exceptionally heavy weather is re­

ported by four liners. The Cedric 
from Liverpool was 36 hours late; 
La Savoie from Havre, due on Satur­
day, arrived to-day. Capt. Pavy, 
of the Santa Anna from Marseilles, 
said he had made 111 trips, but had 
never before experienced such high 
gales and heavy seas. The Campania 
from Liverpool, brought three of her 
crew suffering painful injuries sus­
tained in the rough and bitterly cold 
weather.

NEW YORK, Jan. 26.
Disagreements between republi­

cans and monarchists among 35 Chi­
nese seamen aboard the British 
freighter Madawaska, which caused 
frequent bloodshed during the voy­
age from England, brought about the 
detention of 16 Chinese at Ellis Is­
land for mutiny. The sailors under 
arrest are republicans, and will be 
set back to England for trial. The 
monarchists stayed aboard the Mada­
waska and sailed with her last night, 
for Brazil.

LONDON, .Tan. 26.
Sir Max Leonard Wqechter, apostle 

of the federation of the States of 
Europe, and a noted man in com­
merce, announces the foundation of a 
European Unity League. His aim 
is to organize anti-arrtiament forces, 
in the States of Europe, which, arc 
expending five hundred million 
pounds a year for warlike purposes, 
and this amount is rapidly increas­
ing. As the men serving in standing 
armies might earn anther .£'500,000,- 
000, the loss in tiroes, of peace is a 
billion sterling each year, and civil­
ization threatens to collapse under 
the military burden.

LOS ANGELES. Jan. 26.
Santa Barbara, Ventura, and Ox­

ford have been cut off from the rest 
of the world for more than fourteen 
hours. At daylight this morning the 
Southern Pacific had lost its coast 
tine and valley branch to South 
Mojave, and surburban electric traf­
fic around IjOs Angeles has been en­
tirely crippled. This morning began 
the third day of the worst storm in 
Southern California for many years. 
Santa Barbara was last heard from 
at 5 p.m. on Sunday, when water two 
feet deep was , reported in the South­
ern Pacific Station. The bridge 
across the Sepse River at Filimore, 
a $4.000,000 structure, went out yes­
terday afternoon. The storm brought 
the seasonal total rains up to 13.76 
inches, which is 6.35 inches above 
normal.
