THE PROBLEM OF POLAND.
PARIS, Mar. 20.

In making his report to the Su­
preme Allied Council yesterday, on 
the Polish question, Jules Cambon, 
the head of the Peace Conference 
Commission on Polish Affairs,, set 
forth the purpose of the Commission 
to create a Polish State, which would 
have a firm foundation for its future 
welfare, and at the same time to re­
spect the principle of nationalities, 
despite the difficulties resulting from 
he geographical features of the prob­

lem.

ANTI-BOLSHEVIK DEMONSTRA­
TIONS.

WASHINGTON, March 20.
Despatches received at the State 

Department from Sweden to-day, said 
social revolutionists in Petrograd and 
Moscow had been active in demon­
strations against the Bolshevik, and 
that rioting in the streets had occur­
red. A Bolshevik commissioner, who 
attempted to address the meeting of 
social revolutionists, was mobbed. Ac­
cording to these advices all roads 
leading to Petrograd were closed to 
passenger traffic on March 15.

THE NEUTRAL’S INNINGS.
, PARIS, March 20.

Representatives of neutral nations, 
who are to present the views of their 
countries on the League of Nations 
plan, met at three o'clock this after­
noon in the Hotel De Grillon. Many 
of the delegations were accompanied 
by military and naval attaches, mak­
ing an impressive and showy gather­
ing.

PURCHASES WITHDRAWN.
NEW YORK, March 20.

Sudden withdrawal, by the British 
Government to-day of its purchases in 
this market of sterling exchange, un­
der an agreement which had been in 
force for over three years, provoked 
a violent decline in rates on London, 
and caused further nervousness and 
'.resettlement of rates to other of the 
Entente Allies. The measure was de­
signed to stabilize the market during 
the war. The decision of the Brit­
ish Treasury took the form of a brief 
statement from J. P. Morgan and Com­
pany, as agents, who announced that 
they had been instructed to suspend 
exchange for Government account. Mr. 
Morgan supplemented this with the 
comment that in his opinion the ac 
tion of the British Government was in 
line with that of other foreign Gov 
ernments, its primary pupose being 
to permit business to resume its nor­
mal course.

AIDING THE FLIGHT.
LONDON, March 21.

All the resources of the British air 
forces weather bureau will be at the 
disposal of the aviators competing in 
the trans-atlantic flight, according to 
a statement made to the Mail to-day, 
by Major Gendle, chief of the bureau. 
A twenty-four hour forecast for every 
competitor will be attempted, being 
based on reports from experts at St. 
John's, Lisbon and the Azores. 
British battleship will also be sta­
tioned between St. John’s and the 
Azores to co-operate with any British 
or American aviator making an of 
ficial attempt to cross the ocean by 
airplane. Weather bureau stations in 
the western part of Africa will also 
assist, it is understood. Lieut. Harris 
will sail for Halifax on the battleship 
Montcalm to-day, and will test wind 
currents at great heights with a box 
kite apparatus. It is understood that 
a flying boat for the Air Ministry of­
ficial attempt will go to St. John’s on 
board the battleship. Another official 
attempt with a Handley-Page machine 
is contemplated.

JAPS ARE FINE PEOPLE, BUT—.
PARIS, March 20.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.) — 
The Dominion delegates heartily con­
cur in the view of the British dele­
gation that the question of the equal­
ity of treatment of all nationalities 
throughout the world is a matter for 
the League of Nations. A prominent 
Australian expressed the opinion that 
the Commonwealth was not preju­
diced against the Japanese, but had 
a great admiration for them, never­
theless Australians believed that it 
would he better for the future of the 
world if each race should develop 
Along Its own distinctive lines. The 

hstilet consideration was the Industrial 
one. Australia aimed at building up 
In the most rapid manner an all- 
British population of over fifteen mil­
lions. Australia’s chief attraction 
was Its high wages and pleasant In­
dustrial conditions. The Asiatic work- 
cheap worker, therefore to open the 
doors to Asiatic immigration would 
automatically close it to Europeans.

Some years ago the executioners of 
Canton struck against striking off any 
more heads unless they were paid an 
extra shilling for each head reemoved 
The prisoners in the condemned cells 
were anxious that the strike should 
continue till the crack of doom, but the 
authorities climbed down, and the 
executions went on as merrily as be­
fore.

heir demands were an increase of 
three shillings a week, shorter hours, 
and six days’ holiday in the year. 
They picketed the cemeteries and stop­
ped the funerals.

A one-can strike occurred in a Aus­
tralian city. A prisoner in the town 
gaol, a tailor by trade, refused to work 
in the tailors shop on the plea that it 
would be contrary to his principles as 

trade unionist—“unfair competition 
with his brother unionists outside,” as 
he put it He sent a letter to the Tail­
ors’ Union, but as they took no notice 
he was condemned to three days’ soli­
tary confinement, during which he 
"continued the strike.”

There was a strike of paupers in a 
country workhouse. They struck for 
new potatoes! They expected greens 
for dinner, and, as there was none, 
they refused to eat old spuds! They 
even declined to enter the dining-room. 
The guardians prescribed abread-and- 
water diet, with the result that at the 
end of twenty-four hours the inmates 
were ready for potatoes—new or old.

No Snowballs. No Lectures. •
Fines having been imposed upon a 

number of students in a well-known 
college for snowballing in the college- 
garden, 136 iaen left the place in a 
body, and picketed the neighbourhood. 
Armed with sticks and hurdles, they 
refused to admit the students who 
preferred lectures to snowballing, and 
when one of the professors received

a missle on the ear, the police had to 
interfere.

Owing to a disagreement with the 
vicar, the teachers and officers of a 
big Sunday-school struck work. The 
parents sided with the malcontents, 
with the result that only enough 
scholars to form a single class turned 
in for religious instructibn, and the 
vicar had to apologise lest his rival 
over the way should steal his flock.

Now that the stage-folk have formed 
a union of their own, perhaps a strike 
of chorous-giris might succeed. But 
the one which occured in Australia 
fizzed out, because the managers were 
able to get as many under-studies as 
they required, and the poor strikers 
got noithing for their pains but the 
loss of their jobs.

Just before the war the firemen of 
an American stemship struck work 
in the middle of the voyage, and the 
vessel became in consequence as idle 
as "a painted ship upon a painted 
ocean.” The cause of the strike was 
that the cook gave them boiled instead 
of mashed potatoes. The cook gave 
in on the potato question, and the 
strikers got steam up again.

Lemonade and Hammocks.
Apropos of the “bone dry” idea in 

America, 50 Pittsburg workmen en­
gaged on a building came out because 
their employer would not serve them 
with lemonade! The boss was ada­
mant "I gave you Içmonade once,” 
he said, "and you drank so much that 
you made yourselves ill. The next 
thing you’ll be wanting ice-cream, and 
hammocks to take a nap in!” They 
got no sympathy from their union, 
and had to go without their favourite 
tipple.

A strike once brought the Legis­
lature to a standstill, no less than the 
House Representatives at Washington. 
The officers of the House had notified 
the stenographers that their pay 
would be cut to 6d. a folio, and the 
shorthand writers immediately struck 
forcing a suspension of the sitting 
until matters were amicable arranged. 
—Answers.

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The Transatlantic 
Flight

St. John’s has now its opportunity 
to become more famous than ever, 
and through the publicity which it 
•will get during the next few months, 
it will be possible to rid foreigners 
•once and for all of the idea that we 
are, politically, part of Canada. No­
thing is more amusing to the New­
foundlander, and nothing is more cal­
culated to demonstrate the ignorance 
of people, outside, who should know 
better, than to receive letters ad­
dressed, St. John’s, Newfoundland, 
Canada. Not all the sinners in this 
respect are North Americans. Eng­
lishmen too are prone to fall into the 
same error. It had been hoped that 
Newfoundland’s part in the war, 
would at least have educated those 
without previous knowledge of its in­
dependent position, and that neither 
integrally nor geographically was it 
part of Canada, any more than Great 
Britain is part of Europe, in the same 
sense. The conferring of the title of 
Dominion on Newfoundland should 
have been further evidence that we 
are separate and distinct from Can­
ada. But there are some who will not 
learn, neither will they be taught.

The coming transatlantic flight, 
which will begin from St. John’s may 
succeed in showing to all and sun­
dry our correct position. As an ad­
vertisement for Newfoundland the 
contemplated air journey to England 
has no equal, for from the day when 
It was first announced to take place, 
we have been the cynosure, as it were, 
of the eyes of the world, and as day 
succeeds day until the flight actually 
takes place we will be receiving in 
the foreign press more and more pub­
licity. The cabled news is begin­
ning to contain references to the aero 
trip over the herring pond, and the 
various clubs are on the alert and 
will have special representatives 
come, to St. John’s to watch the flight 
and observe conditions. Already the 
Royal Aero Club of the United King­
dom has notified the American Aero 
Club that Major Partridge, of the 
Royal Air Force, has been appointed 
official observer and will come to St. 
John's shortly to witness the start. 
This city will for some time be the 
Mecca of all aviators and specialists 
In flying and one splendid opportunity 
through this, offers itself for making 
our distinguished visitors acquainted 
with the fact that Newfoundland is 
Newfoundland, and not a province of 
Canada, and through them the know­
ledge will be diffused and we shall be 
known as we are.

During the stay amongst us of 
those aviation experts no oppor­
tunity should be omitted of showing 
them the varied and unrivalled re­
sources of the country, and the geo­
graphical and other valuable assets 
in our possession.

At the "Llewellyn Club” last night 
a fairly large gathering assembled to 
listen to the address of Mr. Llewellyn 
Colley on London. The address was 
delivered in a very interesting man­
ner, and the accompanying slides 
were an added education.

Rev. Mr. Moulton, in the capacity 
of Chairman, regretted the absence of 
the Rector, Rev. Dr. Jones, and also 
the Vice-President’s, and referred to 
the long associations he had had with 
the speaker.

Mr. Colley prefaced his lecture by 
saying he had spent nearly one year in _
London, and had endeavoured to take KKtifKIMifiifiiFlfii 
in some of the sights of that city dur­
ing his stay, and gave a short history 
of the rise and growth of London, ex­
plaining that London was really com­
prised of three circles, the inner cir­
cle, or real London, having a popula­
tion of 20,000 people. He also dwelt 
on the qualities of the Metropolitan 
police, and the efficient regulation of 
the traffic. The pictures shown gave 
very clear illustrations of the city as 
a whole, Downing Street, Charing 
Cross, the Horse Guards, Westminster 
Bridge (and here he quoted the words 
of Wordsworth who paid in verse a 
glowing tribute to the memories 
evoked while standing thereon),
Houses of Parliament, the Three Tow­
ers, Clock Tower, Victoria Tower, and 
St. Stephen’s Tower, the interior of 
the House of Lords and Commons, St.
Margaret’s Church, Westminster Ab­
bey, St Paul’s Cathedral, Jerusalem 
Chamber, Buckingham Palace, Hyde 
Park, Kensington Lake, Royal Albert 
Hall, Edgeware Road, Tyburn Tree,
British Museum, Covent Gardens, Hol- 
born, Imperial Institute (University 
of London), The Strand, Cleopatra’s 
Needle, Mansion House, Bank of 
England, Royal Exchange Building,
Guild Hall, Cheapside, St. Paul’s 
Cathedral, London Bridge, Tower of 
London, The Mint, Lambeth Palace,
Crystal Palace, Hampton Court, The 
King and Queen.

Rev. Mr. Clayton proposed a vote of 
thanks to the speaker which Mr. R.
G. Macdonald seconded. Rev. Mr.
Moulton in putting the motion refer­
red, as did the other speakers, to the 
most instructive lecture of Mr. Colley, 
and one and all felt that the evening 
had been well spent in listening to 
the description given of London. The 
National Anthem closed the evening.

The Maternity Home.
This is a work of rescue in which 

the Salvation Army leads, and it 
seems a blot on our civilization to 
thwart her purpose. Somebody must 
lead off in every work of reconstruc­
tion and reform. The ideas must be 
conceived by some mind and carried 
into action by some individual or 
natural force.

The Salvation Army has taken the 
initiative in nearly every social re­
form movement in this, and other 
countries, and in the present in­
stance has come forward courageous­
ly and confidently. Shç has the field, 
and only one who is willing to take 
advantage of another’s, ideas or an­
other’s efforts, will try and take the 
field from her.

When we consider the need of na­
tional institutions of a Social Reform 
character we might also ask, why not 
the churches be nationalized, instead 
of being the property of the various 
conferences? Why not the S. A. Cit­
adels be a national institution? They 
are built by public! funds, and have as 
much right to be placed in the cate­
gory of public institutions as the 
Salvation Army Maternity Home.

We would like 'to know just how 
long we would have to wait for this 
much-needed institution if the Salva­
tion Army had not considered this an 
age of “action, not of whining?” We 
seem to be afflicted with a national 
religion, instead of a national relig­
ion based on Christianity.

The trouble is that the church does 
not reach dewn far enough, and that 
we have few social institutions to 
rescue fallen humanity, which are 
sufficiently adequate in their scope 
of service to do so. The times de>- 
mand prompt action instead of 
lengthy criticism and theorizing. The 
success of these institutions else­
where put them outside the need of 
such formula. This is an age which 
demands the straight issue—the 
truth, devoid of bigotry, prejudice, or 
any other evils, which blight our so­
cial and religious advancement. -

Vocational Com­
mittee Meeting.

The Civil Re-eetabllshment Com­
mittee was convened last night In the 
Board of Trade Rooms for the pur­
pose of showing the work done, and 
the work contemplated In the future. 
The meeting was fairly largely-ftttend- 

S ed, and His Excellency the Govem- 
I or was present Hon. Mr. Justice 
I Kent presided, and in introducing the 
| Vocational Officer, spoke of the work 
of the committee, and of the encour­
agement given to It by the presence 
of His Excellency and many of the 
most influential men of commerce. He 
stated that the problem of helping the 
soldier and sailor back to civic life wàs 
a task Involving much time, and per­
severance, and all should endeavour 
to solve this problem for the sake of 
the sacrifices made by the veterans.

Dr. Blackall, in speaking regretted 
that more people were not present. He 
quoted from different authorities the 
importance of civil re-establishment 
He affirmed that it was the duty of the 
public and of the press to help in the 
solution, and that to secure the great­
est amount of success there must be 
co-operation between all classes for 
the common good. He referred to the 
Board of Pensions Commission, and 
the Employment Committee, of the 
N. P. A. who did good work, but that 
extra work entailed some alterations, 
and a selective officer was chosen 
Dr. Blackall) while kon. Mr, Justice 
Kent was Chairman, and Messrs. R. 
B. Job and H. E. Cowan, Vice-Chair­
men. From that time the discharg­
ed soldiers acquainted the Vocational 
Officer with their desires, and as far 
as possible these plans were carried 
into effect.

Since September 14, 1918, more than 
1,500 soldiers have been discharged, 
280 of them having suffered disabili­
ties to a greater or lesser degree. Pa­
pers had been sent abroad to men 
still on active service, asking their 
future intentions, and 600 replies had 
been received. Of those, 461 were 
able to return to their jobs if open, 
and the others were unable to work 
owing to disabilities. So far the em­
ployers of labor had been doing well 
In placing returned men. There are 
102 men taking training, from the 
university to the factory. Some 60 
applicants, whose cases were not con­
sidered urgent, had been refused. The 
great trouble is not to overcrowd the 
professions. There is a great desire 
to engage in telegraphy, but the de­
sire of the committee is to place men 
at profitable employment without un­
duly interfering with any branch. 
Great encouragement is given those 
who want to study navigation, motor 
engineering and the like. A school 
has been opened in the former Spen­
cer College, in which several teachers 
or repute are engaged, and oppor­
tunity is here ■ offered the men to 
study and prepare themselves for the 
different occupations they select. This 
etducation is only preliminary, not 
technical. Another problem of the 
Committee is to save the men from 
unwise decisions as to vocations. The 
pay to the man under training is, un­
married : $50 a month ; married: $70; 
married, with one child, $76, and $6 
for each additional child. In connec­
tion with the school, other teachers 
are needed, and also an increase in 
the general staff.

The committee so far has held 37 
meetings, and the outlay at present is 
about $30,000.

The Governor proposed a vote of 
thanks to Dr. Blackall, the Premier 
seconding and Sir P. T. McGrath sup­
porting. Mr. Justice Kent put the mo­
tion, which was carried by aclama- 
tlon, and the meeting closed with the 
singing of the National Anthem.

Ships’ Bells in
Queer Places.

Souvenirs of Historic Vessels.
Now that the days of so many ships 

in the Navy are numbered—for very 
soon they will be taken to the "Rotten 
Row” of a royal dockyard, there to be 
sold for breaking up—some steps 

might be taken to preserve their belle 
in the same way that some of the big 
shipping firms do.

The Isle of Man Steam Packet Co, 
for instance, preserves in its office, at 
Douglas, the bell of its steamer, Mona’s 
Isle, and the White Star Line has that 
of the original Britannic (1870). But 
generally ship, bells are not treasured 
by those who might be expected to 
prize than.

Buried in Museums.
One which belonged to a famous 

Blackwall liner now hangs outside a 
factory in Central London, where it 
fulfils the office of a ’buzzer,’ while the 
bell of a liner, well known in its day, 
Lord Gough, is on the stage at East 
Ham, on the Mersey. The bells of 
two other historic ships—the Bounty 
(the mutineers which landed on Pit­
cairn Island, in the Pacific, and helped 
to form the isolated community now 
peopling it) and the Great Britain— 
are buried in museums.

At least two famous ships, however, 
are well commemorated by their bells, 
if by nothing else. One is the Royal 
Charer, that “treasure ship” which 
was wrecked of the Welsh coast, 
taking down with her £360,000, nearly 
all of which was ultimately recovered. 
Her bell' appropriately rests not far 
from the scene of her doom—at Lord 
Boston’s castle, in Anglesey.

Earle Williams Sued.
AllegedFor $160,000 Damages for 

Breach of Promise.
Los Angeles, Cal., March 2.—Although 
denying he ever agreed to marry Miss 
Roma Raymond, beautiful Polish 
actress, Earle Williams, the well- 
known film star, indicates in the ans­
wer on file in the Superior Court, that 
he will oppose on technical grounds

Miss Raymond’s suit for $160,000 for 
alleged breach of promise.

As a novel defence to the action, Wil­
liams contended in his answer that 
Miss Raymond was born in Austria- 
Hungary, had never been naturalized, 
and therefore was an enemy alien and 
unable to maintain a suit against the 
defendant, who was an American citi­
zen, born in California.

He denied they became engaged or 
that1 he promised to marry her several 
times, while she alleged they were 
living in Brooklyn at 93 Hicks street. 
In that time he denied she acted to­
ward him as a wife. On the contrary, 
he alleged she was “frequently care­
less, unkind and repellant” toward 
him.

He admitted he contributed to her 
support and paid the grocery bill while 
they lievd in Brooklyn, but denied she 
was recognised as his wife. He de- 

j dared she never offered to marry him 
until last September, when she learn­
ed he was about to marry another.

He did not marry another. His wife 
was Miss Florine Walz, a wealthy Now 
York girl. They were married in Oct­
ober, and it was the announcement of 
the marriage which precipitated the 
court action. Williams also sought to 
show that Mis Raymond’s suit was 
barred by the statute of limitations.

According to her complaint, they be­
came acquainted about 1912, while 
both were working before the film 
camera. In 1913 she alleged they be­
came engaged to marry, and she de­
clared Williams repeatedly renewed 
his promise between September 1912 
and 1918. Meanwhile, she declared, 
they began housekeeping in Brooklyn.

He was alleged to have told her 
his salary at that time was only $S5 a 
week, and he did not consider that cut 
ficient on which to marry. She said 
also that he told her he would appear 
to better advantage on the screen if it 
were not generally known that he was 
married.

Williams denied these assertions 
in his answer. It was September 27 
that Miss Raymond declared she re­
minded him of his alleged promise to 
marry her and at that time she said he 
definitely refused. She then followed 
him to Los Angeles and instituted the 
suit.
