after s'.BIG DROP IN THERMOMETER.
With that glorious Inconsistency 

for which It is famed, toe weather 
which yesterday morning was remin­
iscent of the Tropics, changed last 
evening to something approaching 
the Polar regions. The morning and 
early afternoon were gloriously warm 
and the thermometer stood at 76 de­
grees In toe shade. As toe evening 
came on, a chill wind and tog set in 
and itoe thermometer actually dropped 
to 42 degrees, a fall of 34 degrees in 
a few hours.

As a matter of fact the na­
tional banner of Britain should 
be called the Union Flag, though 
ordinarily it is known as the 
Union Jack. The latter is a 
diminutive of the former, and 
the term, in strictness, should 
be confined to small union flags, 
bordered white, flown from the 
jackstaff fixed to the bows of 
naval and merchant ships. The 
original flag or banner of Eng­
land was the red cross of St. 
George on a white field, the cen­
tral design pf the present flag. 
With the union of Scotland the 
white saltire of St. Andrew on 
a blue field was added, and on 
the union of the Kingdom of 
Great Britain and Ireland in 
1801 the cross of St. Patrick, a 
red saltire on a white field, was, 
by royal proclamation, ordered 
to be incorporated in the design, 
and the heralds began their de-i 
vice of the flag as we know it 
to-day, containing the triple 
crosses of St. George, St. An­
drew and St Patrick. It will be 
noted that in the Union Flag 
that the red cross of St Pat­
rick is not in the centre of the 
white cross of St Andrew. This 
is explained in “Hulme’s Flags

In beautiful weather, and before a 

tremendous concourse of spectators 
this match was played off on the 
League grounds on Wednesday even­
ing. Wo think we are safe in com­
puting the gathering at something 
accounting tor some 660—then, when 
we consider ladies free, season ticket 
holders, and dead heads, the other 
460 could easily be tallied np.

There was, of course, a great 
gathering of the “Clans,” conspcuous
