Winning Strokes
at Tennis

PRACTICAL ADVICE BY A FAMOUS 
PLAYER.

The beginner at tennis will discover 
that there is but little enjoyment to1 
be obtained in playing the game un­
less the primary object is victory.

The principal stroke, in tennis Is 
undoubtedly the forehand drive, and 
it is certainly the most used. In no 
other playing stroke is the ball so 
completely under your control as 
you made the return.

You are making it from your right, 
always the easiest aide, and you will 
naturally try to return the hall to 
your opponent’s left and as wide" of 
Mm as possible. This compels him to 
adopt one of two courses: either to., 
run round the ball In an endeavour 
to bring it to his right side, or to 
take the stroke on the blackhand, un­
questionably the most difficult tank in 
the game.

Keep Year Opponent Guessing.
It you have returned the ball well 

towards the base-line and given it 
speed, Instead of being content mere­
ly to get It over the net, you have add­
ed greatly to your chances of gaining 
the point.

1 Another Important stroke is the ser­
vice. Here, again, speed on the ball 
means much: This stroke, moreover, 
will test your placing ability. An 
opponent must be kept guessing as 
to where your service will drop— 
whether to his right or left, and 
whether short or deep.

POSTAL STRIKE OVER.
TORONTO, Ont., June 29.

The postal strike here was settled 
this pjn., according to Postmaster 
Lemon. The men returned to work 
around six o’clock. The terms of the 
settlement are not yet available.

It is done by prviate 
Thus the wages and salaries of em­
ployees would no longer be dncieeo 
by the government, but would be 
agreed upon after bargaining by both 
sides. The workmen would, natural­
ly, have the right to strike. The pro­
gramme under the new scheme would 
be to conduct only Sbch traffic as 
proves financially profitable, while at 
the same, time only the covering of 
costs will be aimed at instead of high 
profits.

The administration of the railroads 
under the new plan is to be done part­
ly by an assembly of 29 members, and 
partly by a board of seven directors. 
Nine members of the assembly are to 
be chosen by the government, eight 
by the Riksdag, six by the employees, 
and six by varions outside corpor­
ations which represent public traf­
fic interests. This assembly would 
elect the board of directors, which 
make all decisions regarding wages, 
and taiGfs. The assembly is to have 
full charge of the investment of funds, 
distribution of profits, purchase or 
sale of railroad property, etc.

REGINA, Saak., June 27 (AJ.)—
The eyes of students of prohibition 
throughout the world are turned on 
Saskatchewan to see whether this 
province will follow Quebec, Alberta, 
Manitoba and British Columbia in 
turning to government sale as the 
best method of dealing with liquor. 
The question will be before the voters 
in a provincial plebiscite July 16.

The province of Saskatchewan has 
been dry since 1916.

Now one of the remarkable facts 
about these ultra-violet rays is that it 
is not actually necessary to apply 
them directly. If a volume of air is 
nltra-vollet rayed, or if a piece of rad­
ium is suspended in it to produce the 
same effects on the air more imme­
diately, the air itself appears to be­
come curative.

The red and ultra-red, or heat-pro­
ducing rays of the snn, on the other 
hand, cause enervation and depression, 
and are likely to cause congestion of 
the lungs, loss of appetite, sleepless­
ness, and fever. In hot summers un­
due exposure to intense sunlight is in­
jurious.

It is obvious, therefore, that in or­
der-to obtain the many advantages of 
sunlight care must at the same time 
be taken to obviate its possible dis­
advantages. The sun-cure cannot be 
practised without some knowledge and 
caution. People must not run away 
with the notion that all they have to 
do is to strip their, children or con­
sumptive patients and put them into 
the blaze of the sun so long as it 
shines. The rule is to proceed cau­
tiously and by degrees. Begin by ex­
posing the feet only, for only five min­
utes at a time, to the sunlight, say, 
three time on the first day; and so, by 
stow stages, beginning with the limbs, 
proceed until thé whole body can, at 
the expiry of two weeks, be exposed 
for about three hours.

OUR MEDICAL CORRESPONDENT 
ON HOW LIGHT HELPS THE 

DOCTOR.

In this country, and more especially 
In certain of our cities and manufac­
turing towns, the hours of bright sun­
shine are so limited during a large 
part of the year that we should know 
how to make the best of It while the 
spring and summer months permit.

It is only within recent years that 
the health-giving and curative value 
of sunlight has come to be generally 
understood, and the handicap under 
which the youthful inhabitants of the 
slums of our smoky and sunless cities 
labour in respect of growth and nor­
mal development realized. Ip the ab­
sence of a sufficiency of pure sunlight 
such diseases of nutrition as rickets 
and surgical tuberculosis flourish 
apace. For sunshine has a profound 
influence on nutrition.

Bays That Make ns Grow.
It is, of course, the light and not 

the heat of the sun that has the effect. 
Some of the most striking effects up­
on the blood can be reproduced by an 
electric arc-lamp. The light stimulates, 
feeds the blood, modifies its chemistry, 
and works other wonders not yet fully 
understood. z

For instance, there are In our blood 
many millions of tiny floating discs, 
which are called the blood platelets. 
These are quite different from t^e 
well-known red and white blood cor­
puscles. They are much smaller, and 
have not been much heard of outside 
physiological laboratories. It has been 
discovered quite recently, however, 
that If the number of these blood 
platelets becomes diminished, all kinds 
of ailments soon develop. The skin be­
comes blotchy, all kinds of Inflamma­
tions appear, and Illness gradually 
supervenes.

All this can be prevented by living 
in the sunlight and eating fresh foods 
like butter, milk, and eggs, which, of 
course, owe th,eir virtues originally to 
the sun. Sunlight lp In fact the equiva­
lent of toed, and can prevent or cure 
such a cripplingv and deforming dis­
ease as rickets even when the diet Is 
such as otherwise invariably produces 
the disease. A measurable equivalence 
can be Indicated between certain doses 
of sunlight and certain doses of cod- 
liver oil in their influence on nutri­
tion.

It is the ultra-violet rays which are 
bundled up with sunlight that do pll 
this.

The \ Pope, u most people are no 
doubt àware, ie a mountaineer of dis­
tinction; but the true nature of the 
remarkable and adventurous climbs 
which’lie has carried out in the Alps 
has just been disclosed by the public­
ation of a book, "Climbs on Alpine 
Peaks" (Fisher Unwin), in which his 
Holiness relates some of his exploits. 
•',4)n ofb occasion the Pope and hie 
pakty hpd to spend two night out on 
the mountains. The occasion was the 
aaoent of Monte Rosa, in the Alps, 
from the Italian side.

On the journey up the mountain­
side one of the party lost hie axe. He 
was afterwards obliged to use his 
hands on the cold rocks and the snow, 
with the result that his gloves were 
soon torn to pleoes and his hands were 
so frostbitten that it was many months 
before he was cured.

Frozen Wine and Eggs.
After reaching the summit the clim­

bers were forced to spend the night 
on a projecting rock, and the Pope de­
clares:—

"The spot where we were was not, 
indeed, one of the most comfortable. 
... On the other hand, it was per­
fectly safe for anyone who was rea­
sonably sure of himself, though It was 
extremely small. Anyone sitting down 
found his feet dangling in space; *e 
had, however, every facility for stamp­
ing them, provided we were careful 
not to lose our balance. . . . The cold 
was intense; without being able to 
reckon the exact degree, I may men­
tion that our coffee was frozen hard, 
and our wine and our eggs resembled 
it, in that, they were neither respec­
tively drinkable nor eatable."

Before the party succeeded in reach­
ing safety they had to spend the fol­
lowing night also on the mountain­
side. The Pope, in this connection, de­
clares that whole nights have been 
passed with impunity on the very 
summit of the Matterhorn, and even on 
Mont Blanc.

It was in the course of this expedi­
tion that the Pope visited the gold­
mines at Pestarena, which are worked 
by British Capital.

A Striking Tribute.
“It is noteworthy/1 We author re­

marks, “how the English, with their 
practical ability and characteristic 
courage, contrive to employ profitably 
cohsiderabie capital in that outlying 
part of Italy . I say considerable 
capital, not only on account of the 
importance, of the works and the 
number of men employed, but also (to 
the praise of the English, be it said) 
because of the liberality with which 
they ensure the safety of our work­
men."

The Pope, by the way, when à small- 
boy, first heard the English language 
spoken on the Alps, and the party 
consisted of a Church of England 
clergyman and his family. He was im­
mediately fascinated with the sound 
of the strange language. He had just 
been reading Milton'd “Paradise 

‘Lost” in an Italian version, and soon 
made up his mind to learn the Eng­
lish language in order to read the 
great masterpiece of literature in the 
original.
Comptoint That Attacks Climbers.

The author also describes his con­
quest of the Matterhorn and Mont 
Blanc, and adds that mountaineering 
is not a breakneck pursuit, but mere­
ly a question of prudence and of a 
little courage, of love of Nature and 
her most secret beauties.

Perhaps the most frequent com­
plaint which mountaineers experience 
is frostbite, and the Pope gives the 
principal pointe of the treatment, 
which, he says, is alternate massage 
with snow and compressas of spirits 
of camphor, followed by bandaging 
with cotton-wool and india-rubber.

Another form of treatment which is 
often adopted by doctors in Alpine 
centres, and which is usually suc­
cessful, was seen by the Pope to ef­
fect a complete cure in the case of a 
friend, dhougU it was applied after 
two days' delay and though the pa­
tient’s condition was very serions. 
This treatment consists of continual 
compresses of spirits of camphor, as 
well as vaseline and baths of cold salt 
water. , J . .

The Man in the Moon

OLDEST SUPERSTITION IN THE 
WORLD.

We all feel very’ wise nowadays 
about the moon, and smile indulgently 
as we relate tales of its lonely old 
male inhabitant to the young.

Our wisdom, based as it is upon 
maps and photographs and scientific 
theories, is, however, of very recent 
origin. The moon, for generations, 
was the greatest mystery of mankind 
—greater even than the sun. When 
Galileo, in 1609, first turned his tele­
scope upon the moon, he created 
throughout Europe a much greater 
sensation than did Columbus when 
he discovered America. /

Till then the scientific men had be­
lieved in Aristotle's theory, that the 
moon is a perfectly smooth and round 
.body, its markings beifig the contin­
ents of the world, reflected, as in a 
mirror.

Everyone else explained away tin 
mysterious marks with myths. There 
is nothing more remarkable in his­
tory than the strange resemblances 
which exist between the explanations 
given by different races.

Eternal Isolation.
Almost all of them interpreted the 

marks as more, they all seemed to 
regard him as one who, on account of 
a crime, was conducted to eternal 
isolation on the moon. He was, in­
deed, a horrible example to young 
and old alike. I

In European countries the story 
generally had a so-called Biblical, 
significance. In England, it was1 
Moses who found a man gathering 
sticks on the Sabbath, and expelled 
him to the moon. The reference 
seems to be a passage in the fifteenth 
chapter of Numbers, but the resem­
blance is only slight.

A Peasant’s Punishment.
In France, the man in the moon ia 

none other than Judas Iscariot, and 
the wood a load which he must carry 
always as a punishment 

The earliest English record ap­
pears in the writings of a St Albans 
monk. It is a slight variation of the 
usual theme:—

A rustic in the moon,
Whose burden weighs him down
This, changeless truth reveals.
He profits not who steals.

The German version dealt with a 
peasant who was reprimanded by an 
angel for gathering faggots on a 
Sunday. He replied, “Sunday, on 
earth, or Monday in heaven, -It is all 
the same to me." For this he was 
sent to an eternal moon-day In heav­
en.

depopulation of the Marquesans, those 
romancé-hued islands to the south, 
was explained here recently at a Pan- 
♦actflc club luncheon by H. M. Hub­
bard, of Paris, who has traveled ex­
tensively in the South Seas.

In 1824 the population of the group 
was 20,000 Marqfiesans, but in 1857 
this had1 dropped to 12,000 and in 1877 
the number had fallen to 6,000. In 1911, 
when last actual statistics were com­
piled, the population was 3,117, At 
present there are only betwèen 1,000 
and 1,300 people In the islands, of 
whom not more than 600 are Mar­
quesans, Mr. Hubbard declared.

The reason for the ” decrease, the 
speaker said, was In the Marquesans’ 
apparent lack of care for their health, 
their fear of foreign doctors, and 
their reliance upon “kahunas" or 
native medicine men. The natives In­
sist upon sleeping with their heads 
wrapped np, regardless of whether 
other parts of their body are ex­
posed.
