by the proposed Wellington, Grey and 
Brnce Rc'lWay.”

In reply to a question,Mr. Adam Brown 
elated that the Company had tfcoirch&rt- 
er to go through to LakeHuron, and that 
c"!ready bonuses, sufficient to carry the 
goad to HarristonJijtorty-six miles beyond 
Guelph, had been secured—that was, sup­
posing that the present by-law were pass­
ed, which was necessary to secure the 
building of the first thirteen miles.

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POLITICAL ITEMS.
Hon. Mr, Howland has written an-i

It is reported that Mr. Shanly has I 
been offered a oommissionersliip on | 
the Intercolonial Railway and declin­
ed.

The House Commission sat on 
Wednesday. Petitions were received 
from employees of the House, praying 
that the reduction of 12$ per cent or­
dered by Parliament should be abro­
gated. The Commission did not dare 
to go directly against the action of 
Parliament, and it is not likely any of 
the salaries that have been reduced 
will be raised ; but Parliament has 
delegated its powers and it would not 
be surprising if salaries were raised 
for the well-salaried officials on retui .1- 
ing from the seaboard.

Things are beginning to look lively 
in Ottawa ; six or seven railway con­
tractors have arrived. Among others, 
Mr. Wm. Beits, of England. It is 
said the Ministers will appoint the 
Railway Commissioners next week, 
and that the Intercolonial Railway is 
to be commenced forthwith. It is 
fuiuher stated that the Riviere du 
Loup end, and the Truro end of the 
railway are to be commenced sin?u1- 
taneously, The portion in the St. 
Lawrence to be put under contract, 
extends from Riviere du Loup to 
Trois Pistolas.

The third son of the Emperor 
Alexander of Russia, Grand Duke 
Alexis Alexandrovitch, sailed on Sa­
turday last from Algeria for the Uni 
ted States. Grand Duke Alexis was 
boro in January, 1850, and is, there­
fore, in his eighteenth year. He has 
recently been on a visiting tour iu 
the countries about the Mediterranean, 
and, in particular, spent some time in 
Constantinople. This is, we believe, 
the first visit to this country from a 
member of the Imperial family of 
Busan. had an audience with Disraeli at Btog- 

henden. It is rumoured that the Ocean 
Mail Service between the United States 
and Great Britain via Southampton is to be 
discontinued, and the mails are to be for­
warded via Queenstown. This is in accor­
dance with propositions made by Mr. 
Trollope to Post Master General Randall. 
Letters from Paris state that the Queen 
of Spain h#d. requested Emperor Napol­
eon to meet her at Beantly, and that the 
Emperor hàâ declined the interview.

Berlin,AaguBt&6—The official journals 
bore say that the Prussian Government 
has accepted the proposals made by the 
Government of the United States for the 
establishment of effective regulations for 
the protection and welfare of the immi­
grants, and that an agent has been ap­
pointed to negotiate with the American 
authorities on the subject.

Southampton, August 26—The defeat 
of the ‘Sappho’ yesterday is explained by 
the fact that she was not in proper condi­
tion to enter the regetta, and in conse­
quence met with a series of provoking 
accidents which really put her out of the 
race long before its conclusion. It seems 
that the Sappho was in dock all the night 
previous to the regatta undergoing re­
pairs toher hull and rigging, which were 
damagtil hist week In a collision with the 
‘Ene$aflfrees;’ the work was hurried on 
ed1 that shè migfht lie ready for the race 
and the repairs were incomplete, so 
break-downs were inevitable.

A Cbcbl Sentence.—A few days since an 
unfortunate woman was passing by a field 
from which a splendid crop of wheat had 
joet been carried, and seeing a few cars 
lying on the ground she ventured to pick 
them up.

behind a neighboring hedge, and with a 
fierce yell of indignant fury he bore down 
upon her.
