Rumoured Wreck of a Yacht. 
A Prusso-Spanlsh Difficulty.

The Republic of Spain. 
Allan Clipper Reported Sunk. 

Cholera in Columbus.
London, Aug. 18.—It is reported here 

to-day that the Allan line clipper ship 
Abeona, from Montreal for Glasgow, was 
run down and sunk by the State Line 
steamship Alabama, from Glasgow for 
New York, and that the wreckage, which 
it was at first thought came from the 
Alabama, was a portion of the Abeona.

Madrid, Aug. 18.—The Republicans of 
Barcelona have petitioned the ' Govern­
ment to establish a junta of public safety 
in Cataloni^

New York, August 18.—A Herald's 
special from Madrid, dated 18th, says :— 
Further complications have arisen from 
the interference of the Prussian frigate 
in Spanish affairs. Eight hundred 
Spanish sailors who were sent by the Go­
vernment from Alicante to Escombrate, 
to take possession of the iron-elads Vit­
torio, and Salamanca, were refused pos­
session by Capt. Weaver on the ground 
that there was no authority from Berlin 
to deliver them up. The sailors were 
obliged to remain in a position where 
they were at the mercy of the insurgents. 
Thereupon Weaver declared that the 
sailors were under his protection, as well 
as the steamer that brought them. The 
Insurgents declare that the steamer must 
leave Escombrate or they will open fire 
upon her without regard to the Prussians. 
Thus, by small degrees, Weaver’s first 
blunder leads him farther into quarrel.

Royal Head Quarters, Aloara, Aug. 9. 
—The Republicans have abandoned all 
the fortified positions in Navarre except­
ing Pampeluna, Vittoria and Vergara. 
With the exception of these cities the 
northern part ef the Province is in full 
possession of the Car lists. The King is 
here with very few troops observing the 
possible movements which Dorregarray, 
Valasco and Lizarra are respectively or­
dered to make.

New York, August 13.—Two deaths 
from cholera in Columbus, Ohio, yester­
day, and one to-day.

The fire to-night in the furniture 
warehouse of Gnstavus Antenreith, 871 
Pearl street, did damage to the amount 
of 150,000.

Washington, August 13, 1 a.m.—Pro­
babilities for the middle States, northerly 
and north-westerly winds, lower tem­
perature, cloudy weather and rain, clear­
ing in the afternoon. For lower lakes, 
north-easterly winds, falling barometer, 
and partly cloudy weather.

New York, August 18.—To night two 
boarders at the house of Pat Hartigan 
quarrelled. Hartigan, who was in bed, 
was awakened by the noise, and jumping 
up stabbed one of the men, named Mo- 
Conley, seven times. The latter’s wounds 
are fatal.

Providence, R. I., August 13.—The 
yacht N. F. Dixon, carrying the mails 
and passengers from Black Island to 
Newport, had not arrived at Newport at 
a late hour to-night, being several hours 
overdue. Newport is agitated by a ru­
mour that the vessel was seen bottom up 
off Point Judith this afternoon. About 
100 strangers were on the Island, some of 
whom would doubtless take this boat.

Two Children Burned to Death.
At about twenty minutes to 2 o’clock 

on Wednesday morning the dwelling- 
house of Mr. W. Jordan, painter, Oshawa, 
was discovered to he on fire. The sad 
part of the event was the burning to 
death of one of the children, Sarah Anna, 
a sweet little girl about seven years of 
age. The father was sleeping by himself 
down stairs and the mother and the 
children were up stairs. When aroused 
by the flames he ran to the staircase and 
shouted, but the smoke and flames beat 
down upon him so that he could not go 
up. The mother, finding access by the 
staircase cut off, seized the baby and ran 
to the north window, where she was 
helped out along with a boy. Mr. Honey 
moved to the north side with a ladder, 
and entering, groped around through the 
smoke ; he found a little girl in bed and 
handed her out of the window : he also 
found a little bey and got him out in the 
same way. The flames then burst into 
the room, and all was in a blaze in a 
moment. Mr. Honey made his escape, 
but was badly burned in the neck, and 
both children, when taken out, were 
blackened with smoke, and appeared to 
be suffering. The ohilcTburned was not 
heard nor seen by Mr. Honey, and must 
have been suffocated while asleep. The 
family was kindly taken into the house 
of a neighbor and have been cared for.

Another 
of the children injured has since died.

At this point the Speaker again inter­
posed, but Mr. Mackenzie persisted and, 
amidst tremendous cheering, proceeded 
to speak in terms of the strongest indig­
nation of the threatened interference 
with the privileges of the House.

Those who remained were 
over one hundred in number ; not one of 
the dissentients left the floor of the 
House.

Meeting of Members.
Reform Somber» Spooking.

No sooner had prorogation been effected 
than the members opposed to the course 
taken by His Excellency, under the ad­
vice ot his Ministers, met, and that 
course became the subject of lively de­
bate in the large Committee room .usually 
sacred to railway and other Parliamen­
tary Committees. Mr. Mackenzie was 
called on to preside, and a succession of 
vigorous speeches was made by leading 
members of the Housejand by the gentle­
men who had waited on Lord Dufferin 
with the memorial earlier in the day. Mr* 
Holton denounced the prorogation as an 
unheard of indignity perpetrated by the 
advice of Ministers under impeachment. 
Mr. Cartwright gave a brief outline of 
the interview with Lord Dufferin, and an­
nounced that His Excellency had asked 
that comment might be suspended until 
his written reply should be in the hands 
of the delegation. The Governor-Gen­
eral hinted at a couple of months hence 
being probably the date of the House re­
assembling. Mr. Cunningham followed. 
He had put the matter to His Excellency 
as a clear invasion of the privileges of 
Parliament, and had urged that the 
Crown had no right to issue a Commis­
sion until Parliament hadformally sought 
such action at the hands of the Execu­
tive. Mr. Burpee, Mr. Ohurche and Mr. 
Paquet, the other three members of the 
deputation, spoke briefly in the same 
strain. Mr. Laflamme opposed a Com­
mission.

Mr. Mackenzie then addressed the 
meeting, and in the course of hie remarks 
pointed out that while ninety-five mem-, 
hers had signed the memorial, several 
who had not signed had remonstrated in 
person, so that the prorogation had, in 
fact, taken place in the face of the pro­
tests of an actual majority of members. 
He declared that the conduct of the Go 
vemment would only intensify the feel­
ings of indignation and disgust enter­
tained by the country at their proceed­
ings. Mr. Blake followed, and gave an 
outline of the course of events in con­
nection with this question. He showed

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
THE PROROGATION.

Ottawa, August 13.
The city all day has been in a state of 

bustle and excitement previously un­
known. Great interest and anxiety was 
felt as to the course the Governor-Gene­
ral would adopt in answer to the deputa­
tion of the members, but general ignor­
ance on the subject prevailed. About 
one o’clock it became known that the 
Guards were ordered out. It was then 
certain that the House would be proro­
gued, and the conjecture was confirmed 
when about half.pust two o’clock several 
members of the suite of His Excellency 
took possession of the door by which he 
was to enter the building. About two 
o’clock the galleries of the Senate Cham­
ber were crowded, the principal occupants 
being ladies.

vey to you my best thanks for the dili­
gence with which you have applied

to the well being of the Dominion. The 
interests of trade will be promoted by the 
Act relating to the inspection of the 
staple articles of Canadian produce, as 
well as by the statute regulating weights 
and measures. The several Acts respec­
ting our merchants shipping will greatly 
tend to the success and development of 
that great branch of our national Indus­
try, and the protection of the lives of sea­
men. By the Act relating to the trial of 
Controverted Elections of members of 
the House of Commons, you have adopt­
ed the system which is now in successful 
operation in the mother country.

“Ï filncerly congratulate you on the ad­
mission of the Colony of Prince Edward’s 
Island as a Province of the Dominion.

Ottawa, Aug. 13.

The Speaker took the chair at 3.25 p.m 
and immediately on his doing so

Mr. Mackenzie rose and said :—Mr. 
Speaker, I propose to address you and 
the House on a very important question. 
(Hear, hear.) In the present grave phase 
of the history of our country, and the 
extraordinary circumstances under which 
we are called together, I think (interrup­
tion by the Speaker, and loud cries “Go 
on,” from the members)—I think it in­
cumbent upon me to place the following 
motion in your hands.

Mr. Speaker—Upon what does the hon. 
gentleman propose to make his motion?

Mr. Mackenzie—I am making it upon 
a question of privilege. The following 
is the motion :—

“ That this House during the present 
session ordered an inquiry by a Commit­
tee of its own into certain gravq ^charges 
in connection with the granting of the 
charter and contract for the construction 
of the Pacific Railway, which, if true, 
seriously affect the official honour and 
integrity of His Excellency ’s constitution­
al advisers, and the privileges and inde­
pendence of Parliament ; that the inves­
tigation thus ordered has so far not been 
proceeded with owing to circumstances 
not anticipated when the enquiry was 
ordered, and that it is the imperative 
duty of this House at the earVest mo* 
ment to take such steps as will secure

stead of a Committee, but the House l^ad 
shown a marked disinclination -to adopt 
the proposal of the Premier. Now, said 
Mr. Blake, a greater question even than 
the guilt or innocence of Ministers was 
involved, namely, whether the rights of 
a free Parliament were to be taken away.
He pointed out that the Government had 
known earlÿ In June that the Committeo 
could not proceed without fresh instruc­
tions, but had, nevertheless, not only 
failed to ask their supporters to attend, 
but had actually, in answer to enquiries, 
warned them not to come to Ottawa, and 
then, having done all they could to keep 
members away, had traitorously advised 
the Governor-General that in the absence 
of members Parliament could not be per­
mitted to proceed to business.

He sketched Sir Hugh Allan’s 
intrigues, and concluded by expressing 
his confidence that, notwithstanding the 
corrupt means used to elect many of its 
members, the present Parliament would 
still do Its duty.

Mr. Huntington was called for and de­
livered a long and eloquent speech. He « 
denounced the violation of the constitu­
tional rights of Parliament, but declared 
that if Providence were pitted against 
prerogative, Pi evidence in the end would 
triumph. He paid a high tribute to the 
aid he had received from m$ny polilical 
opponents as well as friends, and defend­
ing Mr. McMullen from opprobrium cast 
upon him.

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The Prorogation.
His Excellency the Governor Gen­

eral is playing to perfection the part 
of a constitutional ruler as defined 
by modem practice, which is that the 
nearer the head of the State can ap­
proach to a merely ornamental ap- 
pendage the better. Yet, whilst 
the duties of the Governor Gen­
eral are to a great extent mere­
ly formal, there are crises—for­
tunately few—when he has the 
opportunity of rising above 
the position of a mere ministerial 
mouthpiece, and of proving himself 
strong enough and wise enough to 
deal with great national emergencies 
like a statesman. The crisis which 
Lord Duflerin had to face yesterday 
was one of these, and it was hoped 
that he would prove equal to it. An 
opportunity was given for him to 
show the metal he was made of- 
whether he is anything more than a 
graceful and fluent figure-head,amia 
blé and long-suffering to the last de­
gree in the matter of receiving ad­
dresses and submitting to tiresome 
ceremonials. But he has missed it. 
That he was neither ignorant of the 
feeling of the country nor altogether 
unmoved by it, was shown by his al­
tering his Halifax arrangements and 
coming to Ottawa ; and he manifest­
ed still further hesitation when the 
deputation from a majority of the 
House of Commons showed him that 
his choice was between antagonism 
with Parliament or a collision with 
his Ministers. However, His Excel­
lency decided to keep strictly to the 
ornamental role, and not interfere to 
with his Ministers in their last des­
perate resort of gagging Parliament 
by a “constitutional” dodge. By 
this action* he has placed himself in 
the unenviable though strictly consti­
tutional position of being made the 
dignified mstrument of screening an 
utterly corrupt ring of schemers— 

►the gorgeous cloak to cover up their 
misdeeds.

But it is not with the Governor 
General the country has now to deal. 
The wily Premier has gained another 
victory, for he well knows the im­
portance of delay. A commission, 
appointed by the accused themselves, 
is to take evidence when, where, how, 
as much or as little as they please. 
Then, after the fertile shuffling and 
dodging resources of John A. have 
been exhausted, a report carefully 
prepared under the direction of the 
chief criminal will be dlrawn up ; the 
gag will be taken off Parliament, and 
the people’s représentatives will be 
kindly allowed to discuss the white­
washing report. We are told that 
Parliament will probably meet again 
in six or eight weeks ; but it will be 
noticed that the Speech from the 
Throne states Parliament is to meet 
“immediately on receipt of the report 
of the Commission.” Judging from 
the past, every artilice will be used 
to delay that report. The Ministry 
have great faith in the policy of delay. 
They know that the rush and whirl 
of events, and of pressing personal 
interests, in this hurrying age, tend 
to thrust the most important pub­
lic events into the dim background ; 
and they think by persistent obstruction 
to weary men of the very name of the 
Pacific Scandal. They may easily ac­
complish the latter result ; but we 
have confidence in our countrymen’s 
stubborn sense of justice, their zeal­
ous love for the fair fame of their 
country ; and even should the Minis­
try succeed in obtaining the largest 
possible respite, they will find next 
May that the people have not forgot­
ten, and cannot be diverted from 
their determination like a child with a 
new toy. It was, no doubt, very 
clever of Sir John to tell his 
followers not to come to Ottawa, and 
then put forth their absence as a rea­
son for proroguing, but he will not 
find the people of Canada as pliable 
m his hands as was Lord Duflerin . 
Such a manifestation of national in­
dignation as took place at the capital 
on Wednesday will have deep and 
abiding results.

Playing Monk.
“ Father” Ignatius, whose monkish 

propensities a few years since caused his 
expulsion from the Church of England, 
in which he had attained the position of 
deacon, has been brought again into pub­
lic notice by a singular action in Chan­
cery at the instance of a London mer­
chant named Todd, to recover the cus­
tody of his son, a boy of seventeen, who 
had been induced by “ Ignatius” to for­
sake his home and enter the Ignatian 
monastery in Wales. “ Ig,” for so the ir­
reverent multitude call the founder of 
this new monastic order, having induced 
the youth to become an inmate of the 
monastery .defied all attempts on the part 
of the lad’s father to communicate with 
him or see him, and the latter was there­
fore driven to adopt an ingenious expe­
dient for compelling the restoration of 
his son. He bought £100 in consols, in­
vested them in his son’s name in the 
Court of Chancery, and thus made him 
“ a ward" of that august tribunal. Then 
he prayed the Court to look after its 
„ ward,” and the Vice-Chancellor issued 
aii order directing “ Ig.” to produce the 
“ infant.” Mr. Lyne (Father Ignatius) 
defied the order for several days ; but 
upon the Court sending an officer he 
yielded at discretion, and finally appeared 
at Court with the boy. Ha^nad improved 
the interval by admiuisjfring what he 
called “ monastic vowsjf to this callow 
youth, and by going through the sacrilege 
of giving him the tonsure. The Vice- 
Chancellor, however, made short work of 
the business. He gave the boy to his 
father, and administered to Mr. Lyne a 
scolding which few men would like to re­
ceive, winding up with the promise that 
if he were caught in attempting to com­
municate with the boy again in any man­
ner “ ho would be shut up in one of the 
prisons of this Court, where he could not 
get at him or any other boy.” When 
*l Ig.” left the Court he was greeted with 
a storm of biases and groans by the 
crowd assembled at the doors. The
amusement of playing Vmonk” does not.

At Ottawa on Wednesday 
The Reform Memorial.

The attendance of strangers in the 
House was quite unprecedented in the 
history of the prorogations. There was 
a large number of persons present from 
Montreal and the river counties, While 
both Sarnia and Gloucester, N.B., had 
their representatives in the galleries.

Intense interest Was manifested itt the 
result of thie Reform mémorial to the 
Governor-General. The memorial was 
brief and to the point, as follows

That although the House has ap­
pointed a Commission to enquire into 
the said charges, the proceedings of this 
Committee have, on various grounds, 
been postponed, and the enquiry has not 
taken place ; that the honour of the 
country imperatively requires that no 
further delay should take place in the 
investigation -of charges of so grave a 
character, which it is the duty and un­
doubted right and privilege of the 
Commons to prevent.

“ The undersigned are deeply im­
pressed with the conviction that any 
attempt to postpone the enquiry, or to 
remove it from the jurisdiction of the 
Commons, will create the most intense 
dissatisfaction, and therefore pray your 
Excellency not to prorogue Parliament 
till the House of Commons shall have 
had an opportunity of taking such 
steps as it may deem necessary ahd 
expedient with reference to this impor­
tant matter.”

Ninety-five members signed this pro­
test ; and in addition to these, who' con­
sisted of men di both parties, a body of 
Ministerialists, Who objected to sign their 
names to the memorial x personally wait­
ed on the Governor and remonstrated in 
the satoe sense. Every one of the mem­
bers present from New Brunswick except 
the two Ministers, Messrs. Tilley and Mit- 
ohell, signed it. So, too, did all but 
Messrs. Tapper and Hugh McDonald 
from Nova Scotia, except Mr. Pearson, 
who, however, sympathises strongly with 
the prayer. The Whole existing represen­
tation from Manitoba signed the protest. 
Thus a clear majority of the whole House 
protested against the prorogation.

The reply of Lord Duflerin is to be 
published immediately. The purport of 
it was that His Excellency felt bound by 
the counsels of his Ministers ; that they 
unanimously advised a prorogation on 
the ground that the House was not fully 
constituted ; that he could reject their 
advice without a rupture which would 
lead to the resignation of the Cabinet ; 
and that to disnÿss the Ministers at the 
present moment would be tacitly to as­
sume their guilt on evidence at present 
ex parte in its character.

The deputation met Lord Duflerin at a 
quarter to one, and were promised a reply 
in an hour. At the end of that time His 
Excellency requested a further half-hour’s 
delay. It was, therefore, nearly three 
o’cl- lr when they returned to the House. 
Me : 'ime the benches gradually filled 
unt*i mere were at least one hundred and 
thirty members present—giving the most 
effectual unswer to the pretence that the 
House could not properly proceed to 
business.

It was twenty-five minutes past three 
when the Speaker took the chair, and 
such was the anxiety of the Government 
to check the least effort at discussion that 
Black Rod might be seen peeping through 
the glass door of the Chamber, ready to 
give his official tap the moment the 
House was in session. But for the mo­
ment he knocked in vain. No sooner was 
the Speaker in his seat than Mr. Mac­
kenzie rose and commenced to speak to a 
question of privilege.

The Senators in attendance numbered 
sixteen, but with the exception, how­
ever, of half-a-dozen, they followed the 
example of the majority of the members 
in the House of Commons, and absented 
themselves from the Chamber during the 
ceremony of prorogation.

Harriston Correspondence.
BAD ACCIDENT.

Mr. Duncan Sdliar, of Minto, met 
with an accident on Thursday last, 
by which he lost his life. The facts 
of the case as nearly as can be gathered 
are these :—The deceased was engaged 
working on the T., G. & B. Railway near 
Wroxeter, and was on the day in ques­
tion going from Minto out to his work, 
being driven by Mr. Alex. Crawford, of 
Wroxeter. Rumour has it that they 
both got the worse of liquor. On going 
through Fordwich Crawford commenced 
to drive at a furious rate, and when go­
ing down a hill at the entrance to the 
village the waggon struck a stone, throw­
ing deceased out between the hind and 
front wheels, when the hind wheel passed 
over his breast. The affair appears to 
have been unnoticed by the teamster, 
who kept driving on regardless of what 
happened. The people on. the street 
noticed it and-came to the assistance of 
deceased. Finding him insensible they 
carried bird to Rutlage’s Hotel, and pro­
cured medical aid ; but the hurt proved 
fatal ; he expired in about thirty minutes. 
Dr. Small, of Wroxeter, held an inquest 
on the following day, when a verdict was 
returned that deceased came to his death 
by falling from a waggon while under 
the influence of liquor.

LOCAL MATTERS.
The Minto Agricultural Society held a 

meeting at Markle's Hotel on Saturday, 
thy* 9th, for the purpose of making ar­
rangements for the holding of the fall 
show, and decided to hold it in Harriston 
on the 7tb of October.

The Wesleyan Methodists have adver­
tised for tenders for the erection of a 
new brick church according to the plan 
and specification.

The Hftrriston correspondent oj The 
Elora Observer finds fault with oùr Vil­
lage Council for not repairing the Elora- 
street Bridge, and thinks that they 
should be made to pay for any mishap 
which might arise from its condition. 
He should get better posted before he 
makes such assertions ; as the Harriston 
Council have actually nothing to do with 
it, it being a county bridge, aud should 
any mishap take place—which has not 
been the case—the county are respon­
sible.
