Is Disposed of by Majority of Thirty-three 
Votes; Leader of Opposition Moves Six 
Months’ Hoist, Which is Rejected by Ma­
jority of Thirty-two; Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Premier Borden Make Strong Speeches; Five 
Nationalists Stand With Opposition.

OTTAWA, May 15.—The great parliamentary struggle over 
the naval bill reached a finality shortly before midnight 
when the third reading of the measure was adopted after 
a comparatively quiet division on a vote of 101 to 68, a gov­

ernment majority of 33. The six months’ hoist which was moved 
earlv in the evening by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, had previously been 
rejected on r. vote of 100 to 68, a government majority of 32. The 
difference in the two votes was due to the fact that one Liberal 
and two Conservative members who missed the- first revision ar­
rived in time to record their votes on the main motion.
five nationalists vote with opposition

The divisions were not on strictly party lines. Five Nationalists, 
Achim, Boulay, Barcette, Bel mere and Guilbault, stood up with the 
opposition on both occasions, while Col. H. H. McLean, of Queens 
Sudbury, was counted on the side of the government.

During the first- division, the Nationalists who stood by the 
government were greeted with ironical Liberal cheers when they rose 
to vote, while Col. McLean got a salvo of Conservative cheers when 
lie registered his vote in favor of the government’s proposals.

The six months’ hoist was moved by Sir Wilfrid Laurier at 9 
o'clock after a speech of an hour's duration. Mr. Guilbault, of 
Joliette, tried to get the floor to move the amendment, but the 
speaker recognized the leader of the oposition.

SIX foremen of the city public works department—James Wilson, 
Nick Serro, Fred Stephenson, Jack Yard, James Grosse, and 
F. Towers, are accused of manipulating their departments 
to exclude Liberals from city work, by twelve former city 

employees who have taken affidavits to prove their assertions.
Stanley L. Jones presented copies of these affidavits to the 

mayor and Commissioner Graves in the mayor’s office at the city 
hall yesterday afternoon; and in view of the gravity of the charges, 
the mayor and the commissioners promised to have the matter inves­
tigated at once.

The informers are "nearly all foreigners who have lived from 
six to ten years in the city, are all naturalized British subjects and ar 
quite well known to city hall officials. Several of them belong to 
very well known families and bear an excellent reputation among 
business men of the city. _
MANY COMPLAINTS AGAINST CITY FOREMEN

“I heard that this sort of thing was going on during the 
election campaign,” said Mr. j ones to the maypr, “and many, men 
complained to me that the foremen had threatened to put them 
out of the city's service if they did not vote Conservative. But I let 
it go by until after the election, as I did not want to take it up 
as a political matter.

“However, if these things are true, I think the practice should 
oe disçontinued. It must interfere seriously with the service in the 
public works department and is not a good thing.

“I think I have brought you positive proof of the charges 
against five or six foremen. These declarations were «taken indi-

WILSOfl SAID TO BE WORST OFFENDER

“James Wilson seems to have been the worst offender,” con­
cluded Mr. Jones.

The declarations presented by Mr. Jones bore different dates 
and were made before various commissioners. In some cases, 
whole families were discharged at once immediately after the elec­
tion. Men who have been in the city service for six years were 
discharged, the reason being bluntly given that they were Liberals.

Jim Wilson, on some occasions, astutely excused himself by 
declaring to Liberal applicants that the city had no money and 
could not afford to hire them; and the applicants are still trying 
to figure out how six Conservatives could be taken on, the next 
morning. . _
WIJjSON WOULD CONVERT SAM,AIELLO

Something brand new in electioneering arguments, appears to 
have been advanced by Foreman Jim XX ilson ,who was endeavoring 
to convert Sam Aiello to the Conservative cause. Aid. George Ross, 
it seems, is altogether too youthful to manage the affairs of the 
province, in the opinion of Mr. Wilson, whose campaign talk to the 
Italians was beautifully mild, compared to the harangues of R. B.

‘At the time L was discharged I was 
working with Fred Stephenson, and 
when I was discharged he said, T know 
you are a Liberal, and there is no_ more 
job for you.'

for discharging me. Two or three days 
before the election held on the 17th day 
of April, 1913, the eaid Fred Stephen­
son told Mazzareno Coradetto and me, 
‘Anyone who voted Liberal will lose 
their jobs.’ ”

“I worked for the city of Calgary for 
about six years, and was dismissed 
from the city’s employ on the 5th April, 
1913, by my foreman, Fred Stenens, 
without him giving me any reason for 
my dismissal," says Giovanni Mannetti. 
He just said, ‘You are fired; go and 
get your time.’

“On or about the 23rd of April, 1913,
I asked Jim Wilson for a job, and he 
said 'The city has got no money,’ and 
the next day Ciconni, a Conservative 
worker, sent six men to Wilson and all 
got work. I lived at Ciconni's house 
until about six months ago, and Italians 
wanting jobs would go to Ciconni for 
them, and if they were Conservatives 
Ciconni would give them a paper to 
Wilson, and they would get a job, but 
if they were Liberals they would not 
get a job. Nick Serro also got jobs for 
a number of Italians with the city. He 
told them ‘If the Conservatives g-et in

, Are Speeches Now Read? Asks Lord Rosebery—Answer 
in the Negative; Tells Pressmen of Their Pow­

ers and Opportunities

Is

• The Earl of Rosebehy was the guest 
Of the evening at the annual dinner of 
the London Press Club at De Keyser's 
Hotel on Saturday night, April 26, E. L. 
Goodman, chairman of the club, presided, 
and the other guests included the Uon. 
J. L. Griffiths, the American counsul- 
general, and Max Beerbohm. In th< 
course of his address Lord Rosebery 
hinted at his retirement from public life 
as a speaker.

Lord Rosebéry, in proposing the toast 
of "The Press Club." said that he had 
become so rusty in the art of speak­
ing that he felt that night as though 
he were delivering his maiden speech. 
The great terror of every public speaker 
in his time, he observed, was the re­
porter. So far as he could make out 
the reporter had largely disappeared 
He had ceased to report the speeches \ 
to which it was understod the whoh 
community were? looking forward with 
breathless irUereirt^' He had. turned his 
-PSpqjt In to a f.re ; What he- ha
dqpe with it bfî||jÉ3 liot, e^ctly know 
A£ any rate. K&nOEi ceased ■ to be that 
tdfror to public spbakerfl that he was in 
lust (Lord Roeèbevyîs) - tlroe ; and he no 
longer, reported--except the great lions 
o the front bench, every wag of "whose 
tail it was necessary for every citizen 
to nVtQot-t-p. (Laughter.) But at pres­
ent outside the proceedings of those great 
m-" "hori erased, to the infinite
relief, if he might say so, of the speakers. 
(Laughter ariri ontause.)

Are Speeches Now Read?
"I speak with feeling as a speaker,” 

Lord Rosebery went on. "No conscienti­
ous speaker ever rose in the morning 
and had his morning newspaper with­
out having a feeling of that kind, to 
see in it reported verbatim, with agoniz­
ing conscientiousness, things which he 
would rather not have said, and things 
which he thought ought not to bear re­
petition (Laughtep.) T)ie; agonizing con? 
scientioueness of the reporter caused a 

. reaction in the speaker which no words 
can describe, except the testimony of 
one who has experienced IV Then 
let me take the point of view of the 
reader» which is the only point of view 
I now occupy. Did any reader of the last 
twenty years ever read the speeches 
that were reported ? I have no doubt 
that those whose duty It is to criticise, 
laud them, or rebuke them in the public 
press felt it their painful duty to read 
the speeches. But did anybody else?

*"Did any impartial reader of the news­
papers, the man who bought a pape 
on his way to the city in the morning, 
and an evening paper In the evening, 
did he ever read the speeches? (Laugh­
ter.) I can conscientiously say, having 
been a speaker myself, that I never could 
find—anybody who read any speeches.
(Laughter.) It was quite different in the 
time when I was young, when fathers 
and rhbthers and grandsons sat dowi 
after breakfast and read the whole de 
bate throue-h.

Monopoly and Power of Press.
•T believe in the power of the press.

I believe in the potentiality of the press 
even more. I believe even more in th- 
responsibility of the press, and I be­
lieve most of all that the British press 
is the best in the world. But I am 
not Quite sure that that covers the 
whole ground. There are two othei 
things, I think, should be observed. One 
is—which is no new one—the enormout 
monopoly which is now exercised by 
the press. The great daily papers have 
such a monopoly, owing to the enormous 
cost of compounding new ones, which 
is obvious to us all. I do not know what 
the cost is, but I have heard it put at a 
half to three-quarters of a million, and 
even then with indifferent chances o 1 
success. Owing to the monopoly which is 
possessed and exercised by the principal 
daily papers of this country, their re 
sponsibility is greater than the news­
paper of 40 or 50 years ago.

"Secondly. I Would point out the 
great development of the press. Nov 
every day you produce not a newspaper 
but a Phrpr-t-. r hno-e production of in­
formation and knowledge upon every kind 
of —You know as far as it Is
possible e/veiriy thing about everybody 
and everywhere.

"1 do not wish to detain this audi­

ence," Lord Rosebery proceeded, "but 
it is perhaps the last time I shall ad­
dress an assembly of journalists—(cries 
of "No, no")—or perhaps any assembly 
at all. I do not think I should choose 
an assembly of journalists with that 
critictl eye for the one I should habitual­
ly adress, but I should wish to say one 
word more in case I should never have 
an oppority to addres an assembly of

very sincerely when Y say that your 
power and potentialities appeal to me 
more than anything else with ■ regara 
to journalism. Your power is obvious­
ly enormous, and you must wish' to ex­
ercise it with that conscientiousness 
and honor as I believe you do exercise 
it, but the potentiality is something 
which I am not sure that even 'you al­
ways realize.

"I take it in regard to one . question 
—the question of peace and war. In 
some respects J don’t suppose you have 
so much influence as Parliament; I 
don't suppose you have so much influ­
ence as ministers.

"With- resv< to legislation. and so

forth you probably have hot so much 
power as ministers or members of Par­
liament except When you embody ' the 
unmistakable voice of the people. With 
regard to peace and war, upon those is­
sues you have paramount influence far 
greater than any member of Parlia­
ment; as great as any minister of the 
crown himself. When critical occasions 
arise you can either magnify them or 
minify theb. J pray you in issues which 
involve peace and war diminish them 
as much as possible. (Applause.) Think 
what an awful responsibility is on you!

“I think you have the power more 
than any other body of men to promote 
or to avert the hofrors of war. I am 
quite sure that my humble advice is not 
even needed by men who know their 
business so much better than I can 
know it, but they may sometimes in 
the hurry Of -journalism^-because it Is- a 
hurried profession—forget the great 
principles which must be inherent in the 
houmalist. As they write they may, 
on the impulse of the moment, in de­
fence against the aggressive journalism 
from abroad, forget their obligation to 
thejr own country. And -I would ask 
them in these few last • words -when any 
such isue may occur—and jSodJcnows the 
atmosphere is electrical enough at this 
moment not to sây a word that may un­
necessarily bring, about to their fellow- 
countrymen the innumerable, eatastro- 
phes of war." (Lour Applause.)

London, May 16—Miss Mae Scott- 
Trôy, a San Francisco suffragette, 
cabled today to Andrew Carnegie a» 
follows: "What right have you to pose 
as an American citizen when you are 
registered as a voter In the Parish of 
Dornock, in the County of Sutherland, 
Scotland? You are voter No. 11 on the 
official list obtained by me today from 
the sheriff of the county. Why did 
King Edward offer you a dukedom?"

Mr. Carnegie is described on the vot­
ing list as "Occupâtion, gentleman. 
Place of abode, Skibo Castle.”

New York, May 13.—“Mr. Carnegie is 
an American citizen,” James Bertram, 
his private secretary, said today. "He 
became so without naturalization, be­
cause he came here as a minor when 
he was 11 years old, and his father was 
naturalized before Mr. Carnegie became 
of age. If he is registered as a voter in 
Scotland he had nothing to do with it 
personally. He i* a property ownex 
there, and his name probably appears 
on the registry list In connection with 
that fact He could not Vote in that 
country because he is alien there.”

The programme, as at 
present fixed, provides for a gala opera 
evening on May 22, a state banquet on 
May 23 and the marriage ceremony on 
May 24.

rites in Berlin.

It is officially insisted that the wed­
ding is to be a strictly private and 
family affair, but thç prospective pres­
ence of King George and Czar Nicholas 
clothes the event, in the popular esti­
mation, with far-reaching political sig­
nificance.

London, May 14.—The first of 
course of lectures on colonial problems 
organized by the University of London, 
was delivered yesterday afternoon at 
King's College, the subject of the open­
ing lecture being "The Colonies in In­
ternational Law."

The lecturer was Rev. Dr. T. J. Law­
rence, formerly deputy professbr of in­
ternational law at Cambridge.

Dr. Lawrence in the course of his 
address said the positon of the colonies 
in international law ..was f^ll of .diffi­
culties, and even of dangeiy in the fu­
ture, and was- likely t<r impose a heavy 
tax on the wisdom and will both of the 
rulers. and people.' In .connection with 
the question of neutrality he laid it 
down that the great self governing do­
minions could not invoke the principle 
of limited liability, for in war all parts 
of the empire must sink or swim to-1 
gather.

Nt Dispute of Autonomy.
..Dr. Lawrencealso expressed much I 

sympathy for the school of political 
thought which had arisen more prom­
inently 'in Canada, which objected to 
spending their blood and treasure in 
any wars which do not affect their 
rights and interests, and which they 
might hold to be morally indefensible. 
Hence arose a disposition to claim that 
armed forces should be entirely undei* 
their own control, and he did not think 
that Great Britain disputed this.

If ever an attempt was seriously 
made, continued the speaker, to create 
this curious race of international* en­
titles, by which we could be British at 
oen moment and m.on-British at the 
next, this in-and-out policy would 
surely break down.

If some small central body could be 
created, he said, on which served to­
gether the prime minister and the for­
eign secretary of Great Britain for the 
time being, along with representatives 
of the ministry of the day of each of 
the great self governing dominions, it 
seemed to him possible that the great 
democracies concerned might be in­
duced to place in its hands the mo­
mentous issues of war, peace, and neu­
trality.

Real Imperial War.
If this development of a new organ 

to perform this most important func­
tion ever took place, every war would 1 
be an imperial war in reality as well as 
in name, and therefore no idea of any 
attempt to keep it outside would ever 
arise in any of the political entities 
whose repreentativee had agreed to 
make it.

Doubtless wars would be few, for in 
the first place it would be hard to in­
duce anybody representing such varied 
interests to riek them by engaging in 
hostilities, and in the second place a

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PARTYISM AT CITY HALL

Complaints have been made that one leading 
official and other members of the public works de­
partment at the city hall used their positions to 

6 advance the interests of one political party, at the 
last elections. The complaint has been backed up 
by a number of affidavits which seem convincing. 
The commissioners have decided to investigate. 
They should investigate to the very limit and when 
convinced, take the most drastic action.

We have proceeded thus far without introducing 
I ! party politics into municipal affairs very much. 

It is true that ex-Commissioner Clarke tried to 
organize a Tammany hall and' succeeded fairly 
well, and this seems to be a sequel to his efforts.

Mayor Sinnott, in private life, is an ardent par­
tisan, but in public life knowns no party. Com­
missioner Samis in private life is also an ardent 
politician, though of a different party, and in pub­
lic life is quite as non-partisan. It is for them to 
say at this time whether there is to be party- 
politics of the worst kind at the city hall.

Some of the commissioners say they have com­
plaints about a foreman of different'politics taking 
the same active part in elections. It makes no 
differencev/ho the partisan, or what the party, the 
commissioners must act in the most decisive man­
ner if they are to keep partyism out of municipal 
Iffairs. Now is the time to act and act decisively. 
With our numerous public utilities, the introduc­
tion of parfy politics would be disastrous.

ABOLITION OF WARDS

In the committee in the city council which dis- 
. cussed the question of the abolition o£ the wards* 

if is very interesting to notife that the supporters
:'i .of the antiquated system of representation were 
; the three representatives of Ward III. Th#t is an 
ï argument in favor of the abolition of the ward 

system, if all the conditions are taken into consid­
eration.

Ward III. is much the smallest ward in the 
city. In area and population it is not half as large 
as any of the other three wards. The vote polled- 
in the last electiorr showed that the ward is much 

: over represented. One man in Ward III. has the 
voting power of about three in Wards II. or IV. 
That is not fair, but that is the present condition 
of affairs.

There is no sonud argument .in .favpr .of. the 
ward system. We do not want representatives in 
the city council who represent any district or 
Sections of the city. We want men who are big 
enough to represent the entire city. We shall 
have them if they abolish the wards. We are 
liable at any time to have little men if we con­
tinue the present system. The entire wards should 
be abolished.

J he present system is antiquated and out of
date.

CHANCELLOR STUART'S SUGGESTION

Chancellor Stuart of the University of Alberta, 
in the commencement address deplored the indif­
ference which the 75,000 Calgary people show to 

provincial university, but admitted that the 
university was getting on very nicely despite that 
'"difference, and then proposed in a very guarded 

- v ay Mïtnething which, he seemed to believe, would 
* ,kf the ‘beginning of better relations 'between the 

university and the citizens of Calgary He referred 
casually to the desire in Calgary for a university 
and intimated that the wish was inspired largely 

; hy commercial reasons. He suggested as a cam- 
■ Paign to break down the indifference that the uni­

versity might permit at its expense, one of its 
(,j l)r°fessors to give a course of lectures at Calgary 
^ College,

We doubt very much if this crusade will be suc- 
cessful. Chancellor Stuart evidently holds that 
there is to be but one university in the province, 
that there is to be but one degree-conferring insti- 
tut'"n. rhat there is to be but one centre for such 
an institution, that the institution of which he is the 
,lead shall be the trunk of the educational tree in 

c province, and there must be but one tree inth
the orchard and that all others must be regarded as 
■mproper upshoots, and that Calgary, however de- 
Slr°us its citizens may be, however greatly its 

ng men and young women may desire uni- 
rsity advantages, must not have a university of

its own, or any such educational institution which 
is not directly under, the control of the Provincial 
University.

Chancellor Stuart insisted that though speaking 
as the chancellor of the provincial university, he 
was speaking merely for the chancellor and in his 
radical departure was not stating the policy of the 
university. We are informed, however, that the 
ideas of other university authorities are not so very 
different. It makes but little difference whether 
they are or not. The suggestion that1 the indiffer­
ence of Calgary people to the fate of the university 
would be overcome by the hallowed influence of 
an Alberta university proféssor in full regalia in 
some institution in this city, is somewhat ridicu­
lous. It is surprising that any person should sug­
gest it.

The people of Calgary want a university. 
Chancellor Stuart and his Edmonton friends may 

• scoffingly suggest that we need it in our real estate 
business. But the fact remains that despite all the 
limitations and difficulties that the Calgary' insti- 
ution has enepuntered, 150 students attended lec­
tures in the first year of our university. These 
students were not particularly interested in real 
estate. Few Calgary students have ever attended 
the Edmonton institution. The people of Calgary 
are prepared to support the Calgary institution. As 
it is doing Ihe work of a university they ask that it 
have the. powers,of a university, just as they insist 
on giving it the name of a üniversity. Chancellor 
Stuart suggests that Alberta University with great 
liberality should, at its own expense, mark you, 
permit a university professor y to give lectures 
occasionally in the Calgary College. That, he 
believes, would solve the whole difficulty.

Now that the powers are casting about for a 
good man to fill the position of king of the newh 
formed nation of Albania, we beg to nominate R. 
B. Bennett.for the position. We believe that he 
has many, if not all, of the qualifications for the 
position and it seems that we'can spare him very 
well from Alberta, at this time. The recent elec­
tions seemed to indicate that the people of the 
province were prepared to get along without him. 
If the thing were to be put to a vote, Mr. Bennett 
we are quite confident, would get the Alberta 
support in the king contest.

This- is one of the positions for which Mr. 
Bennett has not nominated jhimsclf. But the job 
has not 'been open foftvery long and the public 
should give a man time to accommodate himself to 
new surroundings and to take advantage of new 
opportunities. A position like that would be much 
more, important than a seat in the provincial 
legislature, a seat ifi the Dominion house of com­
mons, with the chance of a cabinet position if one 
carried Alberta in the provincial election, or even 
a chance in the imperial house of comimons, pro­
vided that one had to go in under the patronage 
of Sir Maxcement Aitkin and sit at that learned 
gentleman’s feet after he got in.

Mr. Bennett has manifold qualifications. In the 
first place he is of the right politics. The Alban­
ians have been accustomed to the rule of the 
Sultan, which one might imagine was not so very 
different in some respects from railway rule or 
domination, in which Mr. Bennett has had an' ad­
mirable experience. Mr. Bennett is a Tory of the 
most ancient school, who has a distinct dislike for 
these popular movements That is the kind of man 
for the job in Albania, where he would be a credit 
to his colleagues, the Sultan of Turkey, the Czar 
of Russia and the King of Spain, and other strong 
forces in international politics.

There is more or less of the comic opera about 
the wee kingdoms of that part of Europe. The 
smaller the kingdom the more grandiloquent its 
'officials and the more gaudy the uniforms of the 
‘members of the police force. Albania may never 
cut much of a figure at the real thing, but unless 
we are much mistaken, it will have more pomp and 
demonstration than any other popinjay kingdom in 
the world. Who would be more fitted to- preside 
over such a kingdom than the Dominion member 
for Calgary, who, in addition to being most expert 

■ in comic opera stunts, in an artistic vaudevillian 
as well ?

In small kingdoms like Albania the standing 
army makes a gaudy performance, but would be 
somewhat mussed up in real trodble. But in the 
Dominion campaign here, Mr. Bennett referred to a 
certain wind instrument which he could use with 
deattiy effect if it ever became necessary." If a 
fighting force came in from the south, he informed 
his public, be would go out on the highest hill and 
make a speech to h, and if that didn’t prove fatal 
to the enemy, the case would be hopeless. One who 
could do stunts like that would be invaluable in a 
kingdom like Albania. That would mean money in 
the coffers of the kingdom and safety for the 
Albanians.

There are other qualifications which our nom­
inee possesses.' He would be known as the boy 
orator among the c*rowned heads, which would 
bring the new kingdom to the front ranks. He 
would give some class to the new realm. ‘ He 
would make a first-class king for a country like 
that. We beg to nominate him.

There are some C<_njervatives‘ who 
are boasting because Premier Borden 
has carried out in a kind of a way 
about ten per cent of his "promises, 
\nd only left about ninety per cent 
jnfuifillcd. /

A London, Eng., paper refers to. Cal­
gary as a city with a population of 
22,0011, and speaks of our mayor as 
a person. It will be proper for some 
of our contemporaries to retaliate by 
speaking of “that London village’’ and 
referring to the lord mayor as “the 
deputy reeve.”

The removal of the United States 
duty upon wool would mean much to 
Alberta if we had any sheep, and we 
cannot stock up with sheep to any 
advantage with any speed unless we 
lake off the duty upon sheep, and 
there is no sign of Canada doing that.

country. Mistakes have been ^nade 
in describing this province

One swallow does not make a sum­
mer any more than one university pro­
fessor w’ould satisfy 1 the university 
needs of a city like Calgary, even if 
that professor should have his ex­
penses met by the Alberta University.

On the 
whole, I am glad you got that editorial 
out of your system even though your 
zeal was not just according to knowl­
edge. The Albertan is not antagonistic 
to the church. You use us decently in 
regard to our notices of Sunday serv­
ices.

The -thing you are trying to say, 
however, and the thing the whole 
modern cry is about, is that the King­
dom of God is the Kingdom of Human 
Life, and that dur life is a unity—a 
unity rich in all its complexity. As 
each individual discovers this, youth­
ful ardor is apt to make him feel that 
he is first to see, and that the rest of 
the world is benighted still. This is 
human, and it is worth while seeing 
for it begets humility in the discoverer 
and patience in the initiated and it all 
helps to make the world go round. 
There is an eternal youth in things 
and our convictions are missionary if 
they are real.

That the church can improve and 
should, we all believe; that it is asleep 
is another matter. And after the 
writer of the editorial has put in his 
'hard work in- the office and has re­
freshed himself with sleep in the day, 
It would be interesting and cheering 
for -him to take a little journey to St. 
Andrew's In East Calgary and to 
Hillhurst in Calgary northwest, as well 
as to other places mentioned in. the 
letters of Thursday’s Issue.

WILL BE OPENED

Formal Applicataion Has Been

The Y.W.C.A, which has been conduct­
ing an employment bureau for the past 
two years, has made application to the 
city for a license at a nominal fee.

At present the Y.W.C.A conducts this 
bureau free, as without a license, no fee 
can be imposed. The “Y” employes a 
secretary, paying her a salary out of 
association funds, to look after this de­
partment and this has oecome the most 
important labor bureau for women in 
the city. The “Y” placed on an average 
of from 100 to 130 girls per month and 
the applications received for domestics 
are usually about one-third greater than 
the supply of women available for do­
mestic service. The demand for servants 
being greater than the supply, the “Y” 
proposes to levy a fee of $1 from each 
mistress, in future, the fee to cover the 
cost of maintenance of the bureau, to 
provide the secretary’s salary and board, 
telephone, rent, etc.

In view of the fact that the bureau is 
already established on a successful basis, 
and that' the Y.W.C.A is a public in­
stitution, and a philanthropy, the associa­
tion is seeking to secure the privilege of 
charging the necessary feé without pay­
ing the license fee of $50 usually imposed 
by the city.

Mrs. Jameison and Mrs. Kerby waited 
on the mayor yesterday to present the 
request. They pointed out that Edmon­
ton had granted this license to the Y. 
W. C. A. there for the nominal sum of 
$5.00.

The mayor will take the matter up 
with the commissioners.

An Italian 
physician was recently made to say, 
when his article was translated Into 
English: “I cured 10 typhoid patients 
last month and six of them died.” What 
he really said was that he had treated

But tioes- 
it follow that they are always Oh the 
side of “lee jeunes"? Not at all; there 
is here a very real distinction which 
ought, ilôt to be neglected.

“Les jeunes," distinctively so called, 
are seldom the wiser and better part 
of the youth of a nation. They ere 
its self-conscious, aggressive part, pro­
foundly convinced of their own in­
spiration and originality, and always 
in violent reaction against the ideals 
of yesterday. Their discoveries seêm 
to them (and to their Agathohs) 
miraculous, the last word of human 
illumination. They are superbly con­
fident in what they are going to do, 
and resentful of any Suggestion that 
the applause and laurels may fitly be 
reserved until thé deed is done. Among 
them, no doubt, there may be men 
who will outgrow the crudities of 
adolescence, and ultimately perform, 
attan, achieve; but the chances are 
against the really great men of a gen­
eration being included among .its 
“young bloods." A certain modesty 
generally goes with true greatness, a 
sense of proportion with true Insight. 

•Therefore it is hot over-sanguine to 
hope that the destinies of France, in 
the momentous years to come, may not 
be entirely committed to the youths 
who have knelt at Agathon's confes­
sional, and poured forth their souls 
in sélf^cOngratulation.-^Londôn Daily 
New*.

YOUNG FRANCE
(By William Archer)

The entente cordiale gives us what 
ma be called an insurable interest in 
the youth Of France, and it is at first 
sight satisfactory to learn that the 
rising generation is considered by 
grave authorities (and particular by 
itself^ to merit the epithet “miracu­
lous." M information on the point 
comes fro man article by M. Emile 
Fnguet in the current “Revue des Deux 
Mondes’" A certain. “Agathon,” it 
would seem has conducted an inquiry 
int othe ideals and conductme( (arhi 
into the ideals and sentiments of “Les 
Jeunes Gens d'Aujourd'hui," and has 
published under that title the results 
of his investibation. Agathon’s conclu­
sion, as reported b M. Faguet, is that 
“thfc-ryijutlY. d£ FV&nce feels obscurely 
that is destined to see and do great 
things? and this confidence, this pa­
triotic optimism, it imposes on all with 
invincible force. Nay more, it has 
reacted upon those who had formerly 
been seduced by the humanitarian 
illusion. To have re-awakened in its 
elders the sense of French realities, 
this one may fairly call the miracle of 
youth."

Agathon’s method was to apply for 
niformation to the youths themselves— 
to what particular youths does-not 
clearly appear. He seems to have is­
sued o sort of circular-catechism, and 
to have published the replies. Sum­
ming up the results of these candid 
introspections, he claims for the youth 
of today five cardinal virtues: —

A love for action, involving a dis­
dain for thought: religious, and
particularly Catholic, faith; a re­
turn to classic taste; chastity and
patriotism
M. Faguet adds a sixth virtue to the 

list: namely, a perfect contempt for 
the Older generation, and belief that 
they, the young, are the inventors and 
patentees of the virtues which dis- 
tinbuish them It need scarcely be 
said that the luster of these virtues 
is undimmed by the vice of modesty.

On second thought, and regarding it 
fro mthe point of view o four interna­
tional relations, can we find ground for 
unmixed satisfaction in this profession 
Of faith? Is ther anything particul* 
arly miraculous, anything engaging or 
feassürlng. in such bumptuaus boy- 
scoutism, as we splenetic elders might 
be téfrtptèd to call if? Boy scouts are 
all vxery well as long as they are 
boys; but these young gentlemen, I 
take It. are old ertought to known bet­
ter. It can scarcely be a boy who 
writes: “The youth of today are in 
great measure pragmatists, holding 
with Boutroux that ‘science tends to 
action, and has no other object than 
action’." The worst of it is that the 
action to which these young prag­
matists tend is mainly reaction One 
looks in vain among their utterances 
(so far as reported by M Faguet) 
for a generous illuCion, a 
storming1 ideal. They ihjnk llttle of 
heaven (despite their Catholicism) 
and much ot Alsace-Lorraine. As for 
ollustons. ie it not Agathon s chief 
boast that "the humanitarian illusion 
has ‘nothing to say to them? Not to 
the young France of Agathon must 
w* lock tor that "new pasionate sense 
of brotherhood" for which Mr. Zang- 
will sighs. It would probably turn a 
particularly deaf ear to. the sighs of 
Mr Zangwill; for one shrewdly sus­
pects (though on this point M. Faguet 
is silent) that It Is antiSemitic. It 
would be a miracle If It were not

And the Irony of the thing that 
his unlovely form of French patriotism 
is in reality made in Germanq. It is 
a contagion from beyond the Rhine 
The bacillus was cultivated in Bis­
marck's laboratory, with thé aid of 
human vivisection on a heroic s$ale. 
But Bismarck had not got the length 
of despising thought. Or. the. con­
trary, ltz wa"s because he thought so 
efficiently, within his limits, that his 
action was so efficient. The disdain 
for thought is, indeed, the most dis­
quieting of the Agathotiian «jardinai 
virtues. That Young France should 
rise above the illusion of humanity 
■is a bit of-a disappointment; bUtw hen 
it declares itself superior to the illu­
sion of intelligence, the case is des­
perate -indefed. We had fondly imag­
ined that that superiority was our own 
insular prerogative, unoontested and 
unenvied.

We need- not, how'ever,-toe too-mucti 
cast down by Agathon’s disclosures. 
If, on the strength of them, we were 
forthwith to denounce the entente cor-

CHINA’S CALL
By Thomas Cochrane, M.B., C.M.
(Of the. Union Medical College, 

Peking.)
China today is of absorbing interest 

from every point of view. It we con­
sider her from the historical stand­
point we are impressed with her hoary 
antiquity. From the obscurity of the 
“Golden Aige’’ nearly 3,000 B.C., when 
all men were good and doors required 
no bars, we trace her story through 
the stirring timee when valour in war 
pushed her conquests to Japan, and 
westwards subdued the warlike Gho- 
orkas; when her public works in­
cluded the great barrier in which there 
is enough material to build a wall 
seven feet high around the globe, and 
the Grand canal, linking the north of 
China with the south; when her lit­
erary activity produced innumerable 
works, including an encyclopaedia of 
over a million pages, dow-n to the days 
X)f the last great ruler who placed a 
baby emperor on the world's oldest 
throne.

Geographically and politically China 
is intensely interesting; her enormou 
size is not generally realized. Of th 
eighteen provinces proper only five aT< 
smaller than England and Wales, ana 
some of them are very much larger. 
The western province of Szechuan, for 
example, is nearly four times, and’ the 
province of Sinkiang, or the New Do­
minion, nearly ten times as big. In­
cluding the Ney Dominion, known 
also as Chinese Turttestan, and the 
three in Manchuria, China contains 
twenty-two provinces in all; but 
trouble was in store for the Chinese 
government when, on the establish­
ment of .the Republic, Mongolia and 
Tibet were, on paper, subdivided into 
provinces and added to this number. 
The influence of Japan tin the south of 
Manchuria, and that of Russia in the 
north, is gradually extending. Russia 
is negotiating with the Mongole, and 
regards Mongolia, which wishes to set 
up house for herself, and .the territory 
beyond China’s north-west borders, as 
her sphere of influence.

Commercial Possibilities.
Tibet has also declared her inde­

pendence; and thus China, in helplea 
and pathetic despair, sees territory 
larger far than, that of -the whole 
eighteen provinces, gradually slippinr 
from her grasp, as all Korea and For 
mosa did but a few years ago; and i 
it be true that Chinese emigration t- 
Mongolia is to be stopped, the pligh 
of China is a tremendously seriou 
one. For the great economic pressur 
was driving her surplus population V 
large numbers towards the empt 
north; and now, if barred in that dti 
reotion as well as excluded fror 
America, and shut out from Australit 
what is she to do?

To the commercial man the interer 
of China is perhaps greater than t 
others, for her potential wealth i 
enormous, and rapidly extending" coir 
municatiort has opened up the ooun 
try. Peking is itself only twelve day 
distant from London, and great trun1 
lines are in operation, or are bein' 
built, from north to south and fron-

east to west With these lines num­
erous branches are communicating,, 
and now the great province of Shansi. | 
nearly 82,000 square miles in area, is 
having her immense coal-fields tàpped 
by railways. This province, besides 
huge beds of bituminous coal, has, if 
is estimated, no less than 14,000 square 
miles of anthracite twenty-two feet 
thick;' and when the writer was 
-travelling there a few months ago he 
saw the Coal out-cropping on the road­
side. The coal-beds in Szechuan are 
also enormous, and the railway line 
which is bein gbuilt from Canton to 
Hankow in the heart of China, a dis­
tance of about 800 miles, passes over 
some of the richest coal and iron fields 
in -the whole world. Already immense 
quantities of pig iron are being ship­
ped -to America, and the iron works at 
Hanqang are exporting steel to Mexico 
and Japan.

The Appeal to the Churches.
China ie appealing to her .Christian 

churches to pray for Divine help in a 
situation of bewildering difficulty. This 
should ope nthe eyes of the public of 
Christendom to the influence which 
Christianity has exerted. Scoffs and 
sneers were nientful when the first mis­
sionary to China embarked on his great 
enterprise; and Christian missionaries 
have long labored and suffered * largely 
unnoticed, but in recent years thé ré­
sulte of their toil have been abundantly 
manifest, not only in the large numbers 
of converts won to Christianity, but in 
the changed atmosphere throughout the 
whole country.

In view of the ap­
proaching holidays an dthe possible in­
crease necessitated by enlarged quar­
ters, more nurses in training will be 
required shortly. The Generâl hospital 
has been advertising in ttie east for 
nurses, but the demand seems to be 
greater, than the supply throughouVthe 
Dominion, as nearly all hospitals are 
having the same difficulty to maintain 
full staffs.

The treasurer's statement showed re­
ceipts of $4,507.50, and expenditures of 
$10.127.33 during the month of April. 
Patients admitted during the month 
numbered 336, as against '293 m April 
last year. Of 5,298 hospital days, 1.282 
days are charged up to the City for in­
digent patients.

Three-Fourths of Rooms in 
Buildings Have Not Proper 

Light and Ventilation
Fresh air and sunlight are factors 

of prime importance in the solution of 
the city slum problem.' Without these, 
disease and degeneracy are certain to 
abound. Yet such is the premium plac­
ed on land values, that the civic au­
thorities of even some of the newest 
Canadian cities fail to make adequate 
provision for the proper lighting and 
ventilation of buildings.

In a progressive city in Western 
Canada, under the- building bylaws a 
building may occupy nine-tenths of 
the lot, or, if the, ground floor is used 
for business purposes, that portion of 
the structure may cover the whole lot. 
The upper portion of stick buildings, 
consisting of two, three or four storeys, 
may be partitioned into small rooms to 
be rented to lodgers. The windows of 
these rooms open on a court or courts, 
which extend from the roof of the first 
floor to the roof of the building, and if 
the total ground area of the court or 
courts equals one-tenth of the lot re­
quired- by law, it fulfils the require­
ments of the law respecting tenements 
and lodging houses.

Poor Accommodation.
■ These great “dumb-bell” barracks 

furnish poor enough housing accommo­
dations when they stand alon, but when 
two are constructed on adjoining lots, 
n. well is formed by their courts, and all 
the windows opening on these courts 
ere darkened and shut off from fresh 
air. If one of the buildings is a ware­
house, it may occupy the entire lot, and 
the width of the well is halved, making j 
the rooms darker still.

In a lodging-house of 48 rooms on the j 
principal business street, 36 rooms have 
practically no light or ventilation. Nor 
<s this all. The building has been so : 
constructed that the lavatori-es venti­
late into the court from which a score 
of bedrooms derive their supply of air. 
Surely It is not surprising that one 
ward—the lodging-house district— 
should furnish a death-rate from tuber­
culosis, on the basis of reported deaths, 
at least twice that of any other ward 
In the city.

Nor is the “dumb-bell” type of con­
struction confined to the down-town 
districts. West end apartment houses 
are being built Oft- the same plan. As 
the city grows, these will become the j 
tenements of tomorrow. There can be 
nothing but uncompromising condem­
nation for the construction of such Ml- 
ventilated. dark-roomed apartments 
and lodging houses, either in this or in 
any other Canadian city. They are sy­
nonymous with infant mortality, dis­
ease and iniquity.

DIOGENES FINDS REAL 
HONESTY IN A SALOON!

True Tale of Modern Seeker for Integrity 
In New York City.

New York, May 16.—Diogenes and 
his lantern went into a saloon on the 
corner of Twenty-seventh street and 
Third avenue the other evening and 
found half a dozen honest men in front 
of the bar and one behind it.

Diogenes is a real Greek, and lives 
at 217 East ’Twenty-seventh street. 
His full name is Diogçnea L. Woron- 
z-off. His lantern hangs from his 
watch chain as a fob.

Disembodied Spirit'1 Assumed Form o, a 
Butterfly, Then Soared Heaven­

wards, She Says.

LONG MISSING- VERSES 
FROM SECOND GOSPEL

London, May 15.-—Some long miss­
ing verses of the New Testament are 
included in the manuscripts of the gos­
pels discovered In Egypt, six years ago, 
and purchased by Charles L. Freer of 
Detroit, Mich., according to a study 
made of the Freer manuscripts by The 
Times.

A facsimile of the. manuscripts has 
been presented to the British Museum 
by the. University of Michigan, to 
which Mr. Freer assigned the task of 
publication, and according to The 
Times, there has been found in the 
Gospel of St. Mark, several verses 
which occur in no other manuscripts 
of the New Testament, although they 
were known to St Jerome, who 
quotes them in part.

In the Freer manuscript, after the 
passage in which it is said that Jesus 
upbraids his disciples for their unbe­
lief, -the text continues as follows :

"And they excused -themselves, say­
ing that this age of, lawlessness and 
unbelief is under Satan, who through 
the agency of unclean spirits, suffers 
not the true power of God to be ap­
prehended.

“For this cause, said ' they unto 
Christ, ‘Reveal now, at once, thy 
righteousness.’

"And Christ said unto them, ‘The 
limit of the years of the powers of 
Satan is (not) fulfilled, but it draweth 
near.’ (The text here, as elsewhere, is 
corrupt.)

"For the sake of those that have 
sinned was I given pp unto death, that 
they may return unto the truth and sin 
no more, but may inherit the spiritual 
and incorruptible glory of righteous­
ness in Heaven.

TWO BROTHERS HAVE 
OVER FIFTY CHILDREN

Paris, May 15.—The brothers Bossu, 
of the village of Saint Usuges, it is 
found, hold the record as French 
fathers. Together they have had fifty- 
three children. Jean had seventeen boys 
and one girl by his first wife, and seven 
hoys and. five girls by his second wife.

Claude had eighteen children, of 
whom nine came in three sets of trip­
lets by his first wife and five single 
children born to his second wife. Of 
the first family ten children lived; of 
the second, a dozen.

Both of the fathers are poor pea­
sants, earning on the average 15 cents 
a day, and drawing only $2 yearly from 
the state as a bounty for raising more 
than three children to the age of 16.

Sermons in Steins.
The abstemious habits of President 

McKinley led to an amusing incident 
during the visit of Prince Henry of 
Prussia to America.

Desiring to honor the prince with 
a beer feast and finding the White 
House cellars lacking the necessary 
equipment, the president ordered ten 
doden steins from a local saloon. When 
Prince Henry “took the first observa­
tion” through one of the steins he found 
engraved on the bottom the words 
"Stolen from Ernst Gerstenberg.”

Stein-collecting patrons had laid the 
saloonkeeper under such heavy tribute 
that he had been forcedto adopt this 
method of protecting his property.— 
London Daily Chronicle.

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WATERWORKS SURVEY 
PRELIMINARY IS 
SATISFACTORY

According to a preliminary report 
subi^dtted by Waterworks Eng.neer 
Fawkes, the survey work has beeg. most 
successful so far.

The first camp was located March 24 
on the Elbow river north of Fish 
Creek, and local explorations were 
made up and down the river to find a 
site for a masonry dam which would 
enable them to drop the intake fifteen 
feet below water level and so eliminate 
fragile ice difficulties and make a stor­
age reservoir.

The first site for a storage reservoir 
was located on the north branch of 
Fish Creek north of O'Haggarty’s 
hotnestead; but along this section of 
the Elbow the geological formation of 
glacial drift is not suitable for 
masonry dam.

A .splendid site for a dam and reser­
voir has been located just below the 
confluence of Canyon Creek, and as the 
site for a dam and improved reservoir 
is four miles up stream, this latter site 
may have material advantages over the 
others.

Explorations are being made for 
route for the pipe line and for alter­
nate routes. »

The total cost of work completed at 
the end of April was $1,146.16.

“This is the first intimation I have 
had of any such thing as this,” said 
Commissioner Graves.

The foremen .in the city’s employ 
are responsible for the hiring and fir­
ing of men. Commissioner Graves is 
approached by hundreds of laborers 
every week, but these men are usually 
referred to the various foremen, and 
except in the case of destitutes, certi­
fied to by the Associated Charities, no 
recommendation is made to the fore­
men, the decision being left to their 
own discretion.

There are dozens of reasons why 
men are sometimes fired,, explained 
Commissioner Graves. Sometimes 
gangs must be cut down, and fre­
quently men are inefficient.

“Some of these are men of long 
service," pointed out Mr. Jpnes.

“These Italians deteriorate, explain­
ed the commissioner. “Frequently 
they soldier on the job after several 
years of first class service.”

“I cordially concur with the sug­
gestion of The Albertan that In the 
>est interests °f, ratepayers r-ublic

Taxpayers should know all about 
the industrial building bylaw, said 
Mr. Valiquette, because there is a 
principle at stake—the principle that 
ratepayers should not be asked to 
:ax themselve» for non-essentials, 
just now, when there was so much 
absolutely necessary public work to 
be done and evidence of difficulty 
in getting money to provide for these 
necessary public utilities.
“As a matter of fact,” said Mr 

Valiquette, “that bylaw was referred 
o at the last meeting of the board of 
rade. There were between thirty and 

iorty members of the board pres­
ent.

“A resolution was unanimously 
adopted requegtlhg the city council 
not to submit that bylaw to the rate­
payers at present, or any other bylaw 
which was^iot in the nature of pro­
viding for public utilities.

Eight Millions Necessary.
“In my address to the board of 

trade, I cited the estimates prepared 
by the city commissioners for neces­
sary work to be done this year. Those 
estimates include water supply, elec­
tric light extension, sewers, pave­
ments, bridges, street railway im 
provements, etc., and showed that for 
these big works the enormous sum of 
nearly eight million dollars would be 
required.

“While T am not speaking officially 
for the board of trade, I am safe in 
saying that the board has given as 
surance to the city of good will and 
co-operation in pacing bylaws for 
public fSfcrftties. 1

“At our last meeting the opinidh 
was freely expressed that the city, 1n 
view of existing conditions in the 
money market, would have a heavy 
task to secure, the money required for 
the work which the commissioners say 
must be done this year. For that 
reason alone. I believe the board of 
trade was justified in asking the city 
council to postpone the intervention of 
any bylaw involving expenditure or 
pledging the taxpayer's money at this 
time, for any work which is not ab­
solutely necessary.

“It may be because in certain 
quarters' the board of trade meeting 
was inaccurately and unfairly report 
,ed that- the city council, a few days 
later/ held a special meeting and 
passed the first and second readings 
of the bylaw now submitted to the 
ratepayers as bylaw 1549 for an indus 
trial building.

Where the Ratepayer Comes In.
“The scheme is one invented by the 

president and manager of the Indus­
trial Bureau.

“In my address before the board of 
trade I paid sincere tribute to the 
earnestness and public spirit of the 
men "who submitted to the Industrial 
Bureau fund.

“The bureau is a private institution 
and' so long as the management » is 
handling the funds of its" subscribers, 
the public is not concerned. But, 
when the management of the Indus­
trial Bureau goes to the city council, 
and committees of the city council, 
and day by day, solicits the city au­
thorities to spend taxpayer’s money 
and public funds upon schemes pro 
moted by the management of the In­
dustrial Bureau, the public is con 
cerned. They have a right to know 
what the Industrial Bureau has done 
to justify its claim that Calgary rate­
payers should take a gambling shot 
with $250,df)0.

“The management'of the bureau has 
failed to carry out the purpose for 
which the bureau was organized. It 
has not brought, any factories to Cal­
gary and such a claim that the 
bureau will, or rather may, bring fac­
tories here in the future is not suffi­
cient ground to pledge our credit for 
a quarter of a million.

Board of Trade Not Antagonistic 
“The attitude of the board of trade 

is one of concern for the public well- 
fare. It is not antagonistic to the In­
dustrial Bureau. The board did not 
criticize the city coùncil. It gave ex­
pression to the opinion of its mem­
bers regarding proposed public ex­
penditures — an opinion which has 
often been welcomed by the city coun­
cil.

“In public meetings, which I hope 
will be held before voting day, It would 
be possible to go fully into details re­
garding these bylaws.

“It is claimed for instance that the 
industrial btrilding will house small 
concerns which have no capital to 
start here alone.

“Remember that the city has manu­
facturing sites to sell at cost. Al small 
concern will surely not require much 
space, and its own building would not 
involve much outlay. If these indus­
tries have no capital are they then to 
employ so many hands? Surely they 
are not sufficiently important to the 
dty that, at this time of much needed 
public utilities, the ratepayers should 
give $260,000 to find out whether they 
are pr not.

“Business men in the .city know 
there are just now many vacant ware­
houses in Calgary. The owners would 
be glad to rent these warehouses to 
the ‘promised factories’ and at a 
rental as favorable as the city would 
be compelled to charge _£or space In

The bylaw which Dr. Mahood has drafted enacts that: 
WHEREAS it is commonly known that flies are disseminators 

and carriers or filth, poison, and disease germs, that they are born 
in filth and are a constant threat against the health, happiness and 
prosperity of the people,

THEREFORE be it resolved by the mayor and council that it 
shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to suffer, per­
mit, or have on their premises, whether owned or leased, any of 
these unsanitary, fly producing, disease breeding conditions,

(a) Animal manure in any quantity not properly protected from
flies.

(b) Privies, vaults, cesspools, pits or like places not thoroughly 
protected. z

(c) Garbage not securely covered.
(d) Rubbish, litter or rags in which flies may breed or multiply. 
The police and sanitary inspectors are empowered to enforce this 

bylaw and provision is made for the punishment of any one guilty 
under these clauses, by a fine of not less than $5 and not more than $50 

The bylaw will be effective immediately on being ratified by the 
council.

tion of the proposed vessels under the 
existing naval service bill.

When the house rose there was a 
little cheering, and the Conservatives 
sang “Rule Britannia,” some of the Lib­
erals joining in.

It was agreed that minor govern­
ment bills and supply will be taken 
up Friday, and the budget debate*com-i 
menced on Monday or Tuesday next.

The Last Protest
Sir Wilfrid Laurier took the floor 

at 8 o'clock to make his closing speech 
on the bill. He had no intention of re­
opening the main theme—discussion 
had been closed on that—he said, when 
closure was applied at 2 o’clock Sat­
urday morning. He rose simply to 
make his last protest against the bill, 
not in expectation that what he could 
say would affect the final decision of 
the majority but because the problem 
of defence would come up again and 
it was well to lay down the .landmarks 
that would guide the future.

Some surprise had been expressed 
at the strenuous opposition which had 
been made to the bill. It would have 
been more surprising, he said, if they 
had failed to oppose it. When a mea­
sure like this was introduced the peo­
ple had a right to expect frankness and 
candor xfrbm the representatives in 
parliament and they would be expect­
ed to be consulted until a final decis­
ion was reached. The opposition must 
arraign the government before the 
country on several counts and the first 
of these was that the measure propos­
ed was without any basis.

At the beginning of the session 
members of the house hâd been told 
that there was an emergency and that 
serious conditions existed so far as 
Great Britain, was concerned. They 
did not believe that long before the 
last vote on this bill was taken they 
would have in their hands absolute 
proof of the falsity of this contention. 
If the government had reflected they 
would have seen whSTt a hollow mock­
ery it was, x if there will be an emer­
ge ny, to send empty ships into the fir­
ing line.

Location of Ships
The telimax of the government's en­

thusiasm was rebelled when the min­
ister of trade and commerce had de­
clared" that the danger threatened 
from Europe and that the shield and 
buckler of Canada should be in the 
North sea. The unreality of these 
words had been proven when the first 
lord of the admiralty had declared that 
Canadian ships were not going to the 
North sea to the firing line, but to the 
rock of Gibraltar. What a triumph it 
was for the Nationalists whose souls 
had been tortured with the thought 
that their sons would be disembowled 
on Canadian ships in foreign seas! 
They could now rest in peace because 
no one would be disèbmowelled on these 
ships as long as they remained under 
the rock of Gibralta and under protec­
tion of the guns of the fort. It was 
a. Nationalist triumph and the ships 
should be named Pelletier, Nan tel and 
Coderre. (Laughter.)

The Liberal Policy .
The Liberal policy was to place two 

fleet units in the Atlantic and Pacific 
to take the place of the squadrons 
which had been concentrated in 
European waters. The Liberals were 
answered by the argument that this 
was an emergency contribution de­
manded by the admiralty. The min­
ister of finance thought he had given 
the coup de grace to the Liberal claims 
when he had read in the house a state­
ment by the first lord of the admiral 
«ty to the effect that the Canadian ships 
were absolutely necessaVy by the end 
of 1915. That statesman was a man 
of great power of expression and great 
varsality. In this case, the latter 
quality had been predominant. On one 
occasion he had declared that British 
ships could meet any emergency and 
that whether Canada gave or not, 
Britain would be ready and able to 
face all perils.

What Churchill Said.
On this occasion he had said the Can-$ 

adian ships were necessary but the min­
ister of finance had not given the whole 
quotation. Sir Wilfrid then read the 
quotation as given by the minister of 
finance laying special éVnphasis on that 
portion in which- the first lord had de­
clared that the impression given by the 
action of the strong young nation Canada 
was more than many Dreadnoughts. He 
proceeded to read the remainder of the 
quotation.

“From this ' point of view,” Mr. 
Churchill had said, “the difference of 
methods which separated the proposal of 
Mr. Borden from those of tnat far-seeing 
imperial • statesman. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
are not of ordinary kind.”

Sir Wilfrid said that Mr. Ames evi­
dently wanted to draw attention to the 
fact that Mr. Churchill had said that the 
government's proposal was most in ac­
cordance with the Views of the admir­
alty. It was to be remembered, how-, 
ever, that the admiralty had always 
been in favor of. a system of direct con­
tribution but that the Liberals of Can­
ada would not have such a system and 
stood for an autonomies organization. 
If the member for St. Antoine wanted 
proof for that {statement he would refer 
him to the speech delivered by the pres­
ent prime minister when the unanimous

resolution was adopted In March. 1909.
He had said that the admiralty favors 

contribution, but this policy had failed 
in Australia, and. as for himself, he was 
in favor of a Canadian navy.

Why an Emergency Policy?
Conservative members, said Sir Wil­

frid, had asserted again and again that 
the admiralty prefers a contribution but 
that statement just quoted makes it clear 
that the Liberal policy is Just as ac­
ceptable to the admiralty as the policy of 
the government. He desired to sryy to 
the Canadian people and the empire as 
a whole that. the Liberals are Just as 
ready to bear their share of the burden, 
but they wish to do it as was agreed 
upon at one time.

During the present discussion all but 
two members of the house had declared 
themselves as being in favor of a Can­
adian navy at some time. Why, there­
fore. was it necessary to have an 
emergency policy when there is no 
emergency?

Sir Wilfrid said that the statement had 
often been made that we owe a debt of 
gratitude to the empire.

“Hear, hear!” said a Conservative
member. »

“So say I: I have maintained that at­
titude always,” replied Sir Wilfrid.

Debt to Great Britain.
The opposition leader went on to say 

that the reason for the debt of gratitude 
is not always put on the same ground. 
Some say it is because Great Britain has 
loarfed us money. He did not agree with 
that view. In all the countries to which 
Britain has loaned money were to con­
tribute a Dreadnought there would not 
be room in the harbors for the British 
fleet. Neither did he agree with the pro­
posal that we owe a debt of gratitude be­
cause Britain has spent money for our 
defence. So long as we retain the 
status of a colony it was the duty of 
Britain to defend us, but now we have 
become a free nation and we should do 
something to defend ourselves. It is not 
because Britain had defended us or loan­
ed us money that we owe her a debt of 
gratitude, but becadse of the liberty she 
has given us. As a native of the 
province of Quebec he was proud to say 
that if the basis of our debt was gratitude 
then the authors of this policy had reason 
to iblush for whoever paid gratitude with

Deceiving Them Ail.
The policy of the government, Sir 

Wilfrid described as vacillating and 
changeable with an eye to the east and 
the west, an effort to placate the Na­
tionalists and Imperialists and in the end 
deceiving them both, For sticking to the 
policy of a Canadian nafey the Liberals 
had incurred the double ire of the Na­
tionalists and Imperialists. In proof of 
this assertion Sir Wilfrid quoted from 
Le Devoir a statement that Canada has 
no need for war vessels, that Britain has 
an imperial obligation to protect com­
merce and that in case of war our trade 
would be carried on under a neutral flag. 
The writer of that article knows that the 
British fleet has been removed from the 
North Atlantic. Unless they are re­
placed it is true that in the event of 
war our commerce would have to be 
carried on under a neutral flag. That 
is the reason for the Liberal policy. If 
no vessels are provided Canadian trade 
in time of war would be dislocated and 
our harbors deserted. That is why we 
should have a fleet of our own.

Who Are Separatists?
On the imperialist side, Sir Wilfrid 

went on to say, it is asserted that the 
Liberal policy is a separative policy. In 
that regard he had a word to say to the 
minister of labor, Hon. Mr. Crothars. 
Speaking in the house the other day the 
minister had stated that the opposition 
leader had taken no part in -the Drum­
mond-Athabasca bye-election because 
the Liberals were advocating separation 
and he (Sir Wilfrid) did not wish to be 
held responsible for their utterances. Mr. 
Crothers had said that proof of this 
statement could be found in the columns 
of the Montreal Witness and Montreal 
Herald. The minister had also referred 
to him in this connection as a coward, 
This was a big word. When Mr. Croth­
ers selected his adjectives he should see 
that they fit in with his subject. Had 
he read the Montreal Witness or Herald 
or any other paper he would not have 
spoken as he had done. He would have 
found that the then premier addressed 
an audience of 12,000 people on nomina­
tion day. If there wras any separation 
talk during the bye-election it was by 
members who sit behind the minister 
of labor and by one of his colleagues, 
it was by men who support the govern­
ment and sit in council with the prime 
minister. He would defy the minister of 
labor to show that he had not spoken 
in Quebec just as in other provinces.

Hon. Mr. Crothers rose to state that 
some three years ago he had made a 
similar assertion in the house and had 
quoted from the Montreal papers to prôve 
it. '

Sir Wilfrid had never denied the truth 
of his assertions. The opposition leader 
said that life was too short to deny all 
statements made about himself and he 
had not heard Mr. Crothers on that oc­
casion. The desire of the minister ap­
parently was to make an unfair in­
sinuation. As for himself, he had al­
ways said when speaking in Quebec that 
if the empire was in danger it was the 
duty of the people to risk their all in its 
defence. »

Conservatives’ Mistake.
The mistake the Conservative party 

was making was that they do not trust 
tne people. They approach ques­
tion from the point of view that Canada 
is still a colony while Liberals maintain 
that we are a nation. It is the glory of 
Britain that she allows her colony into 
nationhood without breaking the exist­
ing ties. Liberals take pride in claiming 
that we are a nation within the em­
pire.

In closing Sir Wilfrid said that he 
opposed the government proposals be­
cause they do not. recognize our duty to 
ourselves and it is a policy of expediency, 
because it has no root and does not 
prepare the soil.

The money to be voted should be ap­
plied to the organization of a Canadian 
naval service in close connection with 
the imperial service but manned and 
maintained by Canada. For the reasons 
given he could, not support the policy] 
and would, therefore. more . the six i 
months hoist. (Liberal cheers).

After the conclusion of Sir Wilfrid’s i 
speech. Mr. Guilbault. of Jotiette, rose and j 
spoke in French. He said that he in- j 
tended to move the six months hoist, ’ 
but not for the reasons given by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier. He would have moved it 
had .he had an opportunity to do so be­
cause he was opposed to naval aid of any 
kind. The Borden policy was better 
than that suggested by Sir, Wilfrid 
Laurier because the latter would* not only 
spend money but he would have the blood 
of the children of Câria'dà; .

Removal of Duty in States Will 
Not Have Any Appreciable 
Effect on the Sheep Indus­
try Here and the Growing 
of Wool WS

HEAVY DUTIES PREVENT ^ 
IMPORTATION OF. SHEEP

Farmers Are Prevented by 
Import Taxes Fom Engag­
ing Jo Any Great Extent in 
Mixed Farming—Most Sheep 
bred by Wealthy Farmers

“The farmers of Albert* need some­
thing more than a one-eided removal 
of duty,” said P. P. Woodbridge yester­
day, in discussing some of the proposed 
changes in the United States tariff. 
“It is said In some quarters that we 
are now getting all that the reciprocity 
proposals proposed, but that is wide 
of the mark." Mr. Woodbridge was 
speaking particularly of the removal of 
the duty on wool, and he said that he 
could not see how any beneficial re­
sults were to accrue to the farmers of 
Alberta from the free importation of 
vfool into the States.

There is an opinion among many 
people that the result will be a great 
increase in the production of wool in 
Alberta and other western provinces 
in view of the biç market for wool 
which will be opened up as a result of 
the free importation of wool. But, as 
Mr. Woodbridge points out, the pro­
vince of Alberta and the others do not 
anything like produce the amount of 
wool which is needed for themselves at 
the present time. , In fact, Alberta 
comes far short of that mark, and the 
greater part of the wool which is used 
in Alberta has to be imported In one 
shape or another.

Mixed Farming Difficulty.
The number of sheep in Alberta at 

present is barely over a million, and 
those who have sheep on the farms are 
all big ranchers, as the smaller farmer 
Is unable to go in for anything in the 
nature of mixed farming to any great 
extent owing to the heavy cost This 
is felt both in the securing of stock, 
which has to be imported, and all 
comes in under heavy duties, and in 
the construction of proper fences which 
are needed especially in the keeping of 
sheep. Barb wire, which is the simplest 
and least expensive form of fencing, is 
no good for sheep, and some better and 
more expensive form of fencing is 
needed tot keep the sheep in bounds. 
This is beyond the means of the small 
■farmer, and is only feasible for those 
who go in for farming on a large scale. 
Thus the bulk of the sheep kept in Al­
berta at the present time is kept by the 
big farmers and ranchers.

No Extension Probable.
Looking at the matter from this 

standpoint, it will be apparent, accord­
ing to Mr. Woodbridge, that the exten­
sion of the sheep Industry in Alberta is 
hardly likely to be a marvellously rapid 
affair. Farmers cannot get sheep here 
quickly by natural growth of the flocks, 
and only by importation can that be 
done. The duty ie high on Imported 
sheep, and for that reason farmers can­
not afford to bring sheep into the coun­
try. Unless the duty on imported sheep 
is reduced there is practically no rea­
son why the raising of sheep and the 
wool industry in Alberta should make 
any remarkable growth.

According to Mr. Woodbridge, the 
reduction of the tariff duties in the 
United States so far from being being 
beneficial to the west and giving all 
that was to be gained under reciprocity, 
will only emphasize more than ever the 
need of wider markets, and the re­
quirements of the west in the way o' 
the free importation of what 1s needed 
here, so that there may be no restraint 
of trade.

Mr. McCauley is of 
the opinion that men who are employed 
by the municipality should not have to 
form unions as they should be well bff 
working for the people.

Seventeen Years at Port Arthur
Mr. McCauley passed through Port 

Arthur and Fort William on April 19, 
that was before the present strike 
broke out so that Mr. McCauley has 
no personal knowledge of the matter 
only having read of it in the papers. 
He says that the men there are pretty 
•well paid, getting 32 cents an hour and 
he felt that the men were in the wrong 
and would gain nothing from the strike 
on which they hard entered. Mr. Mc­
Cauley was superintendent at Port 
Arthur of the railway from 1894, when 
it was first built and he served there 
for 17 years.

Mr. McCauley said that the men in 
Calgary- were the very best. There 
were no more civil or obliging men on 
the continent and there were not bet­
ter workmen and they were well aware 
of their positloh in Calgary as a mos£ 
fortunate one.

The scheme proposes the utilization 

of the yards of the Alberta Stock 
Yards company which has twenty 
acres of yards in the southeastern 
part of the city. It is proposed to 
purchase sixty acres additional, 
making eighty acres which will be 
equipped for stock yards purposes. 
Also, it is proposed to establish a 

| public abattoir, either by utilizing the 
1 one-now available for that purpose or 

building another. Under the propped 
arrangement, the three railroads will 
run tracks to the yards and’ owners of 

| livestock will have every facility for 
! shipping their stock to the yards 

where they may either market it or 
kill it at the public abattoir, where the 
meat will be inspected and it may then 
be marketed in the city as desired. 
This, it is held, would work no hard­
ship on farmers while the protection to 
citizens against the sale of unhealthy 
meat, so vital to the interests of he 
city, would be provided.

But the large aspect of the proposal 
is that phase of it which proposes to 
make Calgary the great livestock 
market of Canada, a thing entirely 
feasible with the co-operation tef the 
three railroads on a basis calculated 
to insure an absolutely fair competi­
tive market. This is to be provided 
for through the medium of the Domin­
ion charter, in which it will be pro­
ved that the yards shall be in. ab­
solute control of a superintendent who 
«hall be entirely independent of all 
the railroads.

By this means it is designed that the 
owners of stock may ship their cattle, 
*neep or hogs to the yards and there 
ivail themselves of the best possible 
Market to be obtained as there will be 
buyers there from all over the conti­
nent to bid for the animals.

The scheme is patterned very much 
after the plan upon which the Winni­
peg stock yards are conducted, but it

SEVENTY-EIGHT MILLIONS 
SPENT ON CIGARETTES

Winnipeg, May T5.:—Is Canada a 
Christian or a pagaii dominion?

Based on how Canadians spend their 
money, commented Dr. C. W. Gordon, 
pastor of St. Stephen’s church, at Sun­
day's service, startling facts are re­
vealed.

The pastor pointed out that in the 
past year twelve million dollars had 
been spent for cigars alone. For cigar­
ettes an outlay of seventy-eight mil­
lions of dollars had been made, while 
eighty-one millions of dollars were 
spent in intoxicants. Statistics show­
ed that the enormous sum of one 
hundred and forty-seven millions of 
dollars had been spent by Canadians 
for automobiles.

Weighed against these luxuries and 
drink, the latter being categorized as 
a curse, the pastor then advanced 
other figures which showed that Cana­
dians had given only two millions and 
a half dollars for church mission work.

Dr. Gordon did not say that smoking 
was a vice or an abomination, but 
while on this subject he stated that 
the use of cigarettes by minors was a 
serious menace to the country. “There 
is only one place—behind the bars, for 
the man who sells cigarettes to boys. 
Such men are greater criminals than 
the majority of those convicted of 
crimes,” said Dr. Gordon, “and cannot 
be punished too severely.”

Regarding the liquor traffic Dr. Gor­
don did not think it could be remedied 
until the “one-drink” man had passed. 
These individuals, observed the pastor, 
did more to maintain drink than sal­
oon keepers, distillers, and the habitu­
al drunkard.

TOO MUCH BRAINS TO
BE MAN’S DOWNFALL.

London, Eng., May 15—Man’s down­
fall at the end of this geological age 
is likely to result from excessive brain 
development. At the London Royal in­
stitution here, Dr. S. A. Woodward 
drew attêntlon to what is called mo­
mentum in evolution, and gave illus­
trations of parts that have grown to 
unwieldy and useless size at the ex 
pehse of other parts.

By the end of the pleistocene or 
glacial period the formidable tu$k of 
the sabre-toothed tiger had 
quite beyond any usefulness 
aniraaL At the end of the same period, 
deer, which had begun with smooth 
heads, had developed antlers «of un­
wieldy size, and-in a Qd&man species 
these had even reached a span bf 
twelve feet

Until the end of the cretaceous per­
iod, all animals were cold-blooded, 
with no great brain power. Then 
warm-blooded animals appeared all 
over the world, the enormous devel­
opment of body was checked, and the 
brain began to grow at the expense 
of all the rest Besides Increasing in 
size, the central brain grew at the ex­
pense of the hind or automatic brain

Only Objection to Suffragist 
Paper Fs Incitement to 

Crime in its Columns

London, May 14.—Militants this 
evening set fire to the organ of the 
old parish church of Penn, Bucking­
hamshire, which, because of its asso­
ciation vfith the fdunder of Pennsyl­
vania, was of great interest to Ameri­
cans. The early discovery of the 
flames made it possible to extinguish 
them before they spread to the church, 
but the organ was ruined. A paper 
was found inscribed : “Suffragist 
causes incendiarism for votes.”

No Ban on Newspaper.
The Home Office has issued a state­

ment explaining that the Govern­
ment's attitude with respect to The 
Suffragette has been misunderstood. 
The suppression of the paper has not 
been ordered, and it is open to the 
Women’s Social and Political Union 
dr anybody to publish it without in­
curring risk of prosecution, providing 
that no incitement to crime is printed.

The militants declare that the state­
ment of the Home Office is a complete 
turn down for Right Hon. Reginald 
McKenna,, the Home Secretary, who, 
they assert, is afraid to tackle the 
labor part>t which has undertaken as 
a matter of principle to back the mili­
tant organ.

A five per cent, share in % profits 
amounting to $150,000, which would 
mean total profits of $3,000,000 during 
the last year is what is claimed by J.

Large tracts of lands were 
bought in the neighborhood of these 
cities but the company avers that a 
poor section was bought at Bow 
Heights, near Calgary, and for .that 
reason refuses to make the payments 
asked by Mr. Turnbull.

A large number of experts were 
examined in connection with the case 
and D. H. Laird of Winnipeg appear­
ed for the plaintiff and W. L McLaws 
of Calgary for the defendant.

HEAD DF CEMENT COMPANY 
ADDIS IN THE HAT

Canada Cement and Hunt En­
gineering Will Consolidate; 
Plant Capacity 3000 Barrels

Medicine Hat, May 14.—A. C. Tagge 
of Montreal, general superintendent 
for the Canada Cement Go., arrived in 
Medicine Hat yesterday and hie ad­
vent here is fraught with no little im­
portance to the indusrtial development 
of this city.

It will be remembered that original­
ly, , the Canada Cement company’s 
plans provided for the construction 
here of a mill for the production of 
2,000 barrels of cement every 24 hours. 
The Hunt Engineering Co. also de­
cided to erect a cement mill here 
which was to have a similar capacity 
per day. A short time ago an an­
nouncement was made that the two 
concerns had consolidated and that a 
plant would be constructed with a ca­
pacity of 3,000 barrels per day. Mr. 
Taggs has now come to Medicine Hat 
for the purpose of closing up negoti­
ations and details for the construction 
of a cement mill which will turn out 
every 24 hours 4,000 barrels.

This mill will be built by the Hunt 
Engineering Co., for the Canada Ce­
ment Co. All of the preliminaries 
have been worked out by the two com­
panies and the details are now being 
decided upon. It is the intention to 
proceed with the construction, which 
will be rushed to completion at the 
earliest possible date. The number of 
men to be employed in the construc­
tion of this giant cement mill will only 
be limited by the supply of labor •to be 
obtained for that purpose.

To give some -idea of what the con­
struction and completion of this ce­
ment concern will mean to Medicine 
Hat, it may be stated that upwards of 
700, if they can be obtained, "will be 
employed constantly in the construc­
tion work proper and after it is com­
pleted "Somewhere between 300 and 500 
men will be employed1 in the produc­
tion of cement.

Four thousand barrels daily means 
the turning out of 1,400,000 pounds of 
cement and that there will be at least 
27 cars outbound each 24 hours. There 
w-ill also be at least .25 car loads of in­
bound traffic daily. In other words, 
this Qne': Industry Will require the use 
of àt least one train in and one train 
out each 24 hour».

When seen this morning, Mr. Tagge 
stated that he had arrived here to 
spend a fe wdays to close up with the 
Hunt Engineering Co., in regard to 
the deta/ls of the plant and the gett- 
ting of actual construction under way 
immediately.

Toronto Live Stock

The general run of med­
ium of gôod butchers sold at from $6.50 
to $6.80. Cows were firm at $4.50 to 
$6.00 and bulls at $6.00 to $5.75.

Milkers and springers steady 
with a fair demand. Hogs very firm 
at $9.85 to $9.96 fed and watered.
