The United Seates Congress has pass-
ed a bill framed by Senator Biedler, and
“Prof.” [H. W. Elliott, a discredited seal
expert, which aims at the Qestructfon
of . the seal herds on the Pribyloff isl-
ands. -This is.the latest effort of the en-
lightened nation ruled by political bos-
ses, to “protect the seals.” JFor many
years the [nited States has gode to
great lengths to protect, not the seals,
but the monopoly of the -Alaska Com-
mercial company, lessees of the Priby-
loff islands, which has the sole right
to kill seals to the number of 22,000
yearly on the Pribyloff islands, where
the Aleuts in the company’s emglpy go
into the rookeries where the families of
seals are hauled out, and drive the fur-
bearers to the slaughter grounds. The
pelagic sealers of Britisn Columbia, who
hunt the seal on the face of the waters
at the risk of their lives outside the 60
mile limit, which has been made
amongst other restrictions, are the bete

-noire of the monopoly. It was in 1870,

three years after the purchase of Alaska
from Russia by the United States that
the Pribyloff islands were legsed to
Hutchison, Kolb & Co., who transferréd
to the Alaska Commercial company, in
which many prominent in the affairs of
the United States who can see that leg-
islation is forthcoming to the furthei-
ment of the company’s interest, have
stock. The company, whose interests
are now held by the North American
Commercial company pays a yearly ren-
tal of $55,000, with a tax of $2.60 on
each skin,

Millions of dollars have beén spent by
the United iStates Government in. the
maintainance of this company’s interest,
and justice has been trampled under foot
that restrictions might be made in the
interest of this monopoly, which seem-
ingly has such tremendous influence with
the TUnited States Government, The
first step taken by the United States in
the interest of the Alaska Commercial
company was the seizure of the Vie-
toria schooners on the high seas, when
engaged in peaceful pursuit of a legiti-
mate industry on waters over 60 miles
from any shore, and on territory open
to the commerce of any nation. How-
ever, in the interest of the Aleska Com-
mercial company the United States has
ever been ready to go extreme lengths,
and in 1886 at the instance of the com-
pany, the United States Government
despatched the United States revenue
cutter Corwin to Behring ‘Sea with-or-
ders to seize all vessels found sealing
in those waters. The first seizures
were those of the Thornton, Onward

and Caroline, and then begun what even |-

the party papers of the Government,
which went to such lengths, which af-
terwards proved so costly, to protect
this company in whose interest it is now
proposed to kill the seals, described as
“one of the most disgraceful and unjust
acts to which the United States has
been a party.” All the vessels were
seized on the high seas, a territory uni-
versally recognized in international law
as a free highway to the commerce of
all nations.

The sealers were peacefuily engaged
in their avoecation, when the Corwin
swooped down on them without warn-
Ing, took possession of their vessels and
skins, turned parts of the crews adrift
hundreds of miles from home without
food and shelter, while, others, the mas-
ters and mates of the vessels were cast

This stand and the attitude
of the Victoria sealers in refusing to
abandon the industry because harassed
by the United States in protection of
the pampered monopoly, resulted in a
modus vivendi heing arranged in 18901,
In which the rights of the Victoria seal-
ers suifered much, for at the insts

of the TUnited States the matter wes
referred -to arbitration, a modus vivendi
being arranged in the meantime, and
at this tribunal, which sat in Paris, the
British. Goverrment, alieging Imperial
reasons as the causz, allowed many re-
sirictions to be made at the instance of
the United States.

‘As a x'n»'ult' of this the enforcement of
he modus vivendi the best part of the
scason was taken from the Victoria and
Canadian_sealers—Victoria is the centre
of the industry—and firearms were for-
bidden. Despite the restrictions which
so greatly hampered them the Victoria
sealers continucd to go to the Behring
Sea—the United States sealers had been
prevented from sealing by their own
Government. Truly the Alaska Com-
mercial - Company was strong, 'Then
came the visits of the sealing commis-
sioners to the islands, the maes of data
gathered, and the sittings of the Paris
Tribunal. The matter was placed be-
fore the srbitrators, and they were un-
decided, half being in favor of either
country’s contention,

Then the British Gorvernment saecrifie-
ed the rights of the Canadian sealers
for alleged Imperial reasons. In 1893,
when the decision was reached by the
Paris Tribunal, Chief Justice Hannah,
of the British Board gave his casting
vote in favor of the Urited States con-
tention, and when this decision, which
was severely criticized as unjust, was
spoken of, the Chief Justice said in ex=
tenuation of his action that it was
necessary for Imperial reasons—a neces-
sary sacrifice that the peace of the Em-
pire might be maintained—that the seal-
ing industry be sacrificed. Thus was
the Urited States empowered to further
restrict the sealing industry, and “pro-
tect"’ the monopoly. Firearms, nets and
eéxp.osives were forbidden, and the hunt-
g grounds in the Behring Sea were
closed to the sealers from May to Au-
gust. Thus the best season for sealing
was forbidden. Auguet is often a fair
month in the Behring Sea, but in Sep-
tember the weather becomes very rough,
and vessels are obiiged to return to port
before the close of that month, Ex-
cluding the stormy days the season was
restricted to not more than @ month
at the most, and the use of guns for-
bidden, making it necessary for the
hunters to approach within a spear’s
throw of the wary seal to capture the
furbearer.

When the Urited Srates arbitrators
returned to the United States thev were
received with great eclat and trinmph,
for they were entitled and this fact was

been hampered with undue restrictions..
It was thought that his would mean
the ruin of the Vietoria sealing industry,
‘the pelagic sealers, who were con-
tinually referred to in the United States
newspapers as the ‘‘seal achers”
driven from. the high eeas. But when
the British Columbia sealers, degpite the
handicap un which® the néw condi-
tions caused them-to work, continued to
pursue the industry the satisfaction of
vietory waned in the United States, and
inconsistent as ever, the nation began
to clamor for further restrictions, This
bluff—for the bill just passed is not
worthy of being otherwise considered—
is to further this object.

‘Prof.” H. W. Elliott, who is one
of the authors of this bill for the ex-
termination of the seals on the Priby-
loff lest any get to sea for the pelagic
sealer is a failure. For many years he
has been repudiated and laughed at by
the seal experts and other experts of
the United States. Prof. D. Star-Jor-
dan, the originator of the scheme to
brand a broad mark with an electrical
brander deep into the back of the seals,
which festers when they take to the
water and causes untold agony to the
animal, is even at outs with “Prof.”
‘Elliott in this new move, and all the
recognized experts of the United States
are not in favor, but despite this fact,
the *“pull” of the momopoly which has
leased the Pribyloff is seemingly great,
and the legislation they asked for, ie
forthcoming. :

‘Prof.” Eilintt went to the islands
first as special commissioner of the
United States Government, being. a
member of the Sniithsonian Institute. He
made a survey of the islands and made
calculations of the number of seals on
the rookeries. His report was consider-
ed a good one, but after that it appears
that he fell in with certain members of
the Alaska Commercial Company, whose
lease afterwards passed to the present
owners and the next figures he circulat-
ed were so Tidiculously incorrect that
the arbitrators refused to cohsider them
at the Paris Tribunal or elsewhere,_in
fact “Prof.” Elliott was thrown aside
and discredited on all sides. He never
recovered his standing.

It is not Zenerally known that some
years ago a secret treaty was made with
Japan and Russia in regard to sealing
in the Behring ‘Sea, which treaty is not
to come into force until a treaty is made
between the United States and Great
Britain, and it is probably with the ob-
ject of endeavoring to bluff Britain into
further sacrificing the rights of the Brit-
ish Columbia sealers and make treaty
arrangements to exclude them from the
sealing grounds on the high seas of the
North that the Elliott‘Biedlgr bill has
been hurried through the United States
Congress, : :

It is likely that the sealing question
will soon again be before the interested
countries for discussion, for now that
a treaty has been made for the consid-
eration of the Alaska boundary ques-
tion, which was the point on which the
Jeint High Commission failed to agree;
it is not improbable that the commis-
sion will be again assembled, and the
sealing question opened up again. As
will be remembered at the last session
of the Joint High tribunal when this
case was considered offers were made
on ‘the part of the United ‘States to pur-
chase the vessels and apparatus of the
British Columbia sealers and have the
sea closed.

I# the Joint High tribunal meets
again and this vexed sealing question is
brought before it the sealers do r.jpt‘
think that the Imperial Government will
sacrifice their rights further, for already
the sealers are placed in a most humiliat-
ing positicn as a result of the manner
in which they have been sacrificed as
‘Chief Justice Hannah said in excuse
of his having given his casting vote
which resulted in the bringing about of
the modus vivendi for Imperial reasons.
Tt is not likely, though, that any fur-
ther restrictions will be imposed.

As things are, it is not conducive to
brilliant thoughts of Britain’s sover-
eignty of the seas to think that the war-
ships of Great British go yearly to the
Behring Sea to watch over and restrict
vessels flying the British flag engaged
ir a peaceful and rightful industry on
the high seas at the dictation of a hos-
tile power, while a comparatively small
nation like Japan sends its vessels un-
hindered and unrestricted to the same
waters, and no vessel dare mplest them.
Tt places the British Columbia sealer in
a most humiliating and unfair position.

VENEZUELA.

The Venezuelan crisis has long passed
beyond the comprehension of ordinary
mortals. It is a satisfaetory reflection
that nations do not go to war over the
kind of intricacies into which it has now
resolved itse'f. So far as we can make
out, Great Britain and Germany, hav-
ing put in an execution and registered
the same in the customary manner, de-
sire to have recognized a prior claim
over Venezuelan assets. To this it
seems Venezuela objects for some un-
known reason, and also, for reasons
more easily comprehended, the other
creditors. We should think Venezuela’s
ffirst object would be to get Great Brit-
ain and Germany off the premises, and
then permit the other creditors to adopt
the same means of collecting, if they
dared. 'We are presupposing a total
lack of the ordinary principles of com-
mercial morality on the bart of Vene-
zuela, wrongly perhaps, yet surely not
without excuse. However, the debate is
waxing warm over the preferential treat-
ment of the allies.

No mention whatever is made¢ by !
these authorities of Portland (-hanucl,l
which appears in my copy. [

The discrepancy is very material, as |
Portland channel is laid down on tllel
copy of the American chart (marked E), |
sent by you to me, as an inlet or arm |
of the sea, the mouth of which lies due |
East from the “Southernmost point of |
thed 7I.sl:md called Prince of Wales Isl-
and.”

By reference to the copy of the chart
above referred to, it will be seen that
it is impossible to run a line North |
from the Southernmost point of Prince |
of Wales Island, which would strike
Portland channel.

Such a North line as that described
by the convention would pass along
Clarence channel, would include Revilla
Cigedo island, and would strike the
continent far to the Westward of Port-
land channel,

Although having, probably, no im-
mediate bearing upon the mission with
which T am charged, I have taken the
li})el't)' of drawing your attention to a
discrepancy which might lead to ser-
ious complications in the future.

to state:

The Minister is of opinion that there
is no reason to anticipate any serious
complications arising from the fact of
the discrepancy alleged in your letter
to exist between the copy marked C, of
articles 3 and 4 of the convention he-
tween Russia and Great Britain, re-
specting the Alaska boundary line ap-
pended to your instructions, and the
authorities alluded to in your letter.

Commissioner

Hi. F. Wyatt Special Enavoy " Of
the League, Arrives In the
City.

Wil Address a Meeting of Citl-
~zens This Morning at
A

H."¥. Wyatt, the special envoy of the
{Navy League of Great Britain, arrived
in the city yesterday eveming and regis-
ttered at the Driard. He will address a
fjpublic meeting of the citizens of Vie-
toria this morning at 11 o’clock
at the Board of Trade rooms; and on
Saturday evening there will be a similar
meeting at the City Hall. Mr, Wyatt
has been organizing branches of the
Navy League in all the larger towns
jand cities of Canada, and bas had
splendid receptions wherever he has
been.

« ‘Omn his arrival la~t ev ning he was met
by Joseph Deirson, honorary secretary
of the local branch of the Navy League,
and several of its members, who gave
him a hearty welcome.

' His mission is to emphasize the fact
that the League stands thrmg-ghout the
empire for that command of the sea
iwithout which the empire would be a
‘dream only. Mr. Wyatt landed in Can-
ada on October 2 last, and has delivered
laddresses and organized branches of the
Navy League at several points in the
Dominion. :

| Speaking of his mission, Mr. Wyatt
said: “My endeavor here will be the
same as I have made elsewhere in
ICanada—namely, to form, if I may be
so fortunate, a branch of the Navy
League. In the course of the three or
four months of my visit to the Dominion
ten branches of the Navy League have
been established, including amongst
these a ladies’ branch formed by the
order of the Daugiters of the Empire.
The other nine have been founded at
{Montreal, Kingston, Ottawa, St. John
(N. B.), Halifax, Sydney (C.B.), Char-
lottetown and Summerside (P. E. 1),
and Quebec. _Adding to these the two
previously existing branches at Toronto
and British Columbia, it will be seen
that the league has now twelve organ-
izations in Canada. The object of these
jbranches and of the Navy League gener-
ally is to educate public opinion on the
question of command of the sea until it
is thoroughly understood that to defend
ithe sea-borne commerce of the empire
during war is the one great funda
mental need of the whole British people,
and is in fact of very nearly equal im-
portance to all British citizens, whether
they happen to live at Melbourne, or at
the Cape, or Winnipeg, or London, or
Vancouver. The fact that the boards
of trade, which must surely be admittel
to constitute representative bodies of
business men, have in almost every in-
stance strenuously ‘supported these and
like ideas is certainly a proof that they
are worthy of the attention of all intelli-
igent men and women.

“Alt the present moment the subject
has a more immediate claim upon atten-
tion in Canacda than was previously the
wcase. Since the Dominion government,
at the intercolonial conference, definitely
agreed to establish a Canadian naval
militia and the Dominion parliament will
be asked to vote the money for this
force in the session about to begin.
{Cannot it be, therefore, truly said to
stand at the beginning of a new evolu-
tion, and if that evolution is to be ac-
cording to knowledge if it is to avoid
a terrible waste of men and money,
then the existence in the Dominion of an
informed and instructed public opinion
is absolutely essential. But in order
that public opinion should be thus in-
formed and instructed, organizations are
absolutely requisite, and the Navy
[League is the only body in the whole
empire which seeks to direct public
opinion to the great and world-embrac-
ing issues which naval problems involve.
MTherefore the league appeals strongly,
first to all men who desire that the
naval insurance of the exports and im-
ports of Canada afloat in constantly in-
creasing values upon the seas of the
tworld shonld be adequate; and secondly
to all those who believe that the British
people throughout the world are one
people, and must remain one people
through long-coming generations.

“This advantage at least the league
possesses — that of being absolutely of
non-partizan character. It cembraces
men of diametrically -opposite views in
party pelitics, and has constituted for
‘them a common platform of padriotic
effort on which to stand. Thus, for in-
wstance the president of the Montreal
branch is Senator Drummond; while
two of the Dominion ministers, Sir
{Frederick Borden and Hon. Mr. Fisher.
have enrolled themselves in the Ottawa
branch; and Mr. Fitzpatrick, minister
of Justice, has joined the branch at
Quebec.

| *““As regards the interest which the
subject possesses for Mianitoba, I may
lsay that perhaps comparavively few
realize to how large an extent their
business—and, therefore, their dai.y
bread—depend upon the retention in wai
of the command of the sea by the fleet
of the empire. If that command were
lost, the productions of Canada, whether
igrain or cattle, pulp or lumber, wou'd
be to a very large extent cut off from
‘access to their markets, or would depend
for that access upon the wictorious in-
tervention of the fleet of the United
States. But in the contingency contem-
plated—namely, that of the defeat. of
the royal navy — it is extremely improb-
able, first that the United States would
involve itself.in a naval struggle with a
lcoalition whose fleets had been powerful
enough to defeat that of the British
empire; or, secondly, that if they did so
intervene, their still comparatively small
mavy would be inadequate to regain the
jcommiind of the sea, which the British
mavy had lost.

“Yet, in the case we are considering,
unless the States intervened, and inter-
wvened successfully, nothing is more cer-
tain than that the trade and commerce
of ‘Canada would be ‘paralyzed, from
the Atlantic to the Pacific, and that-a
state of ruin and bankruptcy from
whichr recovery wou'd be slow and diffi-
lcult, would be sub-tituted for the present
condition of growing and abounding

rosperity. -Moreover, if the States did

ake the emormous exertion necessary
to win victory at sea, is it not morally

jcertain that the practical result would |,

{be the annexation of Canada ? The
lcitizens of the States are not men
prone to make prodigious efforts for no
reward. And it should be borne in
Imind that the conting-ncies contemplated
‘are not remote or improbable, but are
even present perils which may any day
be converted into actualities. Four or
ifive times at least within the last eight

ears the British empire has been on the

ry verge of war with the great
{Buropean powers, and if that conflict
had oocurred or if it should occur within
the next few years, then the whol2
future of the empire and the prosperity
of all its parts would have depended or
will depend on the desperatf and doubt-
fful issue of strife, in which the naval
iforces opposed would most probably be
wvery nearly matched.. Surely an organ-
ization which seeks to ventilate and
«discuss  the question of the means by
which the British people shall retain
their grip upon the seas that unite
them is worthy of all the support which
it has reeeived.”

Magnificeat Collection of Prize
Birds at the Annual
Show.

Experts at Work Awarding Prizes
and Diplomas to Lucky
Owners.

Things are doing about the market
building these days. The clarion note
of ‘Chanticleer rings loud and clear, and
for the time-being quite eclipsing the
roise and bustle of the ‘“cordwood flier”
terminus. IFrom the shrill tenor of the
pantam to the basso profundo of the
Shanghai, all the varieties of tones of
the feathered mormons are here repre-
sented. In fact conversation in the lo-
cality is simply a matter of impossibility
for in thig year’s exhibition of the Vie-
toria Poultry Association includes near-
ly six hundred entries—all magnificent
specimens and full voiced.

The choice of the gallery of the mar-
ket building as the scemne of this year’s
display was a wise one, and as a conse-
quence the exhibits are much better ar-
ranged than heretofore. The coops have
reen erected in long lines completely
around three sides of the building, with
ample space all around to permit of a
good inspection being made of each and
every bird. These coops are two tiers
high, and so large is the number of en-
tries that in order to accommodate the
fowls it has been necessary to ‘“double
up” and put two exhibits in one coop.
Up to last evening 580 entries had been
made, and as stated above the class of
birds exhibited is of the very best.
Every class is fully represented, and
the judges were hard at work all day
yesterday and during the evening award-
the prizes. This work is necessarily
slow, and until the awards are made
no names are placed on the coops,. 80
that it will be at least another day be-
fore full particulars can be given,

The ofiicial judge, L. G. Jarvis, of
Montreal, has been secured in order
that satisfaction may be given to all
coucerned, he being a recognized au-
thority on meé#ters pertaining to poultry.
By special request Mr. Jarvis will de-
liver a lecture in the market building
tomorrow evening, the subject being the
care of fowls.

+ A very enthusiastic and well-attended
meeting of the Victoria contributors to
‘the inaugural expense fund of the Brit-

held yesterday evening in the office
iquarters of the provisional assoeiation,
in the Board of Trade rooms. Steps
‘were taken to arrange for organizing
Vietoria, so that the city may have a
proper representation of delegates at
the big convention to be held on the
P5th instant. A further meeting of the
committee whichk was appointed will be
held this evening at 8 o’clock at the
rame place, at which a full attendance
of all the members is urgently request-
ed.
Mr. ‘Belyea explained the purpose of
‘the meeting. He would like to see a
membership of 600 in Victoria and 26
or 30 delegates at the convention. He
suggested that the city be canvassed for
imembers, and afterwards a meeting
called in the City hall, so that the best
men could be chosen as delegates.

D. R. Ker was elected chairmar® of
the Victoria organization, to preside as
such until the convention. C. D. Ma-
son was chosen to act in the capacity of
secretary.

Mr. Belyea pointed out that what was
most needed was the appointment of an
active committee, so that Victoria
should be fully represented at the con-
vention. Replying to a question, he
explained that a person signing the roll
need not necessarily pay an entrance fee

Bertram Hunt’s New Method
of Treating Low Grade
Ores.

Mining Men Favorably impress
ed With Many of Its
Features.

The existence in the workings of the
Le Roi mine of large quantities of ‘“low-
grade’™ ore has naturally forced the
problem of economical recovery of values
in such ores upon the attention of the
proprietary company. John H. Maec-
kenzie, general manager, has had the
matter in hand continuously since as-
suming his present office, and his reports
to the company have from time to time
dealt with the subject.

Mr. Mackenzie informs the Rossland
iMiner that in his opinion the Bertram
iHunt method of leaching with an am-
moniacal cyanide solution presents many
excellent features. This was described
at some length in a recent article from
the pen of Louis Janin, Jr., and im-
presses Mr. Mackenzie as possessing the
merits that will commend it to the Le
Roi mine. “I strongly believe that this
(Hunt system of recovering values from
low-grade ores will eventually be widely
adopted, and that it is eminently suited
to the counditions existing in Rossland,”
says Mr. Mackenzie, referring to the
subject in hana

- e e e—

In a nutshell, the Hunt method is a
cyanide process employing ammonia.
Cyaniding has been difficult of applica-
tion to copper-gold ores heretofore by
reason of the strong affinity of the
cyanide solution to the copper constitu-
ents of the ore, the result being that the
copper values were carried off and lost.
This fatal affinity is overcome in the
Hunt method by the introduction of
ammonia as a reactionary agent, and it
is maintained that exhaustive tests have
demonstrated the practicability of the
system beyond the shadow of reasonable
doubt.

Mr. Janin sums up the advantages of
the Hunt method as follows:

1. It brings within the range of
cyanide treatment meny ores heretofore
considered impracticable to treat.

2. In many cases where ores are now
being treated its wuse will result in
increased economy through reduction of
cyanide consuinption.

3. It has the merit of simplicity above
the other proposed methods and simpli-
city ordinarily means money-saving.

4. The cost of the reagents employed
is not high when compared with that of
cyanide. Part of this may in some cases
partially be made up by the value of
copper extracted.

5. Unlike the acid treatment, calcare-
ous ores are desirable.

6. There 1is mno limitation to the
copper contents of the ore, which can be
treated economically under ordinary con-
ditions, though with extremely high-
grade copper ores the plant would have
to be built for ammonia recovery.

Mr. Janin concludes with the predic-
tion that when greater experience has
been had with the process, and all de-
tails have been worked out, it will come
into general nse for oxidized copper-goid
tailings or ores.

Thus another proress for the recovery
of values from I3sv.-zrade ores typical of
the Rossland camp added (Lo the list,
with the recommniendation of one of the
best authorities as a guarantee of its
practicability.

Matter of the Pgiat El.ice Bridge
Contract Once jdore
Settled.

Latest Decision Is the Cutcome
of Engineers Ftailing to
Agree.

The matter of the contract for {i.- new
Point Ellice bridge has again beei “set-
tled.” This time a pin bridg> structure
has been chosen. 'Such was the decision
of the City Council, which met in pri-
vate session on Wednesday evening. A
recommendation to this effeet will be
made to the open counmeil on Monday
evening next, and without doubt adopt-
ed and the matter finally disposed of.

This further and last ehange of in-
tention on the part of the eouncil is
due to the circumstance that the engi-
neer in Montreal to whom the plans for
the riveted bridge had been submitted
by the B. C. Electri¢ Railway Company
suggested certain alterations in the plans
which could not be agreed to by Mr.
‘H. P. Bell, the city’s—engineer. There
were present at the conference on Wed-
nesday evening, besides the Mayor and
Aldermen, Mr. Bell, C. H. Topp, the
city engineer, and A. T. Goward repre-
senting the Tramway company. A full
discussion took place as to what was
best to be done in order to extricate all
parties concerned out of the dilemma in
which they found themselves by the new
turn of events, and it was finally decided
to revert to the original intent of the
ccuncil and decide upon selecting the
plans for a pin® bridge structure, ae
originally submitted by the Vietoria
Machinery Depot, the lowest tenderer.

The contract which was signed- on
behalf of the city with the above men
tione% company, by ex-Mayor Hayward,
previdus to the latter’s retirement, was
for a ‘riveted” structure, but it was
only a tentative one, adequate provision
being made for just such contingencies
as arose and resulted in the change to
the selection of the pin structure. 1:
was agreed by the contracting parties
that in case of the council not beinc
agreeable to any modifications suggested
by the IStreet Railway Company’s ex
pert, that they should go back to the
original plans. ‘Six and one-half cents
per pound is the price to be paid to the
Victoria Machinery Depot, the manage:
of which says that mo delay in the
commencement of the work will resuls
because of the council’s latest action.
Mr. Spratt believes that the plans
which his company will adopt in build-
ing the structure will result in giving
employment to quite the same number
of men as would have benefited had the
decision to have a riveted structure hee
adhered to.

ARE TO REDUCE
SALMON PACK
Alaska Operators Becide

Curtail Qutput During Year
1903.

Salmon canning and salting along the

Southeastern (Coast of Alaska will be
conducted on a reduced scale for the
season of 1903 as compared with last
year, says the Seattle Post-Intelligencer.
A meeting of a number of the cannery-
men of the North was held yesterday in
the Globe -building, at which it was
practieally decided to close down from
five to ten canneries this season. The
saltery plants of many companies will
be run on a reduced secale, where they
are operated at all. No final action was
taken as to which plants will be closed,
but in all probability they will include
the Boga de Quadra, the Ketchikan and
possibly the Yess Bay plants. ‘The Pet-
ersburg plant will be operated, it is be-
lieved, at not more than omne-half its
capacity.
. In a few days there will be a meet-
ing of the Independent Canneries’ Asso-
ciation in ISeattle, and at that time it is
expected there will be others added to
the list of plants that will not work this
vear. It is well known tha eome of
them have already abandoned all pros-
pect of opening, but the number will Le
known after the meeting.

Every year, at this season, there is
usually a fight between the different
cannery interests of he North, but never
ire the history of the trade has it been
so intense as it is at the present time.
The closing of thé canneries tells its
own tale, as one of the men interested
stated yesterday, and it is even predict-
ed that many of those who have invest-
ed their money in the North in the fish
business will lose all they have.

This crisis has becn forced by the a
tion of the Alaska Packers’ Aesociatic
in issuing its reduced or cut-price list.
It was but a short time ago, when ther
was a slackening in the trade, that the
Alaska Packers’ Association cut “reds’
to 8 cents a dozen. At this reducel
list, it is said, a large share of the packs
of the plants net in the Alaska Packers’
Association was put on the market.
However, the association did not see fit
to accept more than a limited number
of orders at the reduced list and there-
fore whew the flood of the red market
was cleared, the statement is made, the
Alaska Packers’ Association put the
price of this grade back to $1.10, and
at this figure it is maintaining its stock
at the present time.

British Columbia is
interested in this fight more than Aus-
tralia or New Zealand, for if the present
service is withdrawn there will be no
Canadian connection whatever with the
Antopodes. The Imperial and Cana-
dian Government subsidies are also in
the balance.

The Qceanic Steamship Company, the
Spreckels line running from San Fran-
cisco to Sydney, is not paying, and last
year it ran $1,000,000 behind, according
to the returns presented at the annual
meeting, and that too in face of the fact
that the line has the TUnited States
mail subsidy and also a poundage con-
tract with the British Government.

The overdue bark Paul Rickmers is
still unreported, and the hopes that she
will arrive are dwindling more and more
as the days go by. About two weeks
hence she is to be posted as missing—a
marine obituary—and then some $12,000
of Victoria and Vancouver money will
be forwarded to IEngland to fill the
pockets of the speculators there who
gambled that the German bark 'would
fail\to reach port. The Paul Rickmers
was quoted at 90 per cent. on this Coast
muntil yesterday, when she was with-
drawn from the market altogether with
the St. Enoch, but in England she has
been uninsurable for some time. She is
mow out 247 days from Bangkok and 201
days from' Anjer, with a cango of rice
for Bremen.

A report has been published in the
{Liverpool Journal of Commerce that the
British bark Dunearn, now out 211 days
from Cardiff for Sitka with coal and
quoted in the reinsurance market at 30
per cent., was spoken about December
15 in latitude 25 degrees iSouth by the
British ship Glenericht, at ‘San Francis-
co December 26.

at Dodger’s Cove, by signing on for the
Coast cruise solely, and paying $6 per
skin—a dollar higher than the price of-
fered by the other schooners.

A CANADIAN CARGO
Will Be Carried to Australia by the
Miowera.

Steamer Miowera, the Canadian-Aus-
tralian liner, will sail today for .Aus-
tralia, with what may be described as
rather a distinctively Canadian cargo.
For the first time a large shipment of
JCanadian made printing paper has been
shipped to Australia, and a large part
of the immense cargo now stowed in the
Miowera is from the E. B. Eddy -Co.’s
imills at Hull, Hitherto the great rolls
of printing paper, of nearly a tom
weight each, have been from the Ever-
ett mills. - That is to be changed from
now omn.

Canadian flour is much in evidence in
the cargo, nearly all of that staple go-
fing on the vessel this time being of Can-
adian origin. Another shipment which
is also Canadian and for the first time.
is a consignment of several cars of
dressed hogs, being shipped in cold stor-
age to Awustralia.. Ordinarily the -old
storage space of the two Australian
vessels fitted with it, has been used for

Pbringing frozen mutton to this country.

IOf late, since the drought has knockel
out that trade, there has been a de-
mand from the Antipodes for hogs, and
several consignments of frozen carcases
have been shipped. This is the first lot,
however, which has come from Canada,
other shipments having been  imported
from the United States.

A DERELICT.

Wreck Floatingl Off California Believed
to Be the Dunearn.

‘A derelict has been sighted about 400
miles off Monterey, which it is thought
by San Francisco shipping men may be
the wreck of the ship Dunearn, so long
overdue from Cardiff for Sitka, and re-
insured at 30 per cent. Capt. Meyers,
of the German bark Henny, which ar-
rived on Monday at Eureka, reports
having sighted off shore the wreck of a
vessel, apparently small, but possibly
that of a big ship. 'The report excited
considerable interest in shipping circles,
rwhere speculation is rife as to the iden-
tity of the derelict. The Henny sighted
the wreck on December 19, when in
latitude 25.08 North, longitude 13.22
‘West, or in language better understood
?y shore folk, about 400 miles off Mon-
erey.

The derelict loomed up to windward
(black and battered looking. Capt. Mey-
ers tried to reach it, but could net lay
high enough and passed about half a
mile to leeward.

From the Henny the object appeared to
be the wreck of a vessel about 70 feet
long and 25 feet beam, It was water-
logged. At ‘what looked like the stern
five timbers were counted above the
water line. ‘On what was evidently the
bow appeared a topgallant
painted yellow.

Capt. Meyers adds to his report that
rwhile the object seemed to be the hull
of a small vessel, what he saw might
have been the visible part of a mnearly
submerged big ship. He reports tha: on
the same day he passed a stick of tim-
ber covered with barnacles, and the day
before saw in the water a fore and aft
fender and a number of bottles.

Tt °s thought the derelict may be what
is left of the British ship Dunearn, now
long overdue from Cardiff for itka. The
Dunearn is reinsured for only 30 per
cent., although out from Eugland 211
days. The reported speaking of th«
Dunearn by the British ship Glenericnt
on December 15 cabled from Vancoa-
ver to London has tended to keep low
the reinsurance rate. The officers of
the Glenericht deny responsibility for the
report and declare:that they did not see
the missing vessel. This denial has
igiven rise to grave fears for the vessel,
‘whose destination lay through waters
feared in winter, even by experienced
coasters. One of the idle revenue cut-

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SELL THE WRECK.

Very Little Insurance on the Old Bark
Alex. McNeil.

Telegrams received by Jam3s Brown,
of San Francisco, managing owne: of
the American bark Alex. McaNeil, wnith
was wrecked recently on Pratos reef on
the 'Asiatic coast, from Capt.’ Waldemar
Jorgensen, master of the bark, advise
offering the wreck for sale at auction.
The Alex. McNeil was an old woovdrn
vessel of 1,123 tons register and was
built in 1869 at Waldoboro, Me. Her
length wae 174.4, beam 36.3, and depth
234 Previous to. leaving iSan Francis-
co last summer to load on Pugst Sound
for Manila, the bark had been imprived
at an expense of $5,000, and an addi-
tional $3,000 was spent upon her before
she left Puget Sound. Her value, ac-
cording to James Brown, was about
$14,000, and theie was no lnsurance, ¢x-
cept upon the one-eighth interest owna-l
by Capt. Jorgensen.

TOOK DESPERATE CHANCES:.

Captain of the Elm Branch Crossed Bar
With Crippled Propeller.

The captain of the British steamship
Bim Branch, which- arrived at the Coi-
umbia a few days ago from San Fran-
cisco, took chances that he:could not
have been excused from if any damage
had resulted to his vessel, and although
no harm did result, he is still subject to
censure, as it was more good luck than
anything else fthat the steamer and all
on board were not lost, says an Astoria
despatch. After the Elm Branch left
San Francisco very heavy weather was
encountered and the propeller worked
loose on the shaft. The vessel was run
into Drake’s Bay, and the after com-
partment filled with water to set the
wheel lower so that it could not race,
and then she was brought up the Coast
slowly for fear the propeller might be-
come entirely useless. On arrival off
the mouth of the Columbia, Capt. Gun-
derson, the bar pilot, went on board to
bring the vessel in, but he was not told
of the crippled condition of the vessel
and supposed everything was all right.
The bar was very rough at the time,
but pilots always use all the latitude
that good discretion will permit to has-
ten steamships in and out of the river,
so the Elm Branch was started in and
fortunately came through in safety, al-
though she shipped two very heavy seas,
the heaviest, in fact, as her master af-
terwards said, that she had ever had on
board. If Capt. Gunderson had been in-
formed of the condition of the propeller
he would not have attempted to come
inside until the bar became smoother,
for if anything had happened to the
steamer ‘while on the bar she and all on
board wouldu most surely have been
lost.

A FPAST PASSAGE.

Blythswood Went from Golden Gate to
Jackson Head in 46 Days.

The British ship Blythswood, which
was one of last year's salmon fleet, has
made a very fast passage from San
Francisco to Sydney. 'She left San
Francisco on December 19 and arrived
at Sydney on Monday, after a passage
of 45 days. The large four-masted’ ship
i(Crompton, whichl has been chartered to
load cargo at Liverpool for Victoria,
arrived at the English port on Sund:y
last from [San ‘Francisco. She sailed
from &an Francisco on September 14,
with a cargo of 4,500 tons. The four-
masted schooner Robert Searles has ar-
rived - at Seattle 101 days from Hai-
phong, China.

COAISTING DAWS NOT FOR \’VESTi

Regulations Will

S‘lspeusiou of the
Continue in Near-by Waters. ‘
According to e despateh  received
from John MeDougall, commissloner oL
customs at Ottawa, in ‘answer to tele-_
graphic enquiries regarding the scope of
the order-mm-council passed forbidding
the carriage of Canadian goods in tran-
sit to points in the Dominion in United
States vessels, which was published in
full if yesterday’s Colonist, it will not
affect the Pacific Coast shipping. Mhe
despatch reads ‘‘New regulations are
not intended to interfere at present with
transit privileges accorded heretofore
on Pacitic Coast waters.” In other
words, the Canadian coasting regula-
tions will remain suspended on the Pa-
cific Coast, and the United States bot-
toms will continue to carry Canadian
freight as at present. The steamers of
the Pacific ‘Coast S. . Company, all
United States bottoms, will, therefore,
be able to continue their freighting
from Victoria, while, on the other hand,
the coasting stéamers of Canada in
operation on this coast are not able to
carry United States goods to a United
States point. There is no quid pro quo.
Had the order-in-counecil, which is evi-
dently framed for the Great Lakes, been
made operative on the Pacific Coast,
not only would the steamers of the Pa-
cific Coast S. S. Company. been prevent-
ed from carrying Canadian freight to
Canadian ports in the North, but the
steamer Majestic would have been pre-
vented from bringing freight from
Canadian points to Vietoria from the
Sound ports. However, the Commis-
sioner of Customs has said the coast-
ing regulations are to Tremain sus-
pended and the transit privileges accord-
ed the United States vessels are to re-
main unchanged. While this state of
affairs has the result of providing Viec-
toria merchants with an alternate ser-
vice to the North with the steamer
Cottage city, and Vancouver an alter-
nate route with the steamer City of
Seattle, it also has the effeet of allow-
ing a competition with the Canadian
steamers in the same service—a com-
petition which is unequal in that no
similar privileges to those accordéd by
the Dominion Government to the United
States vessels are accorded by the Unit-
ed States Government to the Canadian
vessels. The steamers of the Pacific
Coast S. |S. Company are enabled as a
result to carry freight and passengers
from many ports and between the var-
jous Alaskan points, while the local
steamers hampered by the United States
coasting regulations, cannot carry
freight or passengers between two Unit-
ed States points.

FINED THE RABBONI. %

Reached a Total of 12,000 Skins, Says
a Fur Buyer.

W. J. Cohen, a fur buyer of San

Francisco, in an interview = given at
‘Sealtle, said: ;
““Dhe seal cateh of Japan for the past
year was 12,600 skins.” This will not
have any effeet on the advancing price
of the skins, ag the Japanese skins do
not firid their way to the Pacific Coast
market. Most of them are nsed in Eng-
land, and some few get back’ to the
Atlantic Coast. Here we have to de-
pend mainly on the—Alaska and the
British ‘Columbia skins of all sorts, and
there is a shortage in both countries for
this season.

“Two weeks ago we began to buy in
Alaska and British Columbia. At the
present time we have secured almost
20 per cemt. less than we hLud, aitet
buying for the same length of time, last
year. "We would be perfectly willing to
take some of the Japanese skins if we
could get them, but we cannot aund have
given up trying. 2

“The skins that have been taken this
year, seal and all other kinds, are gen-
erally of a better quality than they
have been for several years. The sum-
mer conditions were right and when
the hunting started last fall all the
animals were in the best of condition.
Sometimes it occurs that there is a dis-
ease among some of the fur-bearing ani-
mals and that reduces the skins to a
poor quality. Howeyer on this score
we have no complaint to make this

year.

“The fur trade is brisker now than it
has been in years. There is a demand
here on the ‘Coast, as well as a good one
in the Bast, and it will take more than
the skins now available to supply the
market. Theffore it is expected that
seal and all other skins will advance in
price at once.”

VICTORIA SAILS.
Carries a  Heavy Cargo to Japanese
and Chinese [Ports. i
Steamer Victoria, of the Northern Pa-
cific line, Capt. John Panton, arrived
at the Outer docks at noon yesterday
from Tacoma and will sail for Yoko-
hama and the ports of the Orient at
daylight.

NARROW ESCAPE OF BARODA.

The Ship Had Four Feet of Water in
Her Hold.

vSteameg Tellus, the collier -which
started North with the steel bark Bar-
oda in tow for Victoria, and was ob-

onist of some days ago, as a result of
the bark having sprunk a leak off Cape
Mendocino, passed up to Ladysmith yes-
terday morning to load coal for San
Francisco. (Capt. Pedersen reports that
the Baroda had a very narrow escape,
and the San Trancisco Examiner of
erdnesday says: ‘‘Leaking badly and
with four feet of water in her hold, the
British bark Baroda put into this port
today in tow of the Norwegian steamer
Tellus. Tae bark showed plainly the
results of a battle with the elements.
Her freshly painted sides were scarred
and scratched, and her decks were
washed clean of all gear. Only by hard
work at the pumps did the crew of the
Baroda save her from foundering off the
Mendocino coast.

“When off iMendocino last Sunday a
Northwest gale was encountered. The
Tellus 'was scarcely able to make head-
way against the storm with her tow. A
heavy swell was running, and the Bar-
oda reared and pitched like a maddened
horse. At times it seemed certain that
the hawser would part and the bark
would, go adrift. "When the storm was
at its height it was discovered that the
bark was filling rapidly. All hands
were ordered to the pumps, but, despite
the efforts of the crew, the water con-
tinued- to gain in the hold. Drenched
by the wave$ which broke on board, the
crew worked at the pumps for two
hours. Fearing that the vessel would
founder if he cgntinued to breast the
storm, Capt. Pedersen of the Tellus put
about and headed for San Francisco.
The pumps of the Baroda were kept go-
ing until the vessel was in the harbor.
The Barqoda lies in the stream at San

LIFE SAVING STATION.

Recommendations That One Be Estab-
lished Near Flattery.
Recommendations for the construc-
tion of a lighthouse at Granyille, on
the Quinault Indian reservation, and
for the establishment of a life saving
station near Cape Flattery will soon be
made by the Seattle Chamber of Com-
merce to the Government authorities

in Washington, D. C.

The need of a lighthouse in the vicin-
ity of Granville has long been felt. The
Coast in thig region is one of the most
dangerous known to mnavigators. From
the beginning of October the storms be-
come particularly violent and the .nad
weather lasts until May.

The recommendation will jnclude a
request for a life saving station about
20 miles South of Cape Flattery, near
the point where the Prince Arthur
went down.

Tt has been stated that if a life eav-
ing station had been established near
the spot where the Norwegian bark re-
cently sank more lives might have been
saved. The rocks along this part of the
Coast make it dangerous for the launch-
ing of even a life boat, but with the
use of life lines and buoys some good,
it is claimed, could have been effected.

Summarized Mr. Thompson's views,
are—government intervention to secure
fair rates from Canadian ports, and the
establishment of a fast Atlantic line,
in addition to increased transportation
facilities.

Manitoba looms large to British eyes
because of its great wheat production
and flour supply. Mr. Thompson was
naturally pleased that Fopt William
has treated his company so generously
in the matter of free site and exemp-
tion from taxation, ensuring for this
port, one of the largest flour mills in
Canada, with unsurpassed elevator fa-
cilities. As a sample of the gigantic
operations of the Ogilvie Company a
large feed and cereal mill is being built
at the Lachine water power, and an-
other large flour mill will be built at
an early date, and still further addi-
tions for a greater output by the Royal
mills are being made.

Before a fairly well attended citi;ong
meeting at the Board of Trade 1o me
yesterday morning, H. F. Wyatt ygp‘.\,;‘l\
envoy of the Navy League, del vered ay
instructive and eloguent address on ipe
object of his mission, and succ.eded i,
enlisting the sympathy of all present
in the praiseworthy purpose in which he
is engaged.

L. G. McQuade, president of 1),
Board of Trade, presided at the meet.
ing, and in' introducing Mr. Wyatt took
occasion to extend to0 him on behalf of
the board a hearty welcome to Victoria
He explained that the co-operation of
the Board of Trade had been enlisted
some six months ago in the 'work of the
Navy League through the efforts of M.
Jos. -Peirson and Capt. Devereux.

'On rising to address the meeting, M,
‘Wyatt was greeted with applause. Aftc
expressing his appreciation for the cor-
dial nature of the reception which hu¢
‘been accorded him in Western Canada,
he told of how  there <was a gener
al movement throughout the Empire t
wards organization aiming at th
strengthening of the navy. It might !
said of the great Dominion of Canad
that the people were too budy in devel-
oping the magnificent resources of the
country to pay much attention to ti
necessity of strengthening the navy.
But such inaction could only be a source
of 'worry to the thoughtful, for was it
not a fact that every freight train go
East or West, every elevator, every s
cies of development, was pointing to-
wards the ocean? Thus it was becom-
ing more and more urgent for 'Canada
to see that there is every guarantee
that her sea-borne commerce shall not
be disturbed. The permanency of her
prosperity depended upon seeing that
the only means of access to the over-ses
markets of the 'world are guarded and
preserved through the guarantee of t
efficiency of the British fleet.

Naturally the Jinquiry must be mad
Is the navy adequate? At the presen:
time it was supported and maintained
entirely by the United Kingdom. Th
task before it was a huge one—guarding
the great ocean paths of travel whi
carried British commerce, amounting a:
nually, according to an authority in th
London Times, to 2,000 million pound
sterling. All that was cared for by o
fleet supported entirely by the taxpay
of the' United Kingdom! ™The interesis
of the colonies in the commerce of th
world 'was constantly expanding, and it
was a circamstance to be considered,
‘whether it was mot possible that
taxpayer of the United Kingdoni
not lbe inclined to grumble at hav
bear the whole of the burden of r
anteeing the safety on the sea of
these constantly increasing stupendous
interests. He believed that the
borne commerce of the Empire had
about expanded to a point where the
navy was inadeguate to give that de-
gree of protection which was desired. I
was a matter of common knowledge that
within very recent years on four occa-
sions the Empire was on the brink of
a great war—in the dispute with France
over Siam, over [ashoda, over Port
‘Arthur, with Russia. and during the
ISouth African war, when it appeared as
if the whole of Furope was likely to be
involved. Nothing but the strength oi
the navy on those occasions preventc
the world being plunged into a terri
war. If war happened, it would foll¢
that. there would be great suffering aul
bankruptcy in the Dominion of Canada.
Development would be retarded indefi
itely; but in the United Kingdom
meant starvation to the people. At =uc
a crisis no amount of patrioti¢ des
could save the situation—all would de-
pend upon the existing efficiency of th:
fleet. A fight in the ‘Mediterrane:u
might in a moment change the who
destiny of the Empire. What did o
infer from the contemplation of such :

That it was the boundeu
duty of every part of the Empire to tak
the necessary steps to strengthen ti
navy.
