In fifteen minute* the deputy marshal 
reported that Vernon would soon be all 
right. The judge said, “I have a good deal 
of doubt on my mind regarding the conse­
quences of this occurrence. Th 
been drinking a good deal. He is a hard 
drinker. During the progress of the trial 
on one occasion I hid to teke him aside 
and give him a pretty sharp admonition. 
He promised to abstain, but I hare observed 
he has resumed his hard drinking, and I 
auppate the confinement in the jsry room 
and the cutting off of hie supply of that 
kind resulted In this attack. I don’t know 
what it ie, delirium tremens or mania 
potn, but he is not fit to be on a jury. I

satiefeotory to ua, and will, we doubt not, 
prove so to you, etteripg up the obeciirity 
of Stanley’s position and of the relation of. 
the African International eaeeoiation to the 
commercial company the Comité deludes 
du haut Congo. You are aware that we 
were not sure whether or ne these two were 
not antegonietio, though both carry the in- 
ternstionel flag, 8 ten lev’s conduct to our 
mission as agent to the letter seemed at di­
rect variance to the principles of the former, 
and it was impossible for our brethren 
on the Congo to know whether 
they were to regard him as a 
philanthropic explorer in the interests of 
Africa, or m » selfish trader working for 
his own interest. We learn at Brussels 
that be ie neither one nor the other, but 
simply e paid servant of the king ; end 
though entrusted with large powers as to 
the executive, he hM no discretion as to the 
general plan of the enterprise, bnt receives 
his directions from the king.

The International association and the 
Comité du haut ere, to ail intents end pur­
poses, one and the same thing; that is to 
say, I hoy Mtk the same end by two differ­
ent ways. The former embraces all parts 
of Central Africa, the latter ie limited to 
the Congo; the former include» representa­
tives of the geographical society of ell 
Europe, the letter is directed by the king 
alone. Leopold II. realbing that the civil­
ization of Africa mult be brought about by 
means of commerce, and realizing also the 
extreme danger involved to an uncivilized 
people by the introduction amongst 
them of the ordinaiy selfish types 
has set bis heart on saving the Congo 
valley and Central Africa if possible 
from being merely firmed for the benefit ol 
European nations and commercial firms. 
He bee set hie mind on securing for it, as 
far m poarible, protection against injustice, 
oppression, demoralization and slavery,such 
m have fallen on other parts of the conti­
nent. He contemplates the formation ulti­
mately of a large commercial company some­
what of the nature of our old East India 
company,
and he intends, when hie present ope 
ere completed, to hand over to such a com­
pany the entire retails of bis enormous out­
lay if they will agree on their part to carry 
on the commerce to be developed by them 
on the lines which he desires; that fa to say, 
compatibly with the good ol the poor AM 
turns tlieroeslvw», including all slavery, im­
portation of spirituous liquors and firearms, 
and as Ur as possible all injustice end op­
pression. Knowing that no bommeree could 
spring «p with Central Africa until the

that will suit me.”

Now, what are the shorthand*» to do ? 
Submit to this sort of thing or rise np en 
masse «gainst such an outrage as that which 
la being perpetrated upon the whole phono- 
graphie community. I for one am averse 
to the employment of lady phonographe» 
or the recognizing of them in the profession. 
The reason why those “so-called thieves”, 
(not teachers, for I contend that a short­
hand writer to amount to anythiog moat be 
a self-made man) employ lady phongrsph- 
ere is because they can get them to work 
for merely nothing and thus line their own 
pockets.

Now, Mr Editor, u you and everybody 
are aware “domesticity is woman's sphere 
by ease re,” and whan aha got» LayeeU eha« 
she becomes lost, fit for nothing, A 
worn m cannot become a thorough phono- 
grapher for various reasons. She is too 
weak to stand the strain upon her nerves 
incidental to hard reporting. She is in­

The special court house committee of the 
the city council met at the city buildings 
yeaterday morning. Aid. Walker presided, 
"and there were present Aid. Irwin,Downey, 
Crocker and Sheppard, Aa this was not a 
quorum no business was done but to put the 
result of the meeting on Tuesday in writing, 
in ord.-r that it might be discussed at a spe­
cial meeting of the council to-night. The 
proposition, embodied in the report which 
will be presented to the council ia as fol­
lows :—

Your committee, after a further confer- 
enco with the committee of the York county 
council, beg to reoommend the adoption of 
the following proposition as a basis of agree­
ment for the erection of a new conrt 
honae :—

1. That a new cou't house proper he 
erected in the city affording such accommo­
dation ne mny he require! for the various 
Courts provided for under the statutes in 
that behalf and the officials connected 
therewith: such accommodation to be ample, 
and in every way suitable, proper regard 
being had to the wealth and population, 
probable future growth, and requirement of 
the county and city,

2. That the local ion of the new con it 
house and proportion of the cost of the site 
and buildings to be paid by the county and 
city icspectivc, if not mutually agre-d 
upon, be determined under the provisions of 
the statnte in that behalf.

3. That the share or proportion to be as­
sumed and paid by the county and city res­
pectively 1er the cost of mainten inoe of inch 
court house, and all other matters connect­
ed with the same or arising ont of the con- 
nection of the county and city for judicial 
purposes, if not mutually agreed upon, shall 
be determined from time to time under the 
provisions of the statutes in that behalf.

4. The site to be ehoson for the new 
court home shall be of sufficient size to pro. 
.vide room for the erection of suitable and 
proper separate city and county building», 
tiro location of such buildings upon aucli 
site to be determined by arbitration 
in case the parties differ about, the 
same ; such city and cannty build­
ings, when erected, «hall be and form part 
of a general plan, the plana for the said new 
court houae, and also for such city and 
county buildings to be agreed upon and 
adopted before the commencement of the 
erection of the court house ; the erection of 
the county buildings to be proceeded with

' ut the same time as the ert-criou of the new 
court house, but at the sole expense of|thc 
county ; the erection of the city buildings 
to be optional with the city, but if erected 
the'sime shall be'according to the plans so 
to be agreed upon as aforesaid and at the 
sole expense of the city.

5. That competitive plans for the proposed 
new court house and separate city and 
county buildings be called tor by advertise­
ment with full details and estimates of cost 
of erection and completion.

8. That the joint committee representing 
the county and city coiporatione proceed at 
the earliest possible date to select a suitable 
site on which to erect the ptoposed new 
court house.

7. That the new court house when 
orectcd shall be under the control of the 
county council as at present by law de­
fined. •*

8. That the said court house when 
erected shall not be used by either munici­
pality for any other than judicial purposee.

|i. That application be made at the next 
session of the Outario legislatu-e for the 
legislation, if any, required to carry out the 
details of Ihia report.
