Mr, Mgelean. Eodeavors to Have the
TWhole of the Facts Brought Out, but
The Mayor’s Sollcitors, Opposed This—A
New.

The adjourned hearing of the charge: of
eriminal libel laid against Mr. W.F, Maclean
of The World by Mayor Fleming came up
yesterday in the Police Court before Col.
Denison. There was a large attendance in
court. County .Attorney Curry and Mr.
B. B. Osler, Q.C., appeared for the Mayor.
Mr. Moclean was represented by Messrs.
Wallace Nesbitt, George Lindsey and James
Baird.

A good deal of interest was manifested in
the proceedings. The only witness examined
was Mayor Fleming. .

The major charge of criminallibel, “know-
fng it to be false,” was suddenly abandoned
after the case had been under way for two
hours and one of libel substituted
The Magistrate accordingly committed on{
this latter charge.

When the case was called County Crown
Attorney Curry held that- the Magistrate
should not go into claims between Flemiog
and Rundle. *‘The argument.mugt be con-
fined to the notes now maturing. The state-
ment is specific: ‘These notes have matured,
one in the Traders’ Bank for $5000 and one
in the Union Bank for §2000.””

The Magistrate: O, I don’t think there is
anything in that point. The point of the
libel is that Mr. Fleming is charged with
baving used two notes that were given him
in blank intended to be filled in with small
amounts, but which were filled in with
hﬁ:r amocunts,

A New Point in Libel Cases.

Mr, Nesbitt: What I desire to bring before
you is our right to prove the trutnfulness of
our charge.

‘Yhe counsel on both sides produ ced sta-
tutes and law . reports, Eoglish and Cana-
dian, as o whether or not it was within the
- jurisdiction of a magistrate to hear evidence
adduced by the defence showing the truthful-
pess of the article published.

The contention of Mr. Nesbitt was that
under the case of Queen v. Carder, where
the defendant was charged with publishinga
lib-l knowing it to be false, and where the
defendant was allowed to put in evidence to
sbhow the truth of the allegations comtained
in said libel, he should have a similar right
in order to bring vthe charge within section
shree of the Libel Act, -which minimizes the
offence.

After ‘a long argument the magistrate
ruled that the aefendant was allowed to call
evidence on this point of the truth of the
facts.

Mr. Nesbitt then proceeded to put Mr.
Fleming through a close cross-examination.

$20,000. When the houses' were fidished in
180091, Fleming rdised by mortgs;
$21,500, and told Rundleall notes would
retired by these ‘moneys - Rundle did not
receive a dollar from the mortgages.
Fieming paid no interest,though he received
all rents until the mortgagees went into
possession.. One mote in the Traders’ for
$5000 and another in the Union for $2000
came to light in Uctober last.

There were no creditors preseat at
the meeting otker than those whose
claims have erisen from the Hantil-
ton-street deal. Mr. Rundle and his
solicitors told the creditors every effort
had been made to get an account stated be-
tween Fleming Rundle before suits were
begun agaiunst Rundle, but the Mayor would
not produce the notes he had discounted
from time to time. From the cash state-
ment of aceount between the partners and
Mr. Rundle’s history of the deal the credi-
tors were satisfled that at no time did Rundle
owe Fieming anything. On the contrary, the
current balance has'always been in Ruudle's
favor, and in October iast, as Fleming was
otherwise too deeply involyed to remew the
$5000 and $2000 notes, he coolly left Rundle to
meaet thepa as best be could. In view of these

X BROKEN STEAMER SHATT

THE NOORDLAND'S PASSENGERS
; HAVE A BAD FRIGHT.

ther—People Tossed About Like Nine.
pins—All the Crew Manned the Pumps
—A Stéamer Sighted—Towed Into Port
—And Nobedy Was Hurt,

Loxpox, Dee, 27,—The Nordland’s shaft
is broken. The Ohio took her to Queens-
town,

The voyage of the Nordland was tem-
pestuous almost from the hour of leaving
Sandy Hook. The wind blew almost a
hurricane, and the ship had much difficulty
in making headway through the waves.

Some of the passengers were so apprehen-
siveof danger that they could not be induced
to retire at night and sat about. the saloon
dozing at intervals and ready with their
clothes on to take to the boats in the event
of an accident, although boats could have
lived only by a miracle in the terrible seas,

The Nordland labored along success:
folly until’ Thursday evening. It was
a bitter cold night and the passengers were
congratulating themselves on gradually
nea! tho end of their stormy voyage.
At 9.20 p.m. & tremendons crash was heard
and the vessel quivered from end to end.

Tossed About Like Nine-Pins.

The passengers who were sittin n;f: were
tossed about like nine-pins, several of them
being thfown to the floor. Three terrific
blows resounided, one atter the other, as if
the vessel was being struck by a gigantic
hammer, which indeed was the fact. The
fright of some of the people was pitiful to
behold. -

They rushed hither and thither and de-
layed the officers in their efforts to get at
the causeand extent of the disaster. Capt.
Nickels knew well enough what the sound
incant, and with & reassuring word to the
passengers he hastened to investigate per-
sonally. - The engines raced furiously,while
the broken shaft—for that proved to be the

$9000, | danger—seemed about to crush the ship at

every concussion.

ater rushed in the tube, menacing the
stokehold and the engine rooms, and panic-
stricken passengers thought for a while
that the vessel was about to sink. Several
minutes elapsed before the word was given
for the engines to stop.

The Pumps Worked.

The Norland lay helpless, tossed by the

gale, and  as the water rushed in there
seemed imminent danger of sinking. The
pumps were' manned and pus to work,
every man of the crew being summoned
to duty,, For 24 hours continuously the
pumps were kept at work and the water
prevented from gaining on the vessel.
" The excited passengers, finding that they
were not in instant peril of being swallow-
ed up by the waves, regained courage and
patiently waited for a steamer to tow them
into port.

At that time the Noordland was
400 miles west of Queenstown. The crippled
steamer-was sighted by the steamship Ohio,
which left Philadelphia on the same day
shat the Noordln.mf left New York and
needed assistance wasat once extended.

The voyage to
attended by much difficulty, and the con-
tinupus stormy weather made it necessary
to. navigate with eaution,but the Noordland
arrived without further accident. Au ex-
amination showed that the fracture of the
shaft was six feet inside the stern,

The steamer Noordland was towed into
Queenstown harbor by the steamer Ohio at
7 o’clock this evening. All the passengers
were on deck waving hats and handker-
chiefs and cheering.  Anchor was dropped
and the ers were removed to shore
by a tender. All showed signs of the
anxiety which they had suffered.

Hardly Able to Walk,

Some of the elderly steerage passengers
were hardly able to walk. Several women
fell on their knees and cried the moment
they were landed.

]syrod Kotz, a fitst cabin passenger, now
stopping at the Queenstown Hotel, told his
experience to-night as follows:

The first two days out of New York were
fairish, although part of the time a heavy
gea was ranning. The weather then grew
rapidly worse. - On the night of the acci-
dent we were making about 12 knots an
hour. The ship was rolling heavily, and
mast of the eabin passengers were below
sick. Five or six of us were in the smoking
room talking about how we should pass
Christmas in Antwerp, when there was a
terrific crash and 'we were thrown from our
seats into a heap on the floor. The vibra-
tion of the ship almost shook us from our
feet as we started for the door. Itseemed
as if a gigantic hammer was pounding the
ship’s bottom,

Half-Dressed and in Fear,

When we got outside we saw the cap-
tain coming from the engine room. The
passengers came running on deck, half-
dressed and white from fear.

We surrounded the captain and he told
us that the main shaft was broken, buf
there was no immediate reason for alarm.
The other officers who were not busy below
walked about among the passeagers in-
cessantly, and tried to encourage all to be-
lieve that there was no danger. Ina few
minutes we learned that the engineers, at
great risk to their lives, had fouad
two stay plates and plumber blocks
had smashed the giand of the engine.
The balkhead, however, had been
kept tight. The vessel pitched and rolled
terribly, so that we saw we could not trust
to the boats in case the worst came.

We were just becoming calmer when we
saw the crew rushing through the steerage,
carrying bedding, mats and carpets to be
stuffed into the tunnel box.

The patterns having been mislaid the cast-
ings for the steel ‘‘sleeves” cannot be made
until the former are found, thereby causing
considerable delay.

The work of digging out a new trench for
the conduit cannot be started too soom, as in
the event of navigation opening up before
its completion the Brock-street line of ferries
might ron aground on the conduit, and
with' the c¢hances very much in its favor
the compsny waould have grounds for a
damage suit, It would te perilous also for
any vessels of d draught to attempt to
either leave or enter the bay. Inthe event of
their runniug across one of the half-buried
pipes the effect would be disastrous, more
particularly in the case of sailing vessels, as
their masts would undoubtedly go by the

cents. Chairman Graham has acted ad a
sanitary reformer. He has taken a deep and
keen interest in all questions of savitation,
and in all advancesadvocated by sanitarians
he has been found on the side of progress.
Among the measures advocated by him for
the health of Toronto were the erection of a
new ‘eontagious diseases hospical for the
scientific treatment of all. zvmotic diseases;
the erection and equipment of & super-
heated steam disinfecting - station; the
establishment of another crematory and the
total prohibition of ice-cutting from all pol-
luted sources. It may be contended that the
chairman in advocating these improvewents
bas not proved himself an economist. In the
real sense of the wordbe has proved himself
to  be a true economist, for where the ex-
penditure involved in these sanitary reforms
is represented in cents the expense of an
epidemic of diphtberia, typhoid fever and
even cholera would mean to the citizens of
Toronto an expenditure of many dollars, not
to mention the inevita®ie suffering and death.

Of the performance of the orchestra it
can onl be said that there was
httle lefc to he desired. The per-
fect intonation of the bass and fine rich
and flowing tone from the vielins, together
with the unanimity of action which obtained
from all sections of the orchestra,gave effects
which counld only result in a fivished perfor-
mance.

Mr. Thomas, the veteran conductor, has a
fine commanding figure and presence and a
no less commanding action in wielding the
baton.

The development of the Sudbury deposits
has reducex the price to 50 cents, and when
‘appliances for brectin% the mattés have
been established on a large scale, refined
nickel can probably be bought for 25 cents
or less, /

Specimens of wrought ar®l forged nickel
were exhibited by Mr. Wharten at the
Philadelphia Exhibition in 1876. The
metal was discovered in 1751, but had
seldom been seen in its pure state until Mr.
Wharton took hold of it. The use of
nickel as an alloy of steel gave it great
economic importance. The compound is
tougher and much more ductile and-elastic
than steel itself, and does not rust under
water. English' metallurgists employed it
in the manufacture of gun barrels, bat the
‘real credit of ‘‘bringing out” nickel steel
belongs to the Navy Department at Wash-
ington. The experiments with armor plates
instituted by Mr. Tracy soon attracted at-
tention in England. At first the English
ordnance experts were disposed to pooh-
pooh the extraordinary results obtained
at the Indian Head proving grounds, but
last year the Admiralty virtually admitted:
that Mr. Tracy had taught it something
—a confession not often:made by that body.
In & memorandum prepared by Lord George
Hamilton for the guidance of Parlinment in
voting the appropriatiohs for the Navy it
was stated that the armor plates of nickel-
steel “‘combined resistance to perforation
with-freedom from serious cracking,” and
thatextensive orders had been given fornickel
‘armor as the secondary defence of new
battleships. Lord George added that, while
nickel steel was superior to ordinary steel
when used in thicknesses of three or four
inches, ‘‘the experiments with greater
thicknesses do not at present place it in so
good a relative position,” but it is under-
stood that his successor has found a 10}
inch plate, such as that used by Mr. Tracy,
superior to 2 12-inch plate of ordinary
armor steel. Admiralty agents hsve re-
cently visited Sudbury to consult with the

The McKinley tariff admits mickel ore |
and matte free, repealing the old duty of |
15 cents r pound. Nearly the whole |
product of the Sudbury mines has thus far |

~gone to the United States for armor plate
purposes. Seven mines have been epened,
and others worked to a limited extent.
Nickel-bearing ore has also been found near
Ottawa. The expérts say that the supply in
the Sudbury country is practically inexhaus-
tible; they speak of six or seven hundred
million tons being in sight, and predict
that in a few years 20,000 tonms of nickel
will be produced annually. Much depends
on the Dominion Government.

The ore is both roasted and smelted. In
building a roasting heap a layer of fine ore
is placed on a bed of clay and gravel, and
covered with 18 inches of dry pine.  Ano-
ther layer of ore is put on, and then more
pine.’ There are openings for draughts at
the sides and ends, and sticks set upright
throughout the heap serve as flues. Each

-heap is kept ‘burning for a month, some-
times for two, those containing the largest
proportion of sulphur. and iron requiring
the longest and fiercest combustion. Thé
furnaces are of the Herteshoff patent. They
are made of rolled steel, with a water space
of two inches between the outer’ and iuiier

plates, and cast iron bottoms protected |

" by fire brick. They are elliptical in form,
with a diameter ranging from three feet 'or
80 to six feet and a half, and are nine feet
in height to the charging door. - A square
opening on one side is fitted with fire-clay
to a corresponding opening in the furnace,
through which the molten mass flows into a
water-jacketed settling pot that rests on
wheels. A charge consists of 2000 pounds
of ore and coke—eiglit parts ot ore to one
of coke. The matte bubbles ous, causing a
series of sharp reports, and is 'cooled in the
pots and shipped to the refining works.
From five to eight tons of ore go. to the
making of a ton of matte, The matte con-
tains from 10 to 20 per cent. of nickel,
‘the other components being copper,
iron, sulphur, cobalt and slag. Ex-
periments are being made with new
furnaces in the hope of increasing the rich-
ness of the matte, 80 as to save expense in
transportation. The contract between ‘the
United States Government and the Carne-
gie and Bethlehem works, where the armor-
plates are made, calls for 34 per cent. of |
mickel in the steel. Thus an ingot of 60|
tons of nickel steel, sufficient to make two
plates of the regulation size, contains about,
two tons ot nickel. The plates are forged
under steam hammers, bent to shape with |
hydraulic presscs, and cut  with saws and
planes to fiv the place designed for them on
the warship. There are no refining works
in Canada.

There was scarcely any business done in grain
to-day by local operators and prices are largely
nominal. The tealing in wheat is rather better
in sympathy with ths firmness in western mar-
kets, but no sales at higher prices have been re-
W;ted.

The close of the market was rather easier, and
a set-back would not surprise us, but we see no
indication of selling by the stroug parties who
are now holding the beavy lines, and while this
is the case prefer the long side on breaks to the
short side, even on bulges. Corn and oats were
dull, and the market for both was featureless.
Provisions opened somewhat higher on an ad-
vance of 15 cents in the hog market, but the ad-
vance was met by heavy sales, said to be by two
prominent loogs. We still adhere to our belief
;hnt prominent holders of provisions are realiz-
ng.
