A good deal of interest was manifested in 
the proceedings. The only witness examined 
was Mayor Fleming.

The major charge of criminal libel, “know­
ing It to be false,” was suddenly abandoned 
after the ease had been under way for two 
boars and one ot common libel substituted. 
The Magistrate accordingly committed on 
this latter charge.

When the case was called County Crown 
Attorney Curry held that the Magistrate 
should not go into claims between Fleming 
and Bundle. “The argument mujt be con­
fined to the notes now maturing. Tbe state­
ment is specific: ‘These notes have matured, 
one to the Traders’ Bank for $5000 and one 
in the Union Bonk for $3000.’ ”

London, Dec. 27,—The Nordland’s shaft 
ia broken. The Ohio took her to Queens­
town.

The voyage of the Nordland was tem­
pestuous almost from the hour of leaving 
Sandy Hook. The wind blew almost a 
hurricane, and the ship had much difficulty 
in making headway through the waves.

Some of the oassengers were so apprehen- 
give of danger that they could not be induced 
to retire at night and sat about the saloon 
dozing at intervals and ready with their 
clothes on to take to the boats in the event 
of an accident, although boats could have 
lived only by a miracle in the terrible seas.

The Nordland labored along success­
fully until Thursday evening. It was 
a bitter cold night and the passengers were 
congratulating themselves on gradually 
Bearing the end of their stormy voyage. 
At 9.20 p.m. a tremendous crash was heard 
and the vessel quivered from end to end.

Tossed About Like Nine-Pins.
The passengers who were sitting up 

tossed about like nine-pins, several of —-— 
being thfown to the floor. Three terrific 
blows resounded, one alter the other, as if 
the vessel was being struck by a gigantic 
hammer, which indeed was the fact. The 
fright of some of the people was pitiful to 
behold. {

They rushed hither and thither and de­
layed the officera in their efforts to get at 
the cause and extent of the disaster. Capt. 
Nickels knew well enough what the sound 
inoant, and with a reassuring word to the 
passengers lie hastened to investigate per­
sonally. The engines raced fnrionsly.while 
the broken shaft—for that proved to be the 
danger—seemed about to crush the ship at 
every concussion.

Water rushed in the tube, menacing the 
stokehold and the engine rooms, and panic- 
stricken passengers thought for a while 
that the vessel was about to sink. Several 
minutes elapsed before the word was given 
for the engines to stop.

Tbe Pumps Worked.
The Norland lay helpless, tossed by the 

gale, and as the water rushed in there 
seemed imminent danger of sinking. The 
pumps were manned and put to work, 
every man of the crew being summoned 
to duty. For 24 hours continuously the 
pumps were kept at work and the water 
prevented from gaining on the vessel 

• The excited passengers, finding that they 
were not in instant peril of being swallow­
ed up by the waves, regained courage and 
patiently waited for a steamer to tow them 
into port

At that time the Noordland waa 
400 miles west of Queenstown. The crippled 
steamer was sighted by the steamship Ohio, 
which left Philadelphia on the same day 
that the Noordland 
needed assistance was at once extended.

The voyage to Queenstown in tow was 
attended by much difficulty, and the con­
tinuous stormy weather made it necessary 
to navigate with caution,but the Noordland 
arrived without further accident. An ex­
amination shewed that the fracture of the 
shaft was six feet inside the stern.

The steamer Noordland was towsd into 
Queenstown harbor by the steamer Ohio at 
7 o’clock this evening. All the passengers 
wsre on deck waving hats and handker­
chiefs and cheering. Anchor was dropped 
and the passengers were removed to shore 
by a tender. All showed signs of the 
anxiety which they had suffered.

Hardly Able to Walk.
Some of the elderly steerage passengers 

were hardly able to walk. Several women 
fell on their knees and cried the moment 
they were landed.

Fred Kota, a first cabin passenger, now 
stopping at the Queenstown Hotel, told his 
experience to-night as follows:

The first two days out of New York were 
fairish, although part of the lime a heavy 
sea was running. The weather then grew 
rapidly worse. On the night of tbe acci­
dent we were making about 12 knots an 
hour. The ship was rolling heavily, and 
most of tbe cabin passengers were below 
sick. Five or six of us were in the smoking 
room talking about how we should pass 
Christmas in Antwerp, when there was a 
terrific crash and we were thrown from our 
seats into a heap on the floor. The vibra­
tion of the ship almost shook us from pur 
feet as we started for the door. It seemed 
as if a gigantic hammer was pounding the 
ship’s bottom.

It may be summed up 
as follows : Robert J. Fleming and 
Rundle made a joint venture in build­
ing sixteen houses in Hamilton-street. 
Fleming put in the land, valued at *9000, 
and gave Randle proceeds of joint notes 
from time to time, amounting in all to 
*30,000. When the houses were finished in 
1890-91, Fleming rfflsed by mortgages 
*21,500, and told RundteeU notes would be 
retired by these moneys Rundle did not 
receive a dollar from the mortgagee. 
Fleming paid no interest,though he received 
all rents until the mortgagees went into 
possession. One note in the Traders’ for 
$5000 and another in the Union for *3000 
came to light in October last.

There were no creditors present at 
the meeting other than those whose 
claims have erisen from 
ton-street deal 
solicitors told the creditors every effort 
had been made to get an account stated be­
tween Fleming and Rundle before sails were 
begun against Rundle, but the Mayor would 
not produce the notes he had discounted 
from time to time. From the cash state­
ment of account between the partners and 
Mr. Randle’s history of the deal tbe credi­
tors were satisfied that at no time did Rundle 
owe Fleming anything. On tbe contrary, the 
current balance has always been to Rundle’» 
favor, and in October last, aa Fleming was 
otherwise too deeply involved to renew the 
*5000 and $3000 notes.be coolly left Rundle to 
meet them as best be could. In view of these 
circumstances, the creditors agreed to give 
Mr. Rundle all time neceesary to retrieve bis 
losses.

Half-Dressed and lo Fear,
When we got outside we saw the cap­

tain coming from the engine room. The 
passengers canre running on deck, half- 
dressed and white from fear.

We surrounded the captain and he told 
us that the main shaft was broken, but 
there was no immediate reason for alarm. 
The other officers who were not busy below 
walked about among the passengers in­
cessantly, and tried to encourage all to be­
lieve that there was no danger. In a few 
minutes we learned that the engineers, at 
great risk to their lives, had found 
two stay plates and plumber blocks 
had smashed the gland of the engine. 
The bulkhead, however, had been 
kept tight. The vessel pitched and rolled 
terribly, so that we saw we could not trust 
to the boats in case the worst came.

We were just becoming calmer when we 
saw the crew rushing through the steerage, 
carrying bedding, mats and carpets to be 

ffed into tbe tunnel box. We all knew 
then that water was coming in.

Nobody Slept That Night,
Nobody slept that night. The women 

sat crying to the cabins and the men 
crowded the smoking room to play cards 
and talk over the situation. We all were 
badly frightened. The vessel rolled ter 
ribly and with every roll came a tremen- 
duous thump as if a piece of shaft was loose 
and smashing things in the hold.

Work will be recommenced at this point 
earlv this morning, and doubtless before 
night the first “whaleback” will have settled 
itself in tne bottom of the bay once more. 
The work of the “jack-screw" is materially 
aided by the fact that in consequence of sever­
al rivets in the pipe being removed the water 
has obtained an entrance, thereby increasing 
the weight of the conduit to no inconsiderable 
extent.

Toronto has been favored this season thus 
far by visits from two celebrated orchestras, 
and the fact that both performances were at­
tended by magnificent audiences would seem 
to indicate thet orchestral music is being 
more and more appreciated by our people. 
The audience whioh greeted Thomas’ Chicago 
Orchestra last night was large and fashion­
able, and although the program presented 
was not what might be looked upon as popu­
lar in the sense in which that term is usually 
applied, there can be no question that the 
various numbers performed, while they 

only be placed in the cate­
gory of classical compositions, were re 
ceived with popular approval by the large 
and cultured audience, which, by the wa*f, 
contained many members and friends of the 
Ontario Society of M usicians.

In the second part Brabm’s Hungarian 
dances were given with fine effect and the 
closing number was Moetkowski’s “Malag- 
oena” and Muwrische Fantasie, from his last 
opera “ Boabdil.”

Of the performance of the orchestra it 
can only be said that there was 
little left to he desired. The per­
fect intonation of the bass and fine rich 
and flowing tone from the violins, together 
with the unanimity of action which obtained 
from all sections of the orchestra,gave effects 
which could only result in a finished perfor­
mance.

Mr. Thomas, the veteran conductor, has 
fine commanding figure and presence and 
no less commanding action in wielding the 
baton. He never panders to effect* and his 
manner at times would appear to be a lmost 
rigid, but from the delightful shading pro­
duced and the oneness with which each num­
ber alike is rendered show what a tender and 
sympathetic feeliug he possesses.

from the mines in the French penal colony 
of New Caledonia. The New Caledonia 
nickel is found in beds of serpentine, but 
the veins are shallow, and in miner’s par­
lance not persistent. The ore is mined by 
primitive methods, convict labor being em­
ployed as well as native and Chinese labor, 
and carried many miles to the blast fur­
naces, which are fed with Australian coke 
and coal. The cost of transportation alone 
is a heavy item and the fuel is dear. The 
object in smelting the or# is to product s 
matte. Nickel matte bears the same rela­
tion to refined nickel 
to refined iron and steel. In 1882 the aver­
age price of nickel in the United States 

.was about $1 a pound. The Ameriean pro­
duction was under 300,000 pounds. The 
price in England was somewhat less, the 
English supply coming from New Caledonia, 
the mines of which were opened in 1876. 
The development of the Sudbury deposits 
has reduced the price to 30 cents, and when

that extensive orders had been given for nickel 
armor as the secondary defence of new 
battleships. Lord George added that, while 
nickel steel was superior to ordinary steel 
when used in thicknesses of three or four 
inches, “the experiments with greater 
thicknesses do not at present place it in so 
good a relative position,” but it is under­
stood that his successor has found a 101 
inch plate, such as that used by Mr. Tracy, 
superior to a 12-inch plate of ordinary 
armor steel Admiralty agents have re­
cently visited Sudbury to consult with the 
Vivian people, who have a mine and smelt­
ing works.

~gone to the United States for armor plate 
purposes. Seven mines have been epened, 
and others worked to a limited extent. 
Nickel-bearing ore has also been found near 
Ottawa. The expèrts say that the supply in 
the Sudbury country is practically inexhaus­
tible; they speak of six or seven hundred 
million tons being in sight, and predict 
that in a few years *20,000 tons of nickel 
will be produced annually. Much depends 
on the Dominion Government.

The ore is both roasted and smelted. In 
building a roasting heap a layer of fine ore 
is placed on a bed of clay and gravel, and 
covered with 18 inches of dry pine. Ano­
ther layer of ore is put on, and then more 
pine. There are openings for draughts at 
the sides and. ends, and sticks set upright 
throughout the heap serve as flues. Each 

- heap is kept burning for a month, some­
times for two, those containing the largest 
proportion of sulphur and iron requiring 
the longest and fiercest combustion. Thfe 
furnaces are of the Herteshoff patent. They 
are made of rolled steel, with a water space 
of two inches between the outer and iuher 
plates, and cast iron bottoms protected 
by fire brick. They are elliptical in form, 
with a diameter ranging from three feet or 
so to six feet aud a half, and are nine feet 
m height to the charging door. A square 
opening on one side is fitted with fire-clay 
to » corresponding opening 
through which the molten 
water-jacketed settling pot that rests on 
wheels. A charge consists of 2000 pounds 
of ore and coke—eight parts of ore to one 
of coke. The matte bubbles out, causing a 
series of sharp reports, and is cooled in the 
pots and shipped to the refining works, 

s*? From five to eight tons of ore go to the 
making of a ton of matte. The matte con­
tains from 10 to 20 per cent, of nickel, 
the other components being copper, 
iron, sulphur, cobalt and slag, 
periments are being made vrith new 
furnaces in tho hope of increasing the rich­
ness of the matte, so as to save expense iu 
transportation.

OOSSIP FROM CHICAGO.
R. Cochran received the following despatch 

from Kennett, Hopkins & Co. to-day :
Chicago, Dee, 27.—Wheat—Tho wheat market 

has been a surprise even to Its bull friends, who 
scarcely expected to-day’s advance cables. 
Cargoes on passage decreased 060,000 bushels 
The trading has not been large, but offerings 
have been so light as to render an advance easy 
of accomplishment. Only cause which can be 
assigned for the strength In the market seems to 
be the oversold condition, which exhibits the 
fallacy of the theory that purchases of wheat 
In other markets, such as Minneapolis, St. Louis 
and New York and sales against them In Chi­
cago should necessarily be profitable, 
two serious misfortunes In the trade recently 
have illustrated this. The visible supply showed 
an increase of 1,514,000 bushels, which was about 
as expected, and bad no effect on the market 
The close of the market was rather easier, and 
a set-back would not surprise us, but we see no 
Indication of selling by the strong parties who 
are now holding the heavy lines, and while this 
Is the case prefer the long ai.le on breaks to the 
short side, even on bulges. Corn and oats were 
dull, and the market for both was featureless. 
Provisions opened somewhat higher on an ad­
vance of 15 cents in the hog market, but the ad­
vance was met by heavy sales, said to be by two 
prominent longs. We still adhere to our belief 
that prominent holders of provisions are realiz­
ing.

John J. Dixon & Co. received the following 
despatch over their private wire from Walker £ 
Co. to-dav:

Chicago, Dec. 27.-Receipts of hogs light, and 
they were expected to be so during the week. 
Prices at the yards 5c higher. Provisions opeaed 
strong, with room traders and some outsiders the 
buyers. Brokers sold freely of pork and lard, 
supposed to be for Charlie Wright. Most of busi­
ness was done the first hour. Since then the 
market has ruled tame and featureless.
