Suspicion.
To be sure, rumor has in t;he past cast a 

shadow on the name of Decker, bat that was 
years ago, when this was a lawless region, 
and those who were old enough to talk have 
since died or moved away. The man out­
lived suspicion. He grew to be a leader of 
men. He acquired wealth and influence.

He has not slept without a member of his 
family in his room for 20 years. Tuis has 
been made known, along with the damning 
evidence, since the shepherd found the dust- 
covered bones in a cave on the Kildere hills.

Yreka was once a great town on the coast.
It was a mining centre, and in the early six­
ties was in its glory. To-day it is as large as 
it was then, but hardly larger, and has grown 
into a prosperous farming settlement.

George Decker came to Yreka in 1805,from 
where no ono knew. A woman with two 
children came a few months later. She was 
Mrs. Decker, and she said she came from 
London, Canada, where they had married.

The eldest 
child, Eva, was 7 years old, and there was a 
boy of 8—Benny.

Mother aiul Babe Disappear.
Townsfolk often said that she did not live 

happily with her husband. A year after 
Yreka*was made their home another child 
was born, a sickly little one that kept its 
mother busy at home.

The few old residents now recall that about 
this time Decker left his household to care 
for itself a great deal and was frequently at 
the home of a wealthy widow named Good­
rich. Loud cries were heard in Decker’s 
home one day. A roan ran into the house.
The husband held a whip over his wife, who 
was cowering at a table, and she was saying:
•Til sign. 1’U sign. Please don’t strike.” 
and she put her name to a paper, the con­
tents of which she knew not.

Mother and baby disappeared two weeks 
later. Tbe whole family had gone out driv­
ing and tbe father had returned with Benny 
and Eva.

He finished by sen­
tencing her to 10 years in Kingston.

Mrs. Evans flushed angrily, and her opinion 
of His Lordship as she sat down 
was evidently not a flattering one. Then Osman 
was addressed on the wickedness of his ways. 
The young man leaned wearily upon the dock 
and showed evident relief when the speech was 
ended and he knew that Kingston was his home 
for the next two years.

And for The Globe’s further edification, 
we might say that there are more people in 
the country who favor the abolition of tbe 
parliamentary bar than who favor entire 
prohibition. The people expect a higher 
morale of their representatives than they do 
in themselves.

The practical issue for years to come is in 
regulating, minimizing the liquor traffic. 
Let us increase the cost of licenses, reduce the 
number of saloons, refuse any more licenses 
to distilleries, discourage public drinking, 
compel our legislatures who have bars to set 
a better example to the people, ensure the 
sale of pure liquor and sound beer only, and 
after that if progress is made try next a 
regulated state monopoly of the liquor traffic, 
as in Norway and Sweden. But prohibition 
at this date is an impossibility.

Fora last word: Prohibition in the House 
of Parliaq>ent is easy of accomplishment ; 
outside df it, in the country generally, it is 
the molt serious problem that ever a people 
set its hand to, and a parliament fully seized 
of the seriousness of the issue will avoid 
trifling with it in any manner whatever.
