This makes it an imperative necessity
that woman be made politically free in order
that she may stand on an ¢quality with man
as & wage earner. Lookind) further to the
effect on the home,—when woman’s indepen-
dence is established, marriage under condi-
tions”of perfect equality, will be guided by
intelligence as well as by sentiment and con-
venience. Then man will be obliged to raise
his standard of morality, as the pure and in-
dependent woman would rather enjoy incon-
jogal liberty than be the slave of the ‘‘ whit-
ed sepulchre ” that disfignres so many homes.
With the admission of woman's equality in
intellect and intelligence, our legislators
should look to it that the fact be practically
established, so ',{mt the rising generation
may no: look upod the wife and mother as
in any way inferior to the busband and fath-
er.

she must unlearn all has learned of free-
dom. This isimperative. Shecannotstand
half way between freedom in theorygand
slavery in fact.

—Tug Montreal daily Star of the 9th in-
stant says: ** The export of ap| les from
this port this season is exceptionally heavy.
Three steamers which sailed this week car-
ried between them over 25,000 barrels.

¢t many more are still to be shipped.
mlnlght amounts to two shillings a barrel
against three shillings obtained last year.”

The point in the above to which we wish
to call attention is the exceedingly cheap
rate of freights mentioned. According to
this statement apples are now being carried
from Montreal to the English market at two
shillings per barrel, while it is costiog the
fruit-growers of this valley something like
double that smount to send them from Hali-
fax to the same market. It ought tobe just
the other way. Halifax is, roughly speaking,
about & thousand miles nearer London than
Montreal is, by the St. Lawrence route.
Other things being equal we should get
freights at about one-half that charged from
Montreal. But the latter city has the ad-
vantage of several competing lines, and in
consequence freights are down much lower

han with us. It can be taken for granted
at it pays the steamship companies to carry
m from Montreal at even the two shillings
barrel, or they would not be doing it for
Sach being the case, it is not difficult
estimate what would be a fairly remuner-
e rate for the snorter distance from Hal-
fax to the other side, provided there were
he same petition. It is satisfactory to
now these things, because as soon 38 it
is’fully understood that any certain thing
can be-done, we feel fully assured that the
people of this province will devise some way
of doingit. Wehavealways contended that
the freight rates from Halifax were much
too high, and we trust that before another’
season our fruit growers and shippers wiil be
able to devise ways and means whereby they
can ship their fruit on as favorable conditions
as those of the upper provinces.

It will be observed also that the quantity
being shipped from Montreal is quite large.
This, of course, is owing to the fact that the
St. Lawrence will be frozen up in a few weeks
and the fruit is being rushed along before
that takes place. Theshipments from there
may affect the markets for a few weeks, but
present indications point to a brisk market
at good prices after that time.

—

— W were slightly in error in stating last
week that an agreement had been entered
into between Great Britain and Russia by
which these nations were to interfere in the
conflict now going on in the east, and put an
end to the war. The agreement, it appears,
includes France and Germany as well as
Great Britain and Russia, and the object, as
far as it is yet known, is to protect Europeans
and European interests in Chioa, leaving the
two belligerents to fight it out among them-
selves a little longer.

Among the native population of China
there is not the best of feeling toward foreign

“ residents, even in the most peaceable times.
Should the power of the central government
be overthrown, or for the time rendered
powerless, every foreign resident in China
would be in imminent danger from the fan-
atical mobs of Chinese. To guard against
anything of the kind the great powers of
Europe have made ample provision by send-
ing strong naval reinforcements to the scene
of the conflict.

We still thiok that Europe should, and
doubtless will, interfere to prevent the par-
tition of the Chinese Empire. There are
nearly 400,000,000 of people there, and there
by themselves with a government and iosti-
tutions of their own, suited to the spirit and
genius of so peculiar a people, is the place
for them to live. If the empire were broken
up or dismembered now, hordes of them
might swarm over other lands leading to
results sach as no pen can describe. We
are aware that sume of our great religious
bodies at their annual gatherings have re-
cently passed strongly worded resolutions
asking that all restrictions upon Chinese
immigration be removed: but, these resolu-
tions, looked at from a practical or common
sense int of view, appear to be unwise in
the extreme.

But this one is to have the ad-
ditional attraction of having the motive
power generated by the force of the **tidal
waters of the Bay of Fandy, supplemented
by steam and river water where necessary
and available.” The article declares thatan
act of incorporation is to be secured at the
next session of the dominion parliament for
the purpose of undertaking this work.

When the
s tidal waters of the Bay of Fundy, supple-
mented by steam and river waters,” get down
seriously to business, generating eleetricity,
we fear they will generate such an over-pro-

Uniacke, Esq., of Annapolis, who unheut'nt-
ingly states that there is no better location
to be found in !he‘frovince, it being none
other thah the land directly back of the resi-
dence of William Chipman, Esq., and within
two minutes’ walk from the centre of the
town and all the hotels.

At the meeting above referred to the fol-
lowing board of rovisional directors were
chosen: E. Ruggles, O. T. Daniels, and John
L. Cox, Eeqrs., Hector MacLean, J. W.
Beckwith, Jac. R, deWitt and N. E. Chute,
E. G. Langley and R. E. Feltus.

E. Kuggles, Esq., was unanimously elect-
ed president, and John L. Cox, Esq., secre-
tary-treasurer.

After thoroughly discussing the cost of
the track and carefully considering all other
features in connection therewith, the meet-
ing adjourned, greatly pleased with the suc-
cessof the indefatigablelabors of Mr. Leander
Miller and Mr. Cox, who have been mainly
instrumental in procuring the subscribed
stock necessary to build one of the best
tracks to be found in the Maritime Provinces.

A Floral Quilt.

I cut blue denim into 42 hexagon pieces
five inches long on each side. These were
all hemmed neatly at one time on the sewing
machine and put in a drawer. Afterward
each one was worked and laid away until all
were ready for sewing together. Flower
catalogues were bought, figures selected for
each patch and bastedon. A-bunch of car-
nation pinks was traced with rather coarse
thread and outlined as flower, leaf and
stem. I took off the paper and embroidered
the design with linen flose, as taste or time
permitted. I carried out the pattern in its
delicate tracery and shading.

When all was done there was no two pat-
ches alike. There were pansies, sweet peas,
geraniums, roses, daffodils, tulips, coreopsis,
chrysanthemums, a large bunch of clover
and holly leaves and berries. As 42 is a
goodly number, many designs were needed.
Each design, with leaves, stems and tendrils,
extended to the patch. Wall paper often
has pretty designs.

I sewed the hemmed edges together in an
overstitch on the right side, and at each
corner where they connected worked a large
daisy. The effect was very pretty. - As oae
lady said, it reminded her of [snowflakes
magnified. I crocheted fringe of white and
blue cottop yarn, mixed, in a pretty desigun.
For the fringe put in each stitch a chain of
30 stitches of double cotton. It was lined
with unbleached muslin.

As the designs came from the different
floral catalogues, I think the floral quilt is a
good name for it. In one corner is worked
the year and this verse:

Dream what thou wilt -
Beneath this quils,
May blessings still be yours.

—So large a portion of existence is neces-
sarily spent in sleep that the location of the
bed, the bed covering and bedding and the
furniture of the bedroom should be the sub-
ject of consideration and thought.

Because the casein
of the milk, when it comes in contact with
the acid of the gastric fluid, coagulates and
forms curds, and if swallowed in large quan-
tities at once, a large curd is formed which
the stomach handles with difficalty.
