What a Dinner Costs.

A CURIOUS CALCULATION, SHOWING THE COS®
OF AN ORDINARY MEAL.

Recently a gentleman who is fond of
arithmetic made vp his mind that he would
find out how much a dinner really cost.
This gentleman acked how much a simple
dinner (that he was eating) cost, and he was
told 75 centa.

He contradicted this and then made oat
the following statement about the ccst of
that dinner : The pepper, he said, came from
10,000 miles away. It grew on a little bush
about 8 feet high, which must have had a
growth of at least five years. The pepper
was picked green. It had to be dried in the
sun, and this meant employing women. It
took one ship and 1,000 miles of railroad to
bring the pepper to the United States.

The
flour had to be ground, and the building of
the mill and the plant or machinery meant
more money invested. The millers had to
be paid, coopers had to be paid for making
the barrels and, of couree, the wood of which
¢he barrels were made had to be cut and
sawed and shaped, and this meant the em-
pleying of more men. Then the flour had to
be shipped over the railroad and handled
agein by cartmen before it came into the
house.

The tes on the table came from China and
the coffee foom South America. The codfish
had to be breught from Maine. Men had to
be employed to eatch the fish. Other men
and women were employed in drying, pack-
ing and boxing it asd it, too, had to make &
long railroad journey.

The salt came from the ndian roservation
in the northwestern part of New York state.
“The spices in the cake came frem the Spice
fiolands in the Indian archipelago. The can-

ned peaches came from California, and they,
1bas, represented the employment of capital
and labor. The little dinner represeated,
directly or indirectly, the employment of
$500{040,000 of capital and 5,000,000 men.—

While
St. John has been providing facilities for this
trade, in building increased warehouse and
wharf accommodation, Halifax has been
resting happy in the thought that the only
convenient channel through which trade
with the Old Country passed was through
her gates. The result of St. John’s efforts
has been startling. The bulk of Canadian
trans-Atlantictrade in winter is now through
St. John, and for two years, at least, it
has rightly been called the winter port. The
enterprise of the city is largely responsible
fop its successful competition with its pap-
fed elder brother of the Atlantic coast.
Halifax, however, is once more in the race.
A through freight traffic has been secuted
from Montreal as low as the rate to St.
John. More government aid has been se-
cured and new grain elevators will be built,
towards which the city fathers have voted
$50,000. No doubt many other expensive
facilities will be provided for by a levy on
the citizens, buc it will be money well spent
if it properly sets forth the many advan-
tages, natural and artificial, that Halifax
possesses as a terminal port for the winter
steamship service with Great Britain.

—The making of a large army of volun-
teers is a difficult procees, even ina populous
country like the United States, where fight-
ing sehators have boasted that ten millions
of recruits would flock to the standard in
time of need. Nearly two months ago Presi-
dent McKinley called for cne hundred and
twenty-five thousand velunteers for the
Cuban campaign, and the full complement
has just been mustered in. It is not that
the cause of their country is not a popular
one ; neither is there a scareity of men—but
the great mass of the people are not to be
stirred to any extent by an ordinary call to
arms. A hundred thousand is but a small
portion of ten million, and the average
able-bodied man, whose time is thoroughly
occupied in his business pursuits, may well
say “ There will be enough of volunteers
without me.” Probably had the president
asked for one million men his countrymen
would have shaken off their apathy and
risen quickly to the needs of the occasion.
The average American is, perhaps, dis-
posed to attach but little importance to the
present campaign, which, though expensive,
has not yet resulted in any serious loss to
American arms. An awakening will come
when a hand to-hand conflict is waged in
Cuba. The death #oll in an open fight on
land, between two forces armed withmodern
weapons, will be a long one, and there is a
prospect that such an engagement will take
place.
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—A new and weighty argument has been
advanced by a prominent upper province
backer in favor of the proposed reduction
in the rate of interest paid on government
saviogs bank deposits. He argues that
savings deposits with the government rob
commerce, and while the commercial com-
munity pays the depositor his interest, it has
also to pay higher rates for loans in other
quarters. Were the millions now on de-
posit with the government placed, instead,
in the chartered banks, which would loan
them out in the routine of trade, it is safe
to say that discount rates could be materi-
ally reduced—it being, of course, taken for
granted that the banks, under the cir-
cumstances would be able to reduce the
rate of interest they pay upon deposits.
There is a strong probability that if the
government abides by its decision in the
matter, the greater part of the money now
on deposit in government savings banks will
be actually withdrawnand passed tothe char-
tered banks, but it is hardly safe to predict
that theee banks will make any considerable
reduction in their discount rates. The pub-
lic generally credit the banks with a disposi-
tion to turn every advantage into dividends,

—The unreliability of the vast bulk of
the war news that has been furnished to the
public by the great news agencies is proven
by the official announcement from Washing-
ton that no move had been made to land
American soldiers in Cuba till this week.
There is now no doubt that an actual in-
vasion is in progress, and a landing should
be effected by Friday or Saturday. The
transports will be conveyed by a large fleet
of battleships. Ail hitherto reported land-
ings have been on paper only. Now, after
eight weeks of war, with little or no fight-
ing, the campaign will be opened in earnest,
as the plan of the invading army will surely
be to strike a quick and decizive blow and
not expose an army of northern men need-
lessly to the dangers of an unhealthy
clima War pews of the near future
will be monstronsly exaggerated, but will
likely bhave a foundation—as, when actual
hand-to-hand fighting begins, the terrible
reality of one conflict wiil make it unneces-
sary to describe imaginative ones for days

to come.

—That the financial outlook in Canada is
brightening as the months of 1898 slip
away, is admitted everywhere. Oa every
hand we hear the cheering news of an in-
creased output from the miune, factory and
farm. The tonic thus administered to a de-
pressed trade iz producing grand resunlts in
the upper and western provinces; in the
maritime provinces the improvement in
general business has not been so marked,
and yet we know there has been an im-
provement. New industries are being es-
tablished ; capital, long idle, is being
pressed into service ; and the result of this
will be to increase the circulation of cur-
rency and quicken the pulse of trade till
every vestige of the commercial Stagnation
of +he past six years has disappeared.
Apparently Canada is just on the threshold
of an era of prosperity such as has never
obtained in the history of the federation.

Building operations are likely to be' quite
active during the summer.

The family of Mr. G. V. Gross removed to
St. John on Seturday last, Mr. Gross having
accepted a position with a wholesale house in
that city. Their many friends here parted
with them with extreme regret. W hile resid-
ing here Mr. Gross proved himself a good
citizan in every way—a clear-headed and
enterprising business man, honorable and
upright io all his dealings, and taking an
active interest in everything pertaining to
the public welfare. Both Mr. and Mrs.
Gross will be much missed, and they will be
followed to their new home by the best
wishes of the people of Middleton.

Oar Scott Act war seems to be about over.
During a good part of the past winter it
raged more fiercely than that which Uncle
Sam is now waging against the haughty
Spaniard. For several weeks, however,
there has not been a single shot fired. The
farmer who sold ten cents’ worth of cider to
a Justice of the Peace and paid $57 to the
Inspector in consequence, has had time to
recover from his astonishment at finding
that the thing ‘* was loaded,” and at the
latest quotations the price of **Mosher’s
Blend ” was steady, with an upward ten-
dency. It is a little too early yet to speak
of the net result, financial and otherwise, of
the war.

The charter duly incorporating the Pork
Packing Company has been received from
the Provincial Secretary, and it is the in-
téntion of the provisional directors to call a
meeting of the shareholders, at an early
day, for the purpose of electing permanent
directors and transacting other necessary
business. Thie enterprise, which is calcula-
ted to prove of such a beneficial character
to the farmers of this and neighboring coun-
ties, seems now fairly well assured, the first
call for ten per cent. of the subscribed capi-
tal having been promptly responded to, with
but few exceptions. Under careful and
business-like management it will undoubted.
ly prove a success. Seeing that the Valley
Telephone Company has had such manage-
ment since its inception, and that a number
of the directors of that company are also in-
terested in the new enterprise, the idea
quite generally prevails that the sharehold-
ers of the Pork Packing Company would be
wise in vesting its management in a Board
largely identical with that of the Telephone
Company. Mr. C. O. Foss, of Bridgewater,
has generously offered to donate two acres
of land within the town limits for a site for
the building. This is situated at the junc-
tion of the D. A. R. and Central Railways

and is one of the best locations available for
the purpose. The thanks of the sharehold-
ers are due to Mr. Foss for his very liberal
offer, which will very probably be accepted.

Rev. E. E. Locke took formal leave of his
people here on Sunday morning last when
he preached his farewell sermon. A few
weeks ago, in accepting his resignation, the
members of the church, by a resolution
which has since appeared in the public press,
placed on record their deep appreciation
of his faithful service during the ten years
of his pastorate.

Cuban Campaign.

Washington, D. C., June 11.—In the maze
of doubt and contradiction as to the despatch
of the first army of invasion to Cuba, one
thing stands out clearly, namely, that the
government, feeling strong in its present
position and plap, is moving cautiously and
with the deliberation which it believes will
secure success unattended with disasters.
With this main purpose in view, the army
and navy are co-operating toward the de-
spatch of troops, some 25,000 in number,
under escort of a strong fleet of naval con-
voys, made up of sixteen warships, headed
by the battleship ‘‘ Indiana.” Unattended
by this strong fleet, the troops might have
left last Friday, when one strong naval con
voy was ready for this service. Since then,
however, reports have come as to the presence
of Spanish ships in the north Atlantic.
Realizing that nothing is to be gained by
haste, and that the war was progressing
steadily towards success, it was determined
not to take the one smsll chance cf having
the transports menaced by some scouting
ship of the enemy. As a result, the troop
transports have not proceedel to Cuba, either
yesterday or the day before, as has been re-
peatedly asserted. They are in readiness to
go, but will not move until the naval convoy
is ready to accompany them, assuring the
safe conduct from Florida to the point of
destination. Whether that will be to-day
or to morrow the War Department positively
declines to say, and there is authority for the
statement that any reports purporting to give
the hour or day when this formidable fleet
of-invasion will start is not only unwarranted,
but mneets with the most vigorous official
condemnation.

Washington, June 13.—The first army of
invasion of Cuba is now well on its way,
thirty-two transport steamers bearing 15,000
officers and men convoyed by battleships,
cruisers, gunboats and auxiliary cruisers, six-
teen in number, having actually sailed from
Key West at daybreak this morning. An
authoritative statement to this effect was
made at the war department to-day, setting
at rest all reports that the expedition was on
its way or had landed.

The authorities made the announcement
for the reason that the time for secrecy is
now past, as the scout boats made sure that
the path was clear before it, and no possible
menace could come from the Spanish ships
or troops, even should the enemy know that
our forces were now advancing.

By Thursday at the latest, the transports
will be off Santiago, and a large American
army will make its Janding on Cuban soil.
Admiral Sampson has cleared the way for
this undertaking and little danger is appre-
hended in going ashore. It will be after
that when the advance is made that the act-
ual dramatic developments may be expected.

—Preliminary
returns of the spring wheat acreage, with
the two Dakotas in particular, subject to re-
vision, indigate a total area s ded of 16,-
8C0,000 acres, which, gdded to the area in
winter wheat, 26,200,000 acres, malzes a total
wheat acreage of 43,000,000, or rather over
three and a half million acres greater than
last year.

The grain crops are all in much better con-
dition than in 1897.

A great spow storm occurred in the Kuban
Territory, Russia, from April 15 to 17.
Thirty-five people, 95,000 horses, 29,000 cat-
tls and 114,000 sheep, goats and swine per-
shed.

Vancouver to Wrangel on the way to Klon-
dike, and of these 4,200 have returned.

Fifty thousand sheep were, this spring,
sheared by machinery at Caspar, Wyoming.

The total for the five months
of the present year are: English, 4,768; Irish,
301; Scotch, 701, and foreign, 3,540.

Loudon, June 10.—-The pap are
printing many congratulations upon the
signing of the Anglo-Chinese convention yes-
terday which gives Great Britain an exten-
sion of the boundaries of Hong Kong, includs
ing Kan Tung, of altogether two hundred
equare miles, under a lease, to which the
greatest importance is attached, as the ter-
ritory thus acquired is regarded as being es-
sential for the protection of Hong Kong.
The lease comprises the island of Lantao, to
the westward of Hong Kong, and the main-
land behind Kan Tung, south and east of a
line drawn from Mirs Bay to Deep Bay.
While the Chinese retain the northern shores
of these bays, the lease covers their waters,
subject to the right of the Chinese to use
them for their own ships,

When questioned in the House of Commons
yesterday evening as to whether Russia con-
templated sending troops to the Yang Tee
Kiang valley, the Parliamentary Secretary for
the Foreign Office, Mr. Curzon, made an im-
portant statement to the effect that such a
proceeding, without the consent of China,
would be an act of war and the government
would ‘take the rcgui-ile steps to protect
British interests. “)bviously this is intended
as & warning to Russia not to interfere in
the Yang Tse Kiang valley.

War Revenue Bill.

Washington, D. C., June 7.—The follow-
ing is the text of the bank tax provision of
the war revenue bill as passed by the Senate:
—Bankers using or employing a capital not
exceeding $25,000 shall pay fifty dollars;
when using or employing a capital exceeding
$25,000, for every additional $1,000 in excees
of $25,000 two dollars; and in estimating
capital, surplus shall be included. The
amount of such annual tax shall in all cases
be computed on the basis of the capital and
surplus for the preceding fiecal year. Every
person, firm or company and every incorpor-
ated or other bank, having a place of business
where credits are opened by the depositor for
collection of money or currency, subject to
be paid or remitted upon draft, cheque or
order, or where money is advanced or loaned
on stocks or promissory notes, or where
stocks, bonds, bullion, bills of exchange or
promissory notes are received for discount or
sale, shall be a banker under this act.

A Kentville correspondent in the Halifex
Herald writes: It is considered by very
many that Nova Scotia is too cold a place to
grow peaches. Last winter the thermometer
dropped to from 20 to 25 degrees below zerc,
the lowest drop for over 30 years. Notwith-
standing this, some 500 peach trees were in
bloom last week in the orchard of Ralph 8.
Eaton. So much for the proper selection
of varieties and situation for planting out;
of 1,100 peach trees, there was. scarcely one
injured by the winter killing of the wood or
frait buds. In the same orchard were 700
of the Japan plums, Burbank and Abundance,
in the fullest bloom, a large number of apricot
and about 1,000 cherry trees.

A Wonderful Reseue.

Jacob A. Riis, author of ** How the Other
Half Lives,” writes of ** Heroes Who Fight
Fire” in The Century. The article is one of
the series ** Heroes of Peace.” Mr. Riis tells
the following story of a heroic rescue at Ho-
tel Royal fire in New York some years ago.

Sergeant Vaughan went up on the roof.
The smoke was so dense there that he could
see little, but through it he heard a cry for
help and made out the shape of & man stand-
ing upon a window sill in the fifth story
overlooking the courtyard of the hotel. The
yard was between them. Bidding his men
follow—they were five all told—he ran down
and around in the next street to the roof of
the house that formed an angle with the ho-
tel wing. There stood the man below him
only & jump which no mortal might take and
live. His face awd hands were black with
smoke. Vaughan looking, down thought
him a negro. He was perfectly calm.

It is no use,” he said, glanciag up.
“Don’t try. You can’t do it.”

The sergeant looked wistfully about him.
Not a stick or a piece of rope was in sight.

The four sat on the sergeant’s legs as he
swurg free down to the waist, so he was al
most able to reach the man on the window,
with outstretched hands.

“Now, Jump—quick !” he commanded,
and the man jumped. He caught him by
both wrists as directed, and the sergeant got
a grip on the collar of his coat.

¢ Hoist !” he shouted to the four on the
roof, and they tugged with their might.
The sergeant’s body did not move. Bend
ing over till the back creaked, it hung over
the edge, a weight of 203 pounds suspended
from and holding it down. The cold sweat
started upon his men's foreheads as they
tried and tried again, without gaining
an inch. Blood dripped from Sergeant
Vaughan’s nostrils and ears. Sixty feet
below was the window, behind which
he saw the back draft coming, gathering
headway with lurid, swirling smoke. Now
it burst through, hurning the hair and coats
of the two. For an instant he thought all
hope was gone. -

But like a flash it came back to him. To
relieve the terrible dead weight that wrench-
ed and tore at his muscles he was swinging
the man to and fro like a pendulum, head
touching head. He could swing him up!
A smothered shout warned his men. They
crept nearer the edge without letting go
their grip on him and watched withegtaring
eyes the human pendulum swing wider and
wider, farther and farther, until now, with
a mighty effort, it swung within their reach.
They caught the skirt of the coat, held on,
pulled in, and in a moment lified him over
the edge.

They lay upon the roof all six breathless,
sightless, their faces turned to the winter
sky. The tumult of the street came up as a
faint echo. The spray of a score of engines
pumping below fell upon them, froze and
covered them withice. Thesergeant wasthe
first to recover. He carried down the man
he had saved and saw him sent off to the
hospital. Then first he noticed he wasnota
negro. The smut had rubbed off his face.
Monday had dawned befere he came to, days
passed before he knew his rescuer. Sergeant
Vaughan was laid up himself then. He had
returned to his work and finished it, but
what he had gone through was to much for
human strength. It was spring before he
returned to his quarters, to find himself pro-
moted, petted and made much of.

Simple Tests for Water.

Now that sammer has arrived, when peo-
ple will be visiting the country, camping out,
etc., and when it will be necessary for them
to pass upon the potability of new supples
of water, a few trustworthy tests for this
purpose, culled from the Massachusetls
Medical Journal, are timely, especially as
they are not based on chemicel analysie.

First boil and fill a bottle made of colored
glass ‘'with the water and look through at
some dark object. The water shouid then
appear perfectly colorless and free from sus-
pended matter; a muddy or turbid appear-
ance indicates the presence of soluble organic
matter or of solable matter in suspension.

If this test is passed successfally empty out
some of the water, leaviog the bottle about
half-full;cork up andlet itstand forafew hours
ina warm place. Shake up the water,remove
the cork and critically smell the air contain
ed in the bottle. If it has any smell, and
especially if the odor is in the least repulsive,
the water should be rejected for domestic
use, The advantage of heating the water is
that it sometimes develops an odor that
would nog otherwise bz perceptible.

Pure water should be tssteless and re-
main so afcer being warmed. It shounld al-
80 be odorless. i

A very praetical test for séewage contami-
nation or the presence of putrescible organic
s follows. A clean pint bottle is
filled three-fourths full of the watervto be
tested, and in the water is dissolved a tea-
spoonful of the purest sugar—loaf or gran-
ulated sugar will answer. The bottleisthen
corked and kept in a warm place for two
days. If after frcm 24 to 48 hours the wat-

His Last Cigar.

HOW A CLERGYMAN WAS CURED OF THE
TASTE FOR TOBACCO.

An English clergyman, who was a hard
smoker, was cured of the taste for tobacco
by a sudden twinge of i

He was sitting one day in his library with
an expensive cigar in his mouth when the
name of one of his oldest friends was an-
nounced. The visitor, when greeting had
been ‘warmly exchanged, confessed that he
had come upon & begging errand.

A story of pathetic distress was told, and
an urgent appeal was made for immediate
relief. The clergyman was a warm hearted,
generous man, and his hand was plunged at
once into his pocket, but he found only a few
shillings there. He then fumbled in his desk
for his oheckbook, remarking to his friend
that it was a very sad and urgent case and
that he would do what he could, but when
he looked at his bank balance his face changed
color. The account was nearly overdrawn
already.

“] am very sorry,” he said. *‘I can only
give you & beggarly sum. I did not know
how poor I was.”

The check which he drew was only a fifth
of the amount which was needed. He made
many apologies for giving the visitor so little
money when his heart was deeply touched,
and he longed to do more.

When his friend had gone, he relighted his
cigar, but it seemed to have a bitter taste,
and he took out afresh one. Beforestriking
a match he jotted down on paper the price
of the cigar, and the number which he usually
smoked a day. He found that tobacco was
costing him 5 shillings a day and over £90 &
year, or about §450 in American money. The
amonnt which he had given to his old friend
in dire distress represented the cost of 20
days’ smoking.

The clergyman was an impulsive man.
Instead of lighting his fresh cigar of the
choicest brand he threw it into the fire on
his hearth. He was so deeply impressed
with the thought that a little self denial on
his part would have enabled him to help an
old friend in great need that he resolved
sternly never to smoke again. - Being a man
of strong will, he was as good as his word.

This good mun’s tobacco bill was a heavier
one than is ordinarily paid. But many a
smoker would be curprised if he were to
count the cost of his own self indulgence in
tobacco.

A recent investigation has shown that thé
students of a military academy in England
expend enough money on cigarettes to pro-
vide for the education of 40 young men too
poor to have the same advantages. The ef-
fects of tobacco on health may be disputed,
but no smoker can deny that smoking is a
wastefal habit, and that there would be large
compensationa for self denial.— Youth’s Com-

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Insects in Medicine.

Nowadays, the use of insects in medicine
is a comparative rarity. It was not so in
che time of the ancients; they were great on
insects. Of course cantharadies and cochineal
are still with us; but little beside. Our fore-
fathers found a use for all kinds of insects,
even bed bugs. Seven bed bugs taken at the
outset of a fever, had the reputation of doing
away with the fever. Nowadays, we are so
over-nice that we would rather have fever,
and rather have it bad, too; and yet, who
knows, but that the bed bug may be a good,
sound, all round family medicine, that that
may be its real sphere of usefulness; we can’t
think of any other. Ab, when one reflects
upon the lost arts of the ancients and the

_pithy, practical joys of the good old days, it

makes a man yearn. Some fellows, of course,
yearn more than others, but they were real
good times when the doctor gave you extract
of toads for cold in the head, and snake’s
milk with scorpion tongues and donkey’s
hoofs for a slight wheezing in the chest.
They were times when a doctor had some
scope and men built up constitutions which,
heaven knows, could stand anything. Now-
adays a doctor is cramped end crippled in
his flighte of imagination as to the treatment
of patients. He can’t go and boil a dog in
two pints of cats’ blood, and administer it to
his patient as a sleeping draught. Noj; that
fastidious patient must have a tabloid; a
gilded pill; a beautifully gelatined capsule.
This is the age of ultra refinement. Brim-
stone and treacle is in banishment; epsom
salts are in hiding; black draughts sneak
sulkily into obscurity, and castor oil shrinks
with guilty complacency out of sight. We
are not what we were—and a good job, too.

—There are, no doubt, many of our read-
ers who remember the disturbed commercial
condition of 1861. At that time it was
those who minded their own business and
went to work ploughing and seeding all the
land they could possibly work, both on this
side of the line and on the other, who made
money, and lots of it—for during the civil
war farmers of this country made more
money than in any similar period of time
since. Our advice, therefore, just now
would be for every farmer to work his farm
this year as it has never been worked be-
fore. Do mot let a foot of ground lie idle,
and upon all that is caltivated strive to
raise, by thorough manuring, tillage and
care, more per acre this year than the farm
has ever produced before. If ever there
was a spring which has opened with a
favorable agricultural outlook, it is this
one of 1898. Now, more than for many
years, there is a good prospect that it will
pay to hire more belp; but, above all, it
will pay to make the land more productive
--in fact, as productive as possible. This,
of course, pays at all times. It is always
better and more profitable to farm 80 acres
than 100 for an equal yield. Let every
farmer in the province do his level best to
excel all his previous effgrte in good, careful
and productive agricultural operations. He
may look forward with certainty to prices
next fall ruling better -than they did last
fall, which would be quite a sufficient in-
ducement to goad him on to every effort.—
Summerside Farmer.

Soaking Small Seeds.

Prof. Waugh, of Vermont, has been ex-
perimenting with soaking small seeds in a
solution of pepsin or diastase to increase
their germinating or feeding power. Prof.
Waugh writes to Rural New Yorker that
diastase has proved much better than
pepein for this purpose. He says: * We
dissolve one part of powdered malt in
in ten parts of water, strain it and put the
seeds in soak for 2¢ hours. A quart of malt,
worth 5 cents or less, would thus make ten
quarts of liquid, or enough to treat ten
popnds of tomato or radish seeds or peas.”

As explaived in the journal mentioned,
*‘this idea embodies much the same prin-
ciple as that made use of by humans who
chew pepsin gum or other substances to pro-
mote digestion. The soaking of the sced
makes the starchy matter more available as
food for the little germ and thus starts an
earlier and more vigorous growth. This
plan may not be entirely practicable yet,
but there is something in it, and an investi-
gating farmer may well try it in a small
way.”

Manure For Strawberries.

The strawberry plantation requires very
beavy manuring to produce the best results.
Every year on most plants there ie a suc-
cession of berries, the first and second pick-
ings being almost always larger and  finer
than those which ripen later. But if the
later season is very wet, as it sometimes is,
we have known the latter crop to ripen up
and be very near as good as the first. This
suggests that in addition to the top dressing
applied in winter there ought to be an addi-
tional fertilization while the crop is forming,
and this last should be dissolved in water, s0
as to be readily available. Nitrate of pot-
ash is the best manure to be thus applied.
This is saltpetre, and costs from 5 to 6 cents
per pound. But a very small lump die-
solved in warm water and applied freely
will keep the vines fresh and vigorous to the
last, and will make a great increase in the
siza of the fruit. The labor of applying
liquid manure is more than its cost, and is
greater than can be generally afforded for
any other crop than the strawberry.

-

Utilized Orchards.

The orchard is never injured by fowls;
but, on the contrary, excellent work is done
by poultry in destroying insects. Every one
who has an orchard and doesnot keep a flock
ia losing profit that is more easily gained with
poultry than in any other manner, as there
is no additional interest on land to add to
the cost. The free range of the orchard,
with the trees for shade, will assist in greater
egg production ; and when the hens have
broods of chicks there is no better location
than to make each hen comfortable ina little
run under a trec, where the chicks can be
permitted to have their freedom. It is not
well to have the grass too high in an orch-
ard, if fowls are to use the ground. A well
kept orchard is the one to use, and a com-
bination of poultry and f{ruit gives the
farmer a profit from he fowls while waiting

or his young trees to - ome into bearing.
-~

Fruit Prospects.

Thae appeatance of the bloom on both the
large and small fruit trees is all that could
be desired, and the air near orchards is per-
fumed by it. If the fruit forms without be-
ing damaged by frost, large crops may be
expected. The heavy covering of enow dur-
ing the past winter has generally been Lene-
ficial, not only to fruit trees, but to grass
lands.
that although the heavy snow has d ne good
service in some districts, it has damaged the
branches of apple and other trees of two or
three years’ growth so much that they had
to be cut off altogether in many places.

What is True Economy ?

Speaking of economy is like throwing &
pebble into a pond; the circles widen and
widen till they embrace the whole circum-
ference of life. As defined hy Webster, the
subject seems so small that a moment’s
thought might compose it, yet when we
look at it in its broader bearings there is
nothing connected with our lives that does
not touch on it. :

When economy is mentioned money mat-
ters come to mind as though that was the
only field where this oldfashioned virtue
could be practiced. Each must decide for
himself what is and what is not economy in
this line, for no general rule can be given.
Oae who spends $4 per week may be more
extravagant than another who spends forty,
for this question of expense is not to be de-
cided by comparison with our neighbors, but
by a careful estimate of our own needs,
ability, and & true conception of what
economy really is.

Some define economy as deoing without
everything possible. This is both right and
wrong. There are times when it is more
economical to spend than to save,

I often think that elimination is the key-
note of true economy. To so narrow our
desires and our needs, for these latier exist
largely in the mind, as to comform to our
capabilities for fulfilment, so making the best
of what lies in grasp, and not wearing out
mind and body in anxious search for nones-
sentials, or that with which we shall be
neither happier nor better.

Time seems to be the thing of which wo-
man has the least and needs the most, and
and here the elimination will be of inestim-
able value. Still, there are certain things
which must be'done, certain routines which
must be followed, and it certainly is not
economy to rush breathlessly from one thing
to anotlier, leaving everything in an un-
finished condition. Time, temper and sub-
stance are wasted in this way. Strength is,
perhaps, oftenest tquandered, yet all, es-

reserve supply ‘is not inexhaustible and is
liable at any time to ba overdrawn, and that
there is a time when drafts will not be honor-
ed ; that the time will come when you can
only command what you have deposited dur-
ing the elambers of the night. No woman
is economical who each day works to the
limit of her endurance.

The idea that economy is saving of money,
or the things which cost money, has become
50 ingrained in many people that they stint
themselves and the children in clothing, food,
and education to accomplish this end, losing
sight of the fact that a wise spending is
economy, while a niggard savivg is waste-
fulness. Itis not economy to save money at
expense of health and strength, nor is it
economy to eat unsuitable food, which may
be on hand, to save buying, to the certain
loss of vitality.

Suitable clothing may be quite as economi-
cal as unsuitable. Ouoe thiog too often lost
sight of in the household economy is the el-
imination of uneccessary work and the pur-
chasing of necessary helps to render the work
as easy as possible. Mind, I say necessary
helps, for there are many new fangled so-
called labor-zaving articles in the market
which simply cumber the house and give the
housekeeper extra care.

The generation of to day are far ahead of
their fathers, yet they have much to learn,
and the farmer's wives are still the synonym
of monotonous, continucus labor, a larger
proportion of women from their ranks filling
graveyards and lunatic asylums thanisehown
by any other businese.

Economy of labor is to be ccnsidered i

7 as well a8 in all other work.
those cocks who bake bread before it isfully
risen, to save time, are saviogat the epitand
wasting at the spiggot. Nevither can those be
said to be economical who serve illy cooked,
innutritious food, because in haste to get at
some other work.

Time is frcquently wasted in preparing
several ccurses where two would be ample.
And while we would not favor going back to
the era when a common pan cf mush and
milk formed the entire dinner into which
each member of the family dipped a spoon,
we would recommend cockirg the extras
that require much time in their preperation
80 seldom that they will be fally appreciated,
and the appetite remain uncloyed.

The cooking should be bat a small part of
the household routine instead of the burden
it now is, and we should bring up the chil-
dren to simple, natural habits of eating
rather than pamper them with unwholesome
compounds.

This touches directly upon the subject in
hand and brings us to the most important
point of household economy, the saving of
the health and strength of the mothers.

When one of the greatest men was asked
what the country most needed, he answered
¢ Good mothers.” With gocd mothers you
have healthy, happy, well-disposed childrer,
who will grow up into noble, helpful men
and women.

What is a good mother? In order to be
a good mother, in so far as she is capable, a
woman must not be overworked, overtired
por overfull of care. She must be so situated
that she can economically dispose of her time
and strength to the best advantage of those
dependent upon her and not be obliged to
devote all her time and energies to the not-
to-be-evaded physical needs.

Strong, healthy men and women are what
the nation calls for, and these you cannot
have without economy towards the mothers.
To save, to save is the constant cry of the
farmer, and one that is continually dinned in
the ears of the farmers’ wives till they would
as soon break all the commandments at once
as spend for themselves oue cent they can
possibly do without. Ihave noticed that a
man always expects his wife to be consider-
ably more . economical than he is himself.
However much he may practice this virtue
he gives the screw an extra turn on her, and
while he !

Cheese for Home Use.

It is surprising the farmers do not use
more cheese. It is a healthy and nutritious
article of food, ¥nd can be made far more
cheaply than nitrogenous nutrition can be
supplied in any other form. Another reason
why farmers should use more cheese is that
it will prevent the glat in prices of milk
which every year causes so many farmers to
sell milk at a loss. Suoch farmers do, we
think, get in the habit of making more or
less cheese, and their tables are well supplied.
It is the farmer with only one or two cows
who uses least cheese. We used to make
cheese on a farm when we had only two cows,
putting night and morning’s milk together in
a single cheese.
