We find the first numes in, the
Colony amongst thage, who . made use of the little infinence they
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had left to induce their old tenants to arm themselves in defénce
of their new govéinment, and then led them not ouly aganst the
.tebels but even aganst their own old Cquutrymen whe supporte
ed them., Fergetful of former ties, rega&dlvas of bleod, connec-
tious, of oriBin, even of old friendship, they followed the binners
of their new masters and many bled in their defence. There is
eveu no doubt that it was that remnant of influence which render-
ed abortive the many attempts to corrupt the fidelity of the Cana-
drans and make theud swerve from their new allegianre.
" But 30 soon as peuce was made, and the independence of the
revolted Colonies was acknowledged, the Cavadian free corps
were iminediately  disbanded, and their leaders left to return to
their obscurity and nullity,  Nothing, however, could extinguish-
that warlike spint that had been transmitted to them from gene-
yration to generation, The French revolutien carmed the torch of
the wur into the four quarters of the Globe, and it was necessary
to provide for the secarity of this Colony. On u sudden a military
corps was raised by, and at the expense of the very same families
so long neglected, At the head of this corps, profid of the name
of Loyal Cuanadian Volunteers, which they had adopted, and
which they were well determined to deserve and to support, we
—adLongueil Rouville, Salaberrs, and ‘amongst the officers,
the most respectable wames in the cou ontry, suchas the Duchesnays,
the Rouwiiles, Mtertel Sulaberrys, d’Estamanvilles, Lanaudieres,
Bleury Dupres, Bouchers and others, Unluckily that corps had
uo opportunity of seuling with hlood their unshakeable layalty.

We wish that we could remain silent on the fate of that corps,
for the rising of which many had sacrificed the little they were
possessed of. But it is too well known that the news bad no
svouner renched.this country, that pence had been concluded be-
twecn England and the then French governmeut, in the Legin-
niug of this century, than the Loyal Canadian Volunteers were
ordered to lay down their arms, and their officers were dismissed
without any indemnity whatever, Had this reductiowntaken place
from a principle of economy, nothing would have been thought
of 11; but there is but 100 niuch reason to syppose that economy
wus not the motive of so sudglen a reduction, particularly when
we consider, that soldiers of the dishunded corps, were immediate-
ly incorporated iuto a new one, amongst whose officere, no
Cunadian names appeared,” -

One would have sppposed, that after such mishaps, the military
order of the Canadid gentry, would have heen quite damped, but
no. 'Fed oreleven vears after, our kiird and thodest néighbouss,
thinking that the wpportunity of wresting this Country froth
Eugland was favorable, declared war and attempted to take the
Cattudas, 'by a Coup de main. Here aguin’ we see the sahienames
sud & gréat pumber more eagetty ehlisting "ander the Btk bari-
ners, and gorps were again raised, to meet the threatening foe ;
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young and old, rich and poor, eagerly came forward to defend
thieir King and Country, and by their example and «fluence, they
afforded to the unprepared Government, the means of resisting
the invusion of the eremy, until the arrival of the necessury assise
tunce from the mother Country. L

The Canadians have in this manner, repeated the most unques-
tionable proofs of their joyalty, of thewr attuchment to the Counsti.
tution of the Empire, and of their devoteduess to thar King,
These feeliugs are part of their very essence, and transmitted to
them from generation to geuneration, and one muy boldly assert,
that they will pass as heirlooms to their posternity. Here, howe
ever, a (question arises, namely ; how is it then that in spite of
such loyal feelings, Government so often meets with resistance
und opposition >  The solution of this apparent contradiction, 1e
ruther of a delicate nature, Let us try, however, ‘to enter upon
it; it may lead to the means of removiug the cause of that resis-

_tance'and opposition, and of restoring that harmony, from which
alone the prospenty of this Colony ean pieceed.

We have heard repeatedly, and especially during the American
revolutionary, war, heavy complaints of a real or supposed influ-
ence, svhich ruled behind the curtain his Blajesty’s Councils. The
British Constitution has very wisely set a barrier against the abuse
of the immense power necessarily vested in a singleindividual
screened agninst any responsibility, by inviolubility, and by his
being declared incapuble of doing wrong. The whole of that re-
spousibility rests on the ostensible and well known advisers of the
Crown, unmely on the ministers. - So much the worse tor thew f
they suffer their master or themselves to bhe led mto improper
measures by advisers neither known or acknowledged as such,
Here therefore, the dunger of inviolabilityicannot be very great, but
suppose now that there be no real advisers: either knowa or ae-
kuowledged as such, on whom shall fall the public vengeance i
case of palpable transgressions, certaiuly not on that Chief My.
gistrate whom you have pronounced inviolable. In that casenn-
fluence is dangerous, and the least evil that it can produce, must
be a kind of uneasy sensation in the nund of those who sufler
from it. There follows of ceurse, a certain distrust, which makes
the governed watch with a jealous eye, all the measgres of Gov-
ernment, and leads to resistdnce and opposition,

Bat, will it be asked; what is the ground of syspicion that
such an influence existsn this Country ?  If that which has been
said before be not asufficieat answer to the question, we shall be
ready at apy time and when required, to state more particularly
those gronnds. Our intention does not go farther for the present,
than to account for that want of harmony between the seyeral
branches of the Legislature, and fer thet kind of resistanre and
opposition which government too often meetson the part of the
popular branch., . C. D. Lk

To this chief cause of the exhausted state’of the lands, may we
uot udd, that, dunag the above period, a yreat proportion of the
argil, aceous or clayey parts, of the soil, has been washed off by
the rans 2 A certmin proportion of clay 1s also absolutely requi-
site, to form sotls of tne first quality ; but clay 1s held 1 partial
solution by water, whilst sand, the other constituent of the soils,
1s not, and, 1 the long course of two hundred years, a great pro-
portion of the clays ot the cultivated uplands, must have been ta.
ken up, and carnied off by the rains; and this 1s a second €ause of
their gradual deternoranon,

In the lower parts of the Parish of St. Foy’s wheat 15, (in some
Seusons,) produced in three to four tines more quantity than on
the lands ubove, 1n thit Parsh, tho' both should be equally well
aanured.  The lands sboye bearing s greater propartion of sand,
the raius aﬂ: not well retained by themw, but pass thio',  Itis uot
so with well clayed landls : clay 18 known to retain mowsture, and
to absorb it from the stmosphere, 1n migh double the proportion
that sund does, ns has been proved by the very accurate, and fine
experfment of Professor Leshe.  Aud it1s confirmed by the supe-
rior yvield of all lands, baving a sufficient proportion of clay in
their composition, and it hus been proved, according to an expes
nienced French Chemst, that the best proportions of a fertile earthy
for corn, are three eights of clay, two eizhts of sund, aud three
cights of the fragments ot hard stone,

I'hese, then, appear to be the leading causes of the lands of he
Provinee haviny fullen off so greatly from their ongival powers of
production, and became defective of those they might be made to
attain,

Farst, the wearing them out by continual corn crops without be-
ing sufficiently manared by the past and present practice of leavw
ing them en friche,

Secondly, by a deficieney in extirpating the weeds from the
lunds, und, 1 not sowing that quanuty of seed winch, were they
properly nourished these lands would bring to maturity.

Tinedly, either an original defect exists in regprd to the due
proportion of clay 1 the lands below Quebec, and ubout twenty
Teazues above it.  This deficiency has grown, by the best of the
sml being washed uway by the rains, at least off’ the highest lapds,
1t 1s of no consequence, which of lhese causes occasiony this defi-
ciency ; itis clear thatit exists, and uny mode that could le de~
vised for vestoriny this important ingredient of the best souls, would
render a very important service to most of this Province,

.
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Respecting the first cause; it seems surprising that altho' the
marhets of the Provinee, must have for some years past afforded
a acmaad  for no.e cattle, that the most abundant wme-
tholl of pro€ucing food for them, by taking crops of nutnitious
roots fiom the lands, instgad of laying them en friche, have not
been long generally practised.  Whether, 1o order to bring agrie
cuiture to this desirable state, it wilt be adviseablen this Proviuce,
for 1ts Legislature to favour 1t, by imposing a hight duty on fo.
revza cattle, as s now done 1n a «ister Province, it is for the wise
dom of this Legistature to determime,  Certain_nhawever, I believe
it to be, that weretone eighith of the lands now en friche, to be
«wwn with potatoe crops, clover or turmips, they would produce
double or treble sufficient cattle to supply the town markets, and
give therchy a great overplus for exportation,  And that the ensu-
1y coru crops, on those lands, would be nigh doubled, we have, 1
tiust as good rémson to believe, would ensue in this Pro-
viuce, as 1t 18 stated above to have done since the practice of no
dern ugriculture has' been 1ntroduced nto Scotland. It way ine
deed be (1n ¢. 82 of a general introduction of root and green <rops
by rotation,) thata difficulty would at tirst anse, in getting suffie
cient manure;  but, ths dificulty, would be dimiishing-every
season, and thd, mereusing number of fat castle, and the vast addi-
tional yield of vich manures, the natural effects of this mode of
agriculture would probably remove it in a few seasous. Ity also
to be observed, that the present modes of preparing compost heaps,
by cobverting inert vegetable substances, into good munureyshas,
it 1s suid, enabled the wnodern farmer to multiplypadis manare four
or five fold, . ..
