We trust
we have many of the sons of Issachar in all
our congragations who will shew their na-
derstanding of the tirues, and of the respon-
sibilities of our position, as intrusted with
means, which, if rightly used, will tell long
and powerfully and most beneficially on the

futare of these lands. What is zealously
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and well done now for Home Missions, will,
with God’s blessing, be a theme of joy and
thanksgiviug to our children and our chil-
dren’s children. Let us rot cease to pray
and Iabour and give, for the evangelization

Here are fiftcen missionaries. Some of
those are employed in supplying congrega-
tions able and willing to remuncrate them
for their services ; but they are all employed
during a good proportion of their time in
mission stations, where it is not expected
that their labours can mcet with any ade-
quate peeuniary returs, The demand on
the funds is therefore continuous, and when
our young men are traly doing the work of
evangelists, they should sarely be provided
with ¢ food and raiment,” and furnished
with the means of travel to their destina-
tions. If theox was not to be muzzled
while treading out the corn, no reasonable
fanlt can be found with the extent of the
payments made to our missionaries. Men
of not half the education ere receiving more,
in nearly all mechanical emyloyments, with
o travelling expenses to defray. The re-
ceipts of many skilled ‘mechenics is equal

to those of two or threc missionaries.

One-half of the income of the Hume Mis-
sion Board is now cxpended in aiding the
weaker and more newly formed congrega-
tions of the body. This appropriation is
probably in all respects judicious and right.
In every christian church the principle of
the strong aiding the weak should have its
appropriate expression, and in the church
of the Lower Provinces it is capable of
more extensive application.

If both departments of the work are to

‘go on cnergetically, a sum of hetween 2,500

or 3600 dollars must be forthcoming annu-
ally. While asking those whom the Lord
has blessed to keep these facts before their
minds, it must be confessed that the want
of menis Ly far the greatest difiiculty in
our way. We havea list of some 10 sta-
tions in New Brunswick, some of them
capable, under zealous workmen, of being
speedily turned into congregations, but we
are only able to send thither four labourers.

If the Foreign Mission Board is calling
the church to prayer the Homo Mlission
Board may well join in tho cry, and pray
that God may send forth more labourers
into the harvest, provide the means of sup-
port, and incline his people to offer it will-
ingly. We trust that such of our young
men a3 are absent in Canada, the United
States and Scotland, may be touched by a
conviction of the urgent need of their own
native soil, and return to us in the fulaess
of the Gospel, to speud and be spent for
Christ in the wide and destitute field of the
Lower Provinces. :

Our operstions are now conducted ‘in
part by the aid of means furnished by wor-
thy persons who have passed away from the
church militant. Ordinary contribations
should meet ordinary outlay, and such be-
nefactions as those referred to, should be
used to mect emergexfcics or to undertake
special operations, which otherwise would
be beyond our reach. To wuso them for
ordinary revenue, defeats, to some extent,
the design of the donors, which is evidently
to stimulute and extend our Home Mission
work, so that the gospel may be carricd
farther, may reach a greater number of
souls, and thus tho greatest revenue of praise
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and glory be brought to the Redeemer from
sinners called by the gospel of Ilis grace,
and by the blessing of the spirit prepared
for the purity and glory of the divine
presence,

The Board of Foreign Missions
Met at New Glasgow on the i3th ult,—
Rev. Mr. Stewart, Chairman ; Rev. Dr.,
Bayne, Rev. Messrs. Roy, Walker, and
Patterson, and Mr. Roderick MeGregor,
being present.

Rev. Mr. Patterson was appointed Sec’y
prolem. Letters were read from Rev. Drs.
Steel and Geddie, from Rev. Mr. McNair,
and Captain Fraser of the Dayspring.

A letter from Rev. Dr. Geddie, dated
August 16th, was ordered to be published,
and appears in the present number of the
Record. The other letters were chiefly on
matters of buziness. The Rev. Mr. McNair
has sailed by ihe Dayspring, for the New
Hebrides, as cue of the missionaries of the
Presbyterian Church of the L. Provinces,

The time of the Board was chiefly occu.
pied in managing matters of business.

The Secretary was direeted to give notice
in the December number of the Record, that
it is exceedingly desirable that as many
Congregations and Sabbath Schools as pos-
sible, should bring their collections for the
Dayspring together by the end of December,
and remit the amount without delay, as a
remittance of $1000, being the amount of
our annual liability, is already due.

The Chairmar submitted the draf: of an
appeal for united prayer on behalf of Fo-
reign Missions. He was requested to reviso
and publish it in the Record for December,
and the Secretary dirceted to forward copies
to the Sccretaries of the Mission Boards of
the United Presbyterian, Free, and Reform-
ed Presbyterian Churches of Scotland,—
the potice to include the English and Ir-
ish P. Churches, the London Missionary
Society, the Church Missionary Society,
tho American Board of Commissioners for
Foreign Missions, and the Presbyterian

Churches of the United States and Canads,
and solicit their co-operation in the object.

Op motion, the following resolution was
agreed to 1—

“ Considering the whole state of our Mission,
and especially the want of Missionaries, the
Board carnestly invite the Chureh to join in
united prayer to the Great Head of the Chureh,
that he would revive the work of former days;
and to secure simultaneous ctfort, recommend
that, on the first Sabbath of Janua v, 1867,
all the ministers of the church bring 310 mat-
ter before their people, in their public minis-
trations, in the manner they may consider
best fittted for securing the end in view: and
also that they be requested to hold meetings
for special prayer on Wednesday 9th of Jan'y
on behalf of these objects.”

Ordered that a copy of this minute be
printed as a Circular and scui to cach mi-
nister of the Church. .

INVITATION TO SPEGIAL UMITED PRAYER
FOR FOREIGH MISSIoNS.

Issued by the Board of Foreign Missions of
the Presbyterian Churck of these Provinces.
It is apparent from the manner in which

the Lord Jesus Christ sent forth his disciples

to propagats his religion, that he intended
the Churchto be the instrumentality em-
ployed by him for the regencration of the
inhabitants of our world. From the view
he tcok of theinhabitants of the earth, when
labouring for their regeneration, his sympa-
thies were awakened in view of the vast
harvest of souls that required to ba gathered
unto him in order to be saved. In looking
at the field, and the agents then before him,
he expressed himself in the following terms

* The harvest truly is plenteous, bat the

labourers are few. Pray ye, therefore, the

Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth

labourers into his harvest.”

Among the various instructions which he
afforded them in regard to their great work,
and the special means they wero to employ
for its accomplishment, are in the above
words: “ Pray ye tlgrefore the Tord of the
harvest that he will send forth labourers
into his barvest.” The Church, then,
that is the community of true believers
throughous the world, are the agency he
designed to be engaged in the work ; and
the special means to be employed by them
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are clearly pointed out in order that the
vast field strotched out before his eyes should
be supplied with labourers. Tt is not denied
that the church has been praying for the
designed purpose of Christ, though it is
apparent from her history in the world that
she “slept an ill.omened sleep.” Tt is only
within the last 60 or 70 years, sincc aposto-
lic times, that any marked ecfforts were made
for gathering in the vast harvest of souls
throughout heathendom. More has been

accomplished during this brief period than .

has been done, or even attempted to be done
for 600 or 700 years before it.

The Church, however, has in a great
measure been depending on the omnipotence
of mouney for accomplishing the work of
conversion in heathen lands; and in her
various sections glorying in the sums of
money raised, and the number of agencies
she has put forth to the work, rather than
laboring in the omnipetence of prayer to
him who bas the hearts of all the agents
needed for the work in his hands; and has
promised that in answer to believing prayer
he will send them forth to his own work.
It is by prayer to the divine Head of the
Church that the desired agency is to be
called and sent torth ; and, uatil the church
is aroused to engaging in a special manner
in invoking him te call and thrust forth that
agency, the work of heathen conversion
will be but very partial. All the money in
christendom sent forth, with all the agencies
ancalled and unsent by him, will not con-
vert or save a single soul.

Though with adoring gratitnde we have
to acknowledge the partial awakening of
the church from the slumber of ages; and
the result of this awakening as shewn io
the diffusion of the Gospel in a small degree
to nearly every portion of the earth’s domi-
niens; still it is yet but the day of small
things, in comparison of what may be
expected, when special, earnest, perserver-
ing prayer, shall be made to Him through-
out christendom for the Holy Spirit to
convert, regenerate and save perishing souls.
He himself has assured us on infallible
testimony, that for this important work,
““ He will be enquired of by the house of
Jsrael to do it for them.”

Not many years ago, a call to prayer in
behalf of Foreign Missions went forth from
2 band of Missionaries in the East Indics,
which met with a response in many parts
of Europe and Amecrica; and the result
was an awakening in the Church from the
torpor into which she had sank. Mission-
aries were found in greater numbers to
devote themselves to the work of the Lord,
conversions in greater numbers were an-
nounced from the various agencies among
the heathen,—the souls of believers were
quickencd anew to engage with more heart
in this blessed work. It is to be observed
also, that in the different periods of revivals
in portions of the church, these periods
have been preceded by ecarnest, continuous
prayer for the work of God to be revived
in the languishing souls of his people.

What is now proposed from this jsolated
corner of the chureh, (in distress for labour-
ers like many ether seetions of the christian
vineyard) is to invite all the christian agen-
cies engaged in Foreign Missions to special
prayer, during a certain time and at a
certain period. For cvoking the spirit of
prayer from all Boards of Foreign Missions,
Committees or Associations engaged in
Foreign Mission work, it is proposed, that
tho FIRST MONDAY OF EVERY QUARTER
OF THE YEAR beginning with the first
Monday of Jannary in each year, shall
be the special time for thesc agencies
to meet together for special prayer in behalf
of Foreign Missions. And in order that
prayer may be continuous on those days,
when the locality on the earth in whictx each
agency is found shall come opposite the sun
in his meridian height, then, let thatagency
enquire in prayer to the Lord of the harvest,
that he will eall and send forth labourers
into his harvest.

Let prayer be thus made from the utmost
East, to the utmost point West, where
agencies exist, and out of the twenty-four
hours of the earth’s revolution on its axis,
it is probable that during sixteen hours of
these days the cry of souls distressed for the
condition of the benighted heathen, will be
found ascending to the throne of the Eternal
One,who has promised to his Son, * Thas
he will give the heathen for his inheritance,
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and the uttermost parts of the‘ earth for his
possession.”

Can it be doubted, that believing prayer
thus offered in continuous volume from cast
to west, from north to south on the earth’s
surfuce for the work for which the Redeem-
er now lives in heaven, will be heard '—
Can it le doubted that the members of
Christ’s mystical body, thus assailing his
car, which is ever open to hear, ahd appeal.
ing to his heart which is in harmony with
the heart of his church in regard to his re-
demptive work '—can it be doubted that
mighty results will be achieved, that a
glorious harvest of souls will bo gathered
into the eternal granary. Faith says, these
prayers will be heard and they will be answer-
ed. The spirit of grace will descend in rich
effusion on the hearts of those praying ; and
he who has a perfect control overthe hearts
of his creatures, will eall from their seats of
ease, worldly prosperity or gain, the Mat-
thews, and the Pauls, and the Johns, who
aro to be the heralds of the cross in every
clime under heaven.

Against this proposal the croakings of
unbelief will be heard, It will be muttered
from many a heart, if not expressed by
rany a mouth, that the proposal is extra.
vagant, chimerical, useless. To attempt to
arouse the church to employ so much time
in addition to what is already devoted to
missionary effort, would be to put a stop to
the operations of worldly traflic, and to the
gainsof the devotees of the world’s market-
ing during ¢these days and hours.

Our reply is, that so long as carthly pros-
perity and aggrandiscment are ckosen in
preference to the prosperity of the cause of
Christ, and the gaining of ruined souls
from the gripe of the great destroyer, to the
oaly Saviour of souls, the blessed periods
prophesied of, which are yet to visit the
carth will be indefinitely postponed, and the
regions of eternal darkness will be filled
with millions upon millions of the wretched
Cptives of the prince of darkness. The
field of heathenism will be 2 comparative
Waste for ages to come, and the charch will
be littie better than o caput mortuum in the
earth, appealing in utter helplessness for
agents to carry on the work of the}Lord in

The Home uny Foreign Becord,
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the earth, by advertisements in periodieals,
instead of making an urgent, carnest, and
importunate appeal unto Him, who wil
summoen the needed agonts from the marts
of business, tho halls of science, the schools
of theology, and from the inert and lethargic
mass of the professedly christian world,

It is the decided conviction of the Board
of Forcign Missions of the Presbyterian
Chureh of the Lower Provinces of British
North America, that unti] some extraordi-
nary means are resoited to beyond what at
present are in operation in the churches of
christendom, we shall be doomed to go
down to the grave with the deep sigh arising
from the beart, that the year of the redeem-
ed of the Lord has not dawned upon us.

Letter from Rev. Mr. Geddie.
Sydney, New South Wales,
August 16th, 1865,
Rev. and Dear Str,

I must write a few lines to you though I
have little of importanco to communicate.
We have spent some busy, and I trust, not
unprofitable weeks in Australia, Many
meetings have been held in Vietoria and
New South Wales, addressed by the various
Missionaries. These meetings will tend to
decpen and expand the interest already felt
in the missionary cause in thege colonies.
The churches of Australia aro likely to
become  eminently Missionary Churches,
Their nearness to the mission field, and the
fact that they are so often visited by mis.
sionaries will keep the subject of missiong
always before them, The people also have
generous hearts and mnch wealth, and arc
always ready to make a liberal response to
every good cause presented to them, We
are all much indebted to the king attention
of the friends of missions to us during ouy
sojourn here,

The “John Williams” reacheg Australig,
2 few weeks before us, and wo have met her
in Syduey. She is o besutiful specimen of
naval architecture, and one of the finest
ships that sail the seas. She brought out
five Missionaries, one of whom will remain
in Australia for a fow months, on account
of the illness of his wife. The others will
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proceed to various Islands of Eastern
Polynesia.

There were no less than eleven Mission. I
aries in Sydney for sume wecks, We all
spent a happy day lately at the residence of
J. Wright, Esq., Dromoyne Cottage, a few
milcs from Sy dney, on the Parametta River.
e went to the place in a steamer provided
furus. Our party consisted of the Rev, Mr.
Graham, Agent of the London Micsionary
Sodicty and the Rev. Dr. Steel, Agent of |
the New Hebriles Missionary Society, Cap-
tains Williams and Fraser, the Rev. Mesrss.
Sutherland, Chalmers, Darvis, Savile and
Watson of th:. London Missionary Society,
and the Rcv. Messrs. Paton, Cepeland, '
M. Nair, Cosh, Neilson and myself, and as
we are all married men the presence of our
wives just doubled our number  The day
was fine, and I belicve none of us will sonn
forget our pleasant mecting under the
Luspitable roof of the gentleman who invi-
ted us. ‘

The “Dayspring” has taken hor depar-
ture for the Islands. As she was rrowded
the Rev. Mr. Graham, Agent of the T.ondon
Missionary Socicty kindly offered Mr. Neil-
son and myself a passage in the ¢ John
Williams.” We expect so sail in a few
days, and Tlong to he on my way to the
Islands once more. 1 was delighted last
weck with the receipt of a package of letters
from the natives, who urge our speedy
return. It seems like going home to return
tu the Tslands once taore. Tam sure that
my native friends will not Te more glad to
sce me, than I shall to see them.

You will be glad to hear that the Gospel
of Mark in the lunguage of TFatc has been
printed in Sydoey.  This is the work of the
Rev. D. Mortisun who i> a laborious and
suceessful missionary. It must be encou-
raging to you to huow that your missionaries
have been privileged to reduce the languages
of Anciteum, Errvmanga and Fate to a
written furm, anil to present to the islanders
of the New Hebrides, the first portions of
the Word of God in their own language.
“The tidings which I have received from the
islands are favorable on the whole, except
the information about Tanna. The millen-
nium which was expected to follow the

warlike visiv of the “Curacon” to that
Island has yet to appear. An appeal to
physical force, is in my opinion, far more
likely to iritate than to soothe the passions
of savage men.

The “Dayspring,” has I think, tarnished
her farr name by piving thesanction of her
prescuce to the recent proceedings on Tanoa,
Lut in other respect she is a favourite vessel.
She appears to be well fitted for her work,
and the Missionaries are delighted with her.
May she long cuntinue to be & messcnger
of light and peace to the islands where the
people are still sitting in darkness and in
the region and shadow of death, A geveral
impression prevails in Nova Scotia and
elsewhere that her expeaditure is too great,
and I had some feching of this hind myself,
At the suggestion of Captain Fraser I have
made enquiries of men of business who are
competent to give an enlightened opinion
on the subject. The result of my enyuiry
is that her expenditure, as compared wijth
other vessels, is extremely moderate, She
cannot be kept fully equipped for her work
at less expense than is now bestowed on her,
The sum of £1200 stexling, her estimated
yearly expeaditure, doces not, in these gold
regions vepresent much more than balf that
amount in Nova Scotia. Itmust be pleas-
ing to the friends of the mission to know
that Capt. Fraser is a universal favourite in
the mission, and out of it. His position is
a difficult one, but he acts with digaity in
it, and seems to please all parties. The
missivnaries speak of him as the right man
in the right place.

We hope in a few days to bo on our way
to the islauds. LRunember us and the wurk
in which we are cngaged. We need your
sympathies, and your prayers, and I trust
that these will nvt be withheld from us.—
May God arvuse us all to more earuest,
more generous, and wore prayerful effurts
than we have ever yet made for the spread
of the gospel.

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Letter from Rev. W. McCullagh.

Axeiteus, NEw le-:umvns,}
August 27th, 1866,

Mr. Editor,—I embrace this opportunity
of writing a few lines by H.M.S. * Brisk,”
which will sail to-worrow for Auchland.

Daring the last two mouths this island
has been visited with an epidemic, which
has carried off atleast 200 of the population.
The symptoms in moust cases were those of
diphtheria fullowed by marsh fever. Many
of the otrungest and healthiest natives have

The two extremes of heat and cold this year
have scrivusly affected the Anciteumese.—
I am glad to say that this sorc epidemic has
nearly passed away.

At first we were startled by intellizence
of deaths occurrjug daily amungst thuse
who were the most useful and most unlikely
to be removed. But we felt that an over-
ruling providence was near, and in his own
time and way would check this sad afflic-
tion. We resorted to the mercy-scat, aud
that God who is the hearer and an.werer

been removed, while those more advanced of prayer heard us and granted our requcst.

Little has been
done during the prevalence of this discase

Such a scason furnished many topics for
exhortation and prayer, and we trust that

the sick. But in maoy cases all medicine
was powerless, and the patient sank sud-
denl, into a premature grave. As many
as thirty-two have died at Mr. Inglis’s sta.
tion in one week.

In every case almost at this station thuse
who have lived near the mission premises
and were promptly treated, recovered speed-
ily, whilst those living at a distance cither
died or had o relapse which terminated
fatally.

No doubt the intense heat of last summer
followed by very cold weather, must have
had an effect more or less severe. The
throat was firstattached,and then saffocation
ensued, or the body was prostrated,and from
want of proper nourishment the patient
died. The presence and shill of six or mure
physicians would have been in requisition
hourly here for two months. Indeed the
nuerous daily applications fur medicine,
prevented me from visiting wmany at a dis-
tance. My attention was required at this
station where several of my healthiest ser-
vants reside. Some of these were at the
point of death, and were saved asby a mir-
acle. The universe] practice on this island
is to bleed for any pain such as in the head,
arm, neck, or legs. Often an artery 1s se-
vered and difficulty is experienced in trying
to staunch the wound. We apphed the
most approved remedxcs both ntemally and
e\wrnally, aud, ‘when taken in time gener-,
ally the patient recovered. Bug many once.
useful men and women on Areiteum are
now no more. All human aid was vain.—

_ VISIT OF H.M.S. “ BRISK.”

On Wednesday the 15th inst.,« the Brisk
arrived here from Samoa. | After remainug
o few days to get asupply of water, vegeta-
bles, ete., she proceeds to Tanna, Erro-
manga, and Sandwich Islands. As captain
Hope had received instructions to visit
Tanna and Erromanga and report to the

Commodore, it was necessary to furnish,

him with an ioterpreter. Accordingly
Lathella went to speak in Tannese, and L
also went to supplement jn English and
Aneiteurnese, . From his, knowledge of
Tannese the chicf Lathella was able to con-
verse with chiefs at Tanna. From my
knowledge of Anciteumese I could converse
with Nowar, the christian chief, and of
course my, knowledge of the English lan-
gusge cnalled me to put questions to
Lathella from the captain, and answer the
captain in like manner.

Accordingly we left Anelteum on Mon-

day morning, the 20th’ mst., and reached

Tnana in the afternoon. We auchored at
Port Resolmxon, the scene of Mr. Paton’s

labours and trials, and where the Curacoa.

aiso anchored last year. . As soon asa boat
could be got ready, captain Hope, Lathella,
and I went ashore to ascertain the state of

matters, We learned that quxctncss pre-

vailed, and no danger was to bo appres

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hended. Captain Hope was desirous tosce
the voleano, but doubted the propricty of
venturing after tho procecdings of the Cura-
coa last year. All possible inquirics were
made, however, from the chiefs who were
friendly, as well as the two Aneitenmese
teachers now resident at Port Resolution,
Next morning, having satisfied Captain
Hope as to all particulars about the route,
the distance, the tribes, the chiefs, &e., &e.,
we formed & party of fourteen including six
officers from the Brisk, and accompanied
by the Captain’s favourite Newfoundland
dog ‘Princo.” Wo engaged the services of
a chief who has considerable influence in
the district near the voleano, and whom we
found a most intelligent and interesting
guide.

Having joined us with a party of his men
wo numbered about twenty-‘our in all and
agsayed the heights in the direction of the
voleano. To provide for accidents in the
ascent or descent, such as spraining, frac-
tures, wounds or faiciing fits, we had the
valuablo services of the Surgeon and Assis-
tant Surgeon. The former is an Ulster-man
like myself, and is esteemed for his skill in
the healing art. .The latter is from Edin-
burgh and is named Cruikshank. He is
the very essence of good-nature. 'Wé had
also the Chaplain the Rev. J. B. Smyth
brother of the Sargeon W', D. Smyth M.D.
and also two or three licutenants.

At first we did pot relish the steep ascent
and narrow paths, but we soon got more
freedom in the joints and case in our limbs
generally.  'We passed through dense bush
reminding Captain Hope of New Zealand
and a day in the woods there. He said it
was not uncommon to makea way for one-
self with an axe, so thick were the branches
and so demse the wood. Frequently a
stately tree would tempt him to pause and
admire, at other times he would single out
a fern and compare it with some he had
scen. Or he would refer to the Surgeons
who from thewn study of botany would assist
him to describe or classify. Meanwhile the
chief who lead the way would point out ob-
jeets of interest, and tell of parties who went
pigeon shooting with him. Thus we pro-
ceeded till we reached a village where we

paused to get a cocoa-nut with its refreshing
milk. Having aflayed our thirst, we con.
tinued our journcy till we approached the
smoking mountain. Iere a gentle shower
cooled our heated skin, and we set oft again
to reach the height of our ambition,

At length we found ourselves at the edge
of the crater. There had just been an
eruption and we saw stones hurled away
into the air & considerable height, and fol-
lowed by a dense clond of smoke and sul-
phur.  The noise of the eruption resembled
grape shot in the water, or ot unlike the
sound of a rocket as it shoots up towards
the sky. Several Tannese remained at'somo
distance from the edge of the crater, and
when an eruption occurred, and we started
back as if afraid of suffocation or getting a
shower of stones cbout our heads, they
laughegd loud and long at us and scemed to
enjoy it very much.

Having satisficd oursclves with the sight
of the black mounntain, we came down to
take alittle nourishment, and enjoyed a tew
biscuits very wuch. But we had not sat
very long till a heavy shower came on and
we we were forced to beat o hasty retreat.
Following our guide or guides (for we now
had several) wo returned to the village and
made some purchases of fowls, vegetables,
and yams, which were forthwith conveyed
to the boat. When we reached the boat
our clothes were drenched, and we used all
expedition in changing them. Thus ended
our expedition to the burning mountain on
Tanna.

Captain Hope had no hesitation in attri-
buting our safety to the result of the Cura-
coa’s proceedings last year. Instead of
molesting us, these Tannese were delighted
to see us. Had they meditated revenge
they could easily have overpowered us, but
not the slightest injury was offcred to any
one of our party.

As for Captain Hope, s more thorough
gentleman I have never had the pleasure of
knowing. He is a fine scholar, an ardent
lover of naturé, and a very successful diplo-
matist. Heis very considerate, and hasa
high sense of honour and the dignity of his
office. His men are Iike hinself very eff-
cient, and I venture to say that no ship in
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Her Majesty’s servico is better manned and
commanded than the ship Brisk. Captain
hope is a gentleman of great literary abili-
ty, and often contributes to Blackwood’s
Magazine. No doubt his papers on Samoa
will be most interesting.” Captain Hope
commanded the Flying Fish when the
Prince of Wales visited Nova Scotia. The
Flying Fisk lay some days at Pictou Har-
bour.

From Tanna we went to Erromanga and
brought Mr. Gordon along to Fil harbour,
where we found the Dayspring awaiting
Mr. Morrison to visit Havannah harbour
with the new brethren. The Dayspring
made the passage from Sydney to Anciteuin
in ten days. The John Williams with Mr.
Geddie and Mr. Neilson is daily expected.
Tho weather has been very cold and stormy
for the last week. The Brisk had a head
wind from Sandwich Island to Aneiteum.

Fraser, McNeill, Laird,
Ross, ¥rame, Falconer, J. D. Murray, Mac-
Dougall and D. W. Cameron, Ministers;
and Messrs Robertson, John Clark and W.
H. Hyde, Elders. The Rev. dlr. Roddick,
of West Iuver, Pictou, and Rev. Mr. Simp-
son of the Halifax Presbytery,being present,
were invited to seats as corresponding mem-
bers, After the reading and sustaimng of
the minutes of last sederunt, the Presbytery
proceeded to a consideration of the matter,
regarding which the Rev. Mr. Crawford and
| his sesston were cited to appear at this meet-

ing, when the Moderator being an interested
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party, vacated the chair, which was taken
by Mr. Campbell.  After protracted discus-
sion, and a full investigation of the whole
case, the following' finding was agreed to:
That the Presbytery, having heard Mr.
Crawford in reference to his connection with
the Souris Te> Party, arc pleased to learn
that he had no part in the arrangements
which led to proceedings deemed so objec-
tionable, and that he distinctly diszpproves
of all such proceedings; but regret that he
did not take suitable measures at once to
free himself from all public responsibility in
the promiscuous dancing complained of.—
Mr. Munro dissented from this decision as
not condemning the use of all such means
as tea partics for raising money for religious
purposes. Acttention having been called to
s commuication in the public press from A.
Leslie, Esq., in which he admits himself to
be 4 member of the Bay Fortune session,
containing sentiments and language incon-
sistent with his position in the Christian
Church, the Presbytery, after due delibera-
tion, agreed to direct the session to deal with
Mr. Leslie according to the rules of the
Charch, and that in the meantime he be
saspended, and is hereby saspended from
the membership of the church., Messrs 1.
Murray and A. Falconer were appointed
assessors with the Bay Fortune session in
this matter. )

Papers having been read from Tryon
secking for 2 modezation in a call to onc to
he their pastor, it was resolved from the in-
formal character of these papers to remit
them to the parties, with instructions that
they bring them up in & formal manner and
in conjunction with the Bonshaw section of
the congregation.

The Rev. Mr. Sntherland placed in the
bands of Presbytery the demission of his
congregation “with the view of devoting
himself to the work of an evangelist in the
Home, or the work of & missionery in the
Forcign, field.” After an. expression of
fricndly fecling, it was agreed that the, de-
mission in the meantime lic on the table,
and that the congregation be summoned to
agpenr for theirinterests at the next me. ting
of Presbytery.

Br. I. Murray read thexeport of the com-
mittes on ministerial support. The report
was received and adopted, and authorized
to be published in the' Record of the church,
and also in tho Patrior newspaper. On
motion it was resolved that Mn Mumrray
receive tho thavks of Presbytery for-his ser-
mon preached at the meeting of Presbytery
at Summerside, and that he be requested to
farnish 9 copy of it tp the Record fot publi-
cation. .

Mr. A.. Cameron was appointed to supply
Mr. Murray's polpit durjng his absence at
Bay Fortuue,

Mr. Fraser reported from the deputation
to visit Suminerside. The report was re-
ceived, and the diligence of the committee
approved.

The report of Mr. Bearisto of labours
within the Tryon, Bonshaw, and Murray
Harbour congregations was réad and receiv-
ed. The former congregation was urged to
use greater diligence to meet the payments
of Probationers labouring among them.

The Clerk wasinstructed to ask the Home
Mission Board for one Probationer to labor
within the bounds of the Presbytery for the
winter.

This Presuy tery met in the Free Chnreh,
Charlottetown, on the 21st inst. There
were present the Rev. Messrs. Patterson,
Moderator, pro tem., Allan, Sutherland,
McNeill, Ross, McLean, and Falconer,
ministers, and Mr. W, H. Ilyde, elder.

Mr. Sutherland reported that the duty in
respect to the widow’s fund, imposed on
him, had been attended to at West River,
with prospects of satisfactory results.

Mr. Ross asked for an assessor, to cnable
him to constitute his Session at Brookficld,
which, by the removal of one of his elders
from the boands of the congregation, was
left without asufficient number to constitute.
Mr. Sutherland was appcinted for that

purpose.

Commissioners appeared before Presby-
tery from the congregation of Tyron and
Bonshaw, requesting a moderation in a
call to one to be their pastor. After a fall
discussion as to the state of the congrege-
tion, it was agreed to grant their request,
and appoint Mr. Falconer to preach in the
church in Tryon, on the last Tuesday of
. December, and moderatein & call.

Mr, McNeill submitted an overtare, re-
questing the Presbytery to adopt it, and
transmit it to Synod,desiring the latter body
to take into consideration, the propriety of
establishing & mission among the Roman
Catholics of the Lower Provinces. On ac-
count of thesmall attendauce at Presbytery,
it was agroeed to postpone the discussion of
thig overtare till next meeting.

The Presbytery next procceded to the
consideration of Mr.Satherland’s demission.
Messrs Henderson and Walker appeared as
cqmmissioners on behalf of the interests of
the congregation. They expressed their
carnest desire that Mr. Sutherland might
continue among them, though not capable

of giving that amonat of support which thoy
| felt hé¢ ought to receive. After s full ex-
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ression of opinion on the part of the Pres-
Eytery, urging Mr. Sutherland to withdraw
his demission, he still pressed its acceptance,
when the Presbytery agreed to accept the
resignation.

Mr. Sutherland having expressed
his willingness to accede to this request, it
was granted by the Presbytery.

Adjourned to meet in Queen Sq. Church,
Charlottetown, on Wedpesday, 30th Jano-
ary, 1867, at 11 o’clock.

Presbytery of Truro.

The Presbytery of Truro met at the Folly,
Upper Londonderry, on the evening of
Tuesday, 30th October. There were prescnt
the Rev. Messrs. McGillivray, Moderator;
McCalloch, Ross, Wyllie and McKay.~
The principal business occupying the Court
was the proving of Mr. Stewart, with a
view to his ordination at Acadia. He had
delivered an address and read an exercise
and additions at Stewiacke. He now de-
livered a sermon and was examined in
Hewbrew, Greek, Church History and
Theology as had been prescribed. These
trials were, after suitable remarks, cordially
sustained, seriatim et cumulo. Adjourned
to meet at the Folly Mountain, Acadis, on
the following moining.

Forrr Mouxraix, Oct. 31, 1866.

The Presbytery of Truro ngain met, and
was constituted by the Rev. J. D. McGil-
livray, Moderator. The same members
were present as on the previous evening.
Preliminary matters baving been attended
to, proceeded with the ordination services.
The Moderator preached a highly appro-
riate and deeply impressive sermon from
gob xxiii, 3, “Oh that I knew whore I
might find him, that I might come even to
his seat.” He described the aspirations of
the rencwed soul after communion with
God. Ho pointed out the provision made
for the soul in divine grace, and the fitness

of the church as a place of fellowship with
the divinc being. He also spoke of the
satisfaction afforded by the ardinences of

the House of God as a means of divine
fellowship.

The steps being narrated, and the ques-
tions of the formula put and answercd.
Mr. Stewart was set apart to the work of
the Ministry and the pastrol oversight of
Acadis. Congregation by Prayer and the
laying on of the hands of the Preshytery.
This part of the service was led by Mr.
Ross. Mr. Stewart having received the
right hand was addressed by the Rev. Mr.,
McCulloch. The speaker dwelt on the
nature, the trials, the encouragements, and
the-fraits of the ministerial work. He with
great carnestness urged upon him to be
devoted in the service of Christ, and o
deal faithfully with perishing sinners. 3fr.
McCalloch seemed on the present occasion
to go beyond even his own usual happy tact
in this mode of address.

The people were addressed by the Clerk.
He presented for their consideration some
of the obligations devolving on them to
their pastor.  Mr. Stewart was then in the
usual way welcomed by the people of his
charge, after which his name was added to
the rqll of Presbytery, and he took kis scat
accordingly. There is every prospect of
this being a happy settlement. 'Themission
stations now forming this congregation,
with Wallace River had been created into
a congregation several years ago. They
had then the near prospect of a settlement.
In this they were disappointed. Wallace
River was soon_thereafter transferred by
Synod to the Tatamagouche Presbytery.
The Presbytery of Truro, owing to move-
ments in another denomination, was then
induced with respect 10 the other three
stations, to await the leadings of Provi-
dence. Matters thus remained until about
& year ago, when the Presbytery, feeling
persuaded they ought again to supply the
stations with the view of their ultimately
obtaining a pastor, applied to the Nission
Bourd forsupply of preachers. M Stewart
hed a short time before that returned from
Edinburgh, whither he had gone to finish
his studies, had been licensed and hed
preached during a few weeks. He being at
the disposal of the Board was sent as the
first preacher. The people of all the stations
at once set their affections upon him as their

astor. Other able young men followed
im but the attachments of the people were
unshaken. He is thus their fitst minister,
the first and only object of their choite,
and the first preacher sent to revive the
cgugse among them, We hope they will
now do by hum as we feel confidens he will
DY Brmbytery is sppoted.

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Presbytery of Pictou.

The Presbytery of Pictou met on tho
22nd ult., in Hopewell Chmreh, for the visi-
tation of the congregation, and was consti-
tuted by the Rev. Alexander Sutherland,
Moderator, with whom were present the
Rovs. David Roy, George Walker, A. I,
Miller, D. P. Blair, Gecorge Patterson, Jas.
Thompson John Mackinnon, A J. Mowatt,
Alex. McL. Sinclair, Ministers, and Messrs.
Donald Ross, George MacKay, and Alex.
Munroe, ruling elders.

The Rev. John Sutherland preached from
2 Cor. iii. 6,— Hath made us ministers of
the spirit,” with his nsual earnestness and
vigor. The Rev. George Patterson was
appointed Clerk, pro. tem.

The Rev. Angus McGilivary, being pre-
sont was invited to correspqad end took his
seat accordingly.

The Rev. Lauchlan MacDonsald presen-
ted a certificate of being a Minister of the
Free Church of Scotland from the Free
Presbytery of Edinburgh, and having de-
clared his readiness to sign the Formulas
of our church, ke was reccived as a minister
of this charch, and on invitation took his
seat as a corresponning member of Pres-
bytery.

The Presbytery then proceeded with the
visitation of the congregation, when the
usual questions of the Formula was put to
the ministers, clders, sessionand managers,
and satisfactorily answered. It appears
that_considerable attention is given to Sab-
bath Scbools, Bible Classes and Prayer
Mectings, and that the elders visit the
fam.ues in their districts and pray with
them. Besides contributing in an average
degree to all the schemes of the church this
congregation has peid its pastor during the
last two years £192, and £184, being £42,
snd :£34 respectively above the stipend pro-
mised. The Presbytery expressed itsclf as
satisfied with the state of this congregation,
highly commended it for its growing liber-

ahity in sapporting the gospel, and strongly .

urged upon it the duty and necessity of
pursuing this progressive carcer. During
the last two years it has demonstrated its
ability to exceed the stipulated stipend, a
sum now found to be far too inadequate to
meet the requirements of a minister’s house.
For it again to go back to this sum would
bo retrograding and disgracoful. The Fres-
bytery sanguinely entertain the hope, know-
g the liberal character ofthis congregation,
its growth in numbers, the largely improved
circumstances of tho members, the large
sums of monsy disbursed within its bounds
in Railway constraction, and its favourablo
position in being in the neighbowhood of
extensive mining operations, and in cnjoy-
ing all the advantages which a railway run-

ning through its whole length can afford,
that the yearly amount paid toits pastor in
the future will not be less than what it has
fully demonstrated itsclf able to pay during
the two past years. Tt was the conviction of
the Presbytery that this congregation could
with much greater ease pay£200 a yearin its
present circumstances, than it could £150
cight years ago, when its pastor was scttled
over it.

The congregation of Lochaberand Goshen
applied for a moderation, which was
granted, and the Rev. C. B. Pitblado ap-
pointed to preach in Lochaber Church on
the 7th Nov. and moderate in a call to ono
to ba their pastor.

Mr. Watt, probationer, having presented
a commission from the Colonial Committee
of the F. C. of Scotland appointing him to
this Presbytery was received as a probati-
oner into this church, and appointed to
labour in Mr. Stewart’s congregation, New
Glasgow during the ensuing six months.

Commissioners from Earltown congrega-
tion being present, and having given the
Presbytery the assurance thatall the arrears
due their former minister would be satisfac-
torily paid, their call to the Rev. Lauchlan
Il:{c])onald was sustained and accepted by

im.

The Presbytery then agreed to meet in
Earltown Church en Tuesday the 9th Nov.
at 11 A. at., for the induction of Mr. Mec-
Donald as pastor over that congregation,
the Rev. A. McL. Sinclair to preach, the
Moderator to preside, the Rev. Dr. Bayne
to address the minister and the Rev. Mr.
MacKinnon the people.

The Rev. Alex. Sutherland was appinted
to preach there on the Fourth Sabbath of
November, and serve the Edict.

The Presbytery haviog bheard that the
Rev. Dr. Mc(gurdy, Chatham, bas been for
some time laid aside from active duty by
bodily -illness, and also subjected to some
family affliction deeply sympathize with him
appoint Mr. Mowatt during the first threo
Sabbaths of November to render bim any
assistance he may require.

Mr. John Franklin Forbes having presen-
ted a certificate of license from the Presby-
tery of New Brunswick, New Jersey, U.S.,
was received as a probationer in this church.

The Pmsbyterz appointed to meet in
Knox’s Church, New Glasgow, on Tucsday,
the 20th Nov. at 11 o’clock, a.mn., for ordi~
nary business.

The Preshyterr of Pictou met in Xarl-
town church on the 6th ingt., for the induc-
tion of the Rev. Lauchlan Macdonald, as
Minister of that Congregation, and was
constituted by the Rev. Alex, Sutherland,
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Moderator, with whom worc present, the
Revds. David Roy, Dr. Bayne, George
Patterson, John McKinnon and Alexander
McL. Sinclair, Ministers, and Hugh Gunn,
Elder.

The Rev. Hector Mackay of River John,
being present was invited to sit as corres-
ponding member.

It was also pleasant to see the Revds. Mr.
McMillan of Earltown, and Mr. McCunn
of River John manifesting their interest in
the proceeding of the day by their presence.

The Rev. Alex. Sutherland returned the
Edict to the Presbytery duly served and
was rcad again by the Rev. George Patter-
son to the assembled Congregation. After
a reasonable time had been aflowed and no
objections being offered by any of the people
the Presbytery then agreed to proceed with
the induction.

Mr. Sinclair preached from Acts xx. 28,
“Take heed therefore unto yourselves and
to all the flock over which the Holy Ghost
hath made you overseers.”

Mr. Sutherland narrated the steps which
had been taken to procure this call, put the
usual questions of the Formula to Mr.
Macdonald which weresatisfactorily answer-
ed, and offered the induction prayer.

Dr. Bayne addressed the Minister from
the words “Barnabas was a good man and
full of the Holy Ghost, and of faith, and
much pople was'added unto the Lord,”
setting 1 fore him the personal character of
Barnabas, the spiritual gifts and graces
with whizh he was so largely endowed, and
the remackable success which attended his
Iabours as an example worthy of his imita-
tion, and also of allthe Ministers of Christ.

The Rev. Mr. Mackinnon addressed the
people, directing them to receive their newly
inducted pastor as the Ambassador of
Christ invested with authority to teach,
exhort and rebuke them, to render unto
him all due obedience and subjection in the
Lord, to sustain him in all the ministerial
labours among them by their prayers, sym-
patiesand attendance on Divine Ordinances,
aud liberally to furnish him with that tem-
poral support suitable to his position in
society as a christian minister.,

The Rev. Mr. Sutherland as the former
pastor of this Congregation gave the people
an earnest valedicury address; commending
them to the grace of God, urging upon them
to manifest fowards their new minister, the
love, respect and sympathy which they so
largely manifested towards himself while
their minister. o

Mr. Macdonald wsas then in'the usual
manner welcomed at the door by the retir-
ing congregation, was introduced by Mr.
Satherland to the Session, had his name

placed on tho roll of Presbytery, and took
his seat accordingly.

The Presbytery then adjourned to meet
according to previous appointment 1o
Knox’s Church, New Glasgow, on Tues-
day 20th inst., at 11 o’clock, A.M.

‘This Presbytery met on the 21st of Nov.
in the College Hall. Prescat Rev. James
Maclean, Moderator ; Revds. Dr. King, P.
G. McGregor, W. Maxwell, Prof. McKnight
A. Stuart, E. A. McCurdy, and A. Simp-
son, ministers, and Dr. Forrest, W. Ander-
son and R. Murray, Elders. Inthe absence
of Rev. W. Murray, Mr. Robert Murray
was appointed cler{;, pro. tem. Mr. John
Forrest Leing present sigoified his aceep-
tance of the call from St. John’s Chureh,
and his trials for ordination occupied the
whole forenoon sederunt. The trials were
all highly satisfactory and were unanimous-
Ivsustained. Hisordination is to tako place
on the second Wednesday of Deccember at
T o’clock, p.m. Mr. Simpson to preach;
the moderator to preside ; Mr. Maxwell to
address the minister and Mr. McCurdy the
people.

In the afiernoon g number of reports were
real and approved. Messrs. James D.
Murray and Stephen G. Lawson were
examined with a view to entering the Hall
for the third year. Mr. Joshua Burgess
was examined for the first year. Allthe
cxaminations were satisfactory, and the
students were certified accordingly, Mr.
Robert Murray applied for further leave for
Rev. William Murray to abstain from
his ministerial duties on account of his
health. Leave was granted; and the fol-
lowing supply was appuinted for his congre-
gation: First Sabbath of December, Rev.
William Forlopg. Second Sabhath of De-
cember, Rev. H. D. Steele.

Papers from South Cornwallis were again
read asking for a Supplement from the
Home Mission Board. The Presbytery
directed the Clerk to inform the Session
that no supplement can be granted to any
congregation but by the Synod, and that
at this distance of time from the meeting of
Synod, the Presbytery decline to give any
favorable reply.—The next meeting of
Preshytery will be held (D.V.) in the Col-
lege Hall, on the second Wednesday of
December, at 2 o’clock, p m.

Presbiytery of Tatamagouche.

This Presbytery held four meetings for
Preshyterial visitation on the 5th and 6th of
Nov. in the various sections of the congre-
gation of Wallace, the Cove, Wallace Vil-
lage, the Gulf Shore, and Pugwash. Divine
Scrvice was held in all these places, conduc-
ted by the Rev, J. Watson at Wallace Vil-
lage, and the Gulf Shore, and by the Rev.
T. Sedgwick at the Cove and Pugwash.

The usual questions were put and answer-
ed in a satisfactory manner. It wasevident
that all partics were faithful and efficient in
the discharge of duty, and that the congre-

gation was steadily advancing in all that
pertains to the true well-being of & Christian
people.  In no part of the congregation was
evidence of progress more discerniblethanin
Pugwash where chiefly through the exer-
tions of Mr. Munro, a commodious, and
comfortable place of worship has lately beon
opened, with most encouraging prospects of
success.

On the following day, Nov. 7th. the
Presbytery met at Goose River for the same
purpose. After sermon by the Rev. John
Munro, substantially the same report has
to be made of this congregation. It is yet
with them in some respects a day of small
things, but there is every reason to think
that their worst difficulties have been sur-
mounted, and that their future is full of
promise.

A letter was read from the Presbytery of
Truro, complaining of irregularity on the
part of Rev. W. S. Darragh, in preaching
and dispensing ordinances at River Hebert,
which place they assert is within their
bounds. The Presbytery unanimously
agreed that before taking any steps in the
matter the Presbytery of Truro be respeet-.
fully requeste . to point out the groundson
svhich they make the assertion that River
Hebert is included within their bounds.

The Presbytery agreed to give monthly
service to Wentworth during the winter.
The Rev. J. Watson to begin the same on
the Second Sabbath of December.

The next meeting was appointed to be
held at Tatamagouche on the fourth Tues-
day of January.

Ministers and Tcachers of Sabbath Schools
are requested to give their attention to the
request of the Board, that in all cases where
this is praticable, returns from the mission
boxes should be forthcoming early in January
to meet our liability for one-fourth of the ex-
penses of the Dayspring.

In the Circular issued by order of the Board
it was stated in.general ferms, that the up-
holdence of the” Dagspring in good sailing
order would involve an annual expenditure
of more than $4000, and that the Synod is
pledged for one-fourth of the amount. It
may be proper to state definitely that the
whole sum required will not be less than $5000,
and that the %ynod is pledged for the fourth
or £250 sterling.

Our young friends will learn from Dr. Ged-
die’s letter that the ex&enditure, so far, has
been judicious, and they will, 1o doubt
desire that their ship should be well suppliéd
with everything essential to the safety and
comfort of those servants of the Lord Jesys,
whom she is employed in conveying from is-

Iand to island of the New Hebrides, and ocea-
sionally to other groups such as the Loyalty
islands and the Samoas,

The collecting baxesstored in Ialifax have
all been despatched, to fill up orders from dif-
ferent parts of Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick. Prince Edward Island and Pictou
Preshyteries scem to be pretty well supplied.
It any quantity should be Iying unused, in
any {mrt ot the Church, the Secretary would
giadly receive information to that efiect.

In part, the lack of boxes may be supplied
by the issue of collecting cards. These will
be forwarded immediately to all ministers
who have sent requests to that effect; and in
extra_quantities to Clerks of Presbyteries,
according to the direction of the Board.
