SABBATII SCHOOLS.

Dericiexcies or Teacnens.—Indifference,
negligence, and waut of regulanty und puoe-
tuality, may be grouped together, as the pro-
miuent defects of a large class of teachers.
‘T'hey are notvery thoroughly convinced, cither
of the utthty and advantage of Sabibath Schovls,
or of their own personul duty to engago in the
work of instructien. Or, if canvinced, ther
couviction bears with so little weight upon
therr minds, as to constiwte but a feeble motive
for exeruuon.  They make little if any effort to
prepare themse!ves, during tl.e week, because
they do not feel very certain that they will be
called upon to teach on the Sabbath. The
weather muy be bad 5 or they may feel dult or
indisposed ; or something else may prevent
their attendunce.  As to respoosibility, it ean
scarcely be sepposed to be fel at all by this
class of tenchers.  Xf perfectly convenicnt’they
will ben their place ; and sometines, perkaps,
at the proper hour. But the superintendent
can make no calculation JPB-cither therr pre-
sence or absence, at the hour of opening, ot
at any other ume. He permits the vacant
class to sit ten or fifteen minutes, perhaps, in
idlencss ; when, deepairing of the arrival of
ihieir teacher, he uniics them wath that of some

feithiul tcacher, thus interrupting hig exercis-
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es, and disturhing their seriousness with an ill-
govorned nnd restless closs.  But, perhups, by
the time this arrangemsent 1s scitled, and the
cluldren are situng quietly listening to bis in-
structious ; the session being half over, the de-
hinguent tenchier arnves, and a secund com-
motion takes place, 1 dividing the double class.
But, by the tme the newly arrived teacher has
fuirly commenced his instructions, the bell
nngs for the closing exercises,  Thus one de-
ftnquent tewcherinot only does no goad himsell,
Lut perplexes the superintendent, aud  neutra-
hzes the nfivence of o brother teacher who
would be fuuhful. s class 13 olwaysin a
languishing condition 5 nnd sometimes when
present himself, he may be dromed to sit with-
out a class.  YWhy shoeuld his scholars come?
They have no assarance that they will have a
teacher ; and to sit muate, without employment,
for an hour s no very pleasing task to children,
whose natural vivacity must necessarily be
occupied upon sometlung. ‘Peachers of this
description never seem to think their temporary
absence of sufficient importanco to justfy the
trouble of seuding notice to therr supermtend-
ent ; and uften, they wholly abandon sheir work
without the feast intimation of the,intention.
We have known many schools kept in a
state of confusion continually, by having at-
tached to them afew such teachers. If this
article should meet the eye of nny such, we
would kindly advise them, if they cannot make
up their minds to become thorough, efficient,
regular, and punctaal teachers, to abandon the
work altogether ; feeling assured, as we do,
from actual expenience, that they do vastly
more injury than good, to the prosperity of the
cause, N.

ROTATION OF CROPS.

The following Letter, nddressed to the Bdi-
tor ot the P.E. Island Colonial Jerald, contains
much valuable informatton which may be of
usge to our Nova Scoun farmers:

Sir,—Allow me through the medium of your
already widely circulated journal, 1o muke ihe
following remarks on the benelits which nnghit
be derived by adopting a judicions Rotation of
Cropsin place of the very defective sysiem now
practised, particularly on old farms, and some
practical hints on the proper culivation of the
principal crops.

Inorderto contrast the present practice with
that about to be recommended, 1t will be ne-
cessary to state what 1 suppo:e the prescut
practice generally to be, and with thut T shall
begin.

A small spat, as gear the farm yard as pos-
sible, is selccted for potataes 3 on this spot all
the year's manure is crowded, and the crop pat
in at from twelve totwenty inches apart, in the
drills, and from plant te plant from four to six
inches. A few fturnips are somctimes sawu
broadeast in a cow pen; wheat or barley gen-
erally follow — these crops sow down with
what is called grass sceds—these, in most cas-
es are the sceds which ace:dent or bad furming
introduced into the previous year’s hay, to
which is sometumes added a small quantity of
clover seed. The following year the hay 1s cut,
and the land is continued 1n hay as long as the
crop vill pay cutting ; 1113 then, 1n some cases,
pastured a few years, and ploughed up, when
a regular succession of vats and barley follows
fur perhaps six years, sowetimes wore; and
zven-if not pastured, the land is still subniitted
to the same ordeal, ustil patch after patch is
again in potatoes and turnips, and so on. Dur-
inyg all this time, every vunce of hay, straw,
potatoes and turnips that can be spared is sold
—the farm stock arconly allowed to exist. No
person, I ekiak, will deny, that this is the ge-
neral way of farming here, and that thie har-
ness and implements of husbandry are also ns
unsuited to.the work as.the made of {arming
is to the land. The system 1 wish to recom-
mend,.although more suited to old farins, is
still in some degree applicable to new ones,
which bave only a few actes in culuvauon.
It is us follows:

Growing different crops in succession is a
practice which every expericuced cultivator
hunows to be highly advantageous, though its
beneficial influience 15 not yet fully accounted
for by chenusts.¥  Sir 11 Davy says, “ Itisa
great advantage iu the converuble system, of
cultivation, that the whole of the wanure be
employed; and that those parts-of it which are
not fitted for one crop reman as nourishment
fur unvther.  ‘Thus, if the turnip is the firstin
the-order of succession, this crop, manured
with,recent duno, immediately finds sufficisut
soluble matter for its neurishment, and the
heat produced n fermentation, assists the ger-
mination of the sceds.and the growth of the
plants. If after turmps, barley. with grass

* The causo of a necessity for Ratatier of Crops,
ig to & ccrtain cxtent, well Xsown: It s that the
ronts of plants have the power of seturming’to the
soil every injprious or uscless matter which may have
been taken up in thesap, and that the sod around
the roots at leagth becomes so clopped with these
excrements, that it is.unfit for the growth of the
plant by which they have been voided—cven although
a fresh supply of manure be applied ; while atiho
same time, other hinds of vegetlables would denvo
nourishment from the matter rejected by the fo-mer.
To prove the truth of this principle, it i3 only neces-
sary to wash the 10cis of enme gtowing plant, and
then immerse them in a dish of water. In a fewdays
tho waterwill hava becomo thick and diseolored with
the substances turown out.by the plant.—Ep Bze.

scad is sown, then the land, haviog been lutle
exhausted by the turnip crop, afiords the so-
luble parts of the decompusing reunure to the
grain,  The grasges remain, which derive u
small part only of their organised matter from
the soil, and probubly cousume the gypeum v
the maoure, which would be useless to other
crops: these plunts likewise, by their large
systems of leaves, absorh a considerable quan-
vty of nourishment from the atmosphere 5 and
when ploughed i at the end of two years, the
decuy of there roots and leaves affurds manure
Jfor the wheat crop 3 aud ut this perod of the
course, the woudy fbre of the farm yard ma-
nure, which contamns the phosphate of lime,
,and mber difliculty soluble parts, is broken
idown, and as soun as the most exhausting crop
is taken, recent manure is again apphed. Pens
‘and beans in all instaces seem weil adapted
1o prepare gronnd for wheat, and in some rich
lands they are raised in alieroate crops for
years together. DPens and beans contwin a
swall quantity of a matter analogous to atbu-
men; but it seems that the azote, which forms
a constituent part of this matter, is derived
from the atmosphere. The dry bean leaf, when
yburnt, yiclds a smell approaching to that of de-
composing snimal matter, and wm its decay in
the sorl, may furmsh principles capable of be-
coming a part ol e gluten e wheat.  Though
the general compuostiion of plants 1s very anal-
ogous, yet the spectfic differences in the pro-
ducts of many of them, prove that they must
derive different materials from the sal ; and
though the vegetables having the smallest sys-
tem of leaves will, proportionably, most ex-
haust the sol of common putritive matter, yet
particular vegetables, swhen thew produce is
carited off, will require peculiar principles to
be supplied to the Iand v which they grow.
Strawberries and potatoes ot first produce lox-
ariantly in virgin mould, recently turned up
from pasture; but in a few yeas they degene-
rate, and require a fresh soil. Lands, ma
conrse of years, often cease to aflurd goad cul-
wwated grasses; they become (asitis popularly
said) ured of them, and one of the probable
reasons of thisis, the exhaustion of the gypsum
contained in the soil.”’

Harving such powerful authority asthe above,
I shall beg.n by stating what I kunow would be
r successful rototion, as well as beiug perfect-
ly practicuble in tbis Island  Bat, in the first
place, every atiention must he paid to collect
manure, in additton to what is to be had at
tevery furm yard.  And thereis no farm in the
{stand 1that has nat, or nearit, cither shell,
magl, or mud, swamp mud, marsh mud, or al-
luvial or vegetable depasit.  Scaweed s useful
as a bed for cattle or piys, and by using it in
that mannes, it would increase the quantity
of farm yard denyg, and contribute to the com-
fort of that class of forw stock 3 but, by itself,
s of very hule importance ns manure.  Any
or ali of those manures mey be mixed, eirher
stugly ur together, with the farm yard manure,
ur applied by themselves with equal success :
i any case they should be turned averonceor
tetce, to assist in thesr pulvenizauon, and they
would form very suitable manures for any crop.
Lime would be a valuable addition, particulur-
ly if applied to the cradle hills oo new land, or
o old cxhausted grass lands, on being again
ploughed up.  In tlus case, it should be spread
on the surface, znd harrowed in wich the seed;
aud 10 no case should lime be ploughedin deep,
as1t has a tendency. of itself to sink into the
soil.  Gypsum might also bo used with advan-
inge as a top dressingtv grass lands. Russia
cake and bone dust, vith many other artificial
manures, would be valuable additions; bm
though few farmers can as yot purchase ma-
wure, none of them can be excused for ne-
glecting what can he hiad for the trouble of
cartng iton the land, There is alwoys.time

which could be devoted to tlus work af frolick-
tng were less in fushion.

Provusto Ruration—In the first place, the
Farm should be laid off m, ns near as possible,
six equal proportions, su that each of the six
suceessious of crops should occupy nearly the
same number of closuzes and acres.

1st Succession, Turmps, Potatoes, Carrots,
Mangel Wurtzel, Peas and Beaus, Tares, Fal-
low mauured.

Nuw stumped land ought always to be ful-
lowed, so that tire land may be well and com-
pletely pulverized and levelled by repeated
ploughings and harrowings durning summer
it wi!l then, without manure, carry a good crup
of wheat or barley, and may be sown with
grass seeds. I am aware that in this Island
there is a prejudice against fallows, and by
judicious management they would not be ne-
cessary mold cleared lunds; but on lnuds as
above described, it is indispensuble in good
farming.

“The expedicncy or inexpediency of pul-
verizing and cleaning the soil by a'bare fullow,
is a question that can be determined only by
experience, not by argument ; ao reasons, how-
ever ingenious, for the omission of this prac-
tice, can bring conviction 1o the nund of u far-
mer, who, in spite of all his exertions, finds a3
the end of six or cight years, that his land is
full of weeds, sour, and completely unproduc—
tive.”

Quesec  Acricurtinat BerorT ror Ay-
cusT, 1837.—'T'he first week of this moath
was dry with cold nights. Iu some parns
there was a sinall degree of frost, hut was
not perceptible even an the most tender vege-
tabies. Inihe sccoud week there wos a heavy
rain with a north-east wind,  On the 16ih there
was much thunder, which was followed by a
few warm and fair days, which were succeeded
hy showery weather to the end of the mounth,

The bay crops have been got in with much
difficulty, and somewhat injured. The quan-
tity is greater than last year, though less than
was expected, particularly on low wet svils.

The grain crops are uncommonly hixurant,
but many of them are rather late, aud fears
are entertained of their suffering by early
frosts. In the vicinity of the town, some fields
of barley and oats are under the sickle, and
the wheat wants ouly warm and dry weather
to ripen. T'he injury by the: fly, or maggot
which it deposits in the grain, is not extensive

.in this neigborhood, bu: the reports s this res--

pect from some parts of the cvuutry are unfa-
vorabie.

The potatae and turnip crops are good, nnd
although much of the seed of the former mis-
sed growing, both will be abundant.

The pasturcs- and after-growth in the mea-
dows, are-not so-good as was to be expected:
from the moist state of the weather. The
young clover and grass sced sown after the
grain, in fields well cleaned and manured, are
doing well. .

‘The orchards have abundance of apples
but they are injured by the hail storms of Jast
month.

Prices in the markets have lowered, and
from the favorable agriculiural reports from
all parts of North America, they will proba-
bly be low till the appearance of the next crops
is known.

The difficultics respecting the-carrency siill
continue, and are a great drawbackilo.trade.
angd:ipdustry-of.every kind, calling loudly for-
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a remedy 5 and the only efficient one will bea
retarn to cash payments, which cvery day’s
delny will render more difficult.  The depre.
ciated paper circulation is in fact driving the
specie which was in circulation, altogether out
ol the couutry, and this evil will continue with
iucreasing loss to the public, so long as paper
not convertible into specie is cusrent. —Gazelle.

New kinp o Breap.—A correspondent of
the Higham Gazette, gives the following di-
rections for makig a acw kind of bread:

Take one quart of the best flour and put it
ioto a tin pail which s a tight cover. Pot
into this flour, oue tea-spoonful of salt and oue
ten-spoonful of salwratus, hoth pulverized.—
Stir them in well,  Then pour upon the flour
quite warm new null 3 pour by degrees, (stir-
ring ag youf pour to prevent lumping,) until
you have poured o quart.  Put on the cover,
and set the pail on very warmiron, or hang it
up high, aver a slow fire, or, wluch is better
still, put it into a common tiv baker, and set it
up to a moderate fire, where the botiom of the
pail can be so warm that you can hold your
hand upon it without burning you. If itishot-
ter than this, the misture inside, (which will
be rather a thin paste,) will bake and stiek to
the pail, which will ruin the experiment. Let
the pal stand undisterbed in this steady heat
for five or six hours when it will be found to
rise, rather suddenly, to double its first size.
As svon as it is thus risen, turn it and kuead
it up 1in the commeon way, and the common
thickness.— Then put this dough into the tin
pans 1 which you intend to bake jt; but fill
the pans only half full of the dough. Then
set these pans near a gentle fite, or ina July
hot sun out-doors, covered with a cloth. In
an hour or more, the dough will begin to rise,
and soon fill the pans. As soon as ths is so,
put it into the oven and bake one hour, i. ¢, if
the loaf be twelve inches long, six thick. 1f
it he haif this size, a shorter time will suflice.
Invalids can eat this bread with perfect safety.

A Dixxer 1N Ca1xa.—On dioner being announ-
ccd we were conducted to a circular table, and each
provided with a pair of ivory chop-sticks, mounted
with silver, a silver ladle, a small cop of soy, asau-
cer for the bowls out of which we were to eat, and
an clegant richly "gilted silver cup, with twe handles,
on a stand of similar materials. This cup was used
for drinking sucy-sung, the winc of the country, and
did not contain more than the old fashioned Chiness
tea-cups; after dunking the bealth of one of the par-
ty, it was usual to turn the inside of tho cup toswards
hin, to show that it was empty. The wine was pro-
sonled boiling hot, and the cups replenishod at every
remove In additicn, each Europcan was supplied
with 8 knife and fork and some meat. The table was
faid out with eight small dishes, ceataining articles
to whet the appetite, auch as cold dried pork, called
chin-chew, grated so finc that it resembled red-col-
oured wool, small chips of dried salt fish and ham,
roast chicken cut into' small pices shaped like dice.
pigs tongue, salt fishr and eggs, mixcd up with tar oil.
Theso dolicacics were cold, remaining on the table
throughout the entertainment, and were paid uocom-
mon atlention 1o by the Chincse at every opportunity
afforded them by the: romoral of the bowls. The
dinner commenced'with a large bow) of bird's-nest
aoupg cach helping himself 5 it was very inspid uatil
Bavoured with soy, tho uecessary conditnanta of salt
and peprar appoating to tie wholly neglected in Chi-
nere cookery. Tho sccond dish wasshark’s fin soup,
with balls of crabb, followed by divers etlicrs, amongat
which was a-vegetable soup, made of prepared sea-
weed from the coast of Japan. This weed;, which:s
called 1ay chocy, resembled in its dry state tho pith
found in the hollow of a quill, but in the soup ity

taste is similar to that of celery. There was also in
the soup slices of young bamboo, and roots of tho
white and water lily, eaclh having a peculiar end
agreoable flavour.  After the soups, came siowed
wmuttos, cut as {ino and tonder as vornncelli, tie gravy
deliciows.  This was followed by roasted pigoons’
oggsn a vory rich gravy. We found 1t no casy mat-
ter, bowever, to transfor these eggs from the bowl to
our cups by tho means aof the chop-sticks, Tho
Chinose do not clean or chango their chop-sticks du-
ring dinner, but cach thrusts his own into every dish,
and helps himself throughout the repast.—East India
Muagazine.

Dosmestic Manuracruns.—Xbe were shown
yeslerday a specimen of domestic manufucture,
of the most interesting character. It was a
Lady’s Bonnet, (superior in every respect, s0
far as the eyo could discover, to the imporled
Bedfords and Dunstables, which sell here for
six aud seven dollurs,) made from the common
Brown Grass of the Country, by Miss ‘Turner,
of Shubenacadie. ‘fhe Grass is, we under-
stand, first boiled, and then bleached in the
sun fora few days. Efforts will be made to
cemploy poor fomilics about 1he townin this
munufacture, and we hope, before long to see
our females, from oue end of the country to
the other, wearing the products of their own
industry,

At the hour appointed,-Mr Spceaker and the
House weut up 1o the Castle of St. Lewis with
their address ; and being returned, Mr Speaker
reported His Excellency’s answer, which as
followeth :—

« Mr Speaker and Gentlamen of the House of
Assembly :—

* "The Addresses whiich youihave just presen-
ted to mey 1 shall lose no time in transmtting
for the informauon of Her Majesty’s Govern-
went : I cannot however, refran from expres-
sing the deep concern and regret which I ex-
perience, in learning from it that you persist
in your determination to deprive the country
of all the benefits of domestc legislation, un-
ul all the demands you have urged shall have
been granted,—demands which it is not jn the
power of Executive Government to grant, and
which, on being submitted at your request 1o
the judgment of the highest avihorites of the
Empire these have solemnly-declared it iswnex-
pedient to grant,

% This voluntury and contisiued abandonment
of your fuuctians as one branch- of the local
Legislature notwithstanding the assurances
you have received from the high authoriies
to whom you have sppealed, that improve~
ments will he made in the Executive and Le-
gislative Councils,—while it daily increases
the evils under which the Province labors is at
the satfic time a virtual annibilation of the
€onstitution-under which that Legislature de-
rives its existence. .

“ Beingthus unhappily denied the assistauce:
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nad hoped ta reccive frum tue Repre-
gentatn « of the People, for relieving the coun- |
try from s prossing difficoties, it ounly re-
mains fur me to nssure you that 3 sholl exercise
to the best of my judgement, the powers vested
m me us represedtmtive of cur Savereizn, for
the preseevation of the rights and the advance-
ment of the mterests and welfare of all clusses
of Her Majesty’s Caundian subjects.”

Mr Seeaxer then commumented to this
House a Letter by him received from the
Clerle of the Crown in Chanvery, inclosing the
Daplicote of n Royul Proclamattun issued this
day for proroguing the Proviucial Parliament
uutl the 5th day of October neat.

After MrGreeley's release, the bragaadocios
of Mame mede great blustering, and put forth
most alarming threats of the consequences to
the awthorities iu this provinee should Mr
Greeley again be ploced i confinement, and
aceerdingly we have it reported that u compa.
ny or two of United States troops have been
marched from Houlton for Modawaska, and
that Me Greeley’s rolease from Fredesictan
Gaol is to be immediately attempted by some
of the brave Militiamen of Maine ! We believe
thiere 1s very hitle credit to be attached to these
rumours: certain it is, however, that the Go-
veraor aud Council vf Maiue have ordered
a road 10 be marked aut fr.an the Ristonk to
Madawasha. Wenre informed that en Ex-
press passed through this City on Monday
morning lase for Washington ; and it s there-
fore probable that the Government has by this
tme heard, officially, of the domngs of sowme
restless spivits o the East aud that measures
will be taken by the Lausted Statesto put astep
to further encraachments on our soil.

In the mean time aclive preparations are
being made for the warst, On Wedueadny
morning,ipart of three Campauies of 43d Light
Tufantry, forming 6 detatchment of aboat 100
mes, suder the command of Capt. Fyerton,
left here an a stenmer for Fredericton, from
whenee tvo Compnies of the same Regiment
were to march yesterday for Madawaska, 1o
watch the mavements of Uncle Sam iv that
quarter.

ordmary measure sisted so clearly as to enable nato
form a satsfactory opinton; but there appeass to be
suchan ai of mystery hianging over the whole affair,
as to leave uo doubl that tho spisit of antichristis
at the head of it.

It is evident tho ejected Synods take this view of it,
for thay hsve regularly notified the Troasurer of the
Assembly, not to answer any of its demands un the
funds without their concurrouce; and they. have re.
solved to atlend by their Commismoners at the next
mesting of the Aesembly, and demand their sents; and
if rofused, they are then to declars themselves the
trus Presbytenian Cliarch, and thenceforward lo have
no conncetion wih ther high-handed brethron.  We
would seriously adviso the Raverend Mr Brekenridge,
in his further coniroversies with the Roman Catho-
lics, to kaap out of sight his argument agamst infal-
libility, of thero being two Popes in Rome at oneand
the same lune

But thes s not all: the Gencral Assembly bave also
vated datrn, a8 far an they are conceracd, the Amati-
can Homeo Afissionary, and Education Socicties, 83
being cxeccdingly injurious to the peace and purity of
tho Presbytesina Cburch,~aud have docrecd that
henceforih they cense to operate in all thoir churches

WAR, AS IT 1S.

How little do young men know of war and
all s miseries!

endured hefore going intc action, the cold and
bitter nights spent in drenchied clothes, 1n wet
fields in bivouac ; the momentary forgetfulness
ofall wisery m actien, untl the shouider-bone,

by ashot is splmtered into bits; then the little
sympnthy felt, every ons being for himself;
then the excrutiating puin endured by the sha-
king of the bullock-wagon, or the want of eare
in carrying him away, the linle bounes coming
through the skin, making him shriek with ago-
uy ; then the time he is to lie on the culd floor
of a chareh, until the surgeon comes to dress
him ia tura ; then the pain of amputation, and
when thot is aver, the necessity of shutung his
ears to the screams ol the dying, and hiseyes
to the corpses of thuse carried past him, who,
a few mioutes before, had suflered an opera-
tion similar to his own. This appears to him
very shocking, but this is notling compared
to the disgust which he experiences in the dress.
ings, washings, spuntorings, bundagings, and
cuttings out, which are the daily, nay hourly
detail of military surgery. Ot the foul air
caused hy so mauny confined in the same spot,
and suffering the same inconvenicnce, sume
idea may be formed, but no description given.
Worst of all too, the paticat is obliged to wit-
ness the deaths of many around him, who, al-
mnst before the breath is out of their bodies,
are robbied, and have their eftfects distributed
amnng the attendants, most of whom voluateer
this serviee, to have an oppurtunity of pluader-
ing the dead and dying.  Often when a patient
is thirsty, these attendants are either too har-
dened or too drunk to be ablo to give him
drink, aud very pussibly offer him the nearest
liquid to them, probably sumetliing which was
intended for a wash. Or, while the expiring
man issaying Lis prayers, a wretch is holding
up his head with one hand, while he is stealing
the dollars of the dywng man with the other,
This was the daily seene for many days in the
hospitals at Oporto, after the 20:h, until they
were to a certain degree emptied by death.—
Shaw's Memoirs in Spain amd Portugal.

IsprovesenTs in Steam Navication.—The
following 1s furnislied by a Correspondent who
was on board the Sirius on the occasion refer-
red to:

The Sirius stenm-packet, Roger Langlands,
Royal Navy, Commander, fitted by Messrs T\
Wingate & Co. aof Glasgow, with a pair of
engines of 300-horse power, un the principle of
Mr S. Hall’s patent, went an Thursday after-
nonn, with a party of Gentlemen, ns far as
Cumbraes Light, for the purpose of proving
her machinery. T'ho distance from the Quay
to the Clough Light was performed in 29 min-
utes, and from the Clough Light 10 the Cum-
braes Light (about 224 nules) in 1 hour and
50 minutes.  On her return, inccting the Ea-
gle proccedipg to Liverpool, the Sirivs put
sbout and ran in cowpany with her fur about
three quarters of an hour, during wlich ume
neither vessel could be said to gain upon the
other.  Considering the disadvantages always
atiending n first trial, and likewise the well-
huown speed of the Eagle, the above result
may be cousidered highly credituble both to
the budder and to the cogineer. The main
ulject of Mr Hall’s improvementsis to pre-
veut the rapid destruction to which the boilers
nf stenm-packets are exposed by the great de-
posit of Liard matter which tahes place when
they are fed with salt water, and this object
he has completely attained by his apparatus for
condensing the stenm without ivjection, but
merely by contact with cooling surfaces, and
returmng back the water resulting from the
condeusation direct to the bmler,so thatthey
are constantly fed with pure water, and thus
no depasit can take place. A superior vacuum
is.likewise abinmined, and fram the waters in the
buleis uever requiring to 'he blown out, there
1s a consiCeriable saving of fuel. During the
trip the water, as 1t was returming to the hoiler,
wag found to be perfectly fresh.  To re-

place the 1uss of water ansing from the escapé

of steam atthe safoty valves, §ec. there 18 at-
tached to the buler a very compact apparatus
for ubtaimng fresh water from sea water by
distillation in vacwo. We understand that two
pairs of engines, one of 320, wnuther of 460
horse power, upon the abuve principle, are in
preparation at Glasgow, as also several others
in London und Liverpool. 'I'he Sirius was
built by Messrs Menzies und Son, of Lenh,
for the St. George Steam Packet Company,
i is the fourth lurge vessel wiich they have
had from Scotund within the last eighteen
mouths. She is upwards of 700 tons, and is
considered a fine smiling model. The caliing,
which were fitted up by Messrs Black & Kerr,
of this place, are spacivus and handsome, and
afford excellent accommodation. She 1e, wo
helieve, intended to ply on the station hetween
Corlc and London.—Greenock Advertiscr.

Norice, or Arard Gone.—A very mgeni-
ous instroment, of which we have seen a modei,
has Leen wveated by Captain George Smuth,
R. N, intended to give warning of the ap-
proach, and to announce the coursc a steamer
15 sniliug onin a fog. It consists of a gong on
wlich a banunar 1s made to stnke every ten
s¢conds a ceitain number of blows, by very
simple machiuery, according to the cuurse the
steamer is sailing on.  For example—if she be
sniling north, the gung is struck once ; if enst,
twice, if south, thrice; f swest, four times,
every ten seconds. By this aystematic me-
thod, the pusition, cowmse, aud proximity of a
steamer, will be clearly announced to any other
vessel. In rivers Captawn Sith proposes the
gong to ennt single sounds every ten seconds,
which would be enough to give warmng.  Ile
also propuse tu apply the 1ostrument to radl-
way trains, by the blowing of a trampet,  T'he
peculiar mort of the invention nppearsin usto
lie in the equability of intervals, and of inten-
sity of sound, wluch cannot be equalled by nny
Lkuman meaus.—Railivay Muginne.
