Edification or Fellowship Scr-
vices.

The student of the New Testament
learns that the disciples of Christ must
tedify onc another.” ‘The student of
church history knows what an impor
tant factor cdification is in the growth
of the chutch, We are taught by the
“living oracles ” and the history of the
nominal church that no congregation
of bLelicvers can auain to the best
expenence in “righteousncss, peace and
joy " without cxhorting vne another.”

The mission of the church of Christ
is to give the “gospel 1o the whole
creation” by the preacked Word and by
the Word Zired—Christ in ue.  Aside
from the ¢xcceding geeat and precious
promiscs, as incentives to this divine
wotk, the New ‘Testament economy
provides the Lord's Supper, and the
fellowship ** exhortation,” or ' edifica
tion” scrvice as the muost cffective
helps. No church nced eapect to
“grow up unto him in all things" if
any of God's appointed means of grace
are neglected,  We may not be able to
satisfactorily explain the philosophy of
the bencfits of the edification meeting,
but an experience of the blessings is of
more value and aatisfaction than the
philosophy.

The Christian Endeavor societies
have mote nearly copied the New
Testament idea of church worship than
the churches themselves, Yet the C,
E. meeting is not an ideal church
seevice. It is but a service for part of
the chutch, of those, 100, who naturally
are least able to edify and exhont,
Nevertheless, no one who has had ex.
pesience in C. E. work would for a
moment question the great value of
their weekly mceting when carried on
according lo the intention of the pledge.
But the ideal church meeting for wor-
ship is a meeting of the 2ol congre.
gation, and not a portion only, nor of
one class or age. Neither can it reas.
onably, sensibly, be a service in which
but a few participate, but it must be
onc in which all are partners; the
young and the old, the weak and the
strong, the * babe in Christ” and
* those strong ln' the Lord and in the
power of his might,” As in the giving,
and atin the joys and sorrows, so in
the church worship, there must be
fellowship, partnership, in order that
tne body may inake “increase of itself.”
Eich one, every one, muct “ confess,”
Y pray,” ‘sing,” “exhort,” * edify,”
“encourage,” and " comfort” other
members, It isa part of that giving
—~the consecration of the tongue—
that is more blessed than receiving.

The plan of tk ¢ Endeavor service is
a good model. Asin it every active
member s expected‘to be present
and take some patt aside from singing,
30 every member of the Church of
Cheist, in ordet to his own and his
brethren's “ growth in grace and know.
ledge,” in order to be in fellowship, in
order to be an active member of the
body of Christ, In order to the obed-
ience of the apostle's exhortation, must
contribute In song (in -spirit i not
otherwise able), in reading of the word,
in exhortation, in confession, in thanks-
siving and prayer. It matters nothing,
ab.olutely nothing, how broken his
utterances, how disconnected the ¢x
pression of his thoughts, how ungram-
matical his language, how fearful his
heart, if it is the fervent endeavor of a
believer. The servant of Christ is an
wactive CAristian Endeavorer, with or
without the pledge, or clse he has for-
gotten that he was cleansed from - his
old sins, There must then be some
weekly church service of this son,
whether it be at 11 o'clock Sunday

morning or 8 o'clock Thursday evening.

We have such a servlee, Wednesday
cvening, where the writer lives, and 8
has proved a mighty help, a blessing
almost incstimable, not 1o be compared
with the weekly prayer meling as
generally conducted,  Ervery member
of the congregation able to attend (and,
senerally, none are absent who are
able) lcads the meeting in his tum,
reads, exhorts and prays, no matler
how fecbly, and criticism is as (ar
removed as sympathy is from cold-
heartedness. It 3s not always an easy
task to work up such a service, no
more than it is an easy task to become
Christiike, The same eflort spent
upon such a scrvice as is given to the
building up of an Endeavor suciety will
be much more successful and pers
manent in csults. Tt so develops
individual spirituality, ‘“the unity of
the Spirit” in the congregation, sym-
pathy among a// the members, young
and old, courage in confussion, and
usefulness in the L.ota's vineyard, as to
afford cause for cverlasting joy. All
the good of a C. E, socicty we have in
such a service without anything that
may be questionable to the Lord.
There is no pledge no compulsion, no
sepatation of service for young and
old ; and who will deny that work done
or-setvice engaged in for Christ eedthont
a pledge’or a society is nearer the
jdcal than done with an addiuonal
pledge and a society ?

The CANADIAN EvANGELIST calls at-
tention 10 a passage in * John Calvinto
Castalio, Amsterdam edition, vol. 8, p.
644," in which that worthy talks infant
damnation in this way *

#You deny that it is lawful for God to
punish any one of mortals except on
account of wickedness, Nevertheless
innumerable infants die.  Withdraw
now your virulence against God, who
precipitates into etetnal death innocent
infants tcrn fiom their mothers® breasts,
Quok erat demonstrandum”

Calvin said many things, and did
many, too, which those who are called
Calvinists to day would not pretend to
justify; and it 13 hargly fair to assume
that the Presbyterians of to-day enter-
tain such views. Probably a census of
Canadian Presbytarians would fail to
dizcover a single person who accepts
the doctrine set forth in the above ex-
cerpt—Hamilton Times.

The Zimes keeps an eye on matters
religious, and so far as we have ob-
served is never on the side of narrow-
ness, but is rather always disposed to
further good understanding and good
feeling among all religious bodies, And
its cnticism 15 therefore all the more
acceptable as to the matter in hand.

We had two principal teasons for
publishing the article referred to.
First, because it s a point that has
been largely discussed, pto and con,
whether John Calvin ever did teach
infant damnation, and we think there is
no ham in stating the fact in the case.
Presbyterians need not take any offence
at that. Second, we are not sure but
what there might be found one Presby-
terizn in Canada who believes in infant
damnation. We rather think a couple
might be found by diligent search. In-
deed, we would not be surprised to
find a few hundreds, or even thousands,
Now, as we believe that the doctrine of
infant damnation is thoroughly unscrip-
tural, we think, pethaps, by calling
attention to it once in a while, we may
help the Presbytenans to make up
their minds to put that opinion of John
Calrin's out of the Confession of Faith

Chapter ten, section three, of the
Confession says+ ' Elect infants dying
in infancy are regencrated and saved
by Christ through the Spirit.” What
becomes of non-elect infants dying in
infan~, * They are los, of course
And why should 1t be thought a more
terrible thing to damn a non.elect infant
who dies than a non-elect centenarian

who dies? A pretty fair argument
might be made to show that the infant
bas the advantage. If the Presbyterians
will stop filnching when reminded that
John Calvin taught infant vamnation,
and will have the doctnne expunged
from their creed, we shall be inclined
to let them alone on that point.

ers to hold themselves aloof from some
other body. If the Bible as they un.
derstand it and conscler ce require them
to stand apait, they should not be cen.
suted. The blame should falt upon
those who, having no cenvictions de-
rived from a study of the Scripture,
adhere to a sect from some motive of
convenience or of interest,

The Disciples’ Divinity House,
Chicago.

‘The Christsan Standard has recently
illustrated well one of the functions of
a great religious veekly published in
the interests of a free and independent
people, by inviting and publishing a
symposium from competent brethren
on the propriety of establishing a
Divinity House in conneclion with
Chicago University. The weight of
opinion of the wuters of the symposium
is against the scheme.

3 The Chicago scheme appears to
make an unwarranted reflection upon
the Biblical professors in our own Col-
leges.
