LETTER FROM MR GEDDIE.

Ancitoum, Now Hebrides,
Pacific Ocean, Oot, 1st. 1853.

{Concluded from our June No.)
Ty last year has drawn largely on our
own strength nnd that of the natives,in
the way ol building, A church was
comumenced about fiftcen months ago,
and made habitable, though not quite
finished, after four months of labor. The
dimensions of the building are 62 feet in

Mr Inglis finds the same willingness
on the part of the natives among whom
he resides ; and he says that in this re-
apect, they present o great contrast to
the natives of New Zealand, among
whom he formerly laboved. How great
the change on the part of the people
since We%unded among them. The time
was when if we asked a native to come
to school, attend worship on the Sub-
bath-day, or even explain the meaning
of a work, his first question was, nivitar
nintan? what’s the payment ? But these
doys have long since passed away, and
those things which they once locked .on
as nn obligation to us, they now regard
a3 a privilege to themselves.

I beg to thank the friends of the mis-
mion for the supply of clothing, the re-
coipt of which is acknowledged in the
first part of this letter.

NATIONAL EDUCATION.
Dr. Johnston, as Convener of the

Committes on Public Questions, reads

Dt o iiitebadd
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the following roport, the ex-Moderator
kaving taken the chair:—

¢ The attention of the committe dur-
ing the past year has been entirely
occupied with the guestions relating to
the abolition of the Tests in the Univer-
sities of Scotland, to the reforming ot
the Parochial Schools, and the exten-
sion of the mecns of common school
education. In May last year the Syned
regolved to renew their protest aguinss
the existing Teats in the Scottish Uni-
versities, and to petition in favor of the
bill at shat time hefore the House of]
Commons, in as far as it is calculated
to effect their abolition, and enjoin the
Committee on Public Questions to pre-
pare and transmit o petition in accord-
ance with this resolution.

The report, then referred to the de-
putation to London in May 1853, and
to the plan of education for Scotland
proposed by Sir J. Shuttleworth, and
to the steps that had been taken io
bring the subject under the notice of
the presbyteries by deputations of mem-
bers of committee, * * * *

Mr Renton said it would be desirable
to narrow as much as possible the
ground they had to consider, and con-
cluded by moving a series of resolu-
tions. .

1st. That the Synod re-affirm the two po-
sitions it has lung maintained on the subject
of national eduation—that it is not within
the province of the civil government to pro-
vide far the religious instruction of the snb-
ject, and that this deportment of the
religious education af the young should be
kRt to the pirents and the Church; and
that the system of supporting denomina-
tional schools out of the pubhc funds ix
most reprehensible, on account of its viola-
tion of our principles, of its fostering secra-
rian distinctions, aud of its indiscriminate
support of truth sud error.
