eart was slmost sick with hope deferred, so

e e was the vigil for the good ship City of
Brussels. Ever since the ominous silence which

disaster at sea, there has been patient, anx.
i:::%ching. Neuws came at internlf, a8 luckier
vessels spoke her, and brought to land the intel-
ligence that she was struggling bravely against the
g sdverse inflnences to discharge the grave re-
,ponslbllity her gallmt. and able commander had
sndertaken when he sailed out of New York har
bor on the alst of April, amid the thunder of guns
and the echoing cheers of s fervent multitude, Ex-
tation rose to fever heat on Friday last, when
the telegraph informed us that one of her officers
tad lended near Queenstown, from the Russia, in
saarch of tugs, and had reported his steamer to be
only 370 miles west. The Challenger and another
jmmediately started in quest. From the following
dav, thercfore, eyes were.ntraintd over the ocenn,
smeeping the western horizon for the frat uprise of
her Epars. Sunday passed, and tken Monday, with-
out a sign appearing, and dissppointment began to
overspread all miode. It did not occur to the
msny that the rough weather which prevailed
doring the period when she would have r.eached
Queenstown wauld not only prevent her facing the
harbour, but hide her from the view of those on
¢hore. Yet this was ~\vhat actnally occm:red.
Captain Watkins, the efficient commander, decided
to push on to lis goal, aud gave no hiut to the
Queenstoninns thiat the object of their watch was
passing at last, .
Jluw SHB WAS DISCOVERED.
There was every likclihood thet the City of
Brussels was about to steal a march on England as
well as Ireland, She rounded the Irish coast, and
swept o long way up the channel before discovery
was made. On Tuesdsy momiog the Waterford
steamer Zophyr (Capt. O'Donxell) passed her, re-
cogaised her, and pave her greeting. When Mr.
0'Donnell 1enched Liverpool be reported the weet-
ing, and the news flashed through the town like
wild fire. Curiously enough her owner was the
{irst inhabitant of Liverpool te sight her. He had
arrived from America on the previous day, per tho
City of Richmond, and was eagerly waiting for the
City of Brussels. Farly on Tuesday moroing he
swept the sea with his glass, from his elevated
residence at Upton, and was gladdened when his
ze was interrupted by the familiar bulk of the
City of Brussels, She was gliding slowly, and the
distinct liues of smoke falling into her wake proved
that there wero tugs doing duty, Information was
immediately transmitted to the office, erc long the
Teiler was sent dowa the river to agsist the truants
home.
MEETING OF KINDRED HEARTS.
At halfpast eleven the tog Spindrift got under
welgh, carrylog rome officials of the company, a
detachment of pressmen, and two geatlemen repre-
senting Meesrs. Thomas Cook and Son, tourist
manpgers. About four miles from the point of de-
parture we came up with the great steamer, nud she
at once opened her hospitable ports to recelve us.
The pilgrims crowded the decks aod leaned over
the bulwarks. full of gladuness that they had at length
a substantinl prospect of stretching themselves on
firm eorth, and they gave hearty grecting to all who
came o bourd. Shortly afterwards the tug Knight
Templar rusaed alongside, beartng on her deck a
deputation from the Liverpool Cathelic Clab includ-
ing Mr.J. J. Yates, the president, Mr, T. Martin,
Mr, J. Stananought, Mr. W. A, Matheson. Nr.
Mactio Rankin, Mr. J. Prendlville, Mc. T. W.
Hughes, Mr W. Adnir, Mr. J. Berry, Mr. J.. J.
Byroe, &c:  Cheurs, hearty and prolonged, cchoed
from vessel to vessel when the function of the new-
comerg wag dlscovered ; and immediately afterwards
thero was a sccond and equally enthusiastic demon-
stration when the tug Wonder was descried, with
Father Nugent on the bridge. An entbusiastic
Canadian, with a ldng memory, roarcd out the name
of the rev. gentlemen the moment ho saw him,and
the whole body of pilgrims instantly raised n series
of thundering harrahs, which did mot cease until
the whole party were handshaking, Father Nugent
eame to welcome macy old fricnds, but he was also

League, and ho was accompanied by father Ring,
Mr. Charles McArdle, Mr. Bernard Hunnin, and Mr.

The good Father l?owd, # gnide,
philasopher, and friend ” of the pilgrims, was the
centre of interest, and he gave dignified greeting
to all who approached him. The other pricstsand
several of the laymen particularly the \_vorthy
standard-bearer, M. Dernard Tansy, came in for
their due share of individual congratulation and
inquiry.

cheering and waving their caps, and the crowded
tug gave forth responsive thundera, A call for a
farewell to Captain Watkins was honoured with three
times thres, and the last hurrah was given to the
brave master of the Challenger, who had faced the
Atlantic, hunted up the steamer, and come home
as her consort. Then Mr. Tansey uofurled his
splendid flag of green to the breexe, and the Papal
arms wrought in gold, glittered over the waves of
the Mersey. A proud look came iato bis eyes—a
look ominous to transgressors—as he hoisted the
historic colours, and kept erect the emblem of faith
and nationality, Tke tug sped on her way in bright
sunshine, past the massive walls, colossal.docks,
and stately warehousca on one side, and the grecn
of fields relleved by the white of countless villas
oo the other. As we neared the landing stags we
saw that our amrival was awalted —that some
mysterious magnetic current had heralded the crent,
The northern portion of the etage waa densely
covered with eager people, while hundreds of rac-
jog figures flitted along the dock plers, converging
on the common centre. Hore was an ovation, but
for one moment a sileat one. The nextthe mass
heaved and throbled, and as the tug swung op-
posite and disclosed the waving standard, one great
shout of welcome and triumph pealed out from
thousands of lusty throats, aud echoed along the
river. Tho pllgrims angwered as lustily, and the
cheering became louder and more resonant till it
grew hoarse in frantic exultation as Mr. Taosey
swept the flag in circles round his head. The police
bad to make way for the landing so iudiscriminately
cnthusiastic was the pressure of the swarm-hearted
throng.
ADDRESS OF WELOOXE.

The whole party, on escaping from nccessary
customs inquisition, drove directly to the Adelphi
Hotel, under the ggis of Mr, Yates, whose
thoughful attentions were simply above all praise,
On nssembling In the building, the following ad-
dress was read and prescnted by Father Nugent:

“ Reverexp Siw, Lanikd AND GENTLEWEN.~We
offer you our hearty congratulations upon
your safe arrival, after a long and anxious voy-
age across the ocean. Throughout thiy kingdom
an intense anxiety was manifested regarding the
fate of the City of Brussels. Men of every shade
of oploion now rejolce, and thank God—the one
Father of all—that you have been delivered from
tke perils and dangers of the deep. We, Catho-
licg, welcomse you to our shores, and coogratulate
you upon the herolsm and loyalty which bhave
drawn you from your distant homes tu* celebrate in
the cternal City of Rome the Pontifical jubilee of
our Holy Father PiusIX. Animated with the same
love and veneration to the Supreme Pontiff which
has inspired you to cross an ocean and a ccentinent,
to offer the homago of a great people to his august
person, we 8eize this opportunity to honounr your
self-sacrificing devotion, whick has aver been the
Leroic characteristic of our ancient rrce. The
Irish people have throughout their chequered
history eet an example of loyalty to the Beoc of
Peter which neither time nor latitnde can impair,
and which justifies the statement of a distinguished
prelate that the Emerald Isle is the brightest gem
in the Papal tiam. You, our kindred in blood,
whose fortunes are cast so far away from the cradle
of our race, by jolning in this gread pilgrimage—to
form one of the two thousand streams of faith now
rolling to Rome~have shown that you are truse to
the imperishable traditions of our ancestry. We
hail you then, as most worthy brothere, and while
bidding you welcome, we pray you Ged-speed on
your holy misgion.”

Father Dowd eaid he had not expected so hearty
n welcome. They bad met with difiiculties and
delays, but they had confidence in God as their
safeguard, They cheered themselves with exercises
that lighteaed the way. They had their mnss oun
every morning except three, The roll of the sea
prevented it on the 23rd of April, and then the
failing of their altar wine deprived them of the
consolation on two days, From the beginning of
the month of May regular exercises were held in
honour of our Blessed Mothor. He might almost
say they were to e envied by those on land forthe
manaer in which they were able to go through their
devotions. They went through them fervently, and
with the solemnity of a full choir of vacal music.
All the passengers took partin chenting the Litany
to the Virgin, Thus were they cnabled to bear their
disappointmont, and confirmed in the impression
that, though they Lad something to bear, they were
under the protection of God and through Bis gnid-
ance would reach the end they sought. He thought
it but justice te say that the captain of the ship,the
officers, and the entire crew vied with each other
in showing them kindness (Lear, hear), in trying to
alleviate the disappointment to the utmest of their
power. It was impossible, under tho circumstances,
to have got on better. Ho thanked his Liverpool
friends for their warm msnifestation of feeling,
They knew it was not intended for them personally,
but was inapired by the common cauge in which
thoy were enligted. It would ultimately reach the
Holy Father, The objact ofthe pilgrimage was to
take partin his celebration, aud their Liverpool
friends participated by their kindness and sym-
patby. Ho thanked them once again very sincerely
(aprlause).

Father Nugent (who was much moved) said that
if Liverpool only expressed its real feelings the re-
ception would have been very different. They saw
how thepoor people greeted them, and every .Cath-
olic of pisition in the town would ba as pleaged fo.
take patt. The uncertninty thoy had been in as to
the arrival of the vessel and the opportunity for
doing anything, had defeated the kindest intentions,
and the spirit that had been displayed by the gentle-
men around must be taken as characteristic of
‘leerpo‘pl generally (hear, bear). They wished tc
show gratitude to God and hearty: sympathy with
the pilgrima. He was under partioulsr obligations
to Fathsr Dowd and the people of Canada for what
they had done for him in the past. He nevercould
forget 1, and anything he bad put into the words
of the alldress was but-n poor expression of his
grateful feclings towards Father Dowd personally
and the Canadian people in every patt ofthe coun-
try he had visited (applause). . .

notice, an elegant luacheon. Mr JJ Yates, as
chlef host, accapled the chalr, and Mr T Martin the
vicechair. On either side of the chalrman sat Revs
P Dowd, M Dounuelly, F J Lynch, W Spencer, and
Bradley; Major General Newton, &c. Ainopgst
the local guests not already named were Mr Sweeney,
Mr Madden, Me FJ McAdam, Mr J Twomey, Mr
Joknson, &c. After luncheon,

The Chairman ssid one toast stood out as pre-
eminently belouging to all Catholic gatherings, and
it was the toast of him in whose cause, and to hon-
our whom, their guests were there on their way to
Rome (appianse). Therefore that was & peculintly
fitting occasion on which to proposc the health of
tho head of the Church, and the members of the
Catholic Club and some ¢f the clergy of Liverpool
were assembled to welcome th-se who for five or
six weeks had beco,as it were, mastyre in the
Pope's cause (spplanse). The health of the Holy
Father was one that was alwaye reccived by Catho-
lics with the utmost cathusiasm; and ho (the
speaker) wau sure that the Pope wonld look upon,
as gneof the brightest jewels In his crown, the
tributes of affection that were brought to him un
the occasion of his jubilee by rilgrims from all parts
of the world (loud applause.)

The toast was warmly honoured.

The Chairman next proposed the toast of ® The
Queen,” He rid that the majority of the American
pilgrims who were on their way to liome were,
like the Liverpool gentlemen present, subjects of
her Mmjesty the Queen (loud applausc). Thero
were no mare devoted subjects of her Majeaty than
the Catholica of England, Ireland, and Canada ; and
whenever they lLiad been called upon to do so,they
had shown in the strongest poszille semre thelr
affection to the throne (applause).

The toast was heartily drunk.

Mr. Thomas Martin proposwd ¢ The Health of
the Pilgrims.” He expressed regret that the task
liad not been placed in abler handz, but said that no
gentleman in that assemblage or in Liverpool felt
a greater respect than bhe did for those who had
that day arrived amougst them (applause). The
pligrime on their way to psy their devout tribute
of respect to the Holy Father, and he might tell
them—-but of that fact they were no doubt already
aware—that the long prolongation of their voyage
to England bad caused a deal ofanxiety (applausc).
Day after day prayers had been offered up for their
happy deliverauce, and when it was annouuced to
them that morning that the noble ship in which
they had sailed fromAmerica had succeeded in reach-
ing the shores of England, thererwas not & man in
Liverpool—he might vcoture io sny in the whole
country—who was not pleased and gratified beyond
measure (loud applanse). Thepilgrims were not by
any means to measure the hospltality of the Catho-
llcs of Liverpool by the meagre cotertainment which
hed been eoffered them (hear, hear), Their arrival
had taken the club by surprise,and they had to
make their arrangementa on a very short notice
(applause). In conclusion, Mr, Martin coupled
with tho toast of # The Pilgrims” the namo of Fa-
ther Dowd, their ploacer (loud applause),

The toast having been honoured with cnthu-
slasm,

Tho Rev. Father Dowd, who was cordially
greeted, responded. He #aid that he must correct
bis friend’s description of him as the ploncer of the
pilgrimage. Thoe idea of the pilgrimage originated
with one Catholic sooiety, which well represented
tho Catholic feeling of the Irish inhabitants of
Montreal, Perhaps it was not to much too say
that the project originated with the president ol
that society, Who thought it would be a bacoming
ard welcome thing that there should be a pilgrim-
age of the Irish Cntholica of Canada to Rome.
The welcome which had been given to them they
received net ns intended for themselves, but as an
evidence of the fervour in the cauge in which they
were all engaged, (applacse). Thepil grime thought
that their journey to Rome from such a distant
country as Canada would convince some people
that Catholics loved the Holy Father whom they
had seen persecuted and robbed ; and were willing,
as was shown by oven their small offerings, to re-
placo that of which he had been deprived, go that
men might be convinced that Fius IX. was en-
throned In the hearts of his people throughout the
whole babitable world (loudapplause). When upon
theit journey they reached New York they receiveda
similar display of kindness. Butas they had ar-
rived at the early hour of eight o'clock, the recep-
tion did not show that magoificent display of num.
bers which they had witnessed that day. The
hardships which they were said to bave gone
through did not deserve suchname, Infact,to tell
the truth, ho thought they never had so much fun
in their lives, (laughter) _If they had been called
upon to undergo hardships he hoped they would
have been willing te do so, even to the cxteut
of shipwreck ; if needs be, be hoped they would be
willing to give up their lives In the holy cause
(spplause). In again thankiog them, ke reminded
them that seven years of his own ministry had
been spent in Drogheda, and he had then an op-
portunity of knowlng something of what the spirit
of the Catholics of Liverpool was, and he hoped
they would not think him ungrateful if ho said ho
was prepared to gew that they were willing to do
something to show their respect for the Holy
Father (applause).

The toast of “ The Ladies" was given with cap-
tivating eloquence by Mr. W. Madden, and ac-
knowledged by Father Dowd who spoke as yencral
father of them all and paid them a high tritute for
their conrage under every trial,

The proceedings then concluded,

AT THE CATURDRAL.

As became good Catholice, grateful to God for
Lringiog them through all perile, the pilgrims
then proceeded to the I'ro-Cathedral, which was
brilliantly lighted and prepared for Benediction,
His lordship the bishop had purposed meetiop
them, and assisting in the solemn service of
thankaglving, but was nnavoidably detained qut of
town. A full congregation assembled in the spaci-
ous church, and joined devoatly in prayer and
pralée. Father Spencer was the ofiiciating priest.
Before the clore of the ceremonial, Father Mc.
Loughlin, Redemptorist, delivered a brief discourie.
He said he welcomed a thourand times hia fellow
Catholics from America, and be felt suve that he
expreesed the feelings of the lord bishopof the
diocese and the clergy and the people when he eai
that they were extremely delighted to see them
axsembled within the walle of that church. From
the day that the Catholics of this country heard
that the pilgrims bad recvived the blessing of the
Cardinsl-Archbigshop of New York, that the pilgrim
ship hoisted the 1'apal colours, aud that the other
ships in the Bay of New York full back to give
them the honour of precedence, the Catholic priests
and people felt deeply interested in their voyage
over the Atlantic.  When news reached England
of the accident that had happened to the City of
Rrussely, the noxiety was intesse; but now they
Lad arrived in safety. ‘The anxfety of some of the
passengers on board the ship during thoee long
tedious wecks on the ocean must have been some-
thing like the anxiety of Columbusand thosec whom
his historic ehip carried to discover that great
country from which the pilgrims came. Iu thelr
peril tho pilgrime had their Lest prayers and warm-
est sympathier, and that day, thauk God, they had
their heartiest congratulations. Though the Catho-
Yica of Liverpool conld not go with the pilgrime to
Rome, their Learts’ best aflections would be with
them, and he asked them to Iay them at the fect of
the great Pontiff of Rome, and to tell him that,
while they were assembled in that church to celo-
brate a Te Deum for their safe arrival, there whs
also being celebrated there, andin every other Ca-
tholle church in Liverpool, anovena in honour of
the Pope's jubilee, He hoped the blessing of God
would accompany them (o their journey’s end.

BACK TO THE ROTEL.

On returning to the hotel there were & couply of
hours to spare before resuming the journey, A
largo crowd bad assembled in the vicinity of the
cathedral, and the Canadians werc made the objects
of a warm demonstration asthey came forth. Round
the hotel, too, thero were many pcople equally
sympathetik,  The interval was speat in pleasant
converse, snd svery moment deejieed the liking
which bad sprung up betwcen the visitors and their
friczde. Father Dowd made eyes light up when le
moved or spoke. General Newton charmed every-
one by his frank and uaaflected courtesy. Fatner
Sheehy awoke admiration for Lis stalwarth figure
and jovlal manner, Father Dowling was the es-
gence of quiet politness. Alderman Mullin was
sought out, becauso he expressed bis opinlons with
American brevity and point. Mr. Tansey was cver 8
centre of gossip and interest, and ke refused to grow
tired pleasing all zound. Some of the Liverpool
gentlemen, with a thoughtfalness that did them
credit, were assiduous in waiting upon the ladies,
1t was a happy family, nearly onc hundred strong
and the happiness made each unit feel ss if ac-
qualntance had been perpetual, not merely scraped
up a few hours before.

AU TRYOIR,

The hands of the clock flew round, nnd the golden
minutes were passing. Messre, Coek and Son, living
embodiments of punctuality and steam, were inex-
orable, The Pullman train was timed to leave at
10.40 p.m., and a move must be made. Whal a
pity that the wicked gea should bave despotically
absorbed the long weeks, and left aflectionate friends
but the minutes. A moenth of weary watching,
hoping, praying,~acd in the end but o half day to
cnjoy the triumph, But repiaing is valn. The
travellers take up their bundics and depart. The
Central Station was throoged. Opc hundred men
of the Total Abstinence League, with insignia, oc-
cupied the platform, relieving "police and railway
officials of duty. A limited number of non-pilgrims
paes the cordon. The station is bung with goy
bunting, American and British. The files of pil-
grims pass in, and up the avenue between lines of
carriages, and theslofty roof of the. station vibrates
with the cheers. Then all is confusion, Ladiesare
gecurely packed in the luxurlous cars, and Juggage
stowed away by the ton. Final moments ate made
most of for fresh adieux, The pilgrims mass to-
gether while they wait, and sing *'Tara’s Hall
it F'aith of our Fathers,” and 8 hymn {0 the Dope.
The time for departure arrives, yet still the train is
motionless, There is anotber interval of prace,
utilised for fresh demontrations, fresh vocalising.
At length the moment comes when engines wil
walt no longer, the voyage:s take their places, the

‘whistle sounds, aud the line of cara is in motion,
Then the cheers g up anew, the pilgrims give echo

Dr. Cameron, the city analyst, pronounced the dis-
ease to have besn so far advanced in the animal
before death, was the worst he had ever seen. The
defznce was that the diseased cattle inspector, Mr,
Maurphy, Lad verbally told the defendant that the
animal was fit to eat, but Mr. Murphy not being
present, the case was adjourned.

BraveuteR oF A TurkisH CoLuNN.—A correspon-
dent at the Ostrok, whodraws his information from
reports sent to the Prince of Montenegro, telegraphs
under date of June 5, as follows:—% Thoe Turks to-
day attacked the position of General Metrovics, on
Martinitzan goil. ‘I'hey fcll into a trap and were
completly repulsed, leaving over 1,000 dead. The
Montencgring 1ost about fifty killed. The number
of wounded is not yet known. The Osrinich blcck-
house, commanding the entrance to the plain of
Ricsics, was evacuated this afternoon, most of the
garrison cscaping to Niceice.

Tne Fraur at Matsat.—A telegram from Ragusa,
dated Tuesday afternoon, gives the following ac-
count of the fight at Maljat :—* The Turkish attack
on Montencgro from the Albunian side has com.
menced, Ali Saily, with the whole of his forces
advanced from Spuz up the Zeta Valley, the object
being to reach Danilograd. 'The Montenegring met
tho attack on the hill of Maljat. The fighting is
still raging, but up to noon the Turkish assaults
were repuleed. Five hundred Turks had been killed.
The Montencgring fight against enormous odds,
there being 35,000 regulars and irregulars sgainst
them on this side alone.” ’

Tns MoxTENEGRIN CampaiGy.—Perplexing con-
tradictions relative to Ali Saib's operations on the
Sonthern frontier of Montenegro continue to be re-
ceived. The Vienna Political Correspondence, which
is usually well informed, publishes a special de-
spatch from Cattaro stating that All Saib was de-
feated at Maljat and lost 700 men, A Ragusa
telegram supports this view. Ali Saib,on the other
hand, has telegraphed to Constantinople a most cir-
cumstantial account of his successes, according to
which he has occupied the heights commanding
Danilograd.

Musr Excrasp Fiour.—The London correspond-
ent of the Scotsman telegraphs ns follows :—In
Ministerlal circles there is a rencwal of the uneasi-
ness which prevailed when Ruesia declared war
ag to the part this country will be called upon to
take. The feeling has been strengthened by
general conviction of high military authorities
that Russia will be completely successful and, so
far ag Turkey is concerned, be able to dictate her
own terms.

Awinan Instiser-—It is curious to note what
aftection antmals dlsplay for the place of theic
birtl, Cats, it is said, prefer the house to the com~
pany ; fish will return to the sume streams they
left when fry ; and birds are frequently found to
come back to the sceves of their early days after
years of absence.

THE REV. DR. M‘*VICAR ON “POPERY "

The Rev. Dr. MoVicar of Montreal has
been visiting the town of Guelph. e went
to enlighten the people of that loyal city on
¢ Qur Country’s Dangers.”” To an audience
numbering ¢ fully two hundred” as the report
gaid, he held forth, and in trembling tones
revealed the ¢ Country’s Dangers” in what
poetic people call ¢ This Canada of Ours.”
The farmers’ sous were all bad boys, commer-
cial depravity was universal, corrupt politi-
cians were declaiming for 2 country to sell, an
unscrupulous press was a danger to the welfare
of the country, and even Ministers of the Gos-
-pel were remiss in their duties. Apgain ambi-
tious and unserupulous men had access to the
pulpits of churches, and their lack of culture
in the profound study of theology was wanting
so far that they were great stumbling blocks to
the cause of religon. The liquor traffic,
obscene literature, low play houses,—and above
all, far above the rest—* Popery'’ and ©“ Jesuit-
jsm"” were the sum and substanes of ¢ Qur
Country’s Dangers.”” The discovery is not a
new one, and we cannot credit Dr. McViear
with originality.

The Church has been listening to that music
for three centuries, and she'is not quiet dead
yet. Indeed nccording to the Rev. Dr. Me-
Vicar, the Church is very powerfulin Quebee,

God the Father was
represented as a grey bearded man; God the Son
as a comely looking youth; and God the Holy
Ghost in the ugual form of a dove, The tithing
laws were explained by the reverend gontleman,
The tithe now collected was one-twenty-sixth of all possess.
ed by the priest-ridden people. By a lete act the Quebec
Government had exempted $12,000,000 of the church
properly from texation. The Jesuft tratning in the
Colleges was referred to, and described as such as
would make demons of the students. The monasteries
and churches received incomes from the public,
and they all should be thrown open to the inspec-
tion of public officers. The doctrines of the church
were inimical to civilization and contrary to Brit.
ish liberty.”

And now we may fairly enquire into the
truths of all these terrible charges made in
the town of Guelph by the Rev. Dr. McVicar
of Montreal. We shallnot challenge him as
to the accuracy of his statements about the
strength of the Church in Quebec. We kunow
it is strong and therein lies tha seeret of the
hatred of the Rev. Dr. McViear, We shall
come down to that part of his statement where
he says that the ¢ Bishops eould at any time
assess property for the erection of church buiid-
ings by law.” This is not true, Rev. Dr, Me-
Vicar. The Bishops can do nothing of the
kind. The fabriques or Church Wardens can
assess property, not the Bishops, whose only
power is the power of preventing or sanction-
ing what the fubriques do. Upon that point
the Rev. Dr. McVicar is astray. Again he
says that the * churches erected were beauti-
fully embellished, costly, and blasphemous.”
As for the ¢ blasphemous,”” we shall allow that
phrase to answer itself. It is quite becoming
in the mouth of the Rev. Dr, McVicar of
Montreal, But the churches are ¢ costly and
beautifully cmbellished.” Just so, and we
glory in it all. Let us now tell this ranting
cleric that our churches are not embellished
half cnough to do justice to the worship for
which they wore crected. And does this
¢ embellishment” cost the Rev. Dr. McViear
or his friends anything to thus “gloriously
fresco” the House of God ?  We love to place
our choisest offerings at His feet, and to excite
devotion by bringing to the mind’s eye the re-
collection of Ilis suffering and His death,
and we do it with the money of the
Catholic people, not one ceat coming -out
of the coffers of the Rev. Dr. MeViear
apd his ¢ private judgment” friends. But
we must not do that which all citizens are
cntitled to—spend our own—if the Iev. Dr..
McViear is to have his way, And then come
the terrible «tithes,” which we are $Hld is
« one-twenty-sixth of all possessed by the
priest ridden people.”” Not true, Rev. Dr.
McViear, not true ! The tithes are not “ one-
twenty-sixth of all possessed by the priest
ridden people.” It is only one-twenty-sixth
of cereal crops, which makes a very great differ-
ence in a province where cereals are not much
grown, Upon this point, too, the benighted
bigot is wrong. Again there is another count.
e are told that by a late act the Quebec Go-
vernment had exempted $12,000,000 of church
property from taxation.” Why not tell it all
when you went about it, Rev. Dr. McVicar?
Why not tell that Protestant as well as Catho-
lic @hurch property was exempted, Nothing
could be fairer, The same law is applied to
both, and the Rev. Dr. McViecar should
have had the manliness to tell the * whole
truth” in the matter. But there is still
another . passage which we have to notice.
The Rev. Dr. McVicar said that the monas-
teries and churches “‘received incomes from the
public, and they all should be thrown open to
the inspection of public officers.”” Whose
money do they receive? Is it not the money
of the Catholic people, and they are satisfied
without ¢ public inspection?”’ They pay their
money, and they take their choice. But it is
somewhat pitiable to see this clerical fire brand
going down to Guelph to cram these stories
into the earsof Orangemen.

ORANGEISM.--ITS HISTORY.

As the 12th of July approaches—Orange-
mea become restive all the world over. They’
are good enough fellows during the rest of the
year, but they go mad in thodog days. Even
a3 early as the commencement of June, symp-
toms of the malady are gencrally observed, and
the flutter in the *lodges” and in the ¢grand
lodges” are merely the herald ef the coming in-
fection, Like their Armagh predcoessors—
the ¢ Peep-o’'Day-Boys''—the brethren in Can-
ada appear to think that they are the chosen
few who wielding ¢ thesword of the Lord und
of Gideon” are destined to extinguish the
¢ papists,” as the Midianites were doomed to
destruction - of old. And so as the dog days
approach these Orangemen heroically resolve
to do or die, and rather than ‘¢ shame their
boasts,” they'll <*prove them true' by “sprinkl-
ing” the ¢ papishes every one” with a shower
of their ¢ croppies lie down,” or somewhat
kindred airs, The feeble mysticism which
surrounds their doings lends an obscurity
to their ways, aud induces them to attempt
to blind the public to the aim which their
organization has in view. They occasionally
send forth a ¢ part” of their constitution to
the world, and hold up their hands in surprise
that any one should take cxception to their
loyal and benevolent order. One of those docu-
ments was in the T¥itness last week, and a more
jnnocent ‘¢ Constitution’ could not be well con-
ceived. What !—the Qrangemen the enemies of
peace and order—Nothing of the kind. They are
simply loyal men, who are resolved to stand by
the Queen and the Constitution. They are
apostles of peace, the conservers of order, and
the benevolent supporters of the distressed.
Their mission is peace on earth and good will
towards men, Their only objects—if we are
to credit this published portion of their constitu-
tion—is to stand by the Throne and to succor
the afflicted, Loyalty and Benevolence, are
their twin incentives, and what man can object
to such laudable mottoes surmounting the
Orange coat of arms. So say the brethren.
Well what does history say ? * Let us see! In
the first place we hear the Orangemen proclaim
their loyalty from the house tops and piously
ejaculate their undying attachment to the
Queen. Do our *loyal” and “ benevolent”
“brethren’ forget how emphatically that loyalty
was declarad by Parson Ilannigan some time
ago, when he said in presence of 50,000 Orange-
men that he would “ kick the Queen’s Crown
into the Boyne, if the discstablishment and the
disendowment of the Irish Chureh' became the
law of the land. The reports of that meeting
tell us that that sentiment was ¢ tremendously
cheered,” and Qrangedom applauded the dis-
loyal sentiment to the echo. Loyal indeed !

We thiok its loyalty doubtful, because
it is conditional; it is loyai to the
Protestant Church alone, for in the

words of its own constitution it is loyal to
the Queen only “so long as he [she] or
they support the Protestant Ascendency.” Has
the Constitution of the Orangemen been alter-
ed simce this formed a part of the secret
articles ?

Yes, Orangemen are “loyal,”” when Catho-
lic questions are not concerned, but as an
organization, it womld destroy Queen und
Constitution, and ¢kick ” both ‘into the
Boyne” rather than proseribe the magic
words ¢ No Popery.”” And then this “ bene-
volent'’ order of © pious” brethren appear to be
surprised that poor “papishes”—the people of
¢ wooden shoes and brass money,” should look
upon them with any other feeling than one of
brotherly love. Perhaps indeed we had better
enlighten them as to the cause of our antagon-
ism to their order, Somec of them may be in-
nocent as to their origin, and rather than al-
low them to go on in darkness we shall take a
few opinions from Protestant authorities upon
the merits of the followers of the ¢ glorious”
and “pious” William.

In the first” place King William koew
nothing whatever. about them. The Orange
organization was not commenced until more
than a century after his death., We learn
that the ¢ pious brethren’ came into existence
in 1795, and the battle of the Boyne was
fought in 1690. N

Lord Gosford, Lhe Governor of the County
of Armagh, Ireﬂmd, called the fraternity a
¢ banditti,” *had commenced and carried on
a persecution of jatrocious cruelty; that they
spared ncither age, nor sex, nor innocence ; that
neither ancient nor modera history could sup-
ply oo example of the ruin and misery inflicted
by Orangemen ;| and he added—*let this be
marked well—that the only erime -of the
wretched objects of this ruthless. persecution
was, a profossion of the Roman Catholic Faith,
or an intimate conneetion with & person of that
faith” oy .

champions of Church and State, as Henry
firattan said, ¢ committed murders and mas-
sacres in the name of God!” From that day
to this the history of Orangeism is written in
tears and in blood. Do our ¢loyal brethren”
think we bave no record of the Parlimentary
inquiry of 1836. The evidence taken at that
Committec spread over the ocourrences
of forty years. The men examined at that
inquiry were ¢ grand officers, leading men of
the Orange Association—four officers of the
police, two lords-licutenant of counties,
three magistrates, two Jawyers, a physician and
two farmers "’ So says the report of proceed-
iogs published in thc Edinburgh Review for
1836. And what was the result of their
labours, which extended over forty-one
days? Ifere is the cpitome of the evidence
taken from the Review :

% The first Orange Lodge was formed on the 215t
Scptember, 1795, at the house of a man named
Sloan, in the obscure village of Loughgall. T%4e
immediale cause of those disturbances in the north that
gave birth to Orangeism, was an altempl to plant colonies
of Protestants ons the farms orienements of Catholics who
had been foreibly ejected. Numbersofthem (the Catholics)
were seen wandering about the eountry, hungry, halr
naked and infuriated.”

& Mr. Christie, a member of the Society of Friends,
who appears to have passed 60 or 70 years on his
property as quistly as n man may in the neighbor-
Lood of such violent neighbors, gives a painful ae-
count of the outrages then committed. He says (5573,)
* he heard something of 12 or 14 Catholic houses wrecked
tn a night, and some destroyed.’—(5570). ¢ That this
commenced in the peighborhood of Church-hill;
‘between Portadown and Dungannon, and then it
extended over nearly all the northern counties.”

4 In the course of time, after the Catholics were muny
of them driven from the country, and took refuge in difie-
rent parts of Ireland, I understand they went to Con-
naught.”

 Some years after, when peace and quictness was
in a measure restored, some returned again; prob-
ably five or gix years afterwards.”

“ A lnwless banditti have constituted themselves
judges of this species of delinquency, and the sen-
tence they pronounce is equally concise and ter-
rible; it is nothing less than a confiscation of all
property, and immediate banishment.”

“ Those horrors are now acting, and acling with fm-
punity

“We have carefully cxamined the documents
submitted by the Orango society to the Committee
respecting the objects of their institution, the mo-
tives of its members, and tho qualifientions necer-
sary for candidates ; and nothing apparently can be
more humane, tolerant, moral, and praiseworthy.
Certain doubtful features occasionally, however, do
peep through this coating of amiable professions.
For instance, this society, professing ultra loyalty,
enforced on its members an oath of qualified alle-
giance., “I,A.B, do solemnly swear!’ &c, *that I
will to the utmost of my power support and defend”
the Lking and his heirs, “solong as ke or they support
the Protestant ascendency” Another suspicious arti-
cle (No. 5) declares, “ We are not to carry away
money, goods, or anything from any person what-
cver, except arms and ammunition, and those oniy
gr_o,r,n an eunemy,"—enemy. no doubt rieaning Catho-

ic.

“This holy hatred of Catholics has frequently
broken through even restraints of military discip-
line. 1In 1810 the Ban and Ivesgh Orange corps of
yeomanry actually mutinicd on parade, because
another corps, in which there happened to be five
or six Catholics, was drawn up ic line to be in-
spected with them.” :

These are but a few extracts from' the his-
tory of Orangeism, We ask if it is likely that
the Constitution has changed since 1836, when
‘ nothing apparently” could ¢ be more humane,
tolerant, moral, and praiscworthy.” Just like
the “Constitution” published in the Witness, but
beneath this, if these men of the Dominion are
loyal to the Constitution framed by their
fathers, which we hope they are not,
there is, as Henry Grattan said, *abandittiof
murderers, prepared” to commit ¢ massaceres in
the namo of God.”

Let it, however, not be understood that we
charge the Orangemen of to-day with being
as violent us their predecessors. In ~this
generation, we know that the Orangemen are
fanaties, let us hope that they are not wicked

as well,

So fur so good. 'We rejoice to notice these
expressions of goodwill, and if the Tev. Mr Bray
continues to pursue his carcer upor the lines
laid down in his interview with the reporter of
the Stair, be may yet atone for the blunders he
has made. But is it truc that the phrase
“Romish Church” is a common one in Eng-
land? We have been well informed that
Mr. Bray is again mistaken, Ile says the
Times and all the leading papers, aswell as
statesmen in Parliament “use the phrase
¢ Romish Church,” and that it is ¢ pever con-
sidered as an offensive expression.””  We give
this a flat contradietion. We say the phrase
is ncver used in Parliament, and seldom used
out of it, except by sueh funatics as Whalley
and Co. In KEogland as well as here the
phrase is an insulting one. But the Rev. Mr.
Bray hived in a Protestant atmosphere. He
might have used the phrasc aod it might not
have been challenged. Surrounded by Protest-
ant communities, the ** Romish Church” may
have become the habitual way of speaking of
the Church in certain localities, but the hubit
originated in iosult, although it may be, in
some cases, perpetuated in ignoramce. But
after all using the phrase ¢ Romish”
was a very small insult compared with
others used by the Rev. Mr. Bray.
It was the least of columns of insult
he flung at us,  We have no desire now to re-

if he in fact acts up to the spirit of his
language by withdrawing his lecture, then and
not ¢ill then will he prove that ke is « earnestly
opposed to the use of language calculated to
excite animosity or ill-will.”

LETTER FROM FATHER DOWD.

STEAMSHIP “CITY OF BRUSSELS."
On Board, May 17th, 1377,

Diar Faruxr Sixcee—Here we are still atloat
about four hundred miles from the coast of Ireland.
It is impossiblo to say when we may land a8 we are
entirely atthe mercy of the winds. But we hopo
to sec lnud ou the 20th, and to reach Quvenstown
next day, However, twznty i days on the Ocean,
with foge, acd calms, and shifting winda, have
taught us a lesson of patience, and the folly of re.
Iying too much on cur own calculations. So we
have made up our minds to land when God wishes.
You may well suppose that tha disappointment,
for which we were so little prepared, is felt in.
tensely. However God has Leen extremely good to
us in every other respect. Tlerehas been no sick-
uess amongst the Pilgrims except the inevitable tri-
butc of a little sea sickness, from which a’l re-
covered after a few days, except poor Mrs, Wm.
Brennan who is even vet weak and snffering., I
have not been ill for a mecment to the surprise—
perbaps disappointment, of all. My good fortune
has been shared in by Father Crowmbleholmne. B,
Tanseey got a regular scouring.  Since his vecovery
be isthe life of the whole party. All the othersare
happy, and in much improved health, baving but
one fear before their minds—lest the provisions
should give out. This fear is not without some
foundation tince more than a week past we had to
throw over Loard ome hundred and seven toas of
what was ouce fresh beef. The smell could
not be longer endured. Now I will tell wou
bhow we live ou the Ocenn. The Pilgrims are 45
in number—32 from Canada, and 14 feom the U nited
States, every morning at 7 o'clock we have Mass,
which is said in turn by one of the ten priests of
our party. At 2o'clock we have the devotione of
the month of May sinco the Legioning of the
month, These devotions are—the Beads—the
Litaay of the Blessed Virgin well suag by a fall
choir, —next a Canticle varied every day, is chanted
~—then the prayer of the day taken from your
Moath of Mary, with prayer of S¢. Dernard and Act
of Consecration ; all ending with taree Palers and
Aves for our Holy Father. We have evening prayers
at ? past 8 o'clock, followed by a meditation read out
of Challoner. After this the night is passed in a
variely of fashions,—no person seeming to be in a
hurry to retire to bed. My led time isabout 11
o'clock, 50 you see you will have hard work tobring
me back to rule when I retura.

Apart from the delay caused Ly the Lreaking of
the shaft of the screw of ocur ship, the lilgrimage
has been up to this moment a complete success.
We live together in the most perfect harmony.—
All are kind, obliging, and traly charitable. In
fact had I the choice of Canada, I could not bring
together an equal number of perzous mors worthy
of the noble enterprise in whicl: we are engaged.
The conduct ofall iz most edifying, and truly rolig-
fous; and each ona has the ygood name and the
honor of the Pilgrimage at heart. All assist regu.
Iarly at all the excrcises with fervent piety, though
I ncver said a word to them about the necessity of
assisting regularly. On the feast of the Ascension
all without exception approached the lHoly Com-
munion. Poor Mrs. Drennan was too s'ck. You
may balieve me the nearly four weeks on the Ocean
have not appeared lomy, nor have they bsen with-.
out their consolntions.  Qur Captain is not only
respectful ; he is cxceedingly kind, and obliging.
Fromn the beginning of the voyage L has studied
in every way to give us pleasure, and to diminish
the fatiguc of our delay. The rest of the space will
be filled when we land, ouly I forgot to tull you
that we buried an old man yesterday moraing who
died amongst the steerage passengers. 1{e was pre-
pared by receiving all the Sacraments, and the
whole burial scrvice was performed by the ten
priests. It was aftecting, and extremely impressive,
Poor man he was returning to leave liis boues in
the old pative soil, but God willed it otherwise.

Dear Father Singer, thank our dear wood people
for all their prayers; to which I think I may attri-
bute our safety, and the peaco aud confidenca I feel
that we are under the protection of God, and the
loving care of our Blesszd dother,

Yellow, blue, white
and red drapery enwreathed the facade of the Col-
lege nnd hung from the columusof the portico.
Chinese lanterns innumerable glittered amongst
the trees and vied with each other asto which
would exhibit its vari-colored grandeur to best ad-
vautage, From the flag-poles which surmonut
tha_College-buildings, waved the colors of various
nations, Each flag could be distinctly distingulsh-
ed kigh up in the air as bright and beautiful lights
had been suspended at the very top of the masts,
Added to all this was o display of fireworks which
wag unaoceasingly kept up for several hours. 'This
wag, cvidently the feature of the entertainment
which the boys seemed to enjoy most ; for, as rocket
upon rocket whizzed through the air and cast its
blazing splendor at their feet, cheer after cheer
from their tireless lungs showed Low keen was their
appreciation of the amusement prepared for them.
You can imagine then, Mr. Editor, how loth they
were to respond to the summons of the bell when
if nnnounced to them that sleep desired their
presence in the dormitories.

FARMERS' COLUMN.

Mupx Serrixe—The setting of milk requires two
thingse~—time and space. Time furnishes itself;
space must bo provided. In winter it must be in
warm quarters; in summer, coolness is demanded.

Evvcarisa Honszs—Says the English FVeterin.
arian: “ Horses can be educated to the extent of
thelr understanding as well as children The
great differctce in them comes from different man-
agement. We oncesaw an agad Iady drive a high-
spirited-horse, attached to a carciage, down a steep
hill, with no hold back straps upon the harness, and
sho asgured us that there was no danger, for her
own gon accustomed his horses to all kinds of
usages and sights that commonly drive the animal
into a frenzy of fear and excitement. Anything
can be done with a horse, if he only be taught by
careful management that he will not be injured
thereby.

Coverixa Szep Too DeerLy.—A great deal of geed,
says & farmer, is buried annually, instead of being
sown. This is frequently the reason why seed fails
to grow. Itis put down beyond the 1each of sun
and air, There are many small, delicate gnrden
sceds, that arc apt to be buried too roughly, as well
as too deeply. In fact, all small seeds are UVetter
sown on tha surface. Then a little fine sand or
leat mould should be sitted over them. When coarse,
lompy earth is thrown on them tho conditions are
not favorable to growth. Iun default of a supply of
fine sand or lenf mould with which o cover seed,
the garden rake should te used to remove the
lumps or fine them down, £0 as to make a foft, nice
seed bed.

Coumox Sgxer iy Faruixe.—Some agricultural
writer hrs very corcectly observed, that “True
farming consiets largely in the exercise of common
sense” This is more or less true of all vocations,
and sassuredly there is abandant scope for this
quality in conducting the operations of the fann,
System, order, judicious planning, economy of
time and of strength are constantly wmeeded on a
farm. Most farmers know well enough when it is
time to do sceding and harvesting, but there are
'mnny details that need the constant application of
practical wisdom, Multitudes of things are thought
of, intended to be done, and forgotten until the time
comes that they are actually aecded. It will Le
found a great help to keep a note-book and eater
therein the various things that suggest themselves
from time fime, in the cvening, during the winter,
and in leisure hours it will be yood employment to
con over this note-book and carry out the project-
ed improvements recorded thercin,

*I'ne Hirep Mex oF Toe FarM.—As a class, the
hired men of the farm are rapidly becoming one of
the greatest trials of farming ; notonly on account
of their incompetency, but because of their im.
morality and profunity. There could not be amore
demoralizing influcnce in the home circle than
they ofiener produce, Sceds of gin and vice are
quickiy sown In youthful minds, and, if the mother
does not keep her boys from mingling with the
farm Jaborers of the day, in a fuw months she will
sec cause to bitterly regret her neglect. And it is
time that parents should understand the injury they
are inflicting upon their children when they hire
ignornnt laborers, To bLe sure, there are exceptions
to the general rule; for not &ll of that class are cor-
rapt. Yet the generality of them will prove ro,
and one should guard against introducing theminto
the home, Desides the extra work they make the
bousewife should be borne in mind, and a farm-
house should be erected, at an expense of & few
hundred dollars, where the hands could live by
themsclves, and tho housewife not forced to cook
and iron for them, when she bas her hands more
than occupied with her own family.

Eanvy Sowisa.—The following strong evidence
in favor of early sowing is given a Schoharie County
(N.Y.) farmer in a recent issue of the Country
Gentleman : Experience and observation hoth teach
me that in this country we cannot sow ovr spring
groin too eatly ; providing the ground is in good
condition. We should therefore not fail to have
teams, tools and seed all ready the very day the
1and will do to work., I saw the importance of
this last spring, and particularly upon land where
it is desirable to show winter grain after o spring
crop; I had a piece of land with which 1 wished
to do this; I began to work the soil at o time
when I thought if it conld lie a few days longer it
would be in better condition: nevertheless, I did
‘not wait and by so doing was enabled to finish
sowing about 2+ bushels on the 20th of April.  The
next day it commececed to rain, and my journal tells
me that the next sowing was done May 13th, and

illustrated the importance of being ready oun the
first day the land will do to work in the spring. If
1 had been oné day later sowing would have bLeen
kept back two weeks—and that would have delay-
cd putting in the winter crop the samo length of
time. The spring crop I speak of ripened early,
and as soon as harvested the ground was i fine
condition to plow for the winter crops; whereas
those pieces sown two weeks later bevame =0 hard,
from the continued drouth, that it was impossible
to plow them for & month after the crops were
taken off. I do not think we have any rcason to
anticipate on the average any better .prices the
Inst, sedtson than the past, and at present prices we
cannot aftord to raise poor, or half crops. Goed
ones will leave only a small profit.  Thus it is
importaut that everything should be done that can
be i the way of preparing the soil to insure 8 good
crop. Some may say they have good crops and
did not Lalf prepare their ground. Ican only reply
that if they had put the ground in fine condition
they would have had better crops.

Usg tug WrooLe Faryw.—Farming must Le con-
ducted on business principles or it cannot be success-
ful. The first codeavor of & shrewd business man
is to keep all his capital profitnbly employed. He
is not satisfied to malke large profits on a part while
the greater portion is lying idle, nor will Le allow
Iack of care or capitul to rob him of profits which
he might have otherwise made. ‘Too many farmers,
on the contrary think they are doing well when
they make large profits on onc or two crops, ot
fields, though other parts of their farm may noet be
paying anythjng. Often on the cultivated parts of
a farm the results are satisfactory enough, ifit were
not thnt these were so small as not to bay
necessary  expeases  of conducting it. The
farmer finds himself as badly off as the merchant
who made 2 disastrous fuilure while sellmg' ‘all Lis
goods nt one hundred per cent, profit. The ex-
planation is, that the merchant kept a peanutstand
and his receipts wers only fifty cents per day. Th'e
twenty-five cents clear profit did not pay the man's
board and lodging, and be was banlu.upted by por-
sonal expenses, Looking at the subject from this
point of view, we have innumerable agricultural and
other journals urging farmers to reduce their ex-
pensés-—to economize to the utmost extent in their
homes, in travel, and on the farm itself, Theyscem
to forget that farmers ave alrendy far more econo-
mical than any other class, and, withoutany prompt-
ing, have denled themselves Juxuries, and even
comforts deemed indispensable by the residents of
the city. The great majority of farmers, knowing
that they cannot economize in their home npd per-
sonn] oxpenses more than they do,accept this advise
as rocommending the hiring of less la'bor-_-plantmg
-and gowing fewer acres scanty manuring imperfect
cultivation. . In tke meantime, . family and per-
-gonal expenses remain as before, becausgo. they have
already been reduced to the lowest limit: It is easy
‘tb forcso that such a policy can only result in atill
gmaller profits and greater pecuniary embarrase-

meqt.
