Discus-
sions at the Conference are expected to .centre on commodity
trade, financial issues including debt, access to markets,
and the transfer of technology . Special attention will also
he paid to the economic situation of the least develope d
of the developing countries . Ministers from more than 100
third world countries of Asia, Africa, Latin America, the
Caribbean and the Middle East met recently in Manila to
prepare a statement of their position which they will submit
formally to the Conference . The discussions and the conclu-
sions of the Conference will give direction to the further
work of UNCTAD and will influence the ongoing dialogue of
the Conference on International Economic Co-operation of
which the Elonourable Allan J . MacEachen is Co-Chairman .
Mr . MacEachen will address the Conference on May 7 .
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
