DIRECTIONS rOR FINDING THE TRUE MERIDIAN AND VARIATION OF
THE NEEDLE.

The variation of the needle shoald be noted on every survey with the compass,
^'ind then if the land be surveyed at a future time, the old lines can always be re-ruu.

The meridian and thence the variation can be ascertained more correctly when tho

•Pole Star is at its greatest elongation East or West than when due North, as any error

^n tho true time at the place will not lead to the inaccuracy which would attend an
observation not made at the exact instant of meridian passage. Knowing nearly th^

time of elongation, the true mericUan and variation of the needle may be found in

flonievvhat the following manner, by means of the compass :

—

1. Drive two posts firmly into the ground, in a line nearly east and west ; the

'.ippermost ends, when so fixed, being about three feet above the surface, imd tha

posts aboat four feet apart : then lay a plank three or four inches in breadth, and
smooth on the upper side, upon the posts, and let it be nailed, to hold it firmly.

2. Prepare a piece of board four or five inches square, and smooth on the under
<;ide. Let one of the compass-sights be placed at right angles to the upper surface

of the board, and let a nail be driven through the board, so that it can be tacked to

the plank resting on the posts.

3. At about twelve feet from the posts, and in the direction of the Pole Star, let

n plumb be suspended from the top of an inclined stake or pole. The top of the pole

should be of such a height that the Pole Star will appear about six inches below it

and the plumb should be swung in a basin of water to prevent it from vibrating.

When the elon-

gation is east, and the needle also points to the east, the sum of the angles is tht^

true variation east ; but if the elongation is west, while tho needle still points to the

eastward of the line, the difference of the angles is the true variation, east or west,

according as the angle shown by the needle is greater or less than tho aziinuth

(2° y).
It has been found by obserratioD, that heat and cold sensibly aflect tho magnetic

needle, and that the same needle will, at the same place, indicate different lines at

different hours of the dav. If the magnetic meriJiun be observed early in the morn-
ing, and then successively at other times of the day, it will be found that the needle

will continue to recede from the meridian as the day advances, until about tho time
of the highest temperature, when it will begin to return, and at evening will make
the same line as in the morning. This chanf^e is called the diurnal variation, ami
Varies, during the summer season, from one-fourth to one-fidh of a degree.

ON THE RECENTLY-DISCOVERED PLANETS.

Till the discovery of Uranus, by Sh* William Herschel, in the year 1781, six

Planets only were Known ; viz., Mercury, Venus, tho Earth, Mars, Jupiter, uud
Saturn. Kepler, from the comparatively great interval between the orbits of Mars
und Jupiter, n>id suspected the existence of an mtermediate Planet ; and the disco-

very of^ Uranus, occupying an orbit in accordance with the supposed analogy among
the distnnees from the Sun, tended to impress the idea more strongly upon Astrono-

mers. In the year 1800, Baron Zacb formed an Association of twenty-four obser-

vers, who divided the Zodiac into as many zones ; ai. 1 each observer engaged ti>

examine one part, for the express purpose of finding this conjectural Planet. On
January 1, 1801, Piazzi, the Director of the Observatory at Palermo, discovered iu

the constellation Taurus, a Planet, which he named Ceres ; and on the 28th of March,
1802, Dr. Olbera, of Bremen, found another Planet m Virgo, which he called Pallas.

Both of these were found to revolve in orbits situated between Mars and Jupiter, hnt

being very small, they were conjectured to be fragments of a broken Planet, whici>

had formerly circulated at the same distance from the Sun, and bad been slmttereti

Ity some internal convulsion. On this hypothesis, it was thought that there wore
other parts undiscovered, and the search was rigorously continued. On the 1st of
September, 1804, M. Harding, at the Observatory of Liiienthal, near Bren^en, disco-

On the 18th

of October, of the saine year, Mr. Hind detected Flora, and on the 25th of April,

1818, Mr Gruhuin, at Mr. Cooper's Observatory, discovered Metis. On the 12th

of April, 1849, n tenth Planet, named Diana, was added by Signor de Gaspari, at

Naples, 10 tho interesting group between Mars and Jupiter.

l)ut ingenious hypothesis, leading to the closer examination of a particular part of
the sky, to that of Vesta—and the remarkable perfection of the Aatronomical Maps
of the Academy of Berlin mainly contributed to the discovery of Astrea." Dilicent

Hearcli, combined with nn intimate acquaintance with the Hearens, has enabled
Astronomers to detect the additional Asteroids. M. Heneke, however, regards the

discovery of the Planet Neptune, in the exact spot predicted by theory ana calcula-

tion, as dii^playing one of the most remarkable combinations of sound theory nnd
careful observation that Astronomical science has ever presentad. These several

discoveries of Telescopic Planets lead us to saspect the existence of many auch
bodies yet unknown to us ; and there seems good reason to believe, that in a few
years we shall have a large addition to the Solar aystem.

INFLUENCE OF THE MOON.

Tkat the Moon affects the Tides, and, in like manner, acta upon the Atmosphere,
all ought to know; but if any think it exerts a controlling influence over the weather,
or the growth of vegetation, it is well to remind them of the results to which the late

Dr. Olbers, the distmguished Astronomer of Germany, who discovered the Planets

Pallas and Vesta, was led by an examination founded on careful meteorological

observations for fifty years, in different countries. " I believe," he says, " that I

have demonstrated \hat the influence of the Moon upon the weather is so small that

it i.4 totally lost amid the great variety of other forces and causes which change the

dtate of our atmosphere, and that its pretended influence on men, animals, or plants,,

is, all of it, due to illusion or prejudice."

AGRICULTURE FOR THE MONTH.

The (irst and most important thing for the ihrmer in this month is to attend to tii!<

horses, cattle and swine. Let them be housed at night and in stormy weather. Set;

that the stables are cleaned, the yards dry and well littered, the sheds warm and yet

well ventilated. If hay is scarce, and labor is cheaper than fodder, it may be cut and

mix'^ with chopped straw, com-Btalks, meal, bran, grain or roots; take care, at all

events, that no fodder is wasted. Cat ap a few potatoes or turnips for sheep, and mix a

little salt with them. If there be sufflcient snow, haul home wood for fuel and fences.

Logs may be taken to the mill and made into boards for future use. Repair all tools,

vehicles and implements, when obliged to stay in-doors. Thresh grain, clean seeds, and

take farm produce to market. Take oats to mill. Take every opportunity of chopping

and preparing new land for a crop. This is also a good time for breaking steern and

colts.

Continue to attend to the stock : remember that by keeping animaU warm, you oco-

inisj the food which would otherwise be applied to sustain the heat of the body. Curry

th3 cattle and horses. Lice, which accumnlatcon over-crowded cattle, may now be de-

stroyed by tobacco-juice, snuff", lard, fish-oil or soft soap. Hens will lay all winter if

their houses be impervious to cold winds, and if with their grain they receive a supply of

gravel and old mortar. Continue the hauling of fuel and fencing-stuti' ; cut up as much

of the former as possible, and pile it away under cover for summer use : this seems

novel, but the farmer will understand, though the lumbervian may not. Finish the

threshing of grain, and stow it away beyond reach of rat, mouse or weevil. Let the

roots be assorted, keeping the best for house use and for seed. Prepare for makiii-r

maple sugar. Take advantage of this season for hauling peat, swamp-muck, sea, rivt>r

or pond mud, for making composts of.

Orion is a beautiful object in the Heavens during the evenings of this month. When
uu the meridian, there is then above the horizon the most magnificent view of the celes-

inl bodies that the starry firmament affords. Tlie coastellutiou consists of seventy-

eight visible stars; of which two are of the first, four of the second, three of the third,

iiad fifteen of the fourth magnitude. In the belt are three easi'.y-distinguislied stars,

(if the second magnitude, called in Job, the Bands of Orion. These point on one «idf

to the Hyades and Pleiades, and on the other to Sirius, or the Dog-star. Soutli of the

belt there is a row of stars of the fourth and fifth magnitudes, forming Orion's swoM*

ticabbard, in the centre of which is the celebrated " Fish-Nebula." Betelguese, the

bright star above the belt, crosses the meridian on the first of the month, at 9h. P. M.,

at an altitude of 53".

AGRICULTURE FOR THE MONTH.

Make maple sugar. No trees of less than twelve or eighteen inches diameter ought to

be tapped : tliey shonld be bored with an inch auger ; nil the vessels used should be per-

foctly clean ; the sap should ba first strained and reduced by boiling nineteen-twentieths

of its bulk, then clarified by white of egg, boiled and strained again ; boil again, and

then pour it into pans till it grains; after this, dry it by placing it in wooden drains filled

with gimlet-holes. Look wdl to the cattle, and give those with young an extra feed or

mash occasionally. Manure may be hauled from town or elsewhere. Take every op-

portunity of hauling wood, and of carting manure to the fields. Let the yards be

cleaned at regular times and new littered. Early latnbs for market should appear in

March, but very great care is required to preserve them.

ASTRONOMY FOR THE MONTH.
The constellation Gemini contains 85 visible stars, including one of the fint (Castor),

one of the second (Pollux), four of the third, and seven of the fourth magnitudes. Cas-

tor is the largest and finest double star in our hemisphere, and crosses the meridian on

the 1st of the month, at 8h. 48m. P.M., at an altitude of 77-^. It is, 11m. later, succeed-

ed by Pollux, which is quadruple. Procyon, the principal star in Canis Minor, comes to

the .neridian 3m. earlier than Pollux, and is about 23-' further South. At about the

same distance S. W. of Procyon, is Sirius, in Canis Major, which is double, and is the

brightest of all the stars in the firmament. It is, however, so remote, that at its distance

the radius of the Earth's orbit (95,000,000 miles) would subtend an angle of less than

f^", a quantity almost inappreciable.

AGRICULTURE FOR THE MONTH.

ThQ farm should ba plotted, and each field assigned its crop for the year. Manure

should bo all got out while the hauling is good. The cattle should not be allowed to

wander on the road, fields or meadows, which does no gooil to themselves and much in-

jury to Uie land. Let the drains be overhauled and cleared out. Continue the cutting,

splitting and piling of wood. Prune and remove dead limbs and branches of fruit-trees,

bushes and shrubs. Scrape oflT moss from apple-trees, and cut ofi* black knobs on tho

plum-tro3s. All kinds of fruit and forest trees may now be safely transplanted. Trans-

planting must always be done before tho leaves are out or after they have fallen ; if a

tree is covered with leaves when it is transplanted, the evaporation by their surface is so

great that the vital moisture of the plant would be all dissipated before the roots had

begun to absorb water from the soil. Break up the garden and sow the early vege-

tables. Commence ploughing in dry situations and on sod land as soon as the frost will

allow.

AGRICULTURE FOR THE MONTH.

Finish hoeing and weeding, and prepare for grain harvest. Wheat, onts and barley

are generally cut in this month : the best ought to be set aside for seed, and allowed

to ripen fully while standing. The grain intended for consumption should be cut while

still soft, for not only is the flour better, but there is much less top and waste in harvesting

the crop. Lowland hay aia,y be cut and made into stacks. If there is time, it is much

better, at once, to get the low meadow hay beyond the reach of the river rathnr than

to wait till winter. Make drains where required ; gather seed and herbs ; destroy weeds

wherever they are to be seen ; remove balls from potato vines, if thought necessary.

Fall wheat may be sowed. If grain harvest be finished, full ploughing for next season

may be begun. A good farmer will be ploughing all summer long. Don't burn ton

soon, or the trouble will be greatly increased. Great care should always be taken to

extinguish fires on new land ; besides the real danger to alt parties, the penalty, on con-

viction for not doing so, is £3.

Vega, the principal star in the constellation Lyra, crosses the meridian on the first of

tliis month, at 7h. 49m. P. M., at an altitude of 83°. It is a very brilliant and insulated

star of the first magnitude, " blazing with imperial lustre," and therefore stands in the

same rank with Sirius, Canopus, and Capella. Yet by the experiments of Dr. Wollas-

ton, it appears that the light it affords is not more than

the Sun, or about one-ninth part of that of Sirius. Efforts have long been made to as-

certain its parallax, and Struve, who lias furnished us with the most recent and accurate

results, makes it only the eighth of a second, thus placing this beautiful star at a distance

from us equal to one and a half million times our distance from the Sun. The same

rlistinguished Astronomer supposes that stars of the twelfth magnitude are not nearer

than 60,800,000,000,000,000 miles:—but how vast is space! What is be3'ond ?

AGRICULTURE FOR THE MONTH.

Continue drniniiig, fall ploughing, anil securing corn and root crops. When potatoes

are to be stored in the field, a dry, sandy spot should be chosen, on which they are to be

liiid ill heaps, then put a layer of .straw over them ; thatch them carefully, and cover

tho whole with earth : two small orifices should be left, the one at the top, and the other

at the bottom ; these should be closed with a wisp of straw, and opened occasionally to

permit the access of fresh air. If the soil of the field is a wet clin-, a ditch ought to

be dug round the spot where the roots are to be laid. Turnips may be either stored in

u root house, or in pits three feet in breadth, and covered with straw and earth as above.

Cull out the choicest animals fur breeding and for use ; sell or fatten the remainder.

Trees may be set out for the ensuing spring as soon as the leaves have fallen, and the

buds are fully formed. Small seedlings, however, are best transplanted in the spring.

Fruit trees may now be propagated by layers or cuttings.

ASTRONOMY FOR 'J HE MONTH.

During the evenings of this month the constellation Cygnus is favorably situated for

observation. According to the British Catalogue, it contuina eigluy-one stars, including

one of the second, six of the third, and twelve of the fourth magnitude. The principal

star (Deneb) crosses the meridian on the first of the month, at 7h. 55m. P. M., at an al-

titude of 82^. Gl Cygni has attracted much attention both as a double star—the com-

ponents of which aie supposed to revolve round each otlier in 540 years,—but also ns

being the first body, which by the splendid discovery of Siderial Parallax, led to mon;

precise and definite conceptions of the vast distance of the stellar host. It is so remote,

that light, which moves with the velocity of 190,000 miles in a second, would require

lOJ years to traverse the interval which separates it from our Earth.

Preparations must now bo made for a long and severe winter. The summer vehiclcii

and implements should be dried, cleaned and stowed away. The fences should be put

ill order, so that none of the field may be exposed to the poaching of cattle, sheep or

hogs. The farmer should walk about daily with a hammer and a pocket full of nails,

patching and repairing the barns and sheds where they require it. The yard should he

well bedded with turf, peat muck, straw, sawdust, weeds, or other vegetable matten),

at the same time they should be so constructed that the soluble parts of the manure,

which are the best, shall not be lost. Finish digging and storing of roots and the fall

ploughing. One good ploughing of clay land in the fall, is worth two or three in the

spring. Ilusk the corn : make cyder : examine and make cuts for the drainage of 8ur>

face water : underground drains are preferable to surface cuts. The children should bf

kept close at school, and the farmer should never forget that more attention is due from

him toward the improvement of his children Than to that of the land or stock.

ASTRONOMY FOR THE MON'JH.

The constellation Pegasus, which is on the meridian during the evening<3 of this month,

at a mean altitude of 65^, contains 89 stars visible to the naked eye, including three of

the second, and three of the third magnitude. It is readily distinguished from all other

ronstcllations by means of four remarkable stars, about 15^ apart, forming what is called

the square of Pegasus. The two moat western stars of this square (Scheat and Markab,

whose declinations are respectively 27° IS' N. and 14'^ 21' N.) cross the meridian at

8h. 15m. P. M., on the first of the month. Of the two on the east, the most northerly vi

Alpherat, which belongs to the constellation Andromeda, and that to the south is called

Algenib, which has the same declination as Markab, but comes to the meridian Ih. 8m.

later. 3^ south and 26m. in advance of Algenib is a fine globular cluster, which accord-

ing to Sir William Herschel, is 243 times more remote than stars of the first magnitude.

The sow may be taken to the boar

in the month, and the ram allowed to return to the flock again. Let the farmer keep

out of the woods, for farming is not a branch of lumbering, nor are active lumberers 1
likely to make thrifly husbandmen. Once for all, let the farmer forswear the woods. |
He may now thrash grain, and take his produce to market : the good wife ought tohavu I

her quota ready of cheese, butter, fowls, hams, sausages, mittens, socks, cloth, wool and

feathers ; these are all as good as money in town. Let all accounts be settled unddebti>

paid : Every farmer ought to keep a book wherein he records his operations, and notes

the oflect of diflereut kind and quantities of manure, seed &c. : the returns under each ^
method ought to be recorded by measure and weight. The crops for each field ought to be

arranged not only for the ensuing summer, but for several years in advance : let there al-

ways be a systematic rotation of crops on the farm : let every one take in and study an

agricultural periodical, and strive to combine science with practice—practice with scieoce.

.\bout 2000 years ago, the constellation Arieii opened the Astronomical year as " Lead-

er of the heavenly hoiit," and retained the oHice for a similar period. The charge id

now resigned to Pisces, for Aries has pusstnl more than 30^ to the eastward of the point

where the equinoctial cuts the ecliptic. This is owing tolhePreccxsion of the equinoxes,

which amounts to little over 50^' per annum, a .Irietis performs important serrice for

nautical science. The skilful navigator can, by measuring the distance between Arietis

und the Moon, determine at once not only the spot he is in on the trackless ocean, but

his true course and distance to any known harbour on the enrth. Eight other conspicu-

ous stars, which lie near the Moon's path, are also much used for the same purpose, and

are hence called nautical stars. They are Aldebaran, Pollux, Regulus, Sjtica Vir-

ainis, Antarcs, Altair, Fomalhaut, and Markab. Their true places for every day in

the year, are given in the Nautical Almanac.

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OUTLINE OF THE ELEMENTARY PRINCIFLES OF .ViRICULTUKAL
CHEMISTRY^

Aifricnllnre ifi tlio nrt of cultivnling the soil, no us to raise tlie lnrgi>st crop nt tlio

H'tiallest coiit, and with the ieaiit injury to the land ; every fanner, llierefure, ought

cspeciully to be acquainted with the nature or composition of cropM, to^ia, ninnureo,

&c. Chemistry profeMea to aHcertain and declare the elementary composition of

uii things, and As^riciiltaral chemistry \» the apticial application of CiientiHtry to the

pur8mt»of the Farmer. We propoHe, in the course ot the following article, to givu

the Agriculturi.it an idea of the way in which Chemistry has heen applied to the

advancement of hi» art, how it hna explained the reasons for his most successful

practice, and how u knowledge of its truths will always best direct to safe and
economical results.

\. Or THE NATURE OF Orops.—Crops and all vegetable substances consipJ

of two parts,—one which burjis away in the tire, called the Ors^anic pari, and oue

which does not burn away, called the Inor'^anic part, or ash. Of these, the organic

or combustible portion forms from flO to 99 out of every 100 parts of their weight.

The organic fiart is composed oC four elementary substances which have been

termed Carbon, Hydrogen, Oxygen and jYitrvf^eu, with minute quantities of tSi//-

phur and Phosphorus. Of these, carbon, (iwhich is the most abumhtnt) sulphurand

phosphorus are solids, while the ot'ter three are colourless and invisible gases. Mo.-;^

plants will yield the above si\ substances when properly treatml, thi)»gh several

of their bulky constituents, such, as starch, gum, sugar, fibre of wood and oily matters

contain only carbon, h^'drogen and oxygen.

The ash, or inorganic part of plants, when analyisod, is found to contain eight or

ten different substances, namely. Potash, Sola, Lime, Jlitgncsia, Oxide of Iron,

Oxide of Manganese, Silica, Chlorine, Sulphuric acid, or Oil of Vitriol, and

Phosphoric acid: of these, phosphoric and sulphuric acid are liquids, chlorine is a

yellow, corrosive gas, and all the others are solids. These are all to be found in tlui

ash of our usually cultivated plants, though the atrinnnt of ash ditlers in ditl'erent

plants, and the q.uantity of any onenf these e.\ii>ts inditUu'ent proportions hi the ashes

of the different parts of the same plant ; thus. 100 pounds of hay leave nino or ten

pounds ofash, while 100 pounds of wheat leave le»^ than two p<iiui(is. The ash •f

wheat, again, contains more phosphoric acid than that of hay, while the ash of iiuj

contains more lime than that of wheat..

These various constituent elements of plants haveboen derived partly from the air

and partly from the soil. Plants, like animals, require const:tnt supplies of foml it)

order that they may live and grow,. This food is, acrordingly, absorbed from thi'

soil by the rootlets, and from the air by the leaves, of tlie plant.

The constituents of the asli, or inorganic part, are derived by the roots from tin

soil, while the organic food is derived partly from the air p.nd partly from the soil.

—

The charcoal, or carbonaceous portion of the plant, is derived chie^'y from the air,

where it exists in small qnantities aft^ Carbonic acid, a gas which would bo poison-

ous if not very much diluted by conunon air. Common air consists of oxygen and

nitrogen gases, mixed in the proportion of one to four part*, by weight; but besides

these gases and watery vapour, there is alvvoys a little carbonic acid : in five

thouiand gallons of air there is, in fact, seldom more than two gallons of carbonic

acid gas. In order, therefore, to absorb this useful substance in sutKcient quantities

from the atmosphere, the leaves have been contrived; and these, by means of their

gr«at extent of surface, pierced with innumerable pores or openings, are enabled to

.suck in as much aa is required for the sustenance of the plant. Every twenty-two

pounds of carbonic acid contain siv pounds of carbon and sixteen of oxygen, and living

plants, under the influence of the sun's light, have the power of decomposing this

gas—retaining the carbon and giving off the oxygen again into the air by the leaves.

Besides carbonic acid, the leaves of plants also drink in watery vapor, which, being

a chemical compound of oxygen and hydrogen gases, in the proportion of 8 of the

former to 1 of the latter, may serve to supply those essential constituents. Carbonic

readily s;
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acid and somo other compounds of carbon exist likewise in the soil, and ent^r the
plant freely l>y its numerous roots.

The nitrogen of plants enters chiefly under the forms of Ammonia and JVitric

arid, both ot which are found in sntall quantities in the soil and are brought to the

roots us liquids, ready for absorption. These, which are called the ultimate elemenln

of plants, are curiously combined and grouped together under certain more familiar

(brms of which the most notable are Woody fibre. Starch and Gluten. Woody fibre

forms the chief part of the woody and of the tough and fibrous part of oil plants.

Htarch, again, is a white powdery substance which abounds in many roots, fruits and
seeds, and is readily removed from them by washing ;—the greater part of a potato

consists of starch, and about half the weisht of meal and floor consumed for food.

—

(iluten is a touch adhesive substance wliich, though in smaller quantity, occurs

along with starcii in almost all seeds. If a piece of doush be washed with water,
the white starch will go off with the water,, while the viscid gluten remains behind.

(tnm and Sugar, in certain proportions, are also present, more or less, in the sap of
all plants, and, strange to sav, all the above-mentioned substances, which are so dif-

ferent in their form and qualities, are found, on analysis, to consist of carbon and the

elements of water (oxygen and hydrogen) only.

Thus we see why the leaves drink in carbonic acid and water, which, together,

yield all the elements of the above substances, and why the oxygen of the carbonic

acid, which only served to render the carbon gaseous, is piven off again as being of

no use to the plant. In order to supply the loss of carbonic acid sustained by the at-

mosphere, in which it serves other important purposes, it is restored to it by animals
whose breath contains it, by the decay of plants and animals, and by the burning of
wood and coal,—the carbon of which, after uniting with the oxygen of the air, be-
;(>mes again the very carbonic acid which is required. Thus, animals produce car-

bonic acid, upon w\\\c\i plantx live, and from carbonic acid and water together, plants

l)roduce starch, &c. upon which animals live.

(Iluten consists of the above-mentioned elements, together with Nitrogen and a little

sulphur, and phosphorus ; these three last are derived almost solely from the soil,

-.lad hence the importance of adding to the soil manures which shall contain them.

II. Ok the Nature of the Soil..—^The soil, like the plant, consists ofan
organic or combustible, and of an inorganic or incombustible portion : this may bo
readily seen by heating a little of it on the end of a knife. The blackening thus

produced depends upon the carbonaceous matter, which gradually burns out and
leaves the proper mineral portion of the soil by itself.

The organic part of the soil, as is well known, is derived from the roots and stems
of decayed plants, and from the dung and remains of small animals. A good soil

contains from one-tenth to one-twentieth of its weight of organic matter, while barren

poaty soils may contain three-fourths or more of it. By frequent ploughing and crop-

ping, with insutHcient manure, the organic matter diminishes, while it increases again

by leaving the land to pasture, by freely supplying it with barn-yard manure or peat

eonipost, by ploughing in green crops, by growing clover and other long-rooted plants,

which are left in the soil. Much of this organic matter enters the roots of plants as

food, and is necessary to their healthy growth.

The mineral part of the soil is derived from the crumbling down of solid rocks.

It consists principally of sand, clay and lime, and most rocks may be regorded as

more or less hardened sandstones, limestones and clays (slates and shales). Hence,
soils are classed according to the preponderance of one or other ingredient into sandy
or light soils, stiiT clay soils and calcareous soils. Mixtures of these, in various nro-

cultivated, and nro host adapted for hurley, turnips, rye, huckwuat and cum, anil

green crops. Heavy cluy lands, again, generally require to bo drained first, or they

are laid down to permanent pasture. In draining nuch land the drainit ought alwnyM'

lo be as deep as poHsible, say, at leaitt, from thirty to thirty-six inches, and not far-

ther than fifteen to twenty fuet apart. In this country stone droinn are preferred,

though tile drainsrof one or two incheslwro, are conceived to bo the be»tt in England.

Most cultivated plants send their roots down two or three feet, and the deeper the

dry soil is made, tlie deeper the rooti» can go in hiearch of food. Deep drainase,

while it allowi* more freedom in ploughing and digging the fieldSylets in tlie air to Hit-

smbsoil, and allown rain water to sink down and wash out of it anything that may be
hurtful to the roots of plants : of thoeo, iron-ochres is the most common, and by its

rementin| (qualities converts a layer of earth or gravel into a retentive pan.
By drauiing, by subsoil ploughmg (which brings up the ttubsoil), and by the addi-

tion of lime or nuirl, heavy clay lands may be rendered lighter, or more cheap to'

work ; they will then also yield far heavier crops, and grow green crops in addition.

The inorganic or earthy part of the soil serves both to fix the plant and to supply it

with its food. It consists chiefly of silica (or sand), alumina (or the earth of

clays) and lime, 6lc., btit it also coutaina srnnll quantities of ^TfTfms/i, soda, magnesia,
oxide of iron, oxide of manganese, sulphuric acid, phosphoric acid, nmi chlorine

;

all of these, it will be observed, are precisely the same subatanceH which the chemist

has detected in the ash of plantH. In the soil, however, they exist in very diflTerent

proportions ; thus, alumina is alway» present in the soil, and seldom, tf ever, in

plants : it serves chiefly to give stiffness to the floil in which the plants grow, and to

enable it to hold their watery food. Neither is silica present in so large proportional

i(uantity in the ash of plants : it is of use chiefly to give lightness to the soil, and to

obviate the bud effect» of too much water. By a due proportion of these two sub-

stances (sand and clay), which are possessed of such opposite qualities, the proper

texture of the soil is maintained. None of the above substances exi»tt in the air, and
therefore, the plant must have absorbed them while dissolved in the water ofthe soil

in which its roots are spread out.

A soil, to be fertile, must contain all these substances, for plants require them all^

though in different proportions, for their healthy growthv Thi» will be further illus-

trated by the subjoined tabic.

Should one only ofthe above substances be absent from the soil, it might sfill srotv

very well those crops which require only a small part ofthat one substance; but those

which require a large part of it woald be stunted and unhealthy : thus, if the land

contained little lime, it might grow a good crop of rye grass, and yet might not be

able to grow a good crop ofclover.
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If several q£ these constituents were absent, the hoW would bo naturnllv barren
;

and, as ii well known, largo tractM of roiiiitry may be either naturally fertile or natu-
turally barren— their character depending esoentially n|>on th(> presence or nbs(>uce

of some of the above eight or ten siibstannes. Tbi^i may bo illustrated by reference

to the subjoined Table.

This
r:,i4B is best met by thorough draining, subsoil ploughing, and liming where neoe8.sary.

Hut besides these natural cautios of barrutiness, any soil may be rendered barren by
1>'ing treated, year after year, with the same crop. The reason of this is, that these

erop^ draw certain substances from the soil in great abuiidanc«», and after a
iiuriiber of years the soil can no longer furnish those substances in sutlicient quantity

l'(ir their healthy or abundant growth; thu.4, grain crops especially exhaust the soil

of pho.-tphoric acid, potash and mugncaia.—But this will be better understood by ro-

iVrriii!; to the subjoined Table, which exhibits the composition in 100 pounds of the

ns!i oi* several kinds of grain.

To remedy this special exhaustion, we must return to the soil the particular sub-

stauuea which have been removed by cropping. Should the phosphoric acid, for
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•instance, bo removed, we must return it again under the roriu'of bone dust, or guano,

or phosphate of lime.

A fertile soil, it will also be observed, may be rendered unproductive by any kind

of cropping,—that is, if the crops are carried off the land, and no return made to it,

—for every crop takes away from the soil a certain quantity of those substances

which all plants require. Hence, the fertility of the soil can only be permanently

sustained by putting in the proper substances, in the proper quantities, and at the

proper times.

To keep up the fertility of the land, a farmer must put in at least as much as he

takes out-; to make his land batter, he must put in more than he takes out. All this

time, be it observed, he takes off the land what he can sell for much money {crops)^

and he puts in what he can buy for comparatively little money (manure). The na-

ture of the soil and the plant is such that the latter can, by proper management, be

made to coavttrt manure, the worthless refuse of our horses and cattle, into valuable

food.

III. Of the nature and application of MANtfREs.-^-Any thing that

furnishes food to growing plants may be called a manure. Some contain the fertiU

izing elements under a small bulk, and are called Portable manures : these include

guano, bone dust, tape dust, pigeon dung, phosphate of lime, gypsum, nitrate of

soda, &c. They may, all of them, be carried to great distances) and yet be applied

with profit by the farmer.

1. Vegetable Manures are those parts of plants which are usually buried in the

soil for the purpose of makkig it more productive. The most important are grass,

clover, straw, hay, potato tops, rape dust, ifc.

The soil is manured with green grass, when grass land is ploughed up. Tn the

same way, clover, buckwheat, rye, and even young turnips, are ploughed in green

to enrich the soil. These all produce the best etfocts when ploughed into light sandy

soils.

Sea-weed likewise, either spread on land or ploughed in, or allowed to rot and

sink in, or, best of all, composted with earth and with shell sand or marl, forms a

rery valuable manure, especially for potato crops.

Potato tops may be ploughed in with advantage to the next year's grain crop. By
pulling off the blossoms these tops are kept in a green state till the potatoes are dag

up.

Turnip tops are also highly prized as a green manure. Near Edinburgh, the

tamip tops are reckoned equal to eight tons of farm-yard manure.

Hay is usually applied to land in the shape of the dung of horses and cattle.

Straw is partly used as dung and partly trodden among tlie litter of the stalls or

barn-yard. If light land is to be manured for a green crop, the straw ought to be

well rermented or rotted, but for heavy clay land, during the naked fallow before a

crop of wheat, the straw ought to be more loose and unfennented, as it thus sen'es

to keep the land open.

Rape cake and rape dust (the refuse that remains afler the rape seed has been

pressed for its oil) may be applied with profit (16 to 20 cwt. to an acre) fur turnip*

or potatoes, in place of the whole or part of the common farm-yard dung,—or to the

ftxtent of three to five hundred weight per acre, as a top-dressir^ to young wheat iik

•pring.

2. Animal Manures include blood, flesh, bones, hair, wool, and the dung and
urine of anintals, and the refuse offish.

Blood is a very powerful manure. It is generally applied as mixed with other re-

fuse of slaughter-houses, but in some {daces it is dried and applied as a top-dressing

»

•r is drilled in with the seed,

7%e flesh of dead animals, buried in soil or saw-dost, with a little marl, makes a

most enriching compost.

Bones are crashed m mills, and then sif\ed into the various sizes of ineh-boneii^

h«If-inch bones and hoae dust. The bono dost acts m'>st quickly, but its effecti arv
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teas permanent. Bones are host for light or dry lands, instead of the whole or ofa part

ofthe furm-yard manure. Thcv are often mixed whh wood ashes and drilleci iawith
turnip seed. It is advisable, after rai^g one crop of turnips with bones alone, to

raise the next crop on the same field with farm-yard manure alone. On soils rich in

phosphates, hones produce little benefit; but from soils poor in phosphaxes, excellent

crops, both of wheat and turnips, may be raised by the use of bones. Bones, as usu-

nlly applied to land, consist of abont equal parts of Phosphate of Lime {Bone earth)
and Gelatine or glue, (ilue is a good manure of itself, and all plants require phos-
plioric acid and lime for their healthy growth. Every one hundred pounds of burnt
i)ones will yield forty to forty-five lbs. of phosphoric acid.

Bones are likewise usefully applied to pasture lands ; they supply the
phosphates of which the land had been robbed by the cows fed upon it. Every ten
gullons of milk contain about half a pound of bone earth, and for every half pound
thi.'s carried auay, one pound of common bone dust should be returned. If it be not
returneil, only those grasses can grow which require little bone earth; where it is re-

turned to the soil, new grasses spring up, which enable the cow to produce milk in

greater abundance, and richer in cheese than before.

When bone dust is stirred in with an equal weight of oil of vitriol, diluted with
rather more than its cvn weight of water, it is dissolved, and in the minute state of
division to which it has now been reduced, may be more advantageously applied to

tlie land. The solution may be either weakened by the addition of thirty times its

bulk of water, and applied with a wat!tr-curt, or it may be dried up with peat, saw-
dust or soil, and drilled in as bones usually are.

Hair and woollen rags, when mixk d with earth, make an excellent compost, but
they are hardly accessible in this country as yet.

Animal dung is largely used as manure. Of the various kinds, night soil, and
birds' dung are the most valuable ; next to these is horse dung, after that, pigs' dung,
and lastly, cows' dung.
The superior value oi night soi7 results from the mixed nature ofthe food, which

'\A both of animal and vegetable nature.

Horse dung is richer than cow's dung, because the horse voids so little urine as*

roinpared with the cow. A stall-fed cow voids about 200U or 3000 gallons of urine

in a year, and this carries otY a large proportion of that which would otherwise be
favorable to fermentation. *

Pigs' dung is best used as compost, or mixed with that of other animals.

The mixed dung of animals differs from their food principally in containing less

enrbon and more nitrogen and saline matter. The carbon of the food is consumed
(luring breathing, having been united with the oxygen of the air which enters the

iungi«, and agiin thrown off as carbonic acid gas. In this way, a man gives oflfabout

half a pound of carbon in a day, and a cow or a horse throws off eight or ten times as

much. This larger proportion of nitrogen and saline matter is one of the principal

causes of the greater activity of the dung of animals. During the fermentation of
manures, hydrogen and nitrogen (3 : 14) combine together to form a strong smelling

gas, technically termed ammonia or hartshorn, and the presence of this gas is the

cause of the pungent smell perceived in hot stables. If the smell be not sufficient to

distinguish it, its presence over dung-heaps or in the stable may be readily indicated by
a feather dipped in vinegar or spirit of salt, which will become surrounded by
white fumes. This pungent gas is readily dissolved by water, and is sucked in by the

roots of plants. Within the plant it is again decomposed, and helps to form gluten

aad other substances. Now, as ammonia is produced in largest quantity in the liquid

part, especially of cows* dung, it is of the greatest importance to prevent this liquid

from running to waste. One tho-jsand gallonp of cow's urine have been found to b«
equal upon grass to two cwt. of guano, and upon turnips superior to twenty cart-

loads of good furm-yard dung. Every farm-yard, therefore, ought to possess a tank
or cistern for the purpose of receiving this useful liquid, which, after fermentation

and dilution with water, may be applied on grass land or any young crops whh a

water cart. It may also be occasionally pump^ upon dung or compost heaps so as to
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promote their fermentation. It is worth while to remark that the fermented urine of

cows, horses and sheep, contain potash, soda and ammonia, but no phosphates;

while the drainings of dung-heaps, the urine of man and that of the pig does contain

them.

There is another liquid called the ammoniacal liquor of the gas works, which
might be employed as a liquid manure. It ought to be diluted with four or five times

its own weight of water, and employed in the same way as the liquid manure of the

farm-yard.

Pigeon's dung and guano (which is the dung of sea-fowl) may be profitably ap-

plied as a top-dressing (2 cwt. per acre) to young crops, or they may be used very

advantageously w\\m mixed with half of the usual farm-yard dung for the turnip or

potato crop (2 or 3 c*vt. per acre) ; in the latter case, it is better to cover iter to mix
it with a quantity of earth, to prevent the seed from touching it. Guano ought never

to be uiixed with quicklime, because the latter will set free its ammonia, and causo

it to escape into the air.

Fish refuse, when it can be hnd, forms an excellent manure, and is best used when
niado into a compost with earlii and marl. This compost ought to bo turned over

once or twice before using.

3. Saline, or Mineral manures. Of these the most important are Bone Earth,

Soda JVitre, Epsom Salts, Common Salt, Gypsum, Kelp, Soot, Wood Ashes, ami

Lime.
Phosphate of Lime, or Bone earth, occurs as a mineral in some places, and is

contained to a variable extent in all limestones. When this mineral phosphate is ap-

plied in the state of powder, or dissolved in oil of vitriol, it is very advantageously

used as a manure, both to the grain and root crops.

Soda-JVitre (a natural compound of Altric acid and Soda), which is imported

from Peru at a low rate, may be advantageously applied as a top-dressing to grass

land and to young corn. Its beneficial action depends upon its supplying nitrogen

and soda to the growing crops.

Glaul)cr Salts are composed of sulphuric acid (oil of vitriol) and soda. When
Ht can be had at a cheap rate, it may be advantageously applied as a top-dressing to

grass lands, to turnips, beans, and young potato plants. It yields both sulphuric acid

and soda, which are required by the young plants.

Epsom salts, a compound of sulphuric acid and magneisa, has been used as ;i

top-dressing for wheat and for the potato : both of its constituents arc required b}

crops.

Cofnmon Salt'ia a compound of chlorine and sodium, both of which are required

by plants. As the sea-breezes generally convey a little salt water fur aiany mile;;

inland, common salt will bo most useful in places remote from the sea-sl'uro. It nin

y

either be a])plied as a top-dressing, or it may bo mixed with other maaure, or witii

the water used iu slaking quick-lime.

^Yative gypsum or plaster consists of sulphuric c -id, lime anA water. When
heated to redness, it loses twenty-one per cent, of water, and is then called hurnt:!

gypsum. In the state of powder, it forms an excellent top-dressing for clover, po;i>

and beans, and is recommended for strewing on fermenting dung-heaps, or on the

moist iloor of stables, so as to fix the annnonia, or to bring it into such a stale thai

it will escape less readily into the air :—as these saline manures contain but few in-

gredients, it is generally batter to use mixtures of them. They ought also to l>e ap-

plied in calm weather, and soon after or before rain, so that they may be dissolved

in the soil.

Kelp, or the ash of burned sea-weed, may be employed as a top-dressing to grass

and grain crops. For root crops it may be used either alone, at the rate of four to

six cwt. an acre, or whh half farm-yard manure.
IVoa't ashes, wlien applied to grass lands, destroy moss and improve the herbage.

They u\ay he al^so employed on most other crops with advantage, mixed with bone;?,

rape dusf, guano, die.

Coat Soot contains charcoal, lime, sulj^huric acid and ammonia, and is applied
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manures.

Limestone consists of lime in union with carbonic acid ; by chemists it is termed
carbonate of lime. One hundred tons of pure limestone contain fifty-six tons of lime

and forty-four tons of carbonic acid.

Marl is carbonate of lime in a state of fine powder, and more or less mixed with

earthy matter. Both limestones and maris may contain from one to four per cent, of

phosphate of lime.

Shells and Shell sand are also nearly the same thing as common limestone. Marls
and shell sand may be applied with advantage as a top-dressing to sour, coarse and
mossy grass lands. They may also be ploughed or harrowed into arable land, and
may be applied with especial advantage, and in large quantity, to peaty soils. They
may likewise be used in making composts with earth and vegetables, or animal
matter.

The presence of the carbonate of lime in a soil, or in a marl or stone, may be rea-

dily detected by pouruig a little vinegar or weak spirit of salt upon a little of it placed
in a glass. Ifany bubbling up or effervescence ensues it must be due to the presence

of carbonic acid, which thus escapes through the liquid which has been added.

When limestone is burned in the kiln, the carbonic acid is driven oft' by the heat,

;ind lime alone remains. In this state it is called quick or hot lime, and one ton of

pure limestone yields about 11.^ cwts. of quick lime.

When water is poured on quick lime, the water is absorbed by the lime and dis-

nppeiirs. I\fuch heat is likewise given off", the lime falls to pieces, and takes the

imnie of slaked or slacked lime, in this, one ton of pure lane becomes 2<»J cwts.

of slaked lime.

iJiit if water had not been poured on, the quick lime would have gradually absorb-

ed watery vapour from the air and fallen to pieces, in which state it is said to have
been air-slaked. But besides drinking hi watery vapour, it also absorbs carbonic

;icid from the atmosphere, and returns at length to the state of carbonate or mild
lime. When it has thus returned to the state of carbonate it forms a very fine pow-
der, and can be thoroughly mixed with the soil. Quick lime acts much in the same
way upon land as mild lime, but more quickly. Tlieirbencfici.il effect depends upon
their supplying tiiclime which all plants require as part of their food—by combining

with acids in tlie soil so as to remove the sourness of land, and by converting the ve-

getable matter of the soil into the food of plants.

Lime is best applied on the Hurrico of land, as it naturally tends to sink. Q,uick

lime is the best for peaty soils, for heavy clay soils, for arable lands which are sour,

;ind for such as contain a great do:jl of vegetable matter. Wet air-slacked lime,

iigaiii, is said to be best for hill postures.

In England, quick lime is usually added to land at the rafo of S or 10 bushelsa year

to an imperial acre. It is generally put in, however, at the beginning of every rota-

tion, or every second rotation. It i.i observed to produce a greater effect u])on dry

than upon wet land, but iu all ca.sos it requires to bo repeated at certain intervals, na

SOUK! of it must bo removed in the crops, some is removed by rains, and some sinks

into llio sHilisoil. Tiie use of lime alone can never jjrevent tjie e\liaustion of land.

Manure is vaquired as v>e!l as lime for the healthy and luxuriant growth of crops; and,

as is v.ell understood,

"Tlio use of mail witlioiit nininire

IV. Of thf adaptation of thk Crops for Food.—The dilTerent

kinds of grain which the farmer reaps, consist cliielly o( starch, gluten, and oil or

t\tl, in different proportions ; thus, 100 pounds of

llye contain about 50 cf starch, 10 of gluten, and 2 or 3 of oil.

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Root crops consist chiefly of water and ttareh ; thus, potatoea contain about 7S
per cent, of water; mangold-wurtzei, 86; and turnips, 88 percent. The proportion

uf their different ingredients is found to differ ia different varieties of the same grain

or root, and in different climates and soils.

Doth seeds and roots leave a small ash when burned, as may be seen by refprring

to the Table at p. 101. In every case, however, it is phosphoric acid in combination
with potaih, sola,, magnesia and lime, which are its most important ingredients.

Vegetables to be suitable for th^ food of animals, mu^t contain substances similar

in composition to those which exist in the bodies of the latter, and these are the gin-

ten, oil and minoral matter, which collectively make up the bulk of all the plants

which are cultivated by the farmer. Starch, sugar and gum, which consists of car-

bon and water, supply the carbon which animals throw off from their lungs during

respiration. A man who throws off-from his lungs, under form of carbonic acid gas,

six or eight ounces of carbon in a day, must consume nearly a pound of starch in the

same time in order to replace it. The carbon of the food, in becoming carbonic acid,

i'^iees off the heat required to maintain the warmth of the animal body. The gas
itself, when given off with the breath and diffused through the atmosphere, is again
absorbed by plants and transformed into starch : so that there is here a mutual de-
pendence and harmony established between the animal and vegetable kingdom.
The gluten of the food is required for the purpose of repairing the daily waste of

the mussniar or fleshy parts of the body. There is reason to believe that the flesh

and all the parts of the body are removed in the course ofa few years, having form-
ed, in the last stage, the dung and urine of the animal. Now, the gluten of plants

has almost exactly the same composition as the flesh of animals, and, accordingly,

is well fitted to repair the waste which takes place.

The oil orfat of the food serves to supply the natural waste of fatty matter in the

animal body. When more than that is taken, fat accumulates in the animal. Lin-

fieed oil-cake and the like, which contain much oil, will, therefore, generally fatten

moat quickly.

The phosphate of lime and other mineral matters of the food serve to supply the

daily waste of the bones, of the salts of the blood, &c.
A growing animal will obviously require a larger supply of sluten and saline mat-

ter than a full-grown animal, which has only to supply the daily waste of the body.

Id order to convert a ton of oats or turnips into the largest quantity of beef or

mutton, the cattle or sheep ought to be kept in a warm and 8helt«red place, where
they might have wholesome air, and but little light, and where they would be as lit-

tle disturbed as possible. In order to fatten a full-grown beast, it should be kept

warm and quiet, and fed with fat or oily food, such aw oil-cake, oats, corn, boiled

linsaeil jelly. Sic, with a good supply of ttirnips ; but if the object be to get the

richest manure only, the stock ought to be kept in a cool and sheltered place, and to

be allowed to take a good deal of exercise. Fattening cows and bullocks do best

with fresh and sweet food, while pigs thrive best on food that has been slightly

soured.

All animals, even pigs, thrive best when their skins are kept clean, and their food

supplied to them at regular intervals, say, at least three times a day.

Or IVIiLK Axn Dairy Produc*.—Milk cona'iataof water, curd, butler, and
a peculiar kind of sugar, called milk sugar. 100 lbs. of milk contain about 4^ lbs.

ofeurd, 3 of butter, and 4J of milk sugar : nearly all the rest is water.

When new milk is set aside, the fat rises in the form of cream, and can be skim-
insd off ; a little vinegar or rennet separates the curd, and the sugar ia obtained by
evaporating the whey.
Common butter consists offat, water, and a little curd. 100 lbs. of fresh batter

contain 10 or 12 lbs. of water, and about one tf curd : the rest is fat.

Cheese consists of pure curd, butter or fat, and water. 100 lbs. of cheese con-

tain from 30 to 43 lbs. of water. Skim-milk cheese contains from six to ten per cent,

of butter ; full-inil!< chacse from twenty to thirty per cent, of butter, and about as

Uiuch curd.
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In order to make a cow gire the largest possible quantity of milk, she should he
fed with rich juicy grass, turnips with tneir tops, green rye, brewers' grains, warm
mushes or other watery food, and drink as often as she will take it ; but again, if it

is desired to get milk of the best possible quality, a cow should have drier food—
oats, beans, bran, oil-cake, and clover hay, along with her turnips or boiled food.

In order to make her give much butter, she should have the same food as a fattening

iinimal— oil-cake, oats, barley, corn-meal, and some turnips. To get much chees**

from the milk, the cow ought to get beans, peas, vetches and clover, with oiUcakt;,

iiH of which make the milk richer in curd, that is, they contain a very large propor-

tion ofa substance which has nearly the same composition and properties as the curd
of milk.

IVIilk itsetf contains all the elements of a nutritious food. The butter of milk sup-
lilies thefdt of the body ; the curd supports the muscles ; the milk sugar supplies the

carbon for respiration ; and the phosphates, the earthy matter of the bones. Like
blood, it is the most complex fluid in nature ; and, like blood, it is of itself, qualified

to sustain and nourish the life of animals.

Murder.
Setting fire, or in any way destroying iny ship or vessel, with intent to murder,

or whereby human life is endangered.

Carnal knowledge of any woman against her will, by force, or while insensible.

Carnal knowledge of any girl under the age often years.

Unnatural otfence with mankind or brute animal.

Breaking and entering into any dwelling-house, or any inner part thereof, l>etwetti

nine in the evening and six in the morning, and assaulting, with intent to murder, nny
person therein, or causing bodily harm or doing any personal violence to such person.

Setting fire maliciously to any dwelling-house, any person being therein.

Robbing any person, and at the time or immediately before or after, causing any
grievous bodily harm to any person.

Exhibiting any false light or signal with intent to bring any ship or vessel into

d;ing!;r, or maliciously doing anything tending to the immediate loss or destruction of

uny ship or vessel in distress.

The Directors of the Saint John County Agriculturnl Society beg to submit th(,

following Report to the annual meeting. During the past year, uicntlily meetings

liave been regularly held, and have been well attended ; the cons("|uente of which
haa been, that niucii discussion has taken place, and considerable etibris liavo been
made to advance the interests of agriculture. Most of the remarks wliicli will close

liiis Report are the fruit of such discussions. The action taken by the Directors

will b'j nairated in detail.

Impressed with the importance " obtaining and diffusing sound knowledge on the

subject which they have in liand, the following publications have been received and
circulated,—"Johnston's Lectures on Agriculture," "Stephen"; Book of the

I'arin," " The Journals of the Royal Agricultural Societies of England and Scot-

land," " The London Gardeners' Chronicle," "The North British Agriculturist,'"

and "The Albany Cultivator."

Having learned, early in the year, that Professor Johnston, of the University of

Durham, and Lecturer to the Agricultural Society of Scotland, had been invited to

visit the United States, the Directors Drought the matter under the notice of the

(government, and petitioned His Excellency to invite the Professor to visit this Pro-

vince on his route, and give his opinion on its agricultural capabilitie.^. 'I'liis re(|uest

was complied with. The Professor is now with us, and is making himself ac(|uainted

with the soil and produce of each section of the Province. It is to be hoped that

his report will be carefully studied, and hisdiiections followed by every farmer. As
to his ability to teach, it need only be said, that his opinions are valued wherever
scientific agriculture is known; and that the best (lirmers of Britain and the United

States have been glad to come before him in the attitude of learners.

For the purpose of inducing the farmers of this County to test the utility oi

Ihorous^h-draining,. the Directors offered premiums to such as A'ould undertake the

exporiment, and report on the results. A copy of the conditions ami direction* will

be found in the appendix. As the Directors have reason to hope, that the Commis-
sioners of the Provincial Penitentiary will import a tile machine to manufacture

draining pipes during the next season, they will allow another year to intending

competitors. For the'ir information, it may be remarked, that in England tile drain-

ing is done at less than half the cost of stone draining, even when stone is on the

land, and is more effective. The former costs, in England, from .£3 to £6 per acre,

with drains 3 to 5 feet deep, and 20 to 40 feet apart : the latter from XlO to ;£30.

The bottom of the drain is cut exactly to the width of a two or three inch pipe.

Aft( r the pipes are securely fitted, the clay is packed closely back upon them, with-

OHt any stone,, brush, or other material; and however singular it may leem, experi-

ence has proved, that by this simple and cheap drainage, not only are springs and

'.Vet lands dried, but that even the surface water thids its way to the conduits, render-

ing the land more permeable, easier worked,, and earliei* ready for the seed than be-

fore, and the cro;^" healthier, more abundant, and fully three weeks sooner ready

for tlio sickle.

Tlie Directors caused a large quantity of turnip, carrot, beet, and parsnip seed to

be imported last season, together with wheat, barley, and oats, all of which wen.

readily sold, without loss. They would recommend tiiat a still larger (juantity he-

imported, as many this season were unable to obtain a supply, and the necessity for

an incrt.'ased cultivation of root crops is bccomijig better understood.

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The Directors olTeretl premiums for the best fields of turnips, enrrots, mangold'

Aurtzel and parsnips, " ijuantity, quality, and cultivation considered," also for the

largest quantities of wheat, barley, oats, buckwheat and potatoes raised. The
[udgos awarded these jiremiuins as follow :—First premium for turnips, to Thomas
Davidson, second to Dr. I'cters, third to T. J. Ayers ; first pr> mium for carrots, to

Dr. Peters, second to Thomas Davidson ; first premium for oats and buckwlieat, to

Thomas Dewar; second jiremium for buckwheat, to Robert Bowes; third premium
for potatoes, to Thomas Dewar; first premium for essay on making manure, to Ro-
bert Bowes.
The reports of the competitors will be found in the appendix. The annual fair

and cattle show was held on 27th September. The list of successful competitors has

been already published.

The fair, from the day being wet, was not well attended. His Excellency the

liieutenant-Governor was pleased to honor the Show whh his presence, and mi-
nutely examined the cattle and articles exhibited. Four samples of wheat were
shown; one weighed 64 lbs. and two over 60. The oats weighed 46, 44 and 42lb9.

per bushel. The turnips, carrots, mangold wurtzel, and potatoes, were very supe-

rior, and pronounced by the judges as good as could be raised in any country.

There is but little butter and no cheese made in this county. In the appendix will

be found directions for making both in the most approved methods.

For the purpose of encouraging the production of these articles in the county, the

Directors would recommend that large premiums be offered for the largest quantities

of good quality made in any one dairy.

The Directors have to report in relation to the crops in the county for the past

season, that hay, except on the mars'.ies, was very light, probably not lialf an aver-

age, very little wheat was grown, but, where tried, yielded abundantly without rust

or weevil. Barley has not been successfully cultivated, probably because the land
lias not been put in a proper condition for it, that crop requiring a very fine tilth.

Oats have been a good crop. Buckwheat has been extensively grown, and yielded

abundantly. Potatoes kept quite free from the disease until fully grown and nearly

ripe, and, in general, were not affected at all. In some sections, however, especially

in the vicinity of this city, the disease made its appearance with all its former viru-

lence. After blackening the tops, it struck down to the roots, and in difTerent fields

from a quarter to a half were lost. It appears, therefore, that the disease has \iot

yet taken its departure, and that the potato ought not to be depended on as the only

root crop.

Carrots and turnips have been extensively cultivated, and notwithstanding the ex-

treme drought, are generally a good crop. Mangold Wurtzel and parsnips, although

better adapted for cows and pigs, and quite as easily raised as the others, have not

been much tried. The English horse bean or Heligoland bean has been grown for

several years on one or two farms, and when planted early have ripened and yielded

well. The white bean and field pea have scarcely been cried, which is to lie re-

gretted, as they are a sure and profitable crop, and r.xoellent alike for the table and
as food for cattle.

The Directors appointed Committees to organise branch Societies in the different

parishes of the county ; one only has been formed at Loch Lomond, which has
been conducted with much spirit ; a report of its transactions is appended.

An oat mill, grist mill, and carding mill, has been established at Golden Grove,
to which the Directors have awarded a premium of £25, as advertised.

An application was made to this Society, by persons interested in the coloured po-

pulation at Loch Lomond, to assist in stimulating these people to help themselves.

Seeds were distributed amongst them, from funds furnished by a gentleman in Eng-
land, through Mr. Duval of the Normal School here, and premiums offered, with a
good result. Almost every family have grown more or less vegetables wheru nono
were grown before, to the extent of from 10 to 50 bushels to each, and have found
out that they can do something. Their crops were surprising, considering that

their only implement is a short hoe, and that they use little or no manure. The Di-^
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fftetors would recommend that a small sum be expended in clearing tip and p!oiighin<j:

a field near the school house, where tho children may be trained to habits of indus-

try, and be shewn the effects of proper cultivation. The present teacher, if pro-

perly supported, is likely to effect njuch innprovement amongst them. Their land

beine very fertile, and their wants few, they require only to be tni.^ht industry and
self-dependence to prevent them from continuing a burthen on the community.
Tho Directors have as yet been unsuccessful in their endeavours to introduce u

bone mill into the county. This is to be regretted, as, besides those wasted, large

quantities of bones are annually shipped off to be returned to us in the shape of

cabbages and 'flour. Perhaps tne Legislature may be induced to import one, and
have it worked in the Provincial Penitentiary.

The Directors have had under their notice the way in which grain and vegetables

are inoasured in this Province, and have concluded that the present mode is objec-

tionable, and causes much loss and i(iooxvenience, nnd would recommend that a
petition be presented to the Legislature, prayuig that a law be passed to cnnso all

grain and vegetables to be sold by weight. Other societies are requested to examine
into the matter, and, if they concur in the opinion, to co-operute with this Society

iu brining the subject before the Legislatare.

The Directors have pleasure in acknowledging the honour conferred on their re-

ftort of last year, by Messrs. H. Chubb & Co., and the Members of the Frederictou

Athenteum, by its publication in the New Brunswick Almanac, by which it was
introduced into localities rarely visited by book or newspaper, and they trust that

these gentlemen will be repaid by the increasing interest which is being manifested

throughout the Province in Agricultural improvement.

In accordance with tba Report of last year, the Directors petitioned the Legis-

lature to appoint a Central Board or Provincial Society, and to introduce agricultural

education, but nothing was done. This arose chiefly from the opposition of the

furmera in the Legislature, they being decidedly opposed to any additional expendi-

ture for the improvement of agriculture. Three-fonrtha of them actually voted

against the invitation to Professor Johnston.

The Directors recommend that renewed efllbrts be made to induce Government
to furnish means of education suitable to young men designed for farmers, by the

formation of one or more large schools, with model farms attached, and by the

science ofagriculture being taught in all the common schools. Seminaries are main-
tained at the public expense for the education of those intended for other professions;

and as farming is second to none in importance, it is neither fair to the farmers nor

for the general good that this occupation should be deprived of those benefits which
science and knowledge can afford.

The Treasurer's account is herewith submitted, shewing a balance on hand of

XiO 183. 2d. The year's subscriptions and the annual grunt from Government added
thereto, will make the amount available, for next year's operations, about one hun-
dred and seventy-five pounds.

The following general remarks are, ns before mentioned, the results of, or sug-

gested by, the discussions at the monthly meetings of the Society.

The state of agriculture and those depending on it in this Province, are admitted

by all to be in great need of improvement. There is little or no farming capital :

an exhausting mode of cultivation prevails by which that little is becoming less.

There is no surplus produce on which to feed those who would manufacture for us;

nay, farmers do not raise even enough for themselves; and it is the reply to those

who would wish to introduce draining, deep ploughing, a proper rotation of crops,

and plentiful manuring, whereby the crops would be more than doubled : Oh, but

there are no markets !—we have no capital !—we cannot afford to pay for labour !

—

we cannot sell at a remunerating price what we at present prodnce !—and why
urge us on to what would be our rnin ?

Were we seeking popularity, or desffous of gainbg the favour of those to whom
wc address ourselves, we should probably, like the other quacks of the day, say to

them that their present state is caused by an unpropitiofls climate, or a steril soil.
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by errors of omission or commission on the part of Government, by a want of capi-

tal or a want of markets, and would urge them to seek for protection or free trade,

toryism or responsible government, reciprocity, independence or annexation, as a
cure for all their evils.

But we have other ends in view, we wish to raise the agriculturists of our coun-
try to the condition which belongs to them, to that of intelligent, prosperous, high-

principled men, who know their rights and their duties, and will fearlessly assert the
one and faithfully perform the other, and must, therefore, say, that from all that we
have seen or can judge, we are sincerely of opinion, that general prosperity can
alone be obtained by a general increase of individual intelligence, energy, enter-

prise, industry, and public and private economy, and in no other way, and by no
other means whatever, and each one who desires to bring this about must begm at

home, must do the duties which lie nearest to him, must seek out and endeavour to

fulfil ths purposes for which God has placed him in this world, and resolve, that

the blame of being one of a spiritless, indolent, extravagant, and poverty-stricken

people, shall not lie at bis door. Let such a spirit but be diffused amongst us, and
with our fertile soil, heukhy climate, and vast natural resources, we are prepared to

run a race with the best nation on the face of the earth.

But increased production will create markets: and in this way—as soon as a surplus

of provisions is afforded, the farmer, who was before his own blacksmith, shoemaker,
weaver, tailor, doctor and minister, finding out the advantages of a division of la-

bour, exchanges his for the labour of others. Centres of those thus employed, or

towns and villages are gradually formed as supply and demand increase. Machi-
nery \i called in to aid, and then come the large manufacturing towns.

We are at about the end of the first, and beginning of the second, period. Vil-

lages arc becoming visible in every direction—at Hampton, the Bend, Dorchester,

Saekville, Sheffield, \/oodistock, &c.
Some think, and perhaps they are right, that by a certain course of legislation,

Railed '• protection to home industry," the progress towards prosperity can be much
hastened ; others, that trade should be leil to seek out and follow its natural chan-
nels, and that Government cannot interfere with the industry of one class, but at the

expense and to the injury of others. As an agricultural society, we discard politics,

and cannot, therefore, properly express our opinion on either side; whatever way,
however, is taken, a speedy progress tn prosperity ean only follow an increase of

enterprise and intelligent industry.

In inquiring into the causes of the backward state of agrievhure, the small amount
of accumulated capital, in proportion to the business done, and the want of energy

and enterprise in the people, it is obvious that, like rich men's sons, we have had so

>nany advantages bestowed upon us, that our energies have been cramped. Our
forests have been to us like the gold mines to Spain—they brought money so easily,

tiiat not knowing the value of it, we let it go as it came.
Tlif! gambling nature of the trade in timber operated also to seduce people from

the more slow but sure modes of making a living. The profits of farming—nay, in

too many cases, the farms themselves have hoen sacrificed to the insatiable craving

for an easy and quiclc way of making money which this trade seemed to oft'er.

From the ease with which the timber growing upon every farm could be converted

into money, the populal^uii have also acquired a taste for certain descriptions of food,

not in themselves more nutritious or agreeable to the taste than the grains and other

produce of the country, but which habit ha^ rendered so essential that their use is

persisted in, now even when the timber is gone, so that the farmer, from whom we
ought to expect not only ail our provisions and clothing, but articles of export to pay
fur the few foreign luxuries we require, and cannot produce, are themtelvefl the

chief consumers of imports, without furnishing a single export in return.

It may be profitable to us to compare notes with our friends across the ]me»->
they have no advantage over us in soil or climate, and we are all of the same
blood. In former times, like us, they attended to lumbering, to the neglect of

their faroii.

'Some thirty years ago they were very much in our circumstances : the lands

Avorn out, no markets, and unable to compete with tho produce of the new and
fertile western country. The western fever seized them, and an almost general

desertion of the farming population took place. We have read accounts of the

Northern States at that period, which might be applied word for word to our own
country at this day. In process of time, numbers ot the emigrants returned, in im-

paired health, havmg found out that a fertile soil and mild climate (competition

and cost of transport rendering money-muking out of the question) were dearly

bought at the price of health. A new stimulus was given to agricultural pursuits,

better modes of culture were adopted, impi vcd stock imported, a sound education

made accessible to all, and they are now a prosperous and happy people.

Let us compare their present state with ours—perhaps we may profit by taking a

leaf out of their book. While they are furnishing a surplus of butter, cheese, beef

and pork, as an export to the English market, we, with equal facilities, do not pro-

duce enough for ourselves. While we are grumbling over our long winter, wasting

our time in junketing, lounging about taverns or law courts, or what is as bad, cut-

ting logs which will require the best part of the summer to get to market, and in

the end run us in debt; their young men and maidens, taking the advantage of every

waterpower, and daily inventing new machinery, are making palm-leaf hats, pails,

brooms, rakes, and axes, which they hand over to us in exciiange for our dollars.

While we are pampering ourselves on Genessee flour and yankee ,pork, the very

people who furnish us with these articles pride themselves in living on corn, rye, and
buckwheat. While they willingly tax themselves to support a school system whioli

surpasses all that the world has ever seen^ and by which every child may obtain the

education of a gentleman, we dole out such miserable pittances that no teacher who
has strength to be a labourer will stay with us. While they give all honour and re-

spect to the intelligent workers of all classes—while their fanners take pride in their

occupation, and keep their scorn for the loafers who seek to live on the labour of

others—we despise the horny hand and homespun cont, and those only who are fit

for nothing else become farmers. While they love their country and the wise insti-

tutions which their own manly exertions have founded, and stir up their national

pride by bragging* about themselves and all that belongs to them, we, with natural

advantages quite equal to theirs, with institutions such as we are pleased to make
tiiem, and which are inferior to theirs only through our own lethargy and stupidity,

are contented to grovel on year after year, in servile submission to those evils which
are the effects of our own spiritless and short-sighted selfishness, without the power
to make that vigorous and united effort which alone is required to plaee us in a posi-

tion quite equal to theirs, in the meantime, grumbling at and disparaging a country,

a climate, and a soil, which are but too good for such thankless ingrates.

To conclude, while they, having exercised a rigid and wise economy in their do-

mestic affairs, turn as one man to take the same care of their public matters, to see

tliat no extravagant salaries are paid, and that their public, like their private, ser-

vants, give a fair day's work for a fair day's wages, we—but we must stop, as we
are verging on politics.

In our Report of last year, we gave it as our opinion that the low price of beef in

our markets might be attributed chiefly to undue competition amongst the producers

of that article caused by the want of green crops, for winter feeding. We were
agreeably surprised to find that Mr. Macaulay, in his recently published History of

England, after describing the state of agriculture in the time of Charles the Second,

in words that might be applied almost literally to this Province at this day, adduces

a similar reason for like circumstances then existing, and further corroborates other

of our opinions by stating, that the agricultural prosperity of England , at a more re-

cent period, might be mainly attributed to the introduction of green cropping on an

extensive scale.

But we may be required to show where the capital is to come from that is neces-

sary for carrying out this improved mode of farming, and although the subject is a

•dilBcuIt one, we do not shrink from the task.
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The Divine truth, " Whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have
more abundance, but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that

he hath," is as applicable to temporal as to spiritual things. Conducting the iU'-

({uiry on this principle, we may ask—Do our farmers make a good use of the capi-

tal they have ?—Do they take advantage of the light shed by science and increased

knowledge on their pursuits ?—Do they seek to profit by the experience of others ?

—

Do they add the profits derived from farming to the capital, and invest them in fur-

ther improvements ?—Or do they, on the contrary, regularly loan their profits on
mortgage, invest them in more land, build saw-mills, or expend them in fitting out
their suns as lawyers or store-keepers ?—Or to leave generalities and go into parti-

culars—would not the difference in produce arising from a proper rotation of crops,

and the present exhausting system, soon increase capital .'--Could net each farmer
in the country, by the mere exercise of his common sense applied to the matter, at

least double the quantity and quality of his manure ?—^Wonld not the difference be-
tween raising cows of the value of £5 and £10, between a dairy of cows yielding

4lbs. and 8lbs. of butter each per week, between beef selling at l^d. and 6d. per lb.,

cheese at 8d. and 6d., butter at 8d. and Is., oats at la. 6d, and Ss.—all such differ-

ences, being the result of different management merely, soon leave a surplus of
profits which would change the country from a poor into a rich one ?

Another mode of obtaining capital, however, is open to us, by means of Banks.
Banking capital in this country has hitherto been available only to those engaged in

commercial pursuits. Farmers have been rigidly excluded from it, and this chiefly

because our Banks were originated fur the express purpose of accommodaticg the
mercantile and lumbering interests.

The plan on which they are formed, being a combination of the business of th&
exchange-broker and money-lender, forces them to have their main dealings with
those who can furnish them with Bills of Exchange drawn against exports, and causes

the accommodation which they can afford to the general interests to be to a limited

extent in amount, and temporary and uncertain in duration.

Were our farmers to furnish an export, which they will do sooner or later, say of
beef, pork, butter, cheese, wool, hemp, or vegetables, the Banks, as now consti-

tuted, would, no doubt, be as ready to deal with them as with other producers. We
may mention, as an instance of what may be done in this way, that the farmers*

wives in the State of Maine export a greater value of poultry and eggs than we do
in timber.

But Banks are wanted with a constitution so founded as to enable them to ad-
vance capital to farmers without, at least, the immediate necessity of such a return;

and what is called the Scotch Banking system precisely meets our case.

This system was founded for the encouragement ot agriculture, and has not hi-

therto extended beyond that kingdom. On this system, productive land, instead of
.gold and silver deposited, is the value pledged on which the Banks are allowed to

issue notes, and money is principally loaned on what are called cash credits—the

borrower biieing allowed to draw to a certain extent, and paying daily interest on the

amount at his debit.

But before farmers can obtain loans on this or any other s^tem, they must first

generally deserve and obtain the character of being prudent, mdustrious, frugal, up-
right, honourable men, willing and prompt to fulfil all engagements at whatever sa-

crifice; and second, shew that they can make a profitable use of capital loaned to

them.

That there are many farmers who come up to the first condition we are happy to

be able to bear testimony ; still, from the demoralising nature of the timber trade, in

\vhich eo many have been engaged, we are not prepared to say, ihat the above can
as yet be held as the general character of our people. With regard to the second,

any one v;ho travels through the country and sees the mere playing at fanning

which generally prevails ; the main part of the farms lying in weedy and worn-out

hay-fields, and stunted pastures, with little pocket-handkerchief patches of green

erop; the scratching of the earth, which serves aa an excuse for ploughing; the

II
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starved mongrel race of eattle, unfit either to yield milk or take on beef ; the urn*

nure heaps exhaling their gaaea to heaven, and the precious liquid draining into the

nearest brook—and all this vrith a listless desponding people, afraid to take bold of

work for fear it will not pay, bo much accustomed to the high wages and profits of

a protected timber trade, that thev despise the slow returns and prospective benefits

resulting from the cultivation of the soil, worshiping money as the one thing needful,

as the only thing to be desired, and ignonnt of, and, therefore, incapable of ap-

preciating, the clorions privilege of bemg independent, of having enough, and to

spare of those things which are ever the reward of frugality and patient industry,

and of which money is only the representative.

Any one witnessing such a state of things can have little hesitation in f>aying, that

until an entire change can be brought about, there is already quite enough of capital

employed in farming for all the good that is done with it.

That these circumstances are not the effects of any inability in the soil te reward

the intelligent cultivator^ or any other insurmountable barrier to prosperity, is ren-

dered evident by the fact, that the almost universal answer from every part of the

Province, to an enquiry which has been recently made, is, " That farmers who have

devoted themselves exclusively to their business have invariably accumulated pro-

perty, and, with ordinary prudence and industry, have generally become rich."

Our former remarks regarding improved stock perhaps require further explanation.

They have been understw>d as if we wished to introduce foreign stock to take tiiu

place of native, from, it may have been supposed, our foolish preference for things

from abroad, many alleging, that native cows give as much milk as foreign, thrive

better, and are more suited to the country.

Now, be it ob&erved, that we pronounced no opinion as t' one breed of cows being

better than another; and the reason why we prefer others .o the cows of this coun-

try is, that there is no distinct breed here, they are all mongrels, or derived from

crosses between cows brought into the country with the first settlers, and others since

introduced from all parts of the world.

As such, although there may occasionally be good milkers amongst them, the pro-

geny cannot be calculated upon, and the more especially on account of the careless-

ness that prevails regarding what bulla are kept—anything in the shape of a bull

being reckoned quite good enough. Those making a business of it, and depending

on the produce of the dairy for the means of paying a heavy rent, could not afford

this playing at farming. With them it would be a matter of life or death. Every
cow would have to do its duty, and produce so much, or the rent could not be paid.

There are common cows in Britain as well as in this country. Particular breeds

are thus made. A farmer may have in his dairy of twenty cows, sa^ five, that with

the same feed will yield more milk and butter than the others. He is aware that it

would pay him better if all -his cows were equal to those, and to effect this, he breeds

his future stock from them only, taking care that the bull is also from a good milker,

it being a rule that " like begets like," and killing off any that may not come up to

the mark. By careful breeding in this way, for many generations, have breeds

been formed, possessing distinctive qualities, colour, and shape—the produce of

which retain the characteristics.

None of these breeds are ever crossed for breeding purposes, nor are they allowed

to be mixed wiili common stock. Somo breeds also have been made up on account

of their size and fattening propensities.

There are in England three celebrated breeds—the Durham, Devon, and Here-

ford. In Scotland, but one—the Ayrshire. The Galloway, Angus, and West
Highland are not used for the dairy.

Now, if our farmers choose to take the trouble, and are willing to leave the be-

nefit, as a legacy to their children, they may make a breed of their own too ; the

aame care and time would produce the same results. But common sense suggests

that it will be cheaper to take the benefit of the labour and care of others. He must

be a poor fanner^ however, who is contented year after year to go on with an iofe*

rioi* race of cows without selection or an attempt at improvement.
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One cause of the prejudice against the imported breed in this country is from bulls

only being introduced into particular districts. The produce of a cross cannot be
calculated on, it may take after either parent, or be worthless.

No correct judgment can be formed of the vulue of any breed unless it is ku)it

pure : a little care and attention in the beginning is all that is rcquireil to effect

this; and those only who have seen herds of well-bred and well-fed cattle can under-
stand why such prices should be paid for them.

In Britain and the United States, cattle of the improved breeds are valued at more
than double the price of the common kinds, and bulls are often sold at from £20 to

£100. Does any one suppose that the rent-paying farmer of Britain can afibrd to

do this to gratify a fancy ?

At all the cattle shows in Britain premiums are given only for the above breeds.

We observe also that at the last New-York State Show, at Syracuse, no other

breeding cattle were admitted to compete than pure-bred Durham, Devon, Hereford,

and Ayrshire. Native cattle and grade or crosses were excluded. Our Agricultural

Societies may take a hint from this. Some of thcin this year excluded all but na-
tive cattle from competing ! ! Our neighbi irs of the United States have no want
of national pride ; and they rather surpass us in a knowledge of what will pay.

We may presume, therefore, that in this they are right ond we are wrong,
These breeds, however, will be no better than our own, unless they are better

treated ; they will not even do so well with the same care, never having been acciw-

tomed, like our hardy race, to stand cold and hunger.

If dairying is meant to pay, cows should be warmly housed from November to

May, and only out to drink, fed with turnips and straw or hay in winter. In sum-
mer they should have for pasture the best hayfield on the furiri, which can be aflbrded

to them if turnips and straw are fed, and the manure saved from the cows being

kept in, will raise all the turnips.

With such treatment the improved breeds will show their superiority.

We trust we will be excused for our want of method in putting together these

hurried remarks. We are too much engaged in the active business of life to tind

time to round periods and construct learned sentences; and, unfortunately, many,
who ought to take the lead, who have most interest in the improvement of the country,

and most spare time at their disposal, stand coldly aloof, and afford us neither their

time, money, nor countenance.

We offer no apology for speaking of Provincial agriculture generally, we being

only a local society.—In pressing danger, no one can be blamed for callhig "fire !"

And if ever a country needed the utmost exertions of every one who can aid in

rousing her from a state of almost hopeless asphyxia , this is the one.

With our timber nearly exhausted—without another article of export, and follow-

ing a mode of agriculture that is fust destroying the ability of the soil to produce

fuod—what but poverty and ruin can overtake us !

But we think we can discern symptoms of better things to come. The public

in'uid is becoming alive to the necessity for giving that attention and encouragement

to agriculture to which its importance entitles it.

The idea is gaining ground, that probably this may be a farming country after all !

Such being tne case, we huve full faith in the result, and trust we shall live to see

prosperity and happiness, as the reward of intelligent industry, taking the place of
our present poverty and despondency.

Conditions.—A pnrtiun of upland, not less than hnlf an acre, to bo ilniined early next fluminrr:
t!ie drains to bo from tlircu to llvn feet deep, and from twenty to forty feet apart, rnnning paral-
li'l and ert)ptviii)r into :i main drain, sunk at a lower level and six inches deeper than the others.
The hind to Ur iifterwards ploii^Micd m die depili of twelve inches, and after n light manuring:, to
lie Hown Willi iiirnips, barloy, oats or hucltwhent, and plotiKlied ajrain in the fall, or summer fal-

lowed. Tile next scM.soii to receive a drcHHingof well-rotted manure, and after eutllcient plough-
Jn;; and harrowing lo bring the soil to a lino tilth, to be sown with turniiis, carrots, beets and
cabbftgen, or (;itliur of them, in drills. When the crop is out, after a drcBi>ing of sixty bushols of
•lUick lime to the acre, to be ploughed. The third season, to be sown in April with wheat or
barley and ijrnKs seed.—The Ueport to give in detail the mode and cost of these operations, and
tlie amount and vuluu of produce; also, for the purpose ofbhowing the protit or loss arisingfrom
this mode of fanning ; a similar account of tlic crops from an equal portion of the same field, to
be cultivated in the ordinary manner.—The Report to be fiuiiibbcd in October, 1B52.
DiKECTioNs.—The drains may be opened to the depth of tweNe to eighteen inches with the

plough, then sloped down to six inches wide at the bottom. As there are iio drnniing tools here,
a shovel should be ground to a point of five inches for the last shorvelling. After the drain is

tUoioughly level and clean, in the absence of tiles, broken stones should be laid 'carefully in by
hand, to the depth of fourteen inches, an iuvcried sod laid on the top, and the clay or soil closely
packed down. The lining in and levelling should be done with the plough. Tire main drain
should be twelve inches wide at the bottom, and have a pipe formed, with eighteen inches of
broken stones on top. Cedar or lir brunches may be laid on top of the stones in the main drain.

—TIkJ cost (if opening and closing drains in Britain is about 7d. per rod ; in this County, drains
have tieeii opened at tid. per rod.—The first ploughing may be done with a common and subsoil

plough, with two coiiimoii plotiijhs following one another, or the ground may be trenched.
<)U8ERV.\Tio\s.—As a knov.ledge of tlie eirects intended to be produced by these operation*

will enable the farmer to work underijtandingly and intelligently, it may be observed, that land
in its ordinary state is saturated with water coming from the bottom upwards, and is therefore
not only impervious to the air, -but cannot even be ])enetrated by the rain, which flows over the
Hurfaue, and iiistend of ndding to, carries oil', the nutritive panicles from the soil. Manure and
lime are, cuinpnratively, inoperative on land in this situation, and from the coldness and sonrnesi
of the subsoil, crops arc weakly, subject to disease and the attack of insects, and liable lo injury
or even destruction from vicissitudes of the season; from all which diseases ond accidents
astateof vigour and high henlili is the only preservative.—After thorough draining, the till in

immediate (contact with the drain first part* with its moisture, the jdace of which is supplied by
air, aiui becoming porous, it forms a conduit for the moisture of tbe next adjoining portions, and
so the process goes on rntil the whole land becomes dry to the surface. Being thus porous, every
shower adds fertility and lieat by percolating slowly through the soil until it reaches the drains,
leuving in its progress the rich stores of carbon and ammonia which it had derived from the at-

mosphei-e. The earth also hccomes more capable of decompof'ing the vegetable remains and
manure deposited in it : in other words, it is enabled to digest the food supplied, and furnish the

jilants vsith the life-blood necessary for their vigorous growth.—It may also be noticed that, by
the old mode of draining, (the drains l>eing either shallow or stoned vp nearly to the top) the sur-

face water found its w&y in and eventually fliled up the drains with sund and gravel. By this new
mode (b sr.w.U quantity of stones or a trie being sunk to a considerable depth and the earth packed
clo.se)y upon them) no rain or surface water is allowed to come in directly from above, all the

water enters at the bottom, and the rain goes through the soil so slowly that the drains do not
begin to run for some hours after a shower ; and so may last for Gentuiifls.

Sir,—^The way in which I cultivated my field of turnips was thus :—The extent

id nine acres ; it is a hillside, and the soil is gravelly loam, naturally poor, and had

never been in crop.

The fleas were numerous, but left enough for a

crop. I thinned or singled them to about 10 inches apart, by hand, removing tho

earth from each plant so that it fell over. During the next month I posscd through

them with the hoc, levelling the drills and destroying all weeds ; 1 rnn through them
twice afterwards with the drill harrow, and to finish, ran n light furrow with the

drill plough to carry oft' the water. The produce of a square rod in dift'erent parts

of the field, measured in n flonr barrel, estimated at 2^ bushels, was 8 bushels,

which shows a produce of 1280 bushels per acre. I have sold about 2000 bushels at

Is. 3d. per bushel—and what I cannot sell I intend to feed with straw to my dairy

cows, and boiled with chaff to my horses and pigs. I think a bushel of turnifm

boiled with cliatTwill go as far as a bushel of brun, and at that rate would be worth
from 9d. to Is. per bushel.

I cannot well estimate the value, however, for feeding, but consider them indis-

pensable. 1 consider that an acre of turnips would keep ^ve cows through the wm-
ler, as well us an acre of hay would keep one. , . • ,

Lancaster, Ortober 22d, 1849.

Sir,—My mode of cultivating carrots and turnips is to spread the mannie upon
the ground at the rate of thirty tons to the acre, and plough it in, then harrow well,

and run the drills with a double mould-board plough. My man, with a pair of horses,

will plough, harrow, drill and sow an acre in two days with ease, which, at 12s. 6d.

per day, is 25s. I weed chiefly with a drill plough nnd cultivator. My turnips

averaged eight bushels to the square rod. My carrots were all housed before I got

your note, so that I cannot say how many bushels I had in a square rod, but the cir-

cumference of most of them was from eight to ten inches, and the Belgian were from
eighteen inches to two feet long. I always sow Carrots upon potato land, and Tur-
nips upon oat stubble. I sell carrots at 2s. 6d. and 3s. per bushel, and turnips at Is.

3cl. to is. 4d. I think the White Belgian Carrot the most profitable crop that can be

CoLDBRooK, October 22d, 1849.

Tu the PreMdent of the Agricultural Socifty ;

Sir,—I send you a certificate of the quantity of turnips to the square rod, which
is eight bushels, or at the rate of 1280 bushels to the acre.
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1 cultivated tliU neason about nn acre of turnipn. The seiiwon being dry and
my Innd lying high, it had a vrry unpromising appearnncc until Ut Hcpteniber.

—Sinco tbeii the growth has been most rapid. I adnptud Mr. Inglcduw's

mode of culture, as fur na thinning und taking the earth from thu plunt, leaving

nothing but the tup root in the ground, except in a very few inKtancea, to teat the

principle, m laid down by soine writort, but in no infltunce did it succeed, tlie turnip

being much better when the earth waa tnUcn from the plant. The land is a dark
inam with a little rnnri on a gravelly subsoil, which, two years ago, was broken up
iVorn very rough pasture and planted with potatoes. I ploughed it last fall, and four

times this spring, harrowing well in a day or two af\er each ploughing, until it was
very fine. After the third plouahing, I spread on eighteen double loads of manure,
u mixture of horse, cow, nnd pig dung, and ploughed it in. After harrowing, 1 run

drills twenty-four inches apart, raking them down and sowing the seed as fast as the

drills were made. Part sown on 20th June, and the rent on 1st July—the lust sow-
ing stood the fly best; nnd some portion sown on 20th July are as good as any of the

Held, and have a fine flavour.

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The next year, 1 hauled one hundred and seventy loads of peat lu the Held where
I intende«J to apniy it, and to every uevenlh load I oddedune of earth. I turned
the heap over twice in the summor, which I found improved it very much. A«
aoon as the frost leH in the spring, I had the barn manure admixed, one load lo

two of the peat, with the latter finely pulverised, and thrown loonely in a compost
heap, ten feel in width and five feet in height, shaped thus ^ I then left the heap
to do for itself. 1 tlien harrowed the ground, picked off the stone!*, and struck out
drilU two fe»t apart, and left the ground prepared for the reception of the manure.
It. four days I found the compost in a proper state of fermentation. (It is neces-
Mfv to have a few loads of earth convenient, lest the heap would overheat, to

throw on the top two or three inches, to prevent the escape of the annnoiii.i or
gild.) In a few days the compost packed down eight or ten inches, into n olid
niiiiis of fertilizing matter. I let it stand for four days, then hauled it out on the

l.ind, thiriy-four single horse- loads to the acre, and covered it up with the plough in

the drills. I put in carrot iieed ; the day following, I found the manure had wann-
ed the ground, and, notwithstanding the dry weather, the seed germinated, and in

four days ihey appeared above the ground. I planted in the tame ocre of ground,
potatoes, carrots, turnips, beds, cabbage, and corn, all of which grew abundantly,
which will appear mure fully in the accompanying certificate. So, sir, like the

Iriih bog, there is something very extraordinary in the pent if properly manufuc*
tured, and I would strongly recommend that in all cases tho poatshuuld go through
a thorough course of fermentation, and, if posiaibte, be applied to the ground when
warm. It may be asked, why not add more earth to the neap 7 I answer, it would
|irevent fermentation. The manure '...at I mixed with the rouck was that of t>ix

cows and two horses, which wa.4 evenly mixed through tho winter In the barnyard.
But. sir, our farmem will think very hard to quit their old method, which was to

linul out their manure and r.pply it to the ground cold, wet, and unmixed, which,
if it never was to be put wit'- a compo-it, k would improve it very much to turn ic

over, and let it stand for a fev.' days to warm a little before being put in tho ground.
In our cold spring weather, cure should be taken not to put any lime in the same
compost with barn manure, us ihey never agree: the one is sure to eat up the

other. It may be asked also, would not quick lime do to mi.x with peat; and I

think it would, by preparing the peat the same us above described, and in the

spring, break the limn into Hmall pieces ."nd put it through the peat till it slacks;

then turn it over and let it stand four or fivo days—say, put one load of lime to six

loadi of muek,—this, 1 think, when put on the ground warm, would be u very good
nmnnre. Rut this is not the method followed by the farmers of this locality ; they
commonly mix the lime with the wet sour nmck, without turning it over in the

antnmer, or soaking it, or waiting fur the required power of the atmosphere to

manufacture it; in the spring tho lime is dead, and, [ think, can he very little ser-

vice to the land. Charcoal would he another excellent ingredient to make manure,
especially to the farmers in the interior parts of the country, who cut so much
wood-land down annually and burn it on the ground. If the farmers would make
charcoal of part of the wood they bnrn up, they would find it very much to their

benefit. I think that mea-weed would be a very good ingredient to mix with peat

for compost ; but this article is only to be obtamed along the sea board of this Fro-
vince, and could not apply to the interest or benefit of the farmers generally, but
only to those farmers who reside along the sea coast. Neither can lime be bad ex-

cept in particular places in this Province, and then it must be purchased at a very

dear rate, placing it entirely out of the reach of small farmers, or of those living in

the back settlements and interior parts of the Province. I think the simple method
ufnaking manure that I found out by experiment, would tend to the general good
as well in the most remote parts of the Province as in these localities, as the articto

can be got almost on every farm, with no other cost than that of manufacturini; it,

and it is within the reach of the poor farmer as well as the rich ; and although utn-
ple as this mode of making manure may appear, any farmer who will add to bia

iiiannre heop twice the quantity he makes at his barn yard, and follows it up annu-

Sin—At ynnr last monthly meeting, it was intimated by a resolniion nflixed lo

the end of your Report, that your Society would bo obliged by any inlbrmalioa

from either thii practical or theoretical farmer, Ah one of the former class, I beg

to submit the following observation* upon the saving and increasing of n.aniire.

Vour Sficiety, I know, will acUnosvledge the importance of the subject ; and a!-

tiiongh I shall fail in treating of it with that learned knowledge which becomes tliu

professor or the lecturer, ncvertiieless I trust I shall be able to guide tho i'ariiier

upon principles siitHciumly pluioBuphienl in the preserving and gathering ids ma-

nure with success.

Putrefaction proceeds m all cases by the elementary principles being set nt li-

berty, cither inu volatile or fluid state. If n quantity of stable dung be piled in a

heap, whether exposed or not, it very soon heats, and a constant stream of vapour

is emitted, which ia as constantly reducing its weight and volume, and, at the end

of six months not more than a fourth of its original bulk will remain for tho far-

mer, and this will be a blackish eartb if exposed to the weather, and a dry powder
if covered, mostly of carbonaceous matter, nil the other ingredients (being thn

best part of the heap) will be partly sunk in the earth, and partly !)lended with

the atmosphere, to be carried with the winds, and combined anew with some living

vegetable, or to enter into some other compound, but totally lost to the farmer;

they may be fi.xed and entangled in the luxuriance of the forest, but they can never

eurich his harvest ; the nutritive juices may have passed downward, and enrich

the spot that it covered, but the real substance is- gone as completely as if con-

sumed by fire.

Putrescent manures act upon vegetation by being subjected to the putrefective

ftrocess; this process goes on in part by the elementary principles being set at

iberty, as before stated, and passing off in gases or steatps, but it must uut be sup-

posed that their escape is necessary to decomposition, for nature has given us

means by which they may be applied to use. These are chiefly two—water aed

oarth.

I!arth aliio absorbs tho putrid gasea from water. Take that black, rich liquid

which hax run through a diin<; iicap, iind contains so much of its essence, being
siturated with the gaseu (of vvliicli too uiuch may always be foittid nboul our barns.

after rain), and pass tho same thrnugii a heap of earth of sutiicient bulk, and it will

run n stream of clear water.

Tho above observations, I think, conduct to tho following conclusions, viz. :

that during the putrefaction of n vegetablo mass, or a coiinnon dung heap, tho

pases naturally fly upward and blow iiwuy with the atmosphere unless arresled—
that water will absorb them and hold theui in solution—that thn water nndorgoesa
r.liange in colour and smell—that earth iias also tiie power of arrestiui; the gases
in their ascent, and of sijparating tlie soluble parts from water (which holds thetn

si>-.pen<lpd) liy nuians of filiratiou. Tlieso deductions havo been my guide in ar-

riving at thelollowing plan for saving and increasing manure:—
Let your bain and ont-houses, if possible. bo bnillin a srpinre (if thai cannot lie

done, fence in a yard at the south side of your i)arn, which will always be useful),

leaving nn area in the middle, nnd out nf which never let yonrcattle go during tho

winter ; dig out the area to the depth of three feet in tho midille, rising gradually
ti) the surface as you como to the bulliimgs ur fenco. Into this square haul in tho

,

fall, or better in the summer, o quantity of earth, pent, senweod, nnwdnst, or any
oilier matter which has tho power of absorption, spreading it from twelve to

eiyliteen inches thick. Into this convey as much drainage from your barns ns pos-

sible, as well ns the soapsuds and other drainage from your house; wheel in the

dung, beginning ut the middle, mixing tho ditlerent kinds, and leaving it flat at tho

lop to encourage the cattle to walk about in it, which, by compression, will check
ferinonlation but not decomposition, thus preventing the waste of ammonia. The
snow nnd rain falling on this heap will do much good, because, us I have stated,

water has the power of fixing the eases, nnd although it may run through tho

heap, it must come in contact with tlie earth or peat underneath, which, as I have
shewn, will absorb the putrid gases from the water by filtration. In the spring,

when the vventhergeta waxm, it will, of course, ferment, when the Judicious firmer
will have ready a pile of earth or peat to throw on the top, about twelve or eigh-

teen inches thick, to fix and ret.iin the gases as they rise.

The attention which is paid to this part of farming indicates, almost witli cer-

tainty, the state of ignorance or intelligence of tho farmer; for whenever we ob-
serve a want of exertion to accumulate, by artificial means, the aggregate heap
bi^yond the bare supply from the cuttle, no further proof is required of the state of
debasement in which agriculture rests.

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Society, a full report of our diiibiirsftmcntg. At the same time I feel much pleaiiirc in acquaint-
ing you of the uuaiiiniity that prevailn in this Uranch, and the zeni manifusted by the ment-
l)ers, individually and collectively, to promote th(i cause of Agriculture generally. Two valii-

able niembcra enrolled tlicir names the evening after the Exhibition, adding liiieral donation* to
tlie fund«, and others expressed their determination to becotne menibera of the Society
immedlHtely.
A great deal could not be expected at the flnt Annual Show here, at this time, owing to the

dlftadvnntngeous circumstances under which the country has had tn labor (in part occasioned by
tiieffiilureof the crops foi* several yenrs previously), but, certainly, the specimens of potatoes,
turnips, carrots, and other vegetables exhibited, as well as grains ofvarious kinds, would do credit
to countries far more renowned for agriculture.—The Cattle Show was only ordinary, but as
stock is in the way of improvement, hy the Ayrshire and other good breeds being introduced into
this (luarier, there cannot be a doubt that, ero long, a very improved breed of cattle will be the
result.—Sheep and swine were ofa very fair quality; and I am happy to add that quite a reaction
in fuvor of agriculture has tulicn place.

Tho Directors, thinking it might be of service to obtain the opinion of Mr. Robert
Gruy, a practicnl Farmer, recently from Scotland, on various points of husbandry,
the following is his reply to their application :

Oak Park, Fredericiox, Oct. 24, 1849.

To the President of the St. John Agricultural Society :

Sir,—In answer to prour request to furnish you with my mode of cultivating turnips,

my opinion of what kind of cows are best adapted for dairy purposes, what rotation

oi crops I think would be most suitable in this country, and the way in which " Dun-
lop" cheese is made, I beg to submit the following.

THE CULTIVATION OF TURNIPS.

Land intended for turnips should be ploughed in the fall, especially if it has ^ny
portion of clay in its composition. It has thus the benefit of the winter's frost, which
renders it friable and easier worked in the Spring. The number of spring ploughings

and harrowings will depend on the nature of the soil, which must be thoroughly pul-

verised and cleaned, every clod broken, and every weed gathered off.—It is then

drilled up into ridges of from 26 to 30 inches, according as the land is level and clear

of stones or otherwise. Well prepared manure is then put into the drills, and seed

nown (at the rate of 3 lbs. per acre) as soon after as possible.

It is of great importance that the operations of drilling, manuring, coverhig the

manure, and sowing, should be carried on in as rapid succession as possible. Seed
nowii on the evening of the day that the manure is applied and covered, will vegetate

under the most unfavourable circumstances, whilst, if it is delayed for only twelve

hours it will either not vegetate at all or so partially and feebly as to render it useless

as n crop. So soon as the young plants show their rows distinctly, the grubber or

cultivator should be passed between the rows, and the stripe of surface left between

its operation and the line of plants should bo taken off by the hand hoe. This gives

un efTectual check to the first growth of weeds, and renders the subsequent weedings

comparatively easy. When the plants have got to some size, and begin to crowd

each other, they should be singled out to a distance of from ten to fourteen inches,

according as the crop is likely to be, a bulky one or otherwise. Moist weather is

the best Tor this operation, but it should not be delayed more than eight days beyond

the proper stage, even though the weather should be unfavourable. While the

thinning is going on, the earth should be removed from the roots of the plants left,

so that only the taproot shall have a hold of the soil. At least one hand hoeing will

be necessary after this, and as much cultivation between the rows as there is leisure

for op to the time that the plants besin to meet their leaves across the drill, when

the drill plough may be passed lightly between the rows so as to form a channel for

the surface water to run off, but without putting any earth up to the bulbs.

MANGOLD WURTZKL.

The culture of mangold wurtzel is much the same as for turnips, only the seed

requires to be sown by the hand, and slightly covered with a rake or shovel. It i«
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rhiefly valuable ns fiHul for niilcii cows, a« it does not, like turnlpa, taste the milk-.

Ill otliur respoL'ts" I think it inft'rior to turiiip:^, and l)eing easily daniaged by frost,

sliDuld not, in my oj)inioa, l)e grown to any great extent in this I'rovince.

CARROTS.

l/uid intended for carrots should have the manure ploughed in in the fall, and l)y

as deep a furrow jis possible. 'I'lie seed sliould be tiioroiighiy separated, mixed up
with moist earth or sand, and placed in a rather warm situation, such as a kitchen,

and turned over repeatedly for say forty-eight iiours before sowing. This will cause

the seed to germinate and insure an early braird. The rest of the treatment is

similar to that for turnips, only in thinning out the distance between the plants should

lie from four to six inches.

ERKIiDS or CATTLK.

I'roni my experience in the matter, I give a decided preference to Ayrshire cows
for the dairy.

I believe they will yield a greiiter quantity of milk in proportion to the food they

consume than any other breed. li(!sides tliis, they are docile and hardy, and will

thrive on pasture and with a description of keep when such breeds ns the Short

Horns would starve. They also [tossess more than average feeding (]ualities of their

own, and when crossed with the Short Horn or Durham Bull, the produce is an
animal remarkable for early maturity and a diiJposhion to fatten. If proof were
wanting of the excellence of the breed, it would be found in the circumstance that

they are carried to almost every «juarter of the globe. Large droves are every ^ ear

taken to Kngiand, and during the last ten years, considerable numbers have been

shipped to the Caj)e, the Isle of France, to Sweden, Denmark, Belgium, and the

I'nitcd States.

ROT.VTION OF CROPS.

The same rotation will not answer equally well on all soils and under all circum-

stances. The one I consider most generally applicable, and which I have myself

adopted, is the following.

First year (and when the ground has been broken up from grass) oats or buck-

wheat; Second year, drilled green crop, properly cleaned and manured; Third year,

wheat, barley or other grain, with grass seeds; and fourth, fifth, sixth, and perhaps

seventh year, grass made into hay or pastured.

METHOD OF MAKING DUNLOP CHEESE,

When more than the produce of one milking is used, the old milk must bo heated

to the same temperature as that newly drawn from the cows, or a little above h.

—

This is best done by putting the milk, after taking off the cream, into a tin pan, and

that again into boiling water. When the milk is properly heated, it is (together

with the cream previously drawn off,) and the new milk, put into a tub and well

stirred together, and the steep applied. When the milk has coagulated, which will

be in about twenty minutes, the whole should be stirred up and thoroughly broken

by the hand. In ten minutes afterwards the whey should be taken off, and the curd

pressed against the bottom of the tub, till it is firm enough to he lifted into a drainer,

or vessel with a porous bottom, when it is cut with a knife, once in every ten

luiuutes for an hour. It is then put into a cloth, and a pressure applied to expel the

whey more thoroughly. When this is done and the curd gets dry and firm, it \a put

into a tub and carefully minced with the curd knife, and salt and a little nitre applied.

The curd, with a cloth round it, is then put into a chesset, s<,t before the fire for

three hours, and turned from time to time to preserve a uniform I eat. It is then put

in the press and a light pressure applied. At the end of an hour the cheese is

turned upside down in the chesset, and a cloth drawn from boiling water applied.

At the end of another hour the cloth is again changed, and the cheese is left in the

press till the following morning, when it is taken out, slightly heated before the fire,

and a<»ain returned to the chesset and the press. When the wet cloths have been

changed a time or two, a dry cloth is substituted and a greater pressure applied
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Thf! dry cloths Jirc changed every two hours till tlie cheese id perfectly dry, when if

is taken out, the cliesset well wuriiied, and a thin cloth put into it. 'rhe cheese i:^

then returned to the chesset for the last time and subjected to a slijjht pressure for

half an hour, when it is taken out and laiil on a plank in a dry situation with a cloth

thrown over it for a day or two, and turned over and rubbed with a coarse towel,

(taking care not to break the edges), every two days till it is sufficiently dry for

kcei)ing.

The above cannot be called my methods exactly, but are the modes considered at

prrcsent in Ayrshire as the most profitaible and advantageous.

If they contribute to make tho way more smooth to my brother Farmers in

this Provmce, I shall be gratified.

AN ENGLISH RECEIPT FOR BUTTKR MAKING.
The proper temperature or heat of the cream for churning is from 52 to 58 de-

grees. If below 52 degrees, the butter will suffer from the tediousness of the pro-

cess; if above 60 degrees, the quality and quantity will be inferior. Having
washed and beat the butter entirely free of buttermilk, work it quickly up, with

half an ounce of pounded Salt to the pound. Let the butter lie for 24 hours, and

then for every pound allow half an ounce of the following mixture,—Four ounces of

•salt, two of loaf sugar, and a quarter ounce of saltpetre. Beat them well together ;

and having worked up the butter well, pack it in jars or kits. Instead of strewing

a layer of salt on the top, which makes a part of the butter useless for the table,

.
place a layer of the above mentioned in folds of thin muslin, stitch it loosely, and
lay it neatly over the top.

RECEIPT FOR " GOSHEN" CHEESE NEW-YORK.
The morning milk is strained into a tub, to which the night milk is added, after

'being warmed to about blood-heat. The cream from the evening milk is taken ufl'

and stirred, then passed through a cloth, to render it nearly of the consistency of

the milk. The rennet is next : It is prepared when taken from a calf of from a

week to a month old, by cleansing to take off grass or saliva, but care should b(>

tiken not to be too free with water, after which the curds are well salted and re-

turned, with a large quantity of salt to the rennet bag, and suspended in a dry cham-
ber, when they are usually kept a year or more. We usually put from four to six

rennets in two gallons of water, and two gills is sufficient for 90 lbs. of curd or

cheese when pressed. The rennet to be well stirred with the milk and allowed to

remain 30 minutes to form the curd, it is then cut into cross sections about an inch

square, and allowed to settle and separate from the whey, when the process of cut-

ting and scaldmg is commenced, by first dipping up a quantity of whey, and heating

it, and returning it to the tub of card, in which some portion of the whey remains,

0 that in retnrn-ng the hot whey you do not heat the whole mass, more than to pre-

vent the hand and arm to be held in to continue the process of breaking and stirring

the curd. After the process of scalding is sufficiently advanced to render the curd

quite hard, and should be as fine as grains of wheat, the whey is entirely removed,
and cold water applied to run off the whey and cool the curd. One teacupful of

fine salt is used for twenty pounds of cheese. We keep them in press 24 hours ; wlien

'taken out the cheese are oiled with lard, and turned on shelves until fit for market-.
