T0 SECURE EQUAL FRANCHISE

Remarkable Success of the E xtension of the Parliamenta
Vote to Women in Australia Explained to Toronto Su?:
fragists by Round the W orld Advocates. ‘

Australia’s advance along the lines
of good citizenship and just treatment
of woemen and children since the ex-
tension of the pariiamentary franchise,
came as a revelation as portrayed be-
fore the Equal Suffrage Association
at the Margaret Eaton Hall yesterday
afternoon., Miss Hodge, the eminent
educationist, who went from England
to Australia 17 years ago, and became
identified with the mowvement for the

enfranchisement of women there, while
prireipal of an important collegiate
ipstitute, was the/speaker. Causes and
results were presented in graphic con-
trast rather than as historical data.
Touring the Empire.

Miss Boulton, vice-president, intro-
duced Miss Hodge and explained that
thru devotion to the cause of woman-
hood the visitor was making a com-
plete tour of the British overseas do-
minions, to federate the British women
in an dmperial union for the equaliza-
tion of the franchise.

Cause of Militancy.

Without endorsing the British mili-
tant methods, Miss Hodge at the out-
set declared it to be her sincere belief
thet the militancy had its birth in the
spirit of oppressed motherhood in the
old land, where the masculine public
opinion was decades behind that of
the overseas dominions with respect
to the true private and public status
of women. What was of greater im-
portance than statutory enactments
was an enlightened public opinion. This
was strikingly illustrated in three
criminal prosecutions, one in Australia
and two in England.

You may keep a thing piled
by for months that you think you may
make use of “some.time or other,” but
when under the sun is that time com-
ing? In the meantime, the unsightly
pile offends your neighbors, if you are
still too blind to know that it offends
your own eyes, Get rid of it, what-
ever it is. Don’'t complain all summer
long .of the flles that your careful
neighbors are shooing out of their back
dcor into your cool kitchen, ;You have
probably been breeding thoseé flles un-
der that selfsame pille. Just go out
and take a look at it. Isn’t it a shame?

Now we come to the very important
disposal of the piles of old leaves that
have gathered thru the fall and win-
ter. This is a very important ques-
tion to consider, and I think more so

burned as early in the fall as possible.
That is the only way to get rid of ver-
min infested leaves. For this is the
great danger from leaves.

Just think of the scores and scores
of trees, even last summer, that were
almost stripped of their leaves by the
tussock moth. Do you know what has
become of that tussock moth? I'don’t.
But let me tell you, he is not dead. Not
b any manner of means. There's mil-
Jtons of him hidden away In ecocoons
among those fallen leaves ‘as well as

limbs, and on little twigs, and dear
knrows where not!

Now, if you intend to use those
leaves ' to dig into your ground, you
are making a mistake. You are just

warms pot where the warmth of the
ground is sufficient to hatch out a
terrifying plague.

Because you .cannot bury “bugs”!
And you can't freeze them. Nor can
you boil most of them to death, The
only way to be sure they are dead—
quite dead—is to burn them up, until
they are quite dead. Then they are
gone. At least I hope so, But that's
the best we can do. If you've buried
d cartloads of leaves don't do it again.
It must be acknowledged that years
ago we ‘did think it was safe to bury
leaves. But with advancing age has
come a safer working knowledge.

No Orders to Army.

While the navy moved on the Atlantic
coast, Secretary Daniels tonight was give
ing his attention to the situation in the
Pacific. Most of the American war craft
in the Pacific already are in Mexican
waters.

While the navy was active, not a wheel
turned in the army. Two explanations
for this were advanced, the degire that
the Constitutionalists who are in control
of Northern Mexico should not misinter~
pret the action, and the fact that the
United States already has a big fighting
force withing striking distance of M’exlco.

Forth
once more into the fleld the opposition
leader led his followers under the ban-
ner of abolish-the-bar, and piled up
again arguments that would show the
day of reckoning with this subject to
be at hand, and the tides of public
gentiment setting strongly agaeinst
these places of social entertainment.
The reply from the government
benches was uttered even as insistent-
ly by Hon. W. J. Hanna, and in a word.
while stating the impossibility of the
province to either legislate to abolish
or control manufacture or importation,
which, in consequence, would nullify

the radicaf*measure proposed, he re- |

afirmed in what appeared to be =a
gignificant motion, & belief in the evil
#fforts of the treating habit, which
should be put an end to if possible by
legislation or other satisfactor}'
means”’ In any event it was promis-

eral election looming in the offing. He
stated so in as many words, and claim-
ed that the war in the ridings would
be fought to a finish on the liquor
questiom.

Mr. Rowell’'s Address.

Mr. Rowell plunged into. his address
by declaring that all in touch with the
social problems of the province stood
behind the temperance movement. It
was recognized that the prohivition of
importation or manufacture was not
feasible, but the proposal of abolighing
the bar held forth no legal difficulties,
Ag far as he was concerned the oppo-
sitfon was holding no fight with the
liquor men themselves. They werge
merely defending their traffic as they
had a right to do; but the great re-
sources they had would not deter the
opposition from combatting the trade.

Mr. Rowell took the ground that it
was today no longer a case of church
v intemperance, but of industrial
worlkers, those interested in social and
scientific reforms, and all who wanted
progress in a country being lined up
against it. He would say that local
option had proved “one of the most
valuable instwirents for fighting the
Hguor t.amc and would always get
the support of the opposition,” but it
was insufficient in the places where it
was needed most. i

“Under the local option las as it
| stands, 1 yenture to say that it would
| be impossible to carry it in any of the
larger cities of the province,” he de-
clared, stating in the same connection
that in every conteét of the kind the
measure had been overwhelmed.

The opposition .leader called notice
to the excellent work of the provincial

ment that their plank was extreme,
he would refer to the stand taken by
the different churches, and he stated
in detall the occasions on which the
Methodist,  Anglican, Presbyterian,
Baptist and all other organizations
had pledged themselves for the
abolishnment of the bar. Surely they
were not to. be counted extreme.
The Shop Sale.

Mr. Rowell then dealt with the ques-
tion as to why shops are not included
in his measure, and explained that his
party had gone as far as the organiz-
ed temperance party asked them to go.

It had been said, and
rightly, that some who had hitherto
stood by them had now departed, but
even so there was more to “offset this
loss.

iIn his introductory remarks Hom.
Mr. Hanna referred to the deputation
of young Conservatives and the argu-
ment that the government should ac-
cede to their request, and that in such
a case the opposition, with their lead-
er, would walk across the floor to the
government’ benches.

put an end to if possible by means of
legislation or other satisfactory
means.”

Struthers Explained It to
Hebrew Women of
Toronto.

GOOD WORK WAS DONE

Hundreds of Children Madg
Happy Thru Annual
 Distribution.

A good deal of business was accom-
plished and several addresses given at
a special open meeting of the Hebrew
lLadies Sewing Circle yesterday after-
noon. The meeting took place at the
neadquarters of the Hebrew Assocla-
ed Charities, 218 Simcoe street.

Mrs. Seigel, the president, welcomed
the. gathering ih a bright address and
spoke optimistically of the work done
during the present term. Particularly
were they to be congratulated on the
digtribution of shoes which the so-
clety makes annually at the time of
the Passover. In all 250 pairs of shoes,
costing $175, had been distributed.
This amount is gathered from private
subscription of the members and oth-
er donations. Sixty.five families had
been benefited by the generosity of the
ladies. Some diversity of opinion had
existed as to who should be made
beneficiaries, and the opinion had ex-
{sted in some quarters that in families
of filve or six only three or four pairs

of shoes could be allowed, but the
pictured disappointment of the ones
excluded had prevailed’ and all chil-
dren in the nursery had not received
In reply to the question why the chil-
dren in the nursery had not recived
with “others, it was pointed out that
those little ones were looked after in
various ways every day in the year,
whereas the others only came in for
the annual gift.- !
No Discrimination.

Dr. Price of New York addressed the
meeting, urging that in the distribu-
tion of charity no- discrimination be
made. If one hit here and another
there, he said, the middle is missed.
The speaker paid high tribute to the
work of the Hebrew women, stating
that at different periods in their his-
tory "scholarship had been preserved
ithru their efforts. To the women, he
sald, is left the training of the chil-
daren; to be cast upon humanity's ash-
heap or to be enlighteners of the age.

Mr. Lewis, in a brief address, out-
Ilned the position of the Hebrew in
the world today. There are from 10 to
12 million Jewish people in the world.
The majority of these are in Russio,
in a narrow constricted part of the
country, where they are hounded and
pergecuted.

movement to put the libraries under the
control of the school boards. At the last
moment, however, the legislation was not
put into effect, owing to the storm of
protest from the llbrarians, library
boards and teachers.

The new library for the blind is to be
taken into the assoclation, and the gov-
ernment is to be asked to defray the ex-
penses of translating the works of Cana-
dian authors into the raised characters
for the books of the institute.
