TH1E P1RESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

REVENUE AND EXi'EDITUIE.

We learn fr om the report of the Secre-
tary of the Treasury which accompanies
the message that the revenue from cus-
toms for the last fiscal year was S198,159.
676.02, being an increase over that of the
preceding year of11,d37,l1.2. Of tlîis

amount $138,908,562.39 was collected at

the port of New York. The gross ialue
of the imports decÙeased over $25,000,000,
and it is worthy f notice that the most
markerd decrease was in unmanufactured
wool S14,023,682, and in scrap and pig iron
512,810,671. Du'ing a long succession of
years, the exports of specie exceeded the
imports, in one yeair, 1864, the excess hav-
ing reached $92,280,920. During theyear
ending 3thO June, 1.80, the imports of
speciefor tie first time for a long period
exceeded the exports by $75,891,391, and
during the last fiscal year the excess was
$91,l68,656. The Secretary recominends



a revision of the tariff, pointing ont liat
when that tariff was frameri in 1864 the
specific duties on iron and steelin various
forms had a proper relation ta the ad
valorem dluties imposed on the articles
manufactured from those metals, but the

specific duties, owing ta the large reduc-
tion in values, now amounts in many cases
ta an ad valorem duty of over one hundred
per cent., while the ad valoremduties have
not beau clanged. The demands of trade,
moreover, have led ta the importation of
iron and steel in forims not enumerated
in the tariff. The Secretary, on the
grounds stated, thinks that an equalization
of the tariff and the simplification of
sane ai' its details are needed. Hie
carefully avoids expressing an opinion
as ta a reduction of the tariff, that being,
lie stated, a question for Congress ta de-
cide. The method of a special commis-
sion for considering this subject lias been
suggested, and may ie wise. It is, he
adds, a matter of congratulation that the
business of the country so thrives as ta
endure the onerous taxation that is upin
it, and yet grows and yields to the Govern-
ment a surplus ove its needs. The result
is ta enibarrass the Treasury departmeit
in disposing of the surplus in a lawful
way, and with regard to economy. It
seems beyond doubt that no material
change in the tariff will be made, and
that the reduction vili ha upon items of
direct taxation, especially on the capital
of banks and on matches. The taxes on
liquors and tobacco will not in all proba-
bility be neddlecd with.

TEE OURRENY.

The Secretary of the Treasury has
dwelt at great length on be anonalous,
state ofthings, caused by the equirement
ta coin at least $2OOO,OOO of silver dollars
par month. The consequence i that
great inconvenience bas been caused ta
the public by these dapreciated coins
being put in circulation. There are
aleady about $34,O00,OUO of them in
the hands of the public, but there are
besides SG66,000,UOO of what are called
silver certificates issued against silver
dollars held by bhe Treasury, and these
are a legal tender for certain purposes.
'[he consequence is that gold and silver
certificates are issued from the same
treasury, and are in general circulation,
and yet the silver dollars are only worthl
88 cents in gold. It is well known that
there is a strong feeling in the United
States in favor of bimetallism, but the
Secretary of the Treasury feels, and justly,
that any attempt to coin silver in unlimit-
ed quantities, or aven ta the extent now
required by law, can have no other result

than to male the United States mono-
netallic %eith a silver standard. This is
precisely what Great Britain vould like,
but it ivould destroy ail hope of a general
bimetallic standard, whîich the United
States has been urging strongly for sane
yea's. and in favor of whiclh it bas the
support of France, as well as saine other
European nations. 'le Secretary of the
Treasury recommends strongly an alter-
ation of the law, sa that there there shall
be a discretion with the department
as ta the quantity of silver that may
be coined, and lie likeivise recommends
that the silver certificates be with-
drawn. Ife recommends that the National
banks shall be restrained fram making
sudden demands on the Treasury for the
withdrawal of their bonds held as security
for their issues. It will be recollected
that on the occasion of the passing of the
refunding bill at the lasesession of Con-

gress a number of the banks determined
ta retire their issues, ivhich it appears
they have a right todo in the present
state of the lav. 'Tlie Secretary discusses
at sane length the much debated question,
whether it is constitutional ta declare the

greenbacks a legal tender. He admits
that they are convenient and safe for
the country, and that it is for the profit of
the Governnen L ta continue them, but it
ls clear [liat lie leans to the opinion that
they ought not ta e maintained on the'
footing of legal tenders. It seenis proba-
ble that tley would perform very much
the same functions whether legal tender
or not.

civil SERVICE REFORM.

A very interesting portion of the Presi-
dent's message is that in which he dis-
cusses the question of Civil Service refor .
As he observes, there is a general opinion
that it is desirable that men should not
be appointed ta offices which tbey are
unfit ta fill, but while this sentiment
wotd meet with general acquiescence,
opinion has been widely divided on the
visdom and practicability af vajious re-

foruatory schemes whichhave ben sug-«
gested, and of proposed regulations gav-
erning appointients ta public offices. The
regulations are said ta exalt mare educa-
tional arid abstract tests aboe general
business capacity, and even special fitness
for the particular worlk in hand. 'l'lie Pre
sidlent states it ta be his own opinion that
the tests that should be applied ta the man-
agetnentof the public service may proper-
]y conforn in the main ta such as regulite
the conditions of successful private busi-
ne. He holds that original appoint-
ments should be based upon ascertained
fitness ; tenure of office should be stable;
positions of responsibility should, so far as

AND

practicable, bp fiiled by the promotion o
worthy anîd efficient officeri. The inves-
tigation o! all complaints and punislhmîent
of officiai misconduct should be prompt
and thoreugh. Such are the views
which the President pledges himself ta be
those that will govern his administration
of his exacutive office, and ha feels
assured that they are shared by ait in-
telligent citizens, however divergent their
opinions may be as ta the best modea o?
puîtting theni into practical operation.
While ail admit that appointments should
be based on ascertained fitness, the ques-
tion lioi thuat fitness is ta ha ascertairied
has for years excited interest and dis-
cussion. The Englisli plan of compati-
tive examinations involves adinission into
the lowest grades, and the filling o!
vacancies by promotion alone' The Pre-
sident intimates that thera are certain
features af the Englisli system which have
not been receivec with favor in the
United States, and these he states ta be
a tenure af office, which is practically a
life ten-e, a l]initation of the age ou
entering and a retiring allowance upon
going out of office. The avowed object of
he English system is ta induce educated
young men ta devote their lives ta public
employment. iNotvithstanding grave
doubts as ta the visdon o! several fea-
tu-es of the English systn, the Pre-
sident intimates lis readiness ta concur
in sucl a system if it should meet the
approval of Congress. It seems extra-
ordinary that there should be any.doubt
on the superannuation question, which is
an essential element o any sclieme for
eetahlishing an efficient civil service. The
time is rapidly approaching when the
subject will engage the consideration of
our own Parliamient. Whatever may be
the state of public opinion elsewhere,
there is a very strong desire in Montreal
that tler'e shouîld be greater security than
what now exists that all promotion in the
Government departments should be on
the ground of merit.

IamDIrs.

The President appears ta be deeply
sensible that the management of Indian
affairs is one of the most prominent sub-
jects that should engage tise attention of
Congress. He admits tliat while froni the
infancy of the Government the Indian
question lias been a cause of trouble and
embarassmentit is but recently that any
effort has been made for its solution. IL
lias been easier ta resort ta temporary
make-shifts ta snooth ovei tempo-ary
difficulties than ta grapple with the great
problems. Such language is encouraging,
and indicates a determination not ta trifie
longer with one of the mot formidable
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dificulties than the United States have
had to contend with. The fruttful source of
the Indian complications las been, in tie
President's opinion, dealing %vith thîem as
separate nationalitiesand regulating them
by treaty stipulations ta the occupancy
of immense reservations in the West, and
of encouraging them to live a savage life,
undisturbed by any earnest and well
directed efforts to bring theni under the
influences of civilization. While thon-
sands of lives have been sacrificed and
hunldreds of millions of dollars expended
in the attempt to solve the Indian pro-
blem, it hiad been within the last few
years scarcely nearer solution than it was
half a century ago. We ai'e told that the
Government fias of late been cautiously
but steadily feeling the vay ta tlie adop-
tion of a policy, which has alreaidy pro-
duced gratifying results, and which, if bie
Executive and Congress concur in giving
it support, is likely to relieve the nation
from the difficulties whicl have beset it.
The new policy is to ntroduceamong the
Indians the customs of civilized life, and
gradually ta absorb them into the mass
of the citizens, holding them ta their
responsibilities, while respecting their
riglts. The 1resident believes that the
Indians in large numbers could be per-
suaded ta sever their tribal relations, and
ta engage at once in agriculture. The
President recomenda Congress ta legis-
late in accordance with the views vhich.
he lies propounded, ahicd iL will be a matter
of great interest ta us in Canada ta watch
the success of the new policy. We have
hitlierto hald comparatively little trouble
with our Indians, but there can be no
doubt that the settlement of the lorth
West and the extension of the railway
system ivill render it diflicult for the
Indians ta support themselves by hunt-
ing. IL is at alil avents desirable thîat the
views o an enliglitened statesman, as
Iresident Arthur certainly is, should
engage the bést consideration of our
Government.

'ITE OTTAWA FREE PRESS
CORNERED.

ILis not loften that public journalists
are sa completely cornered as the Ottaw'a
Frce Press hasbeen in his recent puerile
attempt ta criticise te article in tlîe
Contnempormay Rcview in reply ta Mi'. Gold
ivii Smîith. As the Frec Press seens
bent on misrepresenting the subject in
controversy, we must remind him tlat the
question of protection i'as not dealt with
on its merits ori demerits in the article in
the Conteniporary. 111r, Gokadvin Smith
had declared thîat the Canadian tarifl

vas a free trade measure, and introduced
by free traders, an assertion fliat, strange
as it nay seemn, coming from such a
quarter, the Frec Press seens disposed
ta defend. In vieai of his late advocacy
a[ independence, lie ivill probably be
equally inclined ta sustain Mi'. Golwin
Smnitlh in his misrepresentations of the
policy of the Imperial Government, vlîich
lie lield to be responsible for the Canadian
expenditure, vhich liad rendered a high
tariff'absolutely necessary. There was no
discussion in the article in the Coilnm-

parary as ta the propriety of a protective
policy, but it was pointed out, and
adequate proof brouglt in support
of the assertion, that the present
Ministerial party hat gone ta the country
at the general election avovedly as sup-
porters of a protectionist policy. ,The
Free Press, withî a degree of stolidity that
we have rarely witnessed, argued that a
general observation, such as w'e have
indicated, was calculated ta convey an
impression thaththe Canadian peoiple had
hiad before tlieni all the cletails of a tariff
that was not framed until maniy months
after the election. Not satisfied ivith
iaintaining in general terms that pro-
tection was not the principal issue at the
last general election, the Fr'ec Press fell
back on the messàge sent by Si' John: A.
Macdonald ta Mr. Boyd OaiSt. John, ivhicl
we need not again notice, and more
especially as it bas been ve'y unneces-
sarily imported into the con troversy by
the Frec Press as a means of escaping
frou a dilemnia. It is needless ta point
out tlat the telegr'mrn in question ras not
noticed in the' Contcmporary, andà ive now
find that it constitutes the sale grund
on whiclh the Frec Press claims that Sir
John Macdonald w'ent ta the country on
free Lrade principles. AU that ive have
ta do with the telegraim is ta express oui'
opinion ti1at if any persans votec et the
election in St. John or elsewhere far the
supporters of Sir John Macdonald, under
the belief tlat tbey vere supporting.free
trade, tbey nust be even more stolid
LIa the Ottawva Frec Prcss has proved
himself in this discussion, and we can
hardly say more. There is'one point that
the Frce Press may perhaps give some
consideration ta, althougli it hais n bear-
i ig on his original criticism. Tliere is no
longer àny mystery about the tariff. Hias
the Hon. Mr. Boyd ceasel ta repose con -
fidence in Sir Léonard Tilley ? have his
constituents generally? Of course, the
latter question cean only be ansîered et a,

general election, and it is well known tbat
there are differences af opinion in St.
John as elsewhere. One thing, hoivever, is
certain, whiclh is that, as a vule, those who

supported protection at the cneral elec-
tion are supporters of the farff' which
n'as franed in order ta give effect ta
tleir ivislies. The lhst election in West
Nor'thumbe'land afords no evidence of a
change of opinion. We w ill oly add, in
conclusion, that; the square issue which
ive are pi'epiired ta join ivith the Frc
Pres.s is, tliat Sir John Macdonal and his
friends ivent ta the country at the last
general election as advocates of protec-
tion. That was the assertion in the Coni-
tempaaoary, and if the 1rce Press is o
opinion that the telegram to Mi. Boyd
adequate proof tliat they ivent as fice
trade-, n'e are quite willing that lie
slioulld enjoy it in peace.

TIE WINDSOR R1OTEL COMPANY.

We are credilbly inforimed that this
institution lias bcn doing very fairly since
the failure ai Mr. Worthington in March,
1880, under the auspices of the syndicate
committee, and that the stock of the
company, w'hich vas largely' sold in
January of Lhis yearî at 10 aned lIt per
cent., is non' selling for fromi 20 ta 40 per
cent. This looks like a revival ai confi.
dence in thei ultimate success of an ente-
prize which has from its inceptian
hitherto been suirrunded with doubt and'
difliculty. Even yet tlere is an eleient
of uncertainty in the prospects o the
hotel.

As stated ta the shareholders at their
last annual meeting in November, there
is now an arrear of eccuimulated interest
ofover $40,000, and there is also the repay;
ment of the loan of 5350,000 due ici July,
1882, besicles a further sun for interest of
$13,000. Should noarrangements be made
for repayment of this sum of $350,000),
witl overclue interest and, interest ta
accrue of$53,000, the hotel may be fo'cel
ta sale ta meet the demands for loan and
interest, amounting in all ta $403,000.
Il case of a sale it is evident that a pur-
chasing syndicate imnust be formed, com
posed of shaî'ehollers willing ta pro ect
themselves, but the entire stock of tfie
company will be wipec out. IL vill be
well therefore for speculative purchasers
of stock ta wceigh the future responsibili-
ties of protecting thiemselves. We would
further emairk thth le hotel being ii-
sured only for some $350,000, f a fle
shoild take place all the proceeds of ini
surance, wouldl be requie.ed ta pay the
lage lo.n, and the only t'liin left foirthe
$400,000 stockholders woukd be the value
of the land, which caninot be mor than
$100,000. 'Tlie stock in snch a case
yvould not be ivorth more tlian 25 per
cent t the best realizable wyhen thie land
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should bc sold. Let the public consider
We believe the directors are nov dis.
cussing the ways and means of meeting
the repayment of the loan of $350,000.
The lenders foreseeing the great risk are
unwilling to renew the loan te the full ex-
tent without a personal guarantee i hence
the directors are very anxious as to the
nieans of meeting the sane, and have been
exercising their ingenuity te provide for
the requirements of the case. Besides
de loan of $350,000, there is an indebted-
ness due te the contractors who finished
the builing, te wvhom is owing about
$85,00, and who liold a second mort-
gage as security. In case of a sale of the
hotel, they will be obliged to assist in
buying it in te save themselves, or ·else
lose their claini a rather uncomfortable
dilemma. At a meeting not long ago
they realized this serions fact, and resolved
to accept of the payment of their claims
without interest in first mortgage bonds,
because they plainly saw that hal a loaf
is better than no bread.

For the repayment of the loan of $350,-
000 with the accrued aid accruing inter-
est, and the second mortgage bonds te
contracters, we understand that the
directors design te offer te the share-
holders, the contractors and the public,
bonds of the Company having a first mort.
gige on the property te the extent of
$450,000. These bonds are te he offered
te the shareholders pro rata with the
amount of stock held ; thus a shareholder
of $1,000 is expected te take about $1,500
worth of bonds and pay for the sanie, and
if any shareholder is unable te take and
pay for his share he is expected te endorse
the bond, to assume a personal liability
thereupon, and to transfer his stock te
a trustes or trustees as collateral security
for his, endorsation.

We are not among those etf so sanguine
a nature as to suppose that a shareholder
will endorse a ten year bond and deliver
over bis estock to a trustee as security.
Hluman life is too short for such an obli-
gation i besides, the fact that the share-
holder will he unable to use or selliis
stock till such obligation or endorsement
is cancelled is wholly against the scheme.
If the bonds are issued securing a reason-
able rate of interest-say 8 per cent.-
and having a first mortgage on the build-
ing and furniture, and being insured for a
corresponding amount, thera can be little
doubt that they will be favorably received,
and if the shareholders will not assume
them that they vill be bought by the
public without endorsement etf share-
holders personally, but it is se purely a
matter of speculation that the directors
must place the bonds before the public

on the most favorable terms possible. We
hope therefore the deliberations of the
directors wvill be guided by the visdon
which niìight be expected from gentlemen
of the experience for financial acumen

>yhich attaches te the present Board.
Should the bonds be issued as nov co n

templated by the directors, and success-
fully disposed of, the immediate result
vill not benefit the present shareholders

as no dividend can accrue to them for
seme time te come,'becalse the arrears of
interest on the loan and interest te accrue
on the bonds must be met first. Not-
withstanding the assertions o such
success in conducting the hotel, it is not
amiss te ask the managers how it comes
te pass that there is arrears of interest te
the extent of $40,000.

The hotel is a credit to the city, and it
has noiv taken its place as a necessity and
a public benefit, and we should be sorry
te see it succumb te any adverse influence,
but that is not the question at stake ; the
real question is :-Is the IIotel Company
te get out of its present difficulties, and
by what means ? and are the shareholders
suffBciently sanguine, so as te put their
shoulders to the wheel and incur new
obligations, and thus at their own personal
risk and expense'carry out an enterprise
so very mucli calculated'to benefit the
public and the City. of Montreal? Such
questions as these the shareholders are
called upon to consider before the public
meeting shortly to be called takes place,
and at which meeting they will be asked
te record their votes for or against such
measures and recommendations as the
directors may lay before them,

THE PUBLIC DEBT.

We called attention on two recent occa-
sions te the injustice of the charge pre-
ferred against the Government of Mr.
Mackenzie, by speakers on the Conserva-
tive side, of having incrensed the public
debt by about forty millions of dollars.
We pointed out, that the true ground of
criticisi should have' been the expendi-
ture on capital account by the advice of
that Government, and net the raisin of
money te meet the public requirements.
We were tolerably certain that it would
be impossible to prove that new woiks
had been inaugurated by tl eGovernment
oe Mr. Mackenzie that would cost any-
thing approaching te the anount of the in-
crease of the debt. The Toronto Globe hàs
referred te the subject in a recent article,
and has given a table of the public debt
on the 3Oth June in eanch year from the
period of confederation to 880. The Globe
places the incre ase ef debt in the iive

years of Mr. Mackenzie's administration
at forty millions vhich is, ive believe the
exact amount stated by Sir Leonard Tilley
and Mr. Thomas White, M.P., and then
proceeds te account for its expenditure as
follow's

The assumption of Provincial debt was

owing to the admission of Prince Edward
Island. The chief portion of the amount
under the head of C. Miscellaneous Public
Works" was the expenditure on the Wel.
land Canal, and neither that nor the
Pacific and Intercolonial Railways can be
said to have been undertaken on the
responsibility of the Mackenzie Govern-
ment, indeed the enlargement of the
canais, and the construction of the Inter.
colonial Railway were provided for by the
British North America Act, for, which
both political parties were responsible,
We have deemed it only fair to notice
wbat we think an entirely satisfactory
explanation on the part of the Globe, as
we had .already called attention ta the
charge, and suggested that a statement
should be given of the items of expendi-
ture, which bad caused the increase of
debt. No such statement has been fur-
nished by the Conservative organs, and
we must, therefore, assume that they find
it impossible to defend the charge deli-
berately preferred by the Finance Minister
in his recent speech at Toronto.

TUE COPYRIGIIT QUESTION.

The Decision of the Government that

copyright cannot be granted to a foreigner
after a merely nominal domicile of a fort-
night, will be received with general satis-
faction. Canada has always been ready
to adopt any reasonable propositions for
international copyright, but, so long as the
United States persistently refuse to meet
her on fair terms, it would be manifestly
unjust to permit such a gross evasion of
the law as that which Mr. Clements was,
it may be presumed, encouraged by his
legal advisers te believe feasible. In

- the case of copyright it ha'ppens that the
principal sufferers will b :tbe American
authors, although it has been pointeclout
by the Globe that the United: States may
prohibit the introduction of' foreign
re-prints or perhaps take more active
measures to effect seizures. It may be
inferred from the fact that Mr Clements
took the trouble to endeavor to obtain a
Canadian Copyright for his newî work,

5g1
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"The Prince and the Pauper," that he as

f'ound that the Canadian editions have hlad
an extensive sale in the United States.
The remedy ia simple, but it will not be

found in an evasion of the law regarding
domicile.

We have not entered into the question
as to whether Mr. Clements can establish

his claim to copyright under the tmperial
Act. We have dealt merely with the
attempt ta evade the lawv as to domicile.

NARRBOW SECTIONALISM.

La 3rn-erve, for reasons that may readily
be guessed, lias been for saine timse past
endeavoring te persuade its countriymen
that this journal entertains feelings of
hostility te the French Canadians and the
Province of' Quebec. We were guilty of
the crime of defending the interests of
Canada against the aggression of the

French Republic, and when unable to
answer- oui' arguments, La llinerve is

obliged te resortto the misr'epresentation
that we entertained national prejudices.
We ventured recently te express a hope
that the representatives of the Province

of Quebec would be nioderate in their
demands on the Dominion treasury, and
take care not ta give cause foi the athier
Provinces, especially Ontario, te believe
that their interests were sacrificed te
those of Quebec. We aie taken te task
by La Minerve for the expression of this
hope, on t.he exprss ground that, as a
Montreal journal it is Our duty per- fas
autn efas ta advocate Quebec interests
agairst those of Ontario. There is, accord-
ing te La Minerve, no need for discussion
it is only necessary to record the fact.
MVa have never pretended that this journal
was on the footing o La Mine-ve, bound
hand anl foot to contend foi' ali claims,
just ori unjust, that may he made by the
Province of Quebec ar its Meinisters. We
advocate a policy o? justice te aIl the
Provinces of tlie Doiiinioii, and we shall
be greatly mistaken if the French Cana.
dians do not find tlat those wlo dounsel
then te adopt a narrow sectional policy
are their worst enemies.

TRE PANAMA CANAL.

The Canaian press is imanimiis in its
protest against Mr. Blaine's application
of what is known as the Monoe docti'ine
te thie guarantee of the neutraslity of tie
Paiama Canal. Jt is to be hoped that
the Dominion Government is giving its
attention to this nost important question
in whicli its people have so deep an inter-
est. The Marquis of Lorne beig iii Eng-
land at this moment, bis influence should

e brought to bear in defending the rights
if Canada, which have been completely
gnored by Ex-Secretary Blaine, who
eems to imagine that there are no Pacifie
lopes but those in the territory of the
Jnited States. The most exaggerated
tdvocates of the Monroe doctrine never
:laimed that it was ta bave a retroactive
,ffect or to be more than a formal pro-
ýest against new acquisitions of territory
)n the American continent by European
Mtates. The British Dominions in North
America have been repeatedly recognized
in treaties by the United States, and it
would be a fatal blunder ta yield to the
demands which have been so audaciously
made by Mr. Blaine. We hope that this
subject will not be overlooked after the
meeting of Parliament.

ECONOMIC FALLACIES.

We readily insert the criticism of our
valued correspondent IlK."onour recent
review of M. de Lavelye's article in the
Contenp)orary on "Econonic Fallacies."
We are glad ta M nd that on the main point,
which is the fallacy of estimating the
" balanceof trade" betweentwocountries,
by the returns of imports and experts,
there is no difference of opinion between
our correspondent and ourselves. K. is
quite correct im his statement that a cer-
tain amount of exports may be accounteil
for by British loans to other countries,
including her own colonies. Such exports
representmig loans payable at distant
periods would have the effect of increas-
ing imstead of diminishing the items on
the other side, which are only stat.ed as
rough estimates of certain amounts
vhicli Great Britain is entitled te receive,
and as a mode of accounting foi' the large
excess ai' imports over exports accordig
to the trade returns. If what we may
terni the bonàfide experts have te be re-
duced by the ainount of new loans, then it
wonld follow that the itenis in the calcula-
tion cited by M. de Lavelye would have te
be increased. The real point of import-
ance is ta convince the public that the
idea that trade returns can be relied on
ta establish a real balance of debits and
credits between two countries is a con-
plete fallacy, and yet it was but the
othaer day that the Minister of Finance
avowed his belief in it, as we pointed out
in a 1ecent issue.

FALL IN BANK STOCKS.

Considerable excitement has been
caused among the speculators in bank
stoèksi owing te a circular from tha Min-
ister of Finance, requiring detailed infor.
mation on the following points (1) Re-

urns of notes and bills discounted, over-
due and not specially secured, together
with all details thereof. (2), Returns of
no tes and other debts secured by real es-
tate or by deposit of or lien en stock or
other securities, and aIl details thereof.
3) Other assets not included under the
loregoing heads. (4) Advances for whiclh
stocks or bonds of corporations, Dominion,
Provincial, British or Foreign public se-
curities other than Canadian are hîeld as
securities. (5) The îime of every man
employed in the bank, either at Montreal

or Toronto, and bis duties. (6) 'l'le na.me
of every employee of the bank, either in
Montreal or Toronto, who holds persan-
ally or in trust bauk stocks which are held
as collateral or otherivise by the bank oii.
which advances have been made.

Tie announcement of the circular seems
te have caused somethingalmostapproach-
ing to a panic on the Stock Exchange,
especially in Toronto, and yet we have had-
repeated propositions of late for the ap-
pointment of Government Inspectors of
the banks, and insisting on the necessity
of greater supervis.ion. An unnecessary
alarm has been created owing ta the sup-
position that the confidential informa
tion thus required might be called for
by Parliament. Lt would ba manifestly
most improper for the Goveriment te
furnish such information, even if auy
miember should be so indiscreet as te
move for it. It is said that the banks in.
tend ta remonstrate agairat the demands,
but anle infihential General Manager who

proceeded. te Ottawa with thati object,
says the Governnent is inflexible oni the
sibject. 'l'iîe most impor tant branch of
the inquiry is that relating ta loans on
bank stoelk which aie pr'hibited by
lawv, but which appear ta be still con-
tinued, as it is an open secret that, the
Federal B3anik leld shares of the Ontar'io
Bank on the occasion of tlie 'ecent naeet
ing of the latte. It may be that the banks
have found soma way of evading the law
and that they are acting under legal
advice, but most assuredly it is righst
that the Government shouldhe confiden-
tially inf'omed as to the actual state of
matters regarding loans on bank stecks
We are inclined te think that far too mucli
importance lias been attached te the Gov-
ernment circular. If the banks can satis.
fy the Minister that it would be undesir-
able te furnish him ëonfidentially with
any of the i.equired information, it is pro-
bable that he would modify the cnhcu-lar
We ought ta notice that the circular
ta seme, possibly te ail banks, asks for
even more information than what is
stated above, viz., the particulars of ail
notes under discount, not meî'ely those
overdue. Tiis seems bath unnecessay
nd inexpedient, and castaiîly augtxt tu

ha withdrawn.
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BIUL STAIPS.

The present hanidsome surplus mn thfe revenue
is here and there suggestive of probable reduc-
tion in some of the taxes wbich produced il,
and reconimendations are as varied as the
iiteress tait may be affected. Some prominent
muerchants are in favor of abolisiing bill stamps,
and urging that the revenue from this source is
too insignificant to maintain a special collect-
ing macbinery therefor; that it is an annoyance
as tending to complicate business transactions,
and that it is to a great extent evaded. The
diminishiig revenie from this source as seen
by the following table may perhaps bu a-
counted for in this way:

Accoidiug to hiw tie note must be stamped at
the lime it is male, or if not it mst be uouble
stamped. ln practice the lal is Ot compilied
with in more than about one case out of' a
dozene The maker of the note, as rile,
lenaves the receivLer of it to put the stamsups upon
il himisef, and the receiver, s au re, tuts onuly
tie single stamp ipon il. Exactly whtait posi-
tion siuch notes wcould oceupy in law iun case ot
a soit for thue recovery of' the amsouunt, is as legal
point .which ve slisl not uindertake to decide,

it the legallity of thei seemS at the least, te
be doubtfo. 'lo stuch ain extent tias the prac-
lice spoken of spread, thnt .we know of oite
comiercial firm who pay out about three
huundred dollars a yeari fe'O stamips for the notes
of their customers, and their experience is by
noe means unique. The practice of' sending
note-s unstaniped by lou'ntry nerchants tuas uto
doubt arisen fron the diîticulty of obtaining
the stamps. But the custom buas become an
established onte nolv, and a establislied coin-
nercial custom is generally stronger than

a. lav. The efflec is to concentratte the
burden of the stamip duty supon a fev, and to
defeat tle intention of dihusing it among the
the nany. This duty has beeni doue away vith
in' tie Usiited States,i shich, though not a con-
clusive relisot why we should dIo awray witli il,
is a proof thsat it is regarded as objectionable
by a commercial cominnity. In England
there is a stani dsuty ipon receilpts, but the
ordiar*y postage stamps tire uîsed' for the pur-
pose. T att wutild bu an imîroenuunt inCanada if the stamp duty mut be continued.
It is open, et cotnse, te tbuobjection that the
Government would not knowi 1uow' nuch
revenue they wyere deriving from' the postal
service, and how mucI ftoin the stamît duty,
bu t that wouli be less Of an inconvenience thtin
the present system inflicts.

MANUPACTURING INDUSTRIES.

The attemipt on the part of the 'people of'
Woods teck, Ont., to induesi ?r. John Watson,
or Ayr, to remove his agricultural inplemuent
factory to that Lown has not been snecessful.
Mr. Watson asked a bonus of $45,000 to cover
Lie cost of erecting new buildings, but the
ssm is considered tioo large for the rate payers
to raise. The malter isstill under consideration,
however.

The new cotton factory at St. Stephen, NB.,
is roofed in and almost comnpletedi the total cost
of the mill being about $750,000. It Lis stated
