element in the party, and under its in-
fluence, essayed the futile -attempt of
reading the progressives out of officlal

on.

On the other hand, the Demacrats

have signally failed to rise to the
Height of the opportunity offered by
the internal cleavage of their oppon-
ents. They are not united themselves
and there is little to choose between
their conservative section and the cor-
responding Republicans. The Demo-
crats sadly lack a really great leader,
inspired by genuine democratic ideals
and of strong en h personality to
impose a real ref policy on the
mass of the party. Pqssibly they may
have discovered such a leader in Mr.
Woodrow Wilson, now .candidate for
the governorship of New Jersey, 2
stamp of public man too seldom seen
- anywhere on the continent. But whe-
ther or not he prove to be the Moses
of the Democratic-party, who will ul-
timately lead it out of the wilderness
into the land of promise and the
. sweets of office, there is at the preséent
moment no popular uprising in its fa-
vor.

This is particularly true of the west-
ern States ahd it is a remarkable fact
that the strongest exponents of the
flew party now in process of forniation
are westerners. The only notable ex-
ception is Ex-President Roosevelt,
whose defence of Insurgeney during his
western tour brought intc prominence
the extraordinary measure of pubdlic
confidence he ‘enjoys. But it is doubt-
ful whether Mr. Roosevelt is prepared
to endorse the advanced platforms of
