according to the size of the country
and the interests involved.

MAY RETURN FROM
SIBERIA NEXT SUMMER

Ottawa, Dec. 26.—So far as official
advices are concerned the Dominion
Government is without intimation of
any change in allied plans which will
affect the status of the Canadian
fqrces in Siberia. It is expected, how-
ever, that the stay of the force in
Siberia will rot exceed in time de-
mobilization of the Canadian corps
now.on the Rhine.

GREETINGS TO POPE
BY SACRED COLLEGE

Rome, Dec. 24.—Pope Benedict today
received the membens of the Sacred
College who presented their Christmas
wishes to him. Twenty-three cardinals
and many bishops and prelates were
present.

In reply to the greetings, the Pope
expressed a wish that the workings
of the coming peace conference not
only would establish order, but would
give a new birth “to human sentiments
which will render communion with
our brothers and the sacrifices made
for them sweet.” The pontiff declared
that he would do all in' his power to
facilitate acquiescence in the decisions
of the congress in order to insure a
just and durable peace.

Pope Benedict expressed doubt
whether the tempest that had devas-
tated the world had not left in the
hearts of men the deadly remains of
ancient rancors, unwholesome germs
of discord, vengeance and reprisals.
The very ardor of war and the pas-
sion for defence of country, the pontiff |
added, were noble in their origin, al-
tho it was natural that in - principle
they could easily lead to excesses and
make the germs of ‘ social discord;

Given an Annual
Increase.

As had been anticipated, the ques-
tion regarding an -increase in salacy
for the separate school teachers of the
city is to end In favor of the appli-
cants. At a special meeting of the
finance committee of the separate
school. board it_was unanimously re-
commended that the secular teachets
be given an increase of $50. a yeat,
comniencing Jan. 1 next, and $560 a
vear thereafter until the maximum of
$860 is reached.

disadvantage. the reason being that
the act at present .loes not maka it
clear that tha board may levy  rates
on its supporters fer hnigh school
work.

President Wilson® hass broken all tra-
ditions of United States diplomacy,
and has done what, before he sailed,
man; eminent Americans declared
could not. be done. The Government
of the United States is not yet tot-
tering and the various statues of
George Washington s‘and unmoved on
their bases.

Various objects have been imputed
to President Wils n, but we do not
know that it is necessary to go be-
yond the simple fact that he is head
of the grea: western democracy and
represents the principle of the com-
mion weal of mankind to account for

Intervention in Russia.

When it is announced that tHe en-
tente alliance has decided against in-
tervention in Russia several:- ques-
tions are raised. In the:first place
they have already intervened, and
cannot withdraw until some definite
policy has been adopted tending to
unify the Russian people, or at least
to harmonize their various govern-
ments. The policy of withdrawing
from the nations whose governments
have been overthrown and waiting
until the various factions have more
or less exterminated each other is
neither statesmanlike mor humanitar-
ian. If the league of nations that is
proposed has any purpose or any mis-
sion,. to stop such mutual destruction
would be such a purpose and such a
mission.

We can scarcely 'suppose, if the as-
sertion that the entente alliance will
decline to intervene.in Russia be cor-
rect, that! some action is afoot in
Russia itself promising settlement, or
else that the situation is not as des:
perate as SO many correspondents
have led us to believe. It is unques-
tionably «difficult to get reliable in-
formation from Russia. But the var-
ious reports and rumors that suggest
a chaotic condition therz appear to
have sufficien:! basis to warrant the
worst fears. If the non-intervention
report te true, then the most rea-
sonable explanation is that some one
body of the Russian people has
achieved sufficient authority to domi-
nate the situa"(ioh and create order,
or that to enable such a bhody to im-
the entente alliance has
been requested to stand aloof for this
purpose and so as not to arouse an-
tagonism among the unreasoning
moujiks.

Ward Seven ' Ratepayers
Listen Coldly to Glow-

ing Promises.

Conditions at the Carlton school last
night, where the Ward Seven Rate-
payérs’- Association were due to hold

a meeting were not exactly ideal.
There was no fire in the school fur-
nace and the thermomenter registered
39 degrees shortly before the meeting
began. The audience was very small,
only about 20 people in all turning
out for “the. oecasion, and all were
very indignant at the temperature
existing in-the school, which necessi-
tated the wearing of overcoats. In the
absence of the regular president, Alex.
Haines took the chair, and he had to
leave ‘later on account f the cold,
while Dr. R. R. Hopkins, ‘a candidate
for the board of education, and a
physician, advised the assemblage that
to continue in that atmosphere was
dangerous. e

Mayor Church was the first speaker
and as the bills which called the
meeting had announced that “trans-
portation and roads” would be the
only themes under discussion, he stuzk
to the points which had been suggest-
ed. His worship advocated the taking
over of the Mimico and Scarboro Rail-
ways. from the York Radial Co.; he
would have a civic car factory erected
to make ready for the taking over of
the Toronto Railway Co. in 1921, and
which would also give employment to
a large number of returned men.

Consultations had already been held
between officials of the city and the
GJT.R. with a view to erecting a new
station on Davenport road.

MAYORALTY RIVALS
BEFORE RETAILERS

Candidates for = Municipal
Honors Compete for
Rg—election.

On the invitation of the Retail Mer-
chants’ Association the majority of ths
candidates for municipal honors at the
coming elections attended the regular
meeting of the association last night
and spoke at great length on their
various platforms on which they are
seeking re-election to the city council.

Controller John O’Neill when called
to the platform, was given a splendid
reception by the large crowd. In
thanking the gathering, Controller
O’Neill signified his intention of run-
ning for the office of chief magistrate
and asked for their support. “I am
not going to dig down into my past
performances while serving the city
council,” he said. *“I will leave tha'
all in your hands. We must consider
the City of Toronto as one big business
and give it the same consideration we
would if it were our own enterprise.”
The controller spoke at great length
on the housing problem and the taking
over of the Toronto Street Railway in
1921. He intimated that he would
make no promises in that connection
as to whether he would advise the
taking over of the railway or not, but
stated that he would give it his most
serious attention when the proper time
.came for its consideration. 5

Speaking of the high tax rate, the
controller  said: “There are many
candidates who contend that the pre-
sent tax rate is too high and that it
stands in dire need of reduction.. When
a man tells you that, all I want you to
do is to ask him how he is going to
reduce it. Just ask him how. If he
can answer the question he is a finan-
cial wizard and is worthy of the best
position in the city. When the time
comes you will meet the high taxes
in the right spirit, for the money has
been spent wisely and well.” In
speaking of the city’'s financial con-
dition, the controller stated that there
was no need for fear as far as that
was concerned. He pointed out that
the city's assets more than covered
its liabilities, and that anyone predict-
ing blue ruin was a rank pessimist.
The controlle outlined hig stand on
the housing question and said that he
was in favor of the three-family
apartment house and the conversion
of old residences into that type of
building, with the proper sanitary
equipment. “Toronto will always have
a hub population, and a hub popula-
tion means hub business for the Re-
tail Merchants’ Assdociation.” Con-
troller O’Neill scored the farmer and
the transient trader .who comes into
the city and sells his wares without
having to pay civic taxes in opposi-
tion to the Toronto merchant. “Talk
about a combine!” he said. “Why,
the market is full of combines. The
farmers get together and eggs are $1
a dozen or 90 cents a dozen, and they
stay that way until their feet get cold
and they wawt to get home.” In clos-
ing, the controller askéd that the voters
elect men who are not sectional and
who will work for the benefit of the
city at large.

That the retail merchan‘s were a
very prominent factor in the city,
was the opinion of Mayor Church,
who dropped in near the end of the
meeting and spoke for a few min-
utes. In regard to the window light-
ing restrictions on the merchants
during the war, the mayor said: “I
corld newver see the advantage in re-
stricting the window lighting. There

was very little, if any, difference in
the load carried for munitions by the
Hydro. You merchants have borne

wonderfully well thru the war and
great credit is due you.”

In dealing Mwith the assessment
question, the mayor stated that. the
method was unfair and hoped that it
would be adjus:ed. He could not see
why Toronto should not have local
option in the matter of assessment,
and ridiculed the fact that Toronto
was bound ry the same Assessment
Act that prevailed in/Milion and Oak-
ville. “A city of Toronto's  size
should have local opiion in this mat-
ter,” he added. His worship pointed
out that the large corporationg in To-
ronto were not assessed en rolling
stock. “The Toronto Street Railway,
the Bell Telephone Company and To-
ronto Electric Light Company do no:
have to pay any taxes for their roll-
ing stock,” he said. He gave a com-
plete review of the work of the city
council during the past year and
pointed out that many changes had
taken place during his term of office.

Careful administration will' reduce
the tax rate, in °‘the opinion of
Thomas Foster, M.P., candidate for
the mayoralty -for the coming yedr.
He scored the council for the giving

of grants after the estimates for the!

year were made up, and spoke at
length on economy as the keynote of
the city for the year 1919. /
An exceptional reception was given
Controller McBride when he enterea
the rcom, and when called on to speak
he was frequently interrupted by
lengthy applause. In speaking of the
tax rate the contreller stated that it
was the result of the frenzied iinance
on the.part of former city councils
and financial. committees. He read
many figures which corrected any
impression that the city was facing a
financial situation. “If you want the
best results _from the city couaeil,”
3aid “the' controller, “put in men who
have first made a success of their own
business. Every doliar spent as a

war expenditure was spent for a 5ood'

cause, and not one item appearing
under this heading can be challenged

.by any man. It is up to the Dominion

Government to reimhurse Toronto in
pa¥t for the splendid sacrifice she has
made for war purposes. It is up to
Mr. Foster to take this up when he
returns to Ottawa, as I am sure he
will,” added the controller amid the
laughter of the crowd.

A num-
bér of ratepayers were present and
many expressions of sympathy and
promises of support were given. (b
Mr. Winnett, ‘who said that as a busi-
ness man and a life-long resident in
Ward 2 he felt himself well qualified
to represent the ratepayers on the
council. “The coming year would be
a critical one because of the problems
of reconstruction,” he said, “and if
Toronto is going to weather the storm
successfully a .practical, economic
business administration in maunicipal
affairs must be assured.” He pro-
posed to enter the, tontest with clear
hands and fight in a clean manner,
whether he won “or lost” and to de-
serve the confidence of his supporters.
y Ald. Ball spoke briefly in favor of
Mr. Winnett, and: ¢xpressed the opin-
jon that there should be no ill feeling
becauseé another raan who had as good
a right to, represent the ratepayvers
came in as a candidate for municipal
honors. Referring to the guestion of
playgrounds for .the section of the
city that comprigses Ward 2, he said
that something must be done to pro-
vide a safe place for the children to
play in. He wasg hopeful of getting
more consideration for the small hold-
ers in the matter of ‘assessments.
Land booms should be checked by a
proper system of taxation. 1t should
be made compulsory for proper re-
turns to be made in the matter of
income tax so that there would be
an equality of ,the. burden and no
possibility of evading the tax,

E. B. Ryckman spoke for a short
time in favor of the candidature of Mr.
Winnett. He was perfectly sure that
Mr. innett, if he was elected to the
council, would be a champion of honor
there, as he had been elsewhere.

Mayor Church was present and said
that he had known John Winnett all
‘his life, and as a resident in Ward 2
he wished to support. his candidature,
He said that there is something radi-
cally wrong with the assessment ques-
tion in Toronto. The business tax“es-
pecially was not fair; the city should
have an assessment act of its own,
and a new act would be brought down
next session which would change the
inequalities on property improve-
ments. The city had a war debt of
eleven millions, which was largely the
result of a policy laid down in 1914,
before he came into.office, but it also
has the finest water system of any
city o¢n the American continent. Dur-
ing his administration -the strongest
men that could be found had been
placed as heads of the various depart-
ments, and a pay-as-you-go policy. in-
augurated. . He had insisted that all
estimates be discussed in public and
not in private, as had been the ruie
before he became mayor. Referring
to the transportation question, the
mayor said that in 1921 the franchise
of the street railwaywould expire, and
a commission had been appointed to
prepere the work of taking over the
system when that happened. It was
proposed to build a car factory fo sup-
ply the cars that wonld be needed, as
it will take four or five years to build
the number that would be required.
Work had been begun by the sharbor
board that would make Ward 2 the
hub of the city and make Toronto the
hub of the province. He thought that
the city should control both the hos-
pital and school board estimates, and
that the building departments should
be bulked into one, in order that bet-
ter buildings could be secured with a
greater degree of ecopomy.
