Been Unable to Procure
Supplies.

Hamilton, May 31.—(Special.)—The
case against the Wholesale Grocers’
Guild, on the charge of conspiracys was
continued this morning in police court
before Magistrate eJlfs and Crown At-

toarney Washington 2nce
against the alleged combine of a highly
sensational character. - Leters Were
submitteg which ghowed that the guild
had what it ‘called an equalized sugar
freight rate, that was higher in many
instances than -the rates of the rall-
ways, from whom the refiners got the
difference in the - form of rebates.
Whether the guild got anything out of
the rebate has not been ghown yet. It
was shown that two grocers, Andrew
McBean of Kingston and John Curtis
of Port Hope, could not buy tobacco,
sugar, syrup, starch or salt £ he
manufacturers or guild except, at the
retall rates.

The first witness called by Mr. ash-
ington was, Andrew Meclean, Kingston,
a grocer, carrying on both a retail and
wholesale trade. “After working like &
slave for over 60 years, the guild has
kept me from occupying the place that
I think I am entitled to; that's what
the guild has done for me,” Mr. McLean
complaineg bitterly. i

‘Mr., McLean told the court that he
started business in 1851, In 1888 tho
his e¢redit was good, he could not buy
sugar and tobacco direct from the
manufacturers. In that year Sir Will-
fani Macdonald, Montreal, wrote, refus-
ing to mell him tobaco. Mr. Stewart,
Mr. Macdonald’s manager, explained
that ths reason he could not gell to Mr.
MoLean was on account of the numer-
ous complaints made against him. Mr.
Macdonald later informed Mr. Mcel.an
that he woulg sell him tobacco it he
would re-sell it at the same price as
other merchants, and Mr, McLean was
able to get gods until 1890, when he was
ent off altogether. He Bsold at three
cents a pound lower than other deal-
ers, A

Barred From Guild,

As to sugar, Mr. McLean said he was
refused by the refiners in 1887. He was
refused goods because he was not. a
member of the guild, and tho hé was
driven to makifng an effort to get into
the guild, he was refused admission. He
ecould not buy rice,  either, and , he
thought if the duties were removed
from both sugar and rice, he-and those
in similar situations would be able to
fight the guild. :

John Curtis, Port ‘Hope, another re-
tatler and wholesaler, had a similar
story to téll. 'Owing to the guild’s in-
vention of equalized rates on Sugar,, the
price of sugar was kept up. According
to this tariff, the G&. T. R. freight rate
from Montreal to Port Hope was 14 cts.
a hundred, and the boat rate 9 cts, The
guild placed a rate of 22 cts. a hundred
on it in less than carload lots, and 15
c¢ts. for carlots, .
tween Montreal and Hamilton, almost
twice the distance, was 15 cts. for less
than carlots, and ohly 9 cts. for ecar-
lots. Letters submitted showed that
the refiners got a rebate of the differ-
ence between their rats and the rail-
way rates.

Supplies Refused.

Mr, Curtis could not get tobacco,
starch, syrup or salt from the manu-
facturers except at retail rates. This

might have been because he carried on|"

a retail business as well as”a whole-
sale trade.

Alfred Powis, local agent of the Mac*
donald_Tobacco Company, and the Ar-
cadia Sugar Company, was a very un-
willing witness. He reluctantly ad-
mitted that he was allawed to canvass
only membeers of the guild, and could
not sell to those outside that body. The
Arcadia Company would not gell to the
Wholesale Grocers’ Company, a com-
pany that did not belong to the guild.

The case will be continued -to-mor-
row at police court, but will be ad-
journed in the afternoon until the end
June.

CARE'OF FEEBLE-MINDED,

supt. Kélgo Gives Instance Showing
Necessity for Greater Effort.

—]

Greater care should be given by the
province to the care of the incapable
and feeble-minded, in the opinion of
s\mpermtepdent J. J. Kelso, of the de-

partment for negilected children.

Mr. Kelso points out that the cost of
maintaining institutions that give shel-
ter to dependent and helpless ones
forms a large proportion of the expen-
diture of the province, and, in sup-
port of his contention that more COg-
nizance should be taken of the problem
he cites a striking case in point.

Lately, he says, the department was
called upon to take care of three child-
ren that been practically abandoned
near Newmarket.” The childrem were
illegitimate, and one of them was men-
tally defective. It was thén _found that
the mother had been released some
‘tdmie before. from the York Cowaty
House of Industry, she having previous-
ly given birth to a feeble-minded off-
spring. It was also further ascertain-
ed that the mother was one of seven il-
legitimate childnen, and that mental
and moral incapacity had been trans-
mitted. :

Mr. Kelso says he was informed aft
the House of Industry that the officers
there had neleased the woman because
;hey were not empowered to detain
her.

A JUDGE BY MONDAY./

Hon, Mr. Fitspatrick wil} Likely Be
on Supreme Court Bench Then.

Ottawa, May 81.—(Special.)—It is cur-

rently reported that Hon. Charles Fitz
patrick will appear at Monday’s imeet=
ing of the supreme court as Sir Elzear
Taschereau's successor in the chief jus-
ticeship.

Pierce to take its head off, thus remov-
ing the evidences of lumpy Jjaw, and
after casting the:smitten portion into
the tank where refuse goes, to send
the rest of the carcass on its way to
market. " ;

“In caseg where tuberculosis became
evident to the men who were skinning
the cattle, jt was their duty, on in-
gtructions from Mr. Pierce, commu-
nicated to them thru me, to at once
remove the tubercles and cast them in-d
to a trap-door provided for that pur-
pose.

I have
seen hundreds and thousands of cattle
pass’‘inspection that should have been
consighed to the destroying tanks. I
have witnessed men tearing. off with
their naked hands large tubercles grow=
ing along the ribs, intestines, lungs and
vital parts of the slaughtered steers.
