It is understood that Mr. George Gooder-
ham made the highest offer and secured suf-
ficient stock to give him .the controlling
interest. X
But this does not mean that the Temper-
ance and General would be turned over 1o
any other company immediately. If the al-
leged purchase by OMr, Gooderham is true
—and there s no ‘reason for disbelieving
it—he can at the proper time elect his own
directors for the Temperance and General,
and, iIf desired, amalgamate the company
with the Manufacturers' Lite, of which he
is president. i
The main point that is concelved by, In-
surance men in the city—by those in ‘the
business who can speak as experts, Is that
the stock was not worth the price given
for It—$400.

The losses of the fire insurance com-
panies doing business In Capada for the
ten months of the current year show a
falling off as compared with the ten
months of last year. Up to the end of
September the losses were very much
heavier, but during October of last year
there were some . exceptionally heavy
lcsses, while the losses last month were
comparatively 1ight, and thus the Insur-
ance companies make up on thelr average
of losses.

The total fire losses for the ten months
this year were $8,087,520, against $7,718,-
120 last year, an increase of $360,400. The
insurance losses, however, were $4,213,200,
against $4,708,680 for.last year, a decrease
of $580,480, /

The insurance losses of October  were
$203,160, and October last year they were
$1,220,760. The heaviest loss last month
was by the fire in Vancouver, when $200,-
000 worth of property was destroyed, the
insurance companies losing $83,000,

led.. Besides this of furnishing
pure, wholesome air, th is another ar-
rangement that assists Im keeping the

rooms in a healthy condition. The Influx
| of the good air causes the dead or bad air
to be expelled through pipes and this Is
carried to the furnace. In the composition,
or mixing room, over each of the kettles,
one of these latter pipes |s fixed with the
mouth close to the composition in the
pots, This prevents the escape of all
gases or bad air, and carries It away
where it can do -no harm. On the flat
above where the matches are made, and
where the sulphur and brimstone are con-
stantly used, each of the big machines 1s
supplied with a fresh air pipe and a re-
turn, which leaves the room in a perfect-
ly sanitary condition.

Leaving the engine room, in the. new
annex, Mr. Eddy escorted the reporter In-
to the department where the paper boxes
are manufactured. Here the machines,
the Invention of Mr. Milne, the superinten-
dent, were seen at work, turningsout over
200 boxes per minute, printing them at
the same time. These are the smaller
boxes. The machines for the square boxes
turn out over 400 per minute.

The Girls at Work. -

The next visit was to the second flat,
where the six big match-making machines
“slowly but systematically twrn out mb-
lions of matches per day, -1t 1s In this
room and in the adjomxnj room that the
girls employed sit all day picking the
matches up as they pass them In a greove
in the table, and packing them in the little
blue paper boxes with which we are all
familiar,
this Is remarkable. Fach girl Is seated
on a comfortable ¢hair (not a stool) which
prevents their backs from becoming strain-
c¢d. Returning to the floor below, the ve-
porter was shown the check room, a sys-
tem similar to that In use in all the large
botels. When the girls come in In the
morning thelr wraps are handed in and
they are given a check for them.

The Dining Room. ’

The system recently adopted by Mr,
BEddy, which has been the chief subject
of criticism lately, is the plan of furnish-
ing a meal to the employes at noon time,

When it is looked into thls is shown to
be a very beneficial plan for the employes.

We herewith give
an account of the viola d'amour (14
strings), an instrument used 200 years ago.
To those who are not familiar with this In-
strument, a description of its qualities and
construction will be of interest. It has 14
strings, similar to the viola in theory, but
far more expressive In sweetness an4q
power of tone, and must be heard to be ap-
preciated. When listening to It, a per-
son at times gets the impression of a com-
plete ensemble, and a melodious voice:
The enchanting music which has been eil-
cited from these instruments has induced
poets and great old composers to call it
the vivla of love. In 1720 the vioia
d’amour was most favored, and continued
g0 up to the nineteenth century, when it
became ;entirely obsolete. Seven of the

.strings are used only In bowing, while the

balance are directly under the original
seven, and vibrate In, unison. It is the
largest instrument held under the chin.
Herr Stoelzer was the first soloist who in-
troduced this instrument to the American
public, and va'ues his present viola d’amour
at $1000.- This art instrument can be seen
at Nordheimers’ this week, and will be
played upon by Herr Stoelzer Thursday
night at Assoclation Hall.

Oxford Prohibition Ass
on the Government to Rec
the Vote of the People. o
Woodstock, Ont., Nov. 12-+At a meeting
of the Oxford Prohibition -Agm,c!mon. held

throughout the Dominion and six of our
seven provinces, and all gur’ territories,
have declared themselves so emphatically
for prohidbition. Whie regretting the ad-
verse vote In Quebec, we do not regret
that vote as polled against prohibition,
since, as the Premier assured the prohibi-
tion <deputation a few- days ago, already/
more than one-half of the rural municipall-
ties of Quebee are under prohibition, or
803 of 983. We think the Quebec vote
was polled In the fear that national prohl-
bition mighit barrass the Laurler Govern-
ment. As law abiding citizens, we would
in this, as in all'other matters, loyally sub-
mit to the majority of the Dominion.

”'Re dl’l:nce from Teslin to Selkirk, ahout
four hundred miles, is made in small poats,
in from three to five days, and by scows
from nine to fourteen days.- The most in-
teresting flotilla that has made this route
was the fleet of the Yukon force, and cbe
svccess with which the expedition came
down proves -what an easy and pleasant
way It is, though each day had its exeiting
incldents, We left Teslin on Aug. 20, and
were thirteen and a half ddys reaching
Fort Selkirk. To cross Lake Teslin took
five days, one day to make repairs and
generally prepare for the run down the
rivers, and the remainder of che time we
‘spent coming down the Hootalinqua 2nd
Lewis Rivers. The four scows were twelve
by forty feet each, and were rigged with a
large square sail, and four large sweeps,
each of which required three men to WOTKR,
and a tiller both £tern and bow. Each 3¢ow
was provided with two camp cooking stoves
30 that we always had our meals cooked ¢n
beard. The scows were officially known by
pumbers from one to four, but were
christened by thelr crews later. Capt.
Bennet commanded No. 1. Drill-8ergt.CamD-
bell No. 2, Lieut. Le Due No, 3, and Q.
M.S. Harrls No. 4. Bach seow carried be-
tween twelve and fifteen .tons of supplies,
besides twenty-five to thirty inen. Tha
nurses, Miss Hannah and Miss Payson, and
Miss Faith Fenton, The Toronto Globe re-
porter, were aboard No. 1, which led the
fleet the ole way, except on only a few
occaslons, when it was our luck to stick
hard and fast on a shallow bar. Taere

‘ were also five small boats, each carrying

six persons, and having important duties 1o
perform. A

Major Young, who commanded the whol?2,
gailed In a small boat which was distin:
guished by the flag at her stern. Capt.
Thacker was in charge of ‘The Scout’
boat. It was his duty to be ahead and nnd

. the best channel. Drill-Sergt. Davis was 1a

charge ‘of the despatch boat, and his duty
was to convey message to any part of the
fleet. Capt. Ogilvy was in charge of “Man-
dalay.” He k in the centre and piloted
the rear scows, where they lost distance
through: gettipg stuck, asdseommanded. the
reqr half; and Capt. Gardner brought up
the rear in the “Flying Cloochinan.”
Head Winds Encountered.

We had head winds for a couple of days
crossing the lake,but were compensated fer
that by having strong, favorable winds for
two days, so that the distance of ninaty
miles on the lJake was made In good time.
The shore is lined with low mountains, and
behind them rises a high range:on each
side, with very high peaks. . The lake I8
seldom more than five miles wide, and is of
a very uniform width all the way, except
the first fifteen miles, where it Is only
half a mile-wide, and it is not considered
that the lake proper commences dntil this
narrow amn is passed.

White fish and salmon trout are very
plentiful, and, in,fact, every kind of fish
that are co n in eastern waters.

The steamer Anglian, bullt at Teslin this
summer, made the trip successfully (o0
Dawson, and carried our advance party,
under Col. Evans, to Fork Selkirk in less

¢ than four days, arriving here on 25th July.

That is evidence of how easy these rivers
are to navigate, for they had no pilot and
no person ahoard who had ever been over
this route before, but as she did not at-
tempt to return for nearly a month, the
water had dropped three feet, and she
failed to get farther than within fifty-five
miles of the mouth of the Hootilinqua.
Game is Plentiful.

All the way game is plentiful. Moose,
cariboo and bears are very anumerous, and
occasionally a mouantain sheep is bagged,
but the prevalence of fires set by prospec-
tors has caused them all to go far back In
the mountains. < ;

Under favorable weather the trip was
pleasant, Interspersed with execiting Iucl-
dents and narrow escapes from going hard
aground, or striking a dangerous point;
each scow had its share of grounding, and
the order, ““A]l hands overboard,” was too
familiar, but never was more prompily
, obeyed than on this voyage.

There were no exemptions when over-
board work was to be done, and we had
no spectators to witness our struggles in
the water, except the kind ladies on No. 1,
who were sympathetic in our discomfort,
There never was more cheerful work done,
!llq each crew tried to show the others how
quirk they could get jtheir craft out of
trouble. i

. Five Finger Rapids.

We all looked forward to the running of
the Five Finger Raplds as the chief inoi-
dent of all, and at last the day came when
we knew we would have to encounter them.
We conld hear from about half a mile down
the bugle sound to keep to the right, and
soon, as we were turn'ng the bend to tne
left, we saw Major Young with his crew
landed on the right bank, and in a moment
More the perpendicular rocks standing in
the stream came into view and we knew
We were iacing the Five 'Flngers. The
8weeps were working hard to keep us clos2

Each of the scows follonved in . succession
without mishap, but the small boats had
the most exciting time, and when they were
in the dip oniy the tops of the crews’ heads
could be seen. It only lasted a few minutes
and all had passed through without acci-
dent, and Major Young, who had been the
most anxious man in the world, was now
the happlest man in the Klondike.

Dawson Well Supplied.

Dawson Is well prepared for the winter,
plenty of . supplies having been brought,
in, but as they have been brought up by
a few, It is feared prices will go up as
gsoon as navigation closes.

Typhoid fever has ‘been a  terrible
‘scourge and very many have been the vie-
tims.

This winter will see some very fast life,
as they are now prepared with all the
means and appliances for giving the min-
ers of Dawson sport, and that ls not near-
ly understood outside, for the half has
never been told.

Supplies Tied Up.

Our 600 tons of supplies that were to
have  arrived via St. Michael's, are tled
up somewhere on the Yukon—we cannot
find out for certain where—and in all pro-
bability will not get up even as far as
Dawson. In that emergency our winter
supplies will have .to be obtained from
merchants here and at Dawson.

Pleasant Weather,

September has passed out and so far as
the weather Is concerned, we might easily
fancy ourselves in Toronto. The days are
really pleasant, but It gets quite cold at
night and freezes three-quarters of an
ineh of ice on a pail of water standing
outside. In the morning the cold Is feit
most, but about 10 o'clock it gets com-
fortable and between 1 and 2 o'clack 1}
runs up to 70 and 75 in the sun. Septem-
ber has been the most agreeable month of
the season, as it was not too warm at
any time, never uncomfortably cold, .and
always pleasant for work. ’

Death of Gunner Corcoran, .

When reveille sounded on, the morning
of Sept. 27, the report went around camp
that Gunner Corcoran was dead. It was
at first doubted, but was soon discov
to be too true. Dr. Foster examined him
and sald he had been dead for hours, a8
he was quite rigid. The doetor pronoune-
ed death caused from smothering, but It
seems a mystery, as he is not known to0
have had heart trouble and he could not
have struggled without wakening his com-
rades beside him. He appeared in the
best of health the night before, and com-
plained of nothing.

step. But Lord Salisbury is no diplomatic
peacemaker. He has learned niuch since the
days of the Berlin treaty. He knows that
if Bngland attempted now to annex Egypt
every otlfér power would expect compensa-
tion in key, China, Africa or somewhere
else, and who could tell whether that in-
ternational scramble would issue in peace
or war? .

The greatest dividend payer in the Slo-
can is the Payne mine, and yet it rarely
figures in public print. The reason |is
largely that Its owners decline to'give in-
formation to the public as freely as do
_some of the owners of less important pro-
pertiés. The following facts and figures:
have been obtained by The Spokesman-Re-
view correspondent and #re believed to be
conservative:

For nearly two years past the Payne mine
has shipped an average of 58 tons of ore’
dafly. After deducting freight, duty and
smelter charges, this nets the owners over
$80 per tom, or $4640 per day. There are
now about 125 men employed at the mine,
and It is a liberal average to allow $4 each
per day for total expenses, or $500 for the
entire force, Thus it is seen that the mine
is paying a profit of $4140 dally, including
holidays and Sundays. As the output is
well known by many to be running from
1600 to 1800 tons, month in and month
out, the above figures are none too high.
Taking the dally net Income as a basis,
the mine ylelds a profit of nearly $125,000
monthly, or $1,250,000 annually.

Statements published at the beginning of
this year were to the effect that thus far
the Payne had paid $1,800,000 in dividends.
If this is correct, with this year's profits
already earned, the mine has paid the com-
fortable sum of over $3,000,000.

Been Given to the War Rumors.

Present Conditions Give Assurance
ot Continued "":_"W““"
Between Russia - Great Bri-
tain—What Russia’s Plans ares
The Chinese Emperor a Weak-
ling.

Washington, Nov. 12.—The Russian Am-
pussador, Count Cassini, whe Is just back
from an extended vacation at the geashore
and mountains, was seen to-day at the
Lussian BEwbassy, where he talked in 2
most interesting manner
questions, particularly the reported strain-
ed relations between Russia and Great
Britain growing out of conditions in
China, and also the attitude of the great
powers of Europe during the recent Span-
ish-American war. It had been under-
stood that Count Cassin! was about to be
transterred to London, as his long sllence
fn China, where he represented Russla
when Port Arthur was acquired, would
make his services of epecial value at this
time. The Ambassador says, however,
that Baron de Stael will continue as Am-
bassador at London, and he expressed sat-
isfaction that this will - permit him  to
remain in Washington,

: .* 'Too Much Credence.

When Count Cassini was asked concern-
ing the recent reports that Russla had
seized the imporgant Chinese treaty port
of Niu Chwang, followed by great activity
in the British naval yards, with a pros-
pect of an open  rupture between Russia
and Great Britamn,,be said that too much
credence was given to these war rumors
and that present contditions gave assur-
ance of continued friendly relations be-
ween Russia and Great Britain, There had
peen no confirmation, he said, of the re-
port that Russia had occupled Ninz Chwang
and he proceeded to peint out that such
an occupation by Russia was quite un-
necessary, as she has already acquired the
most advantageous naval and military post
in that territory, Port Arthur, and a com-
mercial port at Tallenwan. Port Arthar
was not only valuable as a naval and
military base, Qut it would serve as the

southern terminus of the great trans-|

Siberfan rallway when the project was car-
ried through. It was oeing pushed fot-
ward rapidly, and the Ambassador say
the present outlook is for the completion
of the railway within three and a half
years. One line uns north to Viadisvo-
stock, where the harbor on the Pacific is
glosed for four months a year, while the
southern line terminating at Port Arthur
will give Russia a Pacific port open the
year round, ooth for military and com-
mercial purposes.
The Emperor’s Character.

During Count Cassini’s long service at
Pekin he had an opportunity to meet the
Emperor of China and to learn much of
the Emperor and Empress Dowager, who
bas recently assumed the direction of af-
fairs. He was not -impressed: with the
ability or forece of character of the Em-

peror, who was weak, physically, and
in . his  direction  of public affairs.
Owing to the prevailing rules the

Empress Dowager was never seen even
by .members of the diplomatic corps, -but
Count Cassinl says she was generally.
known to be a woman of much ability and
as having a strong iafluence over the Em-
peror. Her present position at the head
of affairs. Count Cassin] .regards greatly
to the interests of China. That it is a
move particularly favorable to Russia, the
Ambassador thirks quite probable, as he
says it i3 not at all surprising that there
should be a strong friendship between two
countries having a common border of
some 7000 miles.

A4 WORD FOR RUSSIA.

The New Ambassador Says His
Country Was Just as Friendly
to U.S, as England Was,
Washington, D,C,, Nov, .12, —Count Cas-
sini, in a further interview to-day said, as
to the Philippines that the Kussians natur-
ally felt much interest in the status of

.| these islands, owing to their proximity to

western possessions of Russia. There was
no warrant, however, he said for the re-
ports coming trom Paris that Russia had
been appealed to by Spain with a view of
limiting the claims of the United States In
the Philippines. No such appeal had been
made to Kussia or to other toreign Govern-
ments.. Throughout the recent war Russ:a
had maintained the most friendly attitude
toward the United glates, and the Ambas-
sador said that he did not doubt this would
have a good effect in continuing the firm
friendship which has so long existed be-
tween Russia and the United States.
Sore at England.

In this connection Count Cassini took oc-
casion to join issue with a prevailing pub-
lie view that England showed her. conspicu-
ous friendship for the United States dur-
ing the critical state in the war with Spain,
declining to join the great powers of Europe
in » move for intervention. The Ambassa-
dor says he has seen this report frequently
and it seems to be accepted in this country
as a part of the story of the recent war
and the basis for much appluuse for Eug-
land at the expense of other great powers
of Europe, But Count Cassini says that
no guch action on the part of Great Britain
ever took place, and that the impéachment
of the continued friendliness of the other
powers is due to misapprehension of the
facts. At no time, he says, was there a
purpose on the part of the great powers to
intervene against the actfon of the United
States, so that there was never an occasion
for such a display of English friendship
in checking the designs of the great powers
as is generally presented.

Calls It a Fable,

Count Cassini says that/ the story, al-
though very widely circulated and generally
accepted as fact, is nothing less than a
fable, and that for the truth of history,
as well as for the removal of this groundless

Votes Which Were Bought in North
Perth to be Thrown Out After
a Scrutiny.

Captain Johnson of the IIl-Fated Ship
Tells the Whole Story'. :

Two of the Men Stowed Themselves

' Away, and Were Prepared to
Have a Good Time, But Were
Taken Off by the Momntevidean—
‘The Westmenth, Believed to Have
Gome to the Bottom. .

Montreal, Nov. 12.—(Special)—Here I8
the story of the master of the Westmeath,
Capt. Johnoson said: “‘We left Antwerp
Oct. 22, and had some very heavy weather,
but all went weil until Nov. 2, at 6.40 p.m.
The weather had moderated shortly before,
but just at that hour the tali-end shaft
broke in the stern.tube. From that .time
until Nov, 6 the vessel labored helpless at
the mercy of the high sea running. On the
5th a vessel westward bound .passed’ us,
vut owing to the flurries of snow failed to
percelve our signals, We were in 52.50

16 W.,  about 300 miles from
Belle Isle, when the shaft broke, and when
on Nov, 6 the Montevidean plcked us up,
we were in 53.04 Noo 47. W,
having been drifted to there by the wind.
The Montevidean at once made fast to us
and towed us for nearly four hours, but
could hardly get steerage way Om.: in
three hours and forty minutes she towcd
us 8% miles against a strong S.E.8. Then
the 5%-inch steel hawser attached to 45
fathoms of cable broke, our serew had
fallen out, but nad jammed against the
rudder post, and so our vessel would not
steer. The Montevidean hung by for two
hours and then ran under our stern and
told ws she could not tow us; and asked
all hands to prepare to leave. We could
only get away by the lifeboats, and she had
to make four trips, the first at 10 p.m. and
the last at 2 p.m,, as we transferred all
our - men ourselves, :

Two Daring Sailors.

“When we got on board the Montevidean
we called the roll. and found four men
missing. This was a surprise, as we had
been under the impression that all were
gaved. However, Captain Macdougall at
once sent his chief officer with a boat and
crew and three of our men ‘to search the:
Westmeath anew. -One of the men subse-]
guently turned up on board the Monte-
videan, and the other two, who ‘were fire-
men, were found in the donkey where

there were provisions and wine .
for five or six weeks on board, and that it
should Iast two men a long time, 50 they
proposed to stay on.board and bave a good
time.. These men were perfectly sober.
One Man Is Missing.
“One man, however, we never:found. a
German-American sailor named Muller,
from Baltimore. He and two others of the
eretv had broken into the store-room nand
breached the spirits and were dead .drunk,
We looked after them the besr:awfay wel
could, and several men assured gne that
all three had gone in the boats, but evi-
dently he had fallen owerboard somewhere.
“It was~yery hard t¢ keep track of the
men, as they kept climbing up and down
all the time.
“ Doubtless at the Bottom.
“When we left the Westmeath, she had
10 feet of water in No. 6 hold. and she
s .doubtless at the bottom of the ocean
now. The screw must have punched a hole
in her. .She was loaded very deeply with
sugar, cement, and general. ofargo.
“We are now all.told 41, and I desire to
most heartily thank Capt. Macdougall and
his crew for all the kindness he has shown
u'-'! .

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The First White Mam in Thibet.

Bditor World: In The World of Tuesday,
Nov. 8, I notice an article under the head-
ing “The First White Man to Enter.” It
proceeds to relate. the experiences of Rev.
Mr. Lecheur in Thibet during 1897. Thi-
bet is also referred to as ‘“that hitherto
impregnable stronghold of Buddhism.” Be-
fore me iles a book entitled ‘‘Travels in
Tartary, Thibet and China in the Yeard
1844, 1845 .and 1846 by M. Huc. It re-
counts the adventures and Yravels of
Messrs, Huc and Gabet, two French mis-
slonaries, who spent ‘some time in Thibet,
where they were as warmly received as
Mr. Lecheur. ° M. Hue says: ‘The
Thibetans do not profess the Chinese prin-
ciple of exclusion with regard to foreign
nations. Everyone is at liberty to come
and go at his pleasure in Lha-Ssa; if he
chooses to apply himself to commerce no
one thinks of putting any obstacle in his
way. . . « It Is probable that the Eng-
lish . would be no more unwelcome than
others on the frontler of Thibet, If their
invading march in Hindostan had not in-
spired a legitimate terror In the Tele
Llama.”

Though they were compelled to leave the
country, it was not by /the government or
the people of Thibet, but by the Chinese
Ambassador, or resident, he would be call-
ed by the British of India. The govern-
mwent of China exercised a suzerainty over
Thibet, similar to that of Britain over
some parts of Indla, In this book a short
account is given of an Englishman, Mr.
Mooreroft, who resided at Lhassa, the
capitgl of Thibet, twelve years, 1826-1838,
He Had herds of yak and of goats_in the
moumntains, tended by native shepherds.
In 1838 he started on a journey from
Lhassa to Ladak, but was murdered by
robbers on the way. The murderers were
caught and punished by the Government of
Thibet,

These facts show that, while Thibet has
been almost inaccessible, it could hardly
be called impregnable against white men
and Chirstlans, though their visits have
been rare. Justus A. Griffin.

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Power Now Carried 34 Miles Into
_Hamilton,

The Cataract Co. Starts Up Its New
Piant at De Cew Falls—Four

Thousand Horse Poswer on Four
Small Cables—The Water Taken
From the‘ ‘Welland Canal—-Open-
ing Ceremonies, .

8t, Catharines, Nov, 12,—(Special)—The
new power system of the Hamiiton Cata-
ract Power Company at Ds Cew Falls was
Inaugurated this afternoon with due cere-
mony, and everything passed off In the
most suecessful way, The Cataract Com-
pany represents a new and wonderful de-
parture in the matter of the generation of
electrica] energy by water power and its
transmisslon a long distance, to wit, from
the De Cew Falls, four miles north of here,
to the city of Hamllton, 34 mileg distant.

As far as can be judged by the results to-
day, the experiment is already an assured
success. The power is being generated at
the Falls to the extent of over 4000 horse
power, and successfully carrled along four
wires {nto Hamilton, where it is now light-
ing the ineandescent lights in the Haull-
ton system and driving the machines in the
factories of Hamilton, 'hat ig the great
fact. - And what Is the system ? In a fcw
words, it is this : The water 1s taken from
the Welland Canal at the Lake Krie level

‘at Allanburg, Is carried thence a distauce

of four miles through a ditch or canal to
the brow of the mountain by Decew Ialls,
where it s stored in three large Teservoirs
or lakes of 30 acres in extent: Thence it
1s led into a steel pipe, 81.2 feet in diam-
eter at the top, and. 6 feet at the foot
of the niountain, ending in the power
house, The huge pipe runs down the
hill on the slope, and looks like a
great serpent ttretchgd out. The pipe I8
slightly funnél-shaped.’; The fa]l from the
brow to the power houge belowwls 270 feet.
At the foot of the pipe is the power house
where the big -pipe is divided into tour.:md
two of these four have at their respective
ends glant turbine wheels, which are re-
volved at great speed, and on the shaft of
each of which Is attached 4 correspond-
ingly glant generator or dynamo., Pach of
these two dynamos generates 2000 horse
poweg in a current of 2400 volts, The wires
carrying this voltage are led to transform-
erg a few feet distant, where the voltage
of the current is raised from 2400 to 22,

by what {s called:.an up-step transformery.
From here the power goes out into the cop-

‘per cables, which carry it to Hamilton, 34

miles distant, on poles planted on the siude
of the Grand Trunk line’ At Hamil-
ton there 4s a power house that recelves
the current and by down-step transfermers
the voltage is again uced to 2400 volts,
and then distributed shroughout the city,
the voltnnhzrelng changed every here and
there by ot docal reducers or traustorm-
ers to 100 volts. before it goes into the
lights and factories. The two new and
significant features in this system ave, first,
that it employs the highest head in
America using turbines, and second, that it
represents the highest pressure at which
current s transmitted. The great power
system on the American side of the Falle
tronsmits power at 10,000 volts pressure;
this gne of 22,000 volts pressure, These are
the two features along with the distance
traveled. The generation of electrical power
by turbines and dynamos is not new, but
at the enormous head of water as
here, the pressure on the wires, and the
distance it is conveyed. these are the new
and woyrld-wide features. The Power.-.houae‘
is a _ipq,vbriok bullding, swell built, and
ng about it first-class, It is gener-
ating over 4000 horse power to-day, and
there is water enough and every isfon
for gemerating double that amount by simp-
ly installng two other turbines, dynamos
and tramsformers. It is generating now
more than is used in all Hamilton for light,
for driving factories, and for etreet rail-
way purposes, And all this power
into Hamilton over four copper wires, hailf
an inch in diameter. The er at Ham-
ilton is as fresh and as full of life as at
the power house, the waste not exceeding,
so the engineers say, 8 per cent.
