Victim Wins Tortured,

Coroner's Physician Dr. Albert T.

Who is the counsel for the people of
Ontario in the Gamey - Stratton
charges? Mr. Blake and hiseeplleagues
are acting for Gamey.
declared by his opponents to be himself
on trial, He is said to be acting in the
interests of a political party, anxious
to 7obtain power.
not acting as counsel for the people of
Ontario, where is their counsel? Why,
in a case of such vast importance to
the people of Ontario, are the people
of Ontario not represented? X

The Attorney-General is the proper
representative of the people of Ontarig.
But the Attorney-General is one of the
defendants in this case, By refusing to
accept the resignation of Stratton, if in
no other way, all the ministers
placed in the position of defendants.
The Premier has declared that.there is
a cloud resting on the government; that
it cannot meet the legislature and do
business until this cloud is dispelled.
The Attorney-General, therefore, can-
not act for the people. He is a party
to the case. He is as much interested
in keeping in power as Gamey is inter-
ested on the other side.

Surely there ought to be someonet
watching the case for the people,whose
{nterest is supreme. If the Lieutenant.
Governo: were in health, it would be
his duty to act as arbitrator and ap-
point such a counsel. Failing this, the
people ought to be specially vigilant,
and be sure that their true interests
are not obscured by minor ‘incidents of
the trial.. It is a matter for congratu-
lation that the judges, whose responsi-
bilities are increased by the absence
of counsel for the people, seem disposed
to take so broad and fair a yiew of the
investigation. y

RIGHTS OF CORPORATIONS,
The decision against the Northern

“!:‘ecurlties Company, preveating the,con- |

solidation of the northwest transconti-
nental railwvay interests, has beag re:
ferred to as revolutionary, and as-con-
travening the rights of property. It is
argued that the government has no

right to forbid the wommon ownership |

of two arailways, either thru the same
individuals purchasing the shares of
both, or by means of a security corpora-
tion. The New York Tribune combats
this view. It points out that the law
draws a distinction between corporate
and personal property. Corporations
have -no natural rights. ‘“Association
creates an artificial condition,and fven
. the'most simple partnership Is subject
to restrictiori and regulation, and in
some times and places partnership has
been forbidden and competition en-
€sced by making every man con-
duct business on his own sole responsi-
bility. The corporation is the creation
of law. It is chartered to do certain
things, and do them in a certain way,
and no matter how much it may be re-
stricted from doing things which an
individual of equa! wealth might do,
it has no right to complain. Moreover,
the person who joins with others to
form a corporation is justly subject to
restriction as to the way he shall use
_his property so embarked. If he does
not like the conditions proposed he may
engage in business by himself, subject
to the natural limitations upon individ-
wal enterprise. He has no inherent
right to sell to a rival. He is allowed
to associate himself with others in a
corporation, free from personal liability
for debts, perhaps enjoying the privi-
leger of eminent domain, and. at any
rate having the great advantage in
competition with his fellows due to con-
centrated wealth, only for the purpose
of carrying on the particular business of
’ his chnrl}‘r_ not for the purpose of
handing that trust over. to somebody
else.” If these opinfons appeared in
Mr. Bryan's paper, they would probably
be denounced as revolutionary, but they
are the opiniohs of pne of the most
sober and conservative of American
journals.
