This
said Mr. MacLean, “is not an equitable
policy. ¥It is the greatest thing that
has happened, as affecting the relations
between Britain and Canada. The
minister should give the house a very
full explanation.”

Sir Frederick Borden repeated his as-
sertion that the changes made in the
act were not material. The intention
had always been that the militia of
Canada should not be compelled to
serve outside. of Canada.

{The English militia, as a matter of
feet, could not be compelled to serve
outside of the British Islands. The
militia was for home service.

Mr. Gourley wanted to know why, if
there was‘no change in policy, the
wording of the clause - should be
changed.

- 8ir Frederick replied that the govern-
ment had made clear in the clause’ ex-
actly what had always been under-
stood to be the object of a4 militia force,
not only in Canada, but in England.

RIVALS

Canadian View of Harvest Outlook
in the U.S,

New York, July 10.—-A correspondent
from Thorold, Ont., writing to The New
York Post. says : The present interesting
sitnation of your crops, and the decrease
in wheat exports from the United States,
excite very natural interest here. This de-
creased export has not been wholly un-
foreseen in Canada, altho the decline has
occurred rather earlfer than was expected.
Should the falling off be continuous and
gradual, it is confidently expected that the
deficlency, resulting to nations hitherto im.

porting from you, will be supplied from
the Dominion. The increased production
north of the 49th parallel is keeping pace
with the inereased consumption south of
that line. Moreover, Canada has for the
last two years heen counting on certain ad-

i vantages that should enable her to compete

successfully with the republic in the Liver-
pool market, . even tho the TUnited States
surplus erop should continue to eqnal that
of 1902.

On this side of the line the United States
is regarded as having reachefl its maximum
production, and Canada as merely beginning
to show its possibilitics. In the first place,
nearly all of the land suitable for wheat-
raising in the republic has been taken up,
while in Manitoba alone there are 22,000,000
fertile acres as yet untouched by the plow.
As a consequence, land in the Western
States has enormously increased In value,
while on this side of the boundary line
prices are still merely nominal.” Hence the
Dakota, Minnesota and Kansas wheat-grow-
er, who can sell his farm for $40 or $50 an
acre, crosses over into Canada, where for
himself and each of his grown sons he ~an
get a homestead of 160 acres free, and ean
add a< much land more as he pleases at
from $5 to $12 an acre, according to its dis.
tance from the railway line.

Agriculture in the new home is so profit-
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able that out of the first year's crop ba
can pay for the land on which it was raised,
as many settlers actually did last year. On
the other hand, his sugcessor on the old
farm will need several good harvests hefore
he can drealize profits on his investment,
Furthermore, your most fertile lands show
signs of exhaustion when compared with
| the virgin soll of our plains. For instance,

a comparison of the average yleld per acre
for the Iasf ten years in the United States
| and in Western Canada shows that Mani-
| toba has produeed one-third more per acre
{ than even Iowa, Even granting that the
cost of production is the same in both
cases, the Canadian farmer has the advan-
tage in profits. A second evidence of the
deterioration of the soil in the Western
States is| the constantly decreasing propor.
tion of No. 1 hard wheat raised there, while
that grade still forms the staple crop of
Manitoba. Finally, the depth of the top
soll in Western Canada, a black loam, rest.
ing two or three feet deep on a clay suh-
soil, seems to guarantee, as in the Crimea,
a permanent fertility.

Then, the consumption of breadstuffs in
the United States is increasing, owing to
two causes. The remarkable development
of your manufacturing Industries has yreat-
Iy inereaged/ your non-agriealtural popala-.
tion, as i8 evident from tha rapid growth
|or your larger citles, This in 'tura influ-
| erces the: occupations of your immigrants,
The majority of the newcomers to your
shores are laborers, merchants, or mechan-
| tes, who increase the consumption of wheat
| without addirg to ts production. - On -the
contrary, about 97 per cent. 'of the immi-
grants coming to Canada engage at once
in agriculture, thus contributing to the de-
velopment of the country’s nataral re-
sonrces.

The Fielding banquet was a pleasant
gathering of the Liberal braves, and

1 first time that the minister of finance

has been specially honored in this way
in Toronto. He dealt with finance and
trade more carefully and thoroly than
would be expected at a purely festive
gathering, His style is moderate, and
gives a general impression of “sweet
reasonableness.” The Liberal party is
in \power, the country is prospeérous,
trade has nearly doubled in eight years,
there has been a big revenue and a ser-
ies of surpluses. On these matters Mr.
Fielding expatiated in '‘'a manner
pleasing to his friends and not offensive
to his opponents, {

The minister remembers a time when
his -party thundered against surpluses,
He now !says they are evil only when
they result from offensive taxation.
But this was not exactly the ground
of the old Liberal objection. That ob-
Jection ‘was that ,a government has no
right to take more in taxation than is
required; that if more is taken, it
will lead. to -expenditures that are-not
absolutely necessary; Iin other words,
that if you have a surplus you will
probably spend it. This is just what
has happened under the Liberal gov-
ernment. The expenditure has been
scaled up to the revenue. A good deal
of the expenditure has been on capital
account; it is not neécessary to assert
that it has been wasted, but it is money
that has been spent largely because
the ‘surplus was burning holes in the
government pocket. The old ' Liberal
critics predicted this, and they also
said that when you once got the ex-
penditure scaled up in \Exvd times, it
was difficult to scale it ddwn again in
hard times. However, all this now
sounds like a voice from ‘the grave,

The fact seems to be that the present
government, making due allowance for
changing conditions, is doing very
much as its predecessors did. It claims
the virtue of moderation for its tariff;
our tariff was always moderate in com-

‘ parison with that of the United States.

The changes.in the tariff have made it
somewhat less protective. while they
have produced more revenue, a very
common thing in the history of tarifts,
The British preference is new; as a
means of altering the course of trade

NIL CAAMBERLAIN WIN?
VCTORY BODHD T COBE

R. 8. Neville Returns From ‘&England
Brimful of Enthusiasm
for Imperialism,

R. S. Neville, bayrister, of this city,
after a year's absence in England, has
just returned to town and was inter-
viewed last evening by a representa-
tive of The World. MrgNeville is in
the best of health, ang has evidently
found the English climate as healthy
as the assoclations of thé mother
country were agieeable. He said the
voyage across had been delightful, the
‘weather being perfect; but he had
missed a week’s news, and considering
the stirring events of the war and the
important political issues now being
discussed in England, that was a con-
siderable deprivatiom

Conversation naturally turned upon
the Chamberlain movement and 1ts
prospects, and upon this Mr. Neville

said:
Joe's Permonality.

“Mr. Chamberlain’s great personality
has long been recognized, and all Bri-
tons have learned to look with deep
interest upon his every act and utter-
arfce. His career is a record of con-
tinued successes. Whether in private
life or in public he has never yet met
with failure, and when finally he was
appointed to the colonial office, he

raised it to a position of first ranx
in the cabinet. But while he did so
great a service for Greater Britain, the
study of the colonies and the deeper
interest his duties compelled him 10
take in the wider empire, did as mucn
for him as he has done for them. He
is the antithesis of the little England-
er. He became the greatest imperiai-
ist, and finally sacrificed highs ofrice 0
give the few remaining years of his
life to the development of a closer and
more certainly permanent union of the
different parts of the empire.
Sacrifice of Office.

““His dramatic sacrifice of office—this
appeal to the imperial instinets of the
race—has touched the imagination of
the British public, and for months pa.t
Chamberlainism’ has -intruded itself
into the discussion of every other sub-
Ject.

“But in advocating preferential tarifis
as the first step in his imperial pro-
gram, Mr. Chamberlain has sent con-
sternation into the ranks of the free
traders by his exposure of the faliacy
of clinging to the present system of
free imports under the false name of
free trade: by his figures showing the
success of protectionist countries and
the greater growth of their trade as
compared with that of Great Britain;
by pointing out the numerous indus-
tries that have been and are being
ruined by foreign competition, as well
in the British “as in neutral mar-
kets, and so on. He appealed effec-
tively to the spirit of fair play which
every Britisher demands, pointing out
the folly of allowing foreign manu-
facturers free access to the British
market, while the British manufactur-
er is largely excluded from the for-
eign markets by protective walls, and
he asked Englishmen if they were will-
ing to continue ‘to take it lying down,’
an expression that has become part
of the talk of the ‘man in the street
and s becoming historical.

Not the Final Goal,

“But a -preferential tariff policy is
not the final goal Mr. Chamberluin
desires to reach. It is only one import-
ant step towards ‘the consolidation of
the empire. In view of the vast con-
solidations of other empires, he recog-
nizes the fact that the day of small
empires is past, and that the British
Isles, standing alone, cannot hope to
retain a leading place among the na-
tions of the world, but that unitad
with the great and growing colonies

“Do you think Mr. Chamberlain will
succeed in his campaign?’ asked our
representative.

BELL MAY CROSS STREET
ONENSOUND 15 RITGIZD

Town's Objections ‘Declared to Be
Subterfuge to Coerce Company
to Pay lllegal Tax.

By a decision given yesterday by
Chief Justice Meredith, the Town of
Owen Sound lost in the suit of the
Bell Telephone Company to restrain the
town from interfering with the work
of the company in laying a conduit
under and across Poulett-street, as the
company was erecting new buildings,
making the work necessary. The town
ohjected, claiming that the road could
‘not be restored to its original condi-
tion. According to the judgment:

“The road is but a macadamized one,
and one that is often opened for far
less generally useful purposes.

“Any objection to the work on this

ground is purely a subterfuge to cover
gome ulterior purpose, and that purpose
ig plain, namely, to coerce the company
to pay to the town a tax upon their
business, which the town has no sort of
legal right to demand. Their objection
tc the work is not made in good faith,
but for a purpose ultra vires and wholly
unwarranted.

“Parliament has clearly and distinct-
ly given the plaintiffs power to carry
their wires over or under public streets,
hut has made that right subject to cer=
tain rights. These latter rights mus:
be exercised in good faith, and for a
legitimate purpose, and should be rea-
sonably exercised. Instead of that they
have been unreasonably exercised in
bad faith and for a purpose not author-
ized within the power of the defend-
ants, so that whatever those rights may
i be, the company are entitled to succeed
in this action.

“The defendants will therefore be per-
petually restrained from interfering
with the work of the plaintiffs in carry-
ing their wires to their new offices
under, instead of over, the highway.

‘“Upon the broad question of the pow-
er of municipal councils under the
amended Federal Act, the extravagant
claims of Owen Sound, that it rests
with the town to determine as they see
fit, where and how the company s¢hall
construct their lines, seems to be quite

unwarranted by the act.”

ANTARCTIC EXPEDITION.

Commander Scotit’s Report of Voy-
age of Discovery.

On the receipt of Commander Scott’s offi-
ciel report of the work done by the Dis-
covery during the second year of the expe-
dition’s stay in the Antarcti, 't was at
once submitted to His Majesty the King,
but its contents are only now made publie
in the July number of The Geographiecal
Journal. The report is dated, “Auckland
Island, March 28, 1904, and is/addressed
to the president of the Royal and Royal
Geographical Societies. In fts prinecipal
features the work of the expedition®is al-
ready well known, and, as Comnmiander
Scott's report is not intended 'n any way
to anticipate the full narrative of tao ‘ox-
pedition, which will be published 6n its
return, the report now issued is interest'ng
mainly by reason of the sidelights it throws
on the conduct of the expedition and the
relations between the commanding.officer
and his subordinates. From the accounts
of other members of the expedition, it has
been evident that thé most entire harmony
prevalled on board, and this impression is
confirmed by Commander Seott's tribute to
those under his'command. ITe writes ;

“I wonld only at present notlce in gene-
ral terms the conduct of the officers and
men of this ship thruout the expedition. I
have given my reason for touching lightly
on the scientific work aceomplished, beliey-
ing that each officer will receive full eredit
for his departmental lahors, especlally un-
[dvr the arrangements which have been
made with regard to the sclentific publiea-
tions. But in polar expeditions there must
always be times when all must work for
the common“good, regardless of department;
at such times there has beéen no need to ask
for volunteers in the Disgcovery. On the

Skim Milk For Hogs.

The testimony on the value of skim
milk for hogs as a food is convincing.
Hogs when fed milk and grain required
much less dry matter to make a pound
of gain than hogs fed on milk alone.
The average experiments show 100
pounds of milk to be equal to about 24
pounds of grain. In the Colorado ex-
periments the hogs fed on milk and
grain gained more than twice as much
per day and required but little more
than half as much dry matter to each
pound of gain as.did the hogs fed on
grain alone. Not only did the hogs
fed on milk and grain gain more rapid-
ly, but they grew larger and were in
much better condition. ’

TIME AND THE SIEGE.

In a Siege Time is on the Side of
the Besieger.

Chicago Tribune: On May § Gen.
Kuroki, with 60,000 men, was at Feng-
wangcheng, Gen. OKu, fwith as many
more, was on the Liaotyng peninsula,
forty miles north of Port Arthur, cut-
ting off that place from communica-
tion with the outside world. A third
army of probably 50,000 men was cen-
tred at Takushan. The Russians,
nilmber:gg pg?apfi 125,000, were masa-
ed on e railroad at Liaoya 1
Mukden, o

What has happened in the two
months since May 9? Kuroki has ad-
venced hardly fifty miles. The Tak'-
shan army has made an equal dis-
tance. Oku has split his army in two,
ons part pushing south to within eight
ml}es of Port Arthur, the other part
going the other way to a point 80
miles north of the town. Kuropat-
kin's lines remain where they were,
his centre of gravity having settled a
little toward the south.

In the meantime the rainy season
has set in and will last for several
weeks. During this period the move-
ments of troops, and especially of
artillery, will be most difficult.

lee‘the king of France, who marche-
ed his 40,000 men up the hill and
marched them down again, Kuroki
has. moved his forces back and forth
with the utmost seeming aimlessness,
He has taken and evacuated Saimatze
half a dozen times. He has swung his
famous flanking force in a great circle
northward to reach in behing Mukden,
and has then swung it back again.
Such conduct has seemed strange on
the part of the general who acted with
such decision at the crossing of the
Yalu, and who wasted 80 little time
in marching thru Korea,

But Kuroki is not the only Japanese
general who has seemed timid. The
ou;posts of the Takushan army have
skirmished toward Siuyen numberless
t‘i'mes, only to fall back, They teok
Sluyen and evacuated it, then took it
again, and pushed westward . toward
the Russians on the railroad. Then
the westward advance was checkad
and turned into a retreat.

Nodzu is Supposed to command the
Takushan army. He and Kuroki knew
that once the rainy season began it
h ! impossible for them
to cross with their arfillery the diffi-
cult country before them and reach
the Russian lines on the rallroad. If
they meant to strike Kuropatkin hard
they must reach him before the rains |
began. And yet from May' 8 until
June 20 the two commanders daliied
and tarried. In forty-seven days they
had not gone forty miles.

But while Nodzu and Kuroki were
hardly budging, Oku, in ¢ommand of |
the forces besieging Port Arthur, was
‘most. active. Three weeks after ‘nis‘
landing he had pushed south fifteen
mxles and taken Kinchou and Nanshan
Hill in a bloody battle, marked by bril-

Nanshan opened the way to
works of Port Arthur and
Dalny fell into Japanese hands without
a struggle. Three weeks later Oku was
.'Qixty miles north of Nanshan Hill fight-
'Dg another battle with Stackelbers,
who had been sent down by Kuropat-
kin to relieve Port Arthur, Stackel-
berg was terribly defeated, the Russian
casualties amounting to 7000 or 8000.

There would seem to be a great con-
trast in the 8eneralship displayed by
Nodzu and Kuroki on one side and by
Oku on the other. The latter seems to
have shown far more daring and suc-
cessful strategy. Yet this is impossible,
The larger strategy of the three gener-
als is identical. All receive order direct
from the board of strategy in Tokio,
of which Marshal Yamagata is head.
The naval commanders, too, are under
direct control of this board. The tele-
graph has centralized military author-
ity; the wireless naval authority. It
is less and less the custom to send a
general into the field with an army
and a free hand. His movements must
harmonize with the movements of ar-

Kuroki and Nodzu and the decisive
daring vigor of Gen. Oku, The first and
third armies were ordered to delay
and manoeuvre to make Kuropatkin
apprehensive of an attack on his rear,
but not to dajiver such an attack un-
less necessary. The second army was
ordered at the same time to prosecute;

Port Arthur, to spend as many lives as
needed to get within shelling distance
of the town and to fight off viciously
all attempts to relieve it,

The coming of the rainy season will
cause the military situation to rest for
some weeks more or less in statu quo.
This fact throws a light on the Jap-
anese general plan. For two months
Kuroki and Nodzu have remained sub-
stantially at rest. Their manoeuvres,
however, giving the impression of con-
intended movement, have
frightened Kuropatkin into remaining]
in his lines on the defensive. So long
as he does this Oku can work on Port
Arthur uninterruptedly.

It requires time to reduce a fortress.
Oku has had two months, The :rains
will give him a month or a month and
a half more. By the time the rains
are over and the ground dries out the
40,000 soldiers and the 12,000 sailors in
Port Arthur will have made considera-
able inroads into their food and am-
munitions. In a siege time is on the
side of the besieger. It now seems that
the Japanese have been playing all
this while for time. Kuroki and Nodzu
merely by remaining at rest have lent
a hand toward the fall of Port Ar-
thur.

If this has been the Japanese plan,
Kuroki and Nodzu have carried cut
their part of it brilliantly. The world

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RAIN COULD NOT DETER ORANGEMEN

AND CELEBRATION WAS BEST EVER

‘Delenatlons From Hamilton,
Buffalo and Mimico Swelled
Local Ranks.

The outlook for a successful celebra-
tion to. the glorious, pious and immor-
¢al memory of one King William, bet-
ter known as King “Billy,” was dis-
tinctly unpromising at the time plan-
ned for the massivé machinery to be
set in motion  yesterday. Half, past
ten found the rain pouring down from
jeaden skies, and also found little sé-
gregated knots of Orangemen, sashéd
and badged and uniformly damp and
digipirited, keeping under shelter as
test they could, and reflecting sadly
on what might and should have been,

B. 11 o'clock the rain had compromis-
ed to' the extent of subsiding into a
drizzle; shortly after, tho the sky was
still dull and ominous, the drizzle had
dwindled to a gracious sprinkle.

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GOVERNMENT SEED INSPECTION.

On the first of the present month
the United States department of agri-
culture, by legislative authority of the
last congress, started to institute an
{nspection of seeds placed upon the
markets by dealers. The important
feature of the enactment is as follows:

The secretary of agriculture fis
hereby directed to obtain in ‘the
open market samples of seeds of
grass, clover or alfalfa, test the
same, and if any such seeds are
found to - be adulterated or mis-
branded, or any seeds of Canadian
blue grass (Poa compressa) are
obtained under any other name than

Canadian blue grass or Poa com-

pressa, to publish the results of the

tests, together with the names of
the persons by whom the seeds were
offered for sale.

No penalty is apparently attachad to
the legislation, but the fact that pub-
lication of dishonest dealers will be
made is sufficient to deter much of the
adulteration practiced. The farmer
should be protected in his yearly retusiis
A very large part of his returns is ab-
is absolutely dependent upon seed true
to name, and no amends are possible
after the sowing. Canadian farmers’
institutes should take cognizance of
the subject and decide whether similar
legislation in this country could not
be advantageous.

OPENING IN CHILLED MEAT BUSI-
NESS,

Canada is sorely in need of an enter-
prise in regard to the dead meat indus-
try. There have been large amounts of
capital sunk in gold, silver, iron, steel
and coal mines. Some well managed
companies réturn dividends, but much
capital has been lost thru lack of fore-
sight or want of management. The
element of speculation is much less in
the dead meat industry. The demand
for chilled beef in Great Britain is
yearly increasing, and the demand is
almost wholly eatered for by the pacik-
ers of the United States. Their
shipments of fresh beef some months
exceed in value their shipments of live
cattle. Argentine sends a very limited
quantity of chilled beef, and her larg-
est quantity is frozen beef. Last year
a considerable quantity of fresh beef
reached London from Europe, mainly
from Russia. The war, however, has
largely curtailed their output and so
far this year the shrinkage in the busi-
ness amounts to 75 per cent. In Alber-
ia and Assiniboia we have plenty of
land capable of raising and fattening
large numbers of the best grade cattle.
The number thereof could be largely
increased each year, provided there
was a market for all classes of cattle.
Only a certain number of live cattle can
be exported owing to lack of space on
the vessels, and then only cattle of
good quality and weight are shipped.
All the modern vessels have increased
cold storage space, enabling them %Yo
accept all the freight offered. There
will always be a large number of cattle
in Canada that can only be made profit-
able thrtu the hands of the packers. A
glut of cattle at important Canadian
live stock centres could always be
taken care of with proper  packing
houses. The ofttimes large surplus of
medium and plain cattle on the mar-
kets of Chicago, Kansas City and Oma-
ha would be almost unsaleable, were it
not for the large packing houses there
located. There is untold wealth in the
live stock industry of the Dominion
when the trade is properly developed.

AMATEUR LIVE STOCK JUDGING.

The State of Iowa last vear made a
novel and excellant movement to in-
culcate keen perception among many
farmers in judging cattle. At the state
fair a scholarship of the value of $200
at the agricultural college was given
for judging live stock of special classes,
The contest excited keen competition
und will be continued again this year.
The plan offers a suggestion to the On-
tario government that should .be taken
up without delay. Preparations for such
an event would lead to close observa-
tion among farmers’ sons, and the tell-
ing points in live stock would become
vividly impressed on the minds of the
competitors. A splendid field for such
a contest is available at the Toronto
Exhibition, and, besides attracting the
attention of those who enter, would
prove a drawing card to many others.
The affair would be useful as an ab-

ject lesson to the company that would‘l

gather to witness the contest,and valu-
able information could be imparted by
those selected to award the prize in
openly detailing the

various peints

engendered among the young agricul-
turists that would be beneficial to them-
selves and thereby to the community.
Thorobred stock would command more
attention, and an impetus given to
live stock raising in one of the cheapest
and most effective forms.

WEATHER AND CROPS,

For nearly two weeks an area of
low barometer has held sway over a
large portion of the grain producing
territory of North America. The rain-
fall has been heavy in the southwest-
ern states and floods of large propor-
tions have occurred in Kansas. Not
until last week particular
anxiety displayed ever the excessive
rainfall, but with a continuance of
wet weather damage to the wheat har-
vest became a recognized fact, and the
price of this cereal advanced from &
to 7 cents a bushel at all the important
grain centres.- In Ontario frequent

) idownpours have been general, but ex-
cept where hay harvesting has com-
menced no injury is thought to have
taken place. Isolated cases of rust in
wheat are spoken of, but unless the
weather keeps wet for an extended
period the damage from this source
will be small. Grass has made excel-
lent growth during the last month and
with fair harvesting conditions a splen-
did sample will be cured this year.

SERIOUS DAMAGE DONE
1Y D WHENT chp

By Recent Heavy Rains in York
County— Farm 'Help is
Still Scarce.

‘That the farmers of York County are
Just at the present time suffering from
a number of adverse conditions is only
too patent to the most casual observer.
But that these same conditions have
in former years likewise existed is like-
wise an established fact; and no serious
or permanent-injury has resujted, With-
in a radius of 25 or 30 miles of the city
of Toronto a splendid market at all
times prevails for the surplus hay
8rown on the farms, and this can be
cheaply drawn to the ‘city and sold
without the labor and expense of bal-
ing, which is not practicable where a
much greater distance prevails, Viewed
in the light of a revenue producer the

hay crop is an important adjunct to
the farmer’'s wealth. The old adage,
“make hay while the sun shines,” while
as applicable in its general principles
as ever, is so difficulf of fulfilment at
the present time as to become largely
a -by-word. With a hay crop in its
quality unsurpassed by any previous
year, and in quantity slightly below
that of two years ago, it is not remark-
able that the present unseasonable!
weather is a source of profound anxi-!
ety to not alone the farmers of York |
County, but thruout the whole of the
Province of Ontario. While the sever-
ity of the past winter was responsibl
for the winter-killing of clover over a
wide area, the general condition of the!
clover crop is most satisfactory. With!
the presence of the weevil and a gen-
eral well-grounded belief that early
cutting would greatly injure the qual-
ity of the second crop, and tend to
check the spread of the pest, many
farmers had resolved to hasten the]
work of cutting, and, in many casesj

the work was begun in the latter part'
of June. The result has been in in-'
stances disastrous to the cron. Con-
tinued rains have utterly ruined and
rendered unfit for use that which was
cut. With the timothy crop the dam-'
age has, owing to the lateness of the
feason, not been so marked. Only a
small margin of timothy has been cut,
but where such is the case the damage
is correspondingly great. Within the
past few years the majority of farmers
in York County have adopted a guarded
policy with regard to the hay crop, cut-!
ting only a small portion of the grass
at a time, and in this avoiding much
injury to the crop. But the present|
season has Teft little or no opportunity
for the work of curing. And not aloueI
is the injury confined to the hay crop,'
but from many portions of the pro-
vince come reports of serious damage
to the fall wheat. To The World J. M.
Walton of the firm of J. M. Walton &
Co. of Aurora, stated that from per-
sonal observation and from conversa-|
tion with farmers, the fall wheat crop -
has already sustained serious damage.:
In many fields in North York a red’
rust has alrfeady appeared on the leaf,
and any lengthened continuation of
wet weather would undoubtedly work
most disastrously. Prospects apart
from this for the wheat crop in North
York were excellent. Hay was a good
average crop, but the greatest diffi-
culty was being experienced in saving
it.

John Breakey of Newtonbrook said
that of a large acreage in hay he had
only secured 12 loads thus far. The
hay crop, said Mr. Breakey, is fully
ready to cut, and with the fall wheat
rapidly coming, a serious condition of
affairs confronts the farmers of York
County. It is well nigh impossible to
secure any help, and there is no rem-
€dy in sight. The statement of Mr.
Breakey is borne out by the greater
proportion of York County farmers to-
day. Notwithstanding the influx of im-'
migrants, little or no relief has been'
afforded to the agricultural class. An-
other feature which adds largély to the
difficulties of the situation is the effect
upon the root crops. With a late
season, followed by a wet one, many
farmers have been unable to overtake
the weeds, and here the scarcity of
help has largely aggravated the situa-
tion.

James R. Dunn, city weigh master,
than whom no better authority on gen-
eral farm topics can be found, stated
to The World that the general situa-
tion in relation to the hay crop, as
viewed by the farmers, was not very
encouraging. Thdg heavy rains and
winds have beaten the hay to the
ground, and, owing in many cases to
the heaviness of the crop, the work of
curing it will in any event be a diffi-
cult one. Barley has likewise suffered
greatly by the heavy rains. In some
instances farmers affirm that had a
roller passed over the field it wouldl
not have inflicted greater injury.

The oat crop, in appearance and
luxuriance, generally speaking, leaves
nothing to be desired, and a happy
feature is the probable return to the
growing of peas, which has, owing to
the presence of the pea bug, been, for
the past few years, impossible. While jt |
is yet too early to determine as to the!
damage which may this year result]
from this pest, some splendid fields of
peas may thus be seen in passing thru
the county. The northerly and west-
erly counties of Etobicoke, Vaughan,'
King, Whitchurch and East North
Gwillimbury and Georgina, report a
condition similar to that of the south-
erly portion. But while there is much
that is calculated to discourage in the
situation, the fact remains that apart
from this the prospect of an abundant
harvest has not as yet, and is not
likely to be, seriously menaced..

Milking by Eleetricity.

In the newly-invented apparatus for
milking cows by electricity rubber
hoods are attached to the udder of the
cow. These hoods are connected ‘with
a vessel for receiving the milk by
means of a rubber tube, from which
the air is exhausted by means of the
electrical device. It is claimed that the
suction thus secured resembles very
closely the sucking of a calf, and that
for this reason, the cow “lets dewn”
fAer milk more freely than when milk-
ed by hand.

This ought to let the dairyman out
of his dilemma over the hired msmi
problem. With an electrical outfit for
milking, dairying will be made easy.

PAID OFF $T200 MORTGAGE
ONDARY HARN IN 1 YEARS

Minister Had No Previous Experience,
But by Model Methods
Achieved a Success.

Deputy Minister of Agriculture
James has been interested in an ac-
count of & model farm written by W.
J. Spillman of the United States Bu-
reau of Agriculture. It is published in
the year book of the department, and
describes how a minister, without pre-
vious experience of farming, took hold
of 15 acres with a mortgage of $7200
upon them, and paid it off in seven
years. He began by soiling his cattle,
feeding green feed in summer instead
of pasturing them. At first this was
not successful, owing to his inexperi-
ence, but having studied the science
of “balanced rations” the management
of a constantly growing herd of cows

became simple, while the resulting
manure increased the fertility of the
farm in the most profitable way. Mr,
Spillman comments on the extraordin-
ary extent to which system is carried
cdt on the farm. “The owner detail-
ed the crops growing on each small
sub-division, the crops that had been
grown on each for two or three years
past, and those that would be grown
for as long in the future. In most
cases the dates of seeding and har-
vesting were given.

One of the most encouraging signs of
the times from an agricultural stand-
point this season is the active demand
for all types of general purpose and
draught horses. At the Repository on
Tuesday, good prices were realized lor
all offerings. The sale was conducted
by J. H. Smith, and considering the
season of the year, the attendance of
farmers was most gratifying. Good
delivery horses were readily snapped up
at prices ranging from $140 to $190. For
a span of delivery horses, bay in color
and somewhat thin in flesh, $320 was
obtained.

{ the tender grass, the growth of itha
Young colt is usually rapid. But in tha
months of July and August, when the
flow of milk from the dam is greatly
lessened, together with shortage in the
grass, more care is necessary. The colt
will be found to thrive much better if
kept in the stable thru the day, away
from the'flies and the dam turned out
to pasture. Nothing is better calculat-
ed to improve the condition of the colt
than a few fine ground oats. The colt
will soon acquire the habit of eating,
and these, with a little rock salt thréwn
in at intervals, will serve to keep the
little colt in a good thrifty condition.

Many of the regular
buyers have been absent from the daily
auctions, and the small run landing
here on Tuesday last was disposed cf at
private sale, tho since then the regular
auctions have been resumed, but there
has been only a feeble demand from all
buyers.

Traders all anticipate a beiter mar-
ket next week, many of the leading
buyers being due to return, and with a
resumption of fair buying orders and
probable small receipts some improve-
ment is expected, tho any higher prices
will only result from a very' limited
; supply and much stronger inquiry,
which is hardly due at this season of
the year. The eastern trade is report-
ed quiet, orders in most of the eastern
cities being quite slim, and while some
good draughters and chunks have founa
fair sale. late reports indicate that the
market there is in ne better shape than
here. Few draughters have sold of late
above $200, tho extra choice lots have
occasionally gone at $225 to $230, with
common to fair draughters at $120 1o
$160. Most expressers sold at $135 to
$150. with tops up to $170, and bulk of
chunks sold at $110 to $140. with a few
extra choice lots up to $150.

Good pastures are absolutely neces-
sary to the successful and profitable
raising of live stock, whether for breed-
ing or marketing purposes.

If you are a breeder and hope to win
out you must learn and constantly bear
in mind that wholesome and nourish-
ing food are the indispensable factors
in the health and growth of all ani-
mals.

Introduce new blood frequently,
whether you are breeding cattle, hog's.
sheep, horses, poultry or what not.
Breeding from stock too closely related
does not bring good results. The same
is true of the human family.

A man in Ohio has entered largely
into the business of preparing chickens
for the market by the forced feeding
process, says American Farmer, In
other words, he stuffs them artificially,
thus fattening them more quickly-
Restauranters say such meat is juicier
and sweeter than that resulting from
the natural process; at any rate there
is a great demand for the stuffed fowl.

Those breeders who raise hogs for
the market must learn that quality in
meat is much more important than
quantity. Consumers want meat that
tastes well. If bacon, they like that
which has been well cured and not the
product put thru hastily with the aid
of creosote, sham smoking and other
devices. The feeding, of course, has
much to do with the flavor of any
kind of meat. Hogs that are fed on
milk, sweet skim milk, good corn and
cornmeal, bran, oil meal and enough
root crops to keep the digestive organs
in good shape, will produce meat with
a flavor that will cause it to be in
constant demand by those who have
tasted it once. Test this theory on the
pigs raised for your own table and you
will find out its merit.
