WILL BE PRINGIPAL OF
NEW WEGTERN GOLLEGE

Rev. W. H, Vance, Rector of the
Ascension, to Remove to
British Columbia,

Rev. W. H. Vance, B.A., rector of
the Church of the Ascension, Rich-
mond-street West, has resigned his
office to undertake the principalship
of the new Latimer College at Van-
couver, B.C. Latimer will be a kind of
Wyocliffe of the west, and wiil estab-
lish-and sustain the traditions which
have made Wycliffe in the last 33
years a household word in Ontarls.

Latimer will be a veluntary college,
affiliated with the new provincial uni-
versity of British Columbia. A com-
mission of five is now considering the
location of the provinelal university,
and as soon as this is settled. Latimer
will ask for a site, and will be feder-
ated with the other colleges, in the
same way that Wycliffe is with To-
ronto. Latimer will be an evangelical
theological college, and its theological

degrees will be conferred by the board
of divinity in the same waya s those
of Wycliffe and the other theological
colleges.

A council of thirty has charge of the
affairs of Latimer College at present,
and Mr, Vance has been arranging for
a staff for the new college, which will
open its sessions in October.

An influential committee is looking
after the business side of the enter-
prige, and the new college will be in-
sugurated under the happlest au-
#pices. It will be In full operation next
yvear when the general synod of the
Anglican ‘church meets at Vancouver,
It will be remembered that the
Presbyterian College opened two years
ago under the principalship of Rev.
John Mackay, D.D., with four stud-
ents, and these had grown to forty in
the last session.

Mr. Vance has been recognized since
his advent in Toronto €ive years ago,
as one of the most energetic and de-
voted clergymen in Ontarlo. Coming
Into a field which was beginning to
be regarded as almost hopeless, he
quickly recognized the problem of the
down-town city ehurch, and since his
incumbency the Church of the Ascen-
sion has made steady, and, in fact,
phenomenal progress. The. income
from the parish, which Is one of the
least blessed in worldly goods in the
city, advanced in the year just closed
over all previous records. The at-
tendance has been Increased, the ser-
vices brightened, and spiritual atmos-
phere heightened and cleared, and the
tirelesg energy and ceaseless parish
work of the incumbent have opened a
new era for the congregation. Mr,
Vance's frank and charming personal.
ity has endeared him to all classes
and creeds In the city, and his cul-
ture has been subordinated to liis
Christianity, even as that has con-
tributed to his manhood,

Mr. Vance i8 about 34 years of age,
snd previously to his Toronto career
he filled the curacy of St. Thomas’
Church, St. Catharines. He is a gra-
duvate of Toronto University, and Wy-
cliffe College, - He was married some
years ago.

Tt is understood that after consulta-
tion with the congregation of the
Church of the Ascension, the Lord
Bishop will make an early appoint-
ment to the charge.

SIXTY MILESNORTH G.T.P.
AND WEST OF COCHRANE

NORTH BAY, Ont.,, March 29.—(8pe-
¢lal),—Coal is now the magic word
which is stirring northern Ontario in-
to activity, and temporarily, at least,
obscuring the alluring gleams of gold
and silver.

Claims have been staked and record-
ed for twenty square miles of terri-
tory, where an immense body of coul

has been found. Tests were made at
four different places within an arca of
three miles along the Metagama Riv-
er, and coal was found each time,
Assays of samples so far have been
very favorable, and interested parties
are thoroly satisfled that good com-
mercial coal has at last been discover-
ed in northern Ontario.

The coal flelds are located about six-
ty miles nort hof the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific and west of Cochrane, and. from
the formation the Metagama River
seems to have cut thru an immense
bed of coal, as it is found on both
banks.

The banks and high bluffs are seam-
ed with the precious commodity.
Should an assay of samples brought
out, and carefu] inspection of deposits
bear out the reports already given by
engineers and prospectors, & continu-
ation of the T. & N.O.Ry. to the new
coal fields will be a matter of but a
short time only.

PROMT WAGE
LN WILLAERTSTRI

Bituminous Coal Miners Are Deter-
mined —Then There Are Other
Matters to Be Decided Later.

ey

CINCINNATI, March 29.—Only im-
mediate increases in wages will pre-
vent widespread strikes in the bitu-
minous coal mines of the country, ac-
cording to action taken by.the special
convention ‘of the United Mine Work-
ers of America, late {o-day, following
final disagreement and dissclution of
the joint conference of the central
competitive field.

The terms proposed by the miners
for the continuation of work after the
expiration of the present agreements
on midnight Thursday, will admit of
no compromise so far as wages are
concerned.

On most other .questions, FLowever,
there is room for agreement, and the
general opinion among men and em-
ployers to-night is that no long suspen.
sion will result except in a few fields.

The most threatening aspect over-
shadows the Pennsylvannia and the
Illinois fields. In Pennsylvania there
can be no new contract short of a
settlement of the controversy over tha
rew explosive laws of that state, and
in Illinois the old problem of payment
for theé services of shot firers looms
vp as a possible barrier to peaceful
settlement,

Briefly the miners’ demand¢ are that

all operators pay the increased wages
of five cents a ton on pick mined
screen coal, with proportionate ad-
vances for other methods of mining
and outside labor, as pre-requisite to
cther negotiations on other questions.

With the advance in pay assured,
work may be ‘continued in the mines
affected pending a solution of the
minor points, provided that national
executive board of the union approves

City Will Settle Mrs, Ward’s Claim
and Drop Proceedings—'Twas

“Where there's a will there’s a way,”
runs the adage, and the proceedings
of the city councll yesterday attested
to its truth. It seemed almost impos-
sible that, with the limited business on
hand, the gession should last longer
than three hours at most, but by dint
of pe:igverance the sitting was length-
ened out for four and one-half hours.

A decisfon not to enter suit against
A. F. Rust, roadways inspector, in
connection with the damage claim of
Mrs. Willlam Ward, West Roxborough
street, was one of the fruits of coun-
cil’s 1abors. Mr. Rust, while driving
a city auto last summer, struck down
Mrs. Ward, resulting in serious injur-
fes to her. Details are alreda yfami-
liar.

The city will not meet Mrs. Ward’'s
claim for $800, and will hold Mr. Rust
who is a nephew of the city engineer,
free of blame, altho the board of con-
trol .recommend that the courts be
asked to determine the Inspector's lia-
bility.

Ald. Hlilton suggested that, before
starting a suilt, it ghould be ascertained
whether Mr. Rust was willing to pay
up, while Ald. Mcguire was for the
city’s fighting the claim in the courts
to determine if the city was liable at
all,

Somebody Bungled,

Controller Spence gave a lucld ex-
planation. The city treasurer had in-
sured all the machines, so that in the
event of any accident the city would
not be Hable for damages. City. Engi-
neer Rust knew of this wise provision,
but his nephew did not. When the
accident happened, A. ¥. Rust didn’t
notify C. H. Rust. The insurance po-
licy specified that notice of claim must
be given within a specified fime. The
time elapsed. Thus it cost the city
and not the Insurance company $800.

“The citizens will not put up with
such norisense,” averred Ald. McCar--
thy,

Dunn, and the controller
withdrew it.

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Systematic Conspiracy to Defraud |

Government—Skins Brought
From Winnipeg.
A most astounding story of systema-

tic plunder of the the province has
been brought to light by the confes-

sion of the two of the men who were '

recently convicted of obtaining wolf
bounties by fraud. An organized con-
spiracy has been shown to exist, with
rajmifications thruout Rainy K River,
Kenora, and Thunder Bay districts:

. The scheme was ' officered by 2
S ’ " quartet,” George Cathcart,
M. T. Westcott, Benjamin Levinson
and Moses Finkelstein. The latter two
hafl from Winnipeg, and what makes
the situation ‘the more interesting is
that Finkelstein is an ex-alderman of

the Prairie City, while Levinson is a

Justice of the peace.

In February the treasury department
directed the attention of the atorney-
general’s department to the unusual
number of applications for bounties.
The superintendent of provincial police
wns instructed to tdke the matter up.

'¥hat caused suspicions was that at
Kenora the governnment was paying
bounties on coyotes and bush wolves,
while the officlals reported that there
were ' Dractically nho coyotes fn the
province, except the few that might be
on the Manitoba border. e

The iInvestigations of Constable
Campbell of Fort Frances revealed the
curious phenomenon of more bounties
paid for dead wolves than there were
live ones in the district for the entire
year. He reported a systematic im-
portation of skins from the Northwest.

Inspector Grier then went up, and
were aroused against
Cathcart and Westcott, who. seefed to
have more claims than all the others
compbined. Quietly he gathered the In-
formation that the skins in question
came from Winnlpeg.

Cathcart was arrested on a charge
of conspiracy to defraud, and owned
up to getting Indians and others to
make affidavits for the purpose of
getting the bounty, $2 being the con-
sideration for each affidavit.

The claims were sent in and cheques
sent by the. government. Cathcarg
who had thoughfully made arrange-
ments to get the mall for the men,
forged the endorsements and used the
money.

Westcott was also arrested and con=
fessed the whole game. He was a fur
dealer, he sald. Levinson and Finkel
stein had come to him and explained
that they were supplying other persons
in the district with skins. They would
sell skins to him outright, expressed
from Winnipeg. After these had been
“used” thy could be returned and a
portion of the purchase money would
be refunded. The fee for "“use” of a
skin ranged from 560 cents to $2.

It is claimed that last winter 300
skins were supplied by these two nrms.
It is a fact that at Ralny River and
Barwick the government pald out near-
ly $6000 in bounties. The clear profit
per skin to the men who worked the
scheme is figured at $10.

Often a skin was used to collect many
bounties, by skilful juggling of the pro-
cess of cutting off the ears.

Cathcart got 2 years, 6 months in the
penitentiary, and Westcott 2 years.
8ix white men implicated got 3 months
and a fine of $100; six Indians, who told
the truth were let go on ‘suspended
sentence, and 8 others went to jall for
from 4 to 6 months. The Jewigh gentle-~
men were arrested in Winnipeg and
brought to Fort Frances, where they
will appear at the June sessions. They
were admifted to $2000 cash bail each,

GAS IN SCARBORO

Attempt Will Be Made to
Locate It Soon,

Another

It is reported that another attempt
to reach’ the suspected gas-wells in
the Scarboro district is on foot. Theré

have been several attempts made in
the past, but either insufficiently
supported, or the results were not en-
couraging enough to bring the matter
1o an issue, The oldest inhabitants
along the Scarboro lake front state
that gas has always been escaping
there, i

Some time ago near Scarboro Vil-
lage a contrivance for collecting the
gas was installed in the water near
the edge of the lake, and attached to
a pipe. The result was to gather a
steady stream of gas, which when ig-
nited gave a large flame. Nothing fur-
ther was done at the time.

At North Toronto waterworks a free
flow of gas is obtained and used In
the works. The pressure at this poin:
;a :bout_ twenty pounds to the square
nch,

Prof. Coleman told The World last
night that he attributed the presence
of gas to the decay of vegetation in
the interglacial beds. ‘The gas at
North Toronto, as far as it goes, he
said, was just as good as the gas
found in the west, where in really
good supply the pressure was 59
pounds to the square inch, The gas
burns very well when found here, and
was likely to be found in gsmall quan-
titles wherever the Interglacial beds
were present. There might be large
quantities under clay deposits, but he
did not think there was sufficient
depth. At Mimico, however, there had
been borings to the depths of several
hundred feet, but the result was not
great. He was not aware of the pre-
sence of the Scarboro indications.

motion was put by the Chathamite to
the following effect: “That in view of |
the fact that the new primer Ignores:

use, the minister s requested to au-
thorize or permit the use of a phonic
primer in addition to the authorized
one.”

In the English and history section
much feeling was expressed that the
subject, English grammar, should be
restored, as a subject of examination
for the junior matriculation. Miss
Gertrude Lawler, M.A., argued that
the study of English grammar leads
pupils to acquire a facile accuracy
and a readiness in speaking, reading
and writing; to form ‘synthetic judg-
ments, and to reach the highest mark
fo attainment in personal initiation.

“There are decidedly too many sub-
Jects crammed into our curriculum,”
sald Prof. H. T. J. Coleman, of To-
ronto, before a joint meeting of the

| inspectors, public and training school

departments. This question seemed to
be a very vexed one with a large num-
ber of the teachers, and before the
original motion was put no less than
six amendments had_ been suggested.
Combined with this was much doubt
as tp whether the course in the pub-
lic schools should be of six, seven or
eight years’ duration. The final agree-'
ment arrived at was embodied in this
motion: “That the number of classes
on the public school program for schol- '
ars remain as at present, viz., first,
second, third and fourth books and
that sub-divisions in junior and sen-
lor branches, which may be taken a -/
together or separately as the local au- |
thorities see fit.” The original motion '
was led by Inspector W. P, Chtpma.n.‘
Torento, and was strongly opposed by
Inspector G. K. Mills, B.A., of Colling-
wood, who thought that promotions
should be made more than once a year |
in cases where pupils have got. ahead
of their classes.

J. W. Plewes, in reply to Inspector'
Mills, said: “You cannot make that a!
matter of curricu um. Unavoidable
things happen that have to be dealt
with by the local authorities. Measles,
typhold and diphtheria come along and
You cannot put them on a curriculum,. |
The simplest way is the bekt, and In-
spector Chapman ought to know morz |
than many inspectors who have only |
seen teaching in the high schools.”

A very interesting paper was read |
before the modern language section by
Professor J. Squalr, on “The teaching
or foreign languages in Europe.” The
speaker urged that languages should
be taught at an earlier period of the
student’'s life, “In England and in
France languages are commenced
when the child is about ten years of
age,” sald the professor. “Not only d6
English and French pupils have four
more years of language study than
Canadians, but they have these years
at a more plastic perfod of their intel-
lectual development. While they are!
still young they are moulded to lin- |
guistic discipline, 80 that when they
hear the sounds of foreign languages
they do not stare idiotically at the
person uttering them, as is often the
case with our students.

“The present conditions are death to
language study, A reform of some
kind is needed. The entrance examin-
ation should be modified or language |
classes should be established in our;
public schools. !

“There never was a time when more |
energy was spent in the study of Eng-'
lish In our schogle, and never was,
there worse Engl?ﬂh written or lpf)k('n.é
It may be that the study of the moth. |
er tongue would be better acquired by
the study of other things than fitself.
At all -events the present results do
not seéem very substantial.”

A strong plea for technical ed%ca#
tion was made by F. W, Wright, St.
Thomas, at the meeting of ‘the trustee
section.

Strong on Manual - Training.

A very interesting address was given
by Thomas M. Balliet, Ph,D., of New
York University, on “The Fads and
Frills of Education.” Many of the de-
legates had gone prepared to hear the
lecturer get out his. hammer and

“knock"” the newer subjects which have i

been lately Introduced into the curri-
culum., But not so. Dr. Balliet ig sne
of the greatest boosters of the manual
arts that ever came over the line. /

The lecturer stated that formerly the
three R’s had been considered the ‘“‘eu-
sentials in education,” and that these |
new-comers, domestic science
manual training, etc., had been called
the “unessentials.” He pointed out the
manner in which reading, writing and
spelling were essential, “but,” sald he,
“whoever discharged a cook because
she. could not spell?””” There are times
when it i{s absolutely necessary that
a woman should be able to make a
garment for hersélf, and that with a
limited quantity of material. This, I
would call an essential.” Ap assump-
tion to which we should all readily
acquiensce in contained in the old saw
that it is better that a person should
know how to do a few things well ra-
ther than many things superficially.
Knowledge grows not only by acere-
tion, but it also grows In the maturing
mind in definiteness and clearness, A
young child cannot know anything
perfectly, and therefore this old saying
applies correctly only to adults.

Mental Saturation.

Dr. Balliet stated that in communi-
ties where the results in spelling had
been poor, the remedy prescribed was
to give additional time to that sub-
Ject. “This prescription is useless,’”
sajld he, “There seemsto be a satura-
tion point in the minds of the children,
They can take in, of one subject oniy,
a certain amount, and any extra time
spent in endeavoring to drive that
subject into the child is wasted. Twen.
ty minutes a day is sufficient for tlie
subject nf geography, and 49 minutes
for arithmetic, If then tha proder
amount of time is given for these ‘“‘es-
sentials” as we have called them, we
could easily work in these more essen-
tlan subjects of this later date,  Jf
you come to any city of the United
States you will find that the three U’z
are best taught In schools where these
‘“new-comers” are on the curriculum,
and that poorer work in spelling, etc.,
exists where they are not,

“The cause of your present crowded
curriculum is this: At the present time
you make a child who is going Into a
factory at the age of 14 to earn his
living, hold back the brighter child
who intends continuing his education
What you necd

CAIRO, March 29.~This evening 200
students from tHe University of Egvpt
made a demonstration in front of
Shepheard’'s Hotel, where Col. Roose-
velt is stopping. The students carried
an Egyptian flag, and as they paraded
past the hotel shouted: “Long live the
constitution and the liberty of Egypt.”

The shouting was interspersed with
hand-clapping.” Mr. Roosevelt was In
his room at the time, but pald no at-
tention to the students, The latter
were orderly. " .

The demonstration was brought
about by pro-British expressions made
by Mr. Roosevelt in his speech at the
university, when he defied convention-
alities and popular séntiment, and vir.

MAY RENDERPOISON HARMLES®™

Surgical Operation to Force Air iInto
the Lungs,

NEW YORK, March 29—That the
effects on the human system of the
most virulent pofsons may be rendered
relatively harmiess by a simple sur-
gical expedient 1s the announcement
it s expected, will soon be made, by
the  Rockefeller Institute of Medical
Research. 8o long as there is the

faintest heart beat it will be possible
to save any one who has taken what
is now regarded as a fatal dose of
strychnine, morphine, carbon mono-
xide, illuminating gas or kindred poi-°}
scns. It is hoped that soon a method
will be found by which all classes of
poisons may be included,

The operation by which this won-
derful saving of life may be accom-
plished is technically known as intra-
tiacheal Insuffiation. This means that
thru the trachea, or wind pipe, a
steady supply of air is forced into the
lungs. It differs from all ‘other forms
of artifictal reepiration In that the
lungs themselves are not ecalled upon
to give any ald, As a matter of fact,
a slender hollow tube forced thru the
wind pipe to the opening of the lungs
fcrees the alr thru, while the foul alr
returns by pressure thru the wind pipe
outside the tube, The tube is either
inserted thru the month or thru an
aperture cut in the wind pipe.

CHICAGO, March 29.—8trange erup-
tions have appeared on the sun ac-
cording to a statement by Professor
Edwin B. Frost, director of the Yerkes
Observatary at Willlams Bay, Wis,

“The eruptions shoot from the sur-
face of the sun like skyrockets,”’ sald

" Prof. Frost. “They are easily visible
at the edge of the disc. One of them
shot out to a length of 150,000 miles, as
near as we could estimate. It then de-
tached itself from the main body and
sped thru space, a mass of luminous
gas, not dissimilar to a comet. Before
it had disappeared it had reached a
distance from the sun of about 250,000
miles. The eruptions' are probably
‘oaused by the release of pressure on
gome particular spot rfg( the sun.”
