It is needless to
say that the Sisters endeavor to make the Orphan Asylum a home
in every sense of the word, to those entrusted to their charge; and,
to judge from the bright and smiling faces of the little ones, they
amply succeed.

The five class-rooms are large, airy and comfortable ; so also is the
kindergarten, where the little tots with tiny fingers are weaving paper
into fancy mats, or making houses from biocks with as much earnest-
ness as an artist over a plan for a fine structure ; then the pupils of the
junior classes first and second books —are intelligent looking, and
as far advanced as any other of the same grade ; the boys and girls
of the senior classes are taught the fourth form, and given a good
religious and practical education.

The foregoing receipts show how the Institution is supported—
the grant of $2,110.40 from the Government amounts to two cents
per day for each child; and the City allowance, $600.00, is less
than four cents for the maintenance of each during the space of a
week. The remaining acknowledgments, as may be perceived, are
the fruits of Christian charity, that bloom during the winter’s frost
as well as the summer’s heat, and whose blossoms and perfumes are
so brilliant and delicious that their enjoyment is retained for
eternity. The increased number, since the removal of the girls from
the House of Providence, requires a larger income, so that the
Orphan Asylum is now given the entire Offertory collection from the
City parishes as well as the country subscriptions. Clothing is,
indeed, most acceptable, and saves many a dollar to the Institution,
as it is all made over to great advantage.

The Sisters cordially thank their kind bynefactors, and pray the
Father of the orphan to reward them a hundred fold.
The liberality of those who live outside of the city is, indeed,
worthy of special mention, as there is no claim on their generosity
save love of God’s destitute little ones.
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The bakers, grocers and butchers of St. Lawrence Market,
Spadina avenue, King, Queen and Yonge streets, attest their
interest in the Institution by weekly offerings.

Sincere thanks are tendered Mr. Thos. Davis for a very enjoy-
able trip given the children; the Street Railway Company for
accommodating them on two different occasions ; also to the Press
for kind comments of the Asylum.

Indebtedness is due Drs. McKenna, McMahon, McKeown and
McDonagh, for medical aid and dentistry.

Another source of thankfulness, and one of the greatest, as it
cost not alone money but time and anxiety, was the painstaking
efforts displayed by the ladies and gentlemen who got up the
Festival in August, as well as those who hearkened to charity’s call
in giving the use of the Pavilion and gas for the benefit.

The Sisters, while on their collecting tours, may have omitted
from their lists the names of some of the kind contributors This
possible neglect may have occurrcd because therg has been, in late
years, no yearly report issued by the Orphanage of the Sacred Heart,

contributors will appear in the yearly returns, which will be forwarded
to the different parishes in which collections have been made. No
names are published for sums less ‘han one dollar, the fractional parts
of that amount being given in bulk.

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LETTER FROM THE CHAPLAIN.

The annual report of the Sacred Heart Orphanage would be
hardly complete without a word from the Chaplain. Few, indeed,
except the Sisters in charge, have had better opportunities of wit-
nessing thenature and extent of the charitable work done at that
Institution. One who is not a1 inmate of the Orphanage can have
but a faint ilea of the laws, customs and usages which govern and
make happy this little commonwealth. 1 may say a more orderly,
contented and peaceful community it would lLe difficult to find.
The charge of providing food, clothing and the other necessaries to
comfortable home for nearly 300 orphans devolves entirely on the
Sisters of St. Joseph. When we remember that the aid received from
the Government and the city would not support the Orphange for a
single month, one wonders how so many little mouths are filled and
so many little bodies clad for the eleven other months of the year.
The exertions of the Sisters must indeed be superhuman, and the
charity of the public most generous, to succor success.

The work done in the class room, where the orphans are
taught during the ordinary school hours, according to the Inspec-
tor’s reports, compare favorably with that done in any of the public
or separate schools of the Province. Besides, the children have
special classes of religious instruction.

On the 25th of June-forty-five orphans made their first Com-
munion ; and on the 8th of December, after a three days’ retreat,
they were confirmed by his Grace the Archbishop. Both these
classes were well instructed, and by their devout behaviour showed
plainly that they understood the nature and importance of the steps
they were taking.

In my opinion, the Sacred Heart Orphanage is well managed,
and a very important work of Church and State is economically
done. The children of that Institution are, I believe, in a more
healthy atmosphere and trained under more favorable influences
than they could hope for in their own homes. I have no hesitation
in expressing my belief that under the watchful care of the Sisters
of St. Joseph these little waifs will be brought up good members of
society and good children of the Church of God.

LETTER FROM VERY REV. DEAN CASSIDY.

The Sisters of St. Joseph in charge of the Sacred Heart
Orphanage submit herewith the Annual Report of the Institution
for they ear ending December 31, 1892. The Report, not entering
into comparisons between the present returns and those, of previous
years, fails to inform_the charitable public of the great progress
made during the last year. Visitors to the Institution, however,
have been gratified to observe that its accommodation has leen
more than doubled; that a beautiful chapel has been crected and
dedicated under the invocation of the Sacred Hear: of Jesus. The
report refers briefly to the fact, that the orphan girls, up to present
year maintained in the House of Providence, have Leeii transferred
to Sunnyside. No mention is made of the large sums expended in
the building and furnishing of the newly erected poriion of the
[nstitution. It would seem as if the good Sisters were seeking to
conceal their charitable works rather than to publish them. There
is one portion, however, of this report which even their unobtrusive
seal and devotedness cannot render pleasant or satisfactory. They
have been forced to incur a debt of $1,442.00 in purchasing thc
necessaries of life for their dear little charges. Let us hope that a
better knowledge of this most valuable Institution may impress the
charitable public with the importance of its claims on their con-
sideration.

The good Sisters render their acknowledgments to their bene-
factors ; they submit the statement of their receipts and expenditurces.
Knowing the nol le purposes to which these good religious devote
their lives we cease to wonder at their heroic labors, their forgetful-
ness of self, their wonderful success in the training and education of
their charge; but, taking ey erything into account, the large amount
of good they have offected with such scanty means, is something
that baffles human comprehension. They are doing it for Him who
multiplied the loaves and fishes in the wilderness; laboring for
Christ’s little ones, they enjoy His special benediction.

That this report may move many hearts to sympathy—that the
Sacred Heart Orphanage may be enabled to meet its olligai'ons
and to increase its Lenevolent work, is most camnestly to be desired

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LETTER FROM DR, McKENNA.

It is safe to say that only a small number of the charitably dis-
posed people of Toronto really know anything about the Sacred
Heart Orphanage, further than that suc h an institution exists. A
visit to the place will amply repay any one who takes an interest in
the poor orphans who are therein sheltered and cared for with a
tender solicitude not excelled by that of the most affectionate parent.
Its dormitories, spacious class-rooms and corridors are models of
neatness, and the happy faces of the well-clad little ones, numlering
between three and four hundred, by their appearance speak in
Janguage stronger than words of the care hestowed on them Ly the
good Sisters. While their todily wants are so well supplied, they
also receive instruction equally to that imparted in the most expen-
sive preparatory schools.

The sanitary arrangements are first-class, as is evidenced Ly the
remarkable absence of sickness among the inmates. As one of the
attending physicians of the Institution, I wish to bear witness to the

facts above set forth.

LETTER FROM DR. McMAHON.

I have been connected with the Sacred Heart Orphanage for
the past six or seven years in the capacity of physician. The
health of the inmates has Leen marvellously good. In fact it has
frequently been unnecessary for many weeks in succession to ask
me to see a patient. During the past six years there have been but
five deaths in the Institution. Many of the little ones who were
delicate and puny on entering have developed into strong and
healthy children, and this result has been achieved almost without
the aid of medicines.

There could scarcely be a site better suited for the Orphanage,
and the sanitary arrangements are excellent. The house stands
high, being situated on a hill only a few yards from the shore of the
beautiful Humber Bay. The neighborhood is sparsely populated,
and just beside the grounds is Iigh Park, the largest and most beauti-
ful of Toronto parks. I cannot say enough in praise of the loving care
bestowed on the orphans by the good Sisters. Excellent work is
done in the school-rooms, and the baby class engaged at work in
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the kindergarten is an interesting sight. 1In fact these poor little
ones have as good educational facilities as the children of prosper-
ous parents, whilst their religious training is carefully looked after.

[ wish to draw the attention of the charitably disposed to a
want that has been long felt in the Institution, namely: a properly
equipped dispensary for storing and putting up the medicines.
Hereofore it has been necessary to send out the prescriptions to be
filled. This entails considerable delay, inconvenience and expense.
A medicine chest and supply of medicines would be a very accept-
able gift, and it is to be hoped that they will soon be supplied.

[ sincerely trust that the Nisters will receive every possible
assistance in the work they are doing. There is no more worthy
charity than this; and hundreds of little waifs, who would other-
wise swell the criminal population, are made useful members of
society. The results speak for themselves, and even the most
critical would, T believe, have difficulty in finding any cause for
fau!t finding.
