STUDHNG SHOH
REMOVAL METHDS

Suggests That City Might Un-
dertake to Keep Sidewalks
Clear—More Medern Machin-
ery Required

The heavy snowfail has drawn the at-
tention of the commissioner of public
works to some problems involved in
clearing the streets after such a storm.
He is now giving the matter some study
with the hope of evolving a more satis-
factory method of dealing with an emer-
gency of this kind when it may arise
again,

At present the city’s force of men and
teams is being kept busy levelling and
removing the smow in the ,streets
through which the street car tracks run.
hen this work is finished the other
streets will be attendea to and the su-
perintendent of streets has hopes that
the entire job’ will be Anished by Thurs-
day night.- - 4

On Saturday morning the sidewalk
ploughs were sent around but the snow
was so deep and so  heavy that they
were unable to make much - impression
on the drifts and so were called in at
noon. Since then the public works de-
partment has not done anything more
to the sidewalks but will begin again,
this time with scrapers, when the mid-
dle of the streets has peen attended to.
According to the city law, each ten-
ant, occupant or owner of a building is
required to removc ‘the snow from ' the
sidewalk in front of his premises to the
edge of the sidewalk and also to clear
the gutter opposite his prer-ises. -In or-
der to aid the citizens, the city has been
in the hablt of sending the sidéwalk
ploughs around but this has been pure-
ly gratuitous. As a matter of fact,
few citizens have complied with the full
requirements of fhe law and the city
employes usually have to finish the
work.

Commissioner Fisher is inclined to be-
lieve that the law, as . it stands, may
work a hardship in some cases and he
feels that the clearing of the sidewalk
to such an extent as to make it passable
might be all that should be required of
4 householder. However, he is not pre-
pared to recommend any change in the
by-law at present. .

The commissioner is considering the
advisability of ‘the city undertaking the
sidewalk work
manner and, among other suggestions to
which he is giving attention, is one for
the use of sweeners, such as are used on
the paved streets in the summer. Such
a sweeper, if Hut to work when the
snow begins tc fall might keep the side-
walks clear of snow and prevent its ac-
cumulation,

Another difficulty has been found at
tk > crossings and, in some cases on the
sidewalks, where the snow has accumu-
lated until it becomes packed solid and
cannot be removed with shovels. He is
considering the censtruction of a horse-
drawn machine armed with cutters
which would tea: up this and permit of
its removal.

Guga TGS cowivg) Varied Work of
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the Boy Scouts

Proficiency Badges Awarded for
Skill in Many Lines of Activities
---The Qualified Cook Always

Popular

Ottawa, Dec. 19—Boy Scout efficiency
is, in a very large measure, aided and
encouraged by the proficiency _badges.
Boy Scout training includes a wide var-
iety of subjects and the scout who is suc-
cessful in passing tests on each subject
is entitled to a proficiency badge for each
subject; that is, if a boy is smart enough
he may win thirty or more of these
badges. And the boy who is efficient
in all, or nearly all the subjects is well
developed both in mind and body.

A great many of the scouts, however,
try to become more efficient in some
subjects than in others; and it is mostly
the case in every province that from time
to time a certain group of subjects are
more favored than others. For instance,
in Ontario during the past year, 290
Scouts were awarded the ambulance
badge, 220 the laundrymen badge, 220
the pathfinder badge, and 214 the cyclist

dge, ;In comparison, only twenty-
five qualified for the electrician badge,
eight/ for the friend-to-animals badge,
twenty-nine for the pioneer badge, eight
for the photographer badge, three for the
prospector badge, twenty for the sign-
aller badge, etc. Of course it would be
unfair to score the boys for not taking
more interest in certain subjects, with-
out first looking into local conditions and
determining whether or not it would be
feasible for them to qualify in one sub-
ject as easily as in another.

In Quebec Province, during the past
year the fireman badge had ninety-seven
more winneps than any other badge, 276
scouts qualifying for this badge. The
missioner badge was next, with 179 win-
ners; the ambulance badge next with 188
winners and the laundryman badge fol-
lowing closely with 127 winners.

In Manitoba, as in Quebec, consider-
ably more fireman badges were won than
any other. The total number of fire-
men badges awarded was 170. The mis-
sioner badge which was next in order,
had 180 winners. In Manitoba, the
handyman badge seems to be more pop-
ular than In any other province. Strange
to say, in nearly every province consid-
erably more laundryman badges were
won this year than ever before. This
applies particularly to Ontario and Que-
bec. In order to qualify for _this badge
the Scout must wash and finish garments

of linen, cotton, wool and flannel, includ- | Ltd.

ing dressing a shirt, and a theoretical test
as the examiner may requiree To win

. the fireman badge, the scout must have

a knowledge of chutes, ropes, jumping
sheets and fire extinguishers. He must
pass tests in the fireman’s lift, dragging
patients and passing buckets, and have
a knowledge of how to turn in an alarm,
how to enter burning buildings and work
in fumes, how to prevent the spread of

Iﬂre, how to prevent bush fires, how to

rescue animals, ete., ete

Another badge which has many
winners in most of the provinces is ‘the
cooks’ badge. Any boy who can cook
a good meal while out on a tramp or in
camp is usually held in high esteem by
his fellow scouts, and so most scouts
show a desire to be efficient in this sub-
ject, In order to qualify for the cooks’
badge the scout must be able to lay and
light a fire and make a cooking place
with a few bricks, stones or logs; cook
the following dishes: Porridge, Irish
stew, vegetables, plain egg omelet, bofled,
fried, scrambled and poached eggs, make
‘tea, coffee, or cocoa, rice puddings, batter
pudding and pan cakes, also clean and
cook fish. He must be able to mix dough
and bake bread in an oven or make a
damper or twist (round steak) at a
camp fire. He must have a knowledge of
the methods used in cooking meats and
explain the uses of baking powder and
baking soda.

200,000 SLAVES OF
DRUGS IN N. Y. STATE

Number of Child Addicts is In-
creasing and Traffic is Greater
Than Ever

Statements that there are 200,000 drug
addicts in the state of New York, that
the ‘number is increasing daily, that an
increasing number of children are ‘us-
ing drugs, and that there is more trade
in drugs through illegitimate channels
than ever before, were made in that city
recently before a legislative committee,
of which Senator George H. Whitney
is chairmdn, which is seeking informa-
tion on which to base new legislation
or amendments to the Bolland act.

Assistant ' District Attorney Unger
made the declaration regarding the num-
ber of addicts. He said the Tombs
physicians had handled 12,000 cases,
and tHat it was a mistake to make the
possessor of drugs a criminal, since thus
he was prevented, through fear, from
coming Jforward for treatment.

Dr. Ernest C. Bishop, who has studied
the subject in state institutions, said
that in the workhouse there are “swarms
of youngsters in their teens who are
drug victims.” He said that, despile
the new laws, there are more drugs,
principally heroin, passing through il-
legitimate channels than ever before,
and that “doctors, lawyers, ministers
and clerks out of number” are drug ad-
It would be a sin to shut off
these men suddenly, he said, urging
great care in the drafting of legisla-
tion,
District Attorney Martin expressed
the belief that a federal law is a neces-
sity, so that the drugs may be traced
from manufacturer to user.

Dr. Charles F. Stokes, medical di-
rector of the board of inebriety, in
charge of the city farm colony at War-
wick for the treatment of inebriates and
drug victims, said at a recent meeting
at the City Club that there were fully
500,000 drug users in the United States,
possibly 1,000,000, and that 80 per cent.
of them were heroin addicts.

“These addicts,” he said, “are recruit-
ed almost exclusively from boys and
girls in the perioddf adolescence. It is
a gang addiction. Heroin is the nar-
cotic cigarette.”

MUCH DAMAGE DONE AT

HALIFAX TERMINALS|

(Halifax Chronicle.)

Besides doing a lot of damage in Hali-
fax and along the coast the storm re-
vived the discussion regarding the loca-
“Ocean Terminals.”
Since the results of the damage to the
terminals by the storm have become gen-

erally known there has arisen in full

vigor the old dispute as to whether the
site chdsen for these tzrminals was the
best possible to be obtained in Hali-
fax harbor. Shipping men and engin-
eers who have followed the history of
these terminals closely are once more
divided on the question,

“] told you so,” was the comment of
many who had opposed the scheme from
the outset, when they heard of the
havoc that had been wrought at the
new piers by Saturday’s storm. “That
is about the worst place in the harbor
during a southessterly gale,” said ome
well-known shipping man. “It is more
exposed than any other and always has
been. I have seen worse seas in Hali-
fax harbor than those of Seturday, but

the undertow in that section of the hnr-[

bor is such that, with any kind of real
blow, the Ocean Terminals will be a
poor place for a steamer to be lying.”
The net damage done at the Ocean
Terminals by the storm is as follows:
One tug sunk in the basin of No. 1
pier; ope scow upset in the same basin;
fifteen feet of the north wall of No. 2
pier carried away; the starboard plates
of a steamer docked at No. 1 pier dent-
ed and unriveted for twenty feet; the

heavy granite blocks at the top of the|

wall of the same pier cracked and lifted
by the pounding of the steamer; and
another steamer docked }t‘herc_alsq in-
jured. In addition to this a steamer
anchored “off - Géorge’s Tslawd “‘dragged
her anchor early Saturday morning and
grounded against the bulkhead dump-
ing, which tends to show that the seas
and undertow in that portion of the

harbor are aboul *he worst in the har-

bor.

THE NATIONAL DUTY

Of course every man who receives one
of the national service cards which are
to be distributed broadcast through the
post offices will feel it incumbent on
him to fill out and return the card. That
§s the least he can do in a great na-
tional crisis, whether he approves of
the general inaction of the government
or not. Canada is not organized for
war, and she should have been so or-
ganized a long time since. An address
delivered last week by Mr. Bernard K.
Bandwell, ‘editor of the Montreal Finan-
¢ial Times, goes to the root of the miat-
fer. He wants what is called in Eng-
Jand the “ginger principle” introduced
gnto the business of government in Can-
#da. He pleads for “vastly increased ef-
ficlency in the economic life of .the
gountry during the war, the repression
pf luxury and of profiteering so far as
possible, and a strict control by the
state of both labor and capital until
peace is restored” He contended that
s nation which by the suppression of
surplus
economic power available for war could
maintain a universal service army in
the fleld almost indefinitely; and it was
time that Canada diverted a much larger
portion of her energies from luxury to
war business, but this could not be done
by voluntary effort.”

In other words, the government should
pet promptly and decisively.

“People who have made a lot of easy
gooney,” said Mr. Sandwell, “are bound
o spend it easily. They. must either be
prevented from making it or prevented
from spending it on luxury and foolish-
mess—prevented from spending it at all
beyond the amount necessary for decent
and tolerable living. Sir Thomas ‘White,
pur minister of finance, who showed
wery little interest in such matters be-
fore he went to England this autumn,
and even left without waiting to start
the much-talkeg-of thrift campaign, has
geturned with his eyes opened, and
Ahoroughly convinced of the necessity
for the devotion of Canada’s whole en-
grgies to the prosecution of the war.

* “Today, men are working in munition
plants who ought to be at the front.
They have, today, a prefectly good ex-
cuse, for there is a shortage of labor in
munition plants, and if these men left for
the front their places at:the bench would
e empty and the delivery of shells would
4all off. But men are working in candy
gactories who ought to -be‘working in
gnunition plants—and not candy factories
alone, but movie shows, automobile gar-
mges, luxurious restaurants, florists’ hot-
houses——-xhen who ought to be working in
munition plants, and who could just as
geadily be trained for those plants as the
women who have nobly rallied to that
work in the last eight or twelve months.
1t is for the state to lay-a stern haud on
the businesses which @eal with the non-
essentials of human life, regulate and re-
duce their output, close them down if
thought desirable, convert their plants, if
possible, to something really useful and
divert their employes to tasks which

- gnean something for the service of the

war. :
“This compulsion to york and stop-
page of unnecessary work, would con-
¢ribute enormously to the renewgl of cn-
fistment. What is the great obstacle to
wecruiting today? Simply the gigantic
gndustrial activity of the country, and the
demand for labor. Men are not enlist-
ing because their firms are busy and
meed them, because their wages are rais-
ed, because they would have to make a
positive financial sacrifice. Employers,
who were so vociferous for recruiting
when Canada was threatened with a
surplus of unemployed whom they might
have been called on to support, are now
as silent as clams; they dare not urge
men to enlist whose departure would
eompel them to refuse good profitable or-
ders and let business go out of the coun-
try.

“A statesman with a definite pro-
gramme for the state control of man
power and factory power, and with the
eourage of his convictions, could very
easily do for Canada today what Lloyd
George has done for England.

“In every belligerent country in
Europe, indiyidual liberty has been cheer-
fully surrendered for the duration of the
war, and every man, woman and child
has recognized the right of the state to
send its members whither it will and use
them as their capacities permit. We in
Canada are a belligerent country, but we
are very close to the greatest, the richc.t,
the most self-contented of the neutrals.
And we are acting as if we thought that
the condition of that neutral was a prop-
er condition for us to imitate.”

A statesman with a definite pro-
gramme for the state-control of man-
power and factory-power, and with the
courage of his convictions is not found
in the Borden cabinet. What Sir Thomas
‘White discovered in England has not
‘Dbeen discovered by his colleagues. They
are still marking time. The December
circular of the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce points out the need of government
@ction when it says:

“There is undoubtedly an unnecessa-y
expenditure of the limited supply of
labor at our disposal upon the production
of non-essential things, the demand for
which is due to the regrettable lack of
appreciation of the Empire’s needs in
.the herculean struggle now proceeding,
The ecconomy now to be desired means

more than the mere seiting aside of that
proportion of income not required for
comfortable living, it means the conser-
vation of our industrial energy and man
power So as that they may be applied to
strengthening the pressure exerted on
the enemy. Large as our /exports have
become, it is quite noticeable that our
imports are also growing appreciably,i
and include many non-essentials. As
long as our trade returns disclose such
facts it is obvious that however desirous
some of the people of Canada may be of
doing ‘their utmost for the - Empire’s
cause; their wishes are not being rea-
lized. Some extravagances have been
limited by legislation, but it would ap-
pear that further steps are necessary lo:
enforce the necessity for economy on the'
people in order to organize effectually!
the nation’s resources for war purposes.” ,

How long will the governmeht remain
deaf to the voices on all sides calling for
action? Where is the statesman with the
definite programme and the courage of
his convictions?

!

A very interesting situation has been
brought about by the resignation of Col.
Stanfield, M.P., following that of his
brother, Mr. Frank Stanfield, M.L.A.
Sir Robert Borden might ignore the res-
ignation of Frank Stanfield,but he can-
not lightly skip ‘around that of his
friend, the chief whip of the Conservative
party. Col. Stanfield is very emphatic.
“T will stand no more from the minister
of railways,” he said last night to the
Ottawa correspondent of the St. John
Standard. And the same correspondent
says the resignation has “cgused a great
political sensation at Ottawa,” and “has
rendered action of some kind on the part
of the prime minister necessary,” What
will Sir Robert do about it? Will he
discipline the minister of ralways and
Mr. Gutelius, or will he go on as usual
iand wait for another prod from  ,some
quarter?

'{ nization is concerned since this time last

year, and shows very little promise of
any change in the future. We have ap-
pointed one or two commissions and, one
or two directors, and in the purely bust-
ness matter of organizing the output of
munitions we have made some progress,
about as much as could be made so long
‘as we resolutely refuse to interfere with
| the private control of factories and the
{ private judgment of individuals as to
| whether they will work in them or not.
Most of this progress is to be credited to
Imperial authorities on the one hand
and Canadian industrial leaders on the
other.

We are at present promised a sort of
cansus of man-power early in 1917. It
was at first intimated that nobody would
be compelled to give information for this
census, which would make it a costly
but amusing joke; whether the govern-
ment has been laughed out of this idea
or not we do not know, but the latest
intimations from Ottawa suggest that
persons who do not.give ‘nformation may
lay themselves open to penalty. It ap-
pears likely to be an extremely casual
census, and there is no sign as yet that
the government will make use of the in-
formation acquired to lay a strong hand
upon the workers in non-essential em-
ployments and make them do something
that will help in the war.

Conscription for overseas service ap-
pears to have been relegated to the do-
main of impossibilities. Much time has
been wasted during the ycar in toying
with this proposal and making futile ef-
forts to educate the population up to it;
but the result of the Australian vote
seems to have convinced everybody that
in the absence of  immediate physical
danger to Canada herself the compulsory
enlistment of Canadians to fight abroad
is politically impossible. There are, how-
vever, several perfectly feasible means
wherehy Canadian man-power can be.
