The missing schooner, one of the 
Youngs’ craft, carried Captain Augustin 
Boutillier, his two sons and also Joseph 
Boudreau. Most of the men were married 
and leave large families.

A coasting steamer which has been1 
cruising the bay since the disaster yes­
terday brought to port the bodies of five 
men, all of whom were found on Miecou 
island at the mouth of the bey. Today, 
with flag at half mast, she steamed into 
Caraquet with the bodies of four more.

The ice chaniber, if one is careful not 
to place any food in it, may be kept in 
perfect condition with a thorough cleans­
ing ofice a week. Remove the ice and 
the bars it rests on! Do not use warm 
water. Take cool water, with any of 
the cleansing powders or a little am­
monia, and wipe every inch and corner 
of the space, and flush .the pipe with 
cold water. A little cold water will not 
flush the pipe, you need a force or a de­
luge of water which acts like a torrent 
to sweep the drain pipe of anything it 
may contain.

All food should be kept covered. The 
little granite pails of different sizes that 
may be purchased for ten cents are most 
valuable in the refrigerator, 
ties should be kept dosed -with a paper 
cap or a cup turned over the top.

Not enough thought or knowledge is 
given to the drainage or waste pipe. 
Many drain pipes connect directly with 
the sewer system of our homes. This is 
very unsafe. The only safe way to do

this is to have a reliable plumber arrange 
the pipes so there may be no direct con­
nection between the se*er and where 
food is kept.

The old wooden-lined ice boxes may 
be freshened and the musty smell re-

of lime. Wash the entire inside with a 
strong solution of soda water. Dry in 
the sun, if possible; if pot, leave open 
until perfectly dry. Mix a quart of 
quicklime with water to a consistency 
of cream.

Refrigerators are supposed to be neces­

sary to the preservation of food, but 
many times through carelessness, they 
are exactly the opposite.

A good (not necessarily an expensive) 
refrigerator is a profitable investment; 
but, unless one knows or studies it from 
all sides, in, out, up, and down, we of­
ten find a refrigerator is a very ex­
pensive house furnishing.

The best arranged are those having 
the ice chamber on one side, with a 
swinging door. This space should be 
large enough to store at least 125 pounds 
of ice, and the ice chamber should not 
be open.

Ice is wasted by constant contact with 
warm air from outside, 
should be any food kept in this ice 
space. The only things permissible are 
the water bottles, which should be fill­
ed and laid inside.

the Dominion: According to these, Can­
ada’s total land area is 1,401,816,415 
acres, of which 7.18 per cent., or 109,777,- 
085 acres are occupied as farm lands. 
The estimate of possible farm land is 
given at 440,951,000 acres, or thirty-one 
per cent of the total. Of course, in the 
prairies, the percentage of arable lands 
is very much higher. For instance, in 
Saskatoon’s great district, upwards of 
90 per cent of the land is suitable for 
agricultural purposes and merely about 
ten per cent, of it is as yet under the 
plow.

Facts such as the foregoing are begin­
ning to impress the general public at 
something akin to their true significance. 
That we are all dependent upon the 
farmer has long been one of the most 
commonplace platitudes which we have 
iterated and reiterated parrotlike. We 
have it by heart and repeat it just as a 
child does some abstruse grammatical 
rule the real meaning of which he may 
never comprehend.

(Montreal Journal of Commerce)
On all the oceans and inland seas of 

the globe there are 39,059 vessels, both 
steam and sail, of 100 tons and upward, 
according to the Repertoire General of 
the Rureau Veritas for 1913-14. Of 
these vessels 17,135 have propelling ma­
chinery and are classified as steamers, 
and the remaining 21,924 are sailing ves­
sels. This shows to be erroneous the 
common belief that the use of sails as 
a motive power for vessels is almost ob­
solete.

The United Kingdom easily leads all 
nations both in thé number and tonnage 
of its merchant marihe. Under the Brit­
ish flag are 11,589 vessels. In the United 
States merchant marine there are 4,096 
vessels. But in tonnage of sailing ves­
sels of fifty tons and upward, the United 
States leads the world with 1,214,974 
tons. Great Britain is second with 935,- 
467 tons of sailing craft of fifty tons and 
over.

While there is no definite information 
available showing 
motor vessels, either in the world, or in 
any one country, the total number is 
certainly enormous. The only available 
figures are those of the United States 
Commission of Navigation, by which 
alone there are over pOO.OOO power vessels 
a large percentage of which are used for 
freight work, fishing and commercial 
passenger transportation. These figures 
show that in the United States there are 
seventy-times times as many motor ve­
hicles as there are vessels in the combin­
ed fleet of both steam and sailing mer­
chant marine of the whole world. In 
motor vessels used for both pleasure^ and 
commerce the British Empire would 
probably make a greater showing in 
both numbers and tonnage than the 
United States. The average tonnage of a 
forty-foot boat is five tons, so that it is 
clear that the tonnage of the world’s mo­
tor craft would be very great and would 
approach that of the steam and sailing 
vessels. This enormous fleet of power

At the opening of the afternoon ses­
sion A. K. Mcl.ean called attention to 
the superiority of Halifax over St. John 
as the landing point for the transatlan­
tic mails. He read a memorial from the 
Halifax board of trade which claimed 
that Halifax had an advantage on the 
average of twelve hours and forty-three 
minutes over St. John for mails from 
Liverpool to Montreal. He pointed out 
that the mail contract last year had pro­
vided that the steamship companies 
should be left free to choose the port at 
which they would land mails but said 
that he was convinced that the govern­
ment had used it^ influence to secure the 
transfer of the Koval line steamers from 
Halifax to St. John.

Mr. Hazen thought if the people of 
Halifax and St. John would pay less at­
tention to quarrelling and would get to­
gether so as to arrive at some unanimity 
it would he better for all concerned. Mr. 
Hazen said that St. John for years had 
never had an opportunity until the re­
cent contract was signed to demonstrate 
the advantages Of its port. This con­
tract gave the mail carriers ,an option to 
go to either port. Mr. Hazen explained 
that the experiments had shown that St. 
John could handle the mails with equal 
facility with Halifax. He read a letter 
from N. E. Marshall, of the Toronto 
'board of trade, who said there was very 
little difference in the time of the ar­
rival of the mail either from St. John or 
from Halifax. Mr. Hazen said that he 
proposed in future in the signing of any 
contract for the delivery of mail that St. 
John should be given consideration. 
There would be a division of services 
between the two ports. He did not see 
how there could be any fault to And 
with such an arrangement.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley said that under the 
Gutelius-Bosworth agreement freight was 
being hauled on the I. C. R. for less than 
three-tenths of a cent per ton which 
could not cover the actual cost of oper­
ation. What the people in St. John 
complained of was that the government 
had not told the C. P. R. they should 
get the same rates as those prevailing 
<>n all the different steamship lines which 
come to Halifax. However, the govern­
ment had entered into an agreement lim­
ited to C. P. R. mail steamers and had 
specially provided that in order to get 
these lower rates they must make Hali­
fax their terminus.

Referring to the proposition to sub­
mit the matter to the railway commis­
sion, Mr. Pugsley said that since the 
government, through the minister of 
rine and fisheries, had told the St. John 
Board of Trade that no matter what the 
decision of the railway commission, the 
agreement would go into operation and 
remain in operation, it did not make 
much difference anyway.

The postmaster-general denied that St. 
John had got the double cross in regard 
to mail matters. An arrangement had 
been made, he said, whereby letter mails 
would be sent from both Halifax and 
St. John by special trains. This could 
not be done, however, so long as the 
British department sends the bulk of 
the letters for Canada via New' York.

Premier Bolden said that the sending 
of mails from London was governed to 
a considerable degree by the rules of the 
International Postal Union.
