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THE HOUSING PROBLEM

It will be interesting, in connection
with the meeting to be held in this eity
next week under the auspices of the board
' of trade and the Canadian Clubs, to take
note of what is being dome elsewhere in
the matter of providing better housing ac-
commodation.

Pake for example the city of Halifax.
The housing conditions there, as in 8t.
John, are not eatiefactory. The city is
shout to elect a board of control and
Ven. Archdeacon Armitage believes this
to be an appropriate time to raise the ques-
tion of bettar housing. He has, therefore,
sent the following letter to the candid-
ates for the board of control and an-
nounces that the matter is %o be follow-
ed up.

“The problem of the housing of the
working classes is becoming more acute
all the time, snd I find that there is a con-
stant increase in the cost of rent. Just
. mow many people are at their wits’ end to
find a roof to cover them. In my judg-
ment this is the time to bring forward
! again the plan proposed for the erection
. of model dwellinge. I write to ask, if you

will, if elected to the Board of Comtrol,

vote for such municipal interest in the

" scheme, as will allow the city to gusran-
tee the interest at the rate of 4 per cent.
on' the proposed outlay of $120,000, the
city holding the land and buildings for ee-
curity.”

It will be seen that under this plan,
which has been considered in \En.liflx be-
fore, the city would give aid to" the hous-
ing project by guaranteeing interest on the
investment, taking care, of course, to get
proper security.

The question of providing better ‘houses
for the agricultural population in England
has lately been receiving a great deal of
attention, and a bill has been introduced
in the house of commons providing for
the erection of cottages, each with three
bedrooms, and each with one-eighth of an
acr¢ of land, at rents within the meh
of those for whom they would be built.
Describing the plane proposed in thie bill
an Echange says:

" «Two methods of eupplying the cottages

are. dealt with—(1) for owners of land,

and (2) for local guthorities. Money is
to- be lent for the purpose by the state
both to owners of land and to district
~gouncils, repayable in 68 1-2 years. In re-
turn for the loan the owner is to pro-
vide the land fraé, and the remnt chargeable
ie mot to exceed 2. a week. In the case
of the district council conducting the
building the higher rent of 2s. 8d. a week
will be charged, consequent on the pur-

_chase of the land and other charges. Neith-

er owners mor local authorities may make

any profits out of the tenants. No charge
is to fall on the rates where owners of
land are induced to build.”

MCH MORE CHEERY

Mentreal's Optimistic View of
Reduction of the Bank Rate

Montreal, Aprfl 19—The Gazette says:

“Locally much, is expected of the redue-
tion in the Bank of England’s discount
rate, both through the direct effect of
restoring confidence abroad and facilita
ting the sale of Canadian securities and
indirectly through' the natural reaction of
easier money abroad on the money posit-
ion in Canada. The Bank of England rate
is, however, abnormally high for this sear
son of the year. Easing of funds here,
which will come with the sale of securi-

ties abroad, immigration and the opening
of mavigation must soon be followed by
preparations for'the moving of what is
hoped will be record crops in the fall.
The outlook, while, encouraging for mod-

erate improvement in the early summer

months, is not one to give the stock mark-
ets grounds for expecting any great ac-
tivity or any sustained movement in
prices. Action like that taken by the
Bank of Montreal and the Bank of Com-
merce yesterday (announcing the distribu-
tion of an .extra 1 p. ¢. in the form of a
bonus to shareholders) is, however, good
reason for Canadians to shake off any
feeling of depression that may have gx-
isted Tecently, and to take an optimistic
view of the business outlook.

IN DEFIANCE
OF GAGGERS

Russian Rule is Not for Canada,
Says Mr. Verville

HOOTED BY THE TORIES

The Labor Man is Not Discon-
certed—Will Speak in Consti-
tuencies of Ministers, and Says
They Will beWelcome to Move

Amendments

Ottawa, April 16—Reinforced by direct
messages from 171 labor organizatiops in
Canada, representing some 80,000 artisans
and mechanics, Mr. Alphonse Verville, the
Labor member from Maisonneuve, served
notice upon the govemment in a spmted|
speech tonight that labor in Canada defin-
itely declined to submit to arbitrary and
unconstitutional gag methods not approved
by the electors of the dominion. “So strong !
is the feeling against this thing among
the labor interests which I represent
here,” said Mr. Verville, “that. they have
lost all confidence in the present govern-
ment. Labor knows the hurt of arbitrary
methode and dictatorship. It is exactly
what labor will not stand for in the coun-
try; it is exactly what common-sense peo-
ple of all classes will not stand for in
Canada, and it is exactly what their re-
presentative in parliament will not stand
for. i

To Carry War Into Africa

“You have my sympathy, Mr. Speaker,”
continuéd the labor member. “I imagine
the position you are going to be in if they
call on you to enforce this. thing, especial-
ly in my case, I see the premier and the
minister of marine from St. John. I want
to play fair with them and tell them Ppank-
ly what is going on in their ridings. If
the government does not bring on the elec-
tion too quickly I am going down to the
minister’s constituency and meet the
labor, men . there, particularly the 1,200
’longshorémen, to tell them exactly what
tranespired in this house last Wednesday,
and how good and kind the minister from
St. John was to take from me the right
I had as their representative to make
amendment to this iniquitous measure. 1
want to tell the premier that I am accept-
ing the same invitation from his riding
_of Halifax, and I ghall tell the labor men
there the same story.” ' (Conservative
hoots).

“Al]l right, gentlemen,” responded Mr.
Verville, “that ie my intention, and when
I make up my mind I have not seen any
of you stop me. And the men of those
citics won’t gag.me. They won’t put any
closure in force. There will be no moving !
of the previous question, and if either of
thé premier or the minister of marine
want to come there and move any amend-
ments they will be welcome.” ' (Renewed
Conservative hooting).

“All nght boot ‘away,” replied M!\
Verville,” and if thie gag Tule. passes —
(Conservative hear, hears).

“Yes, ‘hear, hesr)” reiterated Mr.
Verville,. amid liberal applause; ‘“but re-
member this: you just try to apply it on
me when I am talking. You will find that
Ruesian rule is not for Canada.”

Mr. Verville was succeeded by Mr. La-
pointe of Kamouraska, who continued the
debate.

IN' PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, April 18—The house today pass-
ed a resolution that $3,000,000 should be
advanced to the Quebec Harbor Commis-
sion for improvements at that port. Que-
bec has borrowed $4,154,195 from the gov-
ernment and has never paid interest
whichnow amounts to $3,479,057, making a
total indebtedness to the government of
$7,633,252. In addition it has sold deben-
tures to the public amounting to $1,750,-
G00 and these are made a charge prior to
the government indebtedness.

A government proposal to vote $10,000,-
000 for agricultural education was put
through ‘and a bill based upon it was put
to the committee stage, where Mr. Carvell
moved that the money be voted annually.

This caused the government to hold the
bill in the committee stage.

The patronage troubles of the govern-
ment are illustrated by two returns tabled
in the commons today. One return order-
ed by the house on motion of Mr. Carvell
on December 7, 1911, gives the official
correspondence in regard to dismissals and
appointments during the first two months
of the Borden administration. It contains
no less than 2,677 pages.

The other return deals with dismissals
and appointments in the constituency of
Edmonton alone between October 10, 1911,
and November 21, 1912. It contains 2,955
pages. Judging by these samples the -ag-
gregate troubles of the ministers over the
experiences of  place-holding, place-making
and place-filling can be better imagined
than described.

Ottawa, April 18—During the fiscal year
ended March 31, 1013, 402,432 lmmlgranta
arrived in Canada. Thls total is made up
of 150,542 British, 139,009 from the United
States, and 112,881 from all other coun-
tries combined.

Competition For Canal Business

In view of the approaching completion
»i the Panama Canal, all indications now
point to keen competition between the
various steamship lines concerned. So far,
however, it is evident that the British
and German companies will be chiefly in-
volved. ' Their interests, in fact, conflict

at almost every point.

It is already kmown, for instance, that
the Royal Mail Steam Packet Company in-
tends to maintain a round-the-world ser-
vice through the waterway. At present
the Glen and Shire line steamers, which
are under its ownership, run to the Far
Faet via Suez, and it is planned that they
shall extend their sailings as far as Van-
couver, Seattle and Ban Francieco, and
other porte on the west coast of North
America, 80 as to connect with the Royal
Mail steamers from Europe via Panama.
As a matter of fact, with a view to the de-
velopment of trade before the ehort water
route between the Atlantic and the Paci-
fic is opened, chartered vessels under the
compeny’s control began running across
the North Pacific to the Orient on April

12,

A eomewhat similar itinerary s propoe-
ed by the Hamburg-American line, though
the mervice at first will be for cargo only.
In eddition, the German concern is inter-
ested in a scheme which has been put for-
ward by Bernard Baker, who was presi-
dent of the Atlantic Transport Company
before its inclugion in the Morgan com-
bine, for sailings between New York and
San Francisco, vis Colon and other canal
ports. This ie, of course, coastwise trade,
which is at present conffmed to American
ships, but foreign investors can hold ghares

in the owning companies.

About a year ago Mr. Baker, who is
only American
shipowner who has been able to make a
trans-Atlantio eervice pay, endeavored to
raise capital in/ the United States for an
jnter-Oceanic line, but, in consequence of
the hostility of the railroad interests, he
did not succeed. . During a recent visit to
Berlin, however, he discussed the plans
with Herr Ballin, director-general of the
Hamburg-American line, with the result
that it was decided to pat German money
If this project is car-
ried out ten steamers of 10,000 tons each
will be built for the route in American
yards, according to designs approved by
the United States naval authorities, and
with epecial reference to their employ-
ment as auxiliary cruisere or for transport
‘purposes in time of war. An effort will

London, April 9—If you ere an author
and find it hard work to get inepiration,
be of good cheer, for here are some hints
that may bear golden fruit. They were
furnished by Stanley Paul, a London pub-
lisher, who says they are used, with the
happiest results, by British story-tellers
whose fame is world-wide. Paul declined
to divulge the names of the authors, but
here are the hints, anyway, for what they
may be worth.

“QOne famous authoress,” eaid the pub-
lisher, “goes to St. Paul’s Cathedral to
think out her plots. She finds the silence
of the place fascinating and stimulating
to her imagination. Another authoress,
whose name is a household word, lies on
her back on ber bedroom  floor when
wrestling with elimazes and disposing of
the fortunes of her heroes and heroines.
One author walks up and down his study
in a fever of anxiety till the inspiration
penetrates his brain.”

Paul made these disclosures while dis-
cussing the literary situation generally
with the writer. He is well qualified to
do this, for in the last four years he has
built up a big publishing business and has
just absorbed that of Greening & Com-
pany, a well-known firm. He expressed
the opinion that the “sex” movel has
had ite day, and said that the movel of
“gdventure” was a drug on the market.
“Personally,” he added, “I have most
hope of the historical movel, and am de-
monstrating my belief by including no
fewer then fourteen romances dealing with
history, in my spring list.”

It is funny, somehow, to think
of Barrie in Paris, and, if I am not mis-
taken, this was only his eecond visit to
the gay city, the first having been paid
when “Peter Pan.” was produced there in
English, by Charles Frohman, six or seven
years ago. Anyhow, it seems that Barrie
took in the sprightly and wicked Mont-
martre region for the first time last week,
and appeared to be immensely tickled by
all he eaw there.

Shy and reserved as the author of
“What Every Woman Knows” is with
strangers, all who know him agree that he
can be real good company when he is sur-
rounded by friends, and the acquaintance
of mine who noticed him at the Abbaye
Theleme, the most English of Parisian
night resorts, says that he was like no-
thing so much as a boy out of school. One
would have liked to overhear the talk at
Barrie’s table, by the bye, for his com-
panions were -none other than three of
the fellow-craftemen mentioned, in the
persons of the author of “The Four Feath-
ers,” E. V. Lucas; the biographer of
Charles Lamb and one of the most delight-
ful of writers in English, and Haddon
Chambers, who gave us, “The Tyranny of
Tears” and, more recently, “Passers-by.”

“For once,’ said my acquaintance,
‘“Barrie was smoking a long black cigar

London, April 18—1 have taken, as your
reader know, two vacations within the last
six monthe with Lloyd George. I found
a very remarkable difference between his
temper on the two occasions. Last year I
arrived at Marienbad, a pretty little water
cure resort in Bohemia, a couple of days
after he had got there. 1 was almost
shocked to see the condition he was in.
He seemed utterly worn out. I have seen
him in that etate many times before; it
all comes from the same cause.

As he gaid himself he was a true Celt in
finding it hard to start work, but he
found it even harder to stop work once
he has begun. And the result is that he
goes on working until he is ready to drop.
It is work not merely in the House of
Commons and for certain hours of the day.
He has already got through what would
be a full days’ work to eny ordinary man
long before he gets to the House of Com-
mons. He has a habit which his friends,
including myself, have managed to give up,
of inviting a number of people to his
breakfast, sometimes officials of his depart-
ment, sometimes influential journalists,
sometimes distinguished foreigners who
wish to see him, and then he lets himself
go, discussing every subject under heaven

ut mainly, of course, political questions.

Then he goes to the treasury chambers
and examines papers, eees deputations, is-
sues orders, fights with all the beasts of
Ephesus, including the doctors, who have
been trying to destroy his insurance act.

When he goes to the House of Commons
he nearly always gits in hie room and there
again he spends most of his time in seeing
and talking to people. He talks to every-
body; there is open sesame to every mem-
ber of the house, whether he is a political
friend or foe; you as often find a Tory
there as a Liberal. Once I saw him and
Colonel Lockwood, a leading Tory and
chairman of the kitchen committee, a very
important position in the internal econ-
omy of the House of Commons, eating to-
gether elices of German blackbread with
tea; Lloyd George had supplied the tea
and Colonel Lockwood had brought the
black bread; it was at a moment when the
tariff issue was being keenly debated, and
Lloyd George had compared the black
bread eaten by the German with the
beautiful white bread consumed by his
English brother.

Till Late at Night

Lloyd George stays at the house till
eleven o’clock sometimes, like all of us,
he stays there all night if the Tories insist
on an all night sitting. Now and then he
manages to escape and he goes off with
friends to the Savoy or some other great
and gay hotel.

It is singular that this man of the
simplest tastes, who can eat with equal en-
joyment the plainest and the richest food
and probably does not stop to think of the
difference, who rarely touches wine, has
a great love for the life the abundant light
and the gay sturroundings of a restaur-
ant.

The effect of his overwork is that he is
constantly getting ' into & cendition ap-
proaching collapseéi: ' I have ‘seen him go
to sleep from sheet weariness in & railway
carriage while he iwas talking to & friend;

Everything eeemed black in
the political horizon, nothing was going
right with the government and nothing
could go right with them. Of course there
was some ground for dejection at that mo-
ment; for the insurance act was being
worked against Lloyd George and the gov-
ernment and was proving a most effective
instrument before popular audiences in
some parte of the ecountry; and the bye-
elections were going against us. But after
all we had etill our big majority of more
then a hundred; the Liberal party was
united, the Irish were loyal and confident,
and I thought the depression far too deep
for any of the existing conditions.

He Was Worried

I know the explanation now; it was not
merely physical fatigue; it was this hor-
rible Marconi business, which was weigh-
ing upon Lloyd George’s mind. It has
weighed on his mind ever since, and though

he seemed in astonishingly good spirits.

during his trip a few, weeks ago to the
Riviera, it was there still. I had an in-
stinct that everything was not right; and
largely because though Lloyd George dis-
cussed almost every subject under Heaven,
and with that almost childlike frankness
which he shows in private life, he never
made any allusion to the Marconi business.
In moments of apprehension I always fell
back on the reassuring thought that Sir
Rufus Isaacs and- he were, as I thought,
the shrewdest men of my acquaintance and
that two euch men could mever be guilty
of the innocence of investing in shares
which were subject to so much contro-
versy. But of course one must remember
in mitigation of the innocence of the trans-
action that at the time when the Marconi
shares were bought there was no hint or
even whisper of the tornado of abuse and
calumny which hae since broken forth.

It required some imagination to realize
that any man who wae sane or honest
could have imagined that Herbert Samuel,
the postmaster-general, with whom the
main responsibility of the contract with
the Marconi company lay, was capable of
being even charged with any want either
of shrewdness or honesty in such a trans-
action. Herbert Samuel is a political be-
ing pure and simple. Heir to a comfort-
able fortune he never touched business in
his life, from his earliest years he devoled

It was difficult to imagine this young
man as he sat in a London club immacu-
I “turned out” on his way to the Ox-
ford’ and’ Cambridge boat-race, as a grimy
amateur “tramp,” stealing rides on the
trucks of passenger and in the box-cars of
freight trains out west, working his way
aeross the Atlantic as a herder on a cattle
ship, and across the Pacific as an ordinary
steward, as a waiter in cheap restaur-
ant, or “dossing” it and sleeping in public
parks with genuine ‘“down-and-outers” in
the Antipodes. Yet all these things Ralph
Stock has done in the course of as chequer-
ed and picturesque a career as has fallen
to. most writers of books. He has fought
with the “gun-men” of Frisco, slaved in
a western logging camp, and journeyed
through New Guinea and Fiji and played
cricket there with an hereditary king, yet
when I observed that at all events he had
plenty of “material” he remarked that on
the contrary he bad not half enough, but
was planning to start off in a few months’
time for the least known islands of the
Pacific—i. e., the Cook group and Tahiti—
where he proposes to exist as an ordinary
beach-comber and afterward—should he
emerge with a whole skin—to write about
his experiences.

Did Net Like Being Clerk

Ralph Stock declared that he set out
on his world wanderings largely because
he got sick to death of working by artific-
ial light. At nineteen he was a clerk in
the London offices of a big paper-making
company, and loathed it like anything.
At this time he had written a few short
stories and one of them had been accept-
ed by a weekly paper. Most of anything
about his regular employment he disliked
baving to do his work in a “city’” base-
ment into which the rays of the sun never
penetrated, and one day he left and, go-
ing home, quietly informed all parties
concerned, including his renowned sire—
Eliot Stock—that he was going to try his
luck in Canada, and a few weeks after-
ward stepped off a train one day at the
Canadian town of Maple Creek.

Just one hour later this typical “tend-
er-foot” was helping willy-nilly, to fight a
prairie fire, Hardly had he set foot in
the place when a breathless and perspiring
rancher appeared with the shout “Fire
south of Pia Pot Creek, wind rising, all
turn out!” and Stock went with the rest
to lend a hand, being informed that there
was a penalty of $40 to be paid by whoso-
ever refused.

This was a literal “baptism of fire’” and
from that time on the tenderfoot from
London lived the life of the west with a
completeness that left nothing to be de-
sired. For two years he was a cow punch-
er, then he tried raising stock on his own
account, but with little success, and thus
it was that, having no more money in the
bank than he actually needed, he took ws
chance to pay his first visit home by work-
ing his way on a cattle ship and sailed
from Montreal, with a choice ship’s com-
pany, if ever there was one.

On the Cattie Deck

“Never,” he said in describing the trip,
“have I seen such a heterogeneous col-
lection of down-at-heel humanity. For one
wishing to study the ways of the lowest
dregs of this earth, I would advise him
to give the slums of London a rest and
watch the throngs who besiege the offices
of the agents who undertake to supply the
cattle-boats with help at Montreal. Ger-
man and Russian Jews, Doukhobors, Ital-
ians, negroes, broken-down sharks and con-
fidence men from the United States, one-
time moneyed youths from the larger Eng-
lish towns, who in a single month, or less,
in New York, Montreal or Toronto, have
run through the capital given them to
start in business, and are returning on
the off-chance of getting more—all bust-
ling and hustling after the same prize, a
free passage to London.”

The lot of a cattleman on board ehip
has been described too often to make
Stock's experience of the next fortmight
worth describing in detail, but a month
later found him in Winnipeg having ex-

ARMORED AIRSHIP
FOR FRENCH ARMY

Aviator. Bleriot is The
Inventor; Said To
Be Success

PLATE 11 INGHES THICK

France Figuring on Colored Army
of Nearly 26,000 Men in Al-
geria—Luxembourg Museum fo

Be Transferred to St. Sulpice

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Paris, April 8—The French army, which -
has already 178 aeroplanes of the ordinary ™~

scouting type, will soon have a new armor-
plated model, invented by M. Bleriot,
which hae been successfully tried at Bue,
near Versailles. The French military au-
thorities are not keen on revealing the pro-
gress made, but they will not object to a
general description of the new invention.
It is a monoplane, with a steel protection,
both for the pilot and the look-out efficer.
The plate is eleven inches thick, and is
eufficient to resist an ordinary rifle bullet
or ghrapnel,

M, Bleriot has given some details ag Te-
gards the experiments. The aeroplane has
been severely tested, and in a flight made
by M. Perron, who recently beat the
wqud’u altitude record, it reached the
height of more than 9,000 feet, with a pas-
senger, and armor-plated as it was. This
proves that the armor does not: make it
too heavy to rise to a great height.

M. Bleriot has constructed forty-two
types of aeroplanes since he first took to
solving the problem of flight, and this is
one of his most successful designs. Besides
the armor plates it has several other orig-
inal devices. The wings are fitted with
fish-like fins, six on each side, to ensurs
the etability of the machine. The elevat-
ing rudder is in front, and the motor, in-
stead of being in front of the pilot, is plac-
ed i{ehind, and a ehort distance from the
vertical rudder. The protecting armor is
oval in shapg. The look-out officer lies
down in the body of the aeroplane, but he
can see out from a window in front of
him. The motor is an 80 h. p. Gnome, and
the etays and whole framework of the aero-
plane are made sufficiently strong to re-
sist the powerful driving force of the en-
gine.

New Military Balleon

M. Lafon, a French naval leéutenant,
who has devoted himself for years to the
problem of military ballooning, is said to
have invented a naval steerable balloon
which is armored and invulnerable, and
can be used for offensive attack. He calls.
it an aerial Dreadnought. He does not
give details of the construction of this
Dreadnought, which he intends to keep as
a naval secret, but the characteristics of
this aerial cruiser or battleship are that
it can enter and leave a port as easily as
a sghip.

The balloon is protected by eteel armor-
plates of light construction, but sufficient
to afford the necessary protection. It is
to be supplied with a wireless apparatus,
and the object of this aerial cruiser will be
chiefly to cross the Mediterranean and se-
cure communications between the south
of France and Algeria.

Black Army For France

Interesting details are given by the
“Matin” regarding the utilization of a
French colored army in Algeria. The idea
is to create the following battalions of a
colored army in Algeria:—

Eight regiments of infantry—20,000 men.

Two regiments of sappers—1,400 men.

Three regiments of artillery—2,700 men.

Various services—1,500 men, making a
grand total of nearly 26,000 men. It is
calculated that the cost of maintaining
this native army would be approximately
$5,000,000 per annum.

In establishing this native army, which
will thus enable French Northern Africa
to be considered as a “reserve’” of France,
the great sustaining qualities of the native®
goldier have been carefully taken into con-
sideration, and the realization of this idea
leaves no doubt in the minds of those who
know intimately the Senegalese natives.
One authority, who has observed them un-
der all conditions, says that the black eole
dier resists intense cold somewhat less than
his white comrade, but their services in
Morocco have proved that this has not beem
to their prejudice, and what is of great-
importance, they can resist more than any-
body else the grave cauvses of falling out
in the ranks, such as fatigue, typhoid fever
and intense heat. They will soon be able”
to manoeuvre and learn the use of the
rifle if given proper training, and it has
been noticed that large cannon does not
frighten them. The Senegalese are even

Dirig ble or Aeroplane ?

A question which has been widely die-
euseed of recent years is that of the com-
parative merits of the dirigible and the
actoplane. Every airship triumph or dis-
aster opens afresh the floodgates of debate,
but so far no nation has considered the
conclusions arrived at sufficiently convine-
ing to make it decided to rely upon one
type entirely. In “Blackwood’s Magazine”
T. F. Farman, father of a well-known air-
man, and an acknowledged expert, deals
exhaustively with the matter. Mr. Far-
man writes that for the price of one aerial
Dreadnought, costing about $200,000, thir-
ty-five aeroplanes can be obtained; and he
reports advantages of the heavier than
air over the lighter than air machine,

Half a dozen aeroplanes, Mr. Farman
thinks, would have a fair chance of vic-
tory over their monster foe. Wrecked
avions are easily replaced; dirigibles are
mnot. Ag far as the explosive carrying pow-
er of the two is concerned, it is said that
thirty-five aeroplanes can carry twice as
much as an aerial Dreadnought. = They
would render more effective service, for
one strike of bad luck would wreck  the
dirigible, “whereas it is difficult to imagine
circumstancés which would lead to the de-
etruction of thirty-five avions in one single
voyage.”

Lord Wolseley had a brother, the late
Frederick Yorke Wolseley, who “squatted”’
in Australia as a sheep farmer. He was
of an inventive turn of mind and devised
a sheepshearing machine that proved
highly successful and became a valuable

London and the Bible

The question whether or not London is
pagan is exciting econsiderable discussion.
In so far as the sale of Bibles is any test
of the progress or setback of Christisnity
in an age which is s0 frequently stigmatiz-
ed as commercial and materialistic, there
i8 no greater  authority than Henry
Frowde, a publisher to the University of
Oxford, i

The two universities of Oxford and Cam-
bridge. together with the king’s printers,
elone have the privilege of printing the
Bible in English, and, since Mr. Frowde’s
incumbency of the publishership, the Ox-
ford University Press has published some
25,000,000 copies of the Scriptures.

Mr. Frowde's information goes to com-
bat the view that Christianity—or, more
strictly epeaking, the reading of the Bible
—is declining. The Oxford Universi
Press now sells an average of 1,000,000 co}yi
des of the Bible a year. It is impossible to
give etatistics of any real value as to what
percentage of this total would represent
the sales in London, but Mr. Frowde ex-
pressed the opinion that, population for
population, more people read the Bible
in Edinburgh, and, after the Scottish capi-
tal, Glasgow, London, in his view, would
come third. For general high-class liter-
ature, too, Edinburgh would hold the lead.
Btill a very large and increasing number
of Bibles was sold every year, and there
could be no doubt that in London, as
everywhere else where the English
Langu’age was spoken, the Bible “held its
own.”

Inquiry at the British and Foreign Bible
Bociety shows that that organization has,
since 1804, issued more than 237,000,000 cop-
ies of the Scriptures, of which 36,000,000
were in English, and the rest in practical-
Iy all the languages of the world.

pended his last cent in getting back there
from lngland.

i tray full of dishes, the while his compan-
ion tried his hand at carpentering in
another part of the town. Thus in time,
theé twain arrived in Vancouver, having
taken, between them, by means of their
tuning key and camera, something like
$150 apiece.

Where the Robber Lost

Next Stock tried the logging-capps of
British Columbia, and had :301:(&’w lively
adventures there but was taken ill after
a few weeks, with mountain sickness and,
being ordered a eea-trip, went from Van-
couver to S8an Francisco by boat, arriving
at the Golden Gate on the anniversary
.of the great earthquake, when the city
‘was a ‘‘forest of ecaffolding and steam
cranes,” He went out to see a bit of
“Frisco’s underlife” and got into trouble.
Three ruffians knocked down his guide and
turned out his pockets while Stock was
buying tobacco but the Englishman gave
chase and got $25 from one of the roughs
at the point of the gun, and then re-
turned to learn from his previously in-
sensible companion that he had lost noth-
ing whatsoever for the good reason that
he had had nothing to lose.

Back to Vancouver then went the future
novelist of the South Seas, and there de-
cided to return to his ranch via Honolulu,
¥iji, New Zealand and Australia. At this
time his cash capital consisted of a bit
less than $160, and by the time he had
visited the Philippines, explored Fiji and
gone on to Auckland, it had shrunk to
$7.50. Meanwhile, however, he had been
entertained by Ratu Kadavu Levu, whose
grandfather, Thakabau, was king of Fiji,
and played against this prince at cricket,
8o he was prepared to rough it a bit, and
rough it Le did, this time, to his heart’s
content. :
“After some futile attempts,” he said, “T
obtained passage to Sydney as a steward
and spent a week in an Eton jacket that
had once been white and had brass but-
tons, scrubbing floors, drying pyramids of
greasy dishes, and sleeping with ten oth-
ers in a‘“glory hole” where the cock-
roaches played hide and seek. I can im-
agine a saloon cabin and table steward
having a very fair time of it, but the life
of the scullery-hand, floor-scrubber, wash-
er-up, or whatever 1 happened to be dur
ing that voyage is about the most abject
I ever have suffered. With a heart-felt
sigh of relief I saw the “Heads’ of Syd-
ney harbor, and an hour later found me
wandering the streets with $1.25 in my
pocket and wondering exactly what I

What Stock actually did, after getting
rid of his tiny capital, was to live from
hand to mouth, sleeping in the open and
reading the““want ads.” until one day the
idea occurred to him of offering to a Syd-
ney paper the photographs he had taken
on his wanderings.

I have seen public
attacks on him even which were a dis-
play of rancor yop would imagine impos-
sible among well-ged and self-controlled
people. As he has passed in some resort
on the continent, well-dressed men and
women have ostentationsly turned their
backs upon him; looking back I have
teen men shake their sticks after the
carriage in which he was driving, The
landed aristocracy have a feeling toward
him of mixed hatred and terror. They
regard him, more than any other man im
public life in England today, as the worst
enemy. And they are right.

It was he who proposed the budget
which first' attacked the monopoly in the
land; it was his budget that led on the
House of Lords to their ruinous rejection
of his budget, which led afterwards to
the parliament act and the practical de-
struction of the House of Lords; it was
he also who laid heavy taxation on all
the big breweries; it was he who gave
the poor old-age pemsions and an insur-
ance act at the expense of the wealthier
classes; it was he who, by his supertax,
enabled a budget rising to nearly two
hundred million sterling yearly, to be rais
ed without putting a penny additional on
the taxes of the poor.

‘The
face, hatched-shaped, thin ascetic, is lit
up by brilliant dark -eyes which flash,
especially when he is excited. But on the
first day the fa¥e looked drawn and there
were ugly. yellow -paiches in it that sug
gested .inaigestion ‘and sleepléssness. But.
in & few hours he was himself. A

ed through the whole room and he swept
away all the foul accusations in such a
tornado of moving eloguence that the audi-
ence could not keep itself under control
any longer, and cheer after cheer, very

disorderly, of course, -but very natural,
rang from the crowd into the room.
This was the atmosphere into which

Lloyd George entered. How can I de-
scribe this great moment in this remark-
able man’s life? He looked pale and
thin, but composed; his courage is iron,
though he is a sensitive man. And then
he told his story—very quietly, very fully,
very simply. But it was the simplicity
which is the highest art. When he spoke
of the gigantic legend about his  great
fortune, . his mansions in many parts of
the world and then wound up with declar-
ing that he had only one house, the house
in his native Wales, and that all his in-
vestments would bring him only two thou-
sands dollars a year, the whole committee
room' thrilled, silently and palpably; there
were some Liberals whose eyes grew moist
and even the Tories were so subdued af-
ter this ghort, candid and simple narra-
tive that they cross-examined in tones
quite different from those of an earlier
period, and when the committee adjourn-
ed Liberals looked petulent, the Tories
depressed; Lloyd George was like a releas-
ed prisoner. :

Learns to Throw Curve

My next step was to learr to throw &
curve with a baseball, and one of the
pitchers of the town team undertook to
show me how this was done. He taught
me how to hold the ball for an outcurve
andthantomupmywristulletgoof
it, but I never knew where it was going
because I had no control. Next I backed
a boy, younger than myself, up against
the barn and practiced it while he wore
a big catcher’s mitt. Still I did not at-
tain to the position of pitcher on the
boys’ team because, as I have said, most
of them thought I was a pretty good pit-
cher for my age because I had consider-
able speed, but they did not want to see
“the kid get along too fast.” My am-
bition, like every boy's, was to be a pit-
cher, but I kept it a secret.

At fourteen, I got my first real chance.
T had done the regular pitching on wue
boys’ nine the year before, and some
of the *zen on the town team had noticed
my speed, my chief asset. Most of these
athletes wore whiskers and had forty-
four inch waist measures. A lot of the
old-fashioned ball players, even Big Lea-
guers, used to wear whiskers.. When I
was fourteen, the regular pitcher was
taken ill one day just before a game and
the second pitcher was out of town, so
Factoryville was up against it for pit-
chers. The game was regarded as a Very
important one, it being scheduled with
our greatest rival, Mill City, & town a
few miles away. It was a terrible thing
to think that the Factoryville nine would
have no pitcher for this important inter-
town contest, and it looked as if our vil-
lage were going to be disgraced. There
was even some talk of sending out for
a semi-professional pitcher and paying him
good money, but this idea soon frittered
away in conversation.

‘A Chance For Success

«“That Mathewson kid can pitch pretty
well,” somebody told the captain when
he was trying to figure a way out of his
difficulty. -

“You mean the bat boy?’ he asked.

‘fY’.'?

“Why he’s only a kid.”

“Come over and look him over.”

The captain of the team was very skep-
tical about my ability, and, like a lot of
persons who have Missouri licenses on the
backs of their automobiles, wanted to be
shown. The captain of the team came
over to see me. It was the night before
the game.

“We're up against it for a pitcher to-
morrow,” he sail “‘and we thought we
might give you a  unce. But I want: to
look you over first. Come down to the
shop tomorrow morning, and show us
what you’ve got.”

The captain of the team contributed
to the world’s industry as 2 blacksmith,
and so the next morning 1 went down
to his shop. Of course, I had spent a
sleepless night in anticipation of the pos-
sibility of playing with the men. I have
never been so excited before a world’s
series as 1 was that night.

Most of the baseball population of the
town had gathered to see my tryout,
which had been well advertised, as such
things always are in a small town. They
lined the sides of the street and watched
me pitch to the regular catcher, whom
I used to assist as first “soaker.” They
sent their best batter up to face the
curves 1 was throwing, which were the
old “roundhouse” out-curve and what I
called an ‘in” curve then, but what was
really nothing but a fast ball that hop-
ped in towards a right-handed batter
slightly.

After the dress rehearsal, I got into the
big stage or wagonette with the rest of

the men and started off for the - game
which was t6 be played in the rival towm.
All the kids with whom I had formerly
played stood around and watched me set
out. They were naturally jealous. 1 was
big for my age, and they called me
“Husk.”

“Look,” one would sy to another,
« ‘Husk’ is going to play with the men.”
It was certainly a proud minute for me.

I can still recall the score of that game,
which the Factoryville team won by the
count of 10 to 17. It was largely re-
sponsible for the victory, mot on accotnt
of my pitching, but because of a hit that
I made. Still batting with my hands
crossed because no one had corrected me,
I happened to swing once where the ball
was coming, and I got all my weight in-
to it. The ball sailed over the left field-
er’s head, and  thrée runners on the bases
when I made the lucky, crash, came home.
Every other time I had fanned out.

My first appearance with the Factory-
ville ‘team was toward the end of the sum-
mer season;-ang in the fall I went to the
Keystone Academy, after having com-
pleted the public ‘school education route,
there being ‘no high school in Factoryville
at that time: T appeared on the Keystone
team, but I did not pitch, ae all the boys
were gtill much older than I and one of
the others grabbed the pitching job, The
other players on the team were sixteen,
geventeen and eighteen years old while I
was only fourteen. I played second base.

Captain of Keystone Team

I had such a good year the first season
that they elected me captain of the Key-
stone team, tor the mext spring, and after
being chosen captain, 1 naturally pitched.
That is generally one of the direct results
of 'being chosen captain, About this time
I hit upon a brilliant idea which was not
original, but which the other boys thought
was original, and I got credit for it, and
that amounts to the same thing. When
the academy nine was playing a weak team.
I put some one else in to pitch and went
in at second base myself, to strengthen
the infield - We had a couple of boys in
the school who, like certain twirlers on
every league club, could pitch, but who
could bat or play any other position. I
caught the idea from reading something fn
the newspapers about the methods of Mc¥
Graw, ‘then with the Baltimore Orioles.

Bageball by this time had become a large
part of my life. I would rather play it
than eat. The next summer I pitched for
the Factoryville team until it disbanded in
August, which left me with no place to
play.  This was & serious blow to me.
'wae still batting cross handed, but was 4
fair pitcher, having pretty good control
of my out-curve and a 1ot of speed, so that
the batters eeldom hit me hard.

Then came my next surprise. The cap-
tain of a'team in Mill City, which had
been' our old rival, came to me oOne day
along toward the end of summer and asked
me i, I would piteh for his club.

“W- ’1] give you a dollar & game,” he said
in th. tone of a philanthropist about to
draw a big check for the support of a hos-
pital or some other charitable institution.

«What!. How much?” I asked stupified,
because I enjoyed playing baseball in those
days and the idea of being paid for it
struck me as finding money.

“A dollar a game,” he repeated, “but
youw'll have to walk over or catch a ride
on gome wagon.”

There was no trolley route connecting
the two villages at that time and Mill City
was about five miles away. That did not
bother me. I quickly told him he need
not worry about how I got there because
I would eurely show up.

I was a constant and regular vigitor to
the rival town for eome time, and. got my
dollar each Saturday afternoon when I
finished pitching. Not infrequently, I had
to walk both ways, as the traffic on the
road was not very thick, and it was often
impossible to catch a hitch on a wagon.
But that dollar was a panacea for any in-
convenience of walking. ten miles. Be-
sides, 1 was a big, husky kid and did not
mind the tramp. By this time I was far
ahead of the boys of my own age and
was showing them “how to piteh.” I was
also regarding them as my inferiors, as
any boy will after he hae played with men.

After I had graduated from the Key:
stone Academy, in 1898, I was approached
by representatives of several colleges who
desired me to attend their favorite institu-
tions of learning and uphold their athletic
prestige. 1 was urged to enter the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania and Lafayette, but
I eventually chose Bucknell. I had played
football at the Keystone Academy, and
this is probably what made me desirable.

Some Fortunate Twirls

During the summer, before I went to

for a day, and went to see the Young
Men’s Christian Association team play
ball.. At the hour appointed for the game
I was sitting in the grandstand eating pea
puts when it was dscovered that the
Young Men's Christian Aseociation pitch-
er had failed to show up, and they begun
to hunt around for a substitute. One of
their players, it eeems, had watched me
pitch in Factoryville, and had eeen me in
the grand ‘and.

“I don’t think he’ll do,” remarked the
captain. ‘“Those small town fellows don't
make good when they are up against the
real boys. But I’ll bear him in mind,
and I may try him if I'm up against it
for a pitcher.”

The players on the other team
and ‘the spectators used to guy me when
I came to the bat and ‘struck at the ball
in my clumsy style. . s

“Look at the big kid. swinging OTroBs-
handed,” they would say. I was almost
as big then as I ‘am now, but very much
more awkward. :

In Honesdale there was & left-handed
pitcher named Williams who could throw
a slow outcurve to a:right-handed batter.
Now the natural curve for a left handed
pitcher is the one which. breaks, towards &
right-handed hitter. Williams simply ex-
hibited this “freak” delivery in . practice
because he did not have: good engugh con-
trol of the ball to.risk it in a. game, He
showed the curve te:.me and how be
threw it, and I began.to wonder .why &
right-handed pitcher could
twist on a slow ball to & right-handed hit-
ter which looked to me to.be, a most
desirable result.

At Bucknell T was much better known
as a football player ‘than a baseball man,
probably because the college piteher gets
poor support. In the fall of 1899, the
Bucknell football team went -down to
Philadelphia to play ‘the University of
Pennsylvania, and it yproved to be one of
the most important::trips I ever took.
While the players were waiting around the
hotel on the morning.of the game, & man
“Phenom John” Smith came to
see me. He was an old pitcher and had
picked up the name “Phenomenal,” short-
ened to “Phenom,” in. his palmy days
when he was good. He was the manager
of the Portland club in the New England
league the year that I had appeared with
Taunton.

“Mathewson,” he said to me that day in
Philadelphia, ‘“next summer I am going
to manage the Norfolk team in the
Virginia league, and T'll give you a steady
job at eighty dollars a month. Your con-
tract with the Taunton club called for
ninety, 1 know, but you did not collect it,
whereas you are gure of this money, be-
cause the Norfolk team has substantial
backing.”

The contract was signed as soon as he
could slip me his fountain pen. The col-
leges were not eo strict about playing sum-
mer baseball then, apd I needed the
money. I would not adviee a boy of ex-
ceptional ability to sign up with a profes-
gional team now or to play any seummer
baseball until he has finished with his col-
lege nine. Then, if he cares to enter the
professional ranks, all right. Of course, if
a boy needs the money to put himself
through college and must make it playing
ball, he ehould just play on the summer
team and not try to be on the 'varsity too.
It strikes me that this summer baseball
rule i unjust, but rules are made to be
obeyed.

“I’m going out to see you play footbail
thig afternoon,” “Phenom Jokn” told me
ae he stuck my signed contract in his
pocket.

That was a lucky afternoon for me, be-
cause I kicked two field goals against the
big team which wag supposed to be a
great showing for an eleven from a small
college. Field goals counted more then—
five points each—and there were few men
in the country who were good drop kick-
ers. Hudson, the Carlisle Indian, wae
about the onmly other of my time. The
two field goals soothed our defeat, and the
Bucknell team lost only 20 te 10, ‘which
was a comparatively emall score for this
game. It was scheduled merely to give
Pennsylvania practice.  “Phenom John”
Slmith was back at the hotel when I got
there.

His Salary Raised

“You played a great game this after-
noon,” he told me. Then he took his
trusty fountain pen from his pocket. “Be-
canse I liked the way you kicked those
two goals from the field,” he continued, “I
am going to make your salary ninety dol-
lars instead of eighty.”

“Phenom John” took the contract al-
ready signed out of his pocket and crossed
out the original figure and raised my pay
ten dollare a month right there because I
had kicked two goals from the field. I do
not see what that had to do with pitch-
ing. The contract is framed in Norfolk,
or rather it was, the last time I visited

The rest of my minor league career can
be told briefly. I went to Norfolk the next
summer and won twenty-one games out of
the twenty-three for the team. On a cer-
tain day in the mid-eummer of 1900, “Phe-
nom John” Smith came up to the bench
where I was sitting with a broad smile on
his face. Said he:

“I’ve never regrétted changing the fig-
ures in that contract after it was signed.
You have pitched good ball for me and now
I have a chance to put you into the big
League. Both the New York snd Phila-
delphia clubs want you. Which team
would you rather be with?”

“T’ll let you kno?v in a couple of days,”
I told Smith. : : ‘

Then I took a list. of the pitchers on
each team and made .a careful study of
them. The Giants were in bad abape, both
for pitchere and other taient. They were
residing down near the bottom of the list
in the standing of the clubs. They
were sorely in need of twirlers, so I con-
cluded that if I went to New York I
would have a better opportunity to show
what I was worth, the team certainly had
not much to lose by giving me a thorough
trial.

“New York for mine,” I told Smith, and
I joined out with the Giants in the middle
of the summer of 1908 and I have been
here ever since. That is how I horned in-
to the Big League.

George Davis was. the manager of the
Giants when I arrived, although it was at
about that time the team was changing
managers as often as a man changes his
shirt. The first thing he did, when I re-
ported, was to eummon me for morning
practice.

“Now,” said he, “I am going to instruct
all ‘the players to go to bat, ahd I want
you to get out there and work and show
s what you carry that makes you think
you sre a pitcher.” |

He began the round robin himself, and
perhaps you think I was not nervous get-
ting my tryout in the Big League in front
of the manager. It was like a vaudeville
team having a chanee at the big time. 1
shot over my fast one, at, first,.and I had
a lot of speed in those days. .

“That’s a pretty good fast ball” you've
got,” responded Davis .as - he missed. it
cleanly. “Now let’s have a look at your
curve.”

I pushed up that old “roundhouse”

A man with paralysis in both arms
could set himself in time to hit that
one.”

I threw him ‘my drop ball, and it
broke pretty well for me.

“Sort of a freak ball,” I answered,
bound to show him all my wares, regard-
less. “It’s a slow ome that break’s to-
ward a right-hand batter.”

“Pasgs it up here,” he ordered.

I slipped him the fadeaway, still un-
named. Although I could not. control
it very well at that time, this one broke
nicely, and Davis made a vicious lunge,
misgauging the ball badly and missing it
by two feet. )

“That’s a dandy,” he complimented me.
‘That’s a regular fallaway or fadeaway.
Where did you get that?” i

Davi$’ eyes were bulging.

“That’s one I picked up, but never
use in a' game because I camnnot control
it very well,” I replied.

“Try it again,” he ordered.

Once more he missed the ball, although
he was looking for. it.

“That's a change of pace with a curve
ball,” he commented. “It's a slow in-
curve to a right-hand batter.
saw that before. It’s all right.”

Tt was at this morning practice at the
old Polo Grounds in 1900 that the fade-
away was born-and christened by George
PDavis. He summoned some left-handers
to bat against the ball to get a line on
its effectiveness against them, and they
nearly all: missed it widely.

“Now,” said Davis in the clubbouse
after ‘the practice, “I am not going to

I never'
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pitch you much this season, and 1 wan$
you to practice on that fadeaway ball of
yours and get control of it if you can.

Every morning I went out to the Pole
Grounds and worked on the fadeaway,
always aiming to get control of it, ab-
solute, sure, precise. For hours I worked
at it patiently, persistently, and Davis
would send flocks of batters to the plate
to look it over, having me mix it up with
my fast one, which was fast in those
days. He did not give me a chance in
a regular game until along toward the
end of the season, when he put me into
s contest which had already been lost
w:lhen another pitcher was badly batter-
ed.

But the next spring ,just before the
opening game of the season, Davis came
to me, and said:

“Matty, I want you to pitch tomor:
row.”

This was a big surprise to a youngster,
and naturally I was excited. I went
to bed about mine o’clock to be in tiptop
shape for the opening. It rained and, for
two days, it rained. I kept right on go-
ing to bed at nine, determined to out-last
the rain. The opening game I won and
worked along in my regular turn from
then on. I did not lose a game until
Decoration day, and that is how I ha
came a big league pitcher.
