Hospitals Overflowing:, Doctors and 
Norses Sick and Underlakers 
Crowded with Work—Serions Stale 
•f Affairs Reported In Pittsburg— 
In New York City.

Chicago, Ill., March 24.—The grip 
epidemic is unabated in this city, and 
the mortality continues appalling.

Up to midnight the deaths for two 
weeks aggregated 1540, or 35 per thous 
and, which is unprecedented in the his­
tory of Chicago. Nearly all died from 
climatic complaints.

Drug stores have been compelled to 
increase their force of clerks. Under­
takers are crowded with work,and many 
funerals are taking place as early as 7 
a. m. and as late as twilight

The hospitals of the Alexian brothers, 
the German brothers, the Augostana 
Hospital, St Joseph’s Hospital and the 
Presbyterian Hospital, which usually 
take only accidents or paid patients, 
have opened their doors to the victims 
of the grip and are crowded.

Eight physicians of the German Hos­
pital were taken down yesterday, and 
72 nurses of the Illinois training school 
for nurses, who have been ministering 
to the sick, have succumbed since Satur­
day, and some are in a critical condition.

At the women’s and children’s hos­
pital, out of a staff of 40 physicians, 
nurses and attendants, all but five are 
unfit for duty.

The physicians are in hopes that the 
disease will wear itself out, but all say 
that until there is a change in the 
weather no great improvement can be 
expected.

Pittsburg, Pa., March 24.—Physicians 
are busy as they never have been be­
fore. It is because of the prevalence of 
“la grippe.’’

There have been over 700 deaths in 
Pittsburg and Alleghany thus far this 
month. Thirty-eight deaths have been 
reported at the local health department 
for the 24 hours ending at noon today. 
Grippe, influenza, pneumonia and typ­
hoid fever are the chief causes.

In the two cities there were 51 funerals 
last Sunday.

New York, March 24,1891. Dr. Edson 
of the health board said today that the 
outlook for the spread of “La Grippe” 
was decidedly favorable.

Dr. W. J. O’Sullivan, one of the recog­
nized authorities in Connecticut on “La 
Grippe,” called at the health department 
today and stated that the spread of the 
disease is favored by the present humid 
atmosphere and alternating warm and 
cold waves.

Pittsburg, Pa.,Mar. 26.—There are over 
10,000 cases of grip in Pittsburg and in 
Alleghany. In the public schools 25 out 
of every 100 pupils are on the sick list, 
also many of the teachers. In almost 
every line of business the effects of the 
epidemic are more or less felt. ^

Chicago, Mar. 26.—Up to 3 o’clock this 
afternoon there were 600 deaths for the 
week as the result of the grip and the 
total promises to reach 1,000 by Satur­
day night

One peculiar feature of the situation is 
the fact that scores of physicians are too 
ill to attend to their duties. All classes 
are attacked and the the death rate a- 
mong those well fed, well clothed and 
well cared for in every way is alarming. 
Undertakers are being rushed and the 
stock of coffins is being rapidly depleted, 

The health commissioners say if the 
people do not take better care of them­
selves the death rate will continue to in­
crease, the weather at present being a 
great breeder of pneumonia.

The Valparaiso Comerico reported on 
February 12 : “Yesterday the important 
capture was made of the rebel, A. Ed­
wards, who has furnished the rebel 
forces with money and who held $1,000,- 
000 in deposit in a respectable mercan­
tile house. This money, it is supposed, 
he intended to send on board the rebel 
squadron, and it will be seized by the 
Government.

Not an instant too soon, although he 
has ridden hard since earliest dawn, 
has Lane reached the rocky pass. North 
and south the Peloncillos are shrouded 
in the gloom of coming night, and all 
over the arid plain to the eastward 
darkness has settled down. In previous 
scouts he has learned the country well, 
and he knows just where to turn for 
“tanks” of cool water for horses, mules, 
and men,—the cavalry order of preced­
ence when creature comforts are to be 
doled out.

border before seeking to regain 
more their old trail along the San Ber­
nardino. How often have their 
parties goné to and fro along those rocky 
banks, unmolested, unpursued!

And now, secure in the belief that 
they have thrown all the cavalry far to 
the “stem-chase” which no Apache 
dreads, well knowing how easily he can 
distance his hampered pursuers, the 
renegades, joined by a gang of the utter­
ly “unreconstructed” Chiricahuas, are 
taking things easily and making raids 
on the helpless ranches that lie to the 
right or left of their line of march. For­
tunately for the records, these are few 
in number; had there been dozens 
they would only have served to swell 
the list of butchered men, of plundered 
ranches, of burning stacks and corrals, 
of women and children borne off to be 
the sport of their leisure hours when 
once secure in the fastnesses of the Sierra 
Madrés far south of the line. Death could 
not too soon come to the relief of these 
poor creatures,and Lane and all his men 
had been spurred to the utmost effort by 
the story of the railway-hands that they 
had plainly seen several women and 
children bound to the spare animals the 
renegades drove along across the iron 
track.

Among the passengers in the pillaged 
stage-coach were the wife and daughter 
of an Indian agent, who had only recent­
ly come to this arid Territory and knew 
little of the ways of its indigenous people. 
Nothing had since been seen or heard 
of them. Captain Rawlins and two sold­
iers going up as witnesses before a court- 
martial at Grant were found hacked al­
most beyond recognition, and the driver 
too, who seemed to have crawled out 
among the rocks to die. Verily the 
Apaches had good reason to revel in their 
success! They had hoodwinked the 
Bureau, dodged the cavalry, plundered 
right and left until they were rich with 
spoil, and now, well to the south of the 
railway, with a choice of either east or 
west side of the range, their main body 
and prisoners are halted to rest the ani­
mals, while miles to the rear their faith­
ful vedettes keep watch against pursuers, 
and miles out to the west the most active 
young warriors are crying havoc at the 
ranch of Très Hermanos.

Half an hour’s reconnoissance reveals 
to him their position. Far up among the 
boulders of the range, where pursuing 
horsemen cannot rush upon them in the 
night, they have made their bivouac, 
and are having a revel and feast while 
waiting the return of the raiders or news 
from the rear that they must be moving. 
The range is rugged and precipitous 
north of the gorge; cavalry cannot pene­
trate it; but Lane’s plan is quickly laid.

Knowing well that they are armed 
with magazine rifles and supplied by a 
paternal Bureau with abundant ammuni­
tion, knowing that they outnumber him 
three to one, knowing that by sunrise 
thê whole tribe will have reassembled 
and must infalKbly detect the pitiful 
weakness of his own force, it is a desper­
ate chance to take; but it is the only one

AAn Agreement Between lhe Union Men
And the Merchants, Shippers and
Brokers.

There was a large meeting of the ship 
laborers’ union, last night, to ratify the 
agreement with the shipowners, mer­
chants and brokers of the city. The 
agreement, which was ratified, is as 
follows :

Agreement made April 1st, 1891, be­
tween the shippers of lumber and 
timber and the shipowners, merchants 
and brokers of the city of St John of the 
one part, and the ship laborers’ union of 
the other part.

First—The ship laborers’ union * do 
hereby agree, jointly and individually, 
to fix their rate of wages on sailing ves­
sels, loading and discharging, at $3 per 
day of nine hours, to go into 
this date and to remain in force up to 
November 30th, inclusive, and from that 
date up to March 31st, 1892, at $2 for 
like day.

Second—The union further agree, joint­
ly and individually, to fix their rate of 
wages on ocean steamers, loading and 
discharging, at $4 per like day, to go in­
to effect on this date, and to remain in 
force up to November 30th, inclusive and 
from that date up to March 31st, 1892, at 
$3 per like day.

Third—All broken time to be paid for 
on the basis of the above wages, each 
hour entered upon to count as à full

Fourth—The union shall grant the 
merchants, shipowner or stevedore, the 
privilege of selecting their own gangs 
from among the members of the union.

Fifth—There shall be no restriction or 
interference placed m the way on the 
part of the union in reference to the 
w orking of articled seamen in the load­
ing or discharging of cargoes, except that 
not more than six such seamen shall be 
employed on a ship and four on a bark.

Sixth—There shall be no restriction or 
interference on the part of the union to 
the use of steam in loading and discharg­
ing vessels.

Interesting Judgment by His Honor 
Judge Watte re.

His honor Judge Watters this morn­
ing delivered judgment in re T. Partelow 
Mott re Lavinia Lawson et al. Entered 
for trial at the last county court and in 
a special was agreed upon and submitted 
to his honor for determination.
