A FLOURISHING INDUSTRY.

Light Company Increasing Rapidly
—The Incandescent Light.
The Calkin Electric Light Co. are
making rapid strides in the popular
estimation, for they are displaying much
enterprise and push in introducing the
most modern methods of lighting our
streets, our shops and our houses. The
old light station of this company is situ-
ated on Princess street, but the company
have practically completed arrangements
for the purchase of the Wishart property
on the harbor front, and operations will
be begun in a few days for the re-con-
struction of the old Wishart building to
suit the purposes of a station. This
morning Mr. Geo. F. Calkin received the
invoices for the apparatus which the
company will employ for their incand-
escent lighting. The plant has already
been shipped andit will arrive here
very shortly. Tbe new station will like-
Iy be in running order about the middle
of August or the first of September.
With regard to the incandescent
lights the Company will have
4000 lamps, and already a large
number of these have been spoken for.
The work of putting them up will not
occupy much time, and so great are the
advantages offered that the incande-
scent system will beyond 8 doubt
be generally used throughout the city
for lighting purpcses. Besides these
lamps 250 more arc lamps have been
ased, some of which will be used
for lighting the streets. This will make in
all 350 arc lights and 4,000 incandescent
lights run by the Calkin Electric Light
Company, an advance over past years,
pleasing to the company and the public
alike.
1t is their intention also to start a day
circuit for motors, if the inducement is
sufficient. that is, if the cost of this will
be met by the returns.

HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

The Short line to_ Montreal has now
been in operation about a yearand
our facilities for handling freight in the
harbor of St. John are no better than
they were the dsy it was opened.
There has been a vast amount of talking
done during the year but no solid work,
and no advance of any kind. First, we
bad an attemnpt to place the harbor in
commission, but the result of a vote taken
on that question showed that the
people did not want the harbor
placed beyond the control of the
city. THE Gazerre did its  best
to have the harbor placed in
commission but, having failed, it did not
think it necessary to parsue a dog in the
manger policy, but was ready to assist
in any scheme that would give us hurbor
improvements. This is why it advocated
the adoption of the scheme proposed by
Mr. James D. Leary of New York, for the
construction of a dry dock and a system
of deep water wharves in Carleton with
warehouses and a grain elevator. Unfor-
tunately Mr. Leary’s scheme, which was
designed to benefit the city, did not suit
the views of certain self-seeking persons
who regard the interests of the commun-
ity as merely a secondary consideration.
One of these persons, who has the con-
trol of a newspaper, was opposed to the
construction of wharves in Carleton be-
cause they might interfere with the divi-
dends on his bridge stock.- Another was
an aspirant for the chairmanship of the
harbor commission and thought that if
the Leary scheme could be killed, the
people in despair at the failure to obtain
needed harbor improvements might take
up the harbor commission scheme again
and that he would thus obtain the covet-
ed office. Thus a storm of opposition
was raised aguinst Mr. Leary’s plans, not
because they were not most favorable to
the city, but because they interfered
with'the schemes of certain would be

A great
how! was raised against the dry dock
which it was declared was not needed.
One great shipping magnate, who spent
the best part of a summer trying to float
another dry dock scheme for St. John,
had suddenly discovered that a dry dock
was not required here at all. ' Evensome
of the ship repairers,whose work would be
increased three fold by a dry dock, were
made to believe that it would be a posi-
tive injury to their interests. Another
enterprising person, who usually talks
common sense, denounced the dry dock
as an “ugly hole in the ground,” which
may be taken to show how political pre-
judice can affect the views of men who
are in other respects sane.

Mr. Leary will not go on with the dry
dock until he hears further from the
Dominion and Provincial governments,
but he has, we understand, another pro-
posal to place before the Common Coun-
cil. This proposal provides for 800 feet
of deep water wharfage with a depth
of 27 feet at dead low  water
spring tides, and 540 feet of wharfage
with 20 feet depth at dead low water
spring tide, or 1340 feet in all, in four
berths ; one for a vessel 500 feet long
and 27 feet draft; a second for a vessel
300 feet long and 27 feet draft; a third
for a vessel 340 feet long and 20 feet
draft and a fourth for a vessel 200 feet
long and 20 feet draft. This
wharf with a complete system of
warehouses and railway connexions, Mr.
Leary will build for a subsidy from the
city of $5,000 a year for twenty years
and he will undertake to have the same
completed in all respects by the begin-
ning of January 1891, so a8 to be ready
for the business of next winter. There
are other provisions in Mr. 1wary’s
proposal  for the  building of

an elevator and additional
wharves which are dependent on the re-
ceipt of certain other subsidies, from the
Dominion and Provincial government,
but $5,000 a year will cover the financial
demand upon the city. As the system of
wharves Mr. Leary proposes to build
will cost at least $300,000 and as the
$6,000 a year for twenty vears, which
the city is asked to give, is only equal to
an immediate payment of $62,500 it is
difficult to see where the bitterest ene-
mies of Mr. Leary can find any ground
for objection in this new scheme.

CANADA'S GREATEST MAN.

SIR JOHIN A. MACDONALD, HIS LIFE
AND ACHIEVEMENTS.

A Sketch of Our Premier.—Ilis Leading
Characteristies.

The career of Sir John A. Macdonald is

a remarkable illustration of what may be

accomplished by a man who to good

abilities adds tact, patience and good

sense. The premier of Canada is indeed

ties and he has made them eniinently
useful not merely in forwarding his own
ambition but in advancing the interests
of his country. When the youthful Mac-
donald, then a boy of five years, crossed
the Atlantic with his father in the year
1820 to take up his  residence
in Canada, it could not have
entered the wildest dreams of bis
parents that his future would be so great.
‘The Macdonalds, father and son, could
trace their descent to Donald, who in
the thirteenth century was lord of South
Kintyre and the Island of Islay and no
doubt were proud of their ancestery.

Macdonald of to-day has ruled for so
many years? There is no European
king, who has teen more absolutely
master of his realm than Sir John A,
Macdonald has been of this fair dominion

and yet his glory has not been that of
the sword, but hes been acquired as the
result of his genius in drawing able men
1o his councils, in winning the confidence
of the people, in reconciling differences

in suppressing the fires of bigotry and
extinguishing the torch of the bigot who,
like the youth who fired the Ephesian
dome, is always seeking to win his way
to glory by incendiarism. The people of
Canada will never know how much they
owe to Sir John A. Mcdonald until they
lose him, but that day we trust is farin
the distance.

Sir John A. Macdorald was born in
Glasgow, Scotland, on January 1lth.
1815, and came to Canada in 1820 with
his parents. They first settled neal
Kingston, but after a few years removed
to a farm on the Bay of ‘Quinte. The
future premier of Canada, however, did
not remove from Kingston, but remained
to attend the grammar school of which
he was a pupil until he was about 15
years of age. He then began the study
of the law with Mr. George McKenzie, a
a legal practicioner of Kingston, and he
continued as a student with him until he
had reached the age of 21, when he was
admitted to the bar. Sir John A. Mac-
dcnald, therefore, never went to college,
a circumstance which while it might
have been detrimental to his classical at-
tainments does not seem to have at all
interfered with his success in life, and
probably was no injury to him as a legal
practicioner. After he was admitted to
the bar he practiced in Kingston, which
has continued to be his residence when
he was not required to live at the capital
by reason of his official employments.
He first acquired reputation at the bar
by his defence of Von Shoultz, who was
cne of the American sympathizers with
the Canadian rebellion of 1838, and who
was captured at Windmill Point
and tried for the crime of levying
war upon Canada. Mr. Macdonald
made a masterly defence of this unfor-
tunate man but he was unable to save
him, for he was found guilty, condemn-
to death and executed near Kingston in
1838. This was a fortunate stroke, how-
ever, for the future premier, for it
brought him at once into prominent
notice and paved the way for his subse-
quent entry into politics. In 1843 Mr.
Macdonald took his first step in the long
political career which he had before him
by standing as a member of the council
for the city of Kingston. Ile was elected
and his election was followed up in the
following year by his being chosen. to
represent Kingston in the legislature.
Those were stormy times in Canadian
political history and a degree ofexcite-
ment unknown to our political contests
was then imported into every election.
The elecion at whick Mr. Mac-
donald was chosen for Kingston was one
of the most exciting, and may be said to
have marked the beginning of a new era.
It was exciting because of the tension
which existed at the time between
the opposing parties, one of which had

In this
matter fhe had the co-operation of the
late Hon. George Brown, who greatly to
his creait helped to bring about the
result which saved Canada from the evils
under which it had suffered from the
lack of a stable government He had
also the ‘highly important ;assistance of
Mr. Cartier, who loyally seconded all the
efforts of his chief.

It is unnecessary for us to dwell on
matters which are so familiar to all our
readers as the negotiations which result-
ed in confederation. The unanimous
voice of all Canada selected Sir
John A. Macdonald to fill the posi-
tion of premier of the cabinet of the
Dominion, and he held the reins of office
from 1867 when the confederation
began to exist till 1873. From
1873 until 1878 he led the oppo-
sition to the government of Mr. Mac-
kenzie which had come in with a very
large majority in 1874. The election of
1878, however., entirely destroyed the
government of Mr. Mackenzie and placed
Sir John A. Macdonald once more at the
head of a strong majority. His govern-
ment has since been sustained at the
elections of 1882 and 1887 and there is
no reason to doubt that it wiil be sus-
tained at the election which should take
place in the year 1892.

WORKING ON THE TARIFF BILL.

les €
Silk Culture.

W asnINGToN, D, C., June 6.—Work on
the tariff bill was resumed to-day by the
Republican members of the Senate fin-
ance committee, and when recess was
taken it:was announced that the schedules
including chemicals, oils and paints,
earths and earthenware, china and glass-
ware, had been completed, and that
copies of them would be ready for the
consideration of the Democratic members
of the committee ' tomorrow morning.
Senator, Mitchell proposed several
amendments to the silk schedule. One
of these increases from 10 to 15 years the
term during which & bounty of $1 will
be paid for every pound of silk reeled
from cocoons produced in the United
States, not doubled, twisted or advanced,
in manufacture in any other way. An-
other amendment strikes out the limita-
tion of manufacture above stated. Ano-
ther increases the bounty on fresh co-
coons from 7 to 10 cents a pound, and of-
fers a bounty of 30 cents aponnd for
dried, reelable, marketable cocoons.

The Lumber Drives.

John Sweeney, C. H. Dickey, McIntosh
& K. Kilborn, Neal McClain, James Sew -
ell, and Wm. H. Cunliffe, have all reach-
ed the Grand Falls with their drives and
are now in the limits of the corporation.
Chisholm, Boyd and Clair's drives are
at the mouth of the St. Francis river and
will come in all right. Thereare in all,
in the above mentioned drives, 35,000,000
feet of lumber and they will reach the
boom much earlier than usual. & W.
& John Stevens have hung up two mil-
lions of feet of their drives in Gimci-
bemtcicook stream above Clayton lake.
The balance of their drive which contains
about 6,000,000 feet. of spruce and pine
logs is now in the Allegash river above
the falls. The water is getting low and
their chances of coming is doubtful. B.
W. Mallett & Co.’s drive is in Eagle lake.
Yerxa's is broken up in Square lake on
Fish river.

The cut on the St. John and its tribu-
taries this year was a large one, and ow-
ing to the water keeping lup so wella
large quantity of the logs that were hung
up last year will be got out.

In Maine the drives are 'also having
good luck. Bangor has been full of river
drivers during the lastfew days, all with
plenty of money in their pockets. Mr.
Walter E. Palmer arrived at Mattawam-
keag Saturday night with his whole
drive, comprising some thirteen millions
after having made a fine record on the
L way down river. They were forty days
from the head of Trout brook and
only 12} days from Grand lake down to
Mattawamkeag. The drivé was left at
the latter place, Mr. Charles Palmer hav-
ing contracted to take the logs the rest of
the distance to the boom. = His drive
came out of the Mattawamkeag into the
main river last night, and is not, there-
fore very far in the rear. The distance
from Medway to Mattawamkeag will be
covered in very quick time as there is an
excellent force on the drive.

THE WINTHROP

The Steamer For the New York Route
Lying at Long Wharf.—She Leaves
For New York To-morrow.

The Winthrop, a first class screw
steamer, which will hereafter run be-
tween New York and St. John under
the management of the New York,
Maine and New Brunswick Steamship
Company arrived at St. John about 11
o'clock last night. The Winthrop left
New York at8 o’clock Saturday evening
but stopped at Bar Harbor and was de-
tained for several hours at Eastport. She
is what may be termed a fast beat and
easily covers 15 knots an hour. Her
gross tonnage is 1445 and her net tonnage
1019. She was built at Bath about two
and a half years ago, and is fitted up
in the most convenient and comfortable
manner.

The Winthrop is now berthed at Long
wharf, where 1t is the intention of the
company to build floats, for the easy
transfer of passengers and freight.

Mr. H. C. Quimby, of Bangor the East-
ern agent, very kindly showed the Gaz-
ETTE representative through the vessel
this morning, and discovered to him the
many conveniences ¥hich are to be found
there. The saloons, parlor and dining,
are particularly comfortable, and
cheerful looking. They are finished in
bright and attractive colors and are fur-
nished with taste. Four huge mirrors,
set the saloons off in an admirable man-
ner. In all, the vessel has accommodation
for 200 passemngers, haying 68 staterooms,
with a total of 164 berths. Each state-
room is bright and airy ; is supplied with
two berths; all the comforts requisite,
and besides being well lighted is furnish-
ed with an electric bell. Some of these
apariments are larger than others and
may therefore be had at a cheaper rate.
In addition there are two large bridal
stateroom, nicely fitted up.

The engine used in the Winthropisa
triple expansion, of 1000 horse power;
sails are also carried and are used some-
times for the purpose of aiding the speed
and sometimes to assist in steadying the
vessel itself. Their method of handling
freight does credit to the ship’s crew and
adds much to the comfort of the passen-
gers. All freight is stored in the hold
from which it is raised by a winch and
crane and thence transferred to shore
through side ports, fore and aft.

The culinary department of the vessel
i3 excellent and there is every facility of
setting a good table. The kitchen and
pantry are scrupulously neat and well
kept. Throughout the vessel is lighted
by incandescent light.

The ships officers are : Captain, H H
Homer; 1st officer, B Rossiter; purser,
John A. Lambert; stewart, H L Banks;
2nd stewart, Geo. Lyons; chief engineer,
C W Kerst; pilot, C O Cousins.

The passengers who arrived by the
trip were: MrT M Bartlett, president
of the company,Mrs Bartlett, Miss Troop,

THE HOSPITAL ANNEX.

A Large Additi io thke Pub-
lic Hospital Almost Completed—It
will A 40 P

The large western wing of the General
Public Hospital is nearing completion
and will soo ; It is 8
handsome brick building with free stone
and granite trimmings and it will cost
about $11,000. The new building is two
stories high with basement.

The basement is 11 feet high, first
story 16 feet and second story 15 feet,
bringing the wing to the same height as
the one on the east side of the main
building. The front is also made to
correspond with that of the east wing
and this addition gives to the hospital
a completed appearence that was lacking
betore. The new wing measures 83 feet
in length by 27 in width. The basement
is well arranged and it is laid out for
store rooms of different kinds and coal
house etc. It also contains a large room
intended to be used as a dead house.

On the first floor a corridor 5 feet wide
leads into the wing from the main build-
ing. To the right hand on entering and
in the rear of the new building is a
splendidly arranged operating room
which is to be equipped in the best pos-
gible manner. The room is circular in
form and measures 20 feet across. Itis
lighted by a large bay window which
extends half way around the room, and
by a skylight by means of which the
light can be made to fall directly upon
the operating table. On one side of this
room a gallery extends half way round
from which the hospital staff or others
who may wish or be required to witness
an opetration can see all thatis being
done at the operating table without ob-
structing the light in the least.

Next the operating room are lavator-
ies and closets, and across the corridor
are three neat rooms for pay patients,
with lavatories and closets for each. In
the western end of the building on this
floor is a large surgery ward 25 x 53 feet,
well iighted and ventilated. There are
ten bedsin it and it will be the male de-
partment.

The second floor contains the female
department, a surgery ward 23 by 43 feet
and is laid of much the same as the first
floor. A corridor connects the surgery
ward with the main building, and on
either side are comfortably fitted up lit-
tle rooms for patients.
