One‘of the moat serious questions
which will ‘gome‘up for discussion in
many homes dtifing the next couple of
months {8 that of deciding whether or
not the family will move next May.
Then if the Ilatter is geclded upon,
there comes the question whether to
buy a house or keep on renting. Need-
less to say that the majority who are
now considering the matter and have
done so at this time for the last half
dozen years will keep on renting.. The
average man hesitates to invest his
hard earned savings in real estate ven-
tures and to tie it up where he cannot
get at it readily in'" emergencies. A
study of the relative expense of these
two modes of holding property is an
interesting one, while to the heads of
families whose salaries range from
$800 to a $1,000, and who are paying &
quarter or miore of their total earnings
for rent, the study is a vital one,

There are a number of side-issues
which must always be taken into con-
sideration. Many a man has rented
the same house annually for a dozen
or so years and found 14: fairly suitable
to his tastes. It would never, however,
occur to him to buy it. - His ideal, al-

ways before his mind’s eye, which he’

intends to possess some day as really
and truly his own, is quite different.
There are to be none of the little in-
conveniences in this home, which he
puts up with, in the rented house. It
would never do perhaps to have a
basement kitchen and dining room, as
are so common in the houses erected
after the fire of 1877. Again it is a
'hardwood floor, or another bedroom
or two which is the necessity. In short,
the house which one would consider
purchasing is probably worth a thou-
sand or so more than the house which
one has been renting.

Although there are na.turall? consld-,

erable varfations, gefierally™ gy
rent is not’ unduly high in St. John.
After the great fire, & boom was é€x-
pected. Almost every available piece
of land was utilized. On the site of one
wooden building, three brick buildings
would be erected for example. The re-
sult is of course pleasing to our civic
pride as St. John has the appearance,
especially from the harbor, of a city
twice its size,

The boom however did not material-
ize. On the contrary ‘there was a’' de-

crease in pepulatioh from which the
city has only recovered in the last temr
years. The result is that there has not
been since any very noticeable scarcity
of houses, although it is very seldom

indeed- that a suitable house cannot -

have plenty .of prospective tenants.
The fact, however, stands forth that
passing over side issues it is preferable
for a man who has laid some savings
aside to be the owner of his own
dwelling. Ten per cent..is the basis on
which renfts are collected, the rate be-
ing a little lower in the case of brick
and somewhat higher on wooden
buildings where there is greater deter-
foration.

EASTPORT, Nov. 5.—There has been
a big demand during the past week for
girls to work in the boneless herring
plans now in operation in thig city, and
while the wages offered do not compare
with those of the"sardine factories, now
closed, a fair amount can be made by
the female trimmers of the smoked her-
ring. It is slow work for .the new
hands peeling off the skin and remov-
ing the backbone from the newly
smoked herring, but, with nothing else
in sight for the winter, the work is of
tonsiderable benefit to many here.
With the recent closing of the sardine
canning plants—a month ahead of the
usual time—many of the regular em-
ployes left the city for outside work,
and most of the out-of-town employes
returned to their homes feeling that
they would not make, much above their
board money by remaining, so all the

| DEATH.OF WELL-KNOWN.
PHILANTHROPIST.

MONTREAL;, Nov. 5.—Charles Alex-
ander; a retired businéss man, and the
best known philanthropist in the city,
was accidentally killed -last evening.
On'retiring for the night he found his
room too warm and in opening the win-
dow fell to the ground, a ‘distance of
trirty feet, receiving injuries which
proved fatal two hours later.

Mr. Alexander was born in Dundee,
Scctland, June 13, 1816, and was édu-
cated there. He came to Canada'in
1840, and during the major part of his
‘career lived in Montreal, where he was
actively and successfiilly . engaged in
business on his own account. He sat
for many years in the Montreal oity
courcil, and in 1874 was elected to re-

| present Montreal Centre in' the legis-

Jature, filling the vacancy caused there-
in by the retirement of the late Hon.
L. H. Holton. At the ensuing general
! elections he was defeated ,by the late
A, 'W. Ogilvie, afterwards a senator.

SERIOUS FIRE AT
_ ELLSWORTH, MAINE.

ELLSWORTH, Me., Nov, 5—Fire that
started about three o’clock this morn-

{ing in the furniture store of L, W. Jor-

dan, on/ Maine street, in a nest of
‘wooden buildings, virtually ruined three
business ‘blocks, two of which wer¢
owned by Fred A. Eddy, the other by
T. J. & R."B. Holmes and badly dam-
aged a fourth building adjoining, also
owned by. Mr. Eddy, causing a total
loss of about $25,000, upon which there
is only partial insurance,

The fire is supposed to have originat-
ed around the chimney, and when -dis-
covered had complete possession of the
upper, portion.of the three structures,
which joined each other and were locat-
ed in the very heart of the business sec-
tion.

The other stores on the ground floor

. of-these buildings were unoccupied, but

on the upper floor were the office and
living rooms of Dr. H, L. D. Wodruff,

These
were completely, burned out and the
Woodruff family was obliged to make
a hasty exit.

BOSTON, Nov, 5.—With the recov-
ery from the bottom of the harbor to-
day of a leather bag containing a head, |
believed to be that of Miss Susanna A. !

VICTIM’'S HEAD FOUND,

BOSTON, Nov. 5—What is confident=
1y believed to be the head of Miss Sus-
anna A..

Newcastle, the shire-
town, is located on its northern bank,
near where it is crossed by the Inter-
colonial railway, and is about equi-
distant from Moncten and the Quebec
boundary, The town is well provided.
with  churches, schools, hotels, and
whatever is deemed necessary to com-
fort and pleasure in these days of pro-
-gress and high civilization. Chatham
for many -years the head of the old Mi-
ramichi circuit, is situated on the ssuth
side of the river a few miles farther
down., It is a busy place, has some
very fine private residences, carries on
& large trade with the outside world,

ber, has two newspapers, several
churches, good schools, and its people
are well and favorably known for their
thrift and busthess ability. It is the
home of His Honor Lieut. Governor
8nowball, whose father, the Rev. John
Snowball, was at one time the resident |
Methodist minister there,

THE BARLY HISTORY,

In the early history of this region the
people had to share in the troubles and
dangers of the period when; ‘the Mic-
mac ruled by menace, and the savage
legislated by the bloody statutes of the
tomahawk and the knife.”” During the
long contest between France and Bri-|
tain for the supremacy on.this conti-
nent some terrible deeds were done,and '
after the Briton had been acknow- |
ledged the conqueror, it was no easy
matter to establish friendly relations
between the victors and the vanquish- .
ed. But it was done and the French- |
man found British rule the best he had
ever known, and the Indian learned
that British promises were sacredly |
kept. !

As no account of this section of coun- .
try would be complete without some '
mention of the great fire of 1825, we!
give the following from the pen of the:
late Rev. Dr. Cooney: Bl

“The summer had been remarkably
dry, scarcely any rain had fallen, and
very extensive fires had been raging for
some time all the way from Westmor- |
land to the borders of Quebec. From |
the 5th of October to the 7th the heat
was intense . ' there was not a,
breath of air, the atmosphere was over-
loaded, an irresistible lassitude seized
the people, and the whole country seem-
ed to be encireled by a fiery zone
Eargh, alr, ses and sky deemed to con
spire against ' man. 'The river, tor-
tured into vielence by the gale that
bad suddenly arisen, foamed with rage,
. and flung its boiling spray upon thet
land, The thunder pealed, and the
lightning rent the firmament. For a
moment  all nature appeared to' be
hushed into dumbness, when suddenly
8 lengthy and sullen roar came booming
through the forest, and the whole of
the northern side of the river for more
than an hundred miles, and over six
thousand square miles, became envel-
oped in an immense sheet of flame. A
greater calamity never befell any
forest country, and the general charac-
ter of the scene was such that all it re-
quired to complete a picture of the Day
of Judgment was the blast of a trum-
pet, the voice of the .Archangel, and
the Resurrection of the Dead.”

TALE OF DISASTER.

In this terrible calamity 160 persons
were burnt or drowned, 595 buildings
and 8756 head of cattle destroyed, and
the loss in property amounted to over
2 million of dollars. Very generous
was the ald extended to the sufferers.
Great Britain sent $23,000, United

1 es, $92,-
360, old Canada, $26,760, Newfoundland
$3,500, Nova Scotia $21,820, Prince F4-/
ward Island $850 and New Brunswick
$28,668, of which over $21,000 went from
this city. 4

Methodism was introduced into New-
castle and Chatham on the same Sab-
bath in the month of August, 1838. The
Rev. John B. Strong, then stationed in
Fredericton, after a horseback ride of
three days, reached Newecastle, and on’
the Sabbath preached there in the
forenocon and evening and in the after-
noon at Chatham. Of the evening ser-
vice Mr.Strong wrote this: “Many were
without, with hats off and as still as
night.  After the service the people
flocked in and told me with tears they
were the children of Methodists; that
they had never seen a Méthodist

away their tears they ‘went on board.
On the passage a great storm as ex-
perienced and while all expected to go
to the bottom, the little wife again in-
spired hope and courage by singing the
old song. When they found themselves
in the wildwood with - everything so
strange and lonely, the husband broke
down and sorely regretted their having
come to such a place, but the good lit-
tle. wife was ready with her song of
trust and cheer. And by and by the

.end came, and while loving friends

stood weeping around her she passed

Mr, Strong promised to interest him-
Self In-thelr behalf and occasional vis-
its were made until 1830, when the
Rev. Michael Pickles was sent to care
for them. As about one-half the entire
Population were ‘Roman Catholics and
the rest largely Presbyterians, and as
Methodis_t was not a name of honor
in those days, it réquired &ome nerve
and courage-to. plant the standard.
But it was planted, and in sunshine
and_shade it has never been furled

from that day to this nor is it likely
to be.

SOME GREAT REVIVALS.

The Miramichi circuit has been the
scene of some remarkable revivals, in
which many understood by experience
what Dr. Chalmers meant when he
spoke of ‘‘the expulsive power of a
new affection.” One of these took
place in 1841 under the ministrations
of the Rev. Arthur McNutt and his as-
sistant, Humphrey Pick, and who
soon after became identified with our
at Backville,
and whe for many years was the re-
cognized leader in that department of
the work. The revival referred to took
in a wide range of country and ex-
tended to Bdiestown and several other
blaces. "But the most powerful  one
Was witnessed in 1362 during the pas-
torate of the Rev, Willlam 'W. Per-
kins and assistant, Chas. B. Pitbaldo.
Mr. Perkins married a daughter of
Richard Heartz, a leading merchant of
Charlattetown, and sister of the Rev.
Willlam H. Heartz, of Yarmouth, and
the present president of the Nova
Scotia conference. After some years of
effective service in this country, he
retired from our work, throat trouble
being the immediate cause. Later he
removed to the United States whither
80 many have gone in search of health
or higher wage, which, however, they
have not always found.

The principal higman agent in bring-
ing aBout thig revival was the wife of
the Hon. Petsr ell, who for many
yYears played a prominent part in the
public life of this province. ‘Mrs. Mit-
chell, while a member of another com-
munion, was ‘a regular attendant at
the Methodist services then held on the
Sabbath afternoons. Becoming dissat-
isfied with herself and realizing that
life was intended for something nobler
than mere pleasure, she had a talk
with Mr. Perkins and requested him to
hold some special services. Burprised
and pleased with such a request com-
ing from so0 unexpected a quarter, the
request Was readily acceded to, ser-
vices were arranged for and an old-
fashioned protracted meeting entered
upen. Mrs. Mitchell was the first to
&0 forward to the “seekers’ Seat and
others followed her example, Among
the many who came inte the church
at that time were Mr. ‘Williston, after-
wards a judge of the county eourt;
Miss Wilson, a relative of Rev. Dr.
Donald, then of St. Andrew's church,
St. John, who became the wife of the
Rev. Charles. B. Pithlade above re-
ferred to, who some years later sought
a home under the Stars dnd Stripes;
Miss Gr_exory; sister of Judge Gregory,
who was married to another minister,
the Rev. John Winterbotham; Miss
Aggie Blizzard, now Mrs. Bogart, of
this city, daughter of Ald. Blizzard, so
long a prominent member of the city
council. Ancther active worker was a
Mr. Morall, who at that time carried
on the business of shipbuilding here,
but whose duties called him to New-
castle. and who while there rendered
excellent service. The Influence of the
revival was felt in all the surrounding
country and the, church was corres-
pondingly strengthenéd.

Almost immediately after Mr, Pickles
had entered upon:his work steps were
taken to erect a place of worship, and
the building was so far advanced by
November that services were then held
there. It was a modest structure, and
innocent of all ornamentation, but it
answered the purpose and many a one

AT CHATHAM.,

The first Methodist church in Chat-
ham was commenced in 1830 by Rev.
Mr. Pickles and formally set apart by
Rev. Enoch Wood on July 81, 1831.
Amorng the members of the trustee
board were Robert Morrow, Joseph
Spratt, James A Plerce, Joseph Dut-
ton and John Méa. The building was
after the old style, high pulpit, square
pews and lofty galleries, andl could ac-
commodate six hundred persens, Hav-
ing suffered by fire In 1845 it was re-
paired and rededicated;, and continued
to be the place of meeting until the
present handsome structure took its
place.
. Chatham and Newecastle continued
to be known as the Miramich!{ circult
until 1874, when each under its own
name was seét off by itself. The con-
ference appointees between 1830 and
1874 were the following:

As might have been expected from
the followers of Wesley, the friends of
the temperance movement. felt they
could always count upon the sympathy
and moral support of the Methodist
ministers.

Such an one is sure to have -enemies,
who, when unable to meet him in
argument, will have recourse to other

Thus the officials are enabléd clearly
to deter{n.ing that the poison was put
in the bag some time during the week
previous to last Sunday. Capt. Hart-
nett of Portland is sfill busy conduct-
ing his investigation and has visited
several outside towns seeking evidence.
Only a few connecting links in the case
are now needed to  secure evidence
sufficlent 'to warrant holding the sus-
pected party. for a hearing before the
grand jury of Aroostook county.

PRINGE LOUIS

Was Receivo—d—gy President
.-and Mrs. Roosevelt.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—Rear Ad-
miral Prince Louis of Battenberg was
‘veceived by the president and Mrs:
Roosevelt at 8 o’clock this afternoon.
The Prince was the bearer of ‘a  per-
sonal message of goodwill from Xing
Bdward to President Roosevelt, and
was presented to the president by Sir
Henry Mortimer Durand, the British
ambassador. The presentation  was
made the occasion for a brilliant recep-
tion, :

Tonight the British ambassador and
Lady Durand gave a state dinner to
their distinguished house guest, fol-
‘lowed by a large reception and ball.

Save for the absence of military hon-
ors, Prince Louls’ entry to the capital
today has beeh invested with as much
ceremiony, 88 that which made memor-
able the: greeting to’Prince 'Henry of
Prussia several -years ago. This has
beeti the busiest day he hag spent simce
he arrived off Annapblis’ Wednesday.

noon ,Prince Louig and Sir' Mortimer
Durand arrived at the White House.
The party was met at the main en-
trance by the president’s military and
ndaval aides ‘and escorted to the Blue
Rcom, where a distinguished company
awaited their arrival. Th a few mo-
ments the carved wood doors
swung open and the President and Mrs.
Roosevelt entered. The Prince was
presented by Sir Mortimer Durand,
and the former immediately delivered
the royal message to the president.
The Prince then presented the mem-
bers of his staff and the commanding
offiicers of his squadron. i
Both the President and Mrs. Roose-
velt were markedly cordial.and hearty
in their welcome, the president express-
ing the hope that évery moment of the
visit of the British squadronh in Ame-

theni. The president and the Prince
then entered into an earnest talk about
the various problems O0f & modern
navy.

The réception lasted about an hour.

Thirty-six guests made up the com-
pany at the dinne¢ given in-honor of
the prince by the ambassador and
Lady Durand, which included besides
the prince and officers of his party
and tHe embassy staff, the secretary
of state and Mre.

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THE REVOLUTION IN FINLAND.

If the revolt in Finland has been free
or nearly free from bloodshed it has
been singularly effective. The people
arose in a body and took possession of
the public offices. They have hauled
down the Russian flag wherever it be-
longed and have caused the Russian
officials to retire from their stations.
The governor general has made formal
abdication, so one report says,: while
another states that he has forwarded
his resignation to the emperor. He is,
at least, no longer in authority, and
the duchy has declared itself independ-
ent of the Tsar. .

The people 'of Finland are an alto-
gether different sort from the people
of Russia proper. They are not of the
same race, and are in another plane of |
social and political development. The!
people of Finland claim to be the best !
educated nation in Europe. They have
no illiterate class. Instruction has long
been compulsory. With a population
under three millions Finland has a
state university which takes rank
among the great schools of Europe. It
has 48 lycenms, with a large number
of other secondary schools. There are
8 normal schools for teachers with 1,264
pupils, 7 schools of navigation, 9 com-
mercial colleges, numerous primary and
secondary trade and industrial schools,
24 schools of agriculture, 28 dairy:
schools, 19 schools of cattle manage-
ment and 12 schools of horticulture.
A resident of Finland who does not
speak ghree languages besides his
own, is thought to be badly educated.
More than 200 newspapers are publish-
€d in Finland, and it is interesting to
note that in 1903 only one was issued
in the Russian language:

Finland is also well acquainted with
the principles of representative gov-
ernment. The state had parliamentary
institutions long before it became a
part of the Russian empire at the be-
girning of the last century. The free-
Jdom of religion and free institutions
which then existed were guaranteed by
treaty. This compact was not violated
until the present reign, and during the
period that the Tsar Kkept faith with
Finland he had no more loyal subjects

than the people of the Duchy. Finland
was the one bright spot in the emper-
or's disturbed.and unhappy dominion,
where the people were satisfied, pros-
perous and loyal. But:the advisers of
the court were not content with the
state of affairs, They made the Russian
language official in a country where
there were no Mussians except in the
official class, They took out of the

country the soldiers recruited in Fin-
land, dispersed them through the em-
pire, mixing them in regiments and
companies with Russians so that they
did not even have the privilege of
each other’s society. These and other
steps toward the Russification of the
country have failed to make the peo-
ple Russlans, but they have succeedeéd
in making Ruseia and the Russians
hated throughout Finland. Emigra-
tion to America has been greatly stim-
ulated by the resentment of the peo-
ple. g

If the government at St. Petershurg |
had been capable of governing Rus-
#ia, it might have been excused for
trying to improve the one good gov-
ernment that was fouhd in the empire.
But this meddling on the part of an
administration whigch could not keep
the peace at home was both dishonest
and stupid. The result will probably
be that the Tsar must reconquer Fin-
land or else recall the recent proclam-
ations and orders relating to Finland.
It is not a good .time for BEmperor
Nicholas to attempt to "conquer any-
thing or n.nybodg.

MR. AYLESWORTH'S DISCLO-

" SURES,

Mr. Aylesworth of the Laurier cabi-
net has certainly smbarrassed his co}-
leagues by danom;cmg oh the hustings
8 measure introduced and earried
through parliament by the Laurier
government only a féew months ago.
This cavalier proceeding will go some
way to reconcile the premier to Mr.
Aylesworth’'s defeat, if that - event
should happen three weeks hence,

To the cénsure Mr. Aylesworth has
added a defense of the government in
another matter, which justification is
scarcely less offensive than the re-
buke. Dealing with the increased in-
demnities to members, Mr. Aylesworth
sajd that many members suffer pecu-
niary loas by entering politics, though
Some are not worth $2,600 a year. Then
he went on to say that *the govern-
ment could have resigned rather than

| submit to the demands upon them.”

He asked: “If the .govermment had
“ resigned, then what ? The govern-
““ ment would have to be carried on by
‘“‘ other men who made the demands!”

Are we then to understand that the
government was held up by its own
large majority in the house ? ‘The
opposition, as we know, would be
powerless to' force any policy on the
government. Certainly no member of
the opposition wduld Venture to pro-
pose a resolution 'demanding a larger
indemnity. No .private member has
the power to make such a motion if
he desired to do so. The opposition
could not hold out the threat of voting
against the government on & want of
contidence motion if it refused to in-
crease the allowance of members. That
is the way the opposition would voie
In any case.

But it would be possible for liberal
members to say that they would vote
with the opposition on some other pub-
lic issue unless they were allowed an-
other $3,000 per session. If Mr. Ayles-
worth’s plea has force it contains the
intimation that this threat was made
and that Sir Wilfrid was obliged to
submit.

Of eourse the premier would not be
obliged to submit. He could simply
have teld the house and the country
what had been suggested. That would
have brought any such conspiracy to
a sudden end.

After all, did Sir Wilfrid “yield”?
The premier himself was the largest
beneficiary of his legislation. Was he
obligel to accept this gift to prevent his
followers turning him out of office?
There was no sign that the leader of
the government was not a willing
party to the whole transaction, until
this intimation came from Mr. Ayles-
worth, who was not in parliament at
the time,

THE TARIFF IN MASSACHUSETTS.

The success of the democratic ticket
in the Massachusetts state plection to-
morrow would show that freer trade
with Capada is an_ open question in
one part of the United States. That
state has more than any other in the
union to gain by a larger trade be-
tween the United States and Canada.
Massachusetts is the centre of manu-
factures which would draw their raw
material largely. from this country.
Free wood, free coal, free Hides, free
wool, would be helpful to Massachu-
setts industries. Free lime, plaster and
building stone would be good for Bos-
ton and other coast cities. Boston con-
sumers would doubtless be well satis-
fied to see dairy produce, potatoes and
poultry and other feods from the farm
shipped duty free to their market, and
perhaps they would not object to pro-
vincial fish: On the other hand it would
be a great thing for Boston if it could
be made a distributing point for East-
ern Canada, as it is new for a large
part of New England. Mr. Henry M.
Whitney, the. candidate for lieutenant
governor, who is taking the lead in
tariff campaign, understands the situ-
ation. He is greatly interested in in-
dustrial operations in both countrieés.
Massachusetts is so strongly repubil-
can that one can hardly expect the
election of democratic tickets two
térms in succession. But it will create
an interesting situation if Mr. Whit-
ney should be elected.

MR. COHOE'S STATEMENT.

The statement made to the Brus-
sels Street Baptist congregation Sun-
day by the retiring pasto~ in a mes-
sage to more churches than the one to
which it is addressed. Mr. Cohoe does
not wish to be the pastor of a church
which is not numerically or financially
strong enough to be able to part with
a few who may not find the services
satisfactory. That is to say, he does
not wish to minister to a congregation
so situated that he dare not fall to
Dlease any one or two families. Nor
does he believe that any pastor should
be placed in this position. In Mr.
Cohoe’s view a chureh, like a bank,
should have a reserve. This can only
be acquired in the particular case by
depriving gome other  church of its
reserve or by a unlon of congregations.
Mr. Cohoe is not the only man who be-
lieves that there are too many churghes
in this city. The Baptists are not the
only body that is over-churched in this
town, though circumstances have made
their position in that respect motre con-
spicuous. The Baptists and Free Bap-
tists have recently Bucceeded in effect-
ing an organie union which at the first
presented serious diffculties. Bimilar
unions had previously bheen ageom-
plished in this country by the Presby-
teriang and by the Methodists.
But the work of  wuniting .cen-
gregations and closing superfluous
church buildings has been found more
difficult. '

THE PLEA OF A HUMORIST,

o

Jerome K. Jeroma is a professionsl
humorist, and therefore it is not neces-
sary to take him serfously even when
he desires it. He spoke the other day
in a solemn tong to the Canadian Club
at Toronto, expressing the hope that
the Canadian delegates to the next

colonial conference would not look at
trade matters from a purely eolonial
standpoint. Mr, Jerome is thus report-
ed; * ;

“He did not think Canadians under-
stood what poverty meant, 43 under-
stood in England. - The great mass of
workingmen in England did not make
$3 a week, and on that they lived and
supported their families. If they were
compelled to pay five or ten cents per
week more for their living it would be
a serious burden. He knew of three
families in his own village in Oxford-
shire where the fathers recefved $3 a
week, and one had six children, anoth-
er five, and the third thirteen children.

‘““These were. not e:gceptional cases.
There were tens of thousands of them
in England. To .ask them to pay an-
other shilling a week for their child-
ren’s bread was to do a dangerous
thing, because an agitation would re-
sult with an appeal ' to the working-
men that they had no right to bear
that burden for the benefit of the farm-
ers in the colonies, who were far bet-
ter off. There would follow an agita-
tion to let the colonies go, which would
be dangerous in the extreme.”

Assuming it to be true, as stated that
Mr. Jerome is an ardent free trader, it
is a poor advertisement which he offers
for the policy of his country that
workingmen are living so ‘near the
starvation line. But since the working
men under the free trade policy are in
this parlous state, Mr. Jerome might
apply his energies td the task of secur-
ing for them a remission of the tax of
one hundred per cent. on their tea.
Perhaps it is in his capacity as a
humorist that Mr. Jerome computes at
a shilling a week the burden of a tax
of two shillings a ‘quarter on wheat,
which calls for a weekly consumption
of four bushels of wheat, or one barrel
of flour. Verily it must be hard for a
family with such abnormal appetites
to live on the free trade income of ten
cents a day. But think of the amount
of tea, taxed usually eight to ten cents
per pound by the free trade tariff,
which must be required to wash down
S0 much solid food.

JHE DEATH OF MR, SHIVES,

By the lamentable and untimely
death of Mr. Kilgour Shives the whole
province, and especially the ' district
where he lived, has suffered a loss. Mr.
Shives, whé had not passed the prime
of life, had accomplished much and
had fairly begun much larger and
more promising activities on behalf of
himself and others. He was one  of
the most capable and enterprising of
the business men of the North Shore,
and was fully trusted and greatly re-
spected by all who had dealings with
him. Few men in the business life of
the province had a larger circle of per-
sonal friends. His death, which would
in any case have been a severe af-
fliction to his. family and acquaint-
ances, is doubly painful coming as it

The Woodstock Sentinel, which 1is
rather close to Solicitor General Jones,
is of the opinicn that J, ¥, Tweeddale,
M. P. P, for Victoria, will soon be
added to the list of provincial minis-
ters.

The
Sentinel explains that ‘Mr. Tweeddale
has been “a sturdy government sup-
porter” and that he “generously stood
aside" when Mr. Jones became a mem-
ber of the executive., With these quali-
fications for office Mr. Tweeddale
might naturally expeet promoetion 'if
there were not a score of members
with the same credentials.

The coroner’s jury finds that Charles
O’Regan came to his death by a blow
struck “unwittingly” by his opponent
in a sparring match.

After an exhaustive inquiry gccupy-
ing three evenings, the coroner’s jury
empanelled to inquire into the death
of Charles O’Regan, who died shortly
after coming out of the ring where he
had been boxing with Fred Northrup,
last Monday brought in the verdicf as
given above. This verdict was unani-
mous and was reached after fifty min-
utes’ deliberation.

STANLEY H. TAYLOR.

Stanley H. Taylor was the first wit-
ness sworn. ‘He said: I am a news-

paper reporter, representing the Tele- |-

graph. I do sporting work chiefly. I
was at the éparring match on Monday
evening last in the Queen’s rink in my
official capacity. There was a story of
the bout in the Telegraph the follow-
ing morning by rounds. I believe that
the report was in the main correct.
The witness was shown his report of
the: fight. Asked whether the blows
described there actually were struck,
the witness satd he could not swear to
every blow. He was asked concerning
certain blows and said they were struck
as reported. He remarked having seen
Northrup strike O’Regan on the chin.
In the first two rounds most of the
blows were struck. Northrup struck
O’Regan a hard right on tihe head.
“I saw O'Regan receive blows on
the head, neck and body. The boys
did not seem more than ordinarily” ex-
cited, In the ring Northrup appeared
to be about twenty pounds heavier
than O’Regan.” ;
The witness admitted that since he
had heard the evidence of others pre:
gsent he had arrived at the conclusion
that his report was not as accurate as

'he believed it'to be when he wrote it.

Cross-examined by' Mr. Macrae:

‘With the exception of the discrepancy
in weight the men were quite evenly
matched. 7

“Is it not the practice of newspaper
men to write these reports in as read-
able a manner as possible without
strict regard for accuracy?”

The witness replied that this was not
necessarily the case. The eontest was
fairly conducted. He would be unable
to say what proportion of the report
was correct.

DAN LITTLEJOHN.,

Daniel Littlejohn was then sworn:

“I' was at the sparring exhibition a
week ago. O’'Regan and Northrup
were amateur boxers. They were to
receive $20 between them. Northrup
was probably twenty pounds heavier
than O'Regan. O’Regan was a pupil
of mine. T think O’Regan would prob-
ably weigh one hundred and twenty-
two pounds when he went into the ring
with Northrup, I saw Northrup struck
on the side of the jaw and the bridge
of the mose. Technically these blows
would be called cross-counters. O'Regan
was+hit mostly in the stomach. I saw
O’'Regan get a jab in the mouth.
O’Regan was the cleverst boxer of the
two. Northrup was taller and his reach
probably longer. These would be ad-
vantages. O’Regan had an advantage
in secience, which would probably be
equivalent to Northrup's = advantages.
Northrup . seemed to be hugging
O’Regan. I never knaw O'Regan to be
unfit for boxing. I do not recollect

having heard about O’Regan getting |

hurt in his youth. I always found
Northrup a good, square boy. I know
Robert Nixon. He approached me to
get up this sparring match. He was
the principal and - promoter of it.
O’Keefe and Jack Powetr were both
square and competent referees. I know
nothing about who procured the li-
cense. 1 was to get part of the gate
money. ,

. Cross-examined by Mr. Macrae—"I
told Northrup ‘that I would give him
and O'Regan $20 to"ge on Tor a few
rounds to fill in time before the main
bout. -

L. 8. GOWE.

L. 8. Gowe, a Sun reporter, was then
sworn: “I saw the m#tch between
O’Regan and Northrup, and remember
having seen & number  of blows ex-
changed. The report of . the bout
which appeared in' the Sun ‘was in
my judgment a fair statement in a
general way of the redpective merits
of the men, and the progress of the
béut. I remember having séeén North-
rup hit O’Regan .on. two ocCcasions at
least about the head, but could not
swear positively whether they landed
on the chif or some other part-of the
head. Generally speaking, the bout
was fairly clean. Northrup was, in
my opinion, somewhat heavier than his
opponent. 1 did not read the story
of the fight by rounds which appeared
in the Teiegraph.’

DETECTIVE KILLEN,

Detective Killen, gworn: “I was at
the Nérthrup-O’Regan - boxing match.

Thomas, aged 02 yeare.

I am not sure that O'Regan had gloves

on when he was carried from the
ring. I got possession of gloves which
I was told were used In the contest.
The witness identified the gloves, and
said he had one of the gloves weigh-
ed. This was one of the gloves worn
by . Northrup, and weighed eight
ounces. A X
‘FLORENCE O'REGAN.

Florence O’Regan, father of the
dead boy, voluntarily gave evidence
as to the friendly relations of the boys.
He saw blows struck, but could not
say where they landed.

ADDRESS TO THR JURY.

A. W. Macrae, counsel for Freq

Northrup, then addressed the jury, re- |

marking that for this privilege he was
indebted to the courtesy of the cor-
oner. Manslaughter, with which his
client was charged, was a very serious
~erime, the maximum penalty being im-
prisonment for life. Mr. Macrae re-
ferred to the fact that fréquently peo-
ple embarked on undertakings which
resulted in tragedies, when' they had
no expectation that anything of the
kind would take place. Such un-
fortunate persons always carried with
them a feeling of remorse, which was
a great punishment. H¥He referred to
the excellent character that his client
had always borne, and asked the jury
to imagine themselves in his te#®ble
position. If there was any  doubt in
the minds of the jury as to Fred
Northrup’s responsibility for the
death of the deceased, then the pris-
oner should receive the benefit of it.
He believed that the jury would come
to the conclusion, as he had, that O’-
Regan’s death was due to a regret-
table accident, and would render a
verdict accordingly. Mr. Macrae re-
ferred to the large number of deaths
that occur yearly on the football field,
and in all other manly sports.

The contest hetween O‘Regan and
Northrup wase licénsed by the mayor,
and all those who had given evidence
had stated that it was properly con-
ducted.+ He referred to the fact that
the dead boy’s father had, unsolicited,
given evidence té the effect that the
relations of his son and Fred Northrup
were most cordial. - If there was any
man who would naturally be preju-
diced and have bitterness in his heart
towards Northrup, it surely would be
the father of the deceased.

Mr. Macrae closed by reiterating his
confidence that the ‘jufy would find
his client blameless,

CORONER BERRYMAN,

Coroner Berrymsan In making his
chargs said that the jury should dis-
abuse their minds of any sympathy
with Northrup. Their duty was to find
what was the cause of Charles O'Reg-
an’s death. If after comsidering the
case they found.that there was a rea-
sonable doubt in their minds  that
Northrup was responsible for the
death of O’Regan he should receive the
benefit of it. This contest was held on
the authority of the mayor, who issued
a license. We take it for granted that
the chief magistrate thought the
match would be properly conducted.
Deputy Chiet Jenkinsg had stated un-
equivocally that he saw Northrup hit
O’Regan and knock his head back. The
evidence demonstrated beyond a doubt
that blows were struck. There was
considerable clinching and rough fight-
ing according to the evidence. The
evidence is positive that both men.re-
celived blows on the head. The evi-
dence of Dr, Daniel &nd Dr. Bentley,
who performed the autopsy on the
body of the deceased, agreed that com-
pression of the brain was the cause,
of death and stated that the condition
found might have been caused by a
blow. The coroner said there was no
doubt that O’Regan came to his death
by a blow received in his contest with
Northrup. He thought also’that the
contest was a prize fight. The coroner
said there was no doubt that Northrup
had no idea . of causing - O’Regan’s
death. The question, however, for the
Jury to decide was whether O’Regan’s
death was caused by a blow or not.

* A large crowd of spectators remain-
ed in the court ‘room until the jury
reaghed their verdict. When they filed
in under the direction of Marshal R.
J. Coughlan there was a moment or
two of suspense, during which the
crowd craned their necks and speculat-
ed in wondering whispeérs on the nature
of the fnding, which was as stated
above. The counsel for Northrup were

‘satisfled with the verdict. It will not,

however, affegt the inquiry before Ma-
gistrate Ritchie, who'will proceed with

BRUSSELS ST. CHURCH.

sl Forcibl  Sermon- Sunda}---

A Plea For Broadness---Day of Sec-
tarian Ghurch-is Past, -

In PBrussels . street Baptist church
Sunday morning:- Rev. A. B. Cohoe
talked to the congregation with re-
gard to his recent resignation from the
pastorate of that church. He after-
wards gave his views on the position
a minister occupies.

Mr. Cohoe spoke as follows:

“Last Wednesday evening after care-
ful consideration, I presented my re-
signation to this church. ' I had hoped

that it would be unnecessary for me |

to make a statement respecting my
reasons for so doing, I bave, hows
eyer, received so many inquiries, and
heard so many false or pantially
false representations, that it becomes
necessary for me to set before you in
a frank manner the reasons which
weighed with me in forming my decis-
lon. At the outset let me remove one
misapprehension. It has been made to
appear that I am disagpeeably at var-
iance with certain members of the eon-
gregation. Nothing could well be fur-
ther from the truth. It js doubtless
true that there are some who differ
quite radically from me in theological
opinions, but I trust the day has pass-
ed when such a difference i to be
made the ground for personal emnity.
Let me say emphatically that I cherish
no unkind feelings toward a.ny member
of the church.

“As every member of ‘the church
knows we are meither a large nor a
wealthy congregation. 'We are in the
position of the majority of churches in
that our.fncome is with difficulty made
large enough to meet our absolutely
necessary running expenses, With us
this is not a matter of recent history,
but has been the condition of ‘affairs
for many years back. We need the
financial and moral support of every
member.
members would yery seriously cripple
the work of the institution unless such

loss could be made good by a corres- !

ponding gain. Is such a gain possible?
Those of you who with me have chos-
en to be optimistic have believed that
advance was possible. I am not pre-
pared to join the ranks of the pessi-
mists even in this respect, but I am
compelled to face existing conditions,
As a denomination we possess five
churches in the south end of the city.
Even supposing we received one-fifth
of the additions that come by the wel-
coming of strangers from out of town
churches this would be no great factor.
Further it is known that every family
or nearly every family in St. John is
already identified with some church.
Any great growth on the part of one
church is almost certain to be attend-
ed by a corresponding decrease in some
other church. Frankly, I do not desire
increase that is obtained in such a
way. With every other denomination
represerited and apparently over-re-
presented in this sectibn of the city,

and with our own - decidedly over-
ohurched, it seems to me absolutely
hopeless to look to-any very consid-
erable increase from outside sources.

If we cannot look to a large influx
from' outside can we hold those families
that we de now hold? I have been re-
luctantly compelled to admit that we
cannot, In fact what church can?
There arg always some who from per-.
fectly justifiable reasons desire to leave
one church and work with anether.

These are not always deserving of the
name of malcontents. Very frequently
they are men and women of the best
motiyes, ' I am not unmindful of the
fact 'that not a few people have found

my ministry lacking in elements that
they wvery much desired, Some have
already left us and there are others

who remain only from 4 sense of
duty. The conditions should We suct

that this minerity could feel free tr

g0 elsewhere if they so desired. Wit}

the present situation you cannot afforc
to lose any minority, ' and men ' and

women who are not happy in their pre-
sent relations cannot feel free to go.
In that you have my first reason for
retiring.

“I do not retire .because I disagree in
point of doctrine with any man, but I
do retire because that disagreement
promises to place the c¢hurch - in an
impossible financial position.

WHAT OF THE FUTURE?

“I have been asked hy some people
in what respect the situation would be
improved by my resignation. Let me
answer that question emphatically. The
church may be in no better condition,
but it ought to be. If you perpetuate
the preseént situation and ,¢all another
man—and I may say that T have al-
ready received an -application for the
position, if you call another man—un-
less he be a phenomenal man who can
build up Brussels streat at the expense
of - some other chiireh you will find the
present situation recurring again, Sup-
pose you eall a so-called liberal theo-
logian, you_ create exactly the same
position that we hava'today. Suppose,:
on-the other hand, you call & vonserya-
tive theologmn—-wen ‘T am not sure
that the members who' lean to liberal
tendencies are vertain -to be content

under his ministry, ' Supposing his
theological opinlons are colorless—will
he please everybody? Is it not clear
that so long as your possible income is
80 near to your nhecessary expenditures
you place your - pastor a,nd yourselves
in the hands of any half ‘dozen who
from the best of reasons feel that they
must retire. And here you have my
second reason.

SHOULD REORGANIZE,

‘“The Baptist churches of the south
end of the city will never do the work
they ought to do until by readjustment
they are so reorganized that each
church which shall theén exist will be
able to guarantee to themselves and. to

their pastor that the support of the |
necessary.

that if the problem is approached in
the spirit of Jesus and in the interests
of the kingdom that such a reorganiza-
tlon can be-realized.

“I.do not retire to give place to al

more suitable man. I hope that there
may be no such man—at least until
you have earnestly tried to remove a

situation which will even handicap both

You and your pastors.”

Do not suppose ‘that I retire because
I find in Brussels street men who ‘can-
not agree with me. This is a time of
freedom of thought, and no member of
Brussels street church has ever inti-

mated to me that I had not a perfect

right 'to my opinion. Neither do I re-

tire because. I feel I have not a right |

to preach in the pulpit of a Baptist
church: That ought to be the sacred
home of freedom of thought, But I
retire because I do not feel that my fre-
maining would be in the interests of
the church, and because my going re-
moves one obstacle in the way of the
retorganization of Baptist work in. the
city.

Mr.  Cohoe went onj ‘In these days
what is wanted at the. head of the
church is a man of executive ability.
‘We see in all our colléges that the pre-
sidents of today need not necessarily
be great scholars—so long as they have
a good staff—but they must be able to
look after the business work of the in-
stitution. It is the 'same way in a
church. If a ministér is not able to
keep the collection plates full, the only
thing for him to do is to quietly resign
and step out to make room for a man
of greater ability. Seven-eighths of the
churches in Cangda today are strug-
gling along’ under a financial strain.
If a church has an income of two thou-
sand, it needs twenty-one hundred dol-
lars. . If it has five thousand, it needs
fifty-one hundred. The task of the
minister is to secure that extra hun-
dred, and to do so he needs the finan-
cial support of evéry member of the
congregation. He cannot afford to of-
fend any one, for it he does the collec-
tion plates will tell the tale. If he is
unable to keep up the income he should
resign. A minister is thus at the mercy
of the minority in every church. His
position is a hard one. What i8S in one
sense needed to fill a pulpit is someone
who will please everybody, and I say
God help such a man. You wiil find
that at some time or other fie will fail.
Suppoge you
go to business tomorrow keeping in
your mind the idea that you must not
offend anyone in the slightest degree,
and that you must not lose a cent’s
vorth of business. See how you get
along under that burden.

““There is another point not so prac-
ical, but te me egually important,
nd that is what our church repre-
tents, T met a man the other day who
aid tome: ‘T am a Baptist, I believe
hat the only proper form of baptism
5 immersgion.’ And I hung my: head
n shame, as T always do when I think
hat my life is being given to a 'beliet
1 any -one form e¢f  ordinance.
\nd yet, that is what our church
tands for. I am ashamed of it.
“ears ago the church of Christ through
rarious reasons became divided into
lenominations, and _these through ac-
idents and otherwise subdivided into
mall ehurches. But the day of such
«mall chirches is fast passing, and the
iectarian church is deomed. It is
Yound to go down, for the church that
s founded on Christ must be as broad
a8 Christ Himself. A matter of form
in- worship is of slight importance
'when'compared with the salvation of
souls, and I believe that sectarianism
will soon see jts end.

‘‘One other point, and that is the
Work of the church. I do not believe
that & man must go to the devil before
he can. find God. . The duty of the
church is, of course, to save the lost,
but far more.than that, its duty is to
Instil dinte every heart.. the truth so
that men need never stray from God.
In olden times, more than at present,
converts were made by violent con-
version. Missionaries report that very
few of the heathen are saved in' this

way. The reason ig that these heathen'

have not in theip souls that' foundation
of righteousness which is found inthe
people in Christian lands, So the
missionaries must - set to work / end
‘elucage their people in the way of
truth, and then when the tounda.tlon
i laid, the strong belfef will come.”

KINGSTON SCHOOL VISITED
MANUAL TRAINING.

‘When the question of the introduc-
tion of manual training into the schools
of St. John becomes a more active is-
sue than it is at present, there are four
leading citizens at least, who will be
armed with accurate knowledge to
bring into the discussion. These men
are B, A. Schofield, W. S. Fisher, T, H.
Estabrooks and J. M. Scovil.
of tHese, Mr. Fisher, is directly inter-
ested in educational matters, being a
member of the educational committee
of the board of trade, but all wanted
to see for themselves the working of
the manual training system. So on
Friday last they drove to Xingston
Consolidated School and spent the day
there. One of them, Mr. Schofleld, re-
marked that it was the best half day’s
schooling he ever had in his life, They
were all greatly impressed with the

advantages of-the system as adopted in,

the Kingston Consolidated School, and
are quite ready to believe that Prof.
Robertson’s ideal of education' as.ex-
emplified there, is about as near per-
fect as this generation requires. Mr.
Fisher told the Sun of the trip. “I am
“speaking for the whole four of us when
I say that we saw enough to convince
us that manual training is. needed
everywhere. The future of Canada de-
pends upon the ability of her people to
do someth'ing, and not upon masses of
unused information stored in the back
corners of brains.

Result of Examination

Black Tom’s Well Shows That it is No
Wonder Typhoid Fever Exists.

b ]

There is practically no doubt but that '
the cases of typhoid fever now existing
on Douglas avenue are directly due ta
the use of water from what is kyown
as Black Tom’s well, and’ that they
can be traced back to one case brought
here fromy Moncton. This is the re-
port which was made yesterday after-
noon to Dr. Daniel of the board of
health by Dr. G, A. B. Addy, who was
commissioned to test the water from :
that well, :

Dr. Addy, accompanied by Inspector
Howard, went out yesterday to get
samples of the water and to secure in-
formation as to the prevailing condi-
tions. The resnit is that while a bac-
teriological test of the water will be
made, Dr. Addy does not consider it
necessary, as he has found enough evi- |
dence -to show him where the fever!
comes from. : ; i

This Black Tom’s well is situated on
the west side of Douglas avenue, this
side of Memorial park, and directly
back of the residence of Miss Harriet
Cowan. From Douglas avenue to
Marble Cove the land‘slopes down, the
well being in ‘the line of drainage.
From the northern side the land also
slopes towards this sSpring, which is
thus in direct line for all drainage. It
has always been believed that this is
a boiling spring, 'but such is not the
case. It may be a Spring, but the botl-
Ing effect seen in it is caused by drain-
age water bubbling up under a rock
at the side of the spring. So these
people who have all along'believed that
they have been drinking from a boiling
spring have in reality been using sur-
face drainage. This water continues in
its flow downg towards the river and
runs through & second spring, which,
however, is not uséd by many people.

by I)°r., Adby Around:

From Douglas avenue, in a straight
line down to Marble Cove, there runs
a wooden sewer, so old that it is
crumbling to pieces, and is not tight
in any one place. . There is a catch
basin near the avenue end of the sewer
into which the ‘street drainage flows.
In the whole length of this sewer there
is no such 'thing as a trap, and the
gases arising from the sewerage can
come up anywhere,

The house  occupied by Frederick

Howard and John Finch, situated on
the western side of the avenue, is with-
in a couple of feet of this sewer and
is connected. with it by a wooden con-
duit in which there is no trap. In this
house three or four cases of typhoid
have developed within the last few
days.
. Now, some months ago a member of
the family of Henry McCulloch, Hving
on the opposite side of the avenue, re-
turned from a visit to Moncton, and a
few days later developed typhoid in its
most virulent form.
house is connected with the sewer re-
ferred to, and all the matter from the
sick room, loaded with typhold germs,
went into this sewer. The gases aris-
ing from'it entered the Howard house.
The sewerage passed down, and escap-
ing from the crumbling wood, soaked
into the soil as it went along. This
soakage in turn followed the grade, and,
the typhoid germs, reduced in num-
bers probably, by filtration entéred
Black Tom’s well.

This water has been in use by many
people along the avenue. There are
twelve or fifteen cases of typhoid in
this district at:the present time. Dr.
Addy wonders that the number is so
small. He will make the test for ty-
phoid germs, but is satisfled that the
cause of the fever has been located.

‘tober, 1905, fade 4 better showing for
game In Maine than did Octoper, 1904,
the total for the former being 1,711
deer, 102 moose and 22 bears, against
1,546 deer and 92 moose for the month
in 1904, and. 1,676 deer and 78 moose in
1908, :

It’ is generally believed that this
year’s total record will be ahead of
what was done the two past seasons,
but it is doubtful if the “killg” equal
the numbear of those in 1902, which was
the banner year of the Maine seasons,
SO far as deer were concerned, and was
very nearly up to the limit with moose.

The Bangor & Aroostook is the only
railroad which keeps a record,of the
game shipments each year, and a con-
servative estimate fixes what s
brought down over that line as about
equal to those from all other sections.
On that basis the figures which follow
would represent one-half the number
of deer and moose sent out of the state,

In 1802 4,495 deer and 224 moose were
JSent away, and probably the record
for the whole state was rising 9,000
deer and. nearly 500 moose. This amount
of deer was never equalled, but in 1901
269 moose were sent down the line,
and 4n 1903, 232. Those were tHe only
years in which 1902's moose record was
beaten, but 1904 came very close with
222, although" way behind with deer,
showing only 3,658, which was exceed-
ed by all three' years previously, and
beaten also in 1899.

Judging from the number shot so far
this year 1905 will do better with moose
than has been . the case for several
years and will be fully up to the aver-
age with deer. In'1895 only 112 moose
and 1,581 deer were sent out. In 1896
the figures increased to 133 moose and
2,245 deer; 1897, 139 moose and 2,940
deer; 1898, 202 moose, 3,877 deer; 1899,
166 moose, 3,756 deer; 1900, 210 moose,
3,379 deer; 1901, 259 moose, 3,852 deer;
1902, 224 moose, 4,495 deer; 1908; 232
moose, 3,786 deer; 1904, 222 moose, 8,558
deer, :

These figures show that a good gen-

eral average has been kept up each |

year despite the great increase in the
number of gunners and that if the re-
strictive laws are properly observed,
there is no danger that the game will
be killed off. If the process of decim-
ation had any influence on the percent-
age or natural increase it- would: have
been -shown four or five years ago, as
a result of the big jump in_the killing
of deer from 1897, when 2,940 were
shipped, to 1801, when the figures
reached 3,862,

According to one ‘of the oldest and
best game  wardens in the state, deer
. are increasing under the strict observ-
ance of -the law, which provides for a
comparatively short open season, while
moose are about holding their own. It
is not Hikely that ‘this ‘will-be true in
regard to the latter a few years honce,
however, as railgoads and the p.osress
of civilization drive the huge u..{ un-
gainly but wary animals back into the
woods, and the search for them i8 car-
ried on with: the same zest for six
weeks of eyery year. Despite the op-
position that will result, it is apparent’
that only a few years will elapse before
it will be necessary to still, further
shorten the moose season in .order to
retain their presence in the state. The
deer problem, on the other hand, is
practically. satisfactorily settled, and
there ls»appuer;tly no particular dan-
ger that thig branch of the antlered
family will be lost sight of in Maine
for some decades yet.

The  average gunner in the Maine
woods will go .almost as far for a bear
today as he will for a moose, provided
he feels that there is ample protection
in case bruin shows evidence of gain-
ing the upper hand.

BEAR.HUNTI}NG GREAT SPORT.

As a matter of fact there is as much
sport in hunting bear as moose, and ex-
cept in the rutting séason there is de-
cidedly & greater element of danger.
Bear “hunting - requires ' considerable.
more coifage, pertinacity and detér-
mination than doés the chase after the
big-heidsd antléred creature.

In Vermont, since the severe resulc-’l
tions on deér ‘hunting have been in
force and the number of animals has
enormously increased, packs of wolves |
have followed their prey down aldng
‘the Green Mountain ranges and are
now, .frequently “seen | by lundbermen
and trappeérs in the woods,

“In ‘Maine, however, where wolves
would surely be discovered if theéy ex-
istéd, no trace of them whatever has
been reported, and one of the oldest:
guides in the state, who travelled the
forést of the Piné ‘Tree state 65 years
‘ago, told a representitive of the Her-
ald that he had seen but very few in
the early days and none at all during
the last half century. This fact af-
fords excellent proof that the old claim
about the wolves and the deer does
not always hold good.

The great extent of the Maine game
preserves is but little réalized. . Besides
the whole northerfi™ portfon of i the
state, principally Aroostook county,

quis counties and the northern por-
tions of Hancock, Franklin and Oxford
counties are the home of vast numbers
of deer, with plenty of moose and bears
in nearly all the sections, although the
moose are nrorg - particalarly to be
fountd in “Aroostook, Washington and
Piscataquis. J

Aroostook alone is larger than the
state of Connecticut and the combined
area of forests where the wild animals
roam could’easily hold that state and
Massachusetts, with a bplace in one
ctrner for most of Rhode Island.

In many parts of this great section
not even the wood-choppers have vis-
ited and some of the more remote parts
have never felt the tread of man’s feet
since the Indians sought the “wild ani-
mals. This great natural preserve will
undoubtedly remain the home of deer
and other animals for generations to
come, providing, proper restrictive
measures to prevent the extreme de-
cimation of the game are adopted and
carried out.

REMARKABLE KILL OF DEER.

Two deer were killed in a somewhat
remarkable manner in the Penobscot
river, near Old Town, Saturday.

He attempted to
Jjump to the big logs from the water,
but his feet caught and he hung there
powerless until the men came up to
him and despatched -him with the cant
dog.

Loading the earcass into the boat the
couple rowed back to the raft, but had
Bo sooner boarded it than they de-
scried a second deer swimming in the
same direction as the first. Into the
boat the men went again, but the row
was much harder than the first and
the deer had a good start. When this
one reached the boom it had more time
to gather itseif for the leap, and it suec-
ceeded in getting over the logs, but by
the .time he reached the water again
Nolan had bounded to the boom. and
there ensued a struggle, with the re-
gult:that the cant hook again proved
successful as a weapon and the second
deer was taken into the boat and con-
veyed to Old Town.

YEGGMEN SPREAD
TERROR IN MAINE

> >

Have Made Numbers of
Breaks Since Sept. 1.

> &

Gang -Belleved-to be Hiding in Shaw-
mut Woods Waiting Chance to

CGome to Canada.

SKOWHEGAN, Mae., '‘Nov:’ 8.—The
g8ang of “yeggmen’ who have been ter-
rorizing western Maine is now believed
to be in hiding in the woods of Frank-
lin gnd Somerset counties, evidently in-
tending to break through to Canada or
the eastern part of the state at the
earliest opportunity.

There seems$ to be little chance for
them to get away by seeking the cities
to the south, and they .are almost as
badly off to the north. Their only hope
lies in keeping in the woods as long as
possible, and that is a difficult under-
taking unless they are well skilled in
woodcraft.

The gang has operated extensively
sinc¢e Sept. 1, and its methods have been
similar to those described by John
McCarthy, the convict, in the' state
prison ‘at Windsor, Vt., ‘whose interest-
ing experiences as yeggman ‘were  rpe-
lated exclusively in the Herald 'last
summer. The members have confined
their work to burglaries in post offices
and banks in small towns, and have
undoubtedly - had - headquarters from
which they could quickly ride to the
scene of intended operations and jump
out again as soon as the work was com-
pleted, e

This gang had been gradually work-
ing east, and probably intended to con-
tinue toward Bangor along a line from

20 to 40 miles north of the Maine Cen-
‘tral ‘railroad, until the chase which

was begun by Sheriff Smith of Somer-
set county, after the robbery of  the
post office at Shawmut, which resulted
in the burning of the store where the
business was conducted, entailing a loss
»of shout 38,500, .

~ The knowledge that the sheriff had
discovered 'evidence of their move-
ments probably led td a change in their
plans, and there. are many circum-
stances which indicate that they en-
deavored to work back over the same
road from the west by which they
reached Shawmut, which is between 40
and 50 miles across country from the
scene of the last break, presumably by
the same gang, and nearly twice as far
by railroad. : -

It they had turned to the south they
had excellent opportunities of maklng
their- way to RPRortland and Boston,
either by the Maine Central road via
Lewiston or the' “front” route through
Augusta, The officials are satisfied that
they did not follow the course, how-
ever. To the north they could take the
Phillips & Rangeley rafiroad, which
would land them at Eustis or Range-
ley, both “Jumping-off places,” or the
Somerset railway, which would get
them as far asyBingham. The only
way to go beyond these railroad ter-
minj to the north would be by way of
the old road from Skowhegan to Que-
bec. Otherwise they must hide in the
woods.

That is the reason why the sheriffs
and deputies feel so confident that the
gang is “bottled up.” The “yeggs’” are
safe if they can find a secluded place in
the forest, but immediately they take
to the thoroughfares, either railroads
or higliways, they are In imminent
danger of arrest. ¥

It seems highly improbable that they
are equipfed to remain any great
length of time In the woods, and a

search for food is likely to result in |

complications, so thoroughly 1is  the
whole country -aroused and-so well
have the farmers and lumbermen been
posted. As help is scarce, the thieves
might find a chance to work on the ex-
tension of the Somerset railway north
of Bingham, or even as lumbermen,
but their probable inexperience would
soon attract attention to them, and it
i8 not at all likely that they are anx-
fous to labor very hard.

According to the  officials, the burg-
lars have not shown themselves very
expert in the use of nitro-glycerine,and
for ‘that reason it is believed that they
are not professionals, but rather ho-
bods acting under the direction of a
“yegg' who has had some experience.

It ip supposed that the gang is com-
posed of five, and there is little chance
for .any of them to escape in view of
the sharp lookout kept on all the roads
throyghout . Franklin . and  Somerset
counties,

. CAMPBELLTON, N. B, Nuv. 5—
Deep gloom hangs over the town today
with the full realization of the shock-
ing death-of .one of our most promiinent
citizens, Kilgour Shives, yesterday af-
ternoon. There was a note of sadness
in all the church services today, and
particularly in Christ church, of which
deceased was a member,

Yesterday evening the news passed
from lip to lip that Kilgour: Shives,
head of the Shives Lumber Co. had ac-
cidentally shot himself in the woods,
and so great was the shock to our citi-
zens that for a time it was impogsible
to obtain particulars of the atwful cal-
amity. On the street corners, in the
stores and shops men talked in bated
breath of the sad affair, and it is safe
to say the towh has never been so deep-
ly stirred ,by any occurrence of a sim-
ilar nature.

As far as can be learned the correct

| particulars ¢of the sad affair are as
No one will |

follows:

Mr. Shives in company with Mr. Mec-
Lean, the millwright, went on Satur-
day afternoon up river nearly to the
mouth of the Upsalquitch’for the pur-
pose of selecting a site for a couple of
sheds which it was proposed to build
as a sort of half way station on the
portage to the lumber’' camps of the
company. They were reconnoitering in
the woods about a mile this side df
Upsalquitch,, Mr. Shives carrying a
short .303 rifle. About two o'clock they
came upon a small” steep hill, and it
was in attempting to elimb this hill
that the shocking accident occurred.

. The hammer-of the rifie was caught by

the brush, the rifie discharging'its con-
tents. The bullet entered -Mr. Shives’
body .on the righf side, passing clean
through the body and coming out.just
below the heart.

Mr. McLeéan, who was about thirty
yards ahead of his unfortunate com-

‘panion, on hearing the report, ran to

his assistance, and on reaching his
side, found him in an unconse¢ious con-
dition. Summoning the aid of some
other men who weré near by, they
did what they could with the very lim-
ited means at their disposal, to re-
lieve his intense suffering, and started
to carry him out to the road on a
blanket.

They had not gone far, however,be-
fore the returning consciousness of Mr.
Shives made it necessary to call a halt,
tke awful agony he endured rendering
this means of eonveyance impossible.

Meanwhile a messenger had been
sent to the end of the Intercolonial
railway line, about two or three miles
away, and fortunately the engine was
working -at that end of the road. All
possible -speed was made, with Driver
Milton Doherty at the throttle, on the
run to town and back with Dr. Lunam.

On his arrival he found the sufferer
in a eritical condition, but everything
possible was done, hoping against
hope.

Life ebbed slowly. away, the end
coming at 5.40 o’clock.” The body was
brought hothe about one o’clock this
morning.

The grief-frenzied widow and family
have the sincerest and fullest sym-
pathy of the whole community.

When the 'deceased first regained
consciousness, after receiving the
fatal woung his first. words were :
“Boys, I'm dying.” He then gave di-

DEADLY BOMB FOUND
IN NEW YORK TENEMENT.

NEW YORK, Nov. 3.—The detectives
were trying yesterday to solve the
mystery of the deadliest bomb which
has ever come to the.official notice. ot
the Bureau.of Combustibles. It was’
found in the hallway of a double tene-
ment at No. 64 Leroy street, which is
the abode of twenty-five families, most
of whom are Italians. Had it exploded
it would have spread death and destrue-
tion in every direction.

Soe«far as the police have been.able to
learn none of the tenants has eyer re-
ceived any threatenixg letters fromr the
“Black Hand” or frém enemies of aniy}
kind. The house is inhabited by mak-
ers of artificial lowers‘and paper sacks.

Detective Sergeant - Petrosino, who
has charge of the investigation, thinks
that the theory of blackmail or “Black
Hand’ has no basis. He and George E.
Murray, chief of the Bureau of Com-
bustibles, believe that the bomb was
not of Italian manufacture.. Bombs
which are hurled by the Camoristi are
primitive affairs, exploded by concus-
sion, while the one which was found.in
the Leroy street tenement bears’ the |
marks of Yankee ingenuity. The  po-
lice are inclined to think that it went
to the wrong.hm;se

The company operate a shingle mill
and saw mill in Campbellton and a
large saw mill on the Restigouche Riv-
er just below Ferguson's Point, about
four miles above Campbellton. Mr.
Shiveg has betn for the last fifteen
years one of the largeSt lumber oper-
ators en the Restigouche, one of the
largest employers of labor, and one of
the foremost citizens of Campbellton.
He had recently erected one of the fin-
est residences in the town. -

He was the son of the late Alexander
Shives, and was for years a resident |
of St. John. There were three broth-
ers, Alexander, Willlam and Robert
Shives - living 'here. a. generation ' ago.
Robert remained a bachelor, William,
who was married; +but had no- child-
rén, adopted W. Shives Fisher of this
city, his nephew by marriage, and
Alexander had two children, Kilgour
Shives and Mrs. Adam MclIntyre of St.
John. Alexander and Willlam Shives
conducted a general lumber and mill-
ing business, and while the former was
residihg ‘at Salamanca, near Frederice
ton, forty-eight years ako, running the
mill now owned by T A. Morrison,
Kilgour Shives was born there. He
was educated in St. John and when
William Shives died in 1877 he took
charge of the mill on the Strait Shore,
then owned by his father and uncle.
For about three years he conducted
that business, and in 1880 the mill
which {s now known as the Warner
Then Mr. Shives spent some years at
Dunsmane, a ' mile beyond Sussex;
where he managed a mill owned by his
father. After that he went - to
Campbellton, where he started mill-
ing operations on his own account en
a small scale at first, but gradually ex-
tending his plant as business increas-
ed. His family lived here for a time,
but after a year or two went to join
him at Campbellton, where they have
sinte resided. His business increased
so that it came to be one of the most
important of its kind in the proyvinee;
and was a few years ago turned into
a joint stock company,-of which Col.
Cutler, of Stetson, Cutler & Co., is pre-
sident, and Mr, Shives was manager.

Government’s Share of Gold Output
in -the Yukon.

OTTAWA, Nov. 4—The government
has received royalty on over seven mill-
ion dollars’ worth of gold produced in
the Yukon this year. 'The Klondike’s
{ gold production to Oct. 19 was $7,086,000.
The per capita output of the camp for
the ten months of 1905 is about $1,500.
No_other camp in the world produces
such a per capita.

The gold output here is figured at $15
per ounce, while on the American side
it is $16 per ounce.

The royalty is two and a half per
cent,” There may have been several
more millions recovered from the mines
which was ‘used in the ordinary busi-
ness of the country.

No export tax will be paid till the
gold leaves the country, so that the ad-
ditional output has not ‘vet figured in
the schedule.
