uader which they could act efficiently
should be inaugurated. These business
men could talk business as well as relig
ion with the farmers who were disposed
to neglect things. The churches them
selves might find lay preaching in their
own fields. In many churches there are
men who could talk on the Lord's day to
edification, if they would only try it
I'here is latent talent: which only needs
to be brought out.

That's about it. [t takes a
certain amount of food to keep the ma
chinery of the body in good working
condition, and then it costs a little more
food to furnish the materials for the
eggs. A pont not to be overlooked is
that feeding should be accompanied by
exercise. We throw a handfal of grain
bere, scatter one over there, and so on,
keeping the hen running from one place
to another all the while. Thus we bury
some in leaves, and the balance of the

Exercise, good feed and enough of it
is what counts in favor of health and
eggs. Of course when we are fattening
for market we have a different plan al-
together, and will have in some future
issue something to say about it.—Ger
mantown Telegraph.

Turnips as Poultry Food.

Thé turnip is not rich in the elements
necessary for the purpose of the hens,
but it promotes health and egg produe-
tion by affording a change from the dry
food in winter. A mess of cooked tur-
nips, to which ground grain is added,
beneficial than either
turnips or grain alone. For this reason
the turnips can be used profitably for all
classes of poultry, and the crop will save
grain and increase the profits.
