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Pedobapmt Testimony.

It is well for Baptists to know that
Pelobaptist scholarship of the highest
order stands arrayed in considerable
numbers with us on the question of
baptism. An excellent selection of
these appeared recently in the Young
People’s Union, of Chicago. With a few
additional testimonies—all Pedobap-
tist—they are reprinted for the readers
of the MEssENGER AND VisiTor. Out of
the mouths of our opponents let the
verdict be given.

Agsin on Baptisw, page 24, he says,
‘In the apostelic age and in the three
centuries which followed, it is evident
that, as & general rule, those who came
to baptism came In full age, of thelr
own deliberate choloe. The liturgioal
service of baptism was framed for full-
grown converts, and Is only by consid-
erable adaptation spplied Lothe caseof

The drollést citizen of New Mexico
is the sober, slow-going burro—the
dwarf donkey familiar and dear to all
parts of Spanish-America. He is
smaller than the tiniest 8hetland pony;
and though he sells for far less —twelve
dollars is & high price for a trained
butrc-he is really worth far more.
Owlish and clumsy as he looks, he is
oce of the most reliable and useful
beasts in the world; and our desert
Bouthwest conld hardly have got on’ at
all without him. He will carry &
crushing load up mountain trails so
dizzy that the best horse would be of
very little use on them (an Eastern
horse; no use whatever), and is wonder-
fully sure-footed. Moreover, his fel-
‘low-ditizens have great respect for his
moral qualities.

The Pueblo Indians are particularly
fond of him. In every adobe-walled
courtyard of their quaint villages he is
to be seen of an evening, contentedly
munching & wisp of straw or folded to
sleep something after the fashion of a
rusty jack-knife whose four blades will
not quite shut into the handle. Dur-
ing the years that I lived in a Pueblo
town, in one of the comfortable Indian
houses and with the Indians for very
true friends, I, also, came to regard
Mr. Burro as a very good neighbor, ex-
cept when he took a notion to sing at
night. His voice is not exactly soft—
as you may have noticed of other don-
keys, and the only song he knows is
“Haw-ee-eeh.” B0 one does not always
appreciate his efforts at a serenade.
Still, I have heard other folks try to
sing who couldn’t; so I can forgive
him,

When, after the ITndians had come to
trust me, I was at last admittéd 1o
their story-tellings, I was greatly inter-
ested in the strange fairy tales which
the 6ld men taught the boys, of & win
ter’s night. The fox, the coyote (or
prairie-wolf), the bear, badger, beaver,
eagle, and other beasts and birds tig-
ured in no end of stories; but there

o ept that both eqneal.

The little boy of our household was
rotlong ago ridieg with his father, who
is a physician. At cne bouse, he be-
came 80 much interested in a family of
Gainea pigs, that two were given him
as a present. Hebrought them home
in & box, and never before, I think, did
two pels give greater pleasure and less
trouble.

They are little creatures, somewhat
the shaps of young rabbits, only with
small, short legs, small ears and bright
eyes. Their hair is soft and silky, and
our two, whom the childaen have dub-
bed Jack and Jill are spotted with
brown, bleck and white, Jack having
the most of brown, Jill the most white.

THE FARM.

The Culture of Pumpkins,

The use of pumpking as a fall and
winter food for cattle cannot be too
highly recommended, and the fact that
they are the cheapest and most easily
raised of all our winter green foods is
not generally known, or at least not
acted upon. Coming at & time when
pasture is getting very short and before
the farmer wants to comrmence using
his roots, they bridge the gap between
summer pasture of soiling and winter
barn feeding, and keep up the ;flow of
milk which so often falls off about this
time.

Those who plant them usually drop
just & few seeds in the hill with the
com, and let them take their chance
and make something if they can. This
is wrong, for the pumpkin bcmgli].)
that requires a great deal of mof
and sun, does not get enough of either.
The former it bas to share with the
corn, which also needs lot of moisture,
especially during the growing season,
and the sunshinefis shut off by the
foliage of the corn; in addition to this
there is very little land that is rich
enougx tosupport two crops. Pumpkins

should be grown by themselves like
other crops.

Fora p mpkin patch choose a light
soil. y piece of bottom is just

the t.hmg, the richer the better, of
oourss ; though comparatively poor soil
will do. After plony ghmg and harrow-
ing, lay it off in check rows ten feet
each way. At each check dig a small
hole and put in one or two forkfuls of
manure, or, which is quicker, throw
ouv, & double furrow wich the ploughing
then ﬁut your manure in the
e pumpkln uka corn, is &
ba thuough n‘:ﬂ ::h:
mnnn to rot! t
makes returns for a liberal
oation, wver up the manure wi Lh
three or four inches of earth, making a

perceptible “hill.”” Ssw four or five
seeds in each hill as soon as danger of
(rost is over, which in this part isabout
the first of May. When in second or
third leaf, thin to two plants in & hill,
and if the ground is rich, they may
with advantage be again thinned to
one, when dnnTr from fthe striped bug
is over, about the time the plants begin
to run. They should be cultivated al
ternate ways every couple of weeks till
they begin to run, which will be in
about two months {rmn sowing, when
they will very soon cumplnu‘h ocover
the ground, and 8o keep the weeds down
themaelves.

The pumpkins should be gathered as
#oon as the first light frost has killed
the leaves, and stored in a cool place
where frost will not reach them. A
good plan is to put them on a barn
floor, or other place, where they can be
sorted as they are fed, ueing those first
that are beginning to rot. In this way
they may be kept tillthe first or middie
of January, where the thermometer
does not fall below fifteen or twenty de-
grees of frost.

Besides being excellent food for cat-
tle, hogs are very fond of them, and they
are & great means of keeping them in
health while being fattened. Sheep also
eat them with relish when they get ac-
customed to them.—Country Gentleman.

The Forehanded Man,

The forehanded farmer always has
somethirg to sell. His crops are
varied. He hesitates to put too mnuy
egge inte one basket or to giv
much attention to one particular p.
He needs to produce plenty of live
sto:k and to have it reasy for sale at
pretty much any time, bat particular-
ly at the time when his taxes or other
well defined and well understood pay-
ments come due. His hogs form a
staple crop, but he can without much
difficulty raise as well as few colts and
calves every year, a bunch of lJambs or
of wethers, an acre or two of potatoes
and & crop of turnips to follow the
early ones. He has a good flock of
fowls and probably one of turkeye, of
ducks or of geese, either of which will
afford spending money for the lesser
expenses of the household every month
of the year. Being forehanded he keeps
& few good milon cows, the female
calves frum which, if by & good sire are
always in demand, because good milk-
ers, and the steers may be eisher killed
in the winter for hcme use or sold for
beef. Then his folks are apt at butter-
making, and good butter is always
demand at paying prices, and his skim
and butter milk make an admirable
food for colts and ecalves, pouliry and
pigs, and the more he has of it the bet-
ver. 1lis aim niust be to get into stock
as much sas possivle to consume all his
farm prodaces, for the forebanded far
mer cannol afford to haul hay, or corn,
or wheat to town. lis stock must
carery it, then, in & manufactured form,
and therefore at & minimum of ex
| pense. The days of all genin, tobacco,
| ootton, hemp, o c. eto. are passed.
| Bmall farms, divemified farming, rota
| tion of crops and everythiog dose well
is now the order of the day. It is that
or no.hing
