The naval estimates pravide for 67,000 additional officers and men,
which will make the navy's strength 218,000 men.

TWO 15-YEAR-OLD BOYS EXECUTED BY GERMANS.

Paris, Aug. 6.—Two fifteen-year-old boys were executed by a German
skirmishing party near Longwy according to official advices given out at
the war office. The youths had warned a force of Gendarmes of the pre-
sence of the German scouting party. The frontier guard drove the Ger-
mans back but they later returned and captured the boys. They were
immediately stood up against a wall and shot by a firing squad.

Naval Fight to Date---Austrian Ships in Adriatic Flying
to Cover from British War Dogs---Emperor William
Appeals to All Germans to Fight for the “Fatherland”--
Engagement Reported Imminent Off Coast of ~Brazil.

Meagre reports of the first big naval engagement of the war were  received last
night from various sources. .For several days reports have come to hand of heavy firing in
the North Sea where the British home flet, under Vice-Admiral Callaghan and the German
Armada have been gradually drawing eloser to one anather.

...\t was announced at the armory last night that, in an encounter between these two
titanic forces, nine German warships. had/been sunk and seven captured, the British loss
being confined to one battleship sunk. Laterin the evening the same report came to The
Standard through a different news servige and while, at 2.15 o’clock this morning it was
not officially confirmed we believe it it to he authentic. From the composition of the con-

 BAITAIN'S FLEET DRING CERMANS BACK

A despatch from London reports that the British fleet frad engaged the Germans
and were reported to be driving the enemy towards the Dutch coast. Another report, con-
firmed, says the British cruiser Amphion was sunk yesterday morning by striking a German
mine. The paymaster and one hundred and thirty men were lost, while the captain, six-
teen officers and 135 men were saved. The Amphion was attached to the third destroyer
flotilla and the fact that she was in the general vicinity where firing was reported would in-
dicate that the main fleet would be in a position to attack the enemy.

Another bulletin from Lowestowft, England, reports a battle between a German des-
troyer and a British scout cruiser 45 or 50 miles from the English coast. The German ship
was clearly on fire, . ‘

It is also learned that the German mine layer Koenigin Luise, which placed the mine
that sunk the Amphion, was herself, afterwards, sunk by the British torpedo boat Lance.

AY AT BOTTOM, CANADA'S OFFER T0 SEND
JRED; REPORT | CONTINGENT OF 20,000

10 EUROPE ACCEPTED

Majesty and
Imperial Authonties Received
at Ottawa Last Night---Con-
tingent Will Likely Be Mobi-
hzed Within Ten Days At
Valcartier, Que.---Name of
Commander Not Yet An-

nounced

Ottawa, Aug, 6.—A cable was received from His Majesty the King
and the imperial authorities late tonight accepting Canada’s offer r‘o
send a contingent of 20,000 trained men to Europe and asking that
they be mobilized at once. Inslde of ten days it is expected that the
contingent will be enrolled and assembled on the training ground at
Valcartier, Que.

The Minister of Militia, on receipt of the cablegram, immediately
summoned the milltia council and they were in session at a late hour.
It is understood that Col the Hon, Sam Hughes is anxious to get only
the very best men available,

It is definitely stated that Col. Hughes will not command the con-
tingent nor will General Lessard, who is at present on sick leave.
The name of the commander has not yet been announced.

Ottawa, Aug. 6—The formal order in council authorizing mobili-
zation was net put through until this afternoon. Instructions were
sent out by telegraph tonight to the officers commanding military units
throughout Canada. The enrolment of volunteers will not be in full
swing until sometime tomorrow or Saturday.

Officers are ordered to take the names of all who wish to volun-
teer according to the scheme announced in the press yesterday. As
soon as applications are received at each regimental headquarters the
applicant will be required to take the oath, and undergo a strict medi-
cal examination by the regimental surgeon or duly qualified medical
examiners appointed for the purpose. The list of enrolled volunteers
who have passed the medical examination with a statement of mili-
tary qualifications of each individual volunteer will then be forwarded
to headquarters.

It Is expected that all the lists will be in by the middle of next
week. The weeding out process in order to reduce the numbers to the
stipulated limitations of one army division comprising 21,000 men will
then be done by the headquarters staff here, having regard to the rep-
resentations of enrolment _officers as to the physique, shooting ability,
military experience, etc. of each individual volunteer.

It will be seen that the whole process is likely to take practically
a fortnight, while additional time must be allowed for transportation
to Quebec. All the names submitted, however, will be kept carefully
filed and tabulated here, and in case a second army division should be
required later the balance of the volunteers not chosen for the first
contingent will be called upon.

The department states that there will be no trouble at all about
equipment or arrangements, and that there are sufficient supplies
available for practically the whole of the active militia in Canada
numbering some 60,000 men. Rush orders, however, have been plac-
ed for tents and other necessaries, and contractors are working night
and day to fill the orders. The dominion arsenal at Quebec is also
working overtime on ammunition of all kinds and thousands of Ross
rifies have been ordered for quick delivery from the factory at Qubec.

IND MAURETANIN INTO HALIFAX

Bulletin—Halifax, N. 8, Aug. 6.—Steamers Mauretania dand Cedric,
convoyed by the British cruiser Essex now anchored in Halifax harlior.

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 6.—The British ship Mauretania arrived in Hali-
fax under escort at ten-thirty this morning followed this afternoon at
seven-fifteen by Cedric escorted by the British cruiser Essex,

The Mauretania while on her way to New York was warned by the
British cruiser Essex late Wednesday night to change her course and
steam full speed for Halifax. At that time the Cunarder was 380 miles
from New York, and 140 miles from Halifax. Somewhere lurking in the
darkness and fog, ready to pounce upon her victims was a German cruis-
er, but watching guard over the lanes fo travel along which her com-
merce was speeding were Britain’s ships which warned the liners of
their danger by wireless.

The actual time to Halifax was four days and ten hours which time
gould first be reduced six hours by the time lost on the indirect route
and six hours was lost in steaming owing to fog and dodging steamers
and cruisers.

* The fastest time ever made by the Mauretania to New York was
four days, ten hours and forty-five minutes from Liverpool to New York.
Under pressure the Mauretania made the marvellous run of 27 and a haif
knots during the early hours of yesterday morning. The average speed
was 26.06 knots. When it was learned aboard the liner the purpose of
the change of course, there was great excitement among the passengers.

In the first class there were five hundred passengers, many of
them prominent in the business professional and church life of both
continents. Mr, Franklyn. head of the International Mercantile Ma-
rine, was one of the passengers; Bishop Courtney, of New York, form-
erly of Halifax, was another. There were a number of German Jews in
the first saloon, but it is supposed they were American citizens, or at
least, said one of the officers, they chipped in and sang “God Save the
King.” Twenty-three of the passengers will be here in Halifax pris-
oners of war and handed over to the proper authorities. These pas-
sengers are of all classes.

There was a sensational report going the rountis of the ship that
late last night a flash of light was seen over the stern of the cruiser
followed by a report of a gun, and it was believed by many that they
had approached too close to some ship which had fired. None of the
officers could substantiate this as they were on the bridge, but sey-
eral of them believed it to be true. It is the opinion of the officers of
the Mauretania that the several German cruisers in North Atlantic
waters know they are doomed, and that they intend to destroy all
British ships possible before they are attacked and wiped out by Brit-
ish warships.

JEGE ATTACK RENEWED, BELGIA
GUNS PLAY HAVOG WITH GERMAN

In renewing the attack the Germans concentrated their forecs ag-
ainst Fort Barchon northeast of Liege. At 11.30 o'clock the German
troops moved forward under cover of the heavy artillery, but the Bel-
gians reserved their fire until the enemy came to close quarters, and
were preparing for their first charge.

Then the Belgians let loose a terrific hail of lead from their ma-
chine guns, causing great havoc in the enemy’s ranks.

The ground around the fort resembled a shambles as the Germans
were mowed down. In the meantime Fort Chaudfontaine bombarded
the enemy and forced them to withdraw. One Belgian shell fell in the
centre of the German column and caused heavy losses.

The Germans also battered away with their artillery at all the
forts on the right bank of the Meuse.

Berlin, Aug. 6—Emperor Willlam
d the Imperial Parli t today
with an important speech from the
throne, of which the text was partly
as follows:
“The world has been a witness of
the indefatigable manner in which we
stood in the front rank during the wor-
ries and troubles of recent years in the
endeavor to spare the nations of Eu-
rope from a war between the great
Powers.
“The greatest perils which had aris-
en owing to the events in the Balkans
appeared to have been overcome, but
then the assassination of my friend
the Archduke Francis Ferdinand open-
ed up a great abyss.
“My ally, the Emperor Francis Jo
seph, was compelled to take up arms
for the protection of his empire against
the dangerous agitation existing in a
neighboring state,
“In. pursuing its interests the Rus-
sian Empire stepped in the way of
Austria-Hungary.

Appeals to Duty.

“Not only our duty as an ally called
us to the side of Austria-Hungary but
the great task was cast upon us, at
the same time with the ancient com-
munity of culture of the two empir®,
to protect our own position against the
attack of unfriendly forces.

“It was with a heavy heart that I
was compelled to mobilize’ my army
against a neighbor with whose troops
mine had fought side by side on so
many fields of battle and with sincere
regret I saw the breaking of a friend-
ship to which Germany had been so
faithful.

“The Imperial Russian government
giving way to an insatiable nationalism
has stepped to the side of a State
which through a criminal act had
brought about the calamity of this
war.

“That France also placed herself on
the side of our opponent was not sur-
prising to us. Only too often had our
efforts to bring about more friendly re-
lations with the French Republic come
into contact with the expression of old
hopes and with long standing malice.

“The present situation arose not
from temporary conflicts of interest or
diplomatic combinations, but is the re-
sult of ill will existing for years
against the strength and prosperity of
the German Empire

“We are not pushed on by the de-
sire of conquest. We are moved by
the unbending desire to secure for
ourselves and those coming after us
the place on which God has put. us.

“My government and, above all, my
chancellor, tried until the last mo-
ment to prevent the worst happen-
ing

“In enforced self-defence, with clear

“To the peoples and races of the
German empire my appeal goes forth
to stand fraternglly with our allles
in defence of that which we have cre-

“Following the nple of our fore:

and ready to fight when in face of
the enemy, let us confide ourselves
to the everlasting Almighty, who will
dtrengthen our defence and conduct
it to a good end.”

At the close of his speech from the
throne the emperor addressed the dep-
uties directly, saying:

“You have read.what I said to my
people the other day frqm the balco-
ny of my castle, I repeat now that 1
no longer know any parties. I know
only Germans, and in order to testify
that you are firmly resolved without
distinction of party to stand by my
side through danger and death I call
