The United States is to give to
a at the end of each season 15
per cent. of the catch on the Pribil
off Islands. Russia is to give Canada
15 per cent, of the catch on the Com-
mander Islands, and Japan is to give
Canada 10 per cent. of the yearly
catch on Robben Island. The United
States and Russia are also to hand
over 15 per cent. of their catches to
an, and Japan is to hand 10 per
cent. of her catch over to Russia and
the United States,

Thus of the Pribilof Islands
70 per cent. is to go to the United
States, 15 per cent. to (Canada and 15
per cent. to Japan: off the Comman-
der Islands catch 70 per cent. is to
go to Russia, 15 per cent. to Canada
and 15 per cent. to Japan; and of the
Robben Island catch 70 per cent. is
to go to Japan, 10 per cent. to Can-
ada, 10 per cent. to Russia and 10 per
cent. to the United States.

There are roughly 100,000 seals on
the Pribilof, 18,000 on Commander and
3,000 or 7,000 on Robben Island. Pro-

Advance Payment.

In addition to the foregoing ar-
rangements it was agreed that the
United States was to pay an advance
of $200,000 each to Canada and Japan,
the purpose being to enable these
countries to buy out their citizens
whose pelagic sealing operations were
to be cut short.

This treaty was signed on July 7,
1911, rather more than 15 months ago.
The United States in the first place
has taken the 15 months to make the
payment of $200,000; it now has been
effected. In the second place the Unit-
ed States congress has ordered the
cessation of killing for ten of the fif-
teen years during which the treaty is
to run, thereby greatly reducing the
sum which Canada will receive. This
action will not benefit the United
States, as for technica] reasoms the

No payments will be made by any
of the three countries owning Tooker-
jes on account of the annual killings.

Movements of McNamara in
San Francisco Traced by
Means of Hotel Registers—
Used Name of “Brice.”

Indianapolis, Oct. 11.~"J, B. Brice,
Chicago,” the name James B. McNa-~
mara used to disguise his intention to
cause explosions on the Pacific coast,
and particularly in Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia, found an important point in
the testimony at the ‘“dynamite con-
gpiracy’ tral today.

As tending to sustain its contention
that the explosiens were part of a con-
spiracy for the illegal inter-state ship-
ment of dynamite, involving the 45
men now on trial, the government in-
dicated it would go thoroughly into
the explosions in the west, possibly
throwing light on the mysterious dis-
sppearance of F. A, Schmidt and
David Caplan, accused as accomplices
of McNamara, Caplan and Schmidt
were indicted in Los Angeles County
on a charge of murder, but they never
were discovered. Government agents
have received information that Cap-
lan was killed.

Witnesses, reading from hotel regis-
ters, testified concerning the move-
ments of McNamara, Schmidt, Caplan
and Olaf A. Tveitmos, of San Fran-
cisco. From the time he arrived in
San Francisco, August 19, 1910, until
he left Los Angeles & few hours be-
fore the Los Angeles Times explosion,
McNamara's whereabouts, with the
exception of a few nights, were ac-
counted for by the name “Brice” writ-
ten on the register.

LONGSHOREMEN OF
HALIFAX AGREE T0
SETTLEMENT TERM3

The award of the Conciliation Board
regarding the dispute between the
shipping companies and the Halifax
longshoremen has been accepted by
the men. The main features of the
award are as follows:

1. The rate of pay shall be at the

for day work and thirty-five cents for
night work.

2, Meal hours to be from 12 (noon)
to 1 p. m. from 6 to 7 p. m, from 12
to 1 a. m. and from 7 to 8 a. m. as
a breakfast hour when men have
worked during the night. In summer
the day’s work begin at 7 o'clock. All
work performed during meal hours
sifall be pald at double rate.

3. There shall be a uniform period
for winter work which shall be from
November 145th until March 31st,
when work shall start from eight
o'clock in the morning all over the
waterfront, except in case of malil or
passenger boats.

4. It shall be optional with any
man not to work longer than twenty
successive working hours.

5. Waiting time. From 7 a. m. to
midnight time to be paid at full rate
for first hour of each period of walit
ing time, and at half rate for suc
ceéding hours until midnight. After
midnight full rate to be paid.

6. Where work is not to be car-
ried on after midnight the day's work
shall be concluded at 11 p. m. at
Richmond. Elsewhere at 11.30 p. m.
This is not to apply where a ship is
nearing completion or in case of a
shunt of perishable cargo.

7. Work done on Sundays, Christ-
mas Day and Labor Day shall be pald
for at double rate.

8. When work is suspended for
lack of shunting facilities the rate
of pay shall be the same as for wait.
ing time under clause 5.

9. All men required to start work
on ships in port on Sunday nights
shall be ordered out and paid from a
time not later than 8 o'clock p. m.
This clause, however, shall not apply
to coastal steamers.

Over 150 vessels from Nova Scotia

Agents of the hosiery
mills, at any rate, claim that while
a few years ago a woman would De
stared at as crazy if she asked for
a 10 1-2 size stocking; mowadays the
demand is such that this size is car-
ried in nl} grades. Time was when
our mothers wore 8 1-2
but now the demand for this size is
comparatively small, 9 9 1-2 and 10
being the most in use. This change
is attributed to the fact that the Am-
erican woman of today is much more
athletic than her predecessors. The
larger size stocking is mot sold to any
one class of women, but equally as
many of the silk as of the cotton
grades. And the manufacturers say
the end is not yet—-that soon the
elevens will be on the market, and in
as much demand as the smaller sizes
at present.

The backward pupil's problem may
be solved by a novel experiment at
one of the grammar schools of a Bos-
ton suburp. A special teacher has
been appointed to give instruction to
13 pupils who for various reasons
were unable last spring to pass the
examinations allowing them to pro-
ceed into the ninth grade work. These
pupils are expected to graduate with
the ninth grade next June, neverthe-
less, as a result of the special train-
ing which they will receive through
the winter. Some are cases of children
losing a good start in a given subject
on account of being out sick when
the fundamental principles were
taught; some of children backward
in a single study; some because of
home conditions; or because of a doz-
en and one different reasons which
in themselves should not be allowed
to Keep a child in subjection while
its companions - pass on to higher
grades. Keen interest is attaching to
this experiment, and if it proves as
successful as hoped, the plan will
doubtless be extended into other
schools and made a part of the gen-
eral system,

Easy access to the big games at the
Harvard stadium is assured this year
by the new arrangements which the
Boston Elevated Railway Company is
installing for handling crowds through
the Cambridge subway. The Yale
game is played at New Haven, but
the contests with Princeton and Dart-
mouth in November will normally fill
the big amphitheatre to overflowing.
The service in former years has al-
ways been regarded as remarkably ef-
fective, since the traction company by
exercise of ight and of i k-
ing methods, has managed to keep its
hundreds of cars moving to and from
the stadium without a single record
of 2 bad delay or tie-up in many sea-
sons.

From the nature of the case, how-
ever, the bevy of cars that have fo-
cused on the Brighton part of the
university grounds from Park streel
and Hanover street have génerally
moved in a stately procession at mod-
erate speed. The Cambridge subway,
it j8 expected, will enable the com-
pany to get a heavy quota of the foot-
ball- enthusiasts from Park street to
the Stadium in about a guarter of an
hour, whereas formerly the sagacious
allowed at least 45 minutes for the
trip! To facilitate the handling at
the Cambridge end the company is
building a commodious platform on
the Boylston street side of its stor-
age yard where the subway cars are
kept.

American Writer to Paris Dis-
covers Officialdom is Ham-

Fleet in North Sea.

Paris, Oct. 11—The redistribution of
the French fleet through the sending
of the North Sea squadron to the Me-
diterranean has left the defence of
the channel coast and the Bay of Bis-
cay to the destroyers and submarines.

Cherboug has been selected as the
base for a fleet of twenty-four of
these swift little craft and a large
number of submarines. These destroy-
ers, which will be known as the flotil-
la squadron of the channel, will be
charged to defend the coast between
Cherbourg and Havre and protect
such ports of commerce as Calais and
Boulogne, Granville, Saint Malo, but
especially Havre and the mouth of the
Seine.

With the exception of two submar-
ines to go to Toulon, all the French
submarines wfll remain at Cherbourg
to join with the destroyers in a de-
fensive or offensive action in case of
Wwar,

An American visitor to Paris re-
cently discovered that the red tape
which binds officialdom there is even
stronger than that to be found in
other countries.

The barbers and hairdressers of
France are incensed against the pro-
prietors of drug stores for encroach-
ing upon their trade. At their annual
congress in Paris they passed a stern
resolution against the druggists, who
protested that the barbers themselves
had crossed far into pharmaceutical
territory. :

French barbers have for a long time
made a practice of selling toilet goods
in addition to performing toilet ope-
rations. At first they confined them-
selves to stocks of such articles as
are directly connected with matters
recognized as barbers’ business, such
as shaving " soap, shaving brushes,
strops, shaving paper, hair ointments,
and so on.

The slight-|
est infraction of the above theoretical
schedule would cause a deficity even
for the $10 a week worker. A doctor
or dentist’s bill larger than the above
calculation or loss of wages for a
week or two longer than the minimum
average loss noted would make per-
ceptible inroads on the average éarn-
ings.

One of the most significant inquiries
in the whole matter of low wages is,
“How is the deficit made up?”’ Work-
ers continue to exist and to work on
“less-than-living wages.” It is obvious
that money or its equivalent must be
supplied by ‘“relatives, friends, chari-
ty, or vice,” as the-cold speculation
of the social diagnostician has it. The
Massachusetts investigators turned
light on some sources of help. The
most organized form of piecing out
the wage deficit was run across in a
confidential information exchange in
Beston.
