The detalls of his public appoint
ments are prosate. e was born in
Dresden Deo, 18, 1846. He Mmherited
his title frofh his father, Baron Cle:
mens von s who died in 1879,
He entered Thind Baxon rifle bate
talion e & endet and eerved in the
Austrdan and  Fronoo-Prussian  cam.
paigns. From 1871 to 1874 he waa
instruector in the Military Acatemy of
Borlin, and feom 1876 to 1887 he was
attached to the General Staff and then
became lleutenant colonel of the FMist
Rifie Dattalion, Tn 1800 he was ool
onel and commander of the 101st Gren.
adier Regiment and trom 808 to 1807
wae again attadhed to the CGeneral
Staff, In.1898 he became & major
generali in 1807 a Houtenant general
and commander of the thintyeecond
diviston! I 1000 commissary general
of the Tweltth Army Corps and in
1001 weneral of infantry, On Aug.
991002, he wae numed o member of
tho Saxon eabinet, holding the port:
follos of state and war, He married
in 1876 Pramlein Morie von Salviat!
and had three daugiters, two of whot
married army officers

In the majority of these positions
Von Hausen did nothing to attract
attention or the pralse of his super
lors, 'THe . great war had hardly
started before he put a blot in his
tory and & ourse on his country that
has no dtplionte.

Extent of Collapee Prokably
Unprecedented in Modern
History — Several Causes

New York, March 23—Germany's
more serious financial and general
economic position among the mations
of the world found concrete exprossi.n
here today when the mark fell to the
new low record of 29 1-2-100ths of one
cent. The extent of thig collapse,
probably unprecedented in modern
history, may be guaged from the fact
that the normal or pre-war value of
the mark here was 233-10ths cents.
Selling of German exchange at this
centre has been unusually large re-
cently at steady reactions, but offer
ings assumed most impressive pre-
portions in the last few' days.

The increased liquidation apparent.
ly, accompanied by 8peculative offer-
ings, was ascriSed by informed in-
erests ag directly traceable to the
demand of the United States Govern-
ment for payment of the expenses of
its army of occupation on the Rhine,
For this a claim of $241,000,000 al.
ready had been presented to the Rep-
arations Commission. Yet another
factor in the demoralization is the
severity of the terms imposed on the
Berlin Government as a pre-requisite
to the granting of partia] moratorfum,

The Empire's Need of Men.
(Bmpire Mail.)

The question of migration within the
Hmpire is nowadays generally recog-
nized as one of the highest import-
ance.. There is practically no differ
ende of opinion upon it in prinoiple,
and the ounly division is on the best
methods to be adopted. It will be re-
called that the Imperial Conference
held Iast summer decided to recom-
mend the adoption of a scheme of
State-alded settioment in the Domin-
ions and in the interval the Overseas
Settlement Committee have been busy
in an endeavor tocarry that policy in-
to effect. In their annual report,
which has just been issued, the Com-
mittee state that the year 1921 was
not favorable for migration owing to
serious unemployment overseas as well
as at home. It is hoped, however, that
the wave of depression in the Domin
ion will pass away more quickly than
in countries nearer to the areas spe-
cially affected by the Great War. The
committes point out the importance of
preliminary training of emigrants who
intend settling on the land, and the
difficulty of obtaining .such settlers
trom adult members of our population,
which is largely town bred, The ne-
cessary training oan, of course, be ac-
quired most easily by the young, but
we hope that in the exercise of their
undoubted right to choose their own
settlers, the Dominions will not make
it too difficult for the right type of em-
igrant to take up work on the landg,
merely because he lacks an agricul-
tural training. We agree Wwith the
Overseas Settlement Committee in
their emphasis of the urgent need for
pressing on with the policy which has
already been founded. The highest in-
terests of the Empire will be served
by well-organized co-operation be-
tween the Government of the United
Kingdom and the Governments of the
Dominions to that end. We look for-
ward to the early introduction in Par-
lament of legislation to deal in a prac-
tical way with the problem.

PEACE NEAR IN
THE NEAR EAST

Turks and Greeks Sure to
Make Armistice — Ameri-
cans and British Involved.

Paris, Marcn 23.—Peace in the Near
Hast & the confident forecast in Paris
s the AMled foreign ministers fore-
gather for the virtual rewriting of the
Sevres treaty. It is further indicated
by the highest official sources that the
certainy of an armistice between Tur
ey and Geeece wiil open the path of
the Genoa Conferemce to the economic
veestablishment of the Near Hast, in-
volving immense interests of American
and British capital now held up by
the unsettled political conditions and
the dally threat of the outbreak of
war in Asia Minor.

The part which a pacified Levant

the | will play in the conference at Genoa

has not been realized heretofore and
is not exagwerated by Buropean fin-
anciers who are already beginning
commencial lobbying both in Paris and
Genoa. However, it 1s not expectad
that the peace programme will be at-
tained in a day. The Near East Con-
ference is likely to last a week for
there will be distinct clash of British
and French ideas which it is believed
will resuilt in an armistice at least.

I Premfer Poincare prevails on Lord
Curzon to make concessions from the
old theory of having Greece be the
soldier of the Mediterranean, the
Turks will willingly accept peace. The
indications are that Greece has al-
ready decided that the soldier job is
ruining the State financially and it ‘s
Hkely the conference will demand the
complete withdrawal of the Greeks
from Thrace and Anatolia and further
the relinquishing of the naval base .n
the straite.

Before territorial questtons are tak-
en up it is certain the ministers will

demand that the Greeks and ' Turks
sign a tentative agreement to prevent
a renewal of hostilities in the spring.
From comversations with both repre-
sentatives of the Angora and Con-
stantinople Governments it is declared
the Turks are ready to lend their sig-
nature providing the Greeks withdraw
from scattered positions from which
they threatenm to begin an early of-
fensive toward Angora, It Is not be-
lieved it will be hard to convince the
Greeks in the present state of their
finances. It is suggested to relieve
tho ooccupation of Comstantinople hy
the establishment of Inter-Allied com-
missions to prevent violations of the
armistice and maintain order. It Is
pointed out that settlement of the
Near Hast problem will leave the Al-
lied councils free to discuss the debt
situation toward the United Statass
for which, no doubt, Europe will pre-
pare immediately after the conference
at Genoa. It is certain that France
even on her own initiative will suggest
that some financial schedule be offic-
fally discussed.
Curzon Leaves for Parls.
London, March 23.—Lord Curzon,
secretary for foreign affairs, accom-
panied by a party of experts, left for
Paris today to attend the conference
on Near BHastern questions opening to
morrow.

During the ride Emmerline
Kwakerneck, one of the girls, jumped
from the automobile and received ser-
fous injuries. Dodge is under $7,002
bond to appear there for a hearing on
March 81.

He
is inclined to think that total finally
will prevail as against the 65,000 ap-
proved by the Appropriations Sul
Committee yesterday.

Army of 130,000 Favored.

As to the army, the Presidemt sug-
gests a minimum of 130,000 men as
the irreducible requisite. No “exces-
sive” reduction, that cuts the army to
a figure below that total will command
the administration’'s approval. The
President is bullding no lugubrious air
castles concerning either complica-
tions abroad—which he thinks werc
relfeved by the Washington conference
~—or alarming conditions at home. Un.
til the world is in “a settled’ state,”
the Harding view is, it would be injudi-
cious and indefensible to "disarm.”
The United States, for the indefinite
future, must maintain a strong *peace
dfeense,” he holds. Mr. Harding men-
tlons, as a further reason for a
“gizable” army, the large force re-
qyired merely for the purpose of scrap-
ping and safeguarding the vast emerg-
éncy military establishment formed
for the World War. ;

issue-upon which full unity of the Am-
erican people could be obtained, There
is that unity, except among & few who
prefer measures of force to measures
of good will in our international rela-
tions,

Removing Cause of Friction.

“It seems to me that the simple ques-
tion i8' ‘Do we want disarmament?”
It wg do want it, then it must be
brought mbout by agreements under
which others reduce their arme also.
We cannot sacrifice the safety of Am-
erica by quixoti¢c ‘disarmament our
selves alone.

“Nor is the matter so simple as an
agreed limitation, and ratios of capital
ships and other weapons. We mast
eliminate the alliances of other ‘_I}&

sélves and Japan have been settled.
The major differences between China
and Japan have been adjusted. The
tide of foreign aggression on the fron-
tiers of China has been turned back.
The open door has been made effec-
tive.

“The world could not go on in rival-
ries in implements to kill, rivalries
that were based on growlng poitical
irritation, l;v:}t.lmlzt. entering upor the
job of killing.

“This is the first precise and sub-
stantial contribution in history to the
problem of disarmament. But it is
more, in that it provided an agreed
ratio of strength . This ratio has been
settled on foundations that protect the
sensibilities and interests and enlist
the good will of the great powers.
