darkness, the record is not alarming;
and though it is a fact that a number of
bold burglaries have taken place, yet
altogether, crime against persons and

dence in ¢indica jon of the morality of
gift enterprises. Ourobject is enlighten-
ment, as we don't feel bound to accept
the ipse dizit of any class of men, without
having our own minds throughly con-
vinced, and this can only be done by
personal investigation, 8ot by pinning
our faith on the coat sleeve of others.

The Alliance starts with the declaration
that its object is to ** correct-the immoral
habits of society.” No good man will
ignore the right and the duty of the
Alliancein this great work, for, certainly,
society in almost all its phases, isa stand-
ing reproach on morality and religion;
but to discriminate on points of morality
may sometimes be no easy matter, while
it is equally true that the * weightier
matters of the law’’ may be omitted by
following an ignis fatuus. There is a
passage im the New Testament which
vecords the language of the Master thus,
“ Ye blind gunides, which strain at a
gnat, and swallow a camel.” We do not
accuse the reverened gentlemen compos-
ing the Evangelical Alliance with being
“ blind guides,”” nor are we prepared to
afirm that they are not such. We: are
trying to find out this now ; and perhaps
we will be able to arrive at an opinion
when this article is coinpleteds

A prominent point in the ‘‘ protest,”’
which suggests eriticism, is the statement
that thesa enterprises ‘‘ foster the desirs/
to be rich without labor; :and without
giving any real ejaivalent.”” Well, this
is only nmatural, and would our good
pastors impugn a law which has been
planted in the human breast by the
Great Author of our being. Whatelergy-
man whose name is appended to the
“ protest,” would retuse to become rich,
and having become rich would much
care for working any more? Kase and
luxury are the principal aims of ns all;
and we believe that once attained, pas-
tors as well as other folks, would be
found shirking labor.

The Chief of Police has laid his an-
nual offering before the Common Coun-
cil, and has presented a synopsis of the
work performed during the past year by
himself and the twenty-nine men under
his command. The statistics, so far as

Sham Structures.

Another tale of manslaughter comes
from Boston. It is but a repetition of
hundreds which have been told before
and will, it mustbe feared, be told again.
A sham brick building of six stories, in
which a large number of - helpless oper-
atives are at work, is found to be on fire
in daylight, and scarcely is the alarm
given when the tinder wood-work, ren-
dered doubly combustible by its thin
brick casing,is a mass of flame. A
panic is prevented by the presence of
mind of one strong-willed woman, and
the operatives, with, so far as is known
one exception, escape without injury.
Then comes the tragedy. Relying upon
the supposed strength of the walls, the
firemen place their ladders against the
building and ascend. The tinder roof
falls in, and the miserable, unbraced
eight inch walls quiver for a moment,
and fall to the ground in ruins. In a
instant, two strong men are ushered
into eternity, many more are injured,
and it ts feared that under the con-
fused pile of bricks and mortar
other insensible forms may yet be lying.
So much for these buildings, which by
a criminal parsimony of their owners
are constructed as if for the sole pur-
pose of destruction of human life, on the
slightest cause being given. When will
men take warning by these oft repeated
tales of sorrow? When will they sacri-
fice gaudy appearance to substantiality,
and when cease, to be, through avarice,
the culpable authors of wholesale man-
slaughter? A man who builds a brick
building six stories high with eight
inch walls should be punished by law;
but still men are doing it day by day,
and it may be will continueto do o,
It may he that only when the cries
of widows and orphans arouse the ac-
tive indignation of the people of Amer’-
ca will the law show its power of re-
straint, and by the proper punishment
of these placers of man-traps and

slaughterers of men, give assurance of
some safety, and afford relief from the
criminal avarice of greedy capitalists
and unserupulous builders. Let that
{ day soon come.

they are calculated to give a correct idea
of the actual number of offenders, es-
pecially those arrested for the commis-
sion of minor crimes, are somewhat un-
satisfactory; for although the arrests

are carefullydetailed it must be remem-
bered that these are greatly in excess of
the real number of criminals. Thus, for
instance, there are certain unfortunate
individuals classed in the daily reports
as old offenders—persons who are peri-
odically arrested, fined, or in most cases
imprisoned, and at the expiration of
their 1mprisonment are again arrested,
and pass to the same course with a rc-
gularity of habit which has become
second nature, Yet each arrest helps to
swell the figures and convey an exag-
gerated idea of onr actual crime. In
the report for 1872 it is stated that 1,905
men, women and children have been ar-
rested, this number being nearly a four-
teenth part of the population of thecity,
whereas it would -be possible for one
quarter of the number, were they all

‘hard cases,” to pass through that num-
ber of arrests. As this latteris probably

not the case we must, in the absence of
more minute calulations, allow a reason-
ably fair margin when it is necessary to
contemplate the situation.

Although the list of offences is suffici-
ently lengthy, it is pleasing to observe
that the crimes themselves are not us a
rule of a startling character. No capi-
tal offenders are mentioned ; there is one
case of arson—in which the higher
Courts have failed to convict—two cases
of forgery, one of concealing the birth of
child, six of aggravated assault, six of
stabbing, two of shooting. The assaults
of various kinds number two hundred
and forty and the cases of abusive lan-
guage are only 101, showing the dispo-
sition of the British race to use personal
force in preference to lingual argument,
and the fine force of logic. We have 984
cases of simple and inoffensive drunk-
enness. seven only were sufficiently de-
mented to fight, and only three, accord-
ing to tbe Report, were both drunk and
disorderly. So that although the cases
of drunkenness are more than two hun-
dred in excess of last year yet they ap-
pear to have been an exceeding docile
1ot of offenders. How far drunkenness,
or at least semi-drunkenness,is connect-
ed with the 240 assaults and 37 cases of
simple fighting is not stated. Thelarcen-
ies are 42 innumber, but only one case of
robbery occurred. Only two persons
wilfully damaged property, although
fifteen broke windows, and seven broke
doors, probably by accident. Eighty-
six persons sought protection during the
year, and only two others choose to
wander on the strects; we have had
only eight cases of vagrancy. Nine per-
sons have had no visible means of sup-
port, and some thirteen have been un-
able to give a satisfactory account of
themselves.

the cities, towns and villages preaching
as the apostles did, in fisherman’s
¢lothes; norcan wesubsist as they did by
nceasionally takiug boats and nets and
catching fish.

THE LAST BOSTON TRAGEDY.
Yesterday’s despatches contained the
announcement of another tragedy from
fire, in Boston, by which two lives were
lost and some ten or twelve persons were
severely injured. The fire occurred on
Thursday morning in the six story brick
building on the corner of Hanover and
Blackstone streets, occupied by G. A.
Sammett, manufacturer of hair matrasses.
It was first seen in the third story, and
the flames burst out with great violence
on both sides of the building. Almost
immediately the upper portion of the
structure was enveloped in flames, which,
fed by the combustible material, rushed
up the stairways, cutting off escape to
the lower part of the building. In the
upper story a number of girls were at
woik, and although nearly panic-stricken
most of them retained sufficient presence
o° mind to ascend through the roof and
e scape by means of the roof of an ad-
joining building. Mary Ellen Moore be-
camn: so frightened that she leaped from
the window to the street below, striking
w.th fearful force on the sidewalk, badly
su.ashing the side of her face and injur-
ing herself internally. She was taken up
and subsequently removed to the hospital.
Although the leap was a frightful one,
and seemed as though it must result in
instant death, it is somewhat singular
that none of her bones apperred to be
broken, and though dangerously wounded
her injuries may not prove‘fatal. Had it
not been for the presence of mind of cne
of the girls, Mary O’Keefe, other girls
would have followed their more unfortu-
nate companion, but owing to a powerful
will she kept them from making what in
all probability would have been a fatal
leap.

In the meantime during the intense ex-
citement which prevailed the firemen
went bravely to work, and in a remark-
ably short space of time ladders were
raised and streams of water were pour-
ing into every window. The building
was so sitnated that it afforded a fine of -
portunity to fight the flames on both
streets, while from the roofs of aljacent
stores water could be thrown on the
blazing mass with good eftect.

The firemen had, to 21l appearances, got
the mastery of the { re,w.er, at a quarier
before eleven, a portiou of the roof fell
in, and was immediately followed by the
crumbling of tne thin brick walls of the
upper portion of the Hanover street front.
At this moment at least a dozen ladders
were raised against the burning building,
and as many streams were being poured
upon the fire. On many of the ladders
leadihg hosemen were clinging as high
up as the fifth story, and several were on
a level with the roof. A number of per-
sons were inside the building engaged in
throwing goods from the windows, and
citizens on the sidewalk directly beneath
were busily employed in in carrying them
away to a place of safety. At the first
indication of the disaster, which had been
apprehended by those familiar with the
character of the building, a shudder ran
through the crowd, which had with great
difficulty been kept out of harm’s way, by
the police. Inside the ropes were a large
number of firemen, citizens and represen-
tatives of the press. These men shrank
back from the danger which threatencd
all who were standing within reach of the
falling walls,

The upper portion of the wall forced
the ladders backward, and while one or
two were broken by the tension of the
guys, and the men fell to the pavement
and were buried beneath the mass of
brick and mortar, which came down witl
a frightful crash, one ladder upon which
Stowell, a hoseman of engine 15, was
standing, swung toward the corner of
Hanover and Blackstone strects, and
Stowell fell against the curb-stone, killing
him almost instantly. The walls of the
third and fourth stories bulged outward
and fell upon the sidewalk. Had they fol-
lowed the course of the upper portion,
the fatalities would inevitably have been
much greater.

The firemen immediately rushed to the
rescue of their comrades, who were
taken up tenderly and carried to the
nearest apothecary stores and Station 1.
Le Cain and A. C. Scott were conveyed
in a pung to the police station and thence
to the hospital.

At last accounts two of them were
dead and ten or twelve moge badly wound-
ed, and it is feared others are beneath
the ruins. The inmates of the building,
containing quite a large number of zirls,
it is hoped all got out safely, though it is
feared some of them have perished. The
walls of the building, it is said, are but
cight inches thick.

An animated discussion that resulted
in the dissolution of a long established
partnership and almost ended in a hand-
to-hand row occurred on King street
yesterday.

Tur-
ner got up and calied him, and then pro-
ceeded to get breakfast ready. Mr. Shay
fell asleep in his chair and Turner told
him he had better lie down on the bed
and he would call him when he went out.
It being Lent, Mr. Shay would not have
any breakfast, ‘for you know,” says he,
“jts not much I can do for my church
but mind her rules.” Here the stories
as told by both parties disagree. Turner
says he went out and got some one to as-
sist him to put in some coal, because
Shay was tired. Shay says that Turnerjcall-
ed him his partner and brother alternate-
ly, went out to deceive him and steal
from him his share in the proceeds of an
operation in coal and wood. At any
rate, Turner got out and went to work
assisted by another man, while Shay
slept. But not long were his slumbers;
he waked up and was soon at the scene
of operations. He first put an injunctlon
on the capital stock of the firm, consist-
ing of two baskets, threatening to do
serious bodily harm. He called Turner
a Judas because ‘‘he had decaved” his
friend, and then and there dissolved the'®
old and established firm of Shay& Turner,
among a large crowd of witnesses who
had gathered around.

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Body of a Drowned Man Recovered.
Yesterday afternoon about four o’clock

@ two young mén, Edward Commor and

Timothy Cronan, were grappling for old
junk at the end of Merritt’s wharf, and
while so engaged saw underneath them,
and wedged in between the logs of the
wharf, the body of a man with arms and
legs extended. After some trouble the
body was removed from its position,
placed in the boat, and rowed up to the
stairs at the end of the South Market
Wharf. A large number visited the body
while lying there, but it was so decom-
posed that it could not be recognized,
especially in the dim light of the evening.
The body had evidently been in the water
along time, as the fingers had by the action
of the water become not more than an
inch long, the features of the face were
in the same way rendered perfectly unre-
cognizable. The body is that of a man
M medium height but rather stout, and the
jacket, though covered with mud and
slime,appeared blue, a pair of knee boots,
one of which was pulled off in the efforts
to extricate the body from its position
under the wharf, were found on his feet.
Corcner Earle was sent for and the body
was at once taken to the Dead House.

There are several men missing from St.
John of late and the friends of each
were present to see if the body could be
recognized. Those acquainted with the
watchman Callahan McCarthy, who is
supposed to have fallen over the North
Wharf, said at once the body was not his.
Tt is probably the body of Quinm, the
boatswain of the barque Stadacona, who
is supposed to have fallen overboard
while the vessel was lying at Merritt's
wharf in November last, He was a na-
tive of Ireland, and after his disappear-
ance his mother sent a description of his
body to some friends in this city.

The wives of McCarthy, the watchman
for Hall & Fairweather, and of McDonald,
for the Water Commissioners, who dis-
appeared mysferiously and were never
heard from, saw the body this morning
but each pronounced it not the body of
her husband. Coroner Earle commenced
an ingnest on the body at 2 o’clock in
the Coroner's Room at the Dead House.

PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

TREDERICTON, March 1.
The Legislative Council Chamber was
well filled yesterday afternoon with those
anxious to hear Better Terms talked over.

After waiting some time the members of |

the Government came in from a com-
mittee-room conference with the members
of Parliament, and Hon. Mr. Young rose
and apoligised for having kept the gentle-
men waiting.

He said that communications had
been received from a great many mem-
bers of both Houses approving of the
BetterTerms move and promisingto aid it
in every way and regretting their inabil-
ity to attend the conference.After confer-
ing with the members of Parliament in
attendance, it had been deemed advisable
that no public discussion of the question
be now had. A meeting would be called
at Ottawa and a policy decided on at the
opening of the Session.

Lewis moved to go into the considera-
tion of the answer to the Speech of the
Governor.

McInerny asked the mover of the Ad-
dress if the Government had received an
order from the Home authorities to ap-
ply to the Governor the title of His
Honor only.

Mr. Young-explained that the Govern-
ment had continued using the former
title of His Excellency, and he did not
personally know of any such instructions
having been issued. He would enquire
and report soon.

The President read the Speech and Re-
ply, section by section.

Mr. Jones said :—‘Better Terms origi-
nated in St. John, and when I was in the
Government the late Provincial Secre-
tary and myself were in aecord on the
subject. The present memorial of the
Government is the best I have seen on
Better Terms. Before the Government
can expect to make an impression at Ot-
tawa, they must exercise more rigid
economy and show a greater saving than

a right to be relieved in proportisn.

Mr. Young said:—I did not know
whether the Hon. member was opposed
to Better Terms or the Government, but
in the Government he opposed Better
Terms when I introduced it. I am not
of those who gloat over the position
now, but I think that there was a mistake
made in the terms at time of the Union.
Nova Scotia has succeeded, and I think
the Dominion will deal justly with us,
The meeting yesterday was mnot &
failure, as gentlemen, by letter, pledged
their support. New Brunswick is a
paying Province to the Dominion. He
denied the charge of extravagance; the
Government was ready to give an ac-
count of its expenditure at any time.

- Mr. Chandler said:—Comparing our
position with that of Nova Scotia, and
the terms now offered to Newfoundland,
our claim is clear, and we must get
Better Terms. The Union of the Maritime
Provinces would strenghen our position
and diminish our expenditure. The Gov-
ernment must be ready to guard against
hostility .on_account-of the School Act.

Mr. McInerney saii: My position is
well known and I regret that since the
Union I have had no reason to change
my views. I objected then to the politi-
cal as well as the financial terms and I
believe that we ought to have still further
copied the United States form of govern-
ment and given each Province equal rep-
resentation in the Senate.

FREDERICTON, March 1.

The enlarged committee on the Debates

A Charnel House Escape.

Carrie Johnson, colored, aze about 20
a servant in the house of Alexander T}
De Puy, at No. 33 Morton street, New
York, was found apparently dead in her
bed, by her employer, on Friday morning.
Mr. De Puy soon afterward made affidavit
to the fact beforc Coroner Young, who
granted a.permit for the removal of the
body to the Morgue. In taking this action,
the Coroner suggested the propriety of
permitting the corpse to remain at the
house a few hours longer, and to this Mr.
De Puv readily assented. At 2.30 p. m.
the dead-wagon arrived at the house, but,
as the driver, a former hospital nursa,
was lifting the body from the bed, he dis-
covered a strange warmth about the loins,
which satisfied him that life was not ex-
tinct. He declined to transfer the body
to the Morgue, and physicians, who were

immediately summoned, succeeded, after
prolonged effort, in restoring the woman
to consciousness at 4 2. m. on Saturday, |
or about 24 hours after she had beem

found insensible. Subsequently, the

woman, who was not intemperate, walked

to the house for Colored Persons, at No. |
185 West Thirtieth street, where she is

now stopping: She is said to have been

subject to fits, and her suspended anima-

tion is attributed to catelepsy.

Arrest of a Spanish Editor.
Cirilo and Emilia C. de Velaverde, hus-
band and wife, both of whom are engaged
in furthering the objects of the Cuban re-
volutionists, have brought suit in the Su-
preme Court to recover $10,000 damages
from Jose Ferrer de Couto, editor of El

Cronista, the Spanish organ in this city,
or the publication in that paper, on the
18th of March, 1871, of an article assert-
ing that Emilia Casanova de Velaverde
had, for the ostensible purpose of obtain-
ing means to fit out a Cuban expedition,
sold jewels entrusted to her by wealthy
Cubans, and converted the proceeds to
her own privatc use; and that the ladies
of the Cuban Leagues, having become
aware of this fact, had declared her ac-
tion to be of a traitorous and fraudulent
character.

The complaint alleges that these state-
ments in the article are false and malici-
ous, and made with the intent to injure
the lady in question.

Judge Fancher granted an order of ar-
rest against Mr. de Couto, fixing the bail
at $1,000, which amount Mr. de Couto
gave before Order of Arrest Clerk Jarvis.
