Surgical Freezing.—The success­

ful employment of an anesthetic 
whiclt prevents pain without destroy­
ing consciousness is a matter of inter­
est and importance to medical people 
everywhere. Dr, B. W. Richardson, 
in the London Lancet, describes two 
operations of this kind, by him per­
formed, for removal of cancerous tum­
ors of the breast, both patients being 
ladies. A spray of common ether was 
directed upon the tumor until thor­
oughly chilled. The lighter fluid, a 
compound ot ether with hydride of 
amyl, specific gravity 0 729, was then 
applied until tho whole of the breast 
was frozen like a snowball. Instead 
of with a scalpel, the Incisions and 
removal were effected by means of 
small, strong, sharp, and curved scis­
sors. Tho use of this instrument ie 
considered essential. The operations 
were successful, tho healing speedy, 
without discharge or trouble of any 
kind.

Tub Check Rein.—Why is It that so 
many of onr farmers, and nearly all 
ol our city carters insist in using 
tight rein on working horses? When 
ahorse, left to his natural Inclination, 
has a heavy load to pnll, ho can beet 
exert his back bone in one continuous 
lino, and this he will invariably do if 
not prevented by a tight check rein. 
Some claim that it prevents a-horse 
from falling down, but when a horse 
falls a tight rein will most effectually 
prevent him from getting on to hie 
feet again. Try it without the rein 
and see if we are uot correct in our 
practice and theory.—Journal of the
